a - Vacation:  Employees under 5 years - 6%, over 5 years - 8%
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FED:  Minimum requirement per Fair Labor Standards Act means time and one-half (1 ½) shall be paid for all work in 
excess of forty (40) hours per work week. 
 
NO. 8:   Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular workday from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. with a thirty (30) minute 
lunch period.  The Employer may establish a ten (10) hour work week consisting of four (4) consecutive days, Monday 
through Thursday, at the straight time wage rate.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work.  The four (4) 
tens (10s) must run for a period of at least four (4) days.  In the event a job is down due to weather conditions, safety or 
other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday may, at the option of the employer, be worked as a 
make-up day at the straight time wage rate. Time and one-half shall be paid for all overtime hours worked outside the 
regular work day or work week.  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All work 
performed on Sundays and recognized holidays must be paid at double (2) time.   
 
NO. 14:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day’s work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m., and 
the regular quitting time shall be 4:30 p.m.; lunch time shall be twelve (12) o’clock noon to 12:30 p.m.  The regular starting 
time may, by mutual consent of employees on the job site, and the employer, be between 7:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. with 
appropriate adjustments made to the regular quitting time and lunch time.  All time worked before the regular starting time 
and after the regular quitting time, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Four (4) 
days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time.  All work commencing with the beginning of the established 
work day on Saturday shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work commencing with the beginning of the 
established work day on Sundays and/or Holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 16:  Means the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor between 7:00 a.m. and 3:30 p.m. and the 
regular working week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour days of labor, beginning with Monday and ending 
with Friday of each week.  Start time may be varied by two (2) hours.  All full time or part time labor performed during 
such hours shall be recognized as regular working hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  All work performed 
outside the regular working hours and performed during the regular work week, shall be at one and one-half (1½) times 
the regular rate.  Two (2) times the regular rate shall be paid for all hours over twelve (12) consecutive hours.  When 
circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to by interested parties, the Employer may institute 
a work week consisting of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of five (5) a.m. and six (6) p.m.,  
Monday through Thursday, with one-half (1/2) hour allowed for a lunch period each day.  Friday may be used as a make-
up day.  The make-up day will be voluntary, and a decision not to work may not be held against the employee.  When 
working four (4) ten (10) hour days, overtime will be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate for the eleventh (11th) and 
twelfth (12th) hour, all other hours worked over twelve (12) in one day will be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  All 
work performed on Saturday for the first eight (8) hours will be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Two 
(2) times the regular rate shall be paid for all hours over eight (8) consecutive hours.  All work performed on recognized 
holidays, or days locally observed as such, and Sundays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 25:  Means regular working hours of eight (8) hours shall constitute a working day between the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 
4:30 p.m. in a forty (40) hour working week of Monday through Friday. Employment on Saturday, Sunday and legal 
holidays, and employment before or after the regular working hours shall be considered overtime.  Employment on 
Saturday, Sunday and legal holidays shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 
12:00 midnight, Monday through Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 
12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on any day shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate. 
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
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NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 37:  The Employer may choose, at his discretion, to work five eight hour days or four ten hour days with a Friday 
make-up day, Monday through Friday at straight time.  Overtime shall be paid after eight (8) hours when working “five 
eights” and after ten hours when working “four tens”.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be 
paid for at the rate of double (2) time.  All Saturday work shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular 
wage rate.  All night work during the regular work week other than the above-mentioned days shall be paid for at the rate 
of time and one-half (1½) the regular wage scale until midnight and double (2) time after midnight except make-up time 
will be allowed under the following condition:  In the event of inclement weather on exterior projects which prevents 
working the full regular eight (8) hour day, forty (40) hour work week schedule, a Saturday make-up day can be granted.  
Then said work on Saturday shall be paid at the straight time rate of pay up to a maximum total of forty (40) hours per 
week. 
 
NO. 46:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours from 6:00 a.m. to 6: 30 p.m.  Starting time may be between 
6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m.  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning between 6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. 
on Monday and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 6:30 p.m. on Friday.  All hours in excess of the regular work day and work 
week shall be considered overtime.  Overtime on days recognized as regular work days and on Saturday shall be paid for 
at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of 
double time (2) for time worked.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday through 
Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours at straight time rate of pay.  The 4-10’s must run for a period of at least 
four (4) days.   
 
NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
 
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
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NO. 52:  Means the regular workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, Monday through Friday.  The regular 
workday shall consist of an eight (8) hour period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending no later 
than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  The 
option exists for the employer to use a four (4) day, ten (10) hour work week.  Days worked shall be Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  If the job requires men on duty all five (5) days, then part of the crew may work the 
first four (4) days and the remainder of the crew may work the last four (4) days.  Hours each day shall be from 7:00 a.m. 
to 5:30 p.m.   Interested parties on the project must agree to this clause before it may be used.  Once this clause has 
been put into effect, it shall remain as long as the majority of the Employees on the project and the Employer agree to 
keep it.  The four (4) day clause shall not be used to circumvent a Holiday.  Except as otherwise provided, all work 
performed outside the regular working hours and performed during the regular work week (Monday through Friday) shall 
be at the following rates of pay: 
 Holidays-New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day (or days 
observed as such) shall be recognized as Holidays that shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Labor Day-No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency.  Rate of pay shall be 
at three (3) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Overtime-Work performed outside of the regular work day (the regular work day shall consist of an eight (8) hour 
period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending not later than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon 
starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m., by mutual consent of the interested 
party’s.), shall be: 


A. Hours worked Monday through Friday, the first two (2) hours of overtime will be paid at time and one-half 
(1½).  All other overtime will be paid at the double (2) time rate. 


B. The first ten (10) hours worked on Saturday will be paid at time and one-half (1½), with all other hours to be 
paid at the double (2) time rate. 


C. Sundays and Holidays (except Labor Day) shall be paid at the double (2) time rate. 
 


NO. 54:  Means eight (8) consecutive hours, between 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., shall constitute a day’s work.  Five (5) 
days work, Monday through Friday, shall constitute a normal work week.  Work performed in excess of eight (8) hours per 
day or eight hours beyond normal starting time for that project excluding lunch Monday through Friday, and all work 
performed on Saturday, shall be paid for the rate of time and one-half (1½).   Work may be scheduled on a four (4) days a 
week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule at straight time.  A Friday make-up day is available if 
time is lost due to inclement weather.   When Sundays and recognized holidays are worked, the worker(s) shall be paid at 
the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 65:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m., with 
one half hour for lunch between three and one-half (3½) and five (5) hours after starting time.  The starting time may be 
advanced by two (2) hours or delayed one (1) hour by the employer from the regular starting time.  All work performed 
before the advanced starting time and during the half hour lunch shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half 
(1½).  Work performed outside these hours shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½), except as 
provided otherwise below.  All work performed on Sundays or recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time 
rate.  When the start time is delayed past 9:00 a.m., the employee’s pay shall start at 9:00 a.m. and all time, after the 
normal quitting time (5:30 p.m.), shall be paid at the overtime rate.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  All work 
performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on Saturday 
shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  In the event that a scheduled eight (8) hour work day is missed 
(not including recognized holidays) because of inclement weather, then that missed work day may be made up at straight 
time on the following Saturday.  It is recognized that not all employees working on a Saturday make-up day will have 
worked the same number of hours during the regular work week.  It is further recognized that any work after forty (40) 
hours must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  The employer may establish a 4-10’s schedule on projects (4 days with 10 
hours per day at straight time).  In order to use the 4-10’s schedule, the employer must schedule the 4-10’s for a 
minimum of one (1) week.  If using a 4-10’s schedule, a Friday make-up day is allowed. 
 
NO. 68:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m., with 
one half hour for lunch between three and one-half and five hours after starting time.  The starting time may be advanced 
or delayed by the employer up to one hour from the regular starting time.  All work performed before the advance starting 
time and during the half hour lunch shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½).  Work performed outside 
these hours shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½), except as provided otherwise below.  All work 
performed on Sundays or holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  
All work performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on 
Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate, except as hereinafter described.  In the event that a 
scheduled eight (8) hour work day is missed (not including recognized holidays) because of inclement weather, then that 
missed work day may be made up at straight time on the Saturday in the week of the pay period.  It is recognized that not 
all employees working on a Saturday make-up day will have worked the same number of hours during the regular work 
week.  It is further recognized that any work after forty (40) hours must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  The employer 
may establish a 4-10’s schedule on projects (4 days with 10 hours per day at straight time).  In order to use the 4-10’s 
schedule, the employer must schedule the 4-10’s for a minimum of one (1) week.  If using a 4-10’s schedule, a Friday 
make-up day is allowed. 
 
NO. 70:  Means eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day.  
Forty (40) hours within five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute a work week.  The Employer 
may, at his discretion, vary the starting time by up to one (1) hour, either prior to or after the normal starting time.  The 
Employer may work four (4) ten (10) hour days, either Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  
Overtime will be paid for work outside of the established starting and quitting times.  All overtime work between eight 
(8) hours and ten (10) hours on regular scheduled working days and the first ten (10) hours on Saturday, beginning at 
the regular starting time, will be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All other overtime, on Saturday, Sunday and 
recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) the straight time rate of pay.  If any of the recognized holidays fall 
on Friday, Saturday, Sunday or Monday, creating a three-day weekend, then the entire three (3) days (either Friday, 
Saturday and Sunday – if the holiday falls on Friday or Saturday; or Saturday, Sunday and Monday – if the holiday falls 
on Sunday or Monday) shall be paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Shift work performed between the 
hours of 4:30 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. (second shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 
17.3% for all hours worked.  Shift work performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. (third shift) shall receive 
eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 31.4% for all hours worked.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes 
shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required before the established start time and after the completion of 
eight (8) hours of any shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate. 
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NO. 85:  Means the work week shall be Monday through Sunday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work to begin 
between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and end between 2:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m.  Employees required to work during their lunch 
period shall receive the overtime rate.   Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are required to 
work prior to their normal starting time or after eight (8) hours or normal quitting time Monday through Friday, or all day on 
Saturday.  If an Employer has started the work week on a five day, eight hours a day schedule, and due to inclement 
weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine or ten hours a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of 
that work week in order to make up for the lost time (10-hour make-up day).  All work over ten (10) hours a day or over 
forty (40) hours a week must be paid at time & one-half (1½).  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  A contractor may alter the regular work week to four (4) ten (10) hour days at straight time 
rate of pay.  To do this the scheduled 4-10's must be worked at least one full week and the regular workweek shall be 
Monday through Thursday with Friday being a make-up day at straight time for days missed in the regular workweek due 
to inclement weather.  If 5-8's are being worked, Saturday may be used as a make-up day at straight time if inclement 
weather prevents work during the normal work week. 
 
NO. 96:  A regular workday shall consist of eight (8) working hours.  Any work performed over these eight (8) hours per 
day shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) time the straight time rate.  A regular workday may be extended to ten (10) 
working hours.  Any work performed over these ten (10) hours per day shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the 
straight time rate.  The regular work week shall begin on Monday and shall continue through Friday.  Saturday shall be 
considered as overtime, and shall be paid for at time and one-half; Sunday and Holidays shall be paid for at double (2) 
time. 
 
NO. 99:  Means the regular eight (8) hour work day shall be from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., unless one-half (½) hour is taken 
for lunch, and in such case, the hours of work shall be from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.  The regular work days each week 
shall be from Monday through Friday.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for all work in excess of the regular eight (8) 
hour work day and regular forty (40) hour work week.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all work performed on Sunday and 
recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 107:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. with one-half (1/2) hour lunch 
Monday through Friday.  Starting time may be adjusted up to two (2) hours or after the regular starting time.  Employees 
shall receive time and one-half (1½) for the first two (2) hours of overtime if they immediately follow or precede the normal 
work day, Monday through Friday, and the first ten (10) hours on Saturday.  An Employee receiving the double (2) time 
rate of pay shall continue to do so for all consecutively worked hours on that specific job, even if these hours overlap into 
the following work day.  All other overtime is double (2) time, including holidays and Sundays.  The employer may 
institute a four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour day work week.  Either Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through 
Friday.  The starting and quitting times must also be established at the time the agreement is made.  After tem (10) hours 
in a day, or forty (40) hours in an established workweek, or hours worked outside of the established starting and quit time 
times, between 6:00am – 6:30pm, the applicable overtime rate will be paid for all hours worked.  A make-up day may be 
utilized on either Monday or Friday, whichever day is the normal scheduled day off.   
 
NO. 115:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a normal day’s work as follows:  7:00 – 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon and from 
12:30 p.m. to 3:30 – 4:30 p.m. Monday through Friday.  The lunch break may be of sixty (60) minutes duration and 
quitting time delayed accordingly.  Employees working before or after these specified hours shall be paid at the rate of 
time and one-half (1½) the regular rate of pay.  Sunday and Holiday work shall be double (2) time.  Employees failing to 
work a regular forty (40) hour week due to inclement weather may work on Saturday at the regular rate of pay.  During 
periods of intemperate summer weather, the working day may begin at 6:00 a.m. and straight time shall be paid for eight 
(8) hours of work. 
 
NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 1: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the rate of double time.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the 
following Monday shall be observed.  When one of the above holidays falls on Saturday the preceding Friday shall 
be observed.  
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 21: All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and 
Christmas Day shall be paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Any of the above listed holidays falling on 
Sunday, shall be observed on the following Monday and paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Any of 
the above listed holidays falling on Saturday shall be observed on the previous Friday, and paid for at double (2) the 
straight-time rate of pay.  If any of the above listed holidays fall on Friday, Saturday, Sunday, or Monday, creating a 
three-day weekend, then the entire three (3) days (either Friday, Saturday, and Sunday – if the holiday falls on 
Friday or Saturday; or Saturday, Sunday, and Monday – if the holiday falls on Sunday or Monday) shall be paid for 
at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 22:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days locally observed as such, and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays.  If a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday shall be observed; if it falls on Sunday, Monday shall be observed.  All work performed on holidays 
shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 34: All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  
The recognized holidays are as follows:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  The day separating one of the above holidays from the weekend, if worked, 
shall be paid double (2) time.  Any holiday falling on Sunday, will be observed on the following Monday, and be paid 
accordingly.  Any holiday falling on Saturday will be observed on the preceding Friday, and be paid accordingly. 
When one of the above holidays falls on Tuesday, the preceding Monday will be observed as a non-working holiday.  
When one of the above holidays falls on Thursday, such as Thanksgiving, the following Friday will be observed as a 
non-working holiday.  When a holiday falls on Monday, Tuesday will be observed as a non-working holiday, and 
when a holiday falls on a Friday, then Thursday will be observed as a non-working holiday.  No work will be allowed 
on Labor Day, except in case of an emergency. 
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NO. 49: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) 
of the personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these 
holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they 
shall be paid time & one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 53:  All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day 
or days observed as such for these holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  No work shall be 
performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency, and then the rate of pay shall be at three (3) 
times the regular rate of pay.  When a holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the 
holiday.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO 59:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving 
Day, and Christmas Day or any days celebrated in lieu thereof when such holidays fall on Sunday, shall be paid 
at the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 65:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. If the holiday falls on 
Saturday, it will be observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be 
paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 67:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Christmas Day, Fourth of July and Thanksgiving 
Day, from midnight to midnight, shall be paid for at the rate of double time (2) the basic rate of pay if required to work 
in addition to any other pay otherwise required hereunder as holiday pay.  Positively no work shall be performed on 
Labor Day.  Martin Luther King’s Birthday, Veteran’s Day, and the day after Thanksgiving Day shall be considered 
optional holidays, and if the Employer and employees agree that work will be performed on that day, no premium 
pay will be required.  Should any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Friday.  
Should any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the holiday will be observed on Monday.

A 
workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or 
other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, in which event, the starting time may be advanced or 
delayed.  Workers shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on recognized holidays or days observed as 
such. 
 
NO: 18:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s).

For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 27:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or Tuesday 
through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. nor later 
than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) will be paid 
for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all work performed 
on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Saturday will be a make 
up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work performed on Monday will be time 
and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday will be a make-up day to the extent of 
the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees work on any of the recognized holidays, 
they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 31:  Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  All employees performing work on affected 
properties during or following emergencies shall receive the applicable rate of pay for the first sixteen (16) consecutive 
hours and all hours worked in excess of sixteen (16) consecutive hours shall be paid at double time until broken by an 
eight (8) hour rest period.  Should an employee be called back to work within two hours of his normal quitting time, the 
previous hours worked shall count toward the above sixteen (16) hour provision.   
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NO. 3: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to 
protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as 
eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the 
workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day 
when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day. If 
workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive time & one-
half (1½) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 15: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive time and one-half (1½) the regular 
rate of pay for such work.  Where one of the holidays specified falls or is observed during the workweek, then all work 
performed over and above thirty-two (32) hours in that week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  
Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1 ½) for all work performed on Sundays.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work 
on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any other craft employees of the same employer at work on that 
same job site are receiving double (2) time for that Sunday or holiday. 
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week;

The observance of one (1) of the 
personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these holidays fall 
on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on Saturday, the preceding 
Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they shall be paid time & one-half (1½) 
their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 30: All work performed on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Christmas Day, Thanksgiving

8:   Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular workday from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. with a thirty (30) minute 
lunch period.  The Employer may establish a ten (10) hour work week consisting of four (4) consecutive days, Monday 
through Thursday, at the straight time wage rate.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work.  The four (4) 
tens (10s) must run for a period of at least four (4) days.  In the event a job is down due to weather conditions, safety or 
other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday may, at the option of the employer, be worked as a 
make-up day at the straight time wage rate. Time and one-half shall be paid for all overtime hours worked outside the 
regular work day or work week.  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All work 
performed on Sundays and recognized holidays must be paid at double (2) time.   
 
NO. 16:  Means the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor between 7:00 a.m. and 3:30 p.m. and the 
regular working week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour days of labor, beginning with Monday and ending 
with Friday of each week.  Start time may be varied by two (2) hours.  All full time or part time labor performed during 
such hours shall be recognized as regular working hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  All work performed 
outside the regular working hours and performed during the regular work week, shall be at one and one-half (1½) times 
the regular rate.  Two (2) times the regular rate shall be paid for all hours over twelve (12) consecutive hours.  When 
circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to by interested parties, the Employer may institute 
a work week consisting of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of five (5) a.m. and six (6) p.m.,  
Monday through Thursday, with one-half (1/2) hour allowed for a lunch period each day.

25:  Means regular working hours of eight (8) hours shall constitute a working day between the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 
4:30 p.m. in a forty (40) hour working week of Monday through Friday. Employment on Saturday, Sunday and legal 
holidays, and employment before or after the regular working hours shall be considered overtime.  Employment on 
Saturday, Sunday and legal holidays shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 
12:00 midnight, Monday through Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 
12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on any day shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate. 
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
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NO. 37:  The Employer may choose, at his discretion, to work five eight hour days or four ten hour days with a Friday 
make-up day, Monday through Friday at straight time.  Overtime shall be paid after eight (8) hours when working “five 
eights” and after ten hours when working “four tens”.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be 
paid for at the rate of double (2) time.  All Saturday work shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular 
wage rate.  All night work during the regular work week other than the above-mentioned days shall be paid for at the rate 
of time and one-half (1½) the regular wage scale until midnight and double (2) time after midnight except make-up time 
will be allowed under the following condition:  In the event of inclement weather on exterior projects which prevents 
working the full regular eight (8) hour day, forty (40) hour work week schedule, a Saturday make-up day can be granted.  
Then said work on Saturday shall be paid at the straight time rate of pay up to a maximum total of forty (40) hours per 
week. 
 
NO. 46:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours from 6:00 a.m. to 6: 30 p.m.  Starting time may be between 
6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m.  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning between 6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. 
on Monday and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 6:30 p.m. on Friday.  All hours in excess of the regular work day and work 
week shall be considered overtime.  Overtime on days recognized as regular work days and on Saturday shall be paid for 
at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of 
double time (2) for time worked.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday through 
Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours at straight time rate of pay.  The 4-10’s must run for a period of at least 
four (4) days.   
 
NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
 
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
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NO. 52:  Means the regular workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, Monday through Friday.  The regular 
workday shall consist of an eight (8) hour period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending no later 
than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  The 
option exists for the employer to use a four (4) day, ten (10) hour work week.  Days worked shall be Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  If the job requires men on duty all five (5) days, then part of the crew may work the 
first four (4) days and the remainder of the crew may work the last four (4) days.  Hours each day shall be from 7:00 a.m. 
to 5:30 p.m.   Interested parties on the project must agree to this clause before it may be used.  Once this clause has 
been put into effect, it shall remain as long as the majority of the Employees on the project and the Employer agree to 
keep it.  The four (4) day clause shall not be used to circumvent a Holiday.  Except as otherwise provided, all work 
performed outside the regular working hours and performed during the regular work week (Monday through Friday) shall 
be at the following rates of pay: 
 Holidays-New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day (or days 
observed as such) shall be recognized as Holidays that shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate of pay.

Work performed in excess of eight (8) hours per 
day or eight hours beyond normal starting time for that project excluding lunch Monday through Friday, and all work 
performed on Saturday, shall be paid for the rate of time and one-half (1½).   Work may be scheduled on a four (4) days a 
week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule at straight time.  A Friday make-up day is available if 
time is lost due to inclement weather.   When Sundays and recognized holidays are worked, the worker(s) shall be paid at 
the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 65:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m., with 
one half hour for lunch between three and one-half (3½) and five (5) hours after starting time.  The starting time may be 
advanced by two (2) hours or delayed one (1) hour by the employer from the regular starting time.  All work performed 
before the advanced starting time and during the half hour lunch shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half 
(1½).  Work performed outside these hours shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½), except as 
provided otherwise below.  All work performed on Sundays or recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time 
rate.  When the start time is delayed past 9:00 a.m., the employee’s pay shall start at 9:00 a.m. and all time, after the 
normal quitting time (5:30 p.m.), shall be paid at the overtime rate.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  All work 
performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on Saturday 
shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  In the event that a scheduled eight (8) hour work day is missed 
(not including recognized holidays) because of inclement weather, then that missed work day may be made up at straight 
time on the following Saturday.  It is recognized that not all employees working on a Saturday make-up day will have 
worked the same number of hours during the regular work week.  It is further recognized that any work after forty (40) 
hours must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  The employer may establish a 4-10’s schedule on projects (4 days with 10 
hours per day at straight time).  In order to use the 4-10’s schedule, the employer must schedule the 4-10’s for a 
minimum of one (1) week.  If using a 4-10’s schedule, a Friday make-up day is allowed. 
 
NO. 68:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m., with 
one half hour for lunch between three and one-half and five hours after starting time.  The starting time may be advanced 
or delayed by the employer up to one hour from the regular starting time.  All work performed before the advance starting 
time and during the half hour lunch shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½).  Work performed outside 
these hours shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½), except as provided otherwise below.  All work 
performed on Sundays or holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  
All work performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on 
Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate, except as hereinafter described.  In the event that a 
scheduled eight (8) hour work day is missed (not including recognized holidays) because of inclement weather, then that 
missed work day may be made up at straight time on the Saturday in the week of the pay period.  It is recognized that not 
all employees working on a Saturday make-up day will have worked the same number of hours during the regular work 
week.  It is further recognized that any work after forty (40) hours must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  The employer 
may establish a 4-10’s schedule on projects (4 days with 10 hours per day at straight time).  In order to use the 4-10’s 
schedule, the employer must schedule the 4-10’s for a minimum of one (1) week.  If using a 4-10’s schedule, a Friday 
make-up day is allowed. 
 
NO. 70:  Means eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day.  
Forty (40) hours within five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute a work week.  The Employer 
may, at his discretion, vary the starting time by up to one (1) hour, either prior to or after the normal starting time.  The 
Employer may work four (4) ten (10) hour days, either Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  
Overtime will be paid for work outside of the established starting and quitting times.  All overtime work between eight 
(8) hours and ten (10) hours on regular scheduled working days and the first ten (10) hours on Saturday, beginning at 
the regular starting time, will be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All other overtime, on Saturday, Sunday and 
recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) the straight time rate of pay.  If any of the recognized holidays fall 
on Friday, Saturday, Sunday or Monday, creating a three-day weekend, then the entire three (3) days (either Friday, 
Saturday and Sunday – if the holiday falls on Friday or Saturday; or Saturday, Sunday and Monday – if the holiday falls 
on Sunday or Monday) shall be paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Shift work performed between the 
hours of 4:30 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. (second shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 
17.3% for all hours worked.  Shift work performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. (third shift) shall receive 
eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 31.4% for all hours worked.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes 
shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required before the established start time and after the completion of 
eight (8) hours of any shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate. 
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NO. 85:  Means the work week shall be Monday through Sunday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work to begin 
between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and end between 2:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m.  Employees required to work during their lunch 
period shall receive the overtime rate.   Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are required to 
work prior to their normal starting time or after eight (8) hours or normal quitting time Monday through Friday, or all day on 
Saturday.  If an Employer has started the work week on a five day, eight hours a day schedule, and due to inclement 
weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine or ten hours a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of 
that work week in order to make up for the lost time (10-hour make-up day).  All work over ten (10) hours a day or over 
forty (40) hours a week must be paid at time & one-half (1½).  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  A contractor may alter the regular work week to four (4) ten (10) hour days at straight time 
rate of pay.  To do this the scheduled 4-10's must be worked at least one full week and the regular workweek shall be 
Monday through Thursday with Friday being a make-up day at straight time for days missed in the regular workweek due 
to inclement weather.  If 5-8's are being worked, Saturday may be used as a make-up day at straight time if inclement 
weather prevents work during the normal work week. 
 
NO. 95:  Means a regular workday shall consist of eight and one-half (8½) hours elapsed time, including one-half hour for 
lunch.  The crew starting times shall be flexible within the period of daylight to 8:00 a.m.  Any work performed over ten 
(10) hours of elapsed time per day including one-half hour for lunch and/or any work performed over forty (40) hours at 
the straight time rate in one week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the straight time rate.  Saturday shall be a 
voluntary make-up day at straight time at the discretion of the contractor and with the consent of the employees.  Sunday 
and recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) time.  
 
NO. 96:  A regular workday shall consist of eight (8) working hours.  Any work performed over these eight (8) hours per 
day shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) time the straight time rate.  A regular workday may be extended to ten (10) 
working hours.  Any work performed over these ten (10) hours per day shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the 
straight time rate.  The regular work week shall begin on Monday and shall continue through Friday.  Saturday shall be 
considered as overtime, and shall be paid for at time and one-half; Sunday and Holidays shall be paid for at double (2) 
time. 
 
NO. 99:  Means the regular eight (8) hour work day shall be from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., unless one-half (½) hour is taken 
for lunch, and in such case, the hours of work shall be from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.  The regular work days each week 
shall be from Monday through Friday.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for all work in excess of the regular eight (8) 
hour work day and regular forty (40) hour work week.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all work performed on Sunday and 
recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 107:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. with one-half (1/2) hour lunch 
Monday through Friday.  Starting time may be adjusted up to two (2) hours or after the regular starting time.  Employees 
shall receive time and one-half (1½) for the first two (2) hours of overtime if they immediately follow or precede the normal 
work day, Monday through Friday, and the first ten (10) hours on Saturday.  An Employee receiving the double (2) time 
rate of pay shall continue to do so for all consecutively worked hours on that specific job, even if these hours overlap into 
the following work day.  All other overtime is double (2) time, including holidays and Sundays.  The employer may 
institute a four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour day work week.  Either Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through 
Friday.  The starting and quitting times must also be established at the time the agreement is made.  After tem (10) hours 
in a day, or forty (40) hours in an established workweek, or hours worked outside of the established starting and quit time 
times, between 6:00am – 6:30pm, the applicable overtime rate will be paid for all hours worked.  A make-up day may be 
utilized on either Monday or Friday, whichever day is the normal scheduled day off.   
 
NO. 115:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a normal day’s work as follows:  7:00 – 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon and from 
12:30 p.m. to 3:30 – 4:30 p.m. Monday through Friday.  The lunch break may be of sixty (60) minutes duration and 
quitting time delayed accordingly.  Employees working before or after these specified hours shall be paid at the rate of 
time and one-half (1½) the regular rate of pay.  Sunday and Holiday work shall be double (2) time.  Employees failing to 
work a regular forty (40) hour week due to inclement weather may work on Saturday at the regular rate of pay.  During 
periods of intemperate summer weather, the working day may begin at 6:00 a.m. and straight time shall be paid for eight 
(8) hours of work. 
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NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 1: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the rate of double time.

This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.

If any of the above listed holidays fall on Friday, Saturday, Sunday, or Monday, creating a 
three-day weekend, then the entire three (3) days (either Friday, Saturday, and Sunday – if the holiday falls on 
Friday or Saturday; or Saturday, Sunday, and Monday – if the holiday falls on Sunday or Monday) shall be paid for 
at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay. 
 
22:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days locally observed as such, and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays.  If a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday shall be observed; if it falls on Sunday, Monday shall be observed.  All work performed on holidays 
shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 34: All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  
The recognized holidays are as follows:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  The day separating one of the above holidays from the weekend, if worked, 
shall be paid double (2) time.  Any holiday falling on Sunday, will be observed on the following Monday, and be paid 
accordingly.  Any holiday falling on Saturday will be observed on the preceding Friday, and be paid accordingly. 
When one of the above holidays falls on Tuesday, the preceding Monday will be observed as a non-working holiday.  
When one of the above holidays falls on Thursday, such as Thanksgiving, the following Friday will be observed as a 
non-working holiday.  When a holiday falls on Monday, Tuesday will be observed as a non-working holiday, and 
when a holiday falls on a Friday, then Thursday will be observed as a non-working holiday.  No work will be allowed 
on Labor Day, except in case of an emergency.

9:  Means the regular workday starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved 
forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one hour to 9:00 a.m.  All work performed in excess of the regular work day and on 
Saturday shall be compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular pay.  In the event time is lost during the work 
week due to weather conditions, the Employer may schedule work on the following Saturday at straight time.  All work 
accomplished on Sunday and holidays shall be compensated for at double the regular rate of wages.

If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 8: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day, or the days observed in lieu of these holidays, shall be paid at the double 
time rate of pay.   
 
NO. 15: All work accomplished on the recognized holidays of New Year's Day, Decoration Day (Memorial Day), 
Independence Day (Fourth of July), Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or days 
observed as these named holidays, shall be compensated for at double (2) the regular hourly rate of wages plus 
fringe benefits.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day, Christmas Day, 
Decoration Day or Independence Day except to preserve life or property. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.

Overtime shall be computed at half-hour intervals.  
 
NO. 45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for such work.   
 
66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 74:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be paid at double (2) time of the hourly rate of pay.  In the event one of 
the above holiday’s falls on Saturday, the holiday shall be celebrated on Saturday.  If the holiday falls on Sunday, the 
holiday will be celebrated on Monday.  
 
NO. 76:  The following days are recognized as holidays: New Years Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Veterans Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas.  No work of any pretense shall be performed on Charismas 
Day or Independence Day.  Any work performed on the other holidays shall be paid for at least two (2) times the 
regular rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday will be observed.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed.

When two shifts are worked 
on any operation, the shifts will consist of eight (8) or ten (10) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  When three shifts are worked 
the first day or day shift will consist of eight (8) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  The second or swing shift shall consist of 
seven and one-half (7 1/2) hours work for eight hours pay, exclusive of lunchtime, and the third or the graveyard shift shall 
consist of seven (7) hours work for eight (8) hours pay, exclusive of the lunchtime.  All time in excess of normal shifts shall 
be considered overtime.  Multiple shift (the two or three shift) operation will not be construed on the entire project if at 
anytime it is deemed advisable and necessary for the Employer to multiple shift a specific operation.  However, no shift 
shall be started between midnight and six a.m. except the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation, or except in an 
unusual or emergency situation.  If an Employer starts a shift between midnight and 6 a.m. except the graveyard shift on a 
three-shift operation, he shall reimburse all employees for the entire shift at the double time rate.  Completion of the 
second shift on a two-shift operation or completion of the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation that carries over into 
Saturday morning, shall be at the straight time rate.

NO. 21:  Means the regular workday for which employees shall be compensated at straight time hourly rate of pay shall, 
unless otherwise provided for, begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  However, the project starting time may be 
advanced or delayed at the discretion of the Employer.  At the discretion of the Employer, when working a five (5) day 
eight (8) hour schedule, Saturday may be used for a make-up day.  If an Employer is prohibited from working on a 
holiday, that employer may work the following Saturday at the straight time rate.  However, the Employer may have the 
option to schedule his work from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with 
all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer elects to 
work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to circumstances beyond his control, he shall have the option to 
work Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) hours.  If an Employer is prohibited from 
working on a holiday, that Employer may work the following Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate.  Overtime will be 
at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  If workmen are required to work the enumerated holidays or days 
observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
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NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 25:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, starting on Monday and ending on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any 
part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the straight 
time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have 
been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 
9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  All 
hours worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 28:   Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day shall 
be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any part 
thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time 
rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have been 
employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 
a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  For all 
time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 32: Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  
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NO. 4: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. When a Holiday falls on a Sunday, 
Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day, except in case of jeopardy to life or property.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.

FED:  Minimum requirement per Fair Labor Standards Act means time and one-half (1 ½) shall be paid for all work in 
excess of forty (40) hours per work week. 
 
NO. 4:  Means the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours labor on the job between six (6) a.m. and 
six-thirty (6:30) p.m. and the work week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour days beginning on 
Monday and ending with Friday of each week. All full time or part time labor performed during such hours shall 
be recognized as regular working hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  Also, there may be a 40-hour 
work week which would consist of ten (10) hours each day for Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday or 
Friday.  The first two (2) hours performed in excess of an eight (8) hour workday, Monday through Friday, and 
the first ten (10) hours on Saturday, shall be paid at one and one half (1½) times the regular rate of pay.  All work 
performed on Sundays and Holidays and in excess of ten (10) hours a day on all days shall be paid at two (2) 
times the regular rate of pay.  A make-up day may be scheduled for work missed due to inclement weather.  The 
make-up hours shall be paid at the regular hourly rate of pay.   
 
NO. 6:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a 
week’s work.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid 
the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work done on Sunday and recognized holidays must be paid for at the double (2) 
time rate.  The Employer shall have the option of working five (5) eight (8) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour days to 
constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  Work in excess of eight (8) hours per day (when working 5-8’s) or ten (10) 
hours per day (when working 4-10’s) or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half 
(1½).  When the four (4) day ten (10) hour work week is in effect, the standard work week shall consist of forty (40) hours, 
Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) ten (10) hour days within the five (5) day period.  In the event 
the job is down for any reason beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the 
Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.  
Starting time will be designated by the Employer.  When the five (5) day eight (8) hour work week is in effect, forty (40) 
hours per week shall constitute a week’s work, normal work week being Monday through Friday.

Weekend work shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1 ½) times the 
regular rate of pay.  Weekend begins 12:01a.m. Saturday.  Overtime is time worked over forty (40) hours per pay period, 
and shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of pay.  Sunday and Holidays will be paid at 
the rate of two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 10:  Means the regular working day shall be scheduled to consist of at least eight (8) hours but no more than ten (10) 
consecutive hours, exclusive of the lunch period, unless otherwise provided.  Crews shall be scheduled to commence at 
any time between the hours of 5:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. or earlier if agreed on by the majority of any one crew.  Except 
as specifically provided for Saturdays, Sundays and holidays, all work performed by Employees anywhere in excess of 
forty (40) hours in one (1) work week, or in excess of ten (10) hours in one work day shall be paid at the rate of one and 
one-half (1½) times the regular hourly wage scale.

The starting time may be changed 
to begin between the hours of six (6:00) and ten (10:00) a.m.  The first two (2) hours performed in excess of an eight 
(8) hour workday Monday through Friday, and the first ten (10) hours on Saturday, shall be paid at time and one-half 
(1.5) the basic straight–time rate.  All work performed on Sundays and holidays, and in excess of ten (10) hours a day 
shall be paid at double (2) the basic straight time rate of pay.

The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 27:  Means eight (8) hours of work between the hours of eight (8:00) a.m. and four-thirty (4:30) p.m. shall constitute a 
work day.  Forty (40) hours within five (5) days - Monday through Friday, inclusive - shall constitute a work week.  The 
regular starting time in the morning may be moved not more than one hour prior to 8:00 a.m.; however, in no case shall 
more than eight (8) hours be worked per day without the applicable overtime rate being paid.  When job conditions dictate 
and as required by the employer, the employer shall be allowed to establish a four (4) day, ten (10) hour per day work 
week.

In the event time is lost due to weather or conditions 
beyond the control of the Employer, the Employer may schedule work on Saturday at straight time.   All work over eight 
(8) hours in one day, forty (40) hours in one week, or on Saturday (except as herein provided) shall be classified as 
overtime and be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work on Sunday or recognized holidays shall be classified 
as overtime and be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work 
Sunday through Saturday inclusive.  In the event the job is down for reasons beyond the contractors control, then Friday 
and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) 
hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.

Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
 
NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 1: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the rate of double time.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the 
following Monday shall be observed.  When one of the above holidays falls on Saturday the preceding Friday shall 
be observed.  
 
NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.

9: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid for at the double time rate of pay.  Any one of the above listed holidays falling on 
Sunday shall be observed on the following Monday and paid at the double time rate of pay as all observed holidays, 
if worked. 
 
NO. 14: The following days are recognized Holidays: Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas 
Day, and New Year’s Day.  No work shall be done on Labor Day.  When falling on a Sunday and the following 
Monday is observed as part of the holiday, then that Monday shall be considered a holiday.  Sunday and Holidays 
will be paid at the rate of two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.

Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workman unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make-up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make-up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall 
receive time and one-half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
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NO. 49: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) 
of the personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these 
holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they 
shall be paid time & one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 52: All work performed on Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall receive the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 63:  All work done on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day must be paid for at the double (2) time rate.  No work shall be done on Labor Day or the Fourth of 
July except to preserve life or property.  When any of the above named holidays fall on Sunday, the following 
Monday shall be observed as such holiday.  If they fall on Saturday, Friday shall be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 65:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. If the holiday falls on 
Saturday, it will be observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be 
paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 74:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be paid at double (2) time of the hourly rate of pay.  In the event one of 
the above holiday’s falls on Saturday, the holiday shall be celebrated on Saturday.  If the holiday falls on Sunday, the 
holiday will be celebrated on Monday.  
 
NO. 78:  The following days shall be recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Thanksgiving and Christmas.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will be observed as 
the legal holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the legal holiday.  All time 
worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double time.

For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 29:   Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or Tuesday 
through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. nor later 
than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) will be paid 
for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all work performed 
on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Saturday will be a make 
up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work performed on Monday will be time 
and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday will be a make-up day to the extent of 
the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees work on any of the recognized holidays, 
they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 31:  Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  All employees performing work on affected 
properties during or following emergencies shall receive the applicable rate of pay for the first sixteen (16) consecutive 
hours and all hours worked in excess of sixteen (16) consecutive hours shall be paid at double time until broken by an 
eight (8) hour rest period.  Should an employee be called back to work within two hours of his normal quitting time, the 
previous hours worked shall count toward the above sixteen (16) hour provision.   
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NO. 3: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to 
protect Labor Day.

The Employer may alter 
the above stated hours by two (2) hours for an early starting and quitting time only, not to exceed eight (8) hours of work 
in any one day.  When job conditions dictate and as required by the customer, the Employer shall be allowed to establish 
a four (4) day, ten (10) hour per day work week.  This work week is defined as Monday through Thursday, with a Friday 
make-up day.  The normal work day under a ten (10) hour four (4) day work week shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m., 
with a one hour starting variance.  The make-up day of Friday shall be instituted for specific reasons such as loss of 
production due to weather and/or holidays.  All hours worked in excess of ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per 
week or hours worked outside the normal work week shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  The first four (4) hours 
of overtime after the normal workday, each day Monday through Friday and the first ten (10) hours of overtime on 
Saturdays shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular straight time rate of pay.  All other work performed 
outside of the regularly scheduled working hours and outside of the first ten (10) hours worked on Saturdays shall be paid 
for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay.  Sundays and the recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) 
the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  When so elected by the contractor, multiple shifts of at least five (5) days 
duration may be worked.  When two (2) or three (3) shifts are worked:  The first shift (day shift) shall be worked between 
the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Workmen on the “day shift” shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly 
rate for eight (8) hours work.  The second shift (swing shift) shall be worked between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:30 
a.m.  Workmen on the “swing shift” shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 10% for seven and 
one-half (7 ½) hours work.  The third shift (graveyard shift) shall be worked between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 8:00 
a.m.  Workmen on the “graveyard shift” shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 15% for seven (7) 
hours work.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required after the 
completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the “shift” hourly rate. 
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NO. 17:  Means the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor between 7:00 a.m. and 3:30 p.m. and the 
regular work week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour days of labor beginning on Monday and ending with 
Friday of each week.    All full-time or part-time labor performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working 
hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  Except as otherwise provided, all work performed outside of regular working 
hours during the regular work week, shall be at double (2) times the regular rate.  Working hours may be varied by two (2) 
hours.  When circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to by interested parties, the Employer 
may institute a work week consisting of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of five (5) a.m. and six 
(6) p.m., Monday through Thursday, with one-half (1/2) hour allowed for a lunch period each day.  Friday may be used as 
a make-up day.  The make-up day will be voluntary, and a decision not to work may not be held against the employee.  
When working four (4) ten (10) hour day’s overtime will be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate for the eleventh (11th) 
and twelfth (12th) hour, all other work will be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  The first two (2) hours of overtime, 
Monday through Friday, and the first eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be at time and one-half (1½) for all work.  All other 
overtime shall be at double (2) time.  The first two (2) hours of overtime must be concurrent with the regular work day; two 
(2) hours prior to or following the regular work day are at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday (as previously 
defined) on Saturday is paid at time and one-half (1½).  Work performed outside of the regular Saturday work day is at 
double (2) time.  All work performed on recognized holidays, or days locally observed as such, and Sundays shall be paid 
at the double (2) time rate of pay.   
 
NO. 18:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours.  Working hours are from six (6) hours before Noon (12:00) 
to six (6) hours after Noon (12:00).  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning between 6:00 a.m. and 
12:00 Noon on Monday and ending between 1:00 p.m. and 6:00 p.m. on Friday.  Saturday will be paid at time and one-
half (1½).  Sunday and Holidays shall be paid at double (2) time.  Saturday can be a make-up day if the weather has 
forced a day off, but only in the week of the day being lost.  Any time before six (6) hours before Noon or six (6) hours 
after Noon will be paid at time and one-half (1½).  
 
NO. 24:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  A workweek of four (4), ten (10) hour days may be established on a 
per job basis.  Saturday may be used for a make-up day, when working 5-8’s, Friday when working 4-10’s.  All time 
worked before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on 
Saturday shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except after eight (8) hours worked, then double (2) time 
will apply.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.   
 
NO. 25:  Means regular working hours of eight (8) hours shall constitute a working day between the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 
4:30 p.m. in a forty (40) hour working week of Monday through Friday. Employment on Saturday, Sunday and legal 
holidays, and employment before or after the regular working hours shall be considered overtime.  Employment on 
Saturday, Sunday and legal holidays shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 
12:00 midnight, Monday through Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 
12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on any day shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate. 
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
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NO. 45:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work, beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m.  The regular 
work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning Monday, 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m. Friday.  Because of traffic, 
parking and other circumstances, the hours of work on any project may begin as early as 6:00 a.m. with eight (8) hours 
worked between 6:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  When circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to, 
the employer may institute a work week consisting of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of 7:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., Monday through Thursday.  Friday may be used as a make-up day.  After ten (10) hours in a 
workday, or forty (40) hours in a workweek, overtime shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
rate of pay.  All overtime Monday through Saturday shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular rate of 
pay.  Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) time.  Labor Day shall be paid at triple (3) time.  Shift 
work may be performed at the option of the Contractor.  However, whenever shift work is performed it must cover a 
period not less than (5) consecutive working days.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as outlined 
above.  The hourly rate for second shift (seven and one-half hours worked for eight hours paid) shall be twenty-five cents 
($0.25) over and above the hourly rate.  The hourly rate for third shift (seven hours worked, eight hours paid) shall be fifty 
cents ($0.50) above the hourly rate.  If no first shift is worked, second and third shift employees shall receive an additional 
fifteen percent (15%) over and above the hourly rate for actual hours worked. 
 
NO. 46:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours from 6:00 a.m. to 6: 30 p.m.  Starting time may be between 
6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m.  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning between 6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. 
on Monday and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 6:30 p.m. on Friday.  All hours in excess of the regular work day and work 
week shall be considered overtime.  Overtime on days recognized as regular work days and on Saturday shall be paid for 
at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of 
double time (2) for time worked.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday through 
Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours at straight time rate of pay.  The 4-10’s must run for a period of at least 
four (4) days.   
 
NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
 
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
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NO. 52:  Means the regular workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, Monday through Friday.  The regular 
workday shall consist of an eight (8) hour period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending no later 
than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  The 
option exists for the employer to use a four (4) day, ten (10) hour work week.  Days worked shall be Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  If the job requires men on duty all five (5) days, then part of the crew may work the 
first four (4) days and the remainder of the crew may work the last four (4) days.  Hours each day shall be from 7:00 a.m. 
to 5:30 p.m.   Interested parties on the project must agree to this clause before it may be used.  Once this clause has 
been put into effect, it shall remain as long as the majority of the Employees on the project and the Employer agree to 
keep it.  The four (4) day clause shall not be used to circumvent a Holiday.  Except as otherwise provided, all work 
performed outside the regular working hours and performed during the regular work week (Monday through Friday) shall 
be at the following rates of pay: 
 Holidays-New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day (or days 
observed as such) shall be recognized as Holidays that shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Labor Day-No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency.  Rate of pay shall be 
at three (3) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Overtime-Work performed outside of the regular work day (the regular work day shall consist of an eight (8) hour 
period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending not later than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon 
starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m., by mutual consent of the interested 
party’s.), shall be: 


A. Hours worked Monday through Friday, the first two (2) hours of overtime will be paid at time and one-half 
(1½).  All other overtime will be paid at the double (2) time rate. 


B. The first ten (10) hours worked on Saturday will be paid at time and one-half (1½), with all other hours to be 
paid at the double (2) time rate. 


C. Sundays and Holidays (except Labor Day) shall be paid at the double (2) time rate. 
 


NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
 
NO. 58:  Means eight (8) consecutive hours, between 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., shall constitute a day’s work.  Five (5) 
days work, Monday through Friday, shall constitute a normal work week.  Work performed in excess of eight (8) hours per 
day or eight hours beyond normal starting time for that project excluding lunch Monday through Friday, and all work 
performed on Saturday, shall be paid for the rate of time and one-half (1½).  When Sundays and recognized holidays are 
worked, the worker(s) shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) days a week 
(Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule at straight time.  A Friday make-up day is available if time is 
lost due to inclement weather and at least sixteen (16) hours, but not more than thirty (30) hours, were worked during the 
week. 
 
NO. 63:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day between time that may be advanced or delayed by 
two (2) hours on either side of 8:00 AM.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday 
through Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours straight time.  The four (4) tens (10s) must run for a period of at 
least four (4) days, Monday through Thursday.  All work on Friday on a four (4) tens (10) project will be paid at the rate of 
time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays must be paid at double (2) time.  All work performed prior to or after the regular eight 
(8) hour work day, or ten (10) hour work day, as described above shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  
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NO. 64:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours shall constitute a week’s work, Sunday through Saturday.  In the event time is lost due to weather or conditions 
beyond the control of the Employer, the Employer may schedule work on Saturday at straight time.   All work over eight 
(8) hours in one day, forty (40) hours in one week, or on Saturday (except as herein provided) shall be classified as 
overtime and be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work on Sunday or recognized holidays shall be classified 
as overtime and be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work 
Sunday through Saturday inclusive.  In the event the job is down for reasons beyond the contractors control, then Friday 
and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) 
hours per day or forty (40) hours per week. 
 
NO. 65:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m., with 
one half hour for lunch between three and one-half (3½) and five (5) hours after starting time.  The starting time may be 
advanced by two (2) hours or delayed one (1) hour by the employer from the regular starting time.  All work performed 
before the advanced starting time and during the half hour lunch shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half 
(1½).  Work performed outside these hours shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½), except as 
provided otherwise below.  All work performed on Sundays or recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time 
rate.  When the start time is delayed past 9:00 a.m., the employee’s pay shall start at 9:00 a.m. and all time, after the 
normal quitting time (5:30 p.m.), shall be paid at the overtime rate.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  All work 
performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on Saturday 
shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  In the event that a scheduled eight (8) hour work day is missed 
(not including recognized holidays) because of inclement weather, then that missed work day may be made up at straight 
time on the following Saturday.  It is recognized that not all employees working on a Saturday make-up day will have 
worked the same number of hours during the regular work week.  It is further recognized that any work after forty (40) 
hours must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  The employer may establish a 4-10’s schedule on projects (4 days with 10 
hours per day at straight time).  In order to use the 4-10’s schedule, the employer must schedule the 4-10’s for a 
minimum of one (1) week.  If using a 4-10’s schedule, a Friday make-up day is allowed. 
 
NO. 85:  Means the work week shall be Monday through Sunday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work to begin 
between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and end between 2:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m.  Employees required to work during their lunch 
period shall receive the overtime rate.   Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are required to 
work prior to their normal starting time or after eight (8) hours or normal quitting time Monday through Friday, or all day on 
Saturday.  If an Employer has started the work week on a five day, eight hours a day schedule, and due to inclement 
weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine or ten hours a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of 
that work week in order to make up for the lost time (10-hour make-up day).  All work over ten (10) hours a day or over 
forty (40) hours a week must be paid at time & one-half (1½).  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  A contractor may alter the regular work week to four (4) ten (10) hour days at straight time 
rate of pay.  To do this the scheduled 4-10's must be worked at least one full week and the regular workweek shall be 
Monday through Thursday with Friday being a make-up day at straight time for days missed in the regular workweek due 
to inclement weather.  If 5-8's are being worked, Saturday may be used as a make-up day at straight time if inclement 
weather prevents work during the normal work week. 
 
NO. 88:  Means the regular work week shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m., Monday 
through Friday, except when the work week is scheduled as a 4-10's week or as a week with start time advanced or 
delayed as described below.  The starting time may be advanced or delayed by one hour on either side of 7:00 a.m.  The 
advanced or delayed starting time must run for a period of at least five (5) days.  The Employer may establish a work 
week consisting of four (4) days, during the regular work week, each day consisting of ten (10) hours at straight time.  
The 4-10's must run for a period of at least four (4) days.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any work in excess of 
eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday (or ten hours in a 4-10's week), the first eight (8) hours of 
a Saturday, and it shall be at time and one-half (1½) for the Friday and Saturday following Thanksgiving.  Double (2) time 
shall be paid for the following time worked on Sunday, New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, as well as any work in excess of eight (8) hours on a Saturday and the Saturday 
of a three-day weekend (except the Saturday following Thanksgiving). 
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NO. 95:  Means a regular workday shall consist of eight and one-half (8½) hours elapsed time, including one-half hour for 
lunch.  The crew starting times shall be flexible within the period of daylight to 8:00 a.m.  Any work performed over ten 
(10) hours of elapsed time per day including one-half hour for lunch and/or any work performed over forty (40) hours at 
the straight time rate in one week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the straight time rate.  Saturday shall be a 
voluntary make-up day at straight time at the discretion of the contractor and with the consent of the employees.  Sunday 
and recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) time.  
 
NO.  100:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work, and five (5) continuous eight-hour days shall constitute a 
week's work, Monday through Friday.  Time and one-half (1½) the regular hourly rate shall be paid for all work performed 
in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day or forty (40) hours in any one week.  Starting time shall be between 6:00 a.m. 
and 9:00 a.m.  All work over eight (8) hours in a regular 5-day 8-hour schedule shall be at the appropriate overtime rate.  
All time worked before the regular scheduled starting time shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) and shall 
not apply to regular shift.  All time worked after eight (8) hours in any one day or after 5:30 p.m., whichever comes first, 
shall be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate.  An Employer, at his option, may elect to work four (4) ten (10) hour days, 
Monday through Thursday, at straight time.  All such work must be done at least one week in duration.  All work over ten 
(10) hours in one day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be at the overtime rate.  Any employee who is scheduled to work 
on any regular work day but is prevented from working because of weather conditions, shall be permitted to work on 
Saturday (Friday if working 4-10's) as a make-up day at the straight time rate of pay.  When an employee is required to 
work on any recognized holiday they shall receive the double (2) time rate for all time that they are required to perform 
work.  All time worked from 12:00 Midnight Saturday to 12:00 Midnight Sunday shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time on single shift. 
 
NO. 111:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work, Monday to Friday inclusive.  All overtime shall be at the 
rate of time and one-half (1½) except Sundays, and recognized holidays, which shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time if worked.  The work day is to begin between 6:00 a. m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the employer.  If an employer 
is prevented from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather 
(rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  The regular work 
week shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the employer elects to work Monday through Thursday, ten 
(10) hours per day.  All work over ten (10) hours in a day and forty (40) hours in a week shall be one and one-half (1½) 
times the regular hourly rate.  Work prior to 6:00 a.m. will be paid at the overtime rate.  The regular work day shall be 
either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  Employers working a four (4) ten (10) hour day week schedule will be allowed a Friday 
or Saturday make-up day provided workmen were prevented from working during the normal work week due to inclement 
weather or other conditions beyond the control of the employer.  Make-up days shall not be utilized for days lost to 
holidays.  If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Thursday because of inclement weather or other conditions 
beyond the control of the employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 4-
10’s).  Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time if working (5-8’s).  If an employer has started the work 
week on a five-day, eight-hour schedule, and due to inclement weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine (9) 
or (10) hour a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of that work week in order to make up the lost time.  
Employer may not use both the Saturday make-up day and 10-hour make-up day in the same week.  
 
NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
 
NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 22:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days locally observed as such, and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays.  If a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday shall be observed; if it falls on Sunday, Monday shall be observed.  All work performed on holidays 
shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 32: All work performed for the Friday and Saturday following Thanksgiving shall be paid at the time and one-half 
(1½) rate of pay.  All work performed on Sundays, New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When one of the above 
holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed and when one of the above holidays falls on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 33: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Labor Day shall be paid at the triple (3) time rate of pay.  If the holiday 
falls on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed; if the holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday will be 
observed. 
 
NO. 39: No work shall be done on the following holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas.  Any of these holidays falling on Sunday, the following Monday shall be a 
holiday, and any of these holidays falling on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be a holiday. 
 
NO. 49: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) 
of the personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these 
holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they 
shall be paid time & one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
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NO. 53:  All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day 
or days observed as such for these holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  No work shall be 
performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency, and then the rate of pay shall be at three (3) 
times the regular rate of pay.  When a holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the 
holiday.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 65:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. If the holiday falls on 
Saturday, it will be observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be 
paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 67:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Christmas Day, Fourth of July and Thanksgiving 
Day, from midnight to midnight, shall be paid for at the rate of double time (2) the basic rate of pay if required to work 
in addition to any other pay otherwise required hereunder as holiday pay.  Positively no work shall be performed on 
Labor Day.  Martin Luther King’s Birthday, Veteran’s Day, and the day after Thanksgiving Day shall be considered 
optional holidays, and if the Employer and employees agree that work will be performed on that day, no premium 
pay will be required.  Should any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Friday.  
Should any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the holiday will be observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 68:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Decoration Day (Memorial Day), Independence Day (Fourth of 
July), Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, or days observed as such, shall be paid at the rate of double 
(2) time.  When a holiday falls on a Saturday, Friday shall be observed.  When a holiday falls on a Sunday, 
Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed on the Fourth of July or Labor Day except to save life or 
property.  Where one of the holidays specified falls or is observed during the work week, then all work performed 
over and above thirty-two (32) hours in that week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 72:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day (last Monday in May), Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay.  Any 
one of the above listed holidays falling on Sunday shall be observed on the following Monday and paid for at double 
(2) the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  Any one of the above listed holidays falling on Saturday shall be 
observed on the prior Friday and paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  No work shall 
be performed on Labor Day except in case of emergency. 
 
NO. 74:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be paid at double (2) time of the hourly rate of pay.  In the event one of 
the above holiday’s falls on Saturday, the holiday shall be celebrated on Saturday.  If the holiday falls on Sunday, the 
holiday will be celebrated on Monday.

Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) will be paid 
for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all work performed 
on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Saturday will be a make 
up day to the extent of the lost time.

If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive time and one-half (1½) the regular 
rate of pay for such work.

Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1 ½) for all work performed on Sundays.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work 
on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any other craft employees of the same employer at work on that 
same job site are receiving double (2) time for that Sunday or holiday.

2:  Means the maximum of eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work beginning at 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon, 12:30 
p.m. to 4:30 p.m.  The maximum work week shall be forty (40) hours beginning Monday at 8:00 a.m. and ending Friday at 
4:30 p.m.  Because of traffic, parking or other circumstances, the hours of work on any project may be any continuous 8½ 
hours period (8 hours of work plus 30 minutes for lunch) between 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  When circumstances warrant 
and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to, the Employer may institute a work week consisting of four (4) 
consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. Monday through Thursday, with one-half 
(½) hour allowed for a lunch period each day.  Friday may be used as a make-up day.  After ten (10) hours in a workday, 
or forty (40) hours in a workweek, overtime shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of pay.  
Overtime performed Monday through Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of 
pay.

Workmen on the “day shift” shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly 
rate for eight (8) hours work.  The second shift (swing shift) shall be worked between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:30 
a.m.  Workmen on the “swing shift” shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 10% for seven and 
one-half (7 ½) hours work.  The third shift (graveyard shift) shall be worked between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 8:00 
a.m.  Workmen on the “graveyard shift” shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 15% for seven (7) 
hours work.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required after the 
completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the “shift” hourly rate. 
 
NO. 17:  Means the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor between 7:00 a.m. and 3:30 p.m. and the 
regular work week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour days of labor beginning on Monday and ending with 
Friday of each week.    All full-time or part-time labor performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working 
hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  Except as otherwise provided, all work performed outside of regular working 
hours during the regular work week, shall be at double (2) times the regular rate.  Working hours may be varied by two (2) 
hours.  When circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to by interested parties, the Employer 
may institute a work week consisting of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of five (5) a.m. and six 
(6) p.m., Monday through Thursday, with one-half (1/2) hour allowed for a lunch period each day.  Friday may be used as 
a make-up day.  The make-up day will be voluntary, and a decision not to work may not be held against the employee.  
When working four (4) ten (10) hour day’s overtime will be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate for the eleventh (11th) 
and twelfth (12th) hour, all other work will be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  The first two (2) hours of overtime, 
Monday through Friday, and the first eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be at time and one-half (1½) for all work.  All other 
overtime shall be at double (2) time.

Work performed outside of the regular Saturday work day is at 
double (2) time.  All work performed on recognized holidays, or days locally observed as such, and Sundays shall be paid 
at the double (2) time rate of pay.   
 
NO. 18:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours.  Working hours are from six (6) hours before Noon (12:00) 
to six (6) hours after Noon (12:00).  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning between 6:00 a.m. and 
12:00 Noon on Monday and ending between 1:00 p.m. and 6:00 p.m. on Friday.  Saturday will be paid at time and one-
half (1½).  Sunday and Holidays shall be paid at double (2) time.  Saturday can be a make-up day if the weather has 
forced a day off, but only in the week of the day being lost.  Any time before six (6) hours before Noon or six (6) hours 
after Noon will be paid at time and one-half (1½).  
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NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 31:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work and all work performed over 
and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  A 
workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or 
other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, in which event, the starting time may be advanced or 
delayed. Work performed on recognized holidays or days observed as such, shall receive time and one-half (1½).

When circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to, 
the employer may institute a work week consisting of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of 7:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., Monday through Thursday.  Friday may be used as a make-up day.  After ten (10) hours in a 
workday, or forty (40) hours in a workweek, overtime shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
rate of pay.  All overtime Monday through Saturday shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular rate of 
pay.  Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) time.  Labor Day shall be paid at triple (3) time.  Shift 
work may be performed at the option of the Contractor.  However, whenever shift work is performed it must cover a 
period not less than (5) consecutive working days.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as outlined 
above.

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NO 47:  Means a regular workday shall consist of eight (8) hours between 6:00 a.m. and 6:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours, 
within five (5) days -- Monday through Friday or Tuesday through Saturday inclusive -- shall constitute the regular 
workweek.  The Employer may alter the above stated hours by two (2) hours for an early starting and quitting time only, 
not to exceed eight (8) hours of work in any one day.  The Employer shall be allowed to establish a four (4) day, ten (10) 
hour per day work week.  This work week is defined as Monday through Thursday, with a Friday make-up day.  The 
normal work day under a ten (10) hour four (4) day work week shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.  All hours worked in 
excess of ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week or hours worked outside the normal work week shall be paid 
at the applicable overtime rate.  The first four (4) hours of overtime after the normal workday, each day Monday through 
Friday and the first ten (10) hours of overtime on Saturdays shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
straight time rate of pay.  All other work performed outside of the regularly scheduled working hours and outside of the 
first ten (10) hours worked on Saturdays shall be paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay.  Sundays and 
the recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  When so elected by 
the contractor, multiple shifts of at least five (5) days duration may be worked.  When two (2) or three (3) shifts are 
worked:  The first shift (day shift) shall be worked between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Workmen on the “day 
shift” shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate for eight (8) hours work.  The second shift (swing shift) 
shall be worked between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:30 a.m.  Workmen on the “swing shift” shall receive eight (8) 
hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 10% for seven and one-half (7 ½) hours work.  The third shift (graveyard shift) 
shall be worked between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  Workmen on the “graveyard shift” shall receive eight (8) 
hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 15% for seven (7) hours work.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes shall be 
allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half 
(1½) times the “shift” hourly rate. 
 
NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
 
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
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NO. 52:  Means the regular workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, Monday through Friday.  The regular 
workday shall consist of an eight (8) hour period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending no later 
than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  The 
option exists for the employer to use a four (4) day, ten (10) hour work week.  Days worked shall be Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  If the job requires men on duty all five (5) days, then part of the crew may work the 
first four (4) days and the remainder of the crew may work the last four (4) days.  Hours each day shall be from 7:00 a.m. 
to 5:30 p.m.   Interested parties on the project must agree to this clause before it may be used.  Once this clause has 
been put into effect, it shall remain as long as the majority of the Employees on the project and the Employer agree to 
keep it.  The four (4) day clause shall not be used to circumvent a Holiday.  Except as otherwise provided, all work 
performed outside the regular working hours and performed during the regular work week (Monday through Friday) shall 
be at the following rates of pay: 
 Holidays-New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day (or days 
observed as such) shall be recognized as Holidays that shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Labor Day-No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency.  Rate of pay shall be 
at three (3) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Overtime-Work performed outside of the regular work day (the regular work day shall consist of an eight (8) hour 
period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending not later than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon 
starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m., by mutual consent of the interested 
party’s.), shall be: 


A. Hours worked Monday through Friday, the first two (2) hours of overtime will be paid at time and one-half 
(1½).  All other overtime will be paid at the double (2) time rate. 


B. The first ten (10) hours worked on Saturday will be paid at time and one-half (1½), with all other hours to be 
paid at the double (2) time rate. 


C. Sundays and Holidays (except Labor Day) shall be paid at the double (2) time rate. 
 


NO 56:  Means the regular work day shall consist of eight (8) hours between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  An optional four 
day work week may be utilized with the ten (10) hour clause, days Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  
Work hours shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. any work performed on Monday or Friday outside the regular scheduled 
four (4) days shall be at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Work performed outside of the regular work day, 
and on Saturdays shall be paid at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Sundays and holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) time the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 59:  Means that except as herein provided, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) 
hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  All time worked outside of the standard eight (8) hour work day and on 
Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All time worked on Sunday and 
holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working 
either five (5) eight hour days or four (4) ten hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four 
(4) ten-hour work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods between the hours 
of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work, Monday through Thursday, 
inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at 
the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours 
per week.  When the five day eight (8) hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's 
work, Monday through Friday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then 
Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or 
forty (40) hours per week.  The regular starting time (and resulting quitting time) may be moved to 6:00 a.m. or delayed to 
9:00 a.m.  Make-up days shall not be utilized for days lost due to holidays. 
 
NO. 60:  Means the Employer shall have the option of working five 8-hour days or four 10-hour days Monday through 
Friday.  If an Employer elects to work five 8-hour days during any work week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day 
or forty (40) per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits Monday through 
Friday.  SATURDAY MAKE-UP DAY:  If an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, 
or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-
up day at the straight time rate.  It is agreed by the parties that the make-up day is not to be used to make up time lost 
due to recognized holidays.  If an Employer elects to work four 10-hour days, between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 
p.m. in any week, work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and 
one half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is working 10-hour days 
and loses a day due to inclement weather, the Employer may work ten (10) hours on Friday at straight time.   All hours 
worked over the forty (40) hours Monday through Friday will be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus 
fringe benefits.  All Millwright work performed in excess of the regular work day and on Saturday shall be compensated 
for at time and one-half (1½) the regular Millwright hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits.  The regular work day starting at 
8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 
a.m.  All work accomplished on Sundays and recognized holidays, or days observed as recognized holidays, shall be 
compensated for at double (2) the regular hourly rate of wages plus fringe benefits.  NOTE:  All overtime is computed on 
the hourly wage rate plus an amount equal to the fringe benefits.  
 
NO. 63:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day between time that may be advanced or delayed by 
two (2) hours on either side of 8:00 AM.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday 
through Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours straight time.  The four (4) tens (10s) must run for a period of at 
least four (4) days, Monday through Thursday.  All work on Friday on a four (4) tens (10) project will be paid at the rate of 
time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays must be paid at double (2) time.  All work performed prior to or after the regular eight 
(8) hour work day, or ten (10) hour work day, as described above shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  
 
NO. 64:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours shall constitute a week’s work, Sunday through Saturday.  In the event time is lost due to weather or conditions 
beyond the control of the Employer, the Employer may schedule work on Saturday at straight time.   All work over eight 
(8) hours in one day, forty (40) hours in one week, or on Saturday (except as herein provided) shall be classified as 
overtime and be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work on Sunday or recognized holidays shall be classified 
as overtime and be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work 
Sunday through Saturday inclusive.  In the event the job is down for reasons beyond the contractors control, then Friday 
and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) 
hours per 
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NO. 85:  Means the work week shall be Monday through Sunday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work to begin 
between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and end between 2:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m.  Employees required to work during their lunch 
period shall receive the overtime rate.   Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are required to 
work prior to their normal starting time or after eight (8) hours or normal quitting time Monday through Friday, or all day on 
Saturday.  If an Employer has started the work week on a five day, eight hours a day schedule, and due to inclement 
weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine or ten hours a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of 
that work week in order to make up for the lost time (10-hour make-up day).  All work over ten (10) hours a day or over 
forty (40) hours a week must be paid at time & one-half (1½).  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  A contractor may alter the regular work week to four (4) ten (10) hour days at straight time 
rate of pay.  To do this the scheduled 4-10's must be worked at least one full week and the regular workweek shall be 
Monday through Thursday with Friday being a make-up day at straight time for days missed in the regular workweek due 
to inclement weather.  If 5-8's are being worked, Saturday may be used as a make-up day at straight time if inclement 
weather prevents work during the normal work week. 
 
NO. 111:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work, Monday to Friday inclusive.  All overtime shall be at the 
rate of time and one-half (1½) except Sundays, and recognized holidays, which shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time if worked.  The work day is to begin between 6:00 a. m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the employer.  If an employer 
is prevented from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather 
(rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  The regular work 
week shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the employer elects to work Monday through Thursday, ten 
(10) hours per day.  All work over ten (10) hours in a day and forty (40) hours in a week shall be one and one-half (1½) 
times the regular hourly rate.  Work prior to 6:00 a.m. will be paid at the overtime rate.  The regular work day shall be 
either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  Employers working a four (4) ten (10) hour day week schedule will be allowed a Friday 
or Saturday make-up day provided workmen were prevented from working during the normal work week due to inclement 
weather or other conditions beyond the control of the employer.  Make-up days shall not be utilized for days lost to 
holidays.  If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Thursday because of inclement weather or other conditions 
beyond the control of the employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 4-
10’s).  Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time if working (5-8’s).  If an employer has started the work 
week on a five-day, eight-hour schedule, and due to inclement weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine (9) 
or (10) hour a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of that work week in order to make up the lost time.  
Employer may not use both the Saturday make-up day and 10-hour make-up day in the same week.  
 
NO. 112:  Means the regular starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 
6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  Except as provided for, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard 
work day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, which shall begin on Sunday and end on 
Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the 
rate of time and one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be 
classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight 
(8) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour 
work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten hour periods between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 
6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  In the event 
the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the 
Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  
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NO. 123:  Means except as provided, eight (8) hours a day (8:00 A.M. to 4:30 P.M.) shall constitute a standard work day, 
excluding the 30-minute lunch period, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work.  All time worked 
outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half 
(except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and 
paid at the rate of double time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour 
days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work week shall consist of forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) 
consecutive ten (10) hour days within the five day period.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control 
of the Employer, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight 
time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  Starting time will be designated by the Employer.  When 
the five (5) day eight (8) hour work week is in effect forty (40) hours per week will constitute a week’s work (normal work 
week being Monday through Friday).  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control of the Employer, 
then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; at straight time not to exceed eight (8) 
hours or forty (40) hours per week. 
 
NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
 
NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 3: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, 
the following Monday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 15: All work accomplished on the recognized holidays of New Year's Day, Decoration Day (Memorial Day), 
Independence Day (Fourth of July), Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or days 
observed as these named holidays, shall be compensated for at double (2) the regular hourly rate of wages plus 
fringe benefits.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day, Christmas Day, 
Decoration Day or Independence Day except to preserve life or property. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 22:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days locally observed as such, and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays.  If a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday shall be observed; if it falls on Sunday, Monday shall be observed.  All work performed on holidays 
shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 28: All work done on New Year's Day,  Veteran's Day,  Memorial Day,  Independence Day,  Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 33: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Labor Day shall be paid at the triple (3) time rate of pay.  If the holiday 
falls on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed; if the holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday will be 
observed. 
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NO. 35: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workman unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make-up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make-up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall 
receive time and one-half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 49: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) 
of the personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these 
holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they 
shall be paid time & one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 52: All work performed on Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall receive the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 53:  All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day 
or days observed as such for these holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  No work shall be 
performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency, and then the rate of pay shall be at three (3) 
times the regular rate of pay.  When a holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the 
holiday.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 65:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. If the holiday falls on 
Saturday, it will be observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be 
paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 68:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Decoration Day (Memorial Day), Independence Day (Fourth of 
July), Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, or days observed as such, shall be paid at the rate of double 
(2) time.  When a holiday falls on a Saturday, Friday shall be observed.  When a holiday falls on a Sunday, 
Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed on the Fourth of July or Labor Day except to save life or 
property.  Where one of the holidays specified falls or is observed during the work week, then all work performed 
over and above thirty-two (32) hours in that week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 72:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day (last Monday in May), Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay.  Any 
one of the above listed holidays falling on Sunday shall be observed on the following Monday and paid for at double 
(2) the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  Any one of the above listed holidays falling on Saturday shall be 
observed on the prior Friday and paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  No work shall 
be performed on Labor Day except in case of emergency. 
 
NO. 74:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be paid at double (2) time of the hourly rate of pay.  In the event one of 
the above holiday’s falls on Saturday, the holiday shall be celebrated on Saturday.  If the holiday falls on Sunday, the 
holiday will be celebrated on Monday.  
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NO. 78:  The following days shall be recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Thanksgiving and Christmas.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will be observed as 
the legal holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the legal holiday.  All time 
worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double time.

If a job can’t work forty (40) hours, Monday through Saturday, because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday and Saturday may be worked as make up days at straight time (if 
working 4-10's).

NO. 21:  Means the regular workday for which employees shall be compensated at straight time hourly rate of pay shall, 
unless otherwise provided for, begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  However, the project starting time may be 
advanced or delayed at the discretion of the Employer.  At the discretion of the Employer, when working a five (5) day 
eight (8) hour schedule, Saturday may be used for a make-up day.  If an Employer is prohibited from working on a 
holiday, that employer may work the following Saturday at the straight time rate.  However, the Employer may have the 
option to schedule his work from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with 
all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer elects to 
work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to circumstances beyond his control, he shall have the option to 
work Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) hours.  If an Employer is prohibited from 
working on a holiday, that Employer may work the following Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate.  Overtime will be 
at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  If workmen are required to work the enumerated holidays or days 
observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
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NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 27:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or Tuesday 
through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. nor later 
than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) will be paid 
for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all work performed 
on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Saturday will be a make 
up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work performed on Monday will be time 
and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday will be a make-up day to the extent of 
the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees work on any of the recognized holidays, 
they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 31:  Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  All employees performing work on affected 
properties during or following emergencies shall receive the applicable rate of pay for the first sixteen (16) consecutive 
hours and all hours worked in excess of sixteen (16) consecutive hours shall be paid at double time until broken by an 
eight (8) hour rest period.  Should an employee be called back to work within two hours of his normal quitting time, the 
previous hours worked shall count toward the above sixteen (16) hour provision.   
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NO. 3: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to 
protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as 
eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the 
workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day 
when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day. If 
workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive time & one-
half (1½) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 5: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day 
except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls 
during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward a forty (40) hour 
week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless worked. If workmen are 
required to work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  The above shall apply to the four 10’s Monday through Friday work week. The ten (10) 
hours shall be applied to the forty (40) hour work week. 
 
NO. 15: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive time and one-half (1½) the regular 
rate of pay for such work.  Where one of the holidays specified falls or is observed during the workweek, then all work 
performed over and above thirty-two (32) hours in that week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  
Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1 ½) for all work performed on Sundays.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work 
on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any other craft employees of the same employer at work on that 
same job site are receiving double (2) time for that Sunday or holiday. 
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; 
however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the worker unless worked. If workers are required to 
work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 18: All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed 
on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be 
performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  
When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward a 
forty (40) hour week; however no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the working person(s) unless the 
holiday is worked. 
 
NO. 24:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas 
Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If the holiday falls on Saturday, it will be 
observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be paid for at double (2) the 
regular straight time rate of pay.

However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interest parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.

NO. 32:  The regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor on the job between six (6) a.m. and four (4) p.m. 
and the regular working week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour day’s of labor on the job beginning with 
Monday and ending with Friday of each week.  The normal work week is 40 hours.  All full-time or part-time labor 
performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  All 
work performed during regular work hours on Saturdays will be paid at time and one-half (1 ½).  All work performed 
outside of regular working hours and performed during the regular work week, shall be at double (2) times the regular 
rate, except that the first two (2) hours following the regular work day shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the 
regular rate.

Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 49:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work to begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  The starting time 
may be advanced one (1) hour or two (2) hours.  Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are 
required to work before 8:00 a.m., during the lunch period or after 4:30 p.m. unless the starting time is advanced as 
provided above.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is prevented 
from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), 
Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  However, in the event that the 
laborer working such make-up day is assisting another craft drawing overtime pay, the laborer shall received the same 
overtime multiple as the craft assisted.  The Employer shall have the option of working five (5) eight (8) hour days or four 
(4) ten (10) hour days Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work five (5) eight (8) hour days during any work 
week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or forty (40) per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly 
rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work four (4) ten (10) hour days in any week, work performed more 
than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday 
through Friday.  If an Employer is working ten (10) hour days and loses a day due to inclement weather, he may work ten 
(10) hours Friday at straight time.  However, in the event that the laborer working any such make-up day is assisting 
another craft drawing overtime pay, the laborer shall receive the same overtime multiple as the craft assisted.  If workmen 
are required to work recognized holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  Projects that cannot be performed during regular workday:  If required by owner, the 
contractor may perform work outside the normal work hours and employees shall be paid applicable straight time hourly 
wage rate plus a premium of fifty cents ($.50) per hour for the first eight (8) hours worked.  Any hours worked in excess of 
eight (8) hours shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate plus the fifty cent ($.50) per hour premium.  Shift work:  The 
Employer may elect to work one (1), two (2) or three (3) shifts on any work.  When two (2) or more shifts are worked on 
any operation, the first shift or day shift will consists of eight (8) hours exclusive for lunch time; the second shift or swing 
shift shall consists of eight (8) hours work for eight and one-half (8½) hours pay, exclusive of lunch time; the third or 
graveyard shift shall consist of eight (8) hours work for nine (9) hours pay exclusive of lunch time.

All time worked 
before and after the established eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturdays, 
shall be paid for at the rate of one and one-half times the hourly base wage rate in effect.  All time worked on Sundays 
and on recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double the hourly base wage rate in effect.  In a work day 
provided a job runs at least four (4) working days, a ten (10) hour per day, four (4) days per week work schedule may 
be utilized.  Ten (10) hours work per day shall constitute a day’s work, forty (40) hours a week, Monday through 
Thursday, exclusively, shall constitute a week’s work.  The normal starting time of said day shall be between 6:30 a.m. 
and 8:30 a.m.  The normal quitting time shall be ten and one-half (10½) hours after the starting time.  A thirty (30) 
minute unpaid lunch shall occur in the middle of the day.  The normal starting and quitting times may be changed by 
mutual consent of the interested parties.  Provided a job runs at least four (4) working days and in the event, the job is 
shut down for eight (8) hours or more in one (1) work day Monday through Thursday due to inclement weather at the 
job site, then, at the option of the employer, Friday of the same work week may be worked as a makeup day.  The 
Friday makeup day will be considered identical in start and stop times as a ten (10) hour work day, (even if some 
overtime occurs or should ten (10) hours be lost to inclement weather), it would be worked as all other work days. 
 
NO. 77:  Means the regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch 
period, with pay at the regular straight time hourly rate.  The regular workday shall begin on the job site between the 
hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. with the starting time to be determined by the Employer, unless project owner requires 
different starting time.  This adjustable starting time can, at the Employer’s option, be staggered to permit starting portions 
of the work force at various times within the prescribed hours.   The Employer may establish a four (4) ten (10) hour shift 
exclusive of the thirty (30) minute lunch period at the straight time wage rate.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a 
week’s work Monday through Thursday.  In the event a job is down due to weather conditions, safety or other conditions 
beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday may, at the option of the employer, be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time wage rate. Straight time is not to exceed ten (10) hours a day or forty (40) hours per week.  Time and one-
half (1 ½ ) shall be paid for all overtime hours worked during the week, Monday through Friday and for all work performed 
on Saturday.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 81:  Means a workday of eight (8) hours, beginning at 8:00 a.m., Monday through Friday shall constitute a forty (40) 
hour work week.  All time over the eight (8) hour day as above defined and all hours worked on Saturday shall be paid at 
the rate of one and one-half (1½) the regular rate of wages.  If workmen are required to work the recognized holidays or 
days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 82:  Means the work day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours will constitute the work week from Monday through Friday, inclusive.  Up to four (4) hours of overtime work per 
day performed before or after the assigned normal work day, (twelve (12) continuous hours, starting no earlier than 
6:00 a.m., Monday through Friday),  shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) that employee’s hourly 
rate.  Any additional overtime, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  The first 
eight hours of overtime work on Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) the regular rate of 
pay.  Hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  
Double time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays, recognized legal holidays or days that may be celebrated 
as such as designated by the federal government.   All shifts for work performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 
1:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hourly rate plus two dollars ($2.00) per clock hour.  All shifts for work performed 
between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hour rate plus four dollars ($4.00) per clock 
hour.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half times (1.5x) 
the “shift” hourly rate.  
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NO. 86:  The regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch period, 
with pay at the straight time rate with all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday shall begin between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. 
The Employer may have the option to schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day 
at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, holiday or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, they shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  All overtime work 
performed on Monday through Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be 
paid at the one and one half the hourly rate.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be paid at double the hourly rate.  Shifts may be established when 
considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the 
First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight 
hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the 
second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third 
shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) hours plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 
per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  Shifts that begin on 
Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half these rates.  Shifts 
that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double time these rates.  
 
NO. 89:  Means the normal workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days for a total of forty (40) hours, starting on 
Monday at 8:00 a.m. and ending on Friday at 4:30 p.m.  The starting time can be flexible between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
a.m. and ending at 2:30 p.m. or 4:30 p.m. respectively.  All work before designated starting time and after quitting time 
shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) .  An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly rate 
shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a day Monday through Friday.  Saturdays, Sundays and Holidays 
shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time.  Any work started after 12:00 midnight Sunday, will be classified as time 
and one-half (1½) up to the legal starting time on Monday. 
 
NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 92:  Means all work performed from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, will be at straight time pay up to 
forty (40) hours per week.  All work performed Monday through Friday before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. will be done at 
time and one-half (1½).  All work done on Saturday will be done at time and one-half (1½), unless the employer and 
employee agree that Saturday shall be used as a make-up day.  The Employer may use a flexible starting time of 7:00 
a.m. to 8:00 a.m., and quitting time of 3:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m., and any such different work starting time shall determine 
whether wages are payable at the straight rate or the premium rate.  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid for at 
time and one-half (1½), unless the Saturday has been used as a make-up day.  All work performed on Sunday and 
holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
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NO. 103:  Means a regular workweek of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A Workday is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interested parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 104:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a standard work day between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
p.m.  The standard work week shall be forty (40) hours between 6:00 a.m. on Monday and ending 8:00 p.m. on Friday.  
An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly rate shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a 
day Monday through Friday.  Saturdays shall be considered overtime and work done on Saturday shall be paid at time 
and one-half (1½) the prevailing scale.  Sundays and holidays shall be considered overtime and work done on these days 
shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale. 
 
NO. 120:  Means five (5) eight (8) hour days shall constitute a day’s work, Monday through Friday inclusive. Eight (8) 
hours shall constitute a regular days' work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. and forty (40) hours shall 
constitute a regular work week from Monday through Friday.  All time worked in excess of eight (8) hours per day or 
forty (40) hours per week shall be paid overtime at the rate of time and one-half.  A four (4) ten (10) hour day work 
schedule may be worked Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday. Overtime shall be paid only after ten 
(10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.    Double (2) time will be paid for all work done on Sundays and legal 
holidays. 
 
NO. 121:  Means the regular work day shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  The regular work week shall start on 
Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work Monday through Thursday, ten (10) hours per day.  
All work over eight (8) hours per day (if working five eight hour days) and ten (10) hours per day (if working four ten hours 
days) and over forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate of pay.  If a job cannot 
work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other conditions beyond the control of the 
Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working four ten hour days).  Saturday 
may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working five eight hour days).  Make-up days shall not be utilized for 
days lost because of Holidays.  All work performed on Sundays and Holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the regular 
straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 126:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $27.96 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
 
NO. 127:  Means the normal work week shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days for a total of forty (40) hours, starting 
on Monday at 8:00 a.m. and ending on Friday at 4:30 p.m.  The starting time can be flexible between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
a.m., and ending at 2:30 p.m. or 4:30 p.m. respectively.  All work before the designated starting time and after the quitting 
time shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly 
rate shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a day Monday through Friday.  Any work started after 12:00 
midnight Sunday, will be classified as time and one-half (1½) up to the legal starting time on Monday.  Saturdays shall be 
considered overtime and work done on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the prevailing scale.   Sundays 
and Holidays shall be considered overtime and work done on these days shall be paid at double (2) time the prevailing 
scale. 
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NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 8: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day, or the days observed in lieu of these holidays, shall be paid at the double 
time rate of pay.   
 
NO. 12: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Should any of these days fall on Sunday, then the 
following day shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstances shall employees be permitted to work on 
Labor Day. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 20: The following days or assigned days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veterans Day (to be observed November 11), Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall 
be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work 
under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, 
Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no 
reimbursement for these eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless worked.  If workmen are required to work 
the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive the double regular rate 
of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 25:  All work done on New Year's Day, Martin Luther King Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, Christmas Day, Presidential Election Day, or 
days locally observed as such, and Saturday and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays and shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  If a named holiday falls on a Saturday, the holiday will be observed on the preceding 
Friday.  When a named holiday falls on Sunday, the Monday after will be observed as the holiday.  Appropriate 
overtime rates to be based on fifteen minute increments.  
 
NO. 26: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When a Holiday occurs on Saturday it shall not 
be observed on either the previous Friday or the following Monday.  Such days shall be regular work days.  If such a 
holiday occurs on Sunday it shall be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 40: The employer agrees to recognize the following holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, 
Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If the holiday falls on a Sunday, and is worked, 
the following work day will be double time wages for the holiday. 
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NO. 41:  The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, 
Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  No work shall be performed on the Fourth of July, 
Labor Day or Christmas Day.  Any work performed on the above holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the 
regular straight time rate of pay.  When any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
observed as such holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall not be considered to be observed on the previous 
Friday or following Monday.  Such days shall be regular workdays. 
 
NO. 43: All of the following days or assigned days are recognized as holidays:  New Years Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day (November 11th), Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day. If a holiday 
falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on 
the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under 
construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday 
through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement 
for these eight (8) hours is to be paid the employee unless worked.  If the employee is required to work the above 
enumerated holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay 
for such work.   
 
NO. 45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 50:  All work performed on Saturdays, Sundays and recognized holidays shall be considered overtime and work 
performed on these days shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale.  The holidays of understanding are:  New 
Years’ Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Veterans Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  
Should any of these holidays fall on Saturday, the Friday before shall be observed as the holiday.  Should any of 
these days fall on Sunday, then the following Monday shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstance 
shall employees be permitted to work on Labor Day (the first Monday in September). 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for such work.   
 
NO. 60:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Armistice Day (Veteran's Day), Decoration Day (Memorial Day), 
Independence Day (Fourth of July), Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of 
pay.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday will be observed as the holiday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 62:  All work performed on holidays shall be considered overtime and work performed on these days shall be 
paid at double (2) time rate of pay.  The holidays of understanding are:  New Years’ Day, Decoration Day, 
Independence Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  Should any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday the Friday before shall be observed as the holiday.  Should any of these days fall on Sunday, then the 
following Monday shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstance shall employees be permitted to work 
on Labor Day (the first Monday in September). 
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NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 71:  All work performed on the following recognized holidays, or days that may be celebrated as such, shall be 
paid at the double (2) time rate of pay: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veterans 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Day after Thanksgiving and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
celebrated on Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday proceeding such Saturday. 
 
NO. 73:  The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran’s Day (or mutually agreed date of the Friday after Thanksgiving Day may be substituted for Veteran’s Day), 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or in the event that any of said Holidays falls on Sunday, then the day or days 
generally recognized as such.

When two shifts are worked 
on any operation, the shifts will consist of eight (8) or ten (10) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  When three shifts are worked 
the first day or day shift will consist of eight (8) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  The second or swing shift shall consist of 
seven and one-half (7 1/2) hours work for eight hours pay, exclusive of lunchtime, and the third or the graveyard shift shall 
consist of seven (7) hours work for eight (8) hours pay, exclusive of the lunchtime.  All time in excess of normal shifts shall 
be considered overtime.  Multiple shift (the two or three shift) operation will not be construed on the entire project if at 
anytime it is deemed advisable and necessary for the Employer to multiple shift a specific operation.  However, no shift 
shall be started between midnight and six a.m. except the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation, or except in an 
unusual or emergency situation.  If an Employer starts a shift between midnight and 6 a.m. except the graveyard shift on a 
three-shift operation, he shall reimburse all employees for the entire shift at the double time rate.

NO. 25:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, starting on Monday and ending on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.

NO. 30:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a regular days' work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. with an hours’ 
intermission for lunch; and forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular work week from Monday through Friday.  A four (4) 
ten (10) hour day work schedule may be worked Monday through Thursday (Tuesday through Friday in the event a 
holiday is celebrated on a Monday) or a Tuesday through Friday (Monday through Thursday in the event a holiday is 
celebrated).  If the parties work the four ten hour week the following shall apply:   


(a) Ten (10) consecutive hours shall constitute a day’s work between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m.  One-
half (1/2) hour shall be set aside for an unpaid lunch period. 


(b) Friday may be used as a make-up day when the scheduled work week was interrupted and time lost of seven 
(7) hours or more was incurred.  


Time and one half (1½) will be paid for all time worked in excess of the regular working day and Saturdays; double (2) 
time will be paid for all work done on Sundays and legal holidays. 
 
NO. 33: Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half for all work performed in excess of the regular working day – 
over 8 hours in 5 day workweek or over 10 hours if four day workweek established – and Saturdays.

NO. 9:  Means the regular workday starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved 
forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one hour to 9:00 a.m.  All work performed in excess of the regular work day and on 
Saturday shall be compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular pay.  In the event time is lost during the work 
week due to weather conditions, the Employer may schedule work on the following Saturday at straight time.

Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.

NO. 28:  Means a regular workday shall consist of eight (8) hours between 7:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., with at least a thirty 
(30) minute period to be taken for lunch.  Five (5) days a week, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute a work 
week.  The Employer has the option for a workday/workweek of four (4) ten (10) hour days (4-10's) provided:  
 
 -The project must be for a minimum of four (4) consecutive days.    
 -Starting time may be within one (1) hour either side of 8:00 a.m.  
 -Work week must begin on either a Monday or Tuesday:  If a holiday falls within that week it shall be a 


consecutive work day.  (Alternate:  If a holiday falls in the middle of a week, then the regular eight (8) hour 
schedule may be implemented). 


 -Any time worked in excess of any ten (10) hour work day (in a 4-10 hour work week) shall be at the appropriate 
overtime rate.   


 
All work outside of the regular working hours as provided, Monday through Saturday, shall be paid at one & one-half (1½) 
times the employee's regular rate of pay.  All work performed from 12:00 a.m. Sunday through 8:00 a.m.  Monday and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) the straight time hourly rate of pay.  Should employees work in excess of 
twelve (12) consecutive hours they shall be paid double time (2X) for all time after twelve (12) hours.  Shift work 
performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:30 a.m. (second shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular 
hourly rate of pay plus ten (10%) percent for seven and one-half (7½) hours work.  Shift work performed between the 
hours of 12:30 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. (third shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus fifteen 
(15%) percent for seven (7) hours work.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime 
work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate. 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 40:  Means the regular working week shall consist of five (5) consecutive (8) hour days' labor on the job beginning 
with Monday and ending with Friday of each week.

All hours worked on Saturday and all hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours but not 
more than twelve (12) hours during the regular working week shall be paid for at time and one-half (1½) the regular 
hourly rate.  All hours worked on Sundays and holidays and all hours worked in excess of twelve (12) hours during the 
regular working day shall be paid at two (2) times the regular hourly rate.  In the event of rain, snow, cold or 
excessively windy weather on a regular working day, Saturday may be designated as a "make-up" day.  Saturday may 
also be designated as a "make-up" day, for an employee who has missed a day of work for personal or other reasons.

NO. 55:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours between 6:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  The first two (2) hours of 
work performed in excess of the eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and the first ten (10)  hours of work on 
Saturday, shall be paid at one & one-half (1½) times the straight time rate.  All work performed on Sunday, observed 
holidays and in excess of ten (10) hours a day, Monday through Saturday, shall be paid at double (2) the straight time 
rate. 
 
NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.

The Employer has the option of working 
either five (5) eight hour days or four (4) ten hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four 
(4) ten-hour work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods between the hours 
of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m.

If an Employer elects to work five 8-hour days during any work week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day 
or forty (40) per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits Monday through 
Friday.  SATURDAY MAKE-UP DAY:  If an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, 
or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-
up day at the straight time rate.  It is agreed by the parties that the make-up day is not to be used to make up time lost 
due to recognized holidays.

The regular 
workday starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or 
delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  All work performed in excess of the regular work day and on Saturday shall be 
compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular pay.  In the event time is lost during the work week due to 
weather conditions, the Employer may schedule work on the following Saturday at straight time.  All work accomplished 
on Sunday and holidays shall be compensated at double the regular rate of wages. 
 
NO. 101:  Means that except as provided below, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) 
hours per week shall constitute a week's work, which shall begin on Monday and end on Friday.  All time worked outside of 
the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half (1½) (except 
as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the 
rate of double (2) time.  The regular starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved 
forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour 
days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When a four (4) ten-hour day work week is 
in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m.  
Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down 
for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked 
as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.  Starting time will be 
designated by the employer.  When the five (5) day eight (8) hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per week shall 
constitute a week’s work, Monday through Friday, inclusive.

NO. 122:  Means the regular workday shall be (8) hours.  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning 6:00 
a.m. on Monday and ending 6:00 p.m. on Friday.  Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Sunday and Holidays shall be 
double (2) time.  Saturday can be a make-up day if weather has forced a day off.    
 
NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
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NO. 3: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, 
the following Monday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 5:  All work that shall be done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate 
for each hour of fraction thereof worked on any such day .  
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 8: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day, or the days observed in lieu of these holidays, shall be paid at the double 
time rate of pay.   
 
NO. 15: All work accomplished on the recognized holidays of New Year's Day, Decoration Day (Memorial Day), 
Independence Day (Fourth of July), Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or days 
observed as these named holidays, shall be compensated for at double (2) the regular hourly rate of wages plus 
fringe benefits.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day, Christmas Day, 
Decoration Day or Independence Day except to preserve life or property. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 23: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day and Sundays shall be recognized holidays and shall be paid at the double time 
rate of pay.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be considered a holiday.  When a holiday 
falls on Saturday, Friday is recognized as a holiday.  
 
NO. 44: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it 
shall be observed on the Monday following.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the proceeding 
Friday.  No work shall be performed on these days except in emergency to protect life or property.  All work 
performed on these holidays shall be compensated at double the regular hourly rate for the work performed.  
Overtime shall be computed at half-hour intervals.  
 
NO. 45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
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NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor

NO. 60:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Armistice Day (Veteran's Day), Decoration Day (Memorial Day), 
Independence Day (Fourth of July), Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of 
pay.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday will be observed as the holiday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay.

In the event one of 
the above holiday’s falls on Saturday, the holiday shall be celebrated on Saturday.  If the holiday falls on Sunday, the 
holiday will be celebrated on Monday.  
 
NO. 76:  The following days are recognized as holidays: New Years Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Veterans Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas.  No work of any pretense shall be performed on Charismas 
Day or Independence Day.  Any work performed on the other holidays shall be paid for at least two (2) times the 
regular rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday will be observed.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed.

Shift:  The Contractor may 
elect to work one, two or three shifts on any work.  When operating on more than one shift, the shifts shall be known as 
the day shift, swing shift, and graveyard shift as such terms are recognized in the industry.  When two shifts are worked 
on any operation, the shifts will consist of eight (8) or ten (10) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  When three shifts are worked 
the first day or day shift will consist of eight (8) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  The second or swing shift shall consist of 
seven and one-half (7 1/2) hours work for eight hours pay, exclusive of lunchtime, and the third or the graveyard shift shall 
consist of seven (7) hours work for eight (8) hours pay, exclusive of the lunchtime.  All time in excess of normal shifts shall 
be considered overtime.  Multiple shift (the two or three shift) operation will not be construed on the entire project if at 
anytime it is deemed advisable and necessary for the Employer to multiple shift a specific operation.  However, no shift 
shall be started between midnight and six a.m. except the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation, or except in an 
unusual or emergency situation.  If an Employer starts a shift between midnight and 6 a.m. except the graveyard shift on a 
three-shift operation, he shall reimburse all employees for the entire shift at the double time rate.

If the Employer elects to 
work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to circumstances beyond his control, he shall have the option to 
work Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) hours.  If an Employer is prohibited from 
working on a holiday, that Employer may work the following Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate.  Overtime will be 
at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  If workmen are required to work the enumerated holidays or days 
observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
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NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 25:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, starting on Monday and ending on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any 
part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the straight 
time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have 
been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 
9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  All 
hours worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 28:   Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day shall 
be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any part 
thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time 
rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have been 
employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 
a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  For all 
time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 32: Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  
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NO. 4: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. When a Holiday falls on a Sunday, 
Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day, except in case of jeopardy to life or property.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  
 
NO. 5: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day 
except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls 
during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward a forty (40) hour 
week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless worked. If workmen are 
required to work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.

NO. 22:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interest parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
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NO. 28:  Means a regular workday shall consist of eight (8) hours between 7:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., with at least a thirty 
(30) minute period to be taken for lunch.  Five (5) days a week, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute a work 
week.  The Employer has the option for a workday/workweek of four (4) ten (10) hour days (4-10's) provided:  
 
 -The project must be for a minimum of four (4) consecutive days.    
 -Starting time may be within one (1) hour either side of 8:00 a.m.  
 -Work week must begin on either a Monday or Tuesday:  If a holiday falls within that week it shall be a 


consecutive work day.  (Alternate:  If a holiday falls in the middle of a week, then the regular eight (8) hour 
schedule may be implemented). 


 -Any time worked in excess of any ten (10) hour work day (in a 4-10 hour work week) shall be at the appropriate 
overtime rate.   


 
All work outside of the regular working hours as provided, Monday through Saturday, shall be paid at one & one-half (1½) 
times the employee's regular rate of pay.  All work performed from 12:00 a.m. Sunday through 8:00 a.m.  Monday and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) the straight time hourly rate of pay.  Should employees work in excess of 
twelve (12) consecutive hours they shall be paid double time (2X) for all time after twelve (12) hours.  Shift work 
performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:30 a.m. (second shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular 
hourly rate of pay plus ten (10%) percent for seven and one-half (7½) hours work.  Shift work performed between the 
hours of 12:30 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. (third shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus fifteen 
(15%) percent for seven (7) hours work.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime 
work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate. 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 40:  Means the regular working week shall consist of five (5) consecutive (8) hour days' labor on the job beginning 
with Monday and ending with Friday of each week.  Four (4) 10-hour days may constitute the regular work week.  The 
regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours labor on the job beginning as early as 6:00 a.m. and ending as late as 
5:30 p.m.  All full or part time labor performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working hours and paid 
for at the regular hourly rate.  All hours worked on Saturday and all hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours but not 
more than twelve (12) hours during the regular working week shall be paid for at time and one-half (1½) the regular 
hourly rate.  All hours worked on Sundays and holidays and all hours worked in excess of twelve (12) hours during the 
regular working day shall be paid at two (2) times the regular hourly rate.  In the event of rain, snow, cold or 
excessively windy weather on a regular working day, Saturday may be designated as a "make-up" day.  Saturday may 
also be designated as a "make-up" day, for an employee who has missed a day of work for personal or other reasons.  
Pay for "make-up" days shall be at regular rates.

NO. 42:  Means eight (8) hours between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day.  The starting 
time may be advanced one (1) or two (2) hours.  Employees shall have a lunch period of thirty (30) minutes.  The 
Employer may provide a lunch period of one (1) hour, and in that event, the workday shall commence at 8:00 a.m. and 
end at 5:00 p.m.  The workweek shall commence at 8:00 a.m. on Monday and shall end at 4:30 p.m. on Friday (or 5:00 
p.m. on Friday if the Employer grants a lunch period of one (1) hour), or as adjusted by starting time change as stated 
above.  All work performed before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. (or 5:00 p.m. where one (1) hour lunch is granted for 
lunch) or as adjusted by starting time change as stated above or on Saturday, except as herein provided, shall be 
compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate of pay for the work performed.  All work performed 
on Sunday and on recognized holidays shall be compensated at double (2) the regular hourly rate of pay for the work 
performed.  When working a five 8-hour day schedule and an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) hours, 
Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof 
may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.

When three shifts are employed, the second and third 
shifts shall contain at least one-half (1/2) as many employees as the first shift.  
 
NO. 43:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours 
within five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week. Work performed in the 9th and 
10th hour, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
Contractor has the option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of 
pay between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday. Work performed outside the regularly 
scheduled working hours and on Saturdays, Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall 
be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
   
NO. 55:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours between 6:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  The first two (2) hours of 
work performed in excess of the eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and the first ten (10)  hours of work on 
Saturday, shall be paid at one & one-half (1½) times the straight time rate.  All work performed on Sunday, observed 
holidays and in excess of ten (10) hours a day, Monday through Saturday, shall be paid at double (2) the straight time 
rate. 
 
NO. 59:  Means that except as herein provided, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) 
hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  All time worked outside of the standard eight (8) hour work day and on 
Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half (1½).

60:  Means the Employer shall have the option of working five 8-hour days or four 10-hour days Monday through 
Friday.  If an Employer elects to work five 8-hour days during any work week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day 
or forty (40) per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits Monday through 
Friday.  SATURDAY MAKE-UP DAY:  If an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, 
or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-
up day at the straight time rate.  It is agreed by the parties that the make-up day is not to be used to make up time lost 
due to recognized holidays.  If an Employer elects to work four 10-hour days, between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 
p.m. in any week, work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and 
one half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is working 10-hour days 
and loses a day due to inclement weather, the Employer may work ten (10) hours on Friday at straight time.   All hours 
worked over the forty (40) hours Monday through Friday will be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus 
fringe benefits.  All Millwright work performed in excess of the regular work day and on Saturday shall be compensated 
for at time and one-half (1½) the regular Millwright hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits.  The regular work day starting at 
8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 
a.m.  All work accomplished on Sundays and recognized holidays, or days observed as recognized holidays, shall be 
compensated for at double (2) the regular hourly rate of wages plus fringe benefits.  NOTE:  All overtime is computed on 
the hourly wage rate plus an amount equal to the fringe benefits.  
 
NO. 86:  The regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch period, 
with pay at the straight time rate with all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday shall begin between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. 
The Employer may have the option to schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day 
at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, holiday or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, they shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  All overtime work 
performed on Monday through Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be 
paid at the one and one half the hourly rate.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) the hourly rate.

NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.

In the event the job is down 
for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked 
as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.  Starting time will be 
designated by the employer.  When the five (5) day eight (8) hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per week shall 
constitute a week’s work, Monday through Friday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the 
Employer's control, then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to 
exceed eight (8) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.  Make-up days shall not be utilized for days lost due to 
holidays. 
 
NO. 122:  Means the regular workday shall be (8) hours.  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning 6:00 
a.m. on Monday and ending 6:00 p.m. on Friday.  Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Sunday and Holidays shall be 
double (2) time.  Saturday can be a make-up day if weather has forced a day off.    
 
NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
 
NO. 126:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $27.96 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time.

NO. 3: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, 
the following Monday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 5:  All work that shall be done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate 
for each hour of fraction thereof worked on any such day .  
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 8: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day, or the days observed in lieu of these holidays, shall be paid at the double 
time rate of pay.   
 
NO. 15: All work accomplished on the recognized holidays of New Year's Day, Decoration Day (Memorial Day), 
Independence Day (Fourth of July), Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or days 
observed as these named holidays, shall be compensated for at double (2) the regular hourly rate of wages plus 
fringe benefits.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day, Christmas Day, 
Decoration Day or Independence Day except to preserve life or property. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 23: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day and Sundays shall be recognized holidays and shall be paid at the double time 
rate of pay.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be considered a holiday.  When a holiday 
falls on Saturday, Friday is recognized as a holiday.  
 
NO. 44: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.

NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.

NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday.

Overtime will be 
at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  If workmen are required to work the enumerated holidays or days 
observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
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NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 25:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, starting on Monday and ending on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any 
part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the straight 
time rate.

If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any part 
thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time 
rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have been 
employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 
a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  For all 
time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 32: Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  
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NO. 4: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. When a Holiday falls on a Sunday, 
Monday shall be observed.

If, during the course of a work week, an Employee is unable to work for any reason, and, as a result, that 
Employee has not accumulated forty (40) hours of compensable time at the straight time rate, the Employer, at his option 
may offer the Employee the opportunity to work on Saturday at straight time; provided, however, if during the period 
worked by said Employee on Saturday, the Employee’s compensable time at the straight time rate exceeds forty (40) 
hours, all time worked in excess of the forty (40) hours will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
hourly wage scale.   
 
NO. 22:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interest parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 32:  The regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor on the job between six (6) a.m. and four (4) p.m. 
and the regular working week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour day’s of labor on the job beginning with 
Monday and ending with Friday of each week.  The normal work week is 40 hours.  All full-time or part-time labor 
performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  All 
work performed during regular work hours on Saturdays will be paid at time and one-half (1 ½).  All work performed 
outside of regular working hours and performed during the regular work week, shall be at double (2) times the regular 
rate, except that the first two (2) hours following the regular work day shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the 
regular rate. An early starting time of 6:00 a.m. may be used mutually agreed upon by the interested parties.  SHIFT 
RATE:  Shift work would start after 4:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m.  The first 8 hours would be at 115% of the basic wage rate.  
Overtime Monday through Friday would be at 1 ½ of base shift rate.  Saturday regular work day hours – 1½ of base shift 
rate.  Saturday – work after 8 hours – 2 times the basic wage rate.  Sunday and Holidays – 2 times the basic wage rate.  
All work performed on recognized holidays and Sundays shall be paid double (2) time.  Appropriate overtime rates to be 
based on fifteen minute increments.  
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
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NO. 44:  Means forty (40) hours shall constitute a work week, Monday through Friday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute 
a work day.  Hours of work shall be between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  All work performed before 7:00 a.m. 
and after 4:30 p.m. and all work performed in excess of eight (8) hours in any one work day, over forty (40) hours in 
any work week and the first eight (8) hours of work on Saturday, shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) 
times the regular rate of pay.  All hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours on Saturday, all hours worked on Sunday 
and on holidays, or days that may be celebrated as such, and as designated by the federal government, shall be paid 
at two (2) times the regular rate of pay.  All shifts for work performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. 
shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus two dollars ($2.00) per clock hour.   All work 
performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. on a third shift shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the 
regular hourly rate plus four dollars ($4.00) per clock hour.   All overtime work required after the completion of a regular 
shift shall be paid at one and one-half times (1½ x) the “shift” hourly rate. 
 
NO. 49:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work to begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  The starting time 
may be advanced one (1) hour or two (2) hours.  Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are 
required to work before 8:00 a.m., during the lunch period or after 4:30 p.m. unless the starting time is advanced as 
provided above.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is prevented 
from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), 
Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  However, in the event that the 
laborer working such make-up day is assisting another craft drawing overtime pay, the laborer shall received the same 
overtime multiple as the craft assisted.  The Employer shall have the option of working five (5) eight (8) hour days or four 
(4) ten (10) hour days Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work five (5) eight (8) hour days during any work 
week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or forty (40) per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly 
rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work four (4) ten (10) hour days in any week, work performed more 
than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday 
through Friday.  If an Employer is working ten (10) hour days and loses a day due to inclement weather, he may work ten 
(10) hours Friday at straight time.  However, in the event that the laborer working any such make-up day is assisting 
another craft drawing overtime pay, the laborer shall receive the same overtime multiple as the craft assisted.  If workmen 
are required to work recognized holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  Projects that cannot be performed during regular workday:  If required by owner, the 
contractor may perform work outside the normal work hours and employees shall be paid applicable straight time hourly 
wage rate plus a premium of fifty cents ($.50) per hour for the first eight (8) hours worked.  Any hours worked in excess of 
eight (8) hours shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate plus the fifty cent ($.50) per hour premium.  Shift work:  The 
Employer may elect to work one (1), two (2) or three (3) shifts on any work.  When two (2) or more shifts are worked on 
any operation, the first shift or day shift will consists of eight (8) hours exclusive for lunch time; the second shift or swing 
shift shall consists of eight (8) hours work for eight and one-half (8½) hours pay, exclusive of lunch time; the third or 
graveyard shift shall consist of eight (8) hours work for nine (9) hours pay exclusive of lunch time.

If a job can't work forty (40) hours Monday 
through Friday because of inclement weather, Friday (if working 4-10’s) or Saturday (if working 5-8’s), may be worked as 
a make-up day at straight time.  In the event that Friday (if working 4-10’s) or Saturday (if working 5-8’s) is utilized as a 
workday, any employee that has been absent from work during the week shall be paid the straight time rate until such 
time that the employee has earned forty (40) hours of straight time pay.  If any employee is required to work recognized 
holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
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NO. 75:  Means the standard work day shall consist of eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. or 
C.S.T. or C.D.S.T. and 4:30 p.m., with a thirty (30) minute unpaid lunch period occurring in the middle of the shift.  The 
standard workweek shall consist of five standard workdays commencing on Monday and ending on Friday, inclusive.  
The normal starting and quitting times may be changed by mutual consent of interested parties.  All time worked 
before and after the established eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturdays, 
shall be paid for at the rate of one and one-half times the hourly base wage rate in effect.  All time worked on Sundays 
and on recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double the hourly base wage rate in effect.  In a work day 
provided a job runs at least four (4) working days, a ten (10) hour per day, four (4) days per week work schedule may 
be utilized.  Ten (10) hours work per day shall constitute a day’s work, forty (40) hours a week, Monday through 
Thursday, exclusively, shall constitute a week’s work.  The normal starting time of said day shall be between 6:30 a.m. 
and 8:30 a.m.  The normal quitting time shall be ten and one-half (10½) hours after the starting time.  A thirty (30) 
minute unpaid lunch shall occur in the middle of the day.  The normal starting and quitting times may be changed by 
mutual consent of the interested parties.  Provided a job runs at least four (4) working days and in the event, the job is 
shut down for eight (8) hours or more in one (1) work day Monday through Thursday due to inclement weather at the 
job site, then, at the option of the employer, Friday of the same work week may be worked as a makeup day.  The 
Friday makeup day will be considered identical in start and stop times as a ten (10) hour work day, (even if some 
overtime occurs or should ten (10) hours be lost to inclement weather), it would be worked as all other work days. 
 
NO. 81:  Means a workday of eight (8) hours, beginning at 8:00 a.m., Monday through Friday shall constitute a forty (40) 
hour work week.  All time over the eight (8) hour day as above defined and all hours worked on Saturday shall be paid at 
the rate of one and one-half (1½) the regular rate of wages.  If workmen are required to work the recognized holidays or 
days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 82:  Means the work day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours will constitute the work week from Monday through Friday, inclusive.  Up to four (4) hours of overtime work per 
day performed before or after the assigned normal work day, (twelve (12) continuous hours, starting no earlier than 
6:00 a.m., Monday through Friday),  shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) that employee’s hourly 
rate.  Any additional overtime, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  The first 
eight hours of overtime work on Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) the regular rate of 
pay.  Hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  
Double time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays, recognized legal holidays or days that may be celebrated 
as such as designated by the federal government.   All shifts for work performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 
1:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hourly rate plus two dollars ($2.00) per clock hour.  All shifts for work performed 
between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hour rate plus four dollars ($4.00) per clock 
hour.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half times (1.5x) 
the “shift” hourly rate.  
 
NO. 86:  The regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch period, 
with pay at the straight time rate with all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday shall begin between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. 
The Employer may have the option to schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day 
at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, holiday or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, they shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  All overtime work 
performed on Monday through Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be 
paid at the one and one half the hourly rate.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be paid at double the hourly rate.  Shifts may be established when 
considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the 
First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight 
hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the 
second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third 
shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) hours plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 
per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  Shifts that begin on 
Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half these rates.  Shifts 
that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double time these rates.  
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NO. 89:  Means the normal workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days for a total of forty (40) hours, starting on 
Monday at 8:00 a.m. and ending on Friday at 4:30 p.m.  The starting time can be flexible between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
a.m. and ending at 2:30 p.m. or 4:30 p.m. respectively.  All work before designated starting time and after quitting time 
shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) .  An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly rate 
shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a day Monday through Friday.  Saturdays, Sundays and Holidays 
shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time.  Any work started after 12:00 midnight Sunday, will be classified as time 
and one-half (1½) up to the legal starting time on Monday. 
 
NO. 90:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work between the hours of 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. from Monday to 
Friday, inclusive.  The work week shall be forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday.  Any work in excess of forty (40) 
hours in one week shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  At the Employer's option the work week can consist of 
five (5) eight (8) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour days.  In case of bad weather, or equipment breakdown, Friday may 
be used as a make-up day if four tens are being worked.  If five eights are being worked, Saturday may be used as a 
make-up day.  If the Employer works five eight hour days, all time over eight hours in one day will be paid at the overtime 
rate.  If the Employer works four ten hour days, all time over ten hours per day will be paid at the overtime rate.  Time and 
one-half (1½) shall be paid for the first two (2) hours of overtime work on any regular work day and any work performed 
before regular starting time and after regular quitting time and for the first ten (10) hours on Saturday.  All work in excess 
of ten (10) hours regular work day and ten (10) hours on Saturday and all work performed on Sunday and recognized 
holidays shall be double (2) time. 
 
NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 92:  Means all work performed from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, will be at straight time pay up to 
forty (40) hours per week.  All work performed Monday through Friday before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. will be done at 
time and one-half (1½).  All work done on Saturday will be done at time and one-half (1½), unless the employer and 
employee agree that Saturday shall be used as a make-up day.  The Employer may use a flexible starting time of 7:00 
a.m. to 8:00 a.m., and quitting time of 3:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m., and any such different work starting time shall determine 
whether wages are payable at the straight rate or the premium rate.  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid for at 
time and one-half (1½), unless the Saturday has been used as a make-up day.  All work performed on Sunday and 
holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 103:  Means a regular workweek of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A Workday is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interested parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.

NO. 120:  Means five (5) eight (8) hour days shall constitute a day’s work, Monday through Friday inclusive. Eight (8) 
hours shall constitute a regular days' work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. and forty (40) hours shall 
constitute a regular work week from Monday through Friday.  All time worked in excess of eight (8) hours per day or 
forty (40) hours per week shall be paid overtime at the rate of time and one-half.  A four (4) ten (10) hour day work 
schedule may be worked Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday. Overtime shall be paid only after ten 
(10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.    Double (2) time will be paid for all work done on Sundays and legal 
holidays. 
 
NO. 121:  Means the regular work day shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  The regular work week shall start on 
Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work Monday through Thursday, ten (10) hours per day.  
All work over eight (8) hours per day (if working five eight hour days) and ten (10) hours per day (if working four ten hours 
days) and over forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate of pay.  If a job cannot 
work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other conditions beyond the control of the 
Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working four ten hour days).

NO. 126:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.

NO. 127:  Means the normal work week shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days for a total of forty (40) hours, starting 
on Monday at 8:00 a.m. and ending on Friday at 4:30 p.m.  The starting time can be flexible between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
a.m., and ending at 2:30 p.m. or 4:30 p.m. respectively.  All work before the designated starting time and after the quitting 
time shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly 
rate shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a day Monday through Friday.  Any work started after 12:00 
midnight Sunday, will be classified as time and one-half (1½) up to the legal starting time on Monday.  Saturdays shall be 
considered overtime and work done on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the prevailing scale.   Sundays 
and Holidays shall be considered overtime and work done on these days shall be paid at double (2) time the prevailing 
scale. 
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NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.

When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 20: The following days or assigned days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veterans Day (to be observed November 11), Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall 
be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work 
under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, 
Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no 
reimbursement for these eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless worked.  If workmen are required to work 
the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive the double regular rate 
of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 25:  All work done on New Year's Day, Martin Luther King Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, Christmas Day, Presidential Election Day, or 
days locally observed as such, and Saturday and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays and shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  If a named holiday falls on a Saturday, the holiday will be observed on the preceding 
Friday.  When a named holiday falls on Sunday, the Monday after will be observed as the holiday.  Appropriate 
overtime rates to be based on fifteen minute increments.  
 
NO. 26: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When a Holiday occurs on Saturday it shall not 
be observed on either the previous Friday or the following Monday.  Such days shall be regular work days.  If such a 
holiday occurs on Sunday it shall be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 40: The employer agrees to recognize the following holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, 
Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If the holiday falls on a Sunday, and is worked, 
the following work day will be double time wages for the holiday. 
 
NO. 43: All of the following days or assigned days are recognized as holidays:  New Years Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day (November 11th), Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day. If a holiday 
falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on 
the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under 
construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday 
through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement 
for these eight (8) hours is to be paid the employee unless worked.  If the employee is required to work the above 
enumerated holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay 
for such work.   
 
NO. 45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
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NO. 47: The following holidays are recognized:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving and Christmas Day.  When a holiday listed above falls 
on Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday preceding the holiday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the 
following Monday shall be observed. Holidays referred to above shall be paid for at the double (2) time rate of pay 
when worked. 
 
NO. 50:  All work performed on Saturdays, Sundays and recognized holidays shall be considered overtime and work 
performed on these days shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale.  The holidays of understanding are:  New 
Years’ Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Veterans Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  
Should any of these holidays fall on Saturday, the Friday before shall be observed as the holiday.  Should any of 
these days fall on Sunday, then the following Monday shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstance 
shall employees be permitted to work on Labor Day (the first Monday in September). 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.

NO. 61:  All work performed on recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  No work shall 
be performed on Labor Day except to save life or property.  The following holidays shall be observed: New Year’s 
Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, to be observed November 11 (or a mutually agreed 
date of the Friday after Thanksgiving if agreed by other crafts working on project), Thanksgiving Day and Christmas 
Day.  Any holiday which occurs on a Sunday shall be observed the following Monday. 
 
NO. 62:  All work performed on holidays shall be considered overtime and work performed on these days shall be 
paid at double (2) time rate of pay.  The holidays of understanding are:  New Years’ Day, Decoration Day, 
Independence Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  Should any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday the Friday before shall be observed as the holiday.  Should any of these days fall on Sunday, then the 
following Monday shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstance shall employees be permitted to work 
on Labor Day (the first Monday in September). 
 
NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
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NO. 71:  All work performed on the following recognized holidays, or days that may be celebrated as such, shall be 
paid at the double (2) time rate of pay: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veterans 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Day after Thanksgiving and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
celebrated on Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday proceeding such Saturday. 
 
NO. 73:  The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran’s Day (or mutually agreed date of the Friday after Thanksgiving Day may be substituted for Veteran’s Day), 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or in the event that any of said Holidays falls on Sunday, then the day or days 
generally recognized as such.  Any work performed anywhere on any of the aforesaid Holidays, or on the day or 
days recognized and observed as such, shall be paid for at double (2) time the regular hourly rate. 
 
NO. 77:  The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is 
applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be 
counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to 
be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as 
a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.

When two shifts are worked 
on any operation, the shifts will consist of eight (8) or ten (10) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  When three shifts are worked 
the first day or day shift will consist of eight (8) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  The second or swing shift shall consist of 
seven and one-half (7 1/2) hours work for eight hours pay, exclusive of lunchtime, and the third or the graveyard shift shall 
consist of seven (7) hours work for eight (8) hours pay, exclusive of the lunchtime.

However, the project starting time may be 
advanced or delayed at the discretion of the Employer.  At the discretion of the Employer, when working a five (5) day 
eight (8) hour schedule, Saturday may be used for a make-up day.  If an Employer is prohibited from working on a 
holiday, that employer may work the following Saturday at the straight time rate.  However, the Employer may have the 
option to schedule his work from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with 
all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable overtime rate.

If workmen are required to work the enumerated holidays or days 
observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
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NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 25:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, starting on Monday and ending on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any 
part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the straight 
time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have 
been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 
9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  All 
hours worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 28:   Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day shall 
be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any part 
thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time 
rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have been 
employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 
a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  For all 
time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 30:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a regular days' work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. with an hours’ 
intermission for lunch; and forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular work week from Monday through Friday.  A four (4) 
ten (10) hour day work schedule may be worked Monday through Thursday (Tuesday through Friday in the event a 
holiday is celebrated on a Monday) or a Tuesday through Friday (Monday through Thursday in the event a holiday is 
celebrated).  If the parties work the four ten hour week the following shall apply:   


(a) Ten (10) consecutive hours shall constitute a day’s work between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m.  One-
half (1/2) hour shall be set aside for an unpaid lunch period. 


(b) Friday may be used as a make-up day when the scheduled work week was interrupted and time lost of seven 
(7) hours or more was incurred.

NO. 33: Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half for all work performed in excess of the regular working day – 
over 8 hours in 5 day workweek or over 10 hours if four day workweek established – and Saturdays.

32: All work performed on New Year’s Day, Veterans’ Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Christmas Day, 
and Thanksgiving Day or days celebrated for the same.

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FED:  Minimum requirement per Fair Labor Standards Act means time and one-half (1 ½) shall be paid for all work in 
excess of forty (40) hours per work week. 
 
NO. 11:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work, with the starting time to be established between 6:00 a.m. 
and 8:00 a.m. from Monday to Friday.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for first two (2) hours of overtime Monday 
through Friday and the first eight (8) hours on Saturday.  All other overtime hours Monday through Saturday shall be paid 
at double (2) time rate.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all time on Sunday and recognized holidays or the days 
observed in lieu of these holidays. 
 
NO. 15:  Means the regular working day shall be scheduled to consist of at least eight (8) hours, but no more than ten 
(10) consecutive hours, exclusive of the lunch period.  The regular working day may be scheduled to commence at any 
time between the hours of 5:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m.  All work performed in excess of forty (40) hours in one work week, 
or in excess of ten (10) hours in one work day shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly 
wage scale.  Any work performed on a Saturday shall be paid for at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
hourly wage scale unless such Saturday work falls under the category of Saturday Make-Up Day.  Any work performed 
by Employees anywhere on Sunday or recognized holidays, shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time the regular 
wage scale.  If, during the course of a work week, an Employee is unable to work for any reason, and, as a result, that 
Employee has not accumulated forty (40) hours of compensable time at the straight time rate, the Employer, at his option 
may offer the Employee the opportunity to work on Saturday at straight time; provided, however, if during the period 
worked by said Employee on Saturday, the Employee’s compensable time at the straight time rate exceeds forty (40) 
hours, all time worked in excess of the forty (40) hours will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
hourly wage scale.   
 
NO. 22:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interest parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 36:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day, Monday through Friday between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m.  Saturday can be used as a makeup day if time is lost due to weather.  All hours in excess of the regular forty 
(40) hour work week or eight (8) hours per day shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of one and 
one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  Employees will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times their regular rate 
for work performed on Saturdays.  Sundays and holidays worked are to be paid at double (2) the regular hourly rate.  
Four (4) ten-hour days, at the option of the Employer, shall be the standard work week, consisting of a consecutive ten-
hour period, Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday, between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m.  Forty 
(40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  
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NO. 40:  Means the regular working week shall consist of five (5) consecutive (8) hour days' labor on the job beginning 
with Monday and ending with Friday of each week.  Four (4) 10-hour days may constitute the regular work week.  The 
regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours labor on the job beginning as early as 6:00 a.m. and ending as late as 
5:30 p.m.  All full or part time labor performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working hours and paid 
for at the regular hourly rate.  All hours worked on Saturday and all hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours but not 
more than twelve (12) hours during the regular working week shall be paid for at time and one-half (1½) the regular 
hourly rate.  All hours worked on Sundays and holidays and all hours worked in excess of twelve (12) hours during the 
regular working day shall be paid at two (2) times the regular hourly rate.  In the event of rain, snow, cold or 
excessively windy weather on a regular working day, Saturday may be designated as a "make-up" day.  Saturday may 
also be designated as a "make-up" day, for an employee who has missed a day of work for personal or other reasons.  
Pay for "make-up" days shall be at regular rates. 
 
NO. 43:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours 
within five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week. Work performed in the 9th and 
10th hour, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
Contractor has the option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of 
pay between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday. Work performed outside the regularly 
scheduled working hours and on Saturdays, Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall 
be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
   
NO. 49:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work to begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  The starting time 
may be advanced one (1) hour or two (2) hours.  Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are 
required to work before 8:00 a.m., during the lunch period or after 4:30 p.m. unless the starting time is advanced as 
provided above.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is prevented 
from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), 
Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  However, in the event that the 
laborer working such make-up day is assisting another craft drawing overtime pay, the laborer shall received the same 
overtime multiple as the craft assisted.  The Employer shall have the option of working five (5) eight (8) hour days or four 
(4) ten (10) hour days Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work five (5) eight (8) hour days during any work 
week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or forty (40) per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly 
rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work four (4) ten (10) hour days in any week, work performed more 
than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday 
through Friday.  If an Employer is working ten (10) hour days and loses a day due to inclement weather, he may work ten 
(10) hours Friday at straight time.  However, in the event that the laborer working any such make-up day is assisting 
another craft drawing overtime pay, the laborer shall receive the same overtime multiple as the craft assisted.  If workmen 
are required to work recognized holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  Projects that cannot be performed during regular workday:  If required by owner, the 
contractor may perform work outside the normal work hours and employees shall be paid applicable straight time hourly 
wage rate plus a premium of fifty cents ($.50) per hour for the first eight (8) hours worked.  Any hours worked in excess of 
eight (8) hours shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate plus the fifty cent ($.50) per hour premium.  Shift work:  The 
Employer may elect to work one (1), two (2) or three (3) shifts on any work.  When two (2) or more shifts are worked on 
any operation, the first shift or day shift will consists of eight (8) hours exclusive for lunch time; the second shift or swing 
shift shall consists of eight (8) hours work for eight and one-half (8½) hours pay, exclusive of lunch time; the third or 
graveyard shift shall consist of eight (8) hours work for nine (9) hours pay exclusive of lunch time.  
 
NO. 62:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a working day between 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. or from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 
p.m. exclusive of a one-half (½) hour lunch break.  Monday through Friday shall constitute the regular work week.  
Starting and quitting time may be moved up or set back where conditions warrant; however, a notification for each project 
must be made prior to working 4-10’s.  All time over the regular work day as defined and all hours worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of one & one-half (1½) the regular rate of wages.  If a job can't work forty (40) hours Monday 
through Friday because of inclement weather, Friday (if working 4-10’s) or Saturday (if working 5-8’s), may be worked as 
a make-up day at straight time.  In the event that Friday (if working 4-10’s) or Saturday (if working 5-8’s) is utilized as a 
workday, any employee that has been absent from work during the week shall be paid the straight time rate until such 
time that the employee has earned forty (40) hours of straight time pay.  If any employee is required to work recognized 
holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
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NO. 75:  Means the standard work day shall consist of eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. or 
C.S.T. or C.D.S.T. and 4:30 p.m., with a thirty (30) minute unpaid lunch period occurring in the middle of the shift.  The 
standard workweek shall consist of five standard workdays commencing on Monday and ending on Friday, inclusive.  
The normal starting and quitting times may be changed by mutual consent of interested parties.  All time worked 
before and after the established eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturdays, 
shall be paid for at the rate of one and one-half times the hourly base wage rate in effect.  All time worked on Sundays 
and on recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double the hourly base wage rate in effect.  In a work day 
provided a job runs at least four (4) working days, a ten (10) hour per day, four (4) days per week work schedule may 
be utilized.  Ten (10) hours work per day shall constitute a day’s work, forty (40) hours a week, Monday through 
Thursday, exclusively, shall constitute a week’s work.  The normal starting time of said day shall be between 6:30 a.m. 
and 8:30 a.m.  The normal quitting time shall be ten and one-half (10½) hours after the starting time.  A thirty (30) 
minute unpaid lunch shall occur in the middle of the day.  The normal starting and quitting times may be changed by 
mutual consent of the interested parties.  Provided a job runs at least four (4) working days and in the event, the job is 
shut down for eight (8) hours or more in one (1) work day Monday through Thursday due to inclement weather at the 
job site, then, at the option of the employer, Friday of the same work week may be worked as a makeup day.  The 
Friday makeup day will be considered identical in start and stop times as a ten (10) hour work day, (even if some 
overtime occurs or should ten (10) hours be lost to inclement weather), it would be worked as all other work days. 
 
NO. 81:  Means a workday of eight (8) hours, beginning at 8:00 a.m., Monday through Friday shall constitute a forty (40) 
hour work week.  All time over the eight (8) hour day as above defined and all hours worked on Saturday shall be paid at 
the rate of one and one-half (1½) the regular rate of wages.  If workmen are required to work the recognized holidays or 
days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 82:  Means the work day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours will constitute the work week from Monday through Friday, inclusive.  Up to four (4) hours of overtime work per 
day performed before or after the assigned normal work day, (twelve (12) continuous hours, starting no earlier than 
6:00 a.m., Monday through Friday),  shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) that employee’s hourly 
rate.  Any additional overtime, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  The first 
eight hours of overtime work on Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) the regular rate of 
pay.  Hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  
Double time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays, recognized legal holidays or days that may be celebrated 
as such as designated by the federal government.   All shifts for work performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 
1:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hourly rate plus two dollars ($2.00) per clock hour.  All shifts for work performed 
between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hour rate plus four dollars ($4.00) per clock 
hour.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half times (1.5x) 
the “shift” hourly rate.  
 
NO. 86:  The regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch period, 
with pay at the straight time rate with all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday shall begin between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. 
The Employer may have the option to schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day 
at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, holiday or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, they shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  All overtime work 
performed on Monday through Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be 
paid at the one and one half the hourly rate.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be paid at double the hourly rate.  Shifts may be established when 
considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the 
First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight 
hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the 
second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third 
shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) hours plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 
per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  Shifts that begin on 
Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half these rates.  Shifts 
that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double time these rates.  
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NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 92:  Means all work performed from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, will be at straight time pay up to 
forty (40) hours per week.  All work performed Monday through Friday before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. will be done at 
time and one-half (1½).  All work done on Saturday will be done at time and one-half (1½), unless the employer and 
employee agree that Saturday shall be used as a make-up day.  The Employer may use a flexible starting time of 7:00 
a.m. to 8:00 a.m., and quitting time of 3:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m., and any such different work starting time shall determine 
whether wages are payable at the straight rate or the premium rate.  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid for at 
time and one-half (1½), unless the Saturday has been used as a make-up day.  All work performed on Sunday and 
holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 103:  Means a regular workweek of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A Workday is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interested parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 106:  Means the normal work week shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days for a total of forty (40) hours, starting 
on Monday at 8:00 a.m. and ending on Friday at 4:30 p.m.  The starting time can be flexible between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
a.m., and ending at 2:30 p.m. or 4:30 p.m. respectively.  All work before the designated starting time and after the quitting 
time shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly 
rate shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a day Monday through Friday.  Any work started after 12:00 
midnight Sunday, will be classified as time and one-half (1½) up to the legal starting time on Monday.  Saturdays, 
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid for in the rate of double (2) time the prevailing scale. 
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NO. 110:  Means eight (8) hours between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day.  The 
starting time may be advanced one (1) or two (2) hours.  Employees shall have a lunch period of thirty (30) minutes.  
The Employer may provide a lunch period of one (1) hour, and in that event, the workday shall commence at 8:00 a.m. 
and end at 5:00 p.m.  The workweek shall commence at 8:00 a.m. on Monday and shall end at 4:30 p.m. on Friday (or 
5:00 p.m. on Friday if the Employer grants a lunch period of one (1) hour), or as adjusted by starting time change as 
stated above.  All work performed before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. (or 5:00 p.m. where one (1) hour lunch is 
granted for lunch) or as adjusted by starting time change as stated above or on Saturday, except as herein provided, 
shall be compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate of pay for the work performed.  All work 
performed on Sunday and on recognized holidays shall be compensated at double (2) the regular hourly rate of pay for 
the work performed.  When working a five 8-hour day schedule and an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) 
hours, Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), Saturday or any part 
thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  The Employer shall have the option of working five 
eight (8) hour days or four ten (10) hour days Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work five (5) eight (8) 
hour days during any work week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid 
at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work four (4) ten (10) hour 
days in any week, work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time 
and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is working ten (10) hour days and loses a 
day due to inclement weather, they may work ten (10) hours Friday at straight time.  All hours worked over the forty 
(40) hours Monday through Friday will be paid at time and one-half (1½) overtime rate.  Overtime shall be computed at 
half-hour intervals. Shift work:  Where it is necessary for the project to operate in shifts, a twenty-four (24) hour or sixteen 
(16) hour daily schedule shall be established for not less than three (3) consecutive days at the wage rates applicable to 
the work being performed.  One-half (1/2) hour in eight (8) hour shift shall be allowed for lunch for which there will be no 
deduction in the pay of the employee.  Employees on the second shift shall be paid twenty-five cents ($.25) per hour 
more and employees on the third shift fifty cents ($.50) per hour more than those on the first shift.  Overtime shall be 
computed after shift differential is added to base pay. 
 
NO. 121:  Means the regular work day shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  The regular work week shall start on 
Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work Monday through Thursday, ten (10) hours per day.  
All work over eight (8) hours per day (if working five eight hour days) and ten (10) hours per day (if working four ten hours 
days) and over forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate of pay.  If a job cannot 
work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other conditions beyond the control of the 
Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working four ten hour days).  Saturday 
may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working five eight hour days).  Make-up days shall not be utilized for 
days lost because of Holidays.  All work performed on Sundays and Holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the regular 
straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
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NO. 126:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $27.96 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.

NO. 127:  Means the normal work week shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days for a total of forty (40) hours, starting 
on Monday at 8:00 a.m. and ending on Friday at 4:30 p.m.  The starting time can be flexible between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
a.m., and ending at 2:30 p.m. or 4:30 p.m. respectively.  All work before the designated starting time and after the quitting 
time shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly 
rate shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a day Monday through Friday.  Any work started after 12:00 
midnight Sunday, will be classified as time and one-half (1½) up to the legal starting time on Monday.  Saturdays shall be 
considered overtime and work done on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the prevailing scale.   Sundays 
and Holidays shall be considered overtime and work done on these days shall be paid at double (2) time the prevailing 
scale. 
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NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 8: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day, or the days observed in lieu of these holidays, shall be paid at the double 
time rate of pay.   
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 20: The following days or assigned days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veterans Day (to be observed November 11), Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall 
be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work 
under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, 
Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no 
reimbursement for these eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless worked.  If workmen are required to work 
the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive the double regular rate 
of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 23: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day and Sundays shall be recognized holidays and shall be paid at the double time 
rate of pay.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be considered a holiday.  When a holiday 
falls on Saturday, Friday is recognized as a holiday.  
 
NO. 26: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When a Holiday occurs on Saturday it shall not 
be observed on either the previous Friday or the following Monday.  Such days shall be regular work days.  If such a 
holiday occurs on Sunday it shall be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 40: The employer agrees to recognize the following holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, 
Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If the holiday falls on a Sunday, and is worked, 
the following work day will be double time wages for the holiday. 
 
NO. 43: All of the following days or assigned days are recognized as holidays:  New Years Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day (November 11th), Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day. If a holiday 
falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on 
the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under 
construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday 
through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement 
for these eight (8) hours is to be paid the employee unless worked.  If the employee is required to work the above 
enumerated holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay 
for such work.   
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NO. 45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 52: All work performed on Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall receive the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for such work.   
 
NO. 62:  All work performed on holidays shall be considered overtime and work performed on these days shall be 
paid at double (2) time rate of pay.  The holidays of understanding are:  New Years’ Day, Decoration Day, 
Independence Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  Should any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday the Friday before shall be observed as the holiday.  Should any of these days fall on Sunday, then the 
following Monday shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstance shall employees be permitted to work 
on Labor Day (the first Monday in September). 
 
NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 71:  All work performed on the following recognized holidays, or days that may be celebrated as such, shall be 
paid at the double (2) time rate of pay: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veterans 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Day after Thanksgiving and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
celebrated on Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday proceeding such Saturday. 
 
NO. 73:  The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran’s Day (or mutually agreed date of the Friday after Thanksgiving Day may be substituted for Veteran’s Day), 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or in the event that any of said Holidays falls on Sunday, then the day or days 
generally recognized as such.  Any work performed anywhere on any of the aforesaid Holidays, or on the day or 
days recognized and observed as such, shall be paid for at double (2) time the regular hourly rate. 
 
NO. 74:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be paid at double (2) time of the hourly rate of pay.  In the event one of 
the above holiday’s falls on Saturday, the holiday shall be celebrated on Saturday.  If the holiday falls on Sunday, the 
holiday will be celebrated on Monday.  
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NO. 77:  The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is 
applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be 
counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to 
be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as 
a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 80: The following days shall be recognized as Holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  In the event that any of these Holidays fall on a 
Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be observed; if on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed.   No 
work shall be performed on these days except in emergency to protect life or property.  All work performed on these 
holidays shall be compensated at double the regular hourly rate for the work performed.  Overtime shall be 
computed at half hour intervals.

If an Employer elects to 
work five 8-hour days during any workweek, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or 40 per week shall be paid at 
time and one-half the hourly rate Monday through Friday.   If an Employer elects to work four 10-hour days in a week, 
work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or 40 hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half the hourly rate 
Monday through Friday.  When working a five 8-hour day schedule and an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) 
hours Monday through Friday, or any part thereof, by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be 
worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  If an Employer is working a four 10-hour day schedule and loses a day 
due to inclement weather, he may work 10 hours Friday at straight time.  All hours worked over the 40 hours Monday 
through Friday will be paid at 1 ½ overtime rate.  A workday shift is to begin at the option of the Employer, between 6:00 
a.m. and not later than 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if required.  If workmen 
are required to work the enumerated holidays or days observed as such or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  Overtime shall be computed at one-half (1/2) hour intervals.  Shift:  The Contractor may 
elect to work one, two or three shifts on any work.  When operating on more than one shift, the shifts shall be known as 
the day shift, swing shift, and graveyard shift as such terms are recognized in the industry.  When two shifts are worked 
on any operation, the shifts will consist of eight (8) or ten (10) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  When three shifts are worked 
the first day or day shift will consist of eight (8) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  The second or swing shift shall consist of 
seven and one-half (7 1/2) hours work for eight hours pay, exclusive of lunchtime, and the third or the graveyard shift shall 
consist of seven (7) hours work for eight (8) hours pay, exclusive of the lunchtime.  All time in excess of normal shifts shall 
be considered overtime.  Multiple shift (the two or three shift) operation will not be construed on the entire project if at 
anytime it is deemed advisable and necessary for the Employer to multiple shift a specific operation.  However, no shift 
shall be started between midnight and six a.m. except the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation, or except in an 
unusual or emergency situation.  If an Employer starts a shift between midnight and 6 a.m. except the graveyard shift on a 
three-shift operation, he shall reimburse all employees for the entire shift at the double time rate.  Completion of the 
second shift on a two-shift operation or completion of the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation that carries over into 
Saturday morning, shall be at the straight time rate.

NO. 21:  Means the regular workday for which employees shall be compensated at straight time hourly rate of pay shall, 
unless otherwise provided for, begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  However, the project starting time may be 
advanced or delayed at the discretion of the Employer.  At the discretion of the Employer, when working a five (5) day 
eight (8) hour schedule, Saturday may be used for a make-up day.  If an Employer is prohibited from working on a 
holiday, that employer may work the following Saturday at the straight time rate.  However, the Employer may have the 
option to schedule his work from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with 
all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer elects to 
work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to circumstances beyond his control, he shall have the option to 
work Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) hours.  If an Employer is prohibited from 
working on a holiday, that Employer may work the following Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate.  Overtime will be 
at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  If workmen are required to work the enumerated holidays or days 
observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
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NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 25:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, starting on Monday and ending on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any 
part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the straight 
time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have 
been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.

FED:  Minimum requirement per Fair Labor Standards Act means time and one-half (1 ½) shall be paid for all work in 
excess of forty (40) hours per work week. 
 
NO. 2:  Means the maximum of eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work beginning at 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon, 12:30 
p.m. to 4:30 p.m.  The maximum work week shall be forty (40) hours beginning Monday at 8:00 a.m. and ending Friday at 
4:30 p.m.  Because of traffic, parking or other circumstances, the hours of work on any project may be any continuous 8½ 
hours period (8 hours of work plus 30 minutes for lunch) between 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  When circumstances warrant 
and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to, the Employer may institute a work week consisting of four (4) 
consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. Monday through Thursday, with one-half

All other work performed outside of the regularly scheduled working hours and outside of the 
first ten (10) hours worked on Saturdays shall be paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay.  Sundays and 
the recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  When so elected by 
the contractor, multiple shifts of at least five (5) days duration may be worked.  When two (2) or three (3) shifts are 
worked:  The first shift (day shift) shall be worked between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Workmen on the “day 
shift” shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate for eight (8) hours work.  The second shift (swing shift) 
shall be worked between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:30 a.m.  Workmen on the “swing shift” shall receive eight (8) 
hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 10% for seven and one-half (7 ½) hours work.  The third shift (graveyard shift) 
shall be worked between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  Workmen on the “graveyard shift” shall receive eight (8) 
hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 15% for seven (7) hours work.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes shall be 
allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half 
(1½) times the “shift” hourly rate. 
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NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
 
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 52:  Means the regular workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, Monday through Friday.  The regular 
workday shall consist of an eight (8) hour period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending no later 
than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  The 
option exists for the employer to use a four (4) day, ten (10) hour work week.  Days worked shall be Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  If the job requires men on duty all five (5) days, then part of the crew may work the 
first four (4) days and the remainder of the crew may work the last four (4) days.  Hours each day shall be from 7:00 a.m. 
to 5:30 p.m.   Interested parties on the project must agree to this clause before it may be used.  Once this clause has 
been put into effect, it shall remain as long as the majority of the Employees on the project and the Employer agree to 
keep it.  The four (4) day clause shall not be used to circumvent a Holiday.  Except as otherwise provided, all work 
performed outside the regular working hours and performed during the regular work week (Monday through Friday) shall 
be at the following rates of pay: 
 Holidays-New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day (or days 
observed as such) shall be recognized as Holidays that shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Labor Day-No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency.  Rate of pay shall be 
at three (3) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Overtime-Work performed outside of the regular work day (the regular work day shall consist of an eight (8) hour 
period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending not later than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon 
starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m., by mutual consent of the interested 
party’s.), shall be: 


A. Hours worked Monday through Friday, the first two (2) hours of overtime will be paid at time and one-half 
(1½).  All other overtime will be paid at the double (2) time rate. 


B. The first ten (10) hours worked on Saturday will be paid at time and one-half (1½), with all other hours to be 
paid at the double (2) time rate. 


C. Sundays and Holidays (except Labor Day) shall be paid at the double (2) time rate. 
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NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
 
NO. 58:  Means eight (8) consecutive hours, between 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., shall constitute a day’s work.  Five (5) 
days work, Monday through Friday, shall constitute a normal work week.  Work performed in excess of eight (8) hours per 
day or eight hours beyond normal starting time for that project excluding lunch Monday through Friday, and all work 
performed on Saturday, shall be paid for the rate of time and one-half (1½).  When Sundays and recognized holidays are 
worked, the worker(s) shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) days a week 
(Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule at straight time.  A Friday make-up day is available if time is 
lost due to inclement weather and at least sixteen (16) hours, but not more than thirty (30) hours, were worked during the 
week. 
 
NO. 63:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day between time that may be advanced or delayed by 
two (2) hours on either side of 8:00 AM.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday 
through Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours straight time.  The four (4) tens (10s) must run for a period of at 
least four (4) days, Monday through Thursday.  All work on Friday on a four (4) tens (10) project will be paid at the rate of 
time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays must be paid at double (2) time.  All work performed prior to or after the regular eight 
(8) hour work day, or ten (10) hour work day, as described above shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  
 
NO. 65:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m., with 
one half hour for lunch between three and one-half (3½) and five (5) hours after starting time.  The starting time may be 
advanced by two (2) hours or delayed one (1) hour by the employer from the regular starting time.  All work performed 
before the advanced starting time and during the half hour lunch shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half 
(1½).  Work performed outside these hours shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½), except as 
provided otherwise below.  All work performed on Sundays or recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time 
rate.  When the start time is delayed past 9:00 a.m., the employee’s pay shall start at 9:00 a.m. and all time, after the 
normal quitting time (5:30 p.m.), shall be paid at the overtime rate.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  All work 
performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on Saturday 
shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  In the event that a scheduled eight (8) hour work day is missed 
(not including recognized holidays) because of inclement weather, then that missed work day may be made up at straight 
time on the following Saturday.  It is recognized that not all employees working on a Saturday make-up day will have 
worked the same number of hours during the regular work week.  It is further recognized that any work after forty (40) 
hours must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  The employer may establish a 4-10’s schedule on projects (4 days with 10 
hours per day at straight time).  In order to use the 4-10’s schedule, the employer must schedule the 4-10’s for a 
minimum of one (1) week.  If using a 4-10’s schedule, a Friday make-up day is allowed. 
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NO. 68:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m., with 
one half hour for lunch between three and one-half and five hours after starting time.  The starting time may be advanced 
or delayed by the employer up to one hour from the regular starting time.  All work performed before the advance starting 
time and during the half hour lunch shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½).  Work performed outside 
these hours shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½), except as provided otherwise below.  All work 
performed on Sundays or holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  
All work performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on 
Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate, except as hereinafter described.  In the event that a 
scheduled eight (8) hour work day is missed (not including recognized holidays) because of inclement weather, then that 
missed work day may be made up at straight time on the Saturday in the week of the pay period.  It is recognized that not 
all employees working on a Saturday make-up day will have worked the same number of hours during the regular work 
week.  It is further recognized that any work after forty (40) hours must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  The employer 
may establish a 4-10’s schedule on projects (4 days with 10 hours per day at straight time).  In order to use the 4-10’s 
schedule, the employer must schedule the 4-10’s for a minimum of one (1) week.  If using a 4-10’s schedule, a Friday 
make-up day is allowed. 
 
NO. 85:  Means the work week shall be Monday through Sunday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work to begin 
between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and end between 2:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m.  Employees required to work during their lunch 
period shall receive the overtime rate.   Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are required to 
work prior to their normal starting time or after eight (8) hours or normal quitting time Monday through Friday, or all day on 
Saturday.  If an Employer has started the work week on a five day, eight hours a day schedule, and due to inclement 
weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine or ten hours a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of 
that work week in order to make up for the lost time (10-hour make-up day).  All work over ten (10) hours a day or over 
forty (40) hours a week must be paid at time & one-half (1½).  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  A contractor may alter the regular work week to four (4) ten (10) hour days at straight time 
rate of pay.  To do this the scheduled 4-10's must be worked at least one full week and the regular workweek shall be 
Monday through Thursday with Friday being a make-up day at straight time for days missed in the regular workweek due 
to inclement weather.  If 5-8's are being worked, Saturday may be used as a make-up day at straight time if inclement 
weather prevents work during the normal work week. 
 
NO. 88:  Means the regular work week shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m., Monday 
through Friday, except when the work week is scheduled as a 4-10's week or as a week with start time advanced or 
delayed as described below.  The starting time may be advanced or delayed by one hour on either side of 7:00 a.m.  The 
advanced or delayed starting time must run for a period of at least five (5) days.  The Employer may establish a work 
week consisting of four (4) days, during the regular work week, each day consisting of ten (10) hours at straight time.  
The 4-10's must run for a period of at least four (4) days.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any work in excess of 
eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday (or ten hours in a 4-10's week), the first eight (8) hours of 
a Saturday, and it shall be at time and one-half (1½) for the Friday and Saturday following Thanksgiving.  Double (2) time 
shall be paid for the following time worked on Sunday, New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, as well as any work in excess of eight (8) hours on a Saturday and the Saturday 
of a three-day weekend (except the Saturday following Thanksgiving). 
 
NO. 95:  Means a regular workday shall consist of eight and one-half (8½) hours elapsed time, including one-half hour for 
lunch.  The crew starting times shall be flexible within the period of daylight to 8:00 a.m.  Any work performed over ten 
(10) hours of elapsed time per day including one-half hour for lunch and/or any work performed over forty (40) hours at 
the straight time rate in one week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the straight time rate.  Saturday shall be a 
voluntary make-up day at straight time at the discretion of the contractor and with the consent of the employees.  Sunday 
and recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) time.  
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NO.  100:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work, and five (5) continuous eight-hour days shall constitute a 
week's work, Monday through Friday.  Time and one-half (1½) the regular hourly rate shall be paid for all work performed 
in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day or forty (40) hours in any one week.  Starting time shall be between 6:00 a.m. 
and 9:00 a.m.  All work over eight (8) hours in a regular 5-day 8-hour schedule shall be at the appropriate overtime rate.  
All time worked before the regular scheduled starting time shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) and shall 
not apply to regular shift.  All time worked after eight (8) hours in any one day or after 5:30 p.m., whichever comes first, 
shall be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate.  An Employer, at his option, may elect to work four (4) ten (10) hour days, 
Monday through Thursday, at straight time.  All such work must be done at least one week in duration.  All work over ten 
(10) hours in one day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be at the overtime rate.  Any employee who is scheduled to work 
on any regular work day but is prevented from working because of weather conditions, shall be permitted to work on 
Saturday (Friday if working 4-10's) as a make-up day at the straight time rate of pay.  When an employee is required to 
work on any recognized holiday they shall receive the double (2) time rate for all time that they are required to perform 
work.  All time worked from 12:00 Midnight Saturday to 12:00 Midnight Sunday shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time on single shift. 
 
NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 22:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days locally observed as such, and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays.  If a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday shall be observed; if it falls on Sunday, Monday shall be observed.  All work performed on holidays 
shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 32: All work performed for the Friday and Saturday following Thanksgiving shall be paid at the time and one-half 
(1½) rate of pay.  All work performed on Sundays, New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When one of the above 
holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed and when one of the above holidays falls on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 33: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Labor Day shall be paid at the triple (3) time rate of pay.  If the holiday 
falls on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed; if the holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday will be 
observed. 
 
NO. 39: No work shall be done on the following holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas.  Any of these holidays falling on Sunday, the following Monday shall be a 
holiday, and any of these holidays falling on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be a holiday. 
 
NO. 49: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) 
of the personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these 
holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they 
shall be paid time & one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 53:  All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day 
or days observed as such for these holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  No work shall be 
performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency, and then the rate of pay shall be at three (3) 
times the regular rate of pay.  When a holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the 
holiday.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
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NO. 65:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. If the holiday falls on 
Saturday, it will be observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be 
paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 67:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Christmas Day, Fourth of July and Thanksgiving 
Day, from midnight to midnight, shall be paid for at the rate of double time (2) the basic rate of pay if required to work 
in addition to any other pay otherwise required hereunder as holiday pay.  Positively no work shall be performed on 
Labor Day.  Martin Luther King’s Birthday, Veteran’s Day, and the day after Thanksgiving Day shall be considered 
optional holidays, and if the Employer and employees agree that work will be performed on that day, no premium 
pay will be required.  Should any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Friday.  
Should any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the holiday will be observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 68:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Decoration Day (Memorial Day), Independence Day (Fourth of 
July), Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, or days observed as such, shall be paid at the rate of double 
(2) time.  When a holiday falls on a Saturday, Friday shall be observed.  When a holiday falls on a Sunday, 
Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed on the Fourth of July or Labor Day except to save life or 
property.  Where one of the holidays specified falls or is observed during the work week, then all work performed 
over and above thirty-two (32) hours in that week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 72:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day (last Monday in May), Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay.  Any 
one of the above listed holidays falling on Sunday shall be observed on the following Monday and paid for at double 
(2) the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  Any one of the above listed holidays falling on Saturday shall be 
observed on the prior Friday and paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  No work shall 
be performed on Labor Day except in case of emergency.

NO. 1: Means (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day between time that may be advanced or delayed by two (2) 
hours on either side of 8:00 AM.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday through 
Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours straight time.  The four (4) tens (10s) must run for a period of at least four 
(4) days, Monday through Thursday.  All work on Friday on a four (4) tens (10) project will be paid at the rate of time and 
one-half (1½).  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on Sundays 
and recognized holidays must be paid at double (2) time.  All work performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour 
work day, or ten (10) hour work day, as described above shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.   
 
NO. 3: Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work and all work performed over and 
above ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & one-half (1½).  Workers shall 
receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays.  Double (2) time shall be paid 
for work performed on Sundays or recognized holidays when and only if any other craft employees of the same employer 
at work on that same job site are receiving double (2) time pay for that Sunday or Holiday work.  A work day is to begin 
between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or other conditions 
beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevents work, in which event, the starting time may be delayed, but not 
later than 12:00 noon.  Where one of the recognized holidays falls or is observed during the work week, then all work 
performed over and above thirty-two (32) hours in that week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½). 
 
NO: 18:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
 
NO. 27:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or Tuesday 
through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. nor later 
than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) will be paid 
for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all work performed 
on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Saturday will be a make 
up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work performed on Monday will be time 
and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday will be a make-up day to the extent of 
the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees work on any of the recognized holidays, 
they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 31:  Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  All employees performing work on affected 
properties during or following emergencies shall receive the applicable rate of pay for the first sixteen (16) consecutive 
hours and all hours worked in excess of sixteen (16) consecutive hours shall be paid at double time until broken by an 
eight (8) hour rest period.  Should an employee be called back to work within two hours of his normal quitting time, the 
previous hours worked shall count toward the above sixteen (16) hour provision.   
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NO. 2:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Decoration Day (Memorial Day), Independence Day (Fourth of July), 
Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or days observed as such, and Sundays shall be paid at the rate of 
time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall be paid for work on Sundays or recognized holidays when and only if other 
craft employees of the same employer at work on that same job site are receiving double (2) time pay for that Sunday or 
holiday work.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day, except in case of jeopardy of life or property.  This rule is 
applied to protect Labor Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on a Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be 
observed; when the holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed.  Where one of the specified 
holidays falls or is observed during the work week, then all work performed over and above thirty-two (32) hours in that 
week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 17:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Decoration Day (Memorial Day), Independence Day (Fourth of July), 
Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, or days observed as such, shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  
When a holiday falls on a Saturday, Friday shall be observed.  When a holiday falls on a Sunday, Monday shall be 
observed.  No work shall be performed on the Fourth of July or Labor Day except to save life or property.  Where one of 
the holidays specified falls or is observed during the work week, then all work performed over and above thirty-two (32) 
hours in that week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 24:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas 
Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If the holiday falls on Saturday, it will be 
observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be paid for at double (2) the 
regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 26: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) of the 
personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these holidays fall 
on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on Saturday, the preceding 
Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they shall be paid time & one-half (1½) 
their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 30: All work performed on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Christmas Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Day after Thanksgiving or days celebrated for the same.

All work outside of the regular working hours as provided, Monday through Saturday, shall be paid at one & one-half (1½) 
times the employee's regular rate of pay.  All work performed from 12:00 a.m. Sunday through 8:00 a.m.  Monday and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) the straight time hourly rate of pay.  Should employees work in excess of 
twelve (12) consecutive hours they shall be paid double time (2X) for all time after twelve (12) hours.  Shift work 
performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:30 a.m. (second shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular 
hourly rate of pay plus ten (10%) percent for seven and one-half (7½) hours work.  Shift work performed between the 
hours of 12:30 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. (third shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus fifteen

Because of traffic, 
parking and other circumstances, the hours of work on any project may begin as early as 6:00 a.m. with eight (8) hours 
worked between 6:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  When circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to, 
the employer may institute a work week consisting of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of 7:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., Monday through Thursday.  Friday may be used as a make-up day.  After ten (10) hours in a 
workday, or forty (40) hours in a workweek, overtime shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
rate of pay.  All overtime Monday through Saturday shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular rate of 
pay.  Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) time.  Labor Day shall be paid at triple (3) time.  Shift 
work may be performed at the option of the Contractor.  However, whenever shift work is performed it must cover a 
period not less than (5) consecutive working days.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as outlined 
above.  The hourly rate for second shift (seven and one-half hours worked for eight hours paid) shall be twenty-five cents 
($0.25) over and above the hourly rate.  The hourly rate for third shift (seven hours worked, eight hours paid) shall be fifty 
cents ($0.50) above the hourly rate.  If no first shift is worked, second and third shift employees shall receive an additional 
fifteen percent (15%) over and above the hourly rate for actual hours worked. 
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NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 52:  Means the regular workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, Monday through Friday.  The regular 
workday shall consist of an eight (8) hour period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending no later 
than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  The 
option exists for the employer to use a four (4) day, ten (10) hour work week.  Days worked shall be Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  If the job requires men on duty all five (5) days, then part of the crew may work the 
first four (4) days and the remainder of the crew may work the last four (4) days.  Hours each day shall be from 7:00 a.m. 
to 5:30 p.m.   Interested parties on the project must agree to this clause before it may be used.  Once this clause has 
been put into effect, it shall remain as long as the majority of the Employees on the project and the Employer agree to 
keep it.  The four (4) day clause shall not be used to circumvent a Holiday.  Except as otherwise provided, all work 
performed outside the regular working hours and performed during the regular work week (Monday through Friday) shall 
be at the following rates of pay: 
 Holidays-New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day (or days 
observed as such) shall be recognized as Holidays that shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Labor Day-No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency.  Rate of pay shall be 
at three (3) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Overtime-Work performed outside of the regular work day (the regular work day shall consist of an eight (8) hour 
period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending not later than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon 
starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m., by mutual consent of the interested 
party’s.), shall be: 


A. Hours worked Monday through Friday, the first two (2) hours of overtime will be paid at time and one-half 
(1½).  All other overtime will be paid at the double (2) time rate. 


B. The first ten (10) hours worked on Saturday will be paid at time and one-half (1½), with all other hours to be 
paid at the double (2) time rate. 


C. Sundays and Holidays (except Labor Day) shall be paid at the double (2) time rate. 
 


NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 59:  Means that except as herein provided, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) 
hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  All time worked outside of the standard eight (8) hour work day and on 
Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All time worked on Sunday and 
holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working 
either five (5) eight hour days or four (4) ten hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four 
(4) ten-hour work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods between the hours 
of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work, Monday through Thursday, 
inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at 
the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours 
per week.  When the five day eight (8) hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's 
work, Monday through Friday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then 
Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or 
forty (40) hours per week.  The regular starting time (and resulting quitting time) may be moved to 6:00 a.m. or delayed to 
9:00 a.m.  Make-up days shall not be utilized for days lost due to holidays. 
 
NO. 60:  Means the Employer shall have the option of working five 8-hour days or four 10-hour days Monday through 
Friday.  If an Employer elects to work five 8-hour days during any work week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day 
or forty (40) per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits Monday through 
Friday.  SATURDAY MAKE-UP DAY:  If an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, 
or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-
up day at the straight time rate.  It is agreed by the parties that the make-up day is not to be used to make up time lost 
due to recognized holidays.  If an Employer elects to work four 10-hour days, between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 
p.m. in any week, work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and 
one half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is working 10-hour days 
and loses a day due to inclement weather, the Employer may work ten (10) hours on Friday at straight time.   All hours 
worked over the forty (40) hours Monday through Friday will be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus 
fringe benefits.  All Millwright work performed in excess of the regular work day and on Saturday shall be compensated 
for at time and one-half (1½) the regular Millwright hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits.  The regular work day starting at 
8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 
a.m.  All work accomplished on Sundays and recognized holidays, or days observed as recognized holidays, shall be 
compensated for at double (2) the regular hourly rate of wages plus fringe benefits.  NOTE:  All overtime is computed on 
the hourly wage rate plus an amount equal to the fringe benefits.  
 
NO. 85:  Means the work week shall be Monday through Sunday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work to begin 
between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and end between 2:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m.  Employees required to work during their lunch 
period shall receive the overtime rate.   Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are required to 
work prior to their normal starting time or after eight (8) hours or normal quitting time Monday through Friday, or all day on 
Saturday.  If an Employer has started the work week on a five day, eight hours a day schedule, and due to inclement 
weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine or ten hours a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of 
that work week in order to make up for the lost time (10-hour make-up day).  All work over ten (10) hours a day or over 
forty (40) hours a week must be paid at time & one-half (1½).  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  A contractor may alter the regular work week to four (4) ten (10) hour days at straight time 
rate of pay.  To do this the scheduled 4-10's must be worked at least one full week and the regular workweek shall be 
Monday through Thursday with Friday being a make-up day at straight time for days missed in the regular workweek due 
to inclement weather.  If 5-8's are being worked, Saturday may be used as a make-up day at straight time if inclement 
weather prevents work during the normal work week. 
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NO. 88:  Means the regular work week shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m., Monday 
through Friday, except when the work week is scheduled as a 4-10's week or as a week with start time advanced or 
delayed as described below.  The starting time may be advanced or delayed by one hour on either side of 7:00 a.m.  The 
advanced or delayed starting time must run for a period of at least five (5) days.  The Employer may establish a work 
week consisting of four (4) days, during the regular work week, each day consisting of ten (10) hours at straight time.  
The 4-10's must run for a period of at least four (4) days.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any work in excess of 
eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday (or ten hours in a 4-10's week), the first eight (8) hours of 
a Saturday, and it shall be at time and one-half (1½) for the Friday and Saturday following Thanksgiving.  Double (2) time 
shall be paid for the following time worked on Sunday, New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, as well as any work in excess of eight (8) hours on a Saturday and the Saturday 
of a three-day weekend (except the Saturday following Thanksgiving). 
 
NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 95:  Means a regular workday shall consist of eight and one-half (8½) hours elapsed time, including one-half hour for 
lunch.  The crew starting times shall be flexible within the period of daylight to 8:00 a.m.  Any work performed over ten 
(10) hours of elapsed time per day including one-half hour for lunch and/or any work performed over forty (40) hours at 
the straight time rate in one week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the straight time rate.  Saturday shall be a 
voluntary make-up day at straight time at the discretion of the contractor and with the consent of the employees.  Sunday 
and recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) time.  
 
NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
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NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 3: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, 
the following Monday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 15: All work accomplished on the recognized holidays of New Year's Day, Decoration Day (Memorial Day), 
Independence Day (Fourth of July), Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or days 
observed as these named holidays, shall be compensated for at double (2) the regular hourly rate of wages plus 
fringe benefits.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day, Christmas Day, 
Decoration Day or Independence Day except to preserve life or property. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 23: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day and Sundays shall be recognized holidays and shall be paid at the double time 
rate of pay.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be considered a holiday.  When a holiday 
falls on Saturday, Friday is recognized as a holiday.  
 
NO. 32: All work performed for the Friday and Saturday following Thanksgiving shall be paid at the time and one-half 
(1½) rate of pay.  All work performed on Sundays, New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When one of the above 
holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed and when one of the above holidays falls on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 33: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Labor Day shall be paid at the triple (3) time rate of pay.  If the holiday 
falls on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed; if the holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday will be 
observed. 
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NO. 35: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workman unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make-up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make-up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall 
receive time and one-half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 44: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it 
shall be observed on the Monday following.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the proceeding 
Friday.  No work shall be performed on these days except in emergency to protect life or property.  All work 
performed on these holidays shall be compensated at double the regular hourly rate for the work performed.  
Overtime shall be computed at half-hour intervals.  
 
NO. 45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 53:  All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day 
or days observed as such for these holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  No work shall be 
performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency, and then the rate of pay shall be at three (3) 
times the regular rate of pay.  When a holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the 
holiday.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for such work.   
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 74:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be paid at double (2) time of the hourly rate of pay.  In the event one of 
the above holiday’s falls on Saturday, the holiday shall be celebrated on Saturday.  If the holiday falls on Sunday, the 
holiday will be celebrated on Monday.

NO. 2:  Means a regular workweek shall be forty (40) hours and will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The Employer 
shall have the option of working five 8-hour days or four 10-hour days Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to 
work five 8-hour days during any workweek, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or 40 per week shall be paid at 
time and one-half the hourly rate Monday through Friday.   If an Employer elects to work four 10-hour days in a week, 
work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or 40 hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half the hourly rate 
Monday through Friday.  When working a five 8-hour day schedule and an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) 
hours Monday through Friday, or any part thereof, by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be 
worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  If an Employer is working a four 10-hour day schedule and loses a day 
due to inclement weather, he may work 10 hours Friday at straight time.  All hours worked over the 40 hours Monday 
through Friday will be paid at 1 ½ overtime rate.  A workday shift is to begin at the option of the Employer, between 6:00 
a.m. and not later than 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if required.  If workmen 
are required to work the enumerated holidays or days observed as such or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  Overtime shall be computed at one-half (1/2) hour intervals.  Shift:  The Contractor may 
elect to work one, two or three shifts on any work.  When operating on more than one shift, the shifts shall be known as 
the day shift, swing shift, and graveyard shift as such terms are recognized in the industry.  When two shifts are worked 
on any operation, the shifts will consist of eight (8) or ten (10) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  When three shifts are worked 
the first day or day shift will consist of eight (8) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  The second or swing shift shall consist of 
seven and one-half (7 1/2) hours work for eight hours pay, exclusive of lunchtime, and the third or the graveyard shift shall 
consist of seven (7) hours work for eight (8) hours pay, exclusive of the lunchtime.  All time in excess of normal shifts shall 
be considered overtime.  Multiple shift (the two or three shift) operation will not be construed on the entire project if at 
anytime it is deemed advisable and necessary for the Employer to multiple shift a specific operation.  However, no shift 
shall be started between midnight and six a.m. except the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation, or except in an 
unusual or emergency situation.  If an Employer starts a shift between midnight and 6 a.m. except the graveyard shift on a 
three-shift operation, he shall reimburse all employees for the entire shift at the double time rate.  Completion of the 
second shift on a two-shift operation or completion of the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation that carries over into 
Saturday morning, shall be at the straight time rate.  Overtime shall be computed at ½ hour intervals.   
 
NO. 5:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more that forty (40) hours work, Monday through Saturday, and all 
work performed over and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & 
one-half (1½).  Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays 
or days observed as such.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any 
other craft employees of the same employer at work on that same job site are receiving double (2) time pay for that 
Sunday or holiday.  If a job can’t work forty (40) hours, Monday through Saturday, because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday and Saturday may be worked as make up days at straight time (if 
working 4-10's).  Saturday may be worked as a make up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s).  Make up days shall not be 
utilized for days lost to holidays.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer 
except when inclement weather or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, including 
requirements of the owner, prevent work.  In such event the starting time may be delayed but not later than 12:00 noon.  
Where one of the holidays falls or is observed during the work week, then all work performed over and above thirty-two 
(32) hours shall be paid at time & one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 9:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours within 
five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week. Work performed in the 9th and 10th hour, 
Monday through Friday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay. Contractor has the 
option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay between the hours of 
6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  Worked performed in the first eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid 
at the rate of one and eight tenths (1.8) the regular straight time rate.  Work performed outside these hours and on 
Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
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NO. 12:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work and all work performed over 
and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & one-half (1½).  A 
workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or 
other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, in which event, the starting time may be advanced or 
delayed.  Workers shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on recognized holidays or days observed as 
such. 
 
NO. 21:  Means the regular workday for which employees shall be compensated at straight time hourly rate of pay shall, 
unless otherwise provided for, begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  However, the project starting time may be 
advanced or delayed at the discretion of the Employer.  At the discretion of the Employer, when working a five (5) day 
eight (8) hour schedule, Saturday may be used for a make-up day.  If an Employer is prohibited from working on a 
holiday, that employer may work the following Saturday at the straight time rate.  However, the Employer may have the 
option to schedule his work from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with 
all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer elects to 
work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to circumstances beyond his control, he shall have the option to 
work Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) hours.  If an Employer is prohibited from 
working on a holiday, that Employer may work the following Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate.  Overtime will be 
at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  If workmen are required to work the enumerated holidays or days 
observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 28:   Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day shall 
be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any part 
thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time 
rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have been 
employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 
a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  For all 
time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 32: Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  
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NO. 3: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to 
protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as 
eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the 
workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day 
when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day. If 
workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive time & one-
half (1½) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 4: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. When a Holiday falls on a Sunday, 
Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day, except in case of jeopardy to life or property.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  
 
NO. 5: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day 
except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls 
during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward a forty (40) hour 
week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless worked. If workmen are 
required to work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  The above shall apply to the four 10’s Monday through Friday work week. The ten (10) 
hours shall be applied to the forty (40) hour work week. 
 
NO. 12: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day, Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When one of the foregoing 
holidays falls on Sunday, it shall be celebrated on the following Monday.  When one of the foregoing holidays falls on 
Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday before the holiday. 
 
NO. 15: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive time and one-half (1½) the regular 
rate of pay for such work.  Where one of the holidays specified falls or is observed during the workweek, then all work 
performed over and above thirty-two (32) hours in that week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  
Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1 ½) for all work performed on Sundays.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work 
on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any other craft employees of the same employer at work on that 
same job site are receiving double (2) time for that Sunday or holiday. 
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; 
however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the worker unless worked. If workers are required to 
work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
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NO. 27: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) 
hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workmen unless 
worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day when an observed 
holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for 
such work.   
 
NO. 31: All work performed on New Year's Day, Presidents’ Day, Veterans’ Day, Good Friday, Decoration Day, Fourth of 
July, Labor Day, Christmas Eve Day,  Christmas Day, Thanksgiving Day and Day after Thanksgiving or days celebrated for 
the same.

Should employees work in excess of 
twelve (12) consecutive hours they shall be paid double time (2X) for all time after twelve (12) hours.  Shift work 
performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:30 a.m. (second shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular 
hourly rate of pay plus ten (10%) percent for seven and one-half (7½) hours work.  Shift work performed between the 
hours of 12:30 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. (third shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus fifteen 
(15%) percent for seven (7) hours work.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime 
work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate. 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 40:  Means the regular working week shall consist of five (5) consecutive (8) hour days' labor on the job beginning 
with Monday and ending with Friday of each week.  Four (4) 10-hour days may constitute the regular work week.  The 
regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours labor on the job beginning as early as 6:00 a.m. and ending as late as 
5:30 p.m.  All full or part time labor performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working hours and paid 
for at the regular hourly rate.  All hours worked on Saturday and all hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours but not 
more than twelve (12) hours during the regular working week shall be paid for at time and one-half (1½) the regular 
hourly rate.  All hours worked on Sundays and holidays and all hours worked in excess of twelve (12) hours during the 
regular working day shall be paid at two (2) times the regular hourly rate.  In the event of rain, snow, cold or 
excessively windy weather on a regular working day, Saturday may be designated as a "make-up" day.  Saturday may 
also be designated as a "make-up" day, for an employee who has missed a day of work for personal or other reasons.  
Pay for "make-up" days shall be at regular rates. 
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NO. 42:  Means eight (8) hours between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day.  The starting 
time may be advanced one (1) or two (2) hours.  Employees shall have a lunch period of thirty (30) minutes.  The 
Employer may provide a lunch period of one (1) hour, and in that event, the workday shall commence at 8:00 a.m. and 
end at 5:00 p.m.  The workweek shall commence at 8:00 a.m. on Monday and shall end at 4:30 p.m. on Friday (or 5:00 
p.m. on Friday if the Employer grants a lunch period of one (1) hour), or as adjusted by starting time change as stated 
above.  All work performed before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. (or 5:00 p.m. where one (1) hour lunch is granted for 
lunch) or as adjusted by starting time change as stated above or on Saturday, except as herein provided, shall be 
compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate of pay for the work performed.  All work performed 
on Sunday and on recognized holidays shall be compensated at double (2) the regular hourly rate of pay for the work 
performed.  When working a five 8-hour day schedule and an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) hours, 
Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof 
may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  The Employer shall have the option of working five eight 
(8) hour days or four ten (10) hour days Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work five (5) eight (8) hour 
days during any work week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at 
time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work four (4) ten (10) hour 
days in any week, work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time 
and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is working ten (10) hour days and loses a 
day due to inclement weather, they may work ten (10) hours Friday at straight time.  All hours worked over the forty 
(40) hours Monday through Friday will be paid at time and one-half (1½) overtime rate.  Overtime shall be computed at 
half-hour intervals. Shift Work:  Two (2) or three (3) shifts shall be permitted, provided such shifts are scheduled for a 
minimum of three (3) consecutive days.  The second shift shall begin at 4:30 p.m. and end at 12:30 a.m. with one-half 
(1/2) hour for lunch between 7:30 p.m. and 9:00 p.m. and shall received eighty (8) hours’ pay.  The third shift shall begin 
at 12:30 a.m. and end at 8:00 a.m. with one-half (1/2) hour for lunch between 3:30 a.m. and 5:00 a.m. and shall received 
(8) hour’s; pay.  There shall be at least one (1) foreman on each shift on jobs where more than one shift is employed, 
provided that there are two (2) or more employees on second and on the third shifts.  All shifts shall arrange to 
interchange working hours at the end of each week.  When three shifts are used, the applicable rate must be paid from 
Saturday at 8:00 a.m. until the following Monday at 8:00 a.m.  When three shifts are employed, the second and third 
shifts shall contain at least one-half (1/2) as many employees as the first shift.  
 
NO. 43:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours 
within five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week. Work performed in the 9th and 
10th hour, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
Contractor has the option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of 
pay between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday. Work performed outside the regularly 
scheduled working hours and on Saturdays, Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall 
be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
   
NO. 55:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours between 6:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  The first two (2) hours of 
work performed in excess of the eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and the first ten (10)  hours of work on 
Saturday, shall be paid at one & one-half (1½) times the straight time rate.  All work performed on Sunday, observed 
holidays and in excess of ten (10) hours a day, Monday through Saturday, shall be paid at double (2) the straight time 
rate. 
 
NO. 59:  Means that except as herein provided, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) 
hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  All time worked outside of the standard eight (8) hour work day and on 
Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All time worked on Sunday and 
holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working 
either five (5) eight hour days or four (4) ten hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four 
(4) ten-hour work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods between the hours 
of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work, Monday through Thursday, 
inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at 
the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours 
per week.  When the five day eight (8) hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's 
work, Monday through Friday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then 
Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or 
forty (40) hours per week.  The regular starting time (and resulting quitting time) may be moved to 6:00 a.m. or delayed to 
9:00 a.m.  Make-up days shall not be utilized for days lost due to holidays. 
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NO. 60:  Means the Employer shall have the option of working five 8-hour days or four 10-hour days Monday through 
Friday.  If an Employer elects to work five 8-hour days during any work week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day 
or forty (40) per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits Monday through 
Friday.  SATURDAY MAKE-UP DAY:  If an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, 
or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-
up day at the straight time rate.  It is agreed by the parties that the make-up day is not to be used to make up time lost 
due to recognized holidays.  If an Employer elects to work four 10-hour days, between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 
p.m. in any week, work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and 
one half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is working 10-hour days 
and loses a day due to inclement weather, the Employer may work ten (10) hours on Friday at straight time.   All hours 
worked over the forty (40) hours Monday through Friday will be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus 
fringe benefits.  All Millwright work performed in excess of the regular work day and on Saturday shall be compensated 
for at time and one-half (1½) the regular Millwright hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits.  The regular work day starting at 
8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 
a.m.  All work accomplished on Sundays and recognized holidays, or days observed as recognized holidays, shall be 
compensated for at double (2) the regular hourly rate of wages plus fringe benefits.  NOTE:  All overtime is computed on 
the hourly wage rate plus an amount equal to the fringe benefits.  
 
NO. 86:  The regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch period, 
with pay at the straight time rate with all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday shall begin between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. 
The Employer may have the option to schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day 
at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, holiday or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, they shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  All overtime work 
performed on Monday through Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be 
paid at the one and one half the hourly rate.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be paid at double the hourly rate.  Shifts may be established when 
considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the 
First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight 
hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the 
second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third 
shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) hours plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 
per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  Shifts that begin on 
Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half these rates.  Shifts 
that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double time these rates.  
 
NO. 87:  Means eight (8) hours starting between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 4:30 p.m. 
at the Employers discretion shall constitute a day’s work.  Any work prior to 6:00 a.m. or after eight (8) hours shall be 
paid at the overtime rate.  Five (5) days from Monday through Friday inclusive shall constitute a regular work week.  All 
hours before and after these regular hours shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time.  All work on Saturday and Sunday shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale of wages. 
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NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 94:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m.  The regular 
workday starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or 
delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  All work performed in excess of the regular work day and on Saturday shall be 
compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular pay.  In the event time is lost during the work week due to 
weather conditions, the Employer may schedule work on the following Saturday at straight time.  All work accomplished 
on Sunday and holidays shall be compensated at double the regular rate of wages. 
 
NO. 101:  Means that except as provided below, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) 
hours per week shall constitute a week's work, which shall begin on Monday and end on Friday.  All time worked outside of 
the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half (1½) (except 
as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the 
rate of double (2) time.  The regular starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved 
forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour 
days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When a four (4) ten-hour day work week is 
in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m.  
Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down 
for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked 
as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.  Starting time will be 
designated by the employer.  When the five (5) day eight (8) hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per week shall 
constitute a week’s work, Monday through Friday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the 
Employer's control, then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to 
exceed eight (8) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.  Make-up days shall not be utilized for days lost due to 
holidays. 
 
NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
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NO. 126:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $27.96 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 3: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, 
the following Monday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 5:  All work that shall be done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate 
for each hour of fraction thereof worked on any such day .  
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 8: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day, or the days observed in lieu of these holidays, shall be paid at the double 
time rate of pay.   
 
NO. 15: All work accomplished on the recognized holidays of New Year's Day, Decoration Day (Memorial Day), 
Independence Day (Fourth of July), Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or days 
observed as these named holidays, shall be compensated for at double (2) the regular hourly rate of wages plus 
fringe benefits.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day, Christmas Day, 
Decoration Day or Independence Day except to preserve life or property. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 23: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day and Sundays shall be recognized holidays and shall be paid at the double time 
rate of pay.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be considered a holiday.  When a holiday 
falls on Saturday, Friday is recognized as a holiday.  
 
NO. 31: All work done on New Year's Day, Presidents Day, Good Friday, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, Friday after Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, and Employee's Birthday shall be 
paid at the double time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the recognized holiday. 
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NO. 44: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it 
shall be observed on the Monday following.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the proceeding 
Friday.  No work shall be performed on these days except in emergency to protect life or property.  All work 
performed on these holidays shall be compensated at double the regular hourly rate for the work performed.  
Overtime shall be computed at half-hour intervals.  
 
NO. 45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for such work.   
 
NO. 60:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Armistice Day (Veteran's Day), Decoration Day (Memorial Day), 
Independence Day (Fourth of July), Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of 
pay.

Overtime will be 
at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  If workmen are required to work the enumerated holidays or days 
observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
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NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 25:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, starting on Monday and ending on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any 
part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the straight 
time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have 
been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.

If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any part 
thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time 
rate.

NO. 32: Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.

This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) 
hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workmen unless 
worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day when an observed 
holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for 
such work.   
 
NO. 31: All work performed on New Year's Day, Presidents’ Day, Veterans’ Day, Good Friday, Decoration Day, Fourth of 
July, Labor Day, Christmas Eve Day,  Christmas Day, Thanksgiving Day and Day after Thanksgiving or days celebrated for 
the same.

Sunday and Holidays will be paid at 
the rate of two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 10:  Means the regular working day shall be scheduled to consist of at least eight (8) hours but no more than ten (10) 
consecutive hours, exclusive of the lunch period, unless otherwise provided.  Crews shall be scheduled to commence at 
any time between the hours of 5:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. or earlier if agreed on by the majority of any one crew.  Except 
as specifically provided for Saturdays, Sundays and holidays, all work performed by Employees anywhere in excess of 
forty (40) hours in one (1) work week, or in excess of ten (10) hours in one work day shall be paid at the rate of one and 
one-half (1½) times the regular hourly wage scale.  Any work performed on a Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one 
and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly wage scale unless such Saturday work falls under the category of Saturday 
make Up Day.  When this Saturday Make Up Day does occur, the Employee may work on Saturday at straight time; 
provided, however, if during the period worked by said Employee on Saturday, the Employee’s compensable time at the 
straight time rate exceeds forty (40) hours, all time worked in excess of the forty (40) hours will be paid at the rate of one 
and one-half (1½) time the regular hourly wage scale.  The provision of this Saturday Make Up Day shall not apply to any 
weeks in which a designated holiday is recognized.  Any work performed by Employees anywhere on Sunday or holidays 
shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time the regular wage scale. 
 
NO. 19:  On single shift operation, eight (8) hours of work, between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m., shall constitute a day’s 
work.  Forty (40) hours of work Monday through Friday shall constitute a workweek.  The starting time may be changed 
to begin between the hours of six (6:00) and ten (10:00) a.m.  The first two (2) hours performed in excess of an eight 
(8) hour workday Monday through Friday, and the first ten (10) hours on Saturday, shall be paid at time and one-half 
(1.5) the basic straight–time rate.  All work performed on Sundays and holidays, and in excess of ten (10) hours a day 
shall be paid at double (2) the basic straight time rate of pay.  When hours worked are outside of established work 
hours, the pay rate shall be one and one-half (1.5) times the regular rate of pay for the first ten (10) hours, and all 
hours in excess of ten (10)  hours shall be at the double-time rate.  Shift work of either one (1) eight hour night shift, or 
two (2) eight (8) hour night shifts on a job which will continue for at least one (1) week, all employees shall be paid 
eighteen and one-half percent (18.5%) over the straight-time hourly rate on the night shifts.  All hours worked in excess 
of eight (8) in a shift shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate of pay.  The normal workweek may be changed to 
four (4) ten (10) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour nights, if on shift work, with the following provisions:  Monday 
through Thursday would be the normal workweek with Friday being used as scheduled workday in case of a day being 
lost due to weather, all employees working night shift, on a job that will continue at least one (1) week, shall be paid 
thirty percent (30%) over the regular straight-time hourly rate of pay, and any hours worked before or after established 
starting and quitting times being paid at double (2) time hourly rates of pay. 
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NO. 24:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  A workweek of four (4), ten (10) hour days may be established on a 
per job basis.  Saturday may be used for a make-up day, when working 5-8’s, Friday when working 4-10’s.  All time 
worked before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on 
Saturday shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except after eight (8) hours worked, then double (2) time 
will apply.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.   
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 27:  Means eight (8) hours of work between the hours of eight (8:00) a.m. and four-thirty (4:30) p.m. shall constitute a 
work day.  Forty (40) hours within five (5) days - Monday through Friday, inclusive - shall constitute a work week.  The 
regular starting time in the morning may be moved not more than one hour prior to 8:00 a.m.; however, in no case shall 
more than eight (8) hours be worked per day without the applicable overtime rate being paid.  When job conditions dictate 
and as required by the employer, the employer shall be allowed to establish a four (4) day, ten (10) hour per day work 
week.  This work week is defined as Monday through Thursday, with a Friday make-up day.  The normal work day under 
a ten (10) hour four (4) day work week shall be from 8:00 a.m. to 6:30 p.m., with a one hour starting variance.  The make-
up day of Friday shall be instituted for specific reasons such as loss of production due to weather and Holidays.  All hours 
worked in excess of ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week or hours worked outside the normal work week 
shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  This language is not intended to change the normal five (5) day, eight (8) 
hours per day work week.  All overtime work after a regular work day, (8) hours, Monday through Friday shall be paid at 
time and one-half (1½).  All hours worked on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All other overtime on 
Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Shift work performed 
between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. (second shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of 
pay plus 17.3% for all hours worked. Shift work performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. (third shift) 
shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 31.4% for all hours worked.  A lunch period of thirty 
(30) minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid 
at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate.  
 
NO. 31:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work and all work performed over 
and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  A 
workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or 
other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, in which event, the starting time may be advanced or 
delayed. Work performed on recognized holidays or days observed as such, shall receive time and one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
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NO. 36:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day, Monday through Friday between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m.  Saturday can be used as a makeup day if time is lost due to weather.  All hours in excess of the regular forty 
(40) hour work week or eight (8) hours per day shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of one and 
one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  Employees will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times their regular rate 
for work performed on Saturdays.  Sundays and holidays worked are to be paid at double (2) the regular hourly rate.  
Four (4) ten-hour days, at the option of the Employer, shall be the standard work week, consisting of a consecutive ten-
hour period, Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday, between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m.  Forty 
(40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  
 
NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
 
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO 56:  Means the regular work day shall consist of eight (8) hours between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  An optional four 
day work week may be utilized with the ten (10) hour clause, days Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  
Work hours shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. any work performed on Monday or Friday outside the regular scheduled 
four (4) days shall be at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Work performed outside of the regular work day, 
and on Saturdays shall be paid at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Sundays and holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) time the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 61:  Means except as herein provided, eight (8) hours a day, 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., shall constitute a standard work 
day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  The regular workday starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and 
resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  All time 
worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and 
one-half (1½).  All time worked on Sunday and holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) 
time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a 
normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) day ten hour work week is in effect, the standard work week shall 
consist of forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) consecutive ten-hour four days within 
the five (5) day period.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday 
and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) 
hours per day, or forty (40) hours per week.  When the five (5) day eight-hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per 
week shall constitute a week's work (normal work week being Monday through Friday).  In the event the job is down for 
any reason beyond the control of the Employer, then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-
up day, at straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours for that day, or forty (40) hours per week.  A make-up day is not to 
be used to make up time lost due to recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 64:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours shall constitute a week’s work, Sunday through Saturday.  In the event time is lost due to weather or conditions 
beyond the control of the Employer, the Employer may schedule work on Saturday at straight time.   All work over eight 
(8) hours in one day, forty (40) hours in one week, or on Saturday (except as herein provided) shall be classified as 
overtime and be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work on Sunday or recognized holidays shall be classified 
as overtime and be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work 
Sunday through Saturday inclusive.  In the event the job is down for reasons beyond the contractors control, then Friday 
and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) 
hours per day or forty (40) hours per week. 
 
NO. 84:  The regular working starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 
6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  Except as provided in this Article, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a 
standard work day and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a weeks’ work, which shall begin on Sunday and end on 
Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid at 
the rate of time & one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be 
classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) 
eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour 
work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods, exclusive of the lunch period, 
beginning at 6:30 a.m. and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  
In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option 
of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  
When the five (5) eight-hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday 
through Friday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Saturday may, 
at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or forty (40) hours 
per week. 
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NO. 111:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work, Monday to Friday inclusive.  All overtime shall be at the 
rate of time and one-half (1½) except Sundays, and recognized holidays, which shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time if worked.  The work day is to begin between 6:00 a. m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the employer.  If an employer 
is prevented from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather 
(rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  The regular work 
week shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the employer elects to work Monday through Thursday, ten 
(10) hours per day.  All work over ten (10) hours in a day and forty (40) hours in a week shall be one and one-half (1½) 
times the regular hourly rate.  Work prior to 6:00 a.m. will be paid at the overtime rate.  The regular work day shall be 
either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  Employers working a four (4) ten (10) hour day week schedule will be allowed a Friday 
or Saturday make-up day provided workmen were prevented from working during the normal work week due to inclement 
weather or other conditions beyond the control of the employer.  Make-up days shall not be utilized for days lost to 
holidays.  If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Thursday because of inclement weather or other conditions 
beyond the control of the employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 4-
10’s).  Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time if working (5-8’s).  If an employer has started the work 
week on a five-day, eight-hour schedule, and due to inclement weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine (9) 
or (10) hour a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of that work week in order to make up the lost time.  
Employer may not use both the Saturday make-up day and 10-hour make-up day in the same week.  
 
NO. 112:  Means the regular starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 
6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  Except as provided for, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard 
work day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, which shall begin on Sunday and end on 
Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the 
rate of time and one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be 
classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight 
(8) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour 
work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten hour periods between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 
6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  In the event 
the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the 
Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  
 
NO. 123:  Means except as provided, eight (8) hours a day (8:00 A.M. to 4:30 P.M.) shall constitute a standard work day, 
excluding the 30-minute lunch period, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work.  All time worked 
outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half 
(except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and 
paid at the rate of double time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour 
days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work week shall consist of forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) 
consecutive ten (10) hour days within the five day period.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control 
of the Employer, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight 
time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  Starting time will be designated by the Employer.  When 
the five (5) day eight (8) hour work week is in effect forty (40) hours per week will constitute a week’s work (normal work 
week being Monday through Friday).  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control of the Employer, 
then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; at straight time not to exceed eight (8) 
hours or forty (40) hours per week. 
 
NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
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NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 1: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the rate of double time.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the 
following Monday shall be observed.  When one of the above holidays falls on Saturday the preceding Friday shall 
be observed.  
 
NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 9: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid for at the double time rate of pay.  Any one of the above listed holidays falling on 
Sunday shall be observed on the following Monday and paid at the double time rate of pay as all observed holidays, 
if worked. 
 
NO. 14: The following days are recognized Holidays: Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas 
Day, and New Year’s Day.  No work shall be done on Labor Day.  When falling on a Sunday and the following 
Monday is observed as part of the holiday, then that Monday shall be considered a holiday.  Sunday and Holidays 
will be paid at the rate of two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 24: All work done on Christmas Day, Thanksgiving Day, New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Presidential Election Day or days locally observed as such, and Sunday shall be 
recognized as holidays and paid at the double time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 28: All work done on New Year's Day,  Veteran's Day,  Memorial Day,  Independence Day,  Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the holiday. 
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NO. 35: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workman unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make-up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make-up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall 
receive time and one-half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 49: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) 
of the personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these 
holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they 
shall be paid time & one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 52: All work performed on Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall receive the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 65:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. If the holiday falls on 
Saturday, it will be observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be 
paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 74:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be paid at double (2) time of the hourly rate of pay.  In the event one of 
the above holiday’s falls on Saturday, the holiday shall be celebrated on Saturday.  If the holiday falls on Sunday, the 
holiday will be celebrated on Monday.  
 
NO. 78:  The following days shall be recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Thanksgiving and Christmas.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will be observed as 
the legal holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the legal holiday.  All time 
worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double time.

For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 29:   Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or Tuesday 
through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. nor later 
than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) will be paid 
for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all work performed 
on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Saturday will be a make 
up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work performed on Monday will be time 
and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday will be a make-up day to the extent of 
the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees work on any of the recognized holidays, 
they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 31:  Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  All employees performing work on affected 
properties during or following emergencies shall receive the applicable rate of pay for the first sixteen (16) consecutive 
hours and all hours worked in excess of sixteen (16) consecutive hours shall be paid at double time until broken by an 
eight (8) hour rest period.  Should an employee be called back to work within two hours of his normal quitting time, the 
previous hours worked shall count toward the above sixteen (16) hour provision.   
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NO. 3: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to 
protect Labor Day.

Shift work of either one (1) eight hour night shift, or 
two (2) eight (8) hour night shifts on a job which will continue for at least one (1) week, all employees shall be paid 
eighteen and one-half percent (18.5%) over the straight-time hourly rate on the night shifts.  All hours worked in excess 
of eight (8) in a shift shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate of pay.  The normal workweek may be changed to 
four (4) ten (10) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour nights, if on shift work, with the following provisions:  Monday 
through Thursday would be the normal workweek with Friday being used as scheduled workday in case of a day being 
lost due to weather, all employees working night shift, on a job that will continue at least one (1) week, shall be paid 
thirty percent (30%) over the regular straight-time hourly rate of pay, and any hours worked before or after established 
starting and quitting times being paid at double (2) time hourly rates of pay. 
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NO. 21:  Means eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day.  Forty 
(40) hours within five (5) days, Monday through Friday, shall constitute a work week.  The regular starting time of a job 
may be moved not more than two (2) hours prior to 8:00 a.m.  However, in no case shall more than eight (8) hours be 
worked per day without the applicable overtime rate being paid.  When job conditions dictate, the Employer shall be 
allowed to establish a four (4) day, ten (10) hours per day work week.  This work week is defined as Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  All hours worked in excess of ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week 
shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  This language is not intended to change the normal five (5) day, eight (8) 
hour per day work week.  All overtime work performed after the regularly scheduled working hours Monday through 
Friday and Saturday shall be paid for at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay.  Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the straight time rate of pay.  Shift work performed between the 
hours of 4:30 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. (second shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 
17.3% for all hours worked.  Shift work performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. (third shift) shall receive 
eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 31.4% for all hours worked.  An unpaid lunch period of thirty (30) 
minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required before the established start time and after the 
completion of eight (8) hours of any shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate. 
 
NO. 24:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  A workweek of four (4), ten (10) hour days may be established on a 
per job basis.  Saturday may be used for a make-up day, when working 5-8’s, Friday when working 4-10’s.  All time 
worked before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on 
Saturday shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except after eight (8) hours worked, then double (2) time 
will apply.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.   
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 36:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day, Monday through Friday between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m.  Saturday can be used as a makeup day if time is lost due to weather.  All hours in excess of the regular forty 
(40) hour work week or eight (8) hours per day shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of one and 
one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  Employees will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times their regular rate 
for work performed on Saturdays.  Sundays and holidays worked are to be paid at double (2) the regular hourly rate.  
Four (4) ten-hour days, at the option of the Employer, shall be the standard work week, consisting of a consecutive ten-
hour period, Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday, between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m.  Forty 
(40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  
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NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
 
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO 56:  Means the regular work day shall consist of eight (8) hours between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  An optional four 
day work week may be utilized with the ten (10) hour clause, days Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  
Work hours shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. any work performed on Monday or Friday outside the regular scheduled 
four (4) days shall be at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Work performed outside of the regular work day, 
and on Saturdays shall be paid at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Sundays and holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) time the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 61:  Means except as herein provided, eight (8) hours a day, 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., shall constitute a standard work 
day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  The regular workday starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and 
resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  All time 
worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and 
one-half (1½).  All time worked on Sunday and holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) 
time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a 
normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) day ten hour work week is in effect, the standard work week shall 
consist of forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) consecutive ten-hour four days within 
the five (5) day period.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday 
and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) 
hours per day, or forty (40) hours per week.  When the five (5) day eight-hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per 
week shall constitute a week's work (normal work week being Monday through Friday).  In the event the job is down for 
any reason beyond the control of the Employer, then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-
up day, at straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours for that day, or forty (40) hours per week.  A make-up day is not to 
be used to make up time lost due to recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 64:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours shall constitute a week’s work, Sunday through Saturday.  In the event time is lost due to weather or conditions 
beyond the control of the Employer, the Employer may schedule work on Saturday at straight time.   All work over eight 
(8) hours in one day, forty (40) hours in one week, or on Saturday (except as herein provided) shall be classified as 
overtime and be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work on Sunday or recognized holidays shall be classified 
as overtime and be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work 
Sunday through Saturday inclusive.  In the event the job is down for reasons beyond the contractors control, then Friday 
and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) 
hours per day or forty (40) hours per week. 
 
NO. 84:  The regular working starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 
6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  Except as provided in this Article, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a 
standard work day and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a weeks’ work, which shall begin on Sunday and end on 
Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid at 
the rate of time & one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be 
classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) 
eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour 
work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods, exclusive of the lunch period, 
beginning at 6:30 a.m. and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  
In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option 
of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  
When the five (5) eight-hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday 
through Friday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Saturday may, 
at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or forty (40) hours 
per week. 
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NO. 98:  Means eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute 
a week's work which shall begin on Sunday and end on Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and 
on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All 
time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  
The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a normal 
forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive 
ten (10) hour periods between the hours of 5:30 and 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a 
week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's 
control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to 
exceed ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.  When the five (5) day eight (8) hours work week is in effect 
forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work, Monday through Friday, inclusive. In the event the job is down 
for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-
up day; straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.  When the five (5) day eight (8) 
hour work week is in effect, starting time shall be between 7:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  All time worked before 7:00 a.m. shall 
be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on Saturday up to 6:00 p.m. (except as herein 
provided) shall be compensated for at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All time worked from 6:00 p.m. Saturday to 
7:00 a.m. Monday will be paid for at the rate of double (2) time.  
 
NO. 104:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a standard work day between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
p.m.  The standard work week shall be forty (40) hours between 6:00 a.m. on Monday and ending 8:00 p.m. on Friday.  
An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly rate shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a 
day Monday through Friday.  Saturdays shall be considered overtime and work done on Saturday shall be paid at time 
and one-half (1½) the prevailing scale.  Sundays and holidays shall be considered overtime and work done on these days 
shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale. 
 
NO. 105:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours.  Working hours are from six (6) hours before Noon (12:00) 
to six hours after Noon (12:00).  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning between 6:00 a.m. and Noon 
(12:00) on Monday and ending between 1:00 p.m. and 6:00 p.m. on Friday.  Saturday work will be paid time and one-half 
(1½) the regular hourly rate of pay.  Work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) time 
the regular hourly rate of pay.  Saturdays can be a make-up day if weather has forced a day off.  But only in the week of 
the day being lost.  Any time worked before six (6) hours before Noon (12:00) or after six (6) hours after Noon (12:00) will 
be paid at the time and one-half (1½) the regular hourly rate of pay.   
 
NO. 112:  Means the regular starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 
6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  Except as provided for, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard 
work day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, which shall begin on Sunday and end on 
Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the 
rate of time and one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be 
classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight 
(8) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour 
work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten hour periods between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 
6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  In the event 
the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the 
Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  
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NO. 123:  Means except as provided, eight (8) hours a day (8:00 A.M. to 4:30 P.M.) shall constitute a standard work day, 
excluding the 30-minute lunch period, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work.  All time worked 
outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half 
(except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and 
paid at the rate of double time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour 
days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work week shall consist of forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) 
consecutive ten (10) hour days within the five day period.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control 
of the Employer, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight 
time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  Starting time will be designated by the Employer.  When 
the five (5) day eight (8) hour work week is in effect forty (40) hours per week will constitute a week’s work (normal work 
week being Monday through Friday).  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control of the Employer, 
then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; at straight time not to exceed eight (8) 
hours or forty (40) hours per week. 
 
NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
 
NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 1: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the rate of double time.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the 
following Monday shall be observed.  When one of the above holidays falls on Saturday the preceding Friday shall 
be observed.  
 
NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 12: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Should any of these days fall on Sunday, then the 
following day shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstances shall employees be permitted to work on 
Labor Day. 
 
NO. 16: There shall be seven (7) recognized holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Armistice Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  No work on any pretense shall be performed on 
Christmas Day or Independence Day.  Any work performed on the other holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times 
the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 24: All work done on Christmas Day, Thanksgiving Day, New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Presidential Election Day or days locally observed as such, and Sunday shall be 
recognized as holidays and paid at the double time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 28: All work done on New Year's Day,  Veteran's Day,  Memorial Day,  Independence Day,  Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 48: All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Any one of the above-listed holidays 
falling on Sunday shall be observed on the following Monday and paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  
Any of the above holidays falling on Saturday shall be observed on the previous Friday and paid at double (2) the 
straight-time rate of pay.  Employees working on the Saturday will receive the standard pay for Saturday work. 
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NO. 49: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.

Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays.

The regular 
workday shall consist of an eight (8) hour period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending no later 
than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  The 
option exists for the employer to use a four (4) day, ten (10) hour work week.  Days worked shall be Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  If the job requires men on duty all five (5) days, then part of the crew may work the 
first four (4) days and the remainder of the crew may work the last four (4) days.  Hours each day shall be from 7:00 a.m. 
to 5:30 p.m.   Interested parties on the project must agree to this clause before it may be used.  Once this clause has 
been put into effect, it shall remain as long as the majority of the Employees on the project and the Employer agree to 
keep it.

If any of the above listed holidays fall on Friday, Saturday, Sunday, or Monday, creating a 
three-day weekend, then the entire three (3) days (either Friday, Saturday, and Sunday – if the holiday falls on 
Friday or Saturday; or Saturday, Sunday, and Monday – if the holiday falls on Sunday or Monday) shall be paid for 
at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 22:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days locally observed as such, and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays.  If a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday shall be observed; if it falls on Sunday, Monday shall be observed.  All work performed on holidays 
shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 34: All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.

If a worker is performing work on a heavy construction project within an occupational title that is not listed on the 
Heavy Construction Rate Sheet, use the rate for that occupational title as shown on the Building Construction Rate sheet. 
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FED:  Minimum requirement per Fair Labor Standards Act means time and one-half (1 ½) shall be paid for all work in 
excess of forty (40) hours per work week. 
 
NO. 4:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work, Monday through Saturday, and 
all work performed over and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & 
one-half (1½).  Workers shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on Sundays and holidays.  A work day 
is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work, in which event, the starting time may be delayed, 
but not later than 12:00 noon.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be 
counted as eight (8) hours toward a forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid 
to the worker(s) unless worked. 
 
NO. 5:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more that forty (40) hours work, Monday through Saturday, and all 
work performed over and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & 
one-half (1½).  Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays 
or days observed as such.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any 
other craft employees of the same employer at work on that same job site are receiving double (2) time pay for that 
Sunday or holiday.  If a job can’t work forty (40) hours, Monday through Saturday, because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday and Saturday may be worked as make up days at straight time (if 
working 4-10's).  Saturday may be worked as a make up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s).  Make up days shall not be 
utilized for days lost to holidays.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer 
except when inclement weather or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, including 
requirements of the owner, prevent work.  In such event the starting time may be delayed but not later than 12:00 noon.  
Where one of the holidays falls or is observed during the work week, then all work performed over and above thirty-two 
(32) hours shall be paid at time & one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 12:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work and all work performed over 
and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & one-half (1½).  A 
workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or 
other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, in which event, the starting time may be advanced or 
delayed.  Workers shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on recognized holidays or days observed as 
such. 
 
NO: 18:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s).

Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 27:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or Tuesday 
through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. nor later 
than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) will be paid 
for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all work performed 
on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Saturday will be a make 
up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work performed on Monday will be time 
and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday will be a make-up day to the extent of 
the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees work on any of the recognized holidays, 
they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 31:  Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  All employees performing work on affected 
properties during or following emergencies shall receive the applicable rate of pay for the first sixteen (16) consecutive 
hours and all hours worked in excess of sixteen (16) consecutive hours shall be paid at double time until broken by an 
eight (8) hour rest period.  Should an employee be called back to work within two hours of his normal quitting time, the 
previous hours worked shall count toward the above sixteen (16) hour provision.   
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NO. 3: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to 
protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as 
eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the 
workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day 
when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day. If 
workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive time & one-
half (1½) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 15: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive time and one-half (1½) the regular 
rate of pay for such work.  Where one of the holidays specified falls or is observed during the workweek, then all work 
performed over and above thirty-two (32) hours in that week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  
Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1 ½) for all work performed on Sundays.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work 
on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any other craft employees of the same employer at work on that 
same job site are receiving double (2) time for that Sunday or holiday. 
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; 
however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the worker unless worked. If workers are required to 
work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 18: All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed 
on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be 
performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  
When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward a 
forty (40) hour week; however no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the working person(s) unless the 
holiday is worked. 
 
NO. 24:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas 
Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If the holiday falls on Saturday, it will be 
observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be paid for at double (2) the 
regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 26: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) of the 
personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these holidays fall 
on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on Saturday, the preceding 
Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they shall be paid time & one-half (1½) 
their regular rate of pay for all hours worked.

The regular working day may be scheduled to commence at any 
time between the hours of 5:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m.  All work performed in excess of forty (40) hours in one work week, 
or in excess of ten (10) hours in one work day shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly 
wage scale.  Any work performed on a Saturday shall be paid for at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
hourly wage scale unless such Saturday work falls under the category of Saturday Make-Up Day.

NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 32:  The regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor on the job between six (6) a.m. and four (4) p.m. 
and the regular working week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour day’s of labor on the job beginning with 
Monday and ending with Friday of each week.  The normal work week is 40 hours.  All full-time or part-time labor 
performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  All 
work performed during regular work hours on Saturdays will be paid at time and one-half (1 ½).  All work performed 
outside of regular working hours and performed during the regular work week, shall be at double (2) times the regular 
rate, except that the first two (2) hours following the regular work day shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the 
regular rate. An early starting time of 6:00 a.m. may be used mutually agreed upon by the interested parties.  SHIFT 
RATE:  Shift work would start after 4:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m.  The first 8 hours would be at 115% of the basic wage rate.  
Overtime Monday through Friday would be at 1 ½ of base shift rate.  Saturday regular work day hours – 1½ of base shift 
rate.

Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
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NO. 49:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work to begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  The starting time 
may be advanced one (1) hour or two (2) hours.  Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are 
required to work before 8:00 a.m., during the lunch period or after 4:30 p.m. unless the starting time is advanced as 
provided above.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is prevented 
from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), 
Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  However, in the event that the 
laborer working such make-up day is assisting another craft drawing overtime pay, the laborer shall received the same 
overtime multiple as the craft assisted.  The Employer shall have the option of working five (5) eight (8) hour days or four 
(4) ten (10) hour days Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work five (5) eight (8) hour days during any work 
week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or forty (40) per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly 
rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work four (4) ten (10) hour days in any week, work performed more 
than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday 
through Friday.  If an Employer is working ten (10) hour days and loses a day due to inclement weather, he may work ten 
(10) hours Friday at straight time.  However, in the event that the laborer working any such make-up day is assisting 
another craft drawing overtime pay, the laborer shall receive the same overtime multiple as the craft assisted.  If workmen 
are required to work recognized holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  Projects that cannot be performed during regular workday:  If required by owner, the 
contractor may perform work outside the normal work hours and employees shall be paid applicable straight time hourly 
wage rate plus a premium of fifty cents ($.50) per hour for the first eight (8) hours worked.  Any hours worked in excess of 
eight (8) hours shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate plus the fifty cent ($.50) per hour premium.  Shift work:  The 
Employer may elect to work one (1), two (2) or three (3) shifts on any work.  When two (2) or more shifts are worked on 
any operation, the first shift or day shift will consists of eight (8) hours exclusive for lunch time; the second shift or swing 
shift shall consists of eight (8) hours work for eight and one-half (8½) hours pay, exclusive of lunch time; the third or 
graveyard shift shall consist of eight (8) hours work for nine (9) hours pay exclusive of lunch time.  
 
NO. 51:  Means a regular work day shall be eight (8) hours worked between 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. The Contractor shall 
have the OPTION of working 4-10 hour days at straight time, with Friday being a make-up day at straight time if the job 
does not work during any work day in the regular work week due to inclement weather up to a maximum of ten (10) hours 
on Friday, or a maximum of forty (40) hours per pay period, with all hours worked over forty (40) per pay period being 
paid at the applicable overtime rate as specified.  All work performed in excess of the “Regular Work Day”, Saturdays, 
Sundays, and all observed holidays shall be known as overtime and paid as follows:  All overtime Monday through 
Sunday shall be at one and one-half (1 ½ ) times and all work on recognized Holidays (Labor Day being an exception) 
shall be at double (2) time.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency, and only 
when triple (3) time is paid. 
 
NO. 62:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a working day between 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. or from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 
p.m. exclusive of a one-half (½) hour lunch break.  Monday through Friday shall constitute the regular work week.  
Starting and quitting time may be moved up or set back where conditions warrant; however, a notification for each project 
must be made prior to working 4-10’s.  All time over the regular work day as defined and all hours worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of one & one-half (1½) the regular rate of wages.  If a job can't work forty (40) hours Monday 
through Friday because of inclement weather, Friday (if working 4-10’s) or Saturday (if working 5-8’s), may be worked as 
a make-up day at straight time.  In the event that Friday (if working 4-10’s) or Saturday (if working 5-8’s) is utilized as a 
workday, any employee that has been absent from work during the week shall be paid the straight time rate until such 
time that the employee has earned forty (40) hours of straight time pay.  If any employee is required to work recognized 
holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
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NO. 75:  Means the standard work day shall consist of eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. or 
C.S.T. or C.D.S.T. and 4:30 p.m., with a thirty (30) minute unpaid lunch period occurring in the middle of the shift.  The 
standard workweek shall consist of five standard workdays commencing on Monday and ending on Friday, inclusive.  
The normal starting and quitting times may be changed by mutual consent of interested parties.  All time worked 
before and after the established eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturdays, 
shall be paid for at the rate of one and one-half times the hourly base wage rate in effect.  All time worked on Sundays 
and on recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double the hourly base wage rate in effect.  In a work day 
provided a job runs at least four (4) working days, a ten (10) hour per day, four (4) days per week work schedule may 
be utilized.  Ten (10) hours work per day shall constitute a day’s work, forty (40) hours a week, Monday through 
Thursday, exclusively, shall constitute a week’s work.  The normal starting time of said day shall be between 6:30 a.m. 
and 8:30 a.m.  The normal quitting time shall be ten and one-half (10½) hours after the starting time.  A thirty (30) 
minute unpaid lunch shall occur in the middle of the day.  The normal starting and quitting times may be changed by 
mutual consent of the interested parties.  Provided a job runs at least four (4) working days and in the event, the job is 
shut down for eight (8) hours or more in one (1) work day Monday through Thursday due to inclement weather at the 
job site, then, at the option of the employer, Friday of the same work week may be worked as a makeup day.  The 
Friday makeup day will be considered identical in start and stop times as a ten (10) hour work day, (even if some 
overtime occurs or should ten (10) hours be lost to inclement weather), it would be worked as all other work days. 
 
NO. 81:  Means a workday of eight (8) hours, beginning at 8:00 a.m., Monday through Friday shall constitute a forty (40) 
hour work week.  All time over the eight (8) hour day as above defined and all hours worked on Saturday shall be paid at 
the rate of one and one-half (1½) the regular rate of wages.  If workmen are required to work the recognized holidays or 
days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 82:  Means the work day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours will constitute the work week from Monday through Friday, inclusive.  Up to four (4) hours of overtime work per 
day performed before or after the assigned normal work day, (twelve (12) continuous hours, starting no earlier than 
6:00 a.m., Monday through Friday),  shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) that employee’s hourly 
rate.  Any additional overtime, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  The first 
eight hours of overtime work on Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) the regular rate of 
pay.  Hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  
Double time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays, recognized legal holidays or days that may be celebrated 
as such as designated by the federal government.   All shifts for work performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 
1:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hourly rate plus two dollars ($2.00) per clock hour.  All shifts for work performed 
between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hour rate plus four dollars ($4.00) per clock 
hour.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half times (1.5x) 
the “shift” hourly rate.  
 
NO. 86:  The regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch period, 
with pay at the straight time rate with all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday shall begin between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. 
The Employer may have the option to schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day 
at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, holiday or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, they shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  All overtime work 
performed on Monday through Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be 
paid at the one and one half the hourly rate.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be paid at double the hourly rate.  Shifts may be established when 
considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the 
First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight 
hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the 
second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third 
shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) hours plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 
per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  Shifts that begin on 
Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half these rates.  Shifts 
that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double time these rates.  
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NO. 87:  Means eight (8) hours starting between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 4:30 p.m. 
at the Employers discretion shall constitute a day’s work.  Any work prior to 6:00 a.m. or after eight (8) hours shall be 
paid at the overtime rate.  Five (5) days from Monday through Friday inclusive shall constitute a regular work week.  All 
hours before and after these regular hours shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time.  All work on Saturday and Sunday shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale of wages. 
 
NO. 89:  Means the normal workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days for a total of forty (40) hours, starting on 
Monday at 8:00 a.m. and ending on Friday at 4:30 p.m.  The starting time can be flexible between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
a.m. and ending at 2:30 p.m. or 4:30 p.m. respectively.  All work before designated starting time and after quitting time 
shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) .  An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly rate 
shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a day Monday through Friday.  Saturdays, Sundays and Holidays 
shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time.  Any work started after 12:00 midnight Sunday, will be classified as time 
and one-half (1½) up to the legal starting time on Monday. 
 
NO. 90:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work between the hours of 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. from Monday to 
Friday, inclusive.  The work week shall be forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday.  Any work in excess of forty (40) 
hours in one week shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  At the Employer's option the work week can consist of 
five (5) eight (8) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour days.  In case of bad weather, or equipment breakdown, Friday may 
be used as a make-up day if four tens are being worked.  If five eights are being worked, Saturday may be used as a 
make-up day.  If the Employer works five eight hour days, all time over eight hours in one day will be paid at the overtime 
rate.  If the Employer works four ten hour days, all time over ten hours per day will be paid at the overtime rate.  Time and 
one-half (1½) shall be paid for the first two (2) hours of overtime work on any regular work day and any work performed 
before regular starting time and after regular quitting time and for the first ten (10) hours on Saturday.  All work in excess 
of ten (10) hours regular work day and ten (10) hours on Saturday and all work performed on Sunday and recognized 
holidays shall be double (2) time. 
 
NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 92:  Means all work performed from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, will be at straight time pay up to 
forty (40) hours per week.  All work performed Monday through Friday before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. will be done at 
time and one-half (1½).  All work done on Saturday will be done at time and one-half (1½), unless the employer and 
employee agree that Saturday shall be used as a make-up day.  The Employer may use a flexible starting time of 7:00 
a.m. to 8:00 a.m., and quitting time of 3:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m., and any such different work starting time shall determine 
whether wages are payable at the straight rate or the premium rate.  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid for at 
time and one-half (1½), unless the Saturday has been used as a make-up day.  All work performed on Sunday and 
holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
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NO. 103:  Means a regular workweek of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A Workday is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interested parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 120:  Means five (5) eight (8) hour days shall constitute a day’s work, Monday through Friday inclusive. Eight (8) 
hours shall constitute a regular days' work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. and forty (40) hours shall 
constitute a regular work week from Monday through Friday.  All time worked in excess of eight (8) hours per day or 
forty (40) hours per week shall be paid overtime at the rate of time and one-half.  A four (4) ten (10) hour day work 
schedule may be worked Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday. Overtime shall be paid only after ten 
(10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.    Double (2) time will be paid for all work done on Sundays and legal 
holidays. 
 
NO. 121:  Means the regular work day shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  The regular work week shall start on 
Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work Monday through Thursday, ten (10) hours per day.  
All work over eight (8) hours per day (if working five eight hour days) and ten (10) hours per day (if working four ten hours 
days) and over forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate of pay.  If a job cannot 
work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other conditions beyond the control of the 
Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working four ten hour days).  Saturday 
may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working five eight hour days).  Make-up days shall not be utilized for 
days lost because of Holidays.  All work performed on Sundays and Holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the regular 
straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 126:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $27.96 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
 
NO. 127:  Means the normal work week shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days for a total of forty (40) hours, starting 
on Monday at 8:00 a.m. and ending on Friday at 4:30 p.m.  The starting time can be flexible between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
a.m., and ending at 2:30 p.m. or 4:30 p.m. respectively.  All work before the designated starting time and after the quitting 
time shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly 
rate shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a day Monday through Friday.  Any work started after 12:00 
midnight Sunday, will be classified as time and one-half (1½) up to the legal starting time on Monday.  Saturdays shall be 
considered overtime and work done on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the prevailing scale.   Sundays 
and Holidays shall be considered overtime and work done on these days shall be paid at double (2) time the prevailing 
scale. 
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NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 20: The following days or assigned days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veterans Day (to be observed November 11), Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall 
be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work 
under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, 
Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no 
reimbursement for these eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless worked.  If workmen are required to work 
the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive the double regular rate 
of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 25:  All work done on New Year's Day, Martin Luther King Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, Christmas Day, Presidential Election Day, or 
days locally observed as such, and Saturday and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays and shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  If a named holiday falls on a Saturday, the holiday will be observed on the preceding 
Friday.  When a named holiday falls on Sunday, the Monday after will be observed as the holiday.  Appropriate 
overtime rates to be based on fifteen minute increments.  
 
NO. 26: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When a Holiday occurs on Saturday it shall not 
be observed on either the previous Friday or the following Monday.  Such days shall be regular work days.  If such a 
holiday occurs on Sunday it shall be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 30: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Friday after 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  No work shall be performed on 
Labor Day except in special cases of emergency and only when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on 
Saturday, the preceding day of Friday will be observed as a holiday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following 
Monday shall be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 31: All work done on New Year's Day, Presidents Day, Good Friday, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, Friday after Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, and Employee's Birthday shall be 
paid at the double time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the recognized holiday. 
 
NO. 40: The employer agrees to recognize the following holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, 
Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If the holiday falls on a Sunday, and is worked, 
the following work day will be double time wages for the holiday. 
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NO. 43: All of the following days or assigned days are recognized as holidays:  New Years Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day (November 11th), Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day. If a holiday 
falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on 
the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under 
construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday 
through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement 
for these eight (8) hours is to be paid the employee unless worked.  If the employee is required to work the above 
enumerated holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay 
for such work.   
 
NO. 45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 50:  All work performed on Saturdays, Sundays and recognized holidays shall be considered overtime and work 
performed on these days shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale.  The holidays of understanding are:  New 
Years’ Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Veterans Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  
Should any of these holidays fall on Saturday, the Friday before shall be observed as the holiday.  Should any of 
these days fall on Sunday, then the following Monday shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstance 
shall employees be permitted to work on Labor Day (the first Monday in September). 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for such work.   
 
NO. 61:  All work performed on recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  No work shall 
be performed on Labor Day except to save life or property.  The following holidays shall be observed: New Year’s 
Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, to be observed November 11 (or a mutually agreed 
date of the Friday after Thanksgiving if agreed by other crafts working on project), Thanksgiving Day and Christmas 
Day.  Any holiday which occurs on a Sunday shall be observed the following Monday. 
 
NO. 62:  All work performed on holidays shall be considered overtime and work performed on these days shall be 
paid at double (2) time rate of pay.  The holidays of understanding are:  New Years’ Day, Decoration Day, 
Independence Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  Should any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday the Friday before shall be observed as the holiday.  Should any of these days fall on Sunday, then the 
following Monday shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstance shall employees be permitted to work 
on Labor Day (the first Monday in September). 
 
NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
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NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 71:  All work performed on the following recognized holidays, or days that may be celebrated as such, shall be 
paid at the double (2) time rate of pay: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veterans 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Day after Thanksgiving and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
celebrated on Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday proceeding such Saturday. 
 
NO. 73:  The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran’s Day (or mutually agreed date of the Friday after Thanksgiving Day may be substituted for Veteran’s Day), 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or in the event that any of said Holidays falls on Sunday, then the day or days 
generally recognized as such.  Any work performed anywhere on any of the aforesaid Holidays, or on the day or 
days recognized and observed as such, shall be paid for at double (2) time the regular hourly rate. 
 
NO. 77:  The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is 
applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be 
counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to 
be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as 
a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.

The third shift shall start 
eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) hours plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the 
third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 per hour.  The 
additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  Shifts that begin on Saturday morning 
through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half these rates.  Shifts that begin on 
Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double time these rates. 
 
NO. 11:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work, with the starting time to be established between 6:00 a.m. 
and 8:00 a.m. from Monday to Friday.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for first two (2) hours of overtime Monday 
through Friday and the first eight (8) hours on Saturday.  All other overtime hours Monday through Saturday shall be paid 
at double (2) time rate.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all time on Sunday and recognized holidays or the days 
observed in lieu of these holidays. 
 
NO. 15:  Means the regular working day shall be scheduled to consist of at least eight (8) hours, but no more than ten 
(10) consecutive hours, exclusive of the lunch period.  The regular working day may be scheduled to commence at any 
time between the hours of 5:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m.  All work performed in excess of forty (40) hours in one work week, 
or in excess of ten (10) hours in one work day shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly 
wage scale.  Any work performed on a Saturday shall be paid for at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
hourly wage scale unless such Saturday work falls under the category of Saturday Make-Up Day.  Any work performed 
by Employees anywhere on Sunday or recognized holidays, shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time the regular 
wage scale.  If, during the course of a work week, an Employee is unable to work for any reason, and, as a result, that 
Employee has not accumulated forty (40) hours of compensable time at the straight time rate, the Employer, at his option 
may offer the Employee the opportunity to work on Saturday at straight time; provided, however, if during the period 
worked by said Employee on Saturday, the Employee’s compensable time at the straight time rate exceeds forty (40) 
hours, all time worked in excess of the forty (40) hours will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
hourly wage scale.   
 
NO. 22:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interest parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
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NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 32:  The regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor on the job between six (6) a.m. and four (4) p.m. 
and the regular working week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour day’s of labor on the job beginning with 
Monday and ending with Friday of each week.  The normal work week is 40 hours.  All full-time or part-time labor 
performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  All 
work performed during regular work hours on Saturdays will be paid at time and one-half (1 ½).  All work performed 
outside of regular working hours and performed during the regular work week, shall be at double (2) times the regular 
rate, except that the first two (2) hours following the regular work day shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the 
regular rate. An early starting time of 6:00 a.m. may be used mutually agreed upon by the interested parties.  SHIFT 
RATE:  Shift work would start after 4:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m.  The first 8 hours would be at 115% of the basic wage rate.  
Overtime Monday through Friday would be at 1 ½ of base shift rate.  Saturday regular work day hours – 1½ of base shift 
rate.  Saturday – work after 8 hours – 2 times the basic wage rate.  Sunday and Holidays – 2 times the basic wage rate.  
All work performed on recognized holidays and Sundays shall be paid double (2) time.  Appropriate overtime rates to be 
based on fifteen minute increments.  
 
NO. 35:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interested parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 43:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours 
within five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week. Work performed in the 9th and 
10th hour, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
Contractor has the option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of 
pay between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday. Work performed outside the regularly 
scheduled working hours and on Saturdays, Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall 
be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
   
NO. 44:  Means forty (40) hours shall constitute a work week, Monday through Friday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute 
a work day.  Hours of work shall be between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  All work performed before 7:00 a.m. 
and after 4:30 p.m. and all work performed in excess of eight (8) hours in any one work day, over forty (40) hours in 
any work week and the first eight (8) hours of work on Saturday, shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) 
times the regular rate of pay.  All hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours on Saturday, all hours worked on Sunday 
and on holidays, or days that may be celebrated as such, and as designated by the federal government, shall be paid 
at two (2) times the regular rate of pay.  All shifts for work performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. 
shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus two dollars ($2.00) per clock hour.   All work 
performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. on a third shift shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the 
regular hourly rate plus four dollars ($4.00) per clock hour.   All overtime work required after the completion of a regular 
shift shall be paid at one and one-half times (1½ x) the “shift” hourly rate. 
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NO. 55:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours between 6:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  The first two (2) hours of 
work performed in excess of the eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and the first ten (10)  hours of work on 
Saturday, shall be paid at one & one-half (1½) times the straight time rate.  All work performed on Sunday, observed 
holidays and in excess of ten (10) hours a day, Monday through Saturday, shall be paid at double (2) the straight time 
rate. 
 
NO. 66:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work beginning at 7:00 a.m. (or 8:00) A.M. and ending at 3:30 (or 
4:30) P.M.    The work week shall be forty (40) hours beginning Monday at 7:00 a.m. (or 8:00) A.M.  and ending Friday at 
3:30 (or 4:30) P.M.  The Employer at his option may use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
a.m.  All overtime, that is worked outside of the above established working hours of Monday through Friday, shall be paid 
at double (2) time, including Saturdays, Sundays and Holidays.  
 
NO. 67:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work, with a flexible starting time to begin between 6:00 a.m. to 
8:00 a.m., five (5) days a week, Monday through Friday.  Any work over eight (8) hours in any one day shall be at the 
overtime rate, which is time & one-half (1½).  Any work on Saturday shall be at time & one-half (1½), unless a Make-Up 
Day due to inclement weather is in effect.  Any work on Sundays or holidays shall be at double (2) time.  Four (4) days, 
ten (10) hours each day to be worked during Monday through Friday, shall be paid at straight time.  A Make-Up Day Due 
To Inclement Weather Only - Employee(s) will be permitted to work an eight (8) hour make-up day on Saturday only, and 
the employee will receive the regular straight time wage rate.   
 
NO. 72:  Means that except as is otherwise provided herein, the work week shall be determined to begin at 8:00 a.m. 
Wednesday and end at 4:30 p.m. on the following Tuesday.  Except as herein provided, working hours are from 8:00 a.m. 
to 11:55 a.m. and 12:30 p.m. to 4:25 p.m. and no more than the regular hours shall be worked during the forenoon or 
afternoon at the regular rate.  In the case of days of inclement weather starting time and quitting time may be adjusted so 
long as the hours worked on such days do not exceed eight (8) and do not extend beyond 4:30 p.m.  In circumstances 
where the Employee or Employees have regularly been working overtime on a particular day or days, no adjustment in 
the starting time shall operate to deprive Employees of overtime pay, which they would have otherwise received but for 
the change in the starting time.  The parties understand that the application of the provisions of the preceding sentence 
will result in Employees receiving overtime pay even where they have not worked more than with (8) hours on a particular 
day.  Regardless of the staring time, the forenoon working hours shall end at 11:55 a.m. and the afternoon working hours 
shall begin at 12:30 p.m. and end 8 hours and 25 minutes after the staring time fixed by the Employer for forenoon hours.  
Work performed by an employee on a non-holiday Saturday, except as hereinafter provided, or at night or before or after 
regular working hours on a non-holiday weekday, shall be considered overtime work, for which Employees working 
during such time shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times their regular hourly wage rate for each hour or 
fraction thereof, worked during such time.  Work performed on a Sunday or the recognized holidays shall be considered 
overtime work for which the Employee shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate for each hour 
or fraction thereof worked on any such day. 
 
NO. 76:  Means the standard workday shall consist of eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 
p.m. with a thirty (30) minute unpaid lunch hour occurring in the middle of the shift.  The standard workweek shall consist 
of five standard workdays commencing on Monday and ending on Friday.  The normal starting and quitting times may be 
changed by mutual consent of interested parties.  All time worked before and after the established eight (8) hour workday, 
Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday, shall be paid for at the rate of time & one-half (1½) the hourly 
base wage rate in effect.  All time worked on Sunday and holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) the hourly wage 
in effect.  All work done on Saturday will be done at time & one-half (1½), unless Saturday shall be used as a make-up 
day.  If an employee should lose one or more days in a work week and use Saturday as a make-up day the pay shall be 
at the regular hourly base wage rate and benefits. 
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NO. 77:  Means the regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch 
period, with pay at the regular straight time hourly rate.  The regular workday shall begin on the job site between the 
hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. with the starting time to be determined by the Employer, unless project owner requires 
different starting time.  This adjustable starting time can, at the Employer’s option, be staggered to permit starting portions 
of the work force at various times within the prescribed hours.   The Employer may establish a four (4) ten (10) hour shift 
exclusive of the thirty (30) minute lunch period at the straight time wage rate.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a 
week’s work Monday through Thursday.  In the event a job is down due to weather conditions, safety or other conditions 
beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday may, at the option of the employer, be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time wage rate. Straight time is not to exceed ten (10) hours a day or forty (40) hours per week.  Time and one-
half (1 ½ ) shall be paid for all overtime hours worked during the week, Monday through Friday and for all work performed 
on Saturday.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 80:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day and forty (40) hours a work week, Monday through 
Friday.  The Employer shall establish the starting time between 6:30 a.m. through 9:00 a.m.  An Employer may further 
adjust the starting time up to 9:30 a.m. throughout the year.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid after eight (8) 
consecutive hours worked after the established starting time and for hours worked before the established starting time.  
Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for work performed on Saturdays.  Work performed on Sundays and Holidays shall 
be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  The Employer when working on Highway and Road Work may have the option 
to schedule the work week for his paving crew only from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the 
straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be at the applicable overtime rate of 
time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to inclement 
weather (rain, snow, sleet falling), the Employer shall have the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to 
complete the forty (40) hours. 
 
NO. 82:  Means the work day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours will constitute the work week from Monday through Friday, inclusive.  Up to four (4) hours of overtime work per 
day performed before or after the assigned normal work day, (twelve (12) continuous hours, starting no earlier than 
6:00 a.m., Monday through Friday),  shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) that employee’s hourly 
rate.  Any additional overtime, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  The first 
eight hours of overtime work on Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) the regular rate of 
pay.  Hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  
Double time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays, recognized legal holidays or days that may be celebrated 
as such as designated by the federal government.   All shifts for work performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 
1:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hourly rate plus two dollars ($2.00) per clock hour.  All shifts for work performed 
between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hour rate plus four dollars ($4.00) per clock 
hour.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half times (1.5x) 
the “shift” hourly rate.  
 
NO. 87:  Means eight (8) hours starting between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 4:30 p.m. 
at the Employers discretion shall constitute a day’s work.  Any work prior to 6:00 a.m. or after eight (8) hours shall be 
paid at the overtime rate.  Five (5) days from Monday through Friday inclusive shall constitute a regular work week.  All 
hours before and after these regular hours shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time.  All work on Saturday and Sunday shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale of wages. 
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NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 92:  Means all work performed from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, will be at straight time pay up to 
forty (40) hours per week.  All work performed Monday through Friday before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. will be done at 
time and one-half (1½).  All work done on Saturday will be done at time and one-half (1½), unless the employer and 
employee agree that Saturday shall be used as a make-up day.  The Employer may use a flexible starting time of 7:00 
a.m. to 8:00 a.m., and quitting time of 3:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m., and any such different work starting time shall determine 
whether wages are payable at the straight rate or the premium rate.  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid for at 
time and one-half (1½), unless the Saturday has been used as a make-up day.  All work performed on Sunday and 
holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 93:  Means the regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch 
period, with pay at the regular straight time hourly rate.  The regular workday shall begin on the job site between the 
hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. with the starting time to be determined by the Employer, unless project owner requires 
different starting time.  This adjustable starting time can, at the Employer’s option, be staggered to permit starting portions 
of the work force at various times within the prescribed hours.   The Employer may establish a four (4) ten (10) hour shift 
exclusive of the thirty minute unpaid lunch period at the straight time wage rate.  Forty (40) hours per week shall 
constitute a week’s work Monday through Thursday.  In the event a job is down due to weather conditions, safety or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a makeup 
day at the straight time wage rate.  Straight time is not to exceed ten (10) hours a day or forty (40) hours per week.  
Starting time will be designated by the Employer.  Time and one-half (1 ½) shall be paid for all overtime hours worked 
during the week, Monday through Friday and for all work performed on Saturday.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all 
time worked on Sunday and all recognized holidays.  
 
NO. 104:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a standard work day between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
p.m.  The standard work week shall be forty (40) hours between 6:00 a.m. on Monday and ending 8:00 p.m. on Friday.  
An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly rate shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a 
day Monday through Friday.  Saturdays shall be considered overtime and work done on Saturday shall be paid at time 
and one-half (1½) the prevailing scale.  Sundays and holidays shall be considered overtime and work done on these days 
shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale. 
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NO.  113:  The regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch period, 
with pay at the regular straight time hourly rate.  The regular workday shall begin on the job site between 6:00 a.m. and 
9:00 a.m.  Overtime rates shall not be broken down into less than thirty (30) minute units of time.  The Employer shall 
have the option of working five (5) eight (8) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour days, Monday through Friday.  If an 
Employer elects to work five (5) eight (8) hour days during any work week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or 
forty (40) per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday through Friday.  If a crew is prevented 
from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any part thereof, by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or 
any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  The Employer may establish a four (4) ten 
(10) hour shift exclusive of the thirty (30) minute unpaid lunch period at the straight time wage rate.  Forty (40) hours per 
week shall constitute a week’s work, Monday through Thursday.  In the event a job is down due to weather conditions, 
holiday, or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday may, at the option of the Employer, be 
worked as a make-up day at the straight time wage rate.  Straight time is not to exceed ten (10) hours a day or forty (40) 
hours per week.  If an Employer elects to work eight (8) hour days and loses a day due to inclement weather, he may 
work ten (10) hour days the remainder of the week at straight time. In the event the Laborer working is assisting another 
craft being paid overtime wage rates, the laborer will receive time and one-half (1½) for hours worked on Saturday.  
Sundays and recognized Holidays or days observed as such, shall be paid at the double (2) time rate. Projects That 
Cannot Be Performed During Regular Workday:  If required by owner, the contractor may perform work outside the 
normal work hours, and employees shall be paid the applicable straight time hourly wage rate plus a premium of ($2.50) 
per hour for the first eight hours worked.  Any hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours shall be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate plus the ($2.50) per hour premium.  Shift work:  Shifts shall be established for a minimum of three (3) 
consecutive workdays.  Shift hours will be defined as: First shift eight (8) hours including thirty (30) minutes for lunch. 
Second shift-eight (8) hours including thirty (30) minutes for lunch.  Third shift eight (8) hours including thirty (30) minutes 
for lunch.  The first shift will be paid at eight (8) hours straight time.  The second shift will be paid eight (8) hours straight 
time plus a two dollar and fifty cent ($2.50) per hour premium, and the third shift shall be paid eight (8) hours straight time 
plus a three dollar and fifty cent ($3.50) per hour premium.  Payment for shift work shall be determined by when an 
Employer first begins his shift operation, i.e., the shifts which begin on Friday morning and end on Saturday morning will 
be paid at straight time; the shifts which start on Saturday morning and end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and 
one-half (1½); the shifts which start on Sunday morning and end on Monday morning will be paid at double time. 
Employees working during the normal workday shall receive first shift pay; employees working predominantly during the 
evening hours shall receive second shift pay; employees working predominately during the early morning hours shall 
receive third shift pay.   
 
NO. 116:  Means the standard work day shall consist of eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 
p.m.  The standard work week shall consist of five standard work days commencing on Monday and ending on Friday 
inclusive.  All time worked before and after the established eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and all time 
worked on Saturdays, shall be paid for at the rate of time & one-half (1½) the hourly base wage rate in effect.  All time 
worked on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) the hourly base wage rate in effect. 
 
NO. 126:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $27.96 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 3: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, 
the following Monday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 5:  All work that shall be done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate 
for each hour of fraction thereof worked on any such day .  
 
NO. 6:  The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor 
Day, Veterans Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day and any additional holidays which may be mutually agreed 
upon.  Whenever any such holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be recognized and observed as 
the holiday.  Work performed on Sundays and holidays shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  No work shall 
be performed on Labor Day.   
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 8: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day, or the days observed in lieu of these holidays, shall be paid at the double 
time rate of pay.   
 
NO. 12: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Should any of these days fall on Sunday, then the 
following day shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstances shall employees be permitted to work on 
Labor Day. 
 
NO. 18: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
the Friday following Thanksgiving and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When one of the 
above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be considered the holiday, and when one of the above 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered the holiday, and all work performed on said 
day(s) shall be paid at the double time rate. 
 
NO. 25:  All work done on New Year's Day, Martin Luther King Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, Christmas Day, Presidential Election Day, or 
days locally observed as such, and Saturday and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays and shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  If a named holiday falls on a Saturday, the holiday will be observed on the preceding 
Friday.  When a named holiday falls on Sunday, the Monday after will be observed as the holiday.  Appropriate 
overtime rates to be based on fifteen minute increments.  
 
NO. 26: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When a Holiday occurs on Saturday it shall not 
be observed on either the previous Friday or the following Monday.  Such days shall be regular work days.  If such a 
holiday occurs on Sunday it shall be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 31: All work done on New Year's Day, Presidents Day, Good Friday, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, Friday after Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, and Employee's Birthday shall be 
paid at the double time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the recognized holiday. 
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NO. 36: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workman unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make-up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make-up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 41:  The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, 
Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  No work shall be performed on the Fourth of July, 
Labor Day or Christmas Day.  Any work performed on the above holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the 
regular straight time rate of pay.  When any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
observed as such holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall not be considered to be observed on the previous 
Friday or following Monday.  Such days shall be regular workdays. 
 
NO. 42: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, 
Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  No work shall be performed on the Fourth of July, 
Labor Day or Christmas Day.  Any work performed on the above holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the 
regular straight time rate of pay.  When any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the Monday following shall be 
observed as such holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall not be considered to be observed on the previous 
Friday or following Monday.  Such days shall be regular workdays. 
 
NO. 45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 47: The following holidays are recognized:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving and Christmas Day.  When a holiday listed above falls 
on Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday preceding the holiday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the 
following Monday shall be observed. Holidays referred to above shall be paid for at the double (2) time rate of pay 
when worked. 
 
NO. 51: All time worked on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) the hourly 
base wage rate in effect. The Employer agrees to recognize the following holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If the holiday falls on 
Sunday, it shall be recognized on the following Monday.  If the holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be recognized as a 
Saturday only holiday.  
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for such work.   
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NO. 60:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Armistice Day (Veteran's Day), Decoration Day (Memorial Day), 
Independence Day (Fourth of July), Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of 
pay.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday will be observed as the holiday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 71:  All work performed on the following recognized holidays, or days that may be celebrated as such, shall be 
paid at the double (2) time rate of pay: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veterans 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Day after Thanksgiving and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
celebrated on Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday proceeding such Saturday. 
 
NO. 73:  The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran’s Day (or mutually agreed date of the Friday after Thanksgiving Day may be substituted for Veteran’s Day), 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or in the event that any of said Holidays falls on Sunday, then the day or days 
generally recognized as such.  Any work performed anywhere on any of the aforesaid Holidays, or on the day or 
days recognized and observed as such, shall be paid for at double (2) time the regular hourly rate.

The Employer 
shall have the option of working five 8-hour days or four 10-hour days Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to 
work five 8-hour days during any workweek, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or 40 per week shall be paid at 
time and one-half the hourly rate Monday through Friday.   If an Employer elects to work four 10-hour days in a week, 
work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or 40 hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half the hourly rate 
Monday through Friday.  When working a five 8-hour day schedule and an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) 
hours Monday through Friday, or any part thereof, by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be 
worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  If an Employer is working a four 10-hour day schedule and loses a day 
due to inclement weather, he may work 10 hours Friday at straight time.  All hours worked over the 40 hours Monday 
through Friday will be paid at 1 ½ overtime rate.  A workday shift is to begin at the option of the Employer, between 6:00 
a.m. and not later than 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if required.  If workmen 
are required to work the enumerated holidays or days observed as such or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  Overtime shall be computed at one-half (1/2) hour intervals.  Shift:  The Contractor may 
elect to work one, two or three shifts on any work.  When operating on more than one shift, the shifts shall be known as 
the day shift, swing shift, and graveyard shift as such terms are recognized in the industry.  When two shifts are worked 
on any operation, the shifts will consist of eight (8) or ten (10) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  When three shifts are worked 
the first day or day shift will consist of eight (8) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  The second or swing shift shall consist of 
seven and one-half (7 1/2) hours work for eight hours pay, exclusive of lunchtime, and the third or the graveyard shift shall 
consist of seven (7) hours work for eight (8) hours pay, exclusive of the lunchtime.  All time in excess of normal shifts shall 
be considered overtime.  Multiple shift (the two or three shift) operation will not be construed on the entire project if at 
anytime it is deemed advisable and necessary for the Employer to multiple shift a specific operation.  However, no shift 
shall be started between midnight and six a.m. except the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation, or except in an 
unusual or emergency situation.  If an Employer starts a shift between midnight and 6 a.m. except the graveyard shift on a 
three-shift operation, he shall reimburse all employees for the entire shift at the double time rate.  Completion of the 
second shift on a two-shift operation or completion of the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation that carries over into 
Saturday morning, shall be at the straight time rate.  Overtime shall be computed at ½ hour intervals.   
 
NO. 9:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours within 
five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week. Work performed in the 9th and 10th hour, 
Monday through Friday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay. Contractor has the 
option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay between the hours of 
6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  Worked performed in the first eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid 
at the rate of one and eight tenths (1.8) the regular straight time rate.  Work performed outside these hours and on 
Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
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NO. 10:  Means the regular workday for which employees shall be compensated at straight time hourly rate of pay shall, 
unless otherwise provided for, begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of five (5) 
days, Monday through Friday, beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m. except as may be modified.  The starting 
time may be either advanced or delayed one hour or two hours at the discretion of the Employer.  The Employer may 
have the option to schedule his work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time 
rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer 
elects to work Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to inclement weather, holidays or other conditions beyond 
the control of the Employer, he shall have the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty 
(40) hour workweek.  All necessary overtime and work performed on Saturday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the 
hourly rate, plus an amount equal to one-half (½) of the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate, plus an amount equal to the hourly Total 
Indicated Fringe Benefits.  Shifts may be established when considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates 
will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of 
eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time 
rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus 
one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight 
time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) 
hours plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the 
straight time rate plus $3.50 per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  
Shifts that begin on Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half 
these rates.  Shifts that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double 
time these rates. 
 
NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 25:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, starting on Monday and ending on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any 
part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the straight 
time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have 
been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 
9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  All 
hours worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
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NO. 26:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day shall 
be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any part 
thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time 
rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have been 
employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 
a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  For all 
time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 32: Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  
 
NO. 80:  Means the regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute unpaid 
lunch period, with pay at the straight time rate.  If the workday starts at 8:00 a.m., the quitting time shall be no later than 
4:30 p.m.  When separate crews are used, the start time may be adjusted from 6:00 AM through 9:00 AM.  The start time 
may be further adjusted to 9:30 AM throughout the year if required by government agency or municipal ordinance.  Time 
and one-half (1½) shall be paid after eight (8) consecutive hours Monday through Saturday.  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate.  If a crew of another trade working for the 
employer is receiving overtime pay, the Cement Mason crew shall receive overtime pay.  The Employer has the option to 
schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with all 
hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  When an Employer schedules 
4-10’s, the Employer will not bring in any other crew for a fifth workday on the project while not calling in the normal crew 
that had been scheduled for that project.  If the Employer elects to work 4-10’s Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, the Employer shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  Shifts may be established 
when considered necessary by the employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  All shifts shall be eight (8) hours 
plus one-half (1/2) hour for unpaid lunch.  First shift will begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  Hours worked during the 
first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight hours after the start of the first shift 
and will be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour premium.  The third shift shall start eight hours after the start of 
the second shift and will be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 per hour premium.  Shifts will be established for a 
minimum of three consecutive workdays.  If only two shifts are worked, the Employer may regulate the start time to take 
maximum advantage of daylight hours. 
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NO. 4: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.

When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; 
however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the worker unless worked. If workers are required to 
work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 21: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) 
hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless 
worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when an observed 
holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make-up day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 22:  The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veterans Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day and any additional holidays which may be mutually agreed upon. 
Whenever any such holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be recognized and observed as the holiday.  
Work performed on Sundays and holidays shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  No work shall be performed on 
Labor Day.   
 
NO. 25: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.

NO. 31: All work performed on New Year's Day, Presidents’ Day, Veterans’ Day, Good Friday, Decoration Day, Fourth of 
July, Labor Day, Christmas Eve Day,  Christmas Day, Thanksgiving Day and Day after Thanksgiving or days celebrated for 
the same.

All work outside of the regular working hours as provided, Monday through Saturday, shall be paid at one & one-half (1½) 
times the employee's regular rate of pay.  All work performed from 12:00 a.m. Sunday through 8:00 a.m.  Monday and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) the straight time hourly rate of pay.  Should employees work in excess of 
twelve (12) consecutive hours they shall be paid double time (2X) for all time after twelve (12) hours.  Shift work 
performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:30 a.m. (second shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular 
hourly rate of pay plus ten (10%) percent for seven and one-half (7½) hours work.  Shift work performed between the 
hours of 12:30 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. (third shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus fifteen 
(15%) percent for seven (7) hours work.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime 
work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate. 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.

In the event a job is down due to weather conditions, safety or other conditions 
beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday may, at the option of the employer, be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time wage rate.

The Employer may establish a four (4) ten (10) hour shift 
exclusive of the thirty (30) minute unpaid lunch period at the straight time wage rate.  Forty (40) hours per week shall 
constitute a week’s work Monday through Thursday.

If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, holiday or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, they shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.

Work on the 
second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third 
shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) hours plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 
per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  Shifts that begin on 
Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half these rates.  Shifts 
that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double time these rates.  
 
NO. 87:  Means eight (8) hours starting between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 4:30 p.m. 
at the Employers discretion shall constitute a day’s work.  Any work prior to 6:00 a.m. or after eight (8) hours shall be 
paid at the overtime rate.  Five (5) days from Monday through Friday inclusive shall constitute a regular work week.  All 
hours before and after these regular hours shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time.  All work on Saturday and Sunday shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale of wages. 
 
NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 92:  Means all work performed from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, will be at straight time pay up to 
forty (40) hours per week.  All work performed Monday through Friday before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. will be done at 
time and one-half (1½).  All work done on Saturday will be done at time and one-half (1½), unless the employer and 
employee agree that Saturday shall be used as a make-up day.  The Employer may use a flexible starting time of 7:00 
a.m. to 8:00 a.m., and quitting time of 3:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m., and any such different work starting time shall determine 
whether wages are payable at the straight rate or the premium rate.  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid for at 
time and one-half (1½), unless the Saturday has been used as a make-up day.  All work performed on Sunday and 
holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
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NO. 94:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m.  The regular 
workday starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or 
delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  All work performed in excess of the regular work day and on Saturday shall be 
compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular pay.  In the event time is lost during the work week due to 
weather conditions, the Employer may schedule work on the following Saturday at straight time.  All work accomplished 
on Sunday and holidays shall be compensated at double the regular rate of wages. 
 
NO. 101:  Means that except as provided below, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) 
hours per week shall constitute a week's work, which shall begin on Monday and end on Friday.  All time worked outside of 
the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half (1½) (except 
as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the 
rate of double (2) time.  The regular starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved 
forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour 
days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When a four (4) ten-hour day work week is 
in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m.  
Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down 
for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked 
as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.  Starting time will be 
designated by the employer.  When the five (5) day eight (8) hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per week shall 
constitute a week’s work, Monday through Friday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the 
Employer's control, then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to 
exceed eight (8) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.  Make-up days shall not be utilized for days lost due to 
holidays. 
 
NO. 110:  Means eight (8) hours between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day.  The 
starting time may be advanced one (1) or two (2) hours.  Employees shall have a lunch period of thirty (30) minutes.  
The Employer may provide a lunch period of one (1) hour, and in that event, the workday shall commence at 8:00 a.m. 
and end at 5:00 p.m.  The workweek shall commence at 8:00 a.m. on Monday and shall end at 4:30 p.m. on Friday (or 
5:00 p.m. on Friday if the Employer grants a lunch period of one (1) hour), or as adjusted by starting time change as 
stated above.  All work performed before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. (or 5:00 p.m. where one (1) hour lunch is 
granted for lunch) or as adjusted by starting time change as stated above or on Saturday, except as herein provided, 
shall be compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate of pay for the work performed.  All work 
performed on Sunday and on recognized holidays shall be compensated at double (2) the regular hourly rate of pay for 
the work performed.  When working a five 8-hour day schedule and an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) 
hours, Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), Saturday or any part 
thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  The Employer shall have the option of working five 
eight (8) hour days or four ten (10) hour days Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work five (5) eight (8) 
hour days during any work week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid 
at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work four (4) ten (10) hour 
days in any week, work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time 
and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is working ten (10) hour days and loses a 
day due to inclement weather, they may work ten (10) hours Friday at straight time.  All hours worked over the forty 
(40) hours Monday through Friday will be paid at time and one-half (1½) overtime rate.  Overtime shall be computed at 
half-hour intervals. Shift work:  Where it is necessary for the project to operate in shifts, a twenty-four (24) hour or sixteen 
(16) hour daily schedule shall be established for not less than three (3) consecutive days at the wage rates applicable to 
the work being performed.  One-half (1/2) hour in eight (8) hour shift shall be allowed for lunch for which there will be no 
deduction in the pay of the employee.  Employees on the second shift shall be paid twenty-five cents ($.25) per hour 
more and employees on the third shift fifty cents ($.50) per hour more than those on the first shift.  Overtime shall be 
computed after shift differential is added to base pay. 
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NO. 118:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day, between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m. 
except when the Employer elects to work four (4) ten (10) hour days as described below.  The starting time of the 
workday can be adjusted from 6:30 a.m. to 9:00 a.m.  The Employer may have the option to schedule his work week from 
Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) 
hours in any one day to be at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday 
and is stopped due to inclement weather (rain, snow, sleet falling), or other conditions beyond the control of the 
Employer, the Employer shall have the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) 
hours.  However, should a holiday occur, Monday through Thursday, the Employer shall have the option to work Friday at 
the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) hours.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for work performed in 
excess of eight (8) hours on any regular work day or outside the hours limiting a regular work day.  Straight time is not to 
exceed ten (10) hours a day or forty (40) hours per week.   When an Employer works a project on a four (4) ten (10) hour 
day work schedule, the Employer will not bring in any other crew for a fifth workday on the project while not calling in the 
normal crew that had been scheduled for that project. Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for work performed on 
Saturdays.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays.  Overtime shall be 
computed at one-half (1/2) intervals. Projects that cannot be performed during regular workday:  If required by owner, the 
contractor may perform work outside the normal work hours and employees shall be paid applicable straight time hourly 
wage rate plus a premium of one dollar and fifty cents ($1.50) per hour for the first eight (8) hours worked.  Any hours 
worked in excess of eight (8) hours shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate plus the one dollar and fifty cent ($1.50) 
per hour premium.  The overtime rate shall be computed after the $1.50 premium has been added to the hourly wage 
rate.  However, if a contractor employs any other craft on a project being worked outside the normal workday, and is 
paying the other craft a higher premium, then the Laborers employed by such contractor on such project outside the 
normal work hours shall be paid the higher premium.  Shift work:  Shifts may be established when necessary by the 
Employer.  Shifts shall be established for a minimum of three (3) consecutive workdays.  The first shift will be paid at eight 
(8) hours straight time pay for eight (8) hours work.  The second shift will be paid at eight (8) hours straight time pay plus 
a thirty-five cent ($.35) per hour premium for seven and one-half (7½) hours work.  The third shift will be paid at eight (8) 
hours straight time pay plus a forty-cent ($.40) per hour premium for seven (7) hours work.  Overtime is computed after 
the premium has been added to the hourly wage rate.  Nothing above prohibits the working of two (2) shifts greater than 
eight (8) hours with excess hours to be paid at overtime rate.    
 
NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
 
NO. 126:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $27.96 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 3: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, 
the following Monday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 5:  All work that shall be done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate 
for each hour of fraction thereof worked on any such day .  
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 8: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day, or the days observed in lieu of these holidays, shall be paid at the double 
time rate of pay.   
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 23: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day and Sundays shall be recognized holidays and shall be paid at the double time 
rate of pay.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be considered a holiday.  When a holiday 
falls on Saturday, Friday is recognized as a holiday.  
 
NO. 26: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When a Holiday occurs on Saturday it shall not 
be observed on either the previous Friday or the following Monday.  Such days shall be regular work days.  If such a 
holiday occurs on Sunday it shall be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 31: All work done on New Year's Day, Presidents Day, Good Friday, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, Friday after Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, and Employee's Birthday shall be 
paid at the double time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the recognized holiday. 
 
NO. 41:  The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, 
Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  No work shall be performed on the Fourth of July, 
Labor Day or Christmas Day.  Any work performed on the above holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the 
regular straight time rate of pay.  When any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
observed as such holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall not be considered to be observed on the previous 
Friday or following Monday.  Such days shall be regular workdays. 
 
NO. 45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
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NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for such work.   
 
NO. 57:  All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day 
(November 11), Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  
When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed 
on the days set forth except in cases of emergencies to protect life or property. 
 
NO. 60:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Armistice Day (Veteran's Day), Decoration Day (Memorial Day), 
Independence Day (Fourth of July), Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of 
pay.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday will be observed as the holiday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 73:  The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran’s Day (or mutually agreed date of the Friday after Thanksgiving Day may be substituted for Veteran’s Day), 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or in the event that any of said Holidays falls on Sunday, then the day or days 
generally recognized as such.  Any work performed anywhere on any of the aforesaid Holidays, or on the day or 
days recognized and observed as such, shall be paid for at double (2) time the regular hourly rate. 
 
NO. 74:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be paid at double (2) time of the hourly rate of pay.  In the event one of 
the above holiday’s falls on Saturday, the holiday shall be celebrated on Saturday.  If the holiday falls on Sunday, the 
holiday will be celebrated on Monday.  
 
NO. 80: The following days shall be recognized as Holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  In the event that any of these Holidays fall on a 
Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be observed; if on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed.   No 
work shall be performed on these days except in emergency to protect life or property.  All work performed on these 
holidays shall be compensated at double the regular hourly rate for the work performed.  Overtime shall be 
computed at half hour intervals.

If an Employer elects to work four 10-hour days in a week, 
work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or 40 hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half the hourly rate 
Monday through Friday.  When working a five 8-hour day schedule and an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) 
hours Monday through Friday, or any part thereof, by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be 
worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  If an Employer is working a four 10-hour day schedule and loses a day 
due to inclement weather, he may work 10 hours Friday at straight time.  All hours worked over the 40 hours Monday 
through Friday will be paid at 1 ½ overtime rate.  A workday shift is to begin at the option of the Employer, between 6:00 
a.m. and not later than 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if required.  If workmen 
are required to work the enumerated holidays or days observed as such or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  Overtime shall be computed at one-half (1/2) hour intervals.  Shift:  The Contractor may 
elect to work one, two or three shifts on any work.  When operating on more than one shift, the shifts shall be known as 
the day shift, swing shift, and graveyard shift as such terms are recognized in the industry.  When two shifts are worked 
on any operation, the shifts will consist of eight (8) or ten (10) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  When three shifts are worked 
the first day or day shift will consist of eight (8) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  The second or swing shift shall consist of 
seven and one-half (7 1/2) hours work for eight hours pay, exclusive of lunchtime, and the third or the graveyard shift shall 
consist of seven (7) hours work for eight (8) hours pay, exclusive of the lunchtime.  All time in excess of normal shifts shall 
be considered overtime.  Multiple shift (the two or three shift) operation will not be construed on the entire project if at 
anytime it is deemed advisable and necessary for the Employer to multiple shift a specific operation.  However, no shift 
shall be started between midnight and six a.m. except the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation, or except in an 
unusual or emergency situation.  If an Employer starts a shift between midnight and 6 a.m. except the graveyard shift on a 
three-shift operation, he shall reimburse all employees for the entire shift at the double time rate.  Completion of the 
second shift on a two-shift operation or completion of the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation that carries over into 
Saturday morning, shall be at the straight time rate.  Overtime shall be computed at ½ hour intervals.   
 
NO. 9:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours within 
five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week. Work performed in the 9th and 10th hour, 
Monday through Friday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay. Contractor has the 
option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay between the hours of 
6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  Worked performed in the first eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid 
at the rate of one and eight tenths (1.8) the regular straight time rate.  Work performed outside these hours and on 
Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
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NO. 10:  Means the regular workday for which employees shall be compensated at straight time hourly rate of pay shall, 
unless otherwise provided for, begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of five (5) 
days, Monday through Friday, beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m. except as may be modified.  The starting 
time may be either advanced or delayed one hour or two hours at the discretion of the Employer.  The Employer may 
have the option to schedule his work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time 
rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer 
elects to work Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to inclement weather, holidays or other conditions beyond 
the control of the Employer, he shall have the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty 
(40) hour workweek.  All necessary overtime and work performed on Saturday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the 
hourly rate, plus an amount equal to one-half (½) of the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate, plus an amount equal to the hourly Total 
Indicated Fringe Benefits.  Shifts may be established when considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates 
will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of 
eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time 
rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus 
one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight 
time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) 
hours plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the 
straight time rate plus $3.50 per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  
Shifts that begin on Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half 
these rates.  Shifts that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double 
time these rates. 
 
NO. 21:  Means the regular workday for which employees shall be compensated at straight time hourly rate of pay shall, 
unless otherwise provided for, begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  However, the project starting time may be 
advanced or delayed at the discretion of the Employer.  At the discretion of the Employer, when working a five (5) day 
eight (8) hour schedule, Saturday may be used for a make-up day.  If an Employer is prohibited from working on a 
holiday, that employer may work the following Saturday at the straight time rate.  However, the Employer may have the 
option to schedule his work from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with 
all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer elects to 
work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to circumstances beyond his control, he shall have the option to 
work Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) hours.  If an Employer is prohibited from 
working on a holiday, that Employer may work the following Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate.  Overtime will be 
at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  If workmen are required to work the enumerated holidays or days 
observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
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NO. 25:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, starting on Monday and ending on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any 
part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the straight 
time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have 
been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 
9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  All 
hours worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 28:   Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day shall 
be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any part 
thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time 
rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have been 
employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 
a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  For all 
time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 32: Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  
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NO. 4: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. When a Holiday falls on a Sunday, 
Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day, except in case of jeopardy to life or property.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  
 
NO. 5: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day 
except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls 
during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward a forty (40) hour 
week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless worked. If workmen are 
required to work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  The above shall apply to the four 10’s Monday through Friday work week. The ten (10) 
hours shall be applied to the forty (40) hour work week. 
 
9: All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of New 
Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be 
paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits. Whenever any such 
holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 12: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day, Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When one of the foregoing 
holidays falls on Sunday, it shall be celebrated on the following Monday.  When one of the foregoing holidays falls on 
Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday before the holiday. 
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week;

No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) 
hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workmen unless 
worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day when an observed 
holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for 
such work.

All night work during the regular work week other than the above-mentioned days shall be paid for at the rate 
of time and one-half (1½) the regular wage scale until midnight and double (2) time after midnight except make-up time 
will be allowed under the following condition:  In the event of inclement weather on exterior projects which prevents 
working the full regular eight (8) hour day, forty (40) hour work week schedule, a Saturday make-up day can be granted.  
Then said work on Saturday shall be paid at the straight time rate of pay up to a maximum total of forty (40) hours per 
week. 
 
NO. 46:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours from 6:00 a.m. to 6: 30 p.m.  Starting time may be between 
6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m.  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning between 6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. 
on Monday and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 6:30 p.m. on Friday.  All hours in excess of the regular work day and work 
week shall be considered overtime.  Overtime on days recognized as regular work days and on Saturday shall be paid for 
at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of 
double time (2) for time worked.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday through 
Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours at straight time rate of pay.  The 4-10’s must run for a period of at least 
four (4) days.   
 
NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
 
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
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NO. 52:  Means the regular workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, Monday through Friday.  The regular 
workday shall consist of an eight (8) hour period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending no later 
than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  The 
option exists for the employer to use a four (4) day, ten (10) hour work week.  Days worked shall be Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  If the job requires men on duty all five (5) days, then part of the crew may work the 
first four (4) days and the remainder of the crew may work the last four (4) days.  Hours each day shall be from 7:00 a.m. 
to 5:30 p.m.   Interested parties on the project must agree to this clause before it may be used.  Once this clause has 
been put into effect, it shall remain as long as the majority of the Employees on the project and the Employer agree to 
keep it.  The four (4) day clause shall not be used to circumvent a Holiday.  Except as otherwise provided, all work 
performed outside the regular working hours and performed during the regular work week (Monday through Friday) shall 
be at the following rates of pay: 
 Holidays-New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day (or days 
observed as such) shall be recognized as Holidays that shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Labor Day-No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency.  Rate of pay shall be 
at three (3) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Overtime-Work performed outside of the regular work day (the regular work day shall consist of an eight (8) hour 
period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending not later than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon 
starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m., by mutual consent of the interested 
party’s.), shall be: 


A. Hours worked Monday through Friday, the first two (2) hours of overtime will be paid at time and one-half 
(1½).  All other overtime will be paid at the double (2) time rate. 


B. The first ten (10) hours worked on Saturday will be paid at time and one-half (1½), with all other hours to be 
paid at the double (2) time rate. 


C. Sundays and Holidays (except Labor Day) shall be paid at the double (2) time rate. 
 


NO. 54:  Means eight (8) consecutive hours, between 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., shall constitute a day’s work.  Five (5) 
days work, Monday through Friday, shall constitute a normal work week.  Work performed in excess of eight (8) hours per 
day or eight hours beyond normal starting time for that project excluding lunch Monday through Friday, and all work 
performed on Saturday, shall be paid for the rate of time and one-half (1½).   Work may be scheduled on a four (4) days a 
week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule at straight time.  A Friday make-up day is available if 
time is lost due to inclement weather.   When Sundays and recognized holidays are worked, the worker(s) shall be paid at 
the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
 
NO. 63:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day between time that may be advanced or delayed by 
two (2) hours on either side of 8:00 AM.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday 
through Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours straight time.  The four (4) tens (10s) must run for a period of at 
least four (4) days, Monday through Thursday.  All work on Friday on a four (4) tens (10) project will be paid at the rate of 
time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays must be paid at double (2) time.  All work performed prior to or after the regular eight 
(8) hour work day, or ten (10) hour work day, as described above shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  
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NO. 65:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m., with 
one half hour for lunch between three and one-half (3½) and five (5) hours after starting time.  The starting time may be 
advanced by two (2) hours or delayed one (1) hour by the employer from the regular starting time.  All work performed 
before the advanced starting time and during the half hour lunch shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half 
(1½).  Work performed outside these hours shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½), except as 
provided otherwise below.  All work performed on Sundays or recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time 
rate.  When the start time is delayed past 9:00 a.m., the employee’s pay shall start at 9:00 a.m. and all time, after the 
normal quitting time (5:30 p.m.), shall be paid at the overtime rate.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  All work 
performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on Saturday 
shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  In the event that a scheduled eight (8) hour work day is missed 
(not including recognized holidays) because of inclement weather, then that missed work day may be made up at straight 
time on the following Saturday.  It is recognized that not all employees working on a Saturday make-up day will have 
worked the same number of hours during the regular work week.  It is further recognized that any work after forty (40) 
hours must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  The employer may establish a 4-10’s schedule on projects (4 days with 10 
hours per day at straight time).  In order to use the 4-10’s schedule, the employer must schedule the 4-10’s for a 
minimum of one (1) week.  If using a 4-10’s schedule, a Friday make-up day is allowed. 
 
NO. 68:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m., with 
one half hour for lunch between three and one-half and five hours after starting time.  The starting time may be advanced 
or delayed by the employer up to one hour from the regular starting time.  All work performed before the advance starting 
time and during the half hour lunch shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½).  Work performed outside 
these hours shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½), except as provided otherwise below.  All work 
performed on Sundays or holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  
All work performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on 
Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate, except as hereinafter described.  In the event that a 
scheduled eight (8) hour work day is missed (not including recognized holidays) because of inclement weather, then that 
missed work day may be made up at straight time on the Saturday in the week of the pay period.  It is recognized that not 
all employees working on a Saturday make-up day will have worked the same number of hours during the regular work 
week.  It is further recognized that any work after forty (40) hours must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  The employer 
may establish a 4-10’s schedule on projects (4 days with 10 hours per day at straight time).  In order to use the 4-10’s 
schedule, the employer must schedule the 4-10’s for a minimum of one (1) week.  If using a 4-10’s schedule, a Friday 
make-up day is allowed. 
 
NO. 70:  Means eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day.  
Forty (40) hours within five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute a work week.  The Employer 
may, at his discretion, vary the starting time by up to one (1) hour, either prior to or after the normal starting time.  The 
Employer may work four (4) ten (10) hour days, either Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  
Overtime will be paid for work outside of the established starting and quitting times.  All overtime work between eight 
(8) hours and ten (10) hours on regular scheduled working days and the first ten (10) hours on Saturday, beginning at 
the regular starting time, will be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All other overtime, on Saturday, Sunday and 
recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) the straight time rate of pay.  If any of the recognized holidays fall 
on Friday, Saturday, Sunday or Monday, creating a three-day weekend, then the entire three (3) days (either Friday, 
Saturday and Sunday – if the holiday falls on Friday or Saturday; or Saturday, Sunday and Monday – if the holiday falls 
on Sunday or Monday) shall be paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Shift work performed between the 
hours of 4:30 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. (second shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 
17.3% for all hours worked.  Shift work performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. (third shift) shall receive 
eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 31.4% for all hours worked.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes 
shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required before the established start time and after the completion of 
eight (8) hours of any shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate. 
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NO. 85:  Means the work week shall be Monday through Sunday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work to begin 
between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and end between 2:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m.  Employees required to work during their lunch 
period shall receive the overtime rate.   Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are required to 
work prior to their normal starting time or after eight (8) hours or normal quitting time Monday through Friday, or all day on 
Saturday.  If an Employer has started the work week on a five day, eight hours a day schedule, and due to inclement 
weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine or ten hours a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of 
that work week in order to make up for the lost time (10-hour make-up day).  All work over ten (10) hours a day or over 
forty (40) hours a week must be paid at time & one-half (1½).  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  A contractor may alter the regular work week to four (4) ten (10) hour days at straight time 
rate of pay.  To do this the scheduled 4-10's must be worked at least one full week and the regular workweek shall be 
Monday through Thursday with Friday being a make-up day at straight time for days missed in the regular workweek due 
to inclement weather.  If 5-8's are being worked, Saturday may be used as a make-up day at straight time if inclement 
weather prevents work during the normal work week. 
 
NO. 96:  A regular workday shall consist of eight (8) working hours.  Any work performed over these eight (8) hours per 
day shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) time the straight time rate.  A regular workday may be extended to ten (10) 
working hours.  Any work performed over these ten (10) hours per day shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the 
straight time rate.  The regular work week shall begin on Monday and shall continue through Friday.  Saturday shall be 
considered as overtime, and shall be paid for at time and one-half; Sunday and Holidays shall be paid for at double (2) 
time. 
 
NO. 99:  Means the regular eight (8) hour work day shall be from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., unless one-half (½) hour is taken 
for lunch, and in such case, the hours of work shall be from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.  The regular work days each week 
shall be from Monday through Friday.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for all work in excess of the regular eight (8) 
hour work day and regular forty (40) hour work week.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all work performed on Sunday and 
recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 107:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. with one-half (1/2) hour lunch 
Monday through Friday.  Starting time may be adjusted up to two (2) hours or after the regular starting time.  Employees 
shall receive time and one-half (1½) for the first two (2) hours of overtime if they immediately follow or precede the normal 
work day, Monday through Friday, and the first ten (10) hours on Saturday.  An Employee receiving the double (2) time 
rate of pay shall continue to do so for all consecutively worked hours on that specific job, even if these hours overlap into 
the following work day.  All other overtime is double (2) time, including holidays and Sundays.  The employer may 
institute a four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour day work week.  Either Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through 
Friday.  The starting and quitting times must also be established at the time the agreement is made.  After tem (10) hours 
in a day, or forty (40) hours in an established workweek, or hours worked outside of the established starting and quit time 
times, between 6:00am – 6:30pm, the applicable overtime rate will be paid for all hours worked.  A make-up day may be 
utilized on either Monday or Friday, whichever day is the normal scheduled day off.   
 
NO. 115:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a normal day’s work as follows:  7:00 – 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon and from 
12:30 p.m. to 3:30 – 4:30 p.m. Monday through Friday.  The lunch break may be of sixty (60) minutes duration and 
quitting time delayed accordingly.  Employees working before or after these specified hours shall be paid at the rate of 
time and one-half (1½) the regular rate of pay.  Sunday and Holiday work shall be double (2) time.  Employees failing to 
work a regular forty (40) hour week due to inclement weather may work on Saturday at the regular rate of pay.  During 
periods of intemperate summer weather, the working day may begin at 6:00 a.m. and straight time shall be paid for eight 
(8) hours of work. 
 
NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 1: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the rate of double time.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the 
following Monday shall be observed.  When one of the above holidays falls on Saturday the preceding Friday shall 
be observed.  
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 21: All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and 
Christmas Day shall be paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Any of the above listed holidays falling on 
Sunday, shall be observed on the following Monday and paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Any of 
the above listed holidays falling on Saturday shall be observed on the previous Friday, and paid for at double (2) the 
straight-time rate of pay.  If any of the above listed holidays fall on Friday, Saturday, Sunday, or Monday, creating a 
three-day weekend, then the entire three (3) days (either Friday, Saturday, and Sunday – if the holiday falls on 
Friday or Saturday; or Saturday, Sunday, and Monday – if the holiday falls on Sunday or Monday) shall be paid for 
at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 22:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days locally observed as such, and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays.  If a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday shall be observed; if it falls on Sunday, Monday shall be observed.  All work performed on holidays 
shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 34: All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  
The recognized holidays are as follows:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  The day separating one of the above holidays from the weekend, if worked, 
shall be paid double (2) time.  Any holiday falling on Sunday, will be observed on the following Monday, and be paid 
accordingly.  Any holiday falling on Saturday will be observed on the preceding Friday, and be paid accordingly. 
When one of the above holidays falls on Tuesday, the preceding Monday will be observed as a non-working holiday.  
When one of the above holidays falls on Thursday, such as Thanksgiving, the following Friday will be observed as a 
non-working holiday.  When a holiday falls on Monday, Tuesday will be observed as a non-working holiday, and 
when a holiday falls on a Friday, then Thursday will be observed as a non-working holiday.  No work will be allowed 
on Labor Day, except in case of an emergency. 
 
NO. 49: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) 
of the personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these 
holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they 
shall be paid time & one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 53:  All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day 
or days observed as such for these holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  No work shall be 
performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency, and then the rate of pay shall be at three (3) 
times the regular rate of pay.  When a holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the 
holiday.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be observed as the holiday. 
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NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO 59:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving 
Day, and Christmas Day or any days celebrated in lieu thereof when such holidays fall on Sunday, shall be paid 
at the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 65:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. If the holiday falls on 
Saturday, it will be observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be 
paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 67:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Christmas Day, Fourth of July and Thanksgiving 
Day, from midnight to midnight, shall be paid for at the rate of double time (2) the basic rate of pay if required to work 
in addition to any other pay otherwise required hereunder as holiday pay.  Positively no work shall be performed on 
Labor Day.  Martin Luther King’s Birthday, Veteran’s Day, and the day after Thanksgiving Day shall be considered 
optional holidays, and if the Employer and employees agree that work will be performed on that day, no premium 
pay will be required.  Should any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Friday.  
Should any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the holiday will be observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 68:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Decoration Day (Memorial Day), Independence Day (Fourth of 
July), Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, or days observed as such, shall be paid at the rate of double 
(2) time.  When a holiday falls on a Saturday, Friday shall be observed.  When a holiday falls on a Sunday, 
Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed on the Fourth of July or Labor Day except to save life or 
property.  Where one of the holidays specified falls or is observed during the work week, then all work performed 
over and above thirty-two (32) hours in that week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).

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FED:  Minimum requirement per Fair Labor Standards Act means time and one-half (1 ½) shall be paid for all work in 
excess of forty (40) hours per work week. 
 
NO. 4:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work, Monday through Saturday, and 
all work performed over and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & 
one-half (1½).  Workers shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on Sundays and holidays.  A work day 
is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work, in which event, the starting time may be delayed, 
but not later than 12:00 noon.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be 
counted as eight (8) hours toward a forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid 
to the worker(s) unless worked. 
 
NO. 5:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more that forty (40) hours work, Monday through Saturday, and all 
work performed over and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & 
one-half (1½).  Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays 
or days observed as such.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any 
other craft employees of the same employer at work on that same job site are receiving double (2) time pay for that 
Sunday or holiday.  If a job can’t work forty (40) hours, Monday through Saturday, because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday and Saturday may be worked as make up days at straight time (if 
working 4-10's).  Saturday may be worked as a make up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s).  Make up days shall not be 
utilized for days lost to holidays.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer 
except when inclement weather or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, including 
requirements of the owner, prevent work.  In such event the starting time may be delayed but not later than 12:00 noon.  
Where one of the holidays falls or is observed during the work week, then all work performed over and above thirty-two 
(32) hours shall be paid at time & one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 12:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work and all work performed over 
and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & one-half (1½).  A 
workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or 
other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, in which event, the starting time may be advanced or 
delayed.  Workers shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on recognized holidays or days observed as 
such. 
 
NO: 18:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.

27:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or Tuesday 
through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. nor later 
than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) will be paid 
for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all work performed 
on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Saturday will be a make 
up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work performed on Monday will be time 
and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday will be a make-up day to the extent of 
the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees work on any of the recognized holidays, 
they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 31:  Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  All employees performing work on affected 
properties during or following emergencies shall receive the applicable rate of pay for the first sixteen (16) consecutive 
hours and all hours worked in excess of sixteen (16) consecutive hours shall be paid at double time until broken by an 
eight (8) hour rest period.  Should an employee be called back to work within two hours of his normal quitting time, the 
previous hours worked shall count toward the above sixteen (16) hour provision.   
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NO. 3: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to 
protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as 
eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the 
workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day 
when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day. If 
workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive time & one-
half (1½) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 15: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive time and one-half (1½) the regular 
rate of pay for such work.  Where one of the holidays specified falls or is observed during the workweek, then all work 
performed over and above thirty-two (32) hours in that week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  
Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1 ½) for all work performed on Sundays.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work 
on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any other craft employees of the same employer at work on that 
same job site are receiving double (2) time for that Sunday or holiday. 
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; 
however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the worker unless worked. If workers are required to 
work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 18: All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed 
on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be 
performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  
When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward a 
forty (40) hour week; however no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the working person(s) unless the 
holiday is worked. 
 
NO. 24:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas 
Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If the holiday falls on Saturday, it will be 
observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be paid for at double (2) the 
regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 26: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) of the 
personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these holidays fall 
on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on Saturday, the preceding 
Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they shall be paid time & one-half (1½) 
their regular rate of pay for all hours worked.

FED:  Minimum requirement per Fair Labor Standards Act means time and one-half (1 ½) shall be paid for all work in 
excess of forty (40) hours per work week. 
 
NO. 4:  Means the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours labor on the job between six (6) a.m. and 
six-thirty (6:30) p.m. and the work week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour days beginning on 
Monday and ending with Friday of each week. All full time or part time labor performed during such hours shall 
be recognized as regular working hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  Also, there may be a 40-hour 
work week which would consist of ten (10) hours each day for Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday or 
Friday.  The first two (2) hours performed in excess of an eight (8) hour workday, Monday through Friday, and 
the first ten (10) hours on Saturday, shall be paid at one and one half (1½) times the regular rate of pay.  All work 
performed on Sundays and Holidays and in excess of ten (10) hours a day on all days shall be paid at two (2) 
times the regular rate of pay.  A make-up day may be scheduled for work missed due to inclement weather.  The 
make-up hours shall be paid at the regular hourly rate of pay.

NO. 13:  Means a regular workday shall consist of eight (8) hours between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours, 
within five (5) days -- Monday through Friday inclusive -- shall constitute the regular workweek.  The Employer may alter 
the above stated hours by two (2) hours for an early starting and quitting time only, not to exceed eight (8) hours of work 
in any one day.  When job conditions dictate and as required by the customer, the Employer shall be allowed to establish 
a four (4) day, ten (10) hour per day work week.  This work week is defined as Monday through Thursday, with a Friday 
make-up day.

The normal workweek may be changed to 
four (4) ten (10) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour nights, if on shift work, with the following provisions:  Monday 
through Thursday would be the normal workweek with Friday being used as scheduled workday in case of a day being 
lost due to weather, all employees working night shift, on a job that will continue at least one (1) week, shall be paid 
thirty percent (30%) over the regular straight-time hourly rate of pay, and any hours worked before or after established 
starting and quitting times being paid at double (2) time hourly rates of pay. 
 
NO. 21:  Means eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day.  Forty 
(40) hours within five (5) days, Monday through Friday, shall constitute a work week.  The regular starting time of a job 
may be moved not more than two (2) hours prior to 8:00 a.m.  However, in no case shall more than eight (8) hours be 
worked per day without the applicable overtime rate being paid.  When job conditions dictate, the Employer shall be 
allowed to establish a four (4) day, ten (10) hours per day work week.  This work week is defined as Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  All hours worked in excess of ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week 
shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  This language is not intended to change the normal five (5) day, eight (8) 
hour per day work week.  All overtime work performed after the regularly scheduled working hours Monday through 
Friday and Saturday shall be paid for at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay.  Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the straight time rate of pay.  Shift work performed between the 
hours of 4:30 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. (second shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 
17.3% for all hours worked.  Shift work performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. (third shift) shall receive 
eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 31.4% for all hours worked.  An unpaid lunch period of thirty (30) 
minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required before the established start time and after the 
completion of eight (8) hours of any shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate. 
 
NO. 24:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  A workweek of four (4), ten (10) hour days may be established on a 
per job basis.  Saturday may be used for a make-up day, when working 5-8’s, Friday when working 4-10’s.  All time 
worked before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on 
Saturday shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except after eight (8) hours worked, then double (2) time 
will apply.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.   
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
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NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 36:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day, Monday through Friday between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m.  Saturday can be used as a makeup day if time is lost due to weather.  All hours in excess of the regular forty 
(40) hour work week or eight (8) hours per day shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of one and 
one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  Employees will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times their regular rate 
for work performed on Saturdays.  Sundays and holidays worked are to be paid at double (2) the regular hourly rate.  
Four (4) ten-hour days, at the option of the Employer, shall be the standard work week, consisting of a consecutive ten-
hour period, Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday, between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m.  Forty 
(40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  
 
NO. 37:  The Employer may choose, at his discretion, to work five eight hour days or four ten hour days with a Friday 
make-up day, Monday through Friday at straight time.  Overtime shall be paid after eight (8) hours when working “five 
eights” and after ten hours when working “four tens”.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be 
paid for at the rate of double (2) time.  All Saturday work shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular 
wage rate.  All night work during the regular work week other than the above-mentioned days shall be paid for at the rate 
of time and one-half (1½) the regular wage scale until midnight and double (2) time after midnight except make-up time 
will be allowed under the following condition:  In the event of inclement weather on exterior projects which prevents 
working the full regular eight (8) hour day, forty (40) hour work week schedule, a Saturday make-up day can be granted.  
Then said work on Saturday shall be paid at the straight time rate of pay up to a maximum total of forty (40) hours per 
week. 
 
NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
 
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO 56:  Means the regular work day shall consist of eight (8) hours between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  An optional four 
day work week may be utilized with the ten (10) hour clause, days Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  
Work hours shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. any work performed on Monday or Friday outside the regular scheduled 
four (4) days shall be at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Work performed outside of the regular work day, 
and on Saturdays shall be paid at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Sundays and holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) time the regular rate of pay. 
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NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
 
NO. 61:  Means except as herein provided, eight (8) hours a day, 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., shall constitute a standard work 
day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  The regular workday starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and 
resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  All time 
worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and 
one-half (1½).  All time worked on Sunday and holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) 
time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a 
normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) day ten hour work week is in effect, the standard work week shall 
consist of forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) consecutive ten-hour four days within 
the five (5) day period.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday 
and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) 
hours per day, or forty (40) hours per week.  When the five (5) day eight-hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per 
week shall constitute a week's work (normal work week being Monday through Friday).  In the event the job is down for 
any reason beyond the control of the Employer, then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-
up day, at straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours for that day, or forty (40) hours per week.  A make-up day is not to 
be used to make up time lost due to recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 64:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours shall constitute a week’s work, Sunday through Saturday.  In the event time is lost due to weather or conditions 
beyond the control of the Employer, the Employer may schedule work on Saturday at straight time.   All work over eight 
(8) hours in one day, forty (40) hours in one week, or on Saturday (except as herein provided) shall be classified as 
overtime and be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work on Sunday or recognized holidays shall be classified 
as overtime and be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work 
Sunday through Saturday inclusive.  In the event the job is down for reasons beyond the contractors control, then Friday 
and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) 
hours per day or forty (40) hours per week. 
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NO. 84:  The regular working starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 
6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  Except as provided in this Article, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a 
standard work day and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a weeks’ work, which shall begin on Sunday and end on 
Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid at 
the rate of time & one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be 
classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) 
eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour 
work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods, exclusive of the lunch period, 
beginning at 6:30 a.m. and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  
In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option 
of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  
When the five (5) eight-hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday 
through Friday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Saturday may, 
at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or forty (40) hours 
per week. 
 
NO. 98:  Means eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute 
a week's work which shall begin on Sunday and end on Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and 
on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All 
time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  
The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a normal 
forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive 
ten (10) hour periods between the hours of 5:30 and 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a 
week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's 
control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to 
exceed ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.  When the five (5) day eight (8) hours work week is in effect 
forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work, Monday through Friday, inclusive. In the event the job is down 
for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-
up day; straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.  When the five (5) day eight (8) 
hour work week is in effect, starting time shall be between 7:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  All time worked before 7:00 a.m. shall 
be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on Saturday up to 6:00 p.m. (except as herein 
provided) shall be compensated for at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All time worked from 6:00 p.m. Saturday to 
7:00 a.m. Monday will be paid for at the rate of double (2) time.  
 
NO. 112:  Means the regular starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 
6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  Except as provided for, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard 
work day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, which shall begin on Sunday and end on 
Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the 
rate of time and one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be 
classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight 
(8) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour 
work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten hour periods between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 
6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  In the event 
the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the 
Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  
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NO. 123:  Means except as provided, eight (8) hours a day (8:00 A.M. to 4:30 P.M.) shall constitute a standard work day, 
excluding the 30-minute lunch period, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work.  All time worked 
outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half 
(except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and 
paid at the rate of double time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour 
days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work week shall consist of forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) 
consecutive ten (10) hour days within the five day period.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control 
of the Employer, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight 
time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  Starting time will be designated by the Employer.  When 
the five (5) day eight (8) hour work week is in effect forty (40) hours per week will constitute a week’s work (normal work 
week being Monday through Friday).  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control of the Employer, 
then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; at straight time not to exceed eight (8) 
hours or forty (40) hours per week. 
 
NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
 
NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 1: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the rate of double time.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the 
following Monday shall be observed.  When one of the above holidays falls on Saturday the preceding Friday shall 
be observed.  
 
NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 14: The following days are recognized Holidays: Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas 
Day, and New Year’s Day.  No work shall be done on Labor Day.  When falling on a Sunday and the following 
Monday is observed as part of the holiday, then that Monday shall be considered a holiday.  Sunday and Holidays 
will be paid at the rate of two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 24: All work done on Christmas Day, Thanksgiving Day, New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Presidential Election Day or days locally observed as such, and Sunday shall be 
recognized as holidays and paid at the double time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 28: All work done on New Year's Day,  Veteran's Day,  Memorial Day,  Independence Day,  Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 48: All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Any one of the above-listed holidays 
falling on Sunday shall be observed on the following Monday and paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  
Any of the above holidays falling on Saturday shall be observed on the previous Friday and paid at double (2) the 
straight-time rate of pay.  Employees working on the Saturday will receive the standard pay for Saturday work. 
 
NO. 49: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) 
of the personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these 
holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they 
shall be paid time & one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
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NO. 52: All work performed on Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall receive the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 65:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. If the holiday falls on 
Saturday, it will be observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be 
paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 72:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day (last Monday in May), Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay.  Any 
one of the above listed holidays falling on Sunday shall be observed on the following Monday and paid for at double 
(2) the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  Any one of the above listed holidays falling on Saturday shall be 
observed on the prior Friday and paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  No work shall 
be performed on Labor Day except in case of emergency.

On the Monday through Friday schedule, all work performed 
on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Saturday will be a make 
up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work performed on Monday will be time 
and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday will be a make-up day to the extent of 
the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees work on any of the recognized holidays, 
they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked.

All overtime work required after the 
completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the “shift” hourly rate. 
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NO. 17:  Means the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor between 7:00 a.m. and 3:30 p.m. and the 
regular work week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour days of labor beginning on Monday and ending with 
Friday of each week.    All full-time or part-time labor performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working 
hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  Except as otherwise provided, all work performed outside of regular working 
hours during the regular work week, shall be at double (2) times the regular rate.  Working hours may be varied by two (2) 
hours.  When circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to by interested parties, the Employer 
may institute a work week consisting of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of five (5) a.m. and six 
(6) p.m., Monday through Thursday, with one-half (1/2) hour allowed for a lunch period each day.  Friday may be used as 
a make-up day.  The make-up day will be voluntary, and a decision not to work may not be held against the employee.  
When working four (4) ten (10) hour day’s overtime will be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate for the eleventh (11th) 
and twelfth (12th) hour, all other work will be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  The first two (2) hours of overtime, 
Monday through Friday, and the first eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be at time and one-half (1½) for all work.  All other 
overtime shall be at double (2) time.  The first two (2) hours of overtime must be concurrent with the regular work day; two 
(2) hours prior to or following the regular work day are at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday (as previously 
defined) on Saturday is paid at time and one-half (1½).  Work performed outside of the regular Saturday work day is at 
double (2) time.  All work performed on recognized holidays, or days locally observed as such, and Sundays shall be paid 
at the double (2) time rate of pay.   
 
NO. 18:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours.  Working hours are from six (6) hours before Noon (12:00) 
to six (6) hours after Noon (12:00).  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning between 6:00 a.m. and 
12:00 Noon on Monday and ending between 1:00 p.m. and 6:00 p.m. on Friday.  Saturday will be paid at time and one-
half (1½).  Sunday and Holidays shall be paid at double (2) time.  Saturday can be a make-up day if the weather has 
forced a day off, but only in the week of the day being lost.  Any time before six (6) hours before Noon or six (6) hours 
after Noon will be paid at time and one-half (1½).  
 
NO. 25:  Means regular working hours of eight (8) hours shall constitute a working day between the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 
4:30 p.m. in a forty (40) hour working week of Monday through Friday. Employment on Saturday, Sunday and legal 
holidays, and employment before or after the regular working hours shall be considered overtime.  Employment on 
Saturday, Sunday and legal holidays shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 
12:00 midnight, Monday through Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 
12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on any day shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate. 
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 36:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day, Monday through Friday between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m.  Saturday can be used as a makeup day if time is lost due to weather.  All hours in excess of the regular forty 
(40) hour work week or eight (8) hours per day shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of one and 
one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  Employees will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times their regular rate 
for work performed on Saturdays.  Sundays and holidays worked are to be paid at double (2) the regular hourly rate.  
Four (4) ten-hour days, at the option of the Employer, shall be the standard work week, consisting of a consecutive ten-
hour period, Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday, between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m.  Forty 
(40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  
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NO. 37:  The Employer may choose, at his discretion, to work five eight hour days or four ten hour days with a Friday 
make-up day, Monday through Friday at straight time.  Overtime shall be paid after eight (8) hours when working “five 
eights” and after ten hours when working “four tens”.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be 
paid for at the rate of double (2) time.  All Saturday work shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular 
wage rate.  All night work during the regular work week other than the above-mentioned days shall be paid for at the rate 
of time and one-half (1½) the regular wage scale until midnight and double (2) time after midnight except make-up time 
will be allowed under the following condition:  In the event of inclement weather on exterior projects which prevents 
working the full regular eight (8) hour day, forty (40) hour work week schedule, a Saturday make-up day can be granted.  
Then said work on Saturday shall be paid at the straight time rate of pay up to a maximum total of forty (40) hours per 
week. 
 
NO. 46:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours from 6:00 a.m. to 6: 30 p.m.  Starting time may be between 
6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m.  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning between 6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. 
on Monday and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 6:30 p.m. on Friday.  All hours in excess of the regular work day and work 
week shall be considered overtime.  Overtime on days recognized as regular work days and on Saturday shall be paid for 
at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of 
double time (2) for time worked.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday through 
Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours at straight time rate of pay.  The 4-10’s must run for a period of at least 
four (4) days.   
 
NO 47:  Means a regular workday shall consist of eight (8) hours between 6:00 a.m. and 6:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours, 
within five (5) days -- Monday through Friday or Tuesday through Saturday inclusive -- shall constitute the regular 
workweek.  The Employer may alter the above stated hours by two (2) hours for an early starting and quitting time only, 
not to exceed eight (8) hours of work in any one day.  The Employer shall be allowed to establish a four (4) day, ten (10) 
hour per day work week.  This work week is defined as Monday through Thursday, with a Friday make-up day.  The 
normal work day under a ten (10) hour four (4) day work week shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.  All hours worked in 
excess of ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week or hours worked outside the normal work week shall be paid 
at the applicable overtime rate.  The first four (4) hours of overtime after the normal workday, each day Monday through 
Friday and the first ten (10) hours of overtime on Saturdays shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
straight time rate of pay.  All other work performed outside of the regularly scheduled working hours and outside of the 
first ten (10) hours worked on Saturdays shall be paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay.  Sundays and 
the recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  When so elected by 
the contractor, multiple shifts of at least five (5) days duration may be worked.  When two (2) or three (3) shifts are 
worked:  The first shift (day shift) shall be worked between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Workmen on the “day 
shift” shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate for eight (8) hours work.  The second shift (swing shift) 
shall be worked between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:30 a.m.  Workmen on the “swing shift” shall receive eight (8) 
hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 10% for seven and one-half (7 ½) hours work.  The third shift (graveyard shift) 
shall be worked between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  Workmen on the “graveyard shift” shall receive eight (8) 
hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 15% for seven (7) hours work.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes shall be 
allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half 
(1½) times the “shift” hourly rate. 
 
NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
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NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 52:  Means the regular workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, Monday through Friday.  The regular 
workday shall consist of an eight (8) hour period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending no later 
than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  The 
option exists for the employer to use a four (4) day, ten (10) hour work week.  Days worked shall be Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  If the job requires men on duty all five (5) days, then part of the crew may work the 
first four (4) days and the remainder of the crew may work the last four (4) days.  Hours each day shall be from 7:00 a.m. 
to 5:30 p.m.   Interested parties on the project must agree to this clause before it may be used.  Once this clause has 
been put into effect, it shall remain as long as the majority of the Employees on the project and the Employer agree to 
keep it.  The four (4) day clause shall not be used to circumvent a Holiday.  Except as otherwise provided, all work 
performed outside the regular working hours and performed during the regular work week (Monday through Friday) shall 
be at the following rates of pay: 
 Holidays-New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day (or days 
observed as such) shall be recognized as Holidays that shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Labor Day-No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency.  Rate of pay shall be 
at three (3) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Overtime-Work performed outside of the regular work day (the regular work day shall consist of an eight (8) hour 
period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending not later than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon 
starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m., by mutual consent of the interested 
party’s.), shall be: 


A. Hours worked Monday through Friday, the first two (2) hours of overtime will be paid at time and one-half 
(1½).  All other overtime will be paid at the double (2) time rate. 


B. The first ten (10) hours worked on Saturday will be paid at time and one-half (1½), with all other hours to be 
paid at the double (2) time rate. 


C. Sundays and Holidays (except Labor Day) shall be paid at the double (2) time rate. 
 


NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 58:  Means eight (8) consecutive hours, between 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., shall constitute a day’s work.  Five (5) 
days work, Monday through Friday, shall constitute a normal work week.  Work performed in excess of eight (8) hours per 
day or eight hours beyond normal starting time for that project excluding lunch Monday through Friday, and all work 
performed on Saturday, shall be paid for the rate of time and one-half (1½).  When Sundays and recognized holidays are 
worked, the worker(s) shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) days a week 
(Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule at straight time.  A Friday make-up day is available if time is 
lost due to inclement weather and at least sixteen (16) hours, but not more than thirty (30) hours, were worked during the 
week. 
 
NO. 63:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day between time that may be advanced or delayed by 
two (2) hours on either side of 8:00 AM.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday 
through Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours straight time.  The four (4) tens (10s) must run for a period of at 
least four (4) days, Monday through Thursday.  All work on Friday on a four (4) tens (10) project will be paid at the rate of 
time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays must be paid at double (2) time.  All work performed prior to or after the regular eight 
(8) hour work day, or ten (10) hour work day, as described above shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  
 
NO. 65:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m., with 
one half hour for lunch between three and one-half (3½) and five (5) hours after starting time.  The starting time may be 
advanced by two (2) hours or delayed one (1) hour by the employer from the regular starting time.  All work performed 
before the advanced starting time and during the half hour lunch shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half 
(1½).  Work performed outside these hours shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½), except as 
provided otherwise below.  All work performed on Sundays or recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time 
rate.  When the start time is delayed past 9:00 a.m., the employee’s pay shall start at 9:00 a.m. and all time, after the 
normal quitting time (5:30 p.m.), shall be paid at the overtime rate.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  All work 
performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on Saturday 
shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  In the event that a scheduled eight (8) hour work day is missed 
(not including recognized holidays) because of inclement weather, then that missed work day may be made up at straight 
time on the following Saturday.  It is recognized that not all employees working on a Saturday make-up day will have 
worked the same number of hours during the regular work week.  It is further recognized that any work after forty (40) 
hours must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  The employer may establish a 4-10’s schedule on projects (4 days with 10 
hours per day at straight time).  In order to use the 4-10’s schedule, the employer must schedule the 4-10’s for a 
minimum of one (1) week.  If using a 4-10’s schedule, a Friday make-up day is allowed. 
 
NO. 68:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m., with 
one half hour for lunch between three and one-half and five hours after starting time.  The starting time may be advanced 
or delayed by the employer up to one hour from the regular starting time.  All work performed before the advance starting 
time and during the half hour lunch shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½).  Work performed outside 
these hours shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½), except as provided otherwise below.  All work 
performed on Sundays or holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  
All work performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on 
Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate, except as hereinafter described.  In the event that a 
scheduled eight (8) hour work day is missed (not including recognized holidays) because of inclement weather, then that 
missed work day may be made up at straight time on the Saturday in the week of the pay period.  It is recognized that not 
all employees working on a Saturday make-up day will have worked the same number of hours during the regular work 
week.  It is further recognized that any work after forty (40) hours must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  The employer 
may establish a 4-10’s schedule on projects (4 days with 10 hours per day at straight time).  In order to use the 4-10’s 
schedule, the employer must schedule the 4-10’s for a minimum of one (1) week.  If using a 4-10’s schedule, a Friday 
make-up day is allowed. 
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NO. 85:  Means the work week shall be Monday through Sunday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work to begin 
between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and end between 2:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m.  Employees required to work during their lunch 
period shall receive the overtime rate.   Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are required to 
work prior to their normal starting time or after eight (8) hours or normal quitting time Monday through Friday, or all day on 
Saturday.  If an Employer has started the work week on a five day, eight hours a day schedule, and due to inclement 
weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine or ten hours a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of 
that work week in order to make up for the lost time (10-hour make-up day).  All work over ten (10) hours a day or over 
forty (40) hours a week must be paid at time & one-half (1½).  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  A contractor may alter the regular work week to four (4) ten (10) hour days at straight time 
rate of pay.  To do this the scheduled 4-10's must be worked at least one full week and the regular workweek shall be 
Monday through Thursday with Friday being a make-up day at straight time for days missed in the regular workweek due 
to inclement weather.  If 5-8's are being worked, Saturday may be used as a make-up day at straight time if inclement 
weather prevents work during the normal work week. 
 
NO. 88:  Means the regular work week shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m., Monday 
through Friday, except when the work week is scheduled as a 4-10's week or as a week with start time advanced or 
delayed as described below.  The starting time may be advanced or delayed by one hour on either side of 7:00 a.m.  The 
advanced or delayed starting time must run for a period of at least five (5) days.  The Employer may establish a work 
week consisting of four (4) days, during the regular work week, each day consisting of ten (10) hours at straight time.  
The 4-10's must run for a period of at least four (4) days.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any work in excess of 
eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday (or ten hours in a 4-10's week), the first eight (8) hours of 
a Saturday, and it shall be at time and one-half (1½) for the Friday and Saturday following Thanksgiving.  Double (2) time 
shall be paid for the following time worked on Sunday, New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, as well as any work in excess of eight (8) hours on a Saturday and the Saturday 
of a three-day weekend (except the Saturday following Thanksgiving). 
 
NO.  100:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work, and five (5) continuous eight-hour days shall constitute a 
week's work, Monday through Friday.  Time and one-half (1½) the regular hourly rate shall be paid for all work performed 
in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day or forty (40) hours in any one week.  Starting time shall be between 6:00 a.m. 
and 9:00 a.m.  All work over eight (8) hours in a regular 5-day 8-hour schedule shall be at the appropriate overtime rate.  
All time worked before the regular scheduled starting time shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) and shall 
not apply to regular shift.  All time worked after eight (8) hours in any one day or after 5:30 p.m., whichever comes first, 
shall be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate.  An Employer, at his option, may elect to work four (4) ten (10) hour days, 
Monday through Thursday, at straight time.  All such work must be done at least one week in duration.  All work over ten 
(10) hours in one day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be at the overtime rate.  Any employee who is scheduled to work 
on any regular work day but is prevented from working because of weather conditions, shall be permitted to work on 
Saturday (Friday if working 4-10's) as a make-up day at the straight time rate of pay.  When an employee is required to 
work on any recognized holiday they shall receive the double (2) time rate for all time that they are required to perform 
work.  All time worked from 12:00 Midnight Saturday to 12:00 Midnight Sunday shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time on single shift. 
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NO. 111:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work, Monday to Friday inclusive.  All overtime shall be at the 
rate of time and one-half (1½) except Sundays, and recognized holidays, which shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time if worked.  The work day is to begin between 6:00 a. m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the employer.  If an employer 
is prevented from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather 
(rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  The regular work 
week shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the employer elects to work Monday through Thursday, ten 
(10) hours per day.  All work over ten (10) hours in a day and forty (40) hours in a week shall be one and one-half (1½) 
times the regular hourly rate.  Work prior to 6:00 a.m. will be paid at the overtime rate.  The regular work day shall be 
either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  Employers working a four (4) ten (10) hour day week schedule will be allowed a Friday 
or Saturday make-up day provided workmen were prevented from working during the normal work week due to inclement 
weather or other conditions beyond the control of the employer.  Make-up days shall not be utilized for days lost to 
holidays.  If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Thursday because of inclement weather or other conditions 
beyond the control of the employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 4-
10’s).  Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time if working (5-8’s).  If an employer has started the work 
week on a five-day, eight-hour schedule, and due to inclement weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine (9) 
or (10) hour a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of that work week in order to make up the lost time.  
Employer may not use both the Saturday make-up day and 10-hour make-up day in the same week.  
 
NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.

NO. 32: All work performed for the Friday and Saturday following Thanksgiving shall be paid at the time and one-half 
(1½) rate of pay.  All work performed on Sundays, New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When one of the above 
holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed and when one of the above holidays falls on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 33: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Labor Day shall be paid at the triple (3) time rate of pay.  If the holiday 
falls on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed; if the holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday will be 
observed. 
 
NO. 39: No work shall be done on the following holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas.  Any of these holidays falling on Sunday, the following Monday shall be a 
holiday, and any of these holidays falling on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be a holiday. 
 
NO. 49: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) 
of the personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these 
holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they 
shall be paid time & one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 52: All work performed on Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall receive the double (2) time rate of pay. 
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NO. 53:  All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day 
or days observed as such for these holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  No work shall be 
performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency, and then the rate of pay shall be at three (3) 
times the regular rate of pay.  When a holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the 
holiday.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 65:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. If the holiday falls on 
Saturday, it will be observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be 
paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 67:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Christmas Day, Fourth of July and Thanksgiving 
Day, from midnight to midnight, shall be paid for at the rate of double time (2) the basic rate of pay if required to work 
in addition to any other pay otherwise required hereunder as holiday pay.  Positively no work shall be performed on 
Labor Day.  Martin Luther King’s Birthday, Veteran’s Day, and the day after Thanksgiving Day shall be considered 
optional holidays, and if the Employer and employees agree that work will be performed on that day, no premium 
pay will be required.  Should any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Friday.  
Should any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the holiday will be observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 68:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Decoration Day (Memorial Day), Independence Day (Fourth of 
July), Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, or days observed as such, shall be paid at the rate of double

27:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or Tuesday 
through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. nor later 
than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) will be paid 
for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all work performed 
on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Saturday will be a make 
up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work performed on Monday will be time 
and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday will be a make-up day to the extent of 
the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees work on any of the recognized holidays, 
they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked.

All employees performing work on affected 
properties during or following emergencies shall receive the applicable rate of pay for the first sixteen (16) consecutive 
hours and all hours worked in excess of sixteen (16) consecutive hours shall be paid at double time until broken by an 
eight (8) hour rest period.  Should an employee be called back to work within two hours of his normal quitting time, the 
previous hours worked shall count toward the above sixteen (16) hour provision.

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FED:  Minimum requirement per Fair Labor Standards Act means time and one-half (1 ½) shall be paid for all work in 
excess of forty (40) hours per work week. 
 
NO. 4:  Means the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours labor on the job between six (6) a.m. and 
six-thirty (6:30) p.m. and the work week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour days beginning on 
Monday and ending with Friday of each week. All full time or part time labor performed during such hours shall 
be recognized as regular working hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  Also, there may be a 40-hour 
work week which would consist of ten (10) hours each day for Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday or 
Friday.  The first two (2) hours performed in excess of an eight (8) hour workday, Monday through Friday, and 
the first ten (10) hours on Saturday, shall be paid at one and one half (1½) times the regular rate of pay.  All work 
performed on Sundays and Holidays and in excess of ten (10) hours a day on all days shall be paid at two (2) 
times the regular rate of pay.  A make-up day may be scheduled for work missed due to inclement weather.  The 
make-up hours shall be paid at the regular hourly rate of pay.   
 
NO. 10:  Means the regular working day shall be scheduled to consist of at least eight (8) hours but no more than ten (10) 
consecutive hours, exclusive of the lunch period, unless otherwise provided.  Crews shall be scheduled to commence at 
any time between the hours of 5:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. or earlier if agreed on by the majority of any one crew.  Except 
as specifically provided for Saturdays, Sundays and holidays, all work performed by Employees anywhere in excess of 
forty (40) hours in one (1) work week, or in excess of ten (10) hours in one work day shall be paid at the rate of one and 
one-half (1½) times the regular hourly wage scale.  Any work performed on a Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one 
and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly wage scale unless such Saturday work falls under the category of Saturday 
make Up Day.  When this Saturday Make Up Day does occur, the Employee may work on Saturday at straight time; 
provided, however, if during the period worked by said Employee on Saturday, the Employee’s compensable time at the 
straight time rate exceeds forty (40) hours, all time worked in excess of the forty (40) hours will be paid at the rate of one 
and one-half (1½) time the regular hourly wage scale.  The provision of this Saturday Make Up Day shall not apply to any 
weeks in which a designated holiday is recognized.  Any work performed by Employees anywhere on Sunday or holidays 
shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time the regular wage scale. 
 
NO. 21:  Means eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day.  Forty 
(40) hours within five (5) days, Monday through Friday, shall constitute a work week.  The regular starting time of a job 
may be moved not more than two (2) hours prior to 8:00 a.m.  However, in no case shall more than eight (8) hours be 
worked per day without the applicable overtime rate being paid.  When job conditions dictate, the Employer shall be 
allowed to establish a four (4) day, ten (10) hours per day work week.  This work week is defined as Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  All hours worked in excess of ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week 
shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  This language is not intended to change the normal five (5) day, eight (8) 
hour per day work week.

Shift work performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. (third shift) shall receive 
eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 31.4% for all hours worked.  An unpaid lunch period of thirty (30) 
minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required before the established start time and after the 
completion of eight (8) hours of any shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate. 
 
NO. 22:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interest parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
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NO. 24:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  A workweek of four (4), ten (10) hour days may be established on a 
per job basis.  Saturday may be used for a make-up day, when working 5-8’s, Friday when working 4-10’s.  All time 
worked before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on 
Saturday shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except after eight (8) hours worked, then double (2) time 
will apply.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.   
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 35:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interested parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 36:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day, Monday through Friday between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m.  Saturday can be used as a makeup day if time is lost due to weather.  All hours in excess of the regular forty 
(40) hour work week or eight (8) hours per day shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of one and 
one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  Employees will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times their regular rate 
for work performed on Saturdays.  Sundays and holidays worked are to be paid at double (2) the regular hourly rate.  
Four (4) ten-hour days, at the option of the Employer, shall be the standard work week, consisting of a consecutive ten-
hour period, Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday, between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m.  Forty 
(40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  
 
NO. 43:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours 
within five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week. Work performed in the 9th and 
10th hour, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
Contractor has the option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of 
pay between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday. Work performed outside the regularly 
scheduled working hours and on Saturdays, Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall 
be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
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NO 56:  Means the regular work day shall consist of eight (8) hours between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  An optional four 
day work week may be utilized with the ten (10) hour clause, days Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  
Work hours shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. any work performed on Monday or Friday outside the regular scheduled 
four (4) days shall be at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Work performed outside of the regular work day, 
and on Saturdays shall be paid at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Sundays and holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) time the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 61:  Means except as herein provided, eight (8) hours a day, 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., shall constitute a standard work 
day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  The regular workday starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and 
resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  All time 
worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and 
one-half (1½).  All time worked on Sunday and holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) 
time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a 
normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) day ten hour work week is in effect, the standard work week shall 
consist of forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) consecutive ten-hour four days within 
the five (5) day period.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday 
and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) 
hours per day, or forty (40) hours per week.  When the five (5) day eight-hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per 
week shall constitute a week's work (normal work week being Monday through Friday).  In the event the job is down for 
any reason beyond the control of the Employer, then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-
up day, at straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours for that day, or forty (40) hours per week.

Starting and quitting time may be moved up or set back where conditions warrant; however, a notification for each project 
must be made prior to working 4-10’s.  All time over the regular work day as defined and all hours worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of one & one-half (1½) the regular rate of wages.  If a job can't work forty (40) hours Monday 
through Friday because of inclement weather, Friday (if working 4-10’s) or Saturday (if working 5-8’s), may be worked as 
a make-up day at straight time.  In the event that Friday (if working 4-10’s) or Saturday (if working 5-8’s) is utilized as a 
workday, any employee that has been absent from work during the week shall be paid the straight time rate until such 
time that the employee has earned forty (40) hours of straight time pay.  If any employee is required to work recognized 
holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 86:  The regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch period, 
with pay at the straight time rate with all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday shall begin between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. 
The Employer may have the option to schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day 
at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, holiday or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, they shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  All overtime work 
performed on Monday through Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be 
paid at the one and one half the hourly rate.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be paid at double the hourly rate.  Shifts may be established when 
considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the 
First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight 
hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the 
second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third 
shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) hours plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 
per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  Shifts that begin on 
Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half these rates.  Shifts 
that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double time these rates.  
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NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 92:  Means all work performed from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, will be at straight time pay up to 
forty (40) hours per week.  All work performed Monday through Friday before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. will be done at 
time and one-half (1½).  All work done on Saturday will be done at time and one-half (1½), unless the employer and 
employee agree that Saturday shall be used as a make-up day.  The Employer may use a flexible starting time of 7:00 
a.m. to 8:00 a.m., and quitting time of 3:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m., and any such different work starting time shall determine 
whether wages are payable at the straight rate or the premium rate.  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid for at 
time and one-half (1½), unless the Saturday has been used as a make-up day.  All work performed on Sunday and 
holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 110:  Means eight (8) hours between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day.  The 
starting time may be advanced one (1) or two (2) hours.  Employees shall have a lunch period of thirty (30) minutes.  
The Employer may provide a lunch period of one (1) hour, and in that event, the workday shall commence at 8:00 a.m. 
and end at 5:00 p.m.  The workweek shall commence at 8:00 a.m. on Monday and shall end at 4:30 p.m. on Friday (or 
5:00 p.m. on Friday if the Employer grants a lunch period of one (1) hour), or as adjusted by starting time change as 
stated above.  All work performed before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. (or 5:00 p.m. where one (1) hour lunch is 
granted for lunch) or as adjusted by starting time change as stated above or on Saturday, except as herein provided, 
shall be compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate of pay for the work performed.  All work 
performed on Sunday and on recognized holidays shall be compensated at double (2) the regular hourly rate of pay for 
the work performed.  When working a five 8-hour day schedule and an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) 
hours, Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), Saturday or any part 
thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  The Employer shall have the option of working five 
eight (8) hour days or four ten (10) hour days Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work five (5) eight (8) 
hour days during any work week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid 
at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work four (4) ten (10) hour 
days in any week, work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time 
and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is working ten (10) hour days and loses a 
day due to inclement weather, they may work ten (10) hours Friday at straight time.  All hours worked over the forty 
(40) hours Monday through Friday will be paid at time and one-half (1½) overtime rate.  Overtime shall be computed at 
half-hour intervals. Shift work:  Where it is necessary for the project to operate in shifts, a twenty-four (24) hour or sixteen 
(16) hour daily schedule shall be established for not less than three (3) consecutive days at the wage rates applicable to 
the work being performed.  One-half (1/2) hour in eight (8) hour shift shall be allowed for lunch for which there will be no 
deduction in the pay of the employee.  Employees on the second shift shall be paid twenty-five cents ($.25) per hour 
more and employees on the third shift fifty cents ($.50) per hour more than those on the first shift.  Overtime shall be 
computed after shift differential is added to base pay. 
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NO. 123:  Means except as provided, eight (8) hours a day (8:00 A.M. to 4:30 P.M.) shall constitute a standard work day, 
excluding the 30-minute lunch period, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work.  All time worked 
outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half 
(except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and 
paid at the rate of double time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour 
days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work week shall consist of forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) 
consecutive ten (10) hour days within the five day period.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control 
of the Employer, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight 
time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  Starting time will be designated by the Employer.  When 
the five (5) day eight (8) hour work week is in effect forty (40) hours per week will constitute a week’s work (normal work 
week being Monday through Friday).  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control of the Employer, 
then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; at straight time not to exceed eight (8) 
hours or forty (40) hours per week. 
 
NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
 
NO. 126:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $27.96 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time.

NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.

When a Holiday occurs on Saturday it shall not 
be observed on either the previous Friday or the following Monday.  Such days shall be regular work days.  If such a 
holiday occurs on Sunday it shall be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 28: All work done on New Year's Day,  Veteran's Day,  Memorial Day,  Independence Day,  Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 36: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workman unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make-up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.

52: All work performed on Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall receive the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for such work.   
 
NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 74:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be paid at double (2) time of the hourly rate of pay.  In the event one of 
the above holiday’s falls on Saturday, the holiday shall be celebrated on Saturday.  If the holiday falls on Sunday, the 
holiday will be celebrated on Monday.  
 
NO. 78:  The following days shall be recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Thanksgiving and Christmas.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will be observed as 
the legal holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the legal holiday.  All time 
worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double time. 
 
NO. 80: The following days shall be recognized as Holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  In the event that any of these Holidays fall on a 
Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be observed; if on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed.

If an Employer is prohibited from 
working on a holiday, that Employer may work the following Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate.  Overtime will be 
at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  If workmen are required to work the enumerated holidays or days 
observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
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NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 25:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, starting on Monday and ending on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.

NO. 2:  Means the maximum of eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work beginning at 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon, 12:30 
p.m. to 4:30 p.m.  The maximum work week shall be forty (40) hours beginning Monday at 8:00 a.m. and ending Friday at 
4:30 p.m.  Because of traffic, parking or other circumstances, the hours of work on any project may be any continuous 8½ 
hours period (8 hours of work plus 30 minutes for lunch) between 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  When circumstances warrant 
and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to, the Employer may institute a work week consisting of four (4) 
consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. Monday through Thursday, with one-half 
(½) hour allowed for a lunch period each day.  Friday may be used as a make-up day.  After ten (10) hours in a workday, 
or forty (40) hours in a workweek, overtime shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of pay.  
Overtime performed Monday through Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of 
pay.  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  Labor Day shall be paid at triple

All work commencing with the beginning of the 
established work day on Sundays and/or Holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time. 
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NO. 17:  Means the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor between 7:00 a.m. and 3:30 p.m. and the 
regular work week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour days of labor beginning on Monday and ending with 
Friday of each week.    All full-time or part-time labor performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working 
hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  Except as otherwise provided, all work performed outside of regular working 
hours during the regular work week, shall be at double (2) times the regular rate.  Working hours may be varied by two (2) 
hours.  When circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to by interested parties, the Employer 
may institute a work week consisting of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of five (5) a.m. and six 
(6) p.m., Monday through Thursday, with one-half (1/2) hour allowed for a lunch period each day.  Friday may be used as 
a make-up day.  The make-up day will be voluntary, and a decision not to work may not be held against the employee.  
When working four (4) ten (10) hour day’s overtime will be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate for the eleventh (11th) 
and twelfth (12th) hour, all other work will be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  The first two (2) hours of overtime, 
Monday through Friday, and the first eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be at time and one-half (1½) for all work.  All other 
overtime shall be at double (2) time.  The first two (2) hours of overtime must be concurrent with the regular work day; two 
(2) hours prior to or following the regular work day are at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday (as previously 
defined) on Saturday is paid at time and one-half (1½).  Work performed outside of the regular Saturday work day is at 
double (2) time.  All work performed on recognized holidays, or days locally observed as such, and Sundays shall be paid 
at the double (2) time rate of pay.   
 
NO. 25:  Means regular working hours of eight (8) hours shall constitute a working day between the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 
4:30 p.m. in a forty (40) hour working week of Monday through Friday. Employment on Saturday, Sunday and legal 
holidays, and employment before or after the regular working hours shall be considered overtime.  Employment on 
Saturday, Sunday and legal holidays shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 
12:00 midnight, Monday through Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 
12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on any day shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate. 
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 30:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 A.M., except 
when the work week is scheduled as a week with starting time advanced or delayed.  Starting time may be advanced or 
delayed by the employer up to two (2) hours from the regular starting time.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  
All work performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on 
Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  In the event that a scheduled eight (8) hour work day is 
missed (not to include holidays) because of events out of the control of the contractor, then that missed work day may be 
made up at straight time the following Saturday.  It is recognized that not all employees working on a Saturday make-up 
day will have worked the same number of hours during the regular work week.   It is further recognized that any work 
after the forty (40) hours in a week must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  Saturday make-up day shall not be used to 
make up for time lost due to recognized holidays.

When circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to, 
the employer may institute a work week consisting of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of 7:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., Monday through Thursday.  Friday may be used as a make-up day.  After ten (10) hours in a 
workday, or forty (40) hours in a workweek, overtime shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
rate of pay.  All overtime Monday through Saturday shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular rate of 
pay.  Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) time.  Labor Day shall be paid at triple (3) time.  Shift 
work may be performed at the option of the Contractor.  However, whenever shift work is performed it must cover a 
period not less than (5) consecutive working days.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as outlined 
above.  The hourly rate for second shift (seven and one-half hours worked for eight hours paid) shall be twenty-five cents

cents ($0.50) above the hourly rate.  If no first shift is worked, second and third shift employees shall receive an additional 
fifteen percent (15%) over and above the hourly rate for actual hours worked. 
 
NO. 46:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours from 6:00 a.m. to 6: 30 p.m.  Starting time may be between 
6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m.  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning between 6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. 
on Monday and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 6:30 p.m. on Friday.  All hours in excess of the regular work day and work 
week shall be considered overtime.  Overtime on days recognized as regular work days and on Saturday shall be paid for 
at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of 
double time (2) for time worked.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday through 
Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours at straight time rate of pay.  The 4-10’s must run for a period of at least 
four (4) days.   
 
NO 47:  Means a regular workday shall consist of eight (8) hours between 6:00 a.m. and 6:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours, 
within five (5) days -- Monday through Friday or Tuesday through Saturday inclusive -- shall constitute the regular 
workweek.  The Employer may alter the above stated hours by two (2) hours for an early starting and quitting time only, 
not to exceed eight (8) hours of work in any one day.  The Employer shall be allowed to establish a four (4) day, ten (10) 
hour per day work week.  This work week is defined as Monday through Thursday, with a Friday make-up day.  The 
normal work day under a ten (10) hour four (4) day work week shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.  All hours worked in 
excess of ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week or hours worked outside the normal work week shall be paid 
at the applicable overtime rate.  The first four (4) hours of overtime after the normal workday, each day Monday through 
Friday and the first ten (10) hours of overtime on Saturdays shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
straight time rate of pay.  All other work performed outside of the regularly scheduled working hours and outside of the 
first ten (10) hours worked on Saturdays shall be paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay.  Sundays and 
the recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  When so elected by 
the contractor, multiple shifts of at least five (5) days duration may be worked.  When two (2) or three (3) shifts are 
worked:  The first shift (day shift) shall be worked between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Workmen on the “day 
shift” shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate for eight (8) hours work.  The second shift (swing shift) 
shall be worked between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:30 a.m.  Workmen on the “swing shift” shall receive eight (8) 
hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 10% for seven and one-half (7 ½) hours work.  The third shift (graveyard shift) 
shall be worked between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  Workmen on the “graveyard shift” shall receive eight (8) 
hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 15% for seven (7) hours work.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes shall be 
allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half 
(1½) times the “shift” hourly rate. 
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NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
 
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 52:  Means the regular workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, Monday through Friday.  The regular 
workday shall consist of an eight (8) hour period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending no later 
than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  The 
option exists for the employer to use a four (4) day, ten (10) hour work week.  Days worked shall be Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  If the job requires men on duty all five (5) days, then part of the crew may work the 
first four (4) days and the remainder of the crew may work the last four (4) days.  Hours each day shall be from 7:00 a.m. 
to 5:30 p.m.   Interested parties on the project must agree to this clause before it may be used.  Once this clause has 
been put into effect, it shall remain as long as the majority of the Employees on the project and the Employer agree to 
keep it.  The four (4) day clause shall not be used to circumvent a Holiday.  Except as otherwise provided, all work 
performed outside the regular working hours and performed during the regular work week (Monday through Friday) shall 
be at the following rates of pay: 
 Holidays-New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day (or days 
observed as such) shall be recognized as Holidays that shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Labor Day-No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency.  Rate of pay shall be 
at three (3) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Overtime-Work performed outside of the regular work day (the regular work day shall consist of an eight (8) hour 
period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending not later than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon 
starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m., by mutual consent of the interested 
party’s.), shall be: 


A. Hours worked Monday through Friday, the first two (2) hours of overtime will be paid at time and one-half 
(1½).  All other overtime will be paid at the double (2) time rate. 


B. The first ten (10) hours worked on Saturday will be paid at time and one-half (1½), with all other hours to be 
paid at the double (2) time rate. 


C. Sundays and Holidays (except Labor Day) shall be paid at the double (2) time rate. 
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NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
 
NO. 58:  Means eight (8) consecutive hours, between 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., shall constitute a day’s work.  Five (5) 
days work, Monday through Friday, shall constitute a normal work week.  Work performed in excess of eight (8) hours per 
day or eight hours beyond normal starting time for that project excluding lunch Monday through Friday, and all work 
performed on Saturday, shall be paid for the rate of time and one-half (1½).  When Sundays and recognized holidays are 
worked, the worker(s) shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) days a week 
(Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule at straight time.  A Friday make-up day is available if time is 
lost due to inclement weather and at least sixteen (16) hours, but not more than thirty (30) hours, were worked during the 
week. 
 
NO. 63:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day between time that may be advanced or delayed by 
two (2) hours on either side of 8:00 AM.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday 
through Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours straight time.  The four (4) tens (10s) must run for a period of at 
least four (4) days, Monday through Thursday.  All work on Friday on a four (4) tens (10) project will be paid at the rate of 
time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays must be paid at double (2) time.  All work performed prior to or after the regular eight 
(8) hour work day, or ten (10) hour work day, as described above shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  
 
NO. 65:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m., with 
one half hour for lunch between three and one-half (3½) and five (5) hours after starting time.  The starting time may be 
advanced by two (2) hours or delayed one (1) hour by the employer from the regular starting time.  All work performed 
before the advanced starting time and during the half hour lunch shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half 
(1½).  Work performed outside these hours shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½), except as 
provided otherwise below.  All work performed on Sundays or recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time 
rate.  When the start time is delayed past 9:00 a.m., the employee’s pay shall start at 9:00 a.m. and all time, after the 
normal quitting time (5:30 p.m.), shall be paid at the overtime rate.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  All work 
performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on Saturday 
shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  In the event that a scheduled eight (8) hour work day is missed 
(not including recognized holidays) because of inclement weather, then that missed work day may be made up at straight 
time on the following Saturday.  It is recognized that not all employees working on a Saturday make-up day will have 
worked the same number of hours during the regular work week.

The starting time may be advanced 
or delayed by the employer up to one hour from the regular starting time.  All work performed before the advance starting 
time and during the half hour lunch shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½).  Work performed outside 
these hours shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½), except as provided otherwise below.  All work 
performed on Sundays or holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  
All work performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on 
Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate, except as hereinafter described.  In the event that a 
scheduled eight (8) hour work day is missed (not including recognized holidays) because of inclement weather, then that 
missed work day may be made up at straight time on the Saturday in the week of the pay period.

Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work to begin 
between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and end between 2:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m.  Employees required to work during their lunch 
period shall receive the overtime rate.   Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are required to 
work prior to their normal starting time or after eight (8) hours or normal quitting time Monday through Friday, or all day on 
Saturday.  If an Employer has started the work week on a five day, eight hours a day schedule, and due to inclement 
weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine or ten hours a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of 
that work week in order to make up for the lost time (10-hour make-up day).  All work over ten (10) hours a day or over 
forty (40) hours a week must be paid at time & one-half (1½).  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.

95:  Means a regular workday shall consist of eight and one-half (8½) hours elapsed time, including one-half hour for 
lunch.  The crew starting times shall be flexible within the period of daylight to 8:00 a.m.  Any work performed over ten 
(10) hours of elapsed time per day including one-half hour for lunch and/or any work performed over forty (40) hours at 
the straight time rate in one week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the straight time rate.  Saturday shall be a 
voluntary make-up day at straight time at the discretion of the contractor and with the consent of the employees.  Sunday 
and recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) time.  
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NO.  100:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work, and five (5) continuous eight-hour days shall constitute a 
week's work, Monday through Friday.  Time and one-half (1½) the regular hourly rate shall be paid for all work performed 
in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day or forty (40) hours in any one week.  Starting time shall be between 6:00 a.m. 
and 9:00 a.m.  All work over eight (8) hours in a regular 5-day 8-hour schedule shall be at the appropriate overtime rate.  
All time worked before the regular scheduled starting time shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) and shall 
not apply to regular shift.  All time worked after eight (8) hours in any one day or after 5:30 p.m., whichever comes first, 
shall be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate.  An Employer, at his option, may elect to work four (4) ten (10) hour days, 
Monday through Thursday, at straight time.  All such work must be done at least one week in duration.  All work over ten 
(10) hours in one day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be at the overtime rate.  Any employee who is scheduled to work 
on any regular work day but is prevented from working because of weather conditions, shall be permitted to work on 
Saturday (Friday if working 4-10's) as a make-up day at the straight time rate of pay.

67:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Christmas Day, Fourth of July and Thanksgiving 
Day, from midnight to midnight, shall be paid for at the rate of double time (2) the basic rate of pay if required to work 
in addition to any other pay otherwise required hereunder as holiday pay.  Positively no work shall be performed on 
Labor Day.  Martin Luther King’s Birthday, Veteran’s Day, and the day after Thanksgiving Day shall be considered 
optional holidays, and if the Employer and employees agree that work will be performed on that day, no premium 
pay will be required.  Should any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Friday.  
Should any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the holiday will be observed on Monday.

(2) the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  Any one of the above listed holidays falling on Saturday shall be 
observed on the prior Friday and paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  No work shall 
be performed on Labor Day except in case of emergency.

4:  Means the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours labor on the job between six (6) a.m. and 
six-thirty (6:30) p.m. and the work week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour days beginning on 
Monday and ending with Friday of each week. All full time or part time labor performed during such hours shall 
be recognized as regular working hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  Also, there may be a 40-hour 
work week which would consist of ten (10) hours each day for Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday or 
Friday.

6:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a 
week’s work.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid 
the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work done on Sunday and recognized holidays must be paid for at the double (2) 
time rate.  The Employer shall have the option of working five (5) eight (8) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour days to 
constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  Work in excess of eight (8) hours per day (when working 5-8’s) or ten (10) 
hours per day (when working 4-10’s) or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half 
(1½).  When the four (4) day ten (10) hour work week is in effect, the standard work week shall consist of forty (40) hours, 
Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) ten (10) hour days within the five (5) day period.  In the event 
the job is down for any reason beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the 
Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.

NO. 7:   Means work between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. daily, Monday through Saturday, as assigned by the 
Employer shall be considered regular hours.  Weekend work shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1 ½) times the 
regular rate of pay.  Weekend begins 12:01 a.m. Saturday.  Overtime is time worked over forty (40) hours per pay period, 
and shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of pay.  Sunday and Holidays will be paid at 
the rate of two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 10:  Means the regular working day shall be scheduled to consist of at least eight (8) hours but no more than ten (10) 
consecutive hours, exclusive of the lunch period, unless otherwise provided.  Crews shall be scheduled to commence at 
any time between the hours of 5:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. or earlier if agreed on by the majority of any one crew.  Except 
as specifically provided for Saturdays, Sundays and holidays, all work performed by Employees anywhere in excess of 
forty (40) hours in one (1) work week, or in excess of ten (10) hours in one work day shall be paid at the rate of one and 
one-half (1½) times the regular hourly wage scale.

(8) hour workday Monday through Friday, and the first ten (10) hours on Saturday, shall be paid at time and one-half 
(1.5) the basic straight–time rate.  All work performed on Sundays and holidays, and in excess of ten (10) hours a day 
shall be paid at double (2) the basic straight time rate of pay.  When hours worked are outside of established work 
hours, the pay rate shall be one and one-half (1.5) times the regular rate of pay for the first ten (10) hours, and all 
hours in excess of ten (10)  hours shall be at the double-time rate.  Shift work of either one (1) eight hour night shift, or 
two (2) eight (8) hour night shifts on a job which will continue for at least one (1) week, all employees shall be paid 
eighteen and one-half percent (18.5%) over the straight-time hourly rate on the night shifts.  All hours worked in excess 
of eight (8) in a shift shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate of pay.  The normal workweek may be changed to 
four (4) ten (10) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour nights, if on shift work, with the following provisions:  Monday 
through Thursday would be the normal workweek with Friday being used as scheduled workday in case of a day being 
lost due to weather, all employees working night shift, on a job that will continue at least one (1) week, shall be paid 
thirty percent (30%) over the regular straight-time hourly rate of pay, and any hours worked before or after established 
starting and quitting times being paid at double (2) time hourly rates of pay. 
 
NO. 24:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  A workweek of four (4), ten (10) hour days may be established on a 
per job basis.  Saturday may be used for a make-up day, when working 5-8’s, Friday when working 4-10’s.  All time 
worked before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on 
Saturday shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except after eight (8) hours worked, then double (2) time 
will apply.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.   
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 27:  Means eight (8) hours of work between the hours of eight (8:00) a.m. and four-thirty (4:30) p.m. shall constitute a 
work day.  Forty (40) hours within five (5) days - Monday through Friday, inclusive - shall constitute a work week.  The 
regular starting time in the morning may be moved not more than one hour prior to 8:00 a.m.; however, in no case shall 
more than eight (8) hours be worked per day without the applicable overtime rate being paid.  When job conditions dictate 
and as required by the employer, the employer shall be allowed to establish a four (4) day, ten (10) hour per day work 
week.  This work week is defined as Monday through Thursday, with a Friday make-up day.  The normal work day under 
a ten (10) hour four (4) day work week shall be from 8:00 a.m. to 6:30 p.m., with a one hour starting variance.  The make-
up day of Friday shall be instituted for specific reasons such as loss of production due to weather and Holidays.  All hours 
worked in excess of ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week or hours worked outside the normal work week 
shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  This language is not intended to change the normal five (5) day, eight (8) 
hours per day work week.  All overtime work after a regular work day, (8) hours, Monday through Friday shall be paid at 
time and one-half (1½).  All hours worked on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All other overtime on 
Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Shift work performed 
between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. (second shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of 
pay plus 17.3% for all hours worked. Shift work performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. (third shift) 
shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 31.4% for all hours worked.  A lunch period of thirty 
(30) minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid 
at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate.  
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NO. 29:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work and shall be from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through 
Friday.   Starting time may be advanced or delayed by the employer up to two (2) hours from the regular starting time.  
Any hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of pay.  
The employer may establish a 4-10’s schedule on projects (4 days with 10 hours per day).  If using a 4-10’s schedule, a 
Friday make-up day is allowed.  If using a 4-10’s schedule, any work more than ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours 
in a work week shall be paid at the time and one-half  (1½) rate.  Friday make-up days shall not be used to make up for 
time lost due to recognized holidays.  All hours worked between 4:30 p.m. Friday and 4:30 p.m. Saturday shall be paid for 
at the rate of time and one half.

A 
workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or 
other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, in which event, the starting time may be advanced or 
delayed. Work performed on recognized holidays or days observed as such, shall receive time and one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 36:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day, Monday through Friday between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m.  Saturday can be used as a makeup day if time is lost due to weather.  All hours in excess of the regular forty 
(40) hour work week or eight (8) hours per day shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of one and 
one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  Employees will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times their regular rate 
for work performed on Saturdays.  Sundays and holidays worked are to be paid at double (2) the regular hourly rate.  
Four (4) ten-hour days, at the option of the Employer, shall be the standard work week, consisting of a consecutive ten-
hour period, Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday, between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m.  Forty 
(40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  
 
NO. 37:  The Employer may choose, at his discretion, to work five eight hour days or four ten hour days with a Friday 
make-up day, Monday through Friday at straight time.  Overtime shall be paid after eight (8) hours when working “five 
eights” and after ten hours when working “four tens”.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be 
paid for at the rate of double (2) time.  All Saturday work shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular 
wage rate.  All night work during the regular work week other than the above-mentioned days shall be paid for at the rate 
of time and one-half (1½) the regular wage scale until midnight and double (2) time after midnight except make-up time 
will be allowed under the following condition:  In the event of inclement weather on exterior projects which prevents 
working the full regular eight (8) hour day, forty (40) hour work week schedule, a Saturday make-up day can be granted.  
Then said work on Saturday shall be paid at the straight time rate of pay up to a maximum total of forty (40) hours per 
week. 
 
NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
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NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO 56:  Means the regular work day shall consist of eight (8) hours between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  An optional four 
day work week may be utilized with the ten (10) hour clause, days Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  
Work hours shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. any work performed on Monday or Friday outside the regular scheduled 
four (4) days shall be at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Work performed outside of the regular work day, 
and on Saturdays shall be paid at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Sundays and holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) time the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.

overtime and be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work on Sunday or recognized holidays shall be classified 
as overtime and be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work 
Sunday through Saturday inclusive.  In the event the job is down for reasons beyond the contractors control, then Friday 
and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) 
hours per day or forty (40) hours per week. 
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NO. 84:  The regular working starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 
6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  Except as provided in this Article, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a 
standard work day and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a weeks’ work, which shall begin on Sunday and end on 
Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid at 
the rate of time & one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be 
classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) 
eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour 
work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods, exclusive of the lunch period, 
beginning at 6:30 a.m. and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.

All time worked 
outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half 
(except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and 
paid at the rate of double time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour 
days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work week shall consist of forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) 
consecutive ten (10) hour days within the five day period.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control 
of the Employer, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight 
time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  Starting time will be designated by the Employer.  When 
the five (5) day eight (8) hour work week is in effect forty (40) hours per week will constitute a week’s work (normal work 
week being Monday through Friday).

NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
 
NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 1: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the rate of double time.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the 
following Monday shall be observed.  When one of the above holidays falls on Saturday the preceding Friday shall 
be observed.  
 
NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 9: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid for at the double time rate of pay.  Any one of the above listed holidays falling on 
Sunday shall be observed on the following Monday and paid at the double time rate of pay as all observed holidays, 
if worked. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 14: The following days are recognized Holidays: Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas 
Day, and New Year’s Day.  No work shall be done on Labor Day.  When falling on a Sunday and the following 
Monday is observed as part of the holiday, then that Monday shall be considered a holiday.  Sunday and Holidays 
will be paid at the rate of two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 24: All work done on Christmas Day, Thanksgiving Day, New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Presidential Election Day or days locally observed as such, and Sunday shall be 
recognized as holidays and paid at the double time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 28: All work done on New Year's Day,  Veteran's Day,  Memorial Day,  Independence Day,  Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the holiday. 
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NO. 35: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workman unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make-up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make-up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall 
receive time and one-half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 49: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) 
of the personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these 
holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they 
shall be paid time & one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 52: All work performed on Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall receive the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 63:  All work done on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day must be paid for at the double (2) time rate.  No work shall be done on Labor Day or the Fourth of 
July except to preserve life or property.  When any of the above named holidays fall on Sunday, the following 
Monday shall be observed as such holiday.  If they fall on Saturday, Friday shall be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 64:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Decoration Day (Memorial Day), Independence Day (Fourth of 
July), Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid for at double (2) the regular rate of pay.  When 
any of the above named holidays shall fall on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as such holiday.  If 
any other craft is afforded a provision of observing Friday as the holiday when the holiday falls on Saturday, 
Laborers shall be granted the same provision.  If another craft that Laborers are tending recognize a specific holiday 
that Laborers do not normally recognize, the Laborers tending that craft shall recognize the same holiday. 
 
NO. 65:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. If the holiday falls on 
Saturday, it will be observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be 
paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 74:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be paid at double (2) time of the hourly rate of pay.  In the event one of 
the above holiday’s falls on Saturday, the holiday shall be celebrated on Saturday.  If the holiday falls on Sunday, the 
holiday will be celebrated on Monday.  
 
NO. 78:  The following days shall be recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Thanksgiving and Christmas.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will be observed as 
the legal holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the legal holiday.  All time 
worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double time.

Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. nor later 
than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) will be paid 
for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week.

All employees performing work on affected 
properties during or following emergencies shall receive the applicable rate of pay for the first sixteen (16) consecutive 
hours and all hours worked in excess of sixteen (16) consecutive hours shall be paid at double time until broken by an 
eight (8) hour rest period.  Should an employee be called back to work within two hours of his normal quitting time, the 
previous hours worked shall count toward the above sixteen (16) hour provision.

NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 32:  The regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor on the job between six (6) a.m. and four (4) p.m. 
and the regular working week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour day’s of labor on the job beginning with 
Monday and ending with Friday of each week.  The normal work week is 40 hours.  All full-time or part-time labor 
performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  All 
work performed during regular work hours on Saturdays will be paid at time and one-half (1 ½).

If a laborer is assisting another craft on a 
make-up day and the other craft is receiving overtime pay the laborer shall receive the same overtime multiple as the 
craft assisted.  No overtime rates shall be broken down into less than thirty (30) minute units of time.   Projects that 
cannot be performed during regular workday:  Building construction work, if required by the owner, the contractor may 
perform work outside the normal hours and employees shall be paid applicable straight time hourly wage rate plus a 
premium of $1.50 per hour for the first eight hours worked.  Any hours worked in excess of eight hours shall be paid at 
the applicable overtime rate plus $1.50 per hour premium.  Shift work:  The Employer may elect to work, one, two or three 
shifts on any work.  When two or more shits are worked on any operation, the first shift or day shift shall consist of eight 
(8) hours exclusive of lunch time; the second or swing shift consist of eight (8) hours’ work for eight and one-half hours 
pay, exclusive of lunch time; the third or graveyard shift shall consist of eight (8) hours’ work for nine (9) hours’ pay 
exclusive of lunch time.  The swing shift shall be paid twenty-five cents ($.25) per hour above the regular rate of pay.  The 
graveyard shift shall be paid fifty cents ($.50) per hour above the regular rate of pay.  Multiple shift (second or third shift) 
operation will not be construed on the entire project if at any time it is deemed advisable and necessary for the employer 
to a specific operation.

76:  Means the standard workday shall consist of eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 
p.m. with a thirty (30) minute unpaid lunch hour occurring in the middle of the shift.  The standard workweek shall consist 
of five standard workdays commencing on Monday and ending on Friday.  The normal starting and quitting times may be 
changed by mutual consent of interested parties.  All time worked before and after the established eight (8) hour workday, 
Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday, shall be paid for at the rate of time & one-half (1½) the hourly 
base wage rate in effect.

The regular workday shall begin on the job site between the 
hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. with the starting time to be determined by the Employer, unless project owner requires 
different starting time.  This adjustable starting time can, at the Employer’s option, be staggered to permit starting portions 
of the work force at various times within the prescribed hours.   The Employer may establish a four (4) ten (10) hour shift 
exclusive of the thirty (30) minute lunch period at the straight time wage rate.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a 
week’s work Monday through Thursday.  In the event a job is down due to weather conditions, safety or other conditions 
beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday may, at the option of the employer, be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time wage rate. Straight time is not to exceed ten (10) hours a day or forty (40) hours per week.  Time and one-
half (1 ½ ) shall be paid for all overtime hours worked during the week, Monday through Friday and for all work performed 
on Saturday.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays. 
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NO. 80:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day and forty (40) hours a work week, Monday through 
Friday.

Up to four (4) hours of overtime work per 
day performed before or after the assigned normal work day, (twelve (12) continuous hours, starting no earlier than 
6:00 a.m., Monday through Friday),  shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) that employee’s hourly 
rate.

Double time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays, recognized legal holidays or days that may be celebrated 
as such as designated by the federal government.   All shifts for work performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 
1:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hourly rate plus two dollars ($2.00) per clock hour.  All shifts for work performed 
between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hour rate plus four dollars ($4.00) per clock 
hour.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half times (1.5x) 
the “shift” hourly rate.  
 
NO. 87:  Means eight (8) hours starting between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 4:30 p.m. 
at the Employers discretion shall constitute a day’s work.  Any work prior to 6:00 a.m. or after eight (8) hours shall be 
paid at the overtime rate.  Five (5) days from Monday through Friday inclusive shall constitute a regular work week.  All 
hours before and after these regular hours shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time.  All work on Saturday and Sunday shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale of wages. 
 
NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 92:  Means all work performed from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, will be at straight time pay up to 
forty (40) hours per week.  All work performed Monday through Friday before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. will be done at 
time and one-half (1½).  All work done on Saturday will be done at time and one-half (1½), unless the employer and 
employee agree that Saturday shall be used as a make-up day.  The Employer may use a flexible starting time of 7:00 
a.m. to 8:00 a.m., and quitting time of 3:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m., and any such different work starting time shall determine 
whether wages are payable at the straight rate or the premium rate.  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid for at 
time and one-half (1½), unless the Saturday has been used as a make-up day.  All work performed on Sunday and 
holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
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NO. 104:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a standard work day between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
p.m.  The standard work week shall be forty (40) hours between 6:00 a.m. on Monday and ending 8:00 p.m. on Friday.  
An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly rate shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a 
day Monday through Friday.  Saturdays shall be considered overtime and work done on Saturday shall be paid at time 
and one-half (1½) the prevailing scale.  Sundays and holidays shall be considered overtime and work done on these days 
shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale. 
 
NO. 116:  Means the standard work day shall consist of eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 
p.m.  The standard work week shall consist of five standard work days commencing on Monday and ending on Friday 
inclusive.  All time worked before and after the established eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and all time 
worked on Saturdays, shall be paid for at the rate of time & one-half (1½) the hourly base wage rate in effect.  All time 
worked on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) the hourly base wage rate in effect. 
 
NO. 126:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $27.96 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 3: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, 
the following Monday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 5:  All work that shall be done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate 
for each hour of fraction thereof worked on any such day .  
 
NO. 6:  The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor 
Day, Veterans Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day and any additional holidays which may be mutually agreed 
upon.  Whenever any such holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be recognized and observed as 
the holiday.  Work performed on Sundays and holidays shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  No work shall 
be performed on Labor Day.   
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 8: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day, or the days observed in lieu of these holidays, shall be paid at the double 
time rate of pay.   
 
NO. 12: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Should any of these days fall on Sunday, then the 
following day shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstances shall employees be permitted to work on 
Labor Day. 
 
NO. 18: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
the Friday following Thanksgiving and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When one of the 
above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be considered the holiday, and when one of the above 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered the holiday, and all work performed on said 
day(s) shall be paid at the double time rate. 
 
NO. 25:  All work done on New Year's Day, Martin Luther King Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, Christmas Day, Presidential Election Day, or 
days locally observed as such, and Saturday and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays and shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  If a named holiday falls on a Saturday, the holiday will be observed on the preceding 
Friday.  When a named holiday falls on Sunday, the Monday after will be observed as the holiday.  Appropriate 
overtime rates to be based on fifteen minute increments.  
 
NO. 26: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When a Holiday occurs on Saturday it shall not 
be observed on either the previous Friday or the following Monday.  Such days shall be regular work days.  If such a 
holiday occurs on Sunday it shall be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 31: All work done on New Year's Day, Presidents Day, Good Friday, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, Friday after Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, and Employee's Birthday shall be 
paid at the double time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the recognized holiday. 
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NO. 36: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workman unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make-up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make-up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 41:  The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, 
Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  No work shall be performed on the Fourth of July, 
Labor Day or Christmas Day.  Any work performed on the above holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the 
regular straight time rate of pay.  When any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
observed as such holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall not be considered to be observed on the previous 
Friday or following Monday.  Such days shall be regular workdays. 
 
NO. 45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 47: The following holidays are recognized:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving and Christmas Day.  When a holiday listed above falls 
on Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday preceding the holiday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the 
following Monday shall be observed. Holidays referred to above shall be paid for at the double (2) time rate of pay 
when worked. 
 
NO. 51: All time worked on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) the hourly 
base wage rate in effect. The Employer agrees to recognize the following holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If the holiday falls on 
Sunday, it shall be recognized on the following Monday.  If the holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be recognized as a 
Saturday only holiday.  
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for such work.   
 
NO. 60:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Armistice Day (Veteran's Day), Decoration Day (Memorial Day), 
Independence Day (Fourth of July), Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of 
pay.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday will be observed as the holiday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
observed as the holiday. 
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NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 71:  All work performed on the following recognized holidays, or days that may be celebrated as such, shall be 
paid at the double (2) time rate of pay: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veterans 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Day after Thanksgiving and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
celebrated on Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday proceeding such Saturday. 
 
NO. 73:  The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran’s Day (or mutually agreed date of the Friday after Thanksgiving Day may be substituted for Veteran’s Day), 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or in the event that any of said Holidays falls on Sunday, then the day or days 
generally recognized as such.  Any work performed anywhere on any of the aforesaid Holidays, or on the day or 
days recognized and observed as such, shall be paid for at double (2) time the regular hourly rate.

NO. 2:  Means a regular workweek shall be forty (40) hours and will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The Employer 
shall have the option of working five 8-hour days or four 10-hour days Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to 
work five 8-hour days during any workweek, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or 40 per week shall be paid at 
time and one-half the hourly rate Monday through Friday.   If an Employer elects to work four 10-hour days in a week, 
work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or 40 hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half the hourly rate 
Monday through Friday.  When working a five 8-hour day schedule and an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) 
hours Monday through Friday, or any part thereof, by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be 
worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  If an Employer is working a four 10-hour day schedule and loses a day 
due to inclement weather, he may work 10 hours Friday at straight time.  All hours worked over the 40 hours Monday 
through Friday will be paid at 1 ½ overtime rate.  A workday shift is to begin at the option of the Employer, between 6:00 
a.m. and not later than 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if required.  If workmen 
are required to work the enumerated holidays or days observed as such or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  Overtime shall be computed at one-half (1/2) hour intervals.  Shift:  The Contractor may 
elect to work one, two or three shifts on any work.  When operating on more than one shift, the shifts shall be known as 
the day shift, swing shift, and graveyard shift as such terms are recognized in the industry.  When two shifts are worked 
on any operation, the shifts will consist of eight (8) or ten (10) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  When three shifts are worked 
the first day or day shift will consist of eight (8) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  The second or swing shift shall consist of 
seven and one-half (7 1/2) hours work for eight hours pay, exclusive of lunchtime, and the third or the graveyard shift shall 
consist of seven (7) hours work for eight (8) hours pay, exclusive of the lunchtime.  All time in excess of normal shifts shall 
be considered overtime.  Multiple shift (the two or three shift) operation will not be construed on the entire project if at 
anytime it is deemed advisable and necessary for the Employer to multiple shift a specific operation.  However, no shift 
shall be started between midnight and six a.m. except the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation, or except in an 
unusual or emergency situation.  If an Employer starts a shift between midnight and 6 a.m. except the graveyard shift on a 
three-shift operation, he shall reimburse all employees for the entire shift at the double time rate.  Completion of the 
second shift on a two-shift operation or completion of the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation that carries over into 
Saturday morning, shall be at the straight time rate.  Overtime shall be computed at ½ hour intervals.   
 
NO. 9:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours within 
five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week. Work performed in the 9th and 10th hour, 
Monday through Friday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay. Contractor has the 
option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay between the hours of 
6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  Worked performed in the first eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid 
at the rate of one and eight tenths (1.8) the regular straight time rate.  Work performed outside these hours and on 
Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
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NO. 10:  Means the regular workday for which employees shall be compensated at straight time hourly rate of pay shall, 
unless otherwise provided for, begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of five (5) 
days, Monday through Friday, beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m. except as may be modified.  The starting 
time may be either advanced or delayed one hour or two hours at the discretion of the Employer.  The Employer may 
have the option to schedule his work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time 
rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer 
elects to work Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to inclement weather, holidays or other conditions beyond 
the control of the Employer, he shall have the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty 
(40) hour workweek.  All necessary overtime and work performed on Saturday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the 
hourly rate, plus an amount equal to one-half (½) of the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate, plus an amount equal to the hourly Total 
Indicated Fringe Benefits.  Shifts may be established when considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates 
will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of 
eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time 
rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus 
one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight 
time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) 
hours plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the 
straight time rate plus $3.50 per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  
Shifts that begin on Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half 
these rates.  Shifts that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double 
time these rates. 
 
NO. 17:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day and forty (40) hours a work week, Monday through 
Friday.  The Employer shall establish the starting time between 6:30 a.m. through 9:00 a.m.  An Employer may further 
adjust the starting time up to 9:30 A.M. throughout the year.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid after eight (8) 
consecutive hours worked after the established starting time and for hours worked before the established starting time.  
Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for work performed on Saturdays.  Work performed on Sundays and Holidays shall 
be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  The Employer when working on Highway and Road Work may have the option 
to schedule the work week for his paving crew only from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the 
straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be at the applicable overtime rate of 
time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to inclement 
weather (rain, snow, sleet falling), the Employer shall have the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to 
complete the forty (40) hours. 
 
NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
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NO. 25:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, starting on Monday and ending on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any 
part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the straight 
time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have 
been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 
9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  All 
hours worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 26:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day shall 
be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any part 
thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time 
rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have been 
employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 
a.m.

NO. 32: Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  
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NO. 4: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. When a Holiday falls on a Sunday, 
Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day, except in case of jeopardy to life or property.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  
 
NO. 9: All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of New 
Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be 
paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits. Whenever any such 
holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 11: Means all work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, and any additional holidays which may be mutually agreed upon shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay. Whenever any such holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be recognized and 
observed as the holiday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day. 
 
NO. 12: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day, Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When one of the foregoing 
holidays falls on Sunday, it shall be celebrated on the following Monday.  When one of the foregoing holidays falls on 
Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday before the holiday. 
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; 
however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the worker unless worked. If workers are required to 
work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 21: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) 
hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless 
worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when an observed 
holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make-up day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 25: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) 
hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workmen unless 
worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day when an observed 
holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for 
such work.   
 
NO. 31: All work performed on New Year's Day, Presidents’ Day, Veterans’ Day, Good Friday, Decoration Day, Fourth of 
July, Labor Day, Christmas Eve Day,  Christmas Day, Thanksgiving Day and Day after Thanksgiving or days celebrated for 
the same.

Friday may be used as 
a make-up day.  The make-up day will be voluntary, and a decision not to work may not be held against the employee.  
When working four (4) ten (10) hour day’s overtime will be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate for the eleventh (11th) 
and twelfth (12th) hour, all other work will be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  The first two (2) hours of overtime, 
Monday through Friday, and the first eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be at time and one-half (1½) for all work.  All other 
overtime shall be at double (2) time.

NO. 25:  Means regular working hours of eight (8) hours shall constitute a working day between the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 
4:30 p.m. in a forty (40) hour working week of Monday through Friday. Employment on Saturday, Sunday and legal 
holidays, and employment before or after the regular working hours shall be considered overtime.  Employment on 
Saturday, Sunday and legal holidays shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 
12:00 midnight, Monday through Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 
12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on any day shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate. 
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.

When circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to, 
the employer may institute a work week consisting of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of 7:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., Monday through Thursday.  Friday may be used as a make-up day.  After ten (10) hours in a 
workday, or forty (40) hours in a workweek, overtime shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
rate of pay.

Workmen on the “day 
shift” shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate for eight (8) hours work.  The second shift (swing shift) 
shall be worked between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:30 a.m.  Workmen on the “swing shift” shall receive eight (8) 
hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 10% for seven and one-half (7 ½) hours work.  The third shift (graveyard shift) 
shall be worked between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  Workmen on the “graveyard shift” shall receive eight (8) 
hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 15% for seven (7) hours work.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes shall be 
allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half 
(1½) times the “shift” hourly rate. 
 
NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
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NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 52:  Means the regular workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, Monday through Friday.  The regular 
workday shall consist of an eight (8) hour period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending no later 
than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  The 
option exists for the employer to use a four (4) day, ten (10) hour work week.  Days worked shall be Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  If the job requires men on duty all five (5) days, then part of the crew may work the 
first four (4) days and the remainder of the crew may work the last four (4) days.  Hours each day shall be from 7:00 a.m. 
to 5:30 p.m.   Interested parties on the project must agree to this clause before it may be used.  Once this clause has 
been put into effect, it shall remain as long as the majority of the Employees on the project and the Employer agree to 
keep it.  The four (4) day clause shall not be used to circumvent a Holiday.  Except as otherwise provided, all work 
performed outside the regular working hours and performed during the regular work week (Monday through Friday) shall 
be at the following rates of pay: 
 Holidays-New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day (or days 
observed as such) shall be recognized as Holidays that shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Labor Day-No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency.  Rate of pay shall be 
at three (3) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Overtime-Work performed outside of the regular work day (the regular work day shall consist of an eight (8) hour 
period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending not later than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon 
starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m., by mutual consent of the interested 
party’s.), shall be: 


A. Hours worked Monday through Friday, the first two (2) hours of overtime will be paid at time and one-half 
(1½).  All other overtime will be paid at the double (2) time rate. 


B. The first ten (10) hours worked on Saturday will be paid at time and one-half (1½), with all other hours to be 
paid at the double (2) time rate. 


C. Sundays and Holidays (except Labor Day) shall be paid at the double (2) time rate. 
 


NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 58:  Means eight (8) consecutive hours, between 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., shall constitute a day’s work.  Five (5) 
days work, Monday through Friday, shall constitute a normal work week.  Work performed in excess of eight (8) hours per 
day or eight hours beyond normal starting time for that project excluding lunch Monday through Friday, and all work 
performed on Saturday, shall be paid for the rate of time and one-half (1½).  When Sundays and recognized holidays are 
worked, the worker(s) shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) days a week 
(Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule at straight time.  A Friday make-up day is available if time is 
lost due to inclement weather and at least sixteen (16) hours, but not more than thirty (30) hours, were worked during the 
week. 
 
NO. 63:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day between time that may be advanced or delayed by 
two (2) hours on either side of 8:00 AM.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday 
through Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours straight time.  The four (4) tens (10s) must run for a period of at 
least four (4) days, Monday through Thursday.  All work on Friday on a four (4) tens (10) project will be paid at the rate of 
time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays must be paid at double (2) time.  All work performed prior to or after the regular eight 
(8) hour work day, or ten (10) hour work day, as described above shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  
 
NO. 65:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m., with 
one half hour for lunch between three and one-half (3½) and five (5) hours after starting time.  The starting time may be 
advanced by two (2) hours or delayed one (1) hour by the employer from the regular starting time.  All work performed 
before the advanced starting time and during the half hour lunch shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half 
(1½).  Work performed outside these hours shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½), except as 
provided otherwise below.  All work performed on Sundays or recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time 
rate.  When the start time is delayed past 9:00 a.m., the employee’s pay shall start at 9:00 a.m. and all time, after the 
normal quitting time (5:30 p.m.), shall be paid at the overtime rate.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  All work 
performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on Saturday 
shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  In the event that a scheduled eight (8) hour work day is missed 
(not including recognized holidays) because of inclement weather, then that missed work day may be made up at straight 
time on the following Saturday.  It is recognized that not all employees working on a Saturday make-up day will have 
worked the same number of hours during the regular work week.  It is further recognized that any work after forty (40) 
hours must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  The employer may establish a 4-10’s schedule on projects (4 days with 10 
hours per day at straight time).  In order to use the 4-10’s schedule, the employer must schedule the 4-10’s for a 
minimum of one (1) week.  If using a 4-10’s schedule, a Friday make-up day is allowed. 
 
NO. 68:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m., with 
one half hour for lunch between three and one-half and five hours after starting time.  The starting time may be advanced 
or delayed by the employer up to one hour from the regular starting time.  All work performed before the advance starting 
time and during the half hour lunch shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½).  Work performed outside 
these hours shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½), except as provided otherwise below.  All work 
performed on Sundays or holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  
All work performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on 
Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate, except as hereinafter described.  In the event that a 
scheduled eight (8) hour work day is missed (not including recognized holidays) because of inclement weather, then that 
missed work day may be made up at straight time on the Saturday in the week of the pay period.  It is recognized that not 
all employees working on a Saturday make-up day will have worked the same number of hours during the regular work 
week.  It is further recognized that any work after forty (40) hours must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  The employer 
may establish a 4-10’s schedule on projects (4 days with 10 hours per day at straight time).  In order to use the 4-10’s 
schedule, the employer must schedule the 4-10’s for a minimum of one (1) week.  If using a 4-10’s schedule, a Friday 
make-up day is allowed. 
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NO. 85:  Means the work week shall be Monday through Sunday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work to begin 
between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and end between 2:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m.  Employees required to work during their lunch 
period shall receive the overtime rate.   Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are required to 
work prior to their normal starting time or after eight (8) hours or normal quitting time Monday through Friday, or all day on 
Saturday.  If an Employer has started the work week on a five day, eight hours a day schedule, and due to inclement 
weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine or ten hours a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of 
that work week in order to make up for the lost time (10-hour make-up day).  All work over ten (10) hours a day or over 
forty (40) hours a week must be paid at time & one-half (1½).  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  A contractor may alter the regular work week to four (4) ten (10) hour days at straight time 
rate of pay.  To do this the scheduled 4-10's must be worked at least one full week and the regular workweek shall be 
Monday through Thursday with Friday being a make-up day at straight time for days missed in the regular workweek due 
to inclement weather.  If 5-8's are being worked, Saturday may be used as a make-up day at straight time if inclement 
weather prevents work during the normal work week. 
 
NO. 88:  Means the regular work week shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m., Monday 
through Friday, except when the work week is scheduled as a 4-10's week or as a week with start time advanced or 
delayed as described below.  The starting time may be advanced or delayed by one hour on either side of 7:00 a.m.  The 
advanced or delayed starting time must run for a period of at least five (5) days.  The Employer may establish a work 
week consisting of four (4) days, during the regular work week, each day consisting of ten (10) hours at straight time.  
The 4-10's must run for a period of at least four (4) days.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any work in excess of 
eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday (or ten hours in a 4-10's week), the first eight (8) hours of 
a Saturday, and it shall be at time and one-half (1½) for the Friday and Saturday following Thanksgiving.  Double (2) time 
shall be paid for the following time worked on Sunday, New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, as well as any work in excess of eight (8) hours on a Saturday and the Saturday 
of a three-day weekend (except the Saturday following Thanksgiving). 
 
NO. 95:  Means a regular workday shall consist of eight and one-half (8½) hours elapsed time, including one-half hour for 
lunch.  The crew starting times shall be flexible within the period of daylight to 8:00 a.m.  Any work performed over ten 
(10) hours of elapsed time per day including one-half hour for lunch and/or any work performed over forty (40) hours at 
the straight time rate in one week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the straight time rate.  Saturday shall be a 
voluntary make-up day at straight time at the discretion of the contractor and with the consent of the employees.  Sunday 
and recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) time.  
 
NO.  100:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work, and five (5) continuous eight-hour days shall constitute a 
week's work, Monday through Friday.  Time and one-half (1½) the regular hourly rate shall be paid for all work performed 
in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day or forty (40) hours in any one week.  Starting time shall be between 6:00 a.m. 
and 9:00 a.m.  All work over eight (8) hours in a regular 5-day 8-hour schedule shall be at the appropriate overtime rate.  
All time worked before the regular scheduled starting time shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) and shall 
not apply to regular shift.  All time worked after eight (8) hours in any one day or after 5:30 p.m., whichever comes first, 
shall be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate.  An Employer, at his option, may elect to work four (4) ten (10) hour days, 
Monday through Thursday, at straight time.  All such work must be done at least one week in duration.  All work over ten 
(10) hours in one day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be at the overtime rate.  Any employee who is scheduled to work 
on any regular work day but is prevented from working because of weather conditions, shall be permitted to work on 
Saturday (Friday if working 4-10's) as a make-up day at the straight time rate of pay.  When an employee is required to 
work on any recognized holiday they shall receive the double (2) time rate for all time that they are required to perform 
work.  All time worked from 12:00 Midnight Saturday to 12:00 Midnight Sunday shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time on single shift. 
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NO. 111:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work, Monday to Friday inclusive.  All overtime shall be at the 
rate of time and one-half (1½) except Sundays, and recognized holidays, which shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time if worked.  The work day is to begin between 6:00 a. m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the employer.  If an employer 
is prevented from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather 
(rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  The regular work 
week shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the employer elects to work Monday through Thursday, ten 
(10) hours per day.  All work over ten (10) hours in a day and forty (40) hours in a week shall be one and one-half (1½) 
times the regular hourly rate.  Work prior to 6:00 a.m. will be paid at the overtime rate.  The regular work day shall be 
either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  Employers working a four (4) ten (10) hour day week schedule will be allowed a Friday 
or Saturday make-up day provided workmen were prevented from working during the normal work week due to inclement 
weather or other conditions beyond the control of the employer.  Make-up days shall not be utilized for days lost to 
holidays.  If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Thursday because of inclement weather or other conditions 
beyond the control of the employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 4-
10’s).  Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time if working (5-8’s).  If an employer has started the work 
week on a five-day, eight-hour schedule, and due to inclement weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine (9) 
or (10) hour a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of that work week in order to make up the lost time.  
Employer may not use both the Saturday make-up day and 10-hour make-up day in the same week.  
 
NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 22:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days locally observed as such, and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays.  If a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday shall be observed; if it falls on Sunday, Monday shall be observed.  All work performed on holidays 
shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 32: All work performed for the Friday and Saturday following Thanksgiving shall be paid at the time and one-half 
(1½) rate of pay.  All work performed on Sundays, New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When one of the above 
holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed and when one of the above holidays falls on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 33: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Labor Day shall be paid at the triple (3) time rate of pay.  If the holiday 
falls on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed; if the holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday will be 
observed. 
 
NO. 39: No work shall be done on the following holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas.  Any of these holidays falling on Sunday, the following Monday shall be a 
holiday, and any of these holidays falling on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be a holiday. 
 
NO. 49: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) 
of the personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these 
holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they 
shall be paid time & one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 53:  All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day 
or days observed as such for these holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  No work shall be 
performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency, and then the rate of pay shall be at three (3) 
times the regular rate of pay.  When a holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the 
holiday.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
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NO. 65:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. If the holiday falls on 
Saturday, it will be observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be 
paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 67:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Christmas Day, Fourth of July and Thanksgiving 
Day, from midnight to midnight, shall be paid for at the rate of double time (2) the basic rate of pay if required to work 
in addition to any other pay otherwise required hereunder as holiday pay.  Positively no work shall be performed on 
Labor Day.  Martin Luther King’s Birthday, Veteran’s Day, and the day after Thanksgiving Day shall be considered 
optional holidays, and if the Employer and employees agree that work will be performed on that day, no premium 
pay will be required.  Should any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Friday.  
Should any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the holiday will be observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 68:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Decoration Day (Memorial Day), Independence Day (Fourth of 
July), Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, or days observed as such, shall be paid at the rate of double 
(2) time.  When a holiday falls on a Saturday, Friday shall be observed.  When a holiday falls on a Sunday, 
Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed on the Fourth of July or Labor Day except to save life or 
property.  Where one of the holidays specified falls or is observed during the work week, then all work performed 
over and above thirty-two (32) hours in that week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 72:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day (last Monday in May), Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay.  Any 
one of the above listed holidays falling on Sunday shall be observed on the following Monday and paid for at double 
(2) the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  Any one of the above listed holidays falling on Saturday shall be 
observed on the prior Friday and paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  No work shall 
be performed on Labor Day except in case of emergency.

NO. 4:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work, Monday through Saturday, and 
all work performed over and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & 
one-half (1½).  Workers shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on Sundays and holidays.  A work day 
is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work, in which event, the starting time may be delayed, 
but not later than 12:00 noon.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be 
counted as eight (8) hours toward a forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid 
to the worker(s) unless worked. 
 
NO. 5:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more that forty (40) hours work, Monday through Saturday, and all 
work performed over and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & 
one-half (1½).  Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays 
or days observed as such.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any 
other craft employees of the same employer at work on that same job site are receiving double (2) time pay for that 
Sunday or holiday.  If a job can’t work forty (40) hours, Monday through Saturday, because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday and Saturday may be worked as make up days at straight time (if 
working 4-10's).  Saturday may be worked as a make up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s).  Make up days shall not be 
utilized for days lost to holidays.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer 
except when inclement weather or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, including 
requirements of the owner, prevent work.  In such event the starting time may be delayed but not later than 12:00 noon.  
Where one of the holidays falls or is observed during the work week, then all work performed over and above thirty-two 
(32) hours shall be paid at time & one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 12:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work and all work performed over 
and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & one-half (1½).  A 
workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or 
other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, in which event, the starting time may be advanced or 
delayed.  Workers shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on recognized holidays or days observed as 
such. 
 
NO: 18:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 27:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or Tuesday 
through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. nor later 
than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) will be paid 
for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all work performed 
on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Saturday will be a make 
up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work performed on Monday will be time 
and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday will be a make-up day to the extent of 
the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees work on any of the recognized holidays, 
they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 31:  Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  All employees performing work on affected 
properties during or following emergencies shall receive the applicable rate of pay for the first sixteen (16) consecutive 
hours and all hours worked in excess of sixteen (16) consecutive hours shall be paid at double time until broken by an 
eight (8) hour rest period.  Should an employee be called back to work within two hours of his normal quitting time, the 
previous hours worked shall count toward the above sixteen (16) hour provision.   
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NO. 3: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to 
protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as 
eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the 
workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day 
when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day. If 
workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive time & one-
half (1½) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 15: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive time and one-half (1½) the regular 
rate of pay for such work.  Where one of the holidays specified falls or is observed during the workweek, then all work 
performed over and above thirty-two (32) hours in that week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  
Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1 ½) for all work performed on Sundays.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work 
on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any other craft employees of the same employer at work on that 
same job site are receiving double (2) time for that Sunday or holiday. 
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; 
however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the worker unless worked. If workers are required to 
work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 18: All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed 
on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be 
performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  
When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward a 
forty (40) hour week; however no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the working person(s) unless the 
holiday is worked. 
 
NO. 24:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas 
Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If the holiday falls on Saturday, it will be 
observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be paid for at double (2) the 
regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 26: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) of the 
personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these holidays fall 
on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on Saturday, the preceding 
Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they shall be paid time & one-half (1½) 
their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 30: All work performed on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Christmas Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Day after Thanksgiving or days celebrated for the same.

NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.

However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interested parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
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NO. 36:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day, Monday through Friday between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m.  Saturday can be used as a makeup day if time is lost due to weather.  All hours in excess of the regular forty 
(40) hour work week or eight (8) hours per day shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of one and 
one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  Employees will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times their regular rate 
for work performed on Saturdays.  Sundays and holidays worked are to be paid at double (2) the regular hourly rate.  
Four (4) ten-hour days, at the option of the Employer, shall be the standard work week, consisting of a consecutive ten-
hour period, Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday, between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m.  Forty 
(40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  
 
NO. 40:  Means the regular working week shall consist of five (5) consecutive (8) hour days' labor on the job beginning 
with Monday and ending with Friday of each week.  Four (4) 10-hour days may constitute the regular work week.  The 
regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours labor on the job beginning as early as 6:00 a.m. and ending as late as 
5:30 p.m.  All full or part time labor performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working hours and paid 
for at the regular hourly rate.  All hours worked on Saturday and all hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours but not 
more than twelve (12) hours during the regular working week shall be paid for at time and one-half (1½) the regular 
hourly rate.  All hours worked on Sundays and holidays and all hours worked in excess of twelve (12) hours during the 
regular working day shall be paid at two (2) times the regular hourly rate.  In the event of rain, snow, cold or 
excessively windy weather on a regular working day, Saturday may be designated as a "make-up" day.  Saturday may 
also be designated as a "make-up" day, for an employee who has missed a day of work for personal or other reasons.

The 
Employer may provide a lunch period of one (1) hour, and in that event, the workday shall commence at 8:00 a.m. and 
end at 5:00 p.m.  The workweek shall commence at 8:00 a.m. on Monday and shall end at 4:30 p.m. on Friday (or 5:00 
p.m. on Friday if the Employer grants a lunch period of one (1) hour), or as adjusted by starting time change as stated 
above.  All work performed before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. (or 5:00 p.m. where one (1) hour lunch is granted for 
lunch) or as adjusted by starting time change as stated above or on Saturday, except as herein provided, shall be 
compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate of pay for the work performed.  All work performed 
on Sunday and on recognized holidays shall be compensated at double (2) the regular hourly rate of pay for the work 
performed.

Overtime shall be computed at 
half-hour intervals. Shift Work:  Two (2) or three (3) shifts shall be permitted, provided such shifts are scheduled for a 
minimum of three (3) consecutive days.  The second shift shall begin at 4:30 p.m. and end at 12:30 a.m. with one-half 
(1/2) hour for lunch between 7:30 p.m. and 9:00 p.m. and shall received eighty (8) hours’ pay.  The third shift shall begin 
at 12:30 a.m. and end at 8:00 a.m. with one-half (1/2) hour for lunch between 3:30 a.m. and 5:00 a.m. and shall received 
(8) hour’s; pay.  There shall be at least one (1) foreman on each shift on jobs where more than one shift is employed, 
provided that there are two (2) or more employees on second and on the third shifts.  All shifts shall arrange to 
interchange working hours at the end of each week.  When three shifts are used, the applicable rate must be paid from 
Saturday at 8:00 a.m. until the following Monday at 8:00 a.m.  When three shifts are employed, the second and third 
shifts shall contain at least one-half (1/2) as many employees as the first shift.  
 
NO. 43:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours 
within five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week. Work performed in the 9th and 
10th hour, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
Contractor has the option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of 
pay between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday. Work performed outside the regularly 
scheduled working hours and on Saturdays, Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall 
be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
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NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 53:  Means a normal work week shall be Monday through Friday.  Normal hours of work shall consist of eight and 
one-half (8 ½) consecutive hours per workday between 7:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., which includes one-half (½) hour for 
lunch. A 4-10 hour day work week Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday may be worked at the 
contractor’s request.  Days must be consecutive.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for the first two (2) hours of 
overtime on any regular work day, Monday through Friday, and any work performed before regular starting time and after 
regular quitting time.  Saturday work shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of pay for the first ten 
(10) hours.  All other overtime will remain as double (2) time, including Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 55:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours between 6:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  The first two (2) hours of 
work performed in excess of the eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and the first ten (10)  hours of work on 
Saturday, shall be paid at one & one-half (1½) times the straight time rate.  All work performed on Sunday, observed 
holidays and in excess of ten (10) hours a day, Monday through Saturday, shall be paid at double (2) the straight time 
rate. 
 
NO. 59:  Means that except as herein provided, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) 
hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  All time worked outside of the standard eight (8) hour work day and on 
Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All time worked on Sunday and 
holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working 
either five (5) eight hour days or four (4) ten hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four 
(4) ten-hour work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods between the hours 
of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work, Monday through Thursday, 
inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at 
the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours 
per week.  When the five day eight (8) hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's 
work, Monday through Friday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then 
Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or 
forty (40) hours per week.  The regular starting time (and resulting quitting time) may be moved to 6:00 a.m. or delayed to 
9:00 a.m.  Make-up days shall not be utilized for days lost due to holidays. 
 
NO. 60:  Means the Employer shall have the option of working five 8-hour days or four 10-hour days Monday through 
Friday.  If an Employer elects to work five 8-hour days during any work week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day 
or forty (40) per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits Monday through 
Friday.  SATURDAY MAKE-UP DAY:  If an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, 
or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-
up day at the straight time rate.  It is agreed by the parties that the make-up day is not to be used to make up time lost 
due to recognized holidays.  If an Employer elects to work four 10-hour days, between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 
p.m. in any week, work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and 
one half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is working 10-hour days 
and loses a day due to inclement weather, the Employer may work ten (10) hours on Friday at straight time.   All hours 
worked over the forty (40) hours Monday through Friday will be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus 
fringe benefits.  All Millwright work performed in excess of the regular work day and on Saturday shall be compensated 
for at time and one-half (1½) the regular Millwright hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits.  The regular work day starting at 
8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 
a.m.  All work accomplished on Sundays and recognized holidays, or days observed as recognized holidays, shall be 
compensated for at double (2) the regular hourly rate of wages plus fringe benefits.  NOTE:  All overtime is computed on 
the hourly wage rate plus an amount equal to the fringe benefits.  
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NO. 69:  Means eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m., except for a thirty (30) minute 
lunch period shall constitute a regular work day.  Forty (40) hours, within five (5) such work days-Mondays through 
Friday, inclusive, shall constitute a regular work week.  The starting and quitting time for each job shall be subject to 
variance by mutual Agreement and where not agreed otherwise the regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m. and the 
quitting time shall be 4:30 p.m.  In order to meet job site or owner conditions, the above section may be modified to 
allow for a workday/workweek of four (4), ten-hour days (4-10’s) provided that the following condition is met: 
 


The project must be for a minimum of four (4) consecutive days, beginning on either a Monday or Tuesday, 
holidays, inclusive.   
 


All work performed outside of the regularly scheduled working hours, Monday through Friday, and on Saturday shall be 
paid at one and one-half (1½) times the hourly rate.  On all work performed on Sundays and recognized legal holidays 
or days that may be celebrated as such, shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate.  Shift work performed between the 
hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:30 a.m. (second shift) shall be paid at eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus ten 
(10%) percent for seven and one-half (7½) hours work.  Shift work performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 
8:00 a.m. (third shift) shall be paid at eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus fifteen (15%) percent for seven 
(7) hours work.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required after 
the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate. 
 
NO. 86:  The regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch period, 
with pay at the straight time rate with all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday shall begin between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. 
The Employer may have the option to schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day 
at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, holiday or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, they shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  All overtime work 
performed on Monday through Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be 
paid at the one and one half the hourly rate.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be paid at double the hourly rate.  Shifts may be established when 
considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the 
First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight 
hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the 
second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third 
shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) hours plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 
per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  Shifts that begin on 
Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half these rates.  Shifts 
that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double time these rates.  
 
NO. 87:  Means eight (8) hours starting between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 4:30 p.m. 
at the Employers discretion shall constitute a day’s work.  Any work prior to 6:00 a.m. or after eight (8) hours shall be 
paid at the overtime rate.  Five (5) days from Monday through Friday inclusive shall constitute a regular work week.  All 
hours before and after these regular hours shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time.  All work on Saturday and Sunday shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale of wages.

NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).

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NO. 36: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workman unless worked.

All work 
performed on these holidays shall be compensated at double the regular hourly rate for the work performed.

NO. 45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 52: All work performed on Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall receive the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.

NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday.

75:  Means that on all work performed on Sundays and the following legal holiday or days that may be 
celebrated as such, shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, and Independence 
Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  Saturday holidays will be celebrated on 
Saturday.  Sunday holidays will be celebrated on Monday following the holiday.  Work performed on any of these 
Mondays will be paid at double (2) the rate of pay.  The Friday following Thanksgiving will be worked at the 
Employer’s option.  If worked, it will be at the regular hourly rate of pay.    
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Basic Over-

If a worker is performing work on a heavy construction project within an occupational title that is not listed on the 
Heavy Construction Rate Sheet, use the rate for that occupational title as shown on the Building Construction Rate sheet. 
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FED:  Minimum requirement per Fair Labor Standards Act means time and one-half (1 ½) shall be paid for all work in 
excess of forty (40) hours per work week. 
 
NO. 2:  Means a regular workweek shall be forty (40) hours and will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The Employer 
shall have the option of working five 8-hour days or four 10-hour days Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to 
work five 8-hour days during any workweek, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or 40 per week shall be paid at 
time and one-half the hourly rate Monday through Friday.   If an Employer elects to work four 10-hour days in a week, 
work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or 40 hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half the hourly rate 
Monday through Friday.  When working a five 8-hour day schedule and an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) 
hours Monday through Friday, or any part thereof, by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be 
worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  If an Employer is working a four 10-hour day schedule and loses a day 
due to inclement weather, he may work 10 hours Friday at straight time.  All hours worked over the 40 hours Monday 
through Friday will be paid at 1 ½ overtime rate.  A workday shift is to begin at the option of the Employer, between 6:00 
a.m. and not later than 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if required.  If workmen 
are required to work the enumerated holidays or days observed as such or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  Overtime shall be computed at one-half (1/2) hour intervals.  Shift:  The Contractor may 
elect to work one, two or three shifts on any work.  When operating on more than one shift, the shifts shall be known as 
the day shift, swing shift, and graveyard shift as such terms are recognized in the industry.  When two shifts are worked 
on any operation, the shifts will consist of eight (8) or ten (10) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  When three shifts are worked 
the first day or day shift will consist of eight (8) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  The second or swing shift shall consist of 
seven and one-half (7 1/2) hours work for eight hours pay, exclusive of lunchtime, and the third or the graveyard shift shall 
consist of seven (7) hours work for eight (8) hours pay, exclusive of the lunchtime.  All time in excess of normal shifts shall 
be considered overtime.  Multiple shift (the two or three shift) operation will not be construed on the entire project if at 
anytime it is deemed advisable and necessary for the Employer to multiple shift a specific operation.  However, no shift 
shall be started between midnight and six a.m. except the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation, or except in an 
unusual or emergency situation.  If an Employer starts a shift between midnight and 6 a.m. except the graveyard shift on a 
three-shift operation, he shall reimburse all employees for the entire shift at the double time rate.  Completion of the 
second shift on a two-shift operation or completion of the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation that carries over into 
Saturday morning, shall be at the straight time rate.  Overtime shall be computed at ½ hour intervals.   
 
NO. 9:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours within 
five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week. Work performed in the 9th and 10th hour, 
Monday through Friday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay. Contractor has the 
option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay between the hours of 
6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  Worked performed in the first eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid 
at the rate of one and eight tenths (1.8) the regular straight time rate.  Work performed outside these hours and on 
Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 13:  Means that when working a work day for an eight (8) hour schedule, a maximum of eight (8) hours shall 
constitute a day’s work and shall be between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. excepting work that must be performed 
according to project owner’s specifications; all work necessary previous to or after starting of major crew or machinery, to 
be performed at the regular rate.  Notwithstanding the above, all work done over eight (8) consecutive hours in any one 
day, lunch excepted, shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the basic rate of pay.  The Contractor may 
choose the option of working four (4) ten (10) hour days (Ten Hour Schedule), Monday through Saturday, at straight time.  
Overtime is to be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the basic rate for all hours worked over ten (10) in a day 
or over forty (40) in a week.  Forty (40) hours of work performed Monday through Saturday shall constitute one (1) 
working week and shall be so recognized.  All work done after forty (40) hours in any one week, when a crew has worked 
forty (40) hours at the basic rate of pay during the same week, shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the 
basic rate of pay.  Saturday is to be worked as a make-up day at the straight time hourly rate of pay (up to forty (40) hours 
that week) provided, that Friday is worked as the first make-up day (weather permitting).  The contractor may elect a 
starting time from 6:00 a.m. to 8:00 a.m., which shall be the regular starting time.  Any work before the regular starting 
time or after the regular quitting time shall be at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of pay. 
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NO. 21:  Means the regular workday for which employees shall be compensated at straight time hourly rate of pay shall, 
unless otherwise provided for, begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  However, the project starting time may be 
advanced or delayed at the discretion of the Employer.  At the discretion of the Employer, when working a five (5) day 
eight (8) hour schedule, Saturday may be used for a make-up day.  If an Employer is prohibited from working on a 
holiday, that employer may work the following Saturday at the straight time rate.  However, the Employer may have the 
option to schedule his work from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with 
all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer elects to 
work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to circumstances beyond his control, he shall have the option to 
work Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) hours.  If an Employer is prohibited from 
working on a holiday, that Employer may work the following Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate.  Overtime will be 
at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  If workmen are required to work the enumerated holidays or days 
observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 25:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, starting on Monday and ending on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any 
part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the straight 
time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have 
been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 
9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  All 
hours worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 26:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day shall 
be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any part 
thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time 
rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have been 
employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 
a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  For all 
time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 32: Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.

NO. 14: Means work done on Sundays and holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  Holidays recognized shall 
be as follows:  New Years Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veterans Day (Veterans Day shall be 
celebrated the day after Thanksgiving Day), Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall 
be celebrated on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a day other than a Sunday, it shall be celebrated on that 
date.  The contractor may shut down the job before or after a holiday.   
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; 
however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the worker unless worked. If workers are required to 
work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work.

31: All work performed on New Year's Day, Presidents’ Day, Veterans’ Day, Good Friday, Decoration Day, Fourth of 
July, Labor Day, Christmas Eve Day,  Christmas Day, Thanksgiving Day and Day after Thanksgiving or days celebrated for 
the same.

The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 35:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interested parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
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NO. 40:  Means the regular working week shall consist of five (5) consecutive (8) hour days' labor on the job beginning 
with Monday and ending with Friday of each week.  Four (4) 10-hour days may constitute the regular work week.  The 
regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours labor on the job beginning as early as 6:00 a.m. and ending as late as 
5:30 p.m.  All full or part time labor performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working hours and paid 
for at the regular hourly rate.  All hours worked on Saturday and all hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours but not 
more than twelve (12) hours during the regular working week shall be paid for at time and one-half (1½) the regular 
hourly rate.  All hours worked on Sundays and holidays and all hours worked in excess of twelve (12) hours during the 
regular working day shall be paid at two (2) times the regular hourly rate.  In the event of rain, snow, cold or 
excessively windy weather on a regular working day, Saturday may be designated as a "make-up" day.  Saturday may 
also be designated as a "make-up" day, for an employee who has missed a day of work for personal or other reasons.  
Pay for "make-up" days shall be at regular rates. 
 
NO. 42:  Means eight (8) hours between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day.  The starting 
time may be advanced one (1) or two (2) hours.  Employees shall have a lunch period of thirty (30) minutes.  The 
Employer may provide a lunch period of one (1) hour, and in that event, the workday shall commence at 8:00 a.m. and 
end at 5:00 p.m.  The workweek shall commence at 8:00 a.m. on Monday and shall end at 4:30 p.m. on Friday (or 5:00 
p.m. on Friday if the Employer grants a lunch period of one (1) hour), or as adjusted by starting time change as stated 
above.  All work performed before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. (or 5:00 p.m. where one (1) hour lunch is granted for 
lunch) or as adjusted by starting time change as stated above or on Saturday, except as herein provided, shall be 
compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate of pay for the work performed.  All work performed 
on Sunday and on recognized holidays shall be compensated at double (2) the regular hourly rate of pay for the work 
performed.  When working a five 8-hour day schedule and an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) hours, 
Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof 
may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  The Employer shall have the option of working five eight 
(8) hour days or four ten (10) hour days Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work five (5) eight (8) hour 
days during any work week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at 
time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work four (4) ten (10) hour 
days in any week, work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time 
and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is working ten (10) hour days and loses a 
day due to inclement weather, they may work ten (10) hours Friday at straight time.  All hours worked over the forty 
(40) hours Monday through Friday will be paid at time and one-half (1½) overtime rate.  Overtime shall be computed at 
half-hour intervals. Shift Work:  Two (2) or three (3) shifts shall be permitted, provided such shifts are scheduled for a 
minimum of three (3) consecutive days.  The second shift shall begin at 4:30 p.m. and end at 12:30 a.m. with one-half 
(1/2) hour for lunch between 7:30 p.m. and 9:00 p.m. and shall received eighty (8) hours’ pay.  The third shift shall begin 
at 12:30 a.m. and end at 8:00 a.m. with one-half (1/2) hour for lunch between 3:30 a.m. and 5:00 a.m. and shall received 
(8) hour’s; pay.  There shall be at least one (1) foreman on each shift on jobs where more than one shift is employed, 
provided that there are two (2) or more employees on second and on the third shifts.  All shifts shall arrange to 
interchange working hours at the end of each week.  When three shifts are used, the applicable rate must be paid from 
Saturday at 8:00 a.m. until the following Monday at 8:00 a.m.  When three shifts are employed, the second and third 
shifts shall contain at least one-half (1/2) as many employees as the first shift.  
 
NO. 43:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours 
within five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week. Work performed in the 9th and 
10th hour, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
Contractor has the option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of 
pay between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday. Work performed outside the regularly 
scheduled working hours and on Saturdays, Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall 
be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
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NO. 53:  Means a normal work week shall be Monday through Friday.  Normal hours of work shall consist of eight and 
one-half (8 ½) consecutive hours per workday between 7:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., which includes one-half (½) hour for 
lunch. A 4-10 hour day work week Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday may be worked at the 
contractor’s request.  Days must be consecutive.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for the first two (2) hours of 
overtime on any regular work day, Monday through Friday, and any work performed before regular starting time and after 
regular quitting time.  Saturday work shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of pay for the first ten 
(10) hours.  All other overtime will remain as double (2) time, including Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 69:  Means eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m., except for a thirty (30) minute 
lunch period shall constitute a regular work day.  Forty (40) hours, within five (5) such work days-Mondays through 
Friday, inclusive, shall constitute a regular work week.  The starting and quitting time for each job shall be subject to 
variance by mutual Agreement and where not agreed otherwise the regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m. and the 
quitting time shall be 4:30 p.m.  In order to meet job site or owner conditions, the above section may be modified to 
allow for a workday/workweek of four (4), ten-hour days (4-10’s) provided that the following condition is met: 
 


The project must be for a minimum of four (4) consecutive days, beginning on either a Monday or Tuesday, 
holidays, inclusive.   
 


All work performed outside of the regularly scheduled working hours, Monday through Friday, and on Saturday shall be 
paid at one and one-half (1½) times the hourly rate.  On all work performed on Sundays and recognized legal holidays 
or days that may be celebrated as such, shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate.  Shift work performed between the 
hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:30 a.m. (second shift) shall be paid at eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus ten 
(10%) percent for seven and one-half (7½) hours work.  Shift work performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 
8:00 a.m. (third shift) shall be paid at eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus fifteen (15%) percent for seven 
(7) hours work.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required after 
the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate. 
 
NO. 72:  Means that except as is otherwise provided herein, the work week shall be determined to begin at 8:00 a.m. 
Wednesday and end at 4:30 p.m. on the following Tuesday.  Except as herein provided, working hours are from 8:00 a.m. 
to 11:55 a.m. and 12:30 p.m. to 4:25 p.m. and no more than the regular hours shall be worked during the forenoon or 
afternoon at the regular rate.  In the case of days of inclement weather starting time and quitting time may be adjusted so 
long as the hours worked on such days do not exceed eight (8) and do not extend beyond 4:30 p.m.  In circumstances 
where the Employee or Employees have regularly been working overtime on a particular day or days, no adjustment in 
the starting time shall operate to deprive Employees of overtime pay, which they would have otherwise received but for 
the change in the starting time.  The parties understand that the application of the provisions of the preceding sentence 
will result in Employees receiving overtime pay even where they have not worked more than with (8) hours on a particular 
day.  Regardless of the staring time, the forenoon working hours shall end at 11:55 a.m. and the afternoon working hours 
shall begin at 12:30 p.m. and end 8 hours and 25 minutes after the staring time fixed by the Employer for forenoon hours.  
Work performed by an employee on a non-holiday Saturday, except as hereinafter provided, or at night or before or after 
regular working hours on a non-holiday weekday, shall be considered overtime work, for which Employees working 
during such time shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times their regular hourly wage rate for each hour or 
fraction thereof, worked during such time.  Work performed on a Sunday or the recognized holidays shall be considered 
overtime work for which the Employee shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate for each hour 
or fraction thereof worked on any such day. 
 
NO. 76:  Means the standard workday shall consist of eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 
p.m. with a thirty (30) minute unpaid lunch hour occurring in the middle of the shift.  The standard workweek shall consist 
of five standard workdays commencing on Monday and ending on Friday.  The normal starting and quitting times may be 
changed by mutual consent of interested parties.  All time worked before and after the established eight (8) hour workday, 
Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday, shall be paid for at the rate of time & one-half (1½) the hourly 
base wage rate in effect.  All time worked on Sunday and holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) the hourly wage 
in effect.  All work done on Saturday will be done at time & one-half (1½), unless Saturday shall be used as a make-up 
day.  If an employee should lose one or more days in a work week and use Saturday as a make-up day the pay shall be 
at the regular hourly base wage rate and benefits. 
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NO. 79:  Means the regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch 
period, with pay at the regular straight time hourly rate.  The regular workday shall begin on the job site between the 
hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. with the starting time to be determined by the Employer, unless project owner requires 
different starting time.  This adjustable starting time can, at the Employer’s option, be staggered to permit starting portions 
of the work force at various times within the prescribed hours.  The Employer may establish a four (4) ten (10) hour shift 
exclusive of the thirty (30) minute unpaid lunch period at the straight time wage rate.  Forty (40) hours per week shall 
constitute a week’s work Monday through Thursday.  In the event a job is down due to weather conditions, safety or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up 
day at the straight time wage rate.  Straight time is not to exceed ten (10) hours a day or forty (40) hours per week.  
Starting time will be designated by the Employer.  Fridays can be worked in lieu of holidays at the employee’s option.  
Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for all overtime hours worked during the week, Monday through Friday, and for all 
work performed on Saturday.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays.  
Sundays and holidays may not be used as a make-up day. 
 
NO. 86:  The regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch period, 
with pay at the straight time rate with all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday shall begin between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. 
The Employer may have the option to schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day 
at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, holiday or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, they shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  All overtime work 
performed on Monday through Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be 
paid at the one and one half the hourly rate.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be paid at double the hourly rate.  Shifts may be established when 
considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the 
First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight 
hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the 
second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third 
shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) hours plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 
per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  Shifts that begin on 
Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half these rates.  Shifts 
that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double time these rates.  
 
NO. 87:  Means eight (8) hours starting between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 4:30 p.m. 
at the Employers discretion shall constitute a day’s work.  Any work prior to 6:00 a.m. or after eight (8) hours shall be 
paid at the overtime rate.  Five (5) days from Monday through Friday inclusive shall constitute a regular work week.  All 
hours before and after these regular hours shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time.  All work on Saturday and Sunday shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale of wages. 
 
NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
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NO. 92:  Means all work performed from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, will be at straight time pay up to 
forty (40) hours per week.  All work performed Monday through Friday before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. will be done at 
time and one-half (1½).  All work done on Saturday will be done at time and one-half (1½), unless the employer and 
employee agree that Saturday shall be used as a make-up day.  The Employer may use a flexible starting time of 7:00 
a.m. to 8:00 a.m., and quitting time of 3:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m., and any such different work starting time shall determine 
whether wages are payable at the straight rate or the premium rate.  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid for at 
time and one-half (1½), unless the Saturday has been used as a make-up day.  All work performed on Sunday and 
holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 104:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a standard work day between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
p.m.  The standard work week shall be forty (40) hours between 6:00 a.m. on Monday and ending 8:00 p.m. on Friday.  
An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly rate shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a 
day Monday through Friday.  Saturdays shall be considered overtime and work done on Saturday shall be paid at time 
and one-half (1½) the prevailing scale.  Sundays and holidays shall be considered overtime and work done on these days 
shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale. 
 
NO. 116:  Means the standard work day shall consist of eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 
p.m.  The standard work week shall consist of five standard work days commencing on Monday and ending on Friday 
inclusive.  All time worked before and after the established eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and all time 
worked on Saturdays, shall be paid for at the rate of time & one-half (1½) the hourly base wage rate in effect.  All time 
worked on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) the hourly base wage rate in effect. 
 
NO. 126:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $27.96 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time.

NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 5:  All work that shall be done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate 
for each hour of fraction thereof worked on any such day .  
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 10: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
the day after Thanksgiving and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  Any holiday which 
occurs on a Sunday shall be observed the following Monday.  No work shall be performed on LABOR DAY except to 
save life and property. 
 
NO. 12: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Should any of these days fall on Sunday, then the 
following day shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstances shall employees be permitted to work on 
Labor Day. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 23: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day and Sundays shall be recognized holidays and shall be paid at the double time 
rate of pay.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be considered a holiday.  When a holiday 
falls on Saturday, Friday is recognized as a holiday.  
 
NO. 26: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When a Holiday occurs on Saturday it shall not 
be observed on either the previous Friday or the following Monday.  Such days shall be regular work days.  If such a 
holiday occurs on Sunday it shall be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 31: All work done on New Year's Day, Presidents Day, Good Friday, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, Friday after Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, and Employee's Birthday shall be 
paid at the double time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the recognized holiday. 
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NO. 36: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workman unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make-up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make-up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.

When any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the Monday following shall be 
observed as such holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall not be considered to be observed on the previous 
Friday or following Monday.  Such days shall be regular workdays. 
 
NO. 44: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it 
shall be observed on the Monday following.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the proceeding 
Friday.  No work shall be performed on these days except in emergency to protect life or property.  All work 
performed on these holidays shall be compensated at double the regular hourly rate for the work performed.  
Overtime shall be computed at half-hour intervals.  
 
NO. 45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 51: All time worked on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) the hourly 
base wage rate in effect. The Employer agrees to recognize the following holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If the holiday falls on 
Sunday, it shall be recognized on the following Monday.  If the holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be recognized as a 
Saturday only holiday.  
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for such work.   
 
NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
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NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 75:  Means that on all work performed on Sundays and the following legal holiday or days that may be 
celebrated as such, shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, and Independence 
Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  Saturday holidays will be celebrated on 
Saturday.  Sunday holidays will be celebrated on Monday following the holiday.  Work performed on any of these 
Mondays will be paid at double (2) the rate of pay.  The Friday following Thanksgiving will be worked at the 
Employer’s option.  If worked, it will be at the regular hourly rate of pay.

Multiple shift (the two or three shift) operation will not be construed on the entire project if at 
anytime it is deemed advisable and necessary for the Employer to multiple shift a specific operation.  However, no shift 
shall be started between midnight and six a.m. except the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation, or except in an 
unusual or emergency situation.  If an Employer starts a shift between midnight and 6 a.m. except the graveyard shift on a 
three-shift operation, he shall reimburse all employees for the entire shift at the double time rate.

Contractor has the 
option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay between the hours of 
6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  Worked performed in the first eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid 
at the rate of one and eight tenths (1.8) the regular straight time rate.  Work performed outside these hours and on 
Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 13:  Means that when working a work day for an eight (8) hour schedule, a maximum of eight (8) hours shall 
constitute a day’s work and shall be between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. excepting work that must be performed 
according to project owner’s specifications; all work necessary previous to or after starting of major crew or machinery, to 
be performed at the regular rate.  Notwithstanding the above, all work done over eight (8) consecutive hours in any one 
day, lunch excepted, shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the basic rate of pay.  The Contractor may 
choose the option of working four (4) ten (10) hour days (Ten Hour Schedule), Monday through Saturday, at straight time.  
Overtime is to be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the basic rate for all hours worked over ten (10) in a day 
or over forty (40) in a week.  Forty (40) hours of work performed Monday through Saturday shall constitute one (1) 
working week and shall be so recognized.  All work done after forty (40) hours in any one week, when a crew has worked 
forty (40) hours at the basic rate of pay during the same week, shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the 
basic rate of pay.  Saturday is to be worked as a make-up day at the straight time hourly rate of pay (up to forty (40) hours 
that week) provided, that Friday is worked as the first make-up day (weather permitting).  The contractor may elect a 
starting time from 6:00 a.m. to 8:00 a.m., which shall be the regular starting time.  Any work before the regular starting 
time or after the regular quitting time shall be at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of pay. 
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NO. 21:  Means the regular workday for which employees shall be compensated at straight time hourly rate of pay shall, 
unless otherwise provided for, begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  However, the project starting time may be 
advanced or delayed at the discretion of the Employer.  At the discretion of the Employer, when working a five (5) day 
eight (8) hour schedule, Saturday may be used for a make-up day.  If an Employer is prohibited from working on a 
holiday, that employer may work the following Saturday at the straight time rate.  However, the Employer may have the 
option to schedule his work from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with 
all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer elects to 
work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to circumstances beyond his control, he shall have the option to 
work Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) hours.  If an Employer is prohibited from 
working on a holiday, that Employer may work the following Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate.  Overtime will be 
at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  If workmen are required to work the enumerated holidays or days 
observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 25:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, starting on Monday and ending on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.

If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall 
be celebrated on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a day other than a Sunday, it shall be celebrated on that 
date.  The contractor may shut down the job before or after a holiday.   
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.

The starting time of the workday can be 
adjusted from 6:00 a.m. to 9:00 a.m.  The Employer may have the option to schedule his workweek from Monday through 
Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one 
day to be at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather (rain, snow, sleet falling), he shall have the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay 
to complete his forty (40) hours.  However, should a holiday occur, Monday through Thursday, the Employer shall have 
the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) hours.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be 
paid for work performed in excess of eight (8) hours on any regular workday or outside the hours limiting a regular 
workday, Monday through Friday.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for work performed on Saturdays.  Double (2) 
time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays.  Overtime shall be computed at one-half (½) 
hour intervals. Projects that cannot be performed during regular workday:  Where specifications issued by 
governmental agencies require work to be performed outside the regular workday, the starting time will begin when the 
employee starts to work.

Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for first two (2) hours of overtime Monday 
through Friday and the first eight (8) hours on Saturday.  All other overtime hours Monday through Saturday shall be paid 
at double (2) time rate.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all time on Sunday and recognized holidays or the days 
observed in lieu of these holidays. 
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NO. 15:  Means the regular working day shall be scheduled to consist of at least eight (8) hours, but no more than ten 
(10) consecutive hours, exclusive of the lunch period.  The regular working day may be scheduled to commence at any 
time between the hours of 5:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m.  All work performed in excess of forty (40) hours in one work week, 
or in excess of ten (10) hours in one work day shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly 
wage scale.  Any work performed on a Saturday shall be paid for at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
hourly wage scale unless such Saturday work falls under the category of Saturday Make-Up Day.  Any work performed 
by Employees anywhere on Sunday or recognized holidays, shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time the regular 
wage scale.  If, during the course of a work week, an Employee is unable to work for any reason, and, as a result, that 
Employee has not accumulated forty (40) hours of compensable time at the straight time rate, the Employer, at his option 
may offer the Employee the opportunity to work on Saturday at straight time; provided, however, if during the period 
worked by said Employee on Saturday, the Employee’s compensable time at the straight time rate exceeds forty (40) 
hours, all time worked in excess of the forty (40) hours will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
hourly wage scale.   
 
NO. 22:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interest parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 32:  The regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor on the job between six (6) a.m. and four (4) p.m. 
and the regular working week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour day’s of labor on the job beginning with 
Monday and ending with Friday of each week.  The normal work week is 40 hours.  All full-time or part-time labor 
performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  All 
work performed during regular work hours on Saturdays will be paid at time and one-half (1 ½).  All work performed 
outside of regular working hours and performed during the regular work week, shall be at double (2) times the regular 
rate, except that the first two (2) hours following the regular work day shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the 
regular rate. An early starting time of 6:00 a.m. may be used mutually agreed upon by the interested parties.  SHIFT 
RATE:  Shift work would start after 4:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m.  The first 8 hours would be at 115% of the basic wage rate.  
Overtime Monday through Friday would be at 1 ½ of base shift rate.  Saturday regular work day hours – 1½ of base shift 
rate.  Saturday – work after 8 hours – 2 times the basic wage rate.  Sunday and Holidays – 2 times the basic wage rate.  
All work performed on recognized holidays and Sundays shall be paid double (2) time.  Appropriate overtime rates to be 
based on fifteen minute increments.  
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
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NO. 35:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interested parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 43:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours 
within five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week. Work performed in the 9th and 
10th hour, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
Contractor has the option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of 
pay between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday. Work performed outside the regularly 
scheduled working hours and on Saturdays, Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall 
be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
   
NO. 44:  Means forty (40) hours shall constitute a work week, Monday through Friday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute 
a work day.  Hours of work shall be between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  All work performed before 7:00 a.m. 
and after 4:30 p.m. and all work performed in excess of eight (8) hours in any one work day, over forty (40) hours in 
any work week and the first eight (8) hours of work on Saturday, shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) 
times the regular rate of pay.  All hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours on Saturday, all hours worked on Sunday 
and on holidays, or days that may be celebrated as such, and as designated by the federal government, shall be paid 
at two (2) times the regular rate of pay.  All shifts for work performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. 
shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus two dollars ($2.00) per clock hour.   All work 
performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. on a third shift shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the 
regular hourly rate plus four dollars ($4.00) per clock hour.   All overtime work required after the completion of a regular 
shift shall be paid at one and one-half times (1½ x) the “shift” hourly rate. 
 
NO. 55:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours between 6:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  The first two (2) hours of 
work performed in excess of the eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and the first ten (10)  hours of work on 
Saturday, shall be paid at one & one-half (1½) times the straight time rate.  All work performed on Sunday, observed 
holidays and in excess of ten (10) hours a day, Monday through Saturday, shall be paid at double (2) the straight time 
rate. 
 
NO. 67:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work, with a flexible starting time to begin between 6:00 a.m. to 
8:00 a.m., five (5) days a week, Monday through Friday.  Any work over eight (8) hours in any one day shall be at the 
overtime rate, which is time & one-half (1½).  Any work on Saturday shall be at time & one-half (1½), unless a Make-Up 
Day due to inclement weather is in effect.  Any work on Sundays or holidays shall be at double (2) time.  Four (4) days, 
ten (10) hours each day to be worked during Monday through Friday, shall be paid at straight time.  A Make-Up Day Due 
To Inclement Weather Only - Employee(s) will be permitted to work an eight (8) hour make-up day on Saturday only, and 
the employee will receive the regular straight time wage rate.   
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NO. 72:  Means that except as is otherwise provided herein, the work week shall be determined to begin at 8:00 a.m. 
Wednesday and end at 4:30 p.m. on the following Tuesday.  Except as herein provided, working hours are from 8:00 a.m. 
to 11:55 a.m. and 12:30 p.m. to 4:25 p.m. and no more than the regular hours shall be worked during the forenoon or 
afternoon at the regular rate.  In the case of days of inclement weather starting time and quitting time may be adjusted so 
long as the hours worked on such days do not exceed eight (8) and do not extend beyond 4:30 p.m.  In circumstances 
where the Employee or Employees have regularly been working overtime on a particular day or days, no adjustment in 
the starting time shall operate to deprive Employees of overtime pay, which they would have otherwise received but for 
the change in the starting time.  The parties understand that the application of the provisions of the preceding sentence 
will result in Employees receiving overtime pay even where they have not worked more than with (8) hours on a particular 
day.  Regardless of the staring time, the forenoon working hours shall end at 11:55 a.m. and the afternoon working hours 
shall begin at 12:30 p.m. and end 8 hours and 25 minutes after the staring time fixed by the Employer for forenoon hours.  
Work performed by an employee on a non-holiday Saturday, except as hereinafter provided, or at night or before or after 
regular working hours on a non-holiday weekday, shall be considered overtime work, for which Employees working 
during such time shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times their regular hourly wage rate for each hour or 
fraction thereof, worked during such time.  Work performed on a Sunday or the recognized holidays shall be considered 
overtime work for which the Employee shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate for each hour 
or fraction thereof worked on any such day. 
 
NO. 76:  Means the standard workday shall consist of eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 
p.m. with a thirty (30) minute unpaid lunch hour occurring in the middle of the shift.  The standard workweek shall consist 
of five standard workdays commencing on Monday and ending on Friday.  The normal starting and quitting times may be 
changed by mutual consent of interested parties.  All time worked before and after the established eight (8) hour workday, 
Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday, shall be paid for at the rate of time & one-half (1½) the hourly 
base wage rate in effect.  All time worked on Sunday and holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) the hourly wage 
in effect.  All work done on Saturday will be done at time & one-half (1½), unless Saturday shall be used as a make-up 
day.  If an employee should lose one or more days in a work week and use Saturday as a make-up day the pay shall be 
at the regular hourly base wage rate and benefits. 
 
NO. 77:  Means the regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch 
period, with pay at the regular straight time hourly rate.  The regular workday shall begin on the job site between the 
hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. with the starting time to be determined by the Employer, unless project owner requires 
different starting time.  This adjustable starting time can, at the Employer’s option, be staggered to permit starting portions 
of the work force at various times within the prescribed hours.   The Employer may establish a four (4) ten (10) hour shift 
exclusive of the thirty (30) minute lunch period at the straight time wage rate.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a 
week’s work Monday through Thursday.  In the event a job is down due to weather conditions, safety or other conditions 
beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday may, at the option of the employer, be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time wage rate. Straight time is not to exceed ten (10) hours a day or forty (40) hours per week.  Time and one-
half (1 ½ ) shall be paid for all overtime hours worked during the week, Monday through Friday and for all work performed 
on Saturday.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 80:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day and forty (40) hours a work week, Monday through 
Friday.  The Employer shall establish the starting time between 6:30 a.m. through 9:00 a.m.  An Employer may further 
adjust the starting time up to 9:30 a.m. throughout the year.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid after eight (8) 
consecutive hours worked after the established starting time and for hours worked before the established starting time.  
Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for work performed on Saturdays.  Work performed on Sundays and Holidays shall 
be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  The Employer when working on Highway and Road Work may have the option 
to schedule the work week for his paving crew only from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the 
straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be at the applicable overtime rate of 
time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to inclement 
weather (rain, snow, sleet falling), the Employer shall have the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to 
complete the forty (40) hours. 
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NO. 82:  Means the work day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours will constitute the work week from Monday through Friday, inclusive.  Up to four (4) hours of overtime work per 
day performed before or after the assigned normal work day, (twelve (12) continuous hours, starting no earlier than 
6:00 a.m., Monday through Friday),  shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) that employee’s hourly 
rate.  Any additional overtime, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  The first 
eight hours of overtime work on Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) the regular rate of 
pay.  Hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  
Double time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays, recognized legal holidays or days that may be celebrated 
as such as designated by the federal government.   All shifts for work performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 
1:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hourly rate plus two dollars ($2.00) per clock hour.  All shifts for work performed 
between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hour rate plus four dollars ($4.00) per clock 
hour.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half times (1.5x) 
the “shift” hourly rate.  
 
NO. 87:  Means eight (8) hours starting between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 4:30 p.m. 
at the Employers discretion shall constitute a day’s work.  Any work prior to 6:00 a.m. or after eight (8) hours shall be 
paid at the overtime rate.  Five (5) days from Monday through Friday inclusive shall constitute a regular work week.  All 
hours before and after these regular hours shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time.  All work on Saturday and Sunday shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale of wages. 
 
NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 92:  Means all work performed from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, will be at straight time pay up to 
forty (40) hours per week.  All work performed Monday through Friday before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. will be done at 
time and one-half (1½).  All work done on Saturday will be done at time and one-half (1½), unless the employer and 
employee agree that Saturday shall be used as a make-up day.  The Employer may use a flexible starting time of 7:00 
a.m. to 8:00 a.m., and quitting time of 3:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m., and any such different work starting time shall determine 
whether wages are payable at the straight rate or the premium rate.  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid for at 
time and one-half (1½), unless the Saturday has been used as a make-up day.  All work performed on Sunday and 
holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 104:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a standard work day between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
p.m.  The standard work week shall be forty (40) hours between 6:00 a.m. on Monday and ending 8:00 p.m. on Friday.  
An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly rate shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a 
day Monday through Friday.  Saturdays shall be considered overtime and work done on Saturday shall be paid at time 
and one-half (1½) the prevailing scale.  Sundays and holidays shall be considered overtime and work done on these days 
shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale. 
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NO. 114:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a regular work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m. with a 
thirty (30) minute lunch period to start between the hours of 11:00 a.m. and 1:00 p.m.  Five (5) days shall constitute a 
regular work week commencing on Monday and ending on Friday.  One and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate of 
pay shall be paid for all overtime work, with the exception of holidays or Sundays.  Overtime work shall be deemed to 
include any work performed in excess of eight (8) hours on any day in the regular work week, or any work performed 
before 7:00 a.m. or after 5:30 p.m. on any day in the regular work week.

except when the Employer elects to work four (4) ten (10) hour days as described below.  The starting time of the 
workday can be adjusted from 6:30 a.m. to 9:00 a.m.  The Employer may have the option to schedule his work week from 
Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) 
hours in any one day to be at the applicable overtime rate.

The starting 
time may be either advanced or delayed one hour or two hours at the discretion of the Employer.  The Employer may 
have the option to schedule his work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time 
rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer 
elects to work Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to inclement weather, holidays or other conditions beyond 
the control of the Employer, he shall have the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty 
(40) hour workweek.  All necessary overtime and work performed on Saturday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the 
hourly rate, plus an amount equal to one-half (½) of the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate, plus an amount equal to the hourly Total 
Indicated Fringe Benefits.  Shifts may be established when considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates 
will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of 
eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time 
rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus 
one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight 
time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) 
hours plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the 
straight time rate plus $3.50 per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  
Shifts that begin on Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half 
these rates.  Shifts that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double 
time these rates. 
 
NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 25:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, starting on Monday and ending on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any 
part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the straight 
time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have 
been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 
9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  All 
hours worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
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NO. 26:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day shall 
be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any part 
thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time 
rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have been 
employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 
a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  For all 
time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 32: Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  
 
NO. 80:  Means the regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute unpaid 
lunch period, with pay at the straight time rate.  If the workday starts at 8:00 a.m., the quitting time shall be no later than 
4:30 p.m.  When separate crews are used, the start time may be adjusted from 6:00 AM through 9:00 AM.  The start time 
may be further adjusted to 9:30 AM throughout the year if required by government agency or municipal ordinance.  Time 
and one-half (1½) shall be paid after eight (8) consecutive hours Monday through Saturday.  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate.  If a crew of another trade working for the 
employer is receiving overtime pay, the Cement Mason crew shall receive overtime pay.  The Employer has the option to 
schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with all 
hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  When an Employer schedules 
4-10’s, the Employer will not bring in any other crew for a fifth workday on the project while not calling in the normal crew 
that had been scheduled for that project.  If the Employer elects to work 4-10’s Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, the Employer shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  Shifts may be established 
when considered necessary by the employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  All shifts shall be eight (8) hours 
plus one-half (1/2) hour for unpaid lunch.  First shift will begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  Hours worked during the 
first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight hours after the start of the first shift 
and will be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour premium.  The third shift shall start eight hours after the start of 
the second shift and will be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 per hour premium.  Shifts will be established for a 
minimum of three consecutive workdays.  If only two shifts are worked, the Employer may regulate the start time to take 
maximum advantage of daylight hours. 
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NO. 1: All work done on New Year's Day, Independence Day, Memorial Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day (November 11), 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay. When any of these 
holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed on the days set forth 
except in cases of emergencies to protect life or property.  
 
NO. 9: All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of New 
Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be 
paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits. Whenever any such 
holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 12: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day, Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When one of the foregoing 
holidays falls on Sunday, it shall be celebrated on the following Monday.  When one of the foregoing holidays falls on 
Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday before the holiday. 
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; 
however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the worker unless worked. If workers are required to 
work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 21: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) 
hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless 
worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when an observed 
holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make-up day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 22:  The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veterans Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day and any additional holidays which may be mutually agreed upon. 
Whenever any such holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be recognized and observed as the holiday.  
Work performed on Sundays and holidays shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  No work shall be performed on 
Labor Day.   
 
NO. 25: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) 
hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workmen unless 
worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day when an observed 
holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for 
such work.   
 
NO. 31: All work performed on New Year's Day, Presidents’ Day, Veterans’ Day, Good Friday, Decoration Day, Fourth of 
July, Labor Day, Christmas Eve Day,  Christmas Day, Thanksgiving Day and Day after Thanksgiving or days celebrated for 
the same.

FED:  Minimum requirement per Fair Labor Standards Act means time and one-half (1 ½) shall be paid for all work in 
excess of forty (40) hours per work week. 
 
NO. 2:  Means the maximum of eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work beginning at 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon, 12:30 
p.m. to 4:30 p.m.  The maximum work week shall be forty (40) hours beginning Monday at 8:00 a.m. and ending Friday at 
4:30 p.m.  Because of traffic, parking or other circumstances, the hours of work on any project may be any continuous 8½ 
hours period (8 hours of work plus 30 minutes for lunch) between 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  When circumstances warrant 
and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to, the Employer may institute a work week consisting of four (4) 
consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. Monday through Thursday, with one-half 
(½) hour allowed for a lunch period each day.  Friday may be used as a make-up day.  After ten (10) hours in a workday, 
or forty (40) hours in a workweek, overtime shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of pay.  
Overtime performed Monday through Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of 
pay.  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  Labor Day shall be paid at triple 
(3) time.  Shift work may be performed at the option of the Contractor.  However, whenever shift work is performed it must 
cover a period not less than (5) consecutive working days.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.

12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on any day shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate.

Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
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NO. 30:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 A.M., except 
when the work week is scheduled as a week with starting time advanced or delayed.  Starting time may be advanced or 
delayed by the employer up to two (2) hours from the regular starting time.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  
All work performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on 
Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  In the event that a scheduled eight (8) hour work day is 
missed (not to include holidays) because of events out of the control of the contractor, then that missed work day may be 
made up at straight time the following Saturday.  It is recognized that not all employees working on a Saturday make-up 
day will have worked the same number of hours during the regular work week.   It is further recognized that any work 
after the forty (40) hours in a week must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  Saturday make-up day shall not be used to 
make up for time lost due to recognized holidays.  The employer may establish a 4-10's schedule on projects (4 days with 
10 hours per day).  If using a 4-10's schedule, a Friday make-up day is allowed.  If using a 4 (10) schedule, any work 
more than ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a work week shall be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate.  
Friday make-up day shall not be used to make up for time lost due to recognized holidays.  All work performed on 
Sundays or holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate. 
 
NO. 31:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work and all work performed over 
and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  A 
workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or 
other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, in which event, the starting time may be advanced or 
delayed. Work performed on recognized holidays or days observed as such, shall receive time and one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 42:  Means eight (8) hours between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day.  The starting 
time may be advanced one (1) or two (2) hours.  Employees shall have a lunch period of thirty (30) minutes.  The 
Employer may provide a lunch period of one (1) hour, and in that event, the workday shall commence at 8:00 a.m. and 
end at 5:00 p.m.  The workweek shall commence at 8:00 a.m. on Monday and shall end at 4:30 p.m. on Friday (or 5:00 
p.m. on Friday if the Employer grants a lunch period of one (1) hour), or as adjusted by starting time change as stated 
above.  All work performed before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. (or 5:00 p.m. where one (1) hour lunch is granted for 
lunch) or as adjusted by starting time change as stated above or on Saturday, except as herein provided, shall be 
compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate of pay for the work performed.  All work performed 
on Sunday and on recognized holidays shall be compensated at double (2) the regular hourly rate of pay for the work 
performed.  When working a five 8-hour day schedule and an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) hours, 
Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof 
may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  The Employer shall have the option of working five eight 
(8) hour days or four ten (10) hour days Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work five (5) eight (8) hour 
days during any work week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at 
time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work four (4) ten (10) hour 
days in any week, work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time 
and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is working ten (10) hour days and loses a 
day due to inclement weather, they may work ten (10) hours Friday at straight time.  All hours worked over the forty 
(40) hours Monday through Friday will be paid at time and one-half (1½) overtime rate.  Overtime shall be computed at 
half-hour intervals. Shift Work:  Two (2) or three (3) shifts shall be permitted, provided such shifts are scheduled for a 
minimum of three (3) consecutive days.  The second shift shall begin at 4:30 p.m. and end at 12:30 a.m. with one-half 
(1/2) hour for lunch between 7:30 p.m. and 9:00 p.m. and shall received eighty (8) hours’ pay.  The third shift shall begin 
at 12:30 a.m. and end at 8:00 a.m. with one-half (1/2) hour for lunch between 3:30 a.m. and 5:00 a.m. and shall received 
(8) hour’s; pay.  There shall be at least one (1) foreman on each shift on jobs where more than one shift is employed, 
provided that there are two (2) or more employees on second and on the third shifts.  All shifts shall arrange to 
interchange working hours at the end of each week.  When three shifts are used, the applicable rate must be paid from 
Saturday at 8:00 a.m. until the following Monday at 8:00 a.m.  When three shifts are employed, the second and third 
shifts shall contain at least one-half (1/2) as many employees as the first shift.  
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NO. 46:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours from 6:00 a.m. to 6: 30 p.m.  Starting time may be between 
6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m.  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning between 6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. 
on Monday and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 6:30 p.m. on Friday.  All hours in excess of the regular work day and work 
week shall be considered overtime.  Overtime on days recognized as regular work days and on Saturday shall be paid for 
at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of 
double time (2) for time worked.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday through 
Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours at straight time rate of pay.  The 4-10’s must run for a period of at least 
four (4) days.   
 
NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
 
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 52:  Means the regular workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, Monday through Friday.  The regular 
workday shall consist of an eight (8) hour period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending no later 
than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  The 
option exists for the employer to use a four (4) day, ten (10) hour work week.  Days worked shall be Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  If the job requires men on duty all five (5) days, then part of the crew may work the 
first four (4) days and the remainder of the crew may work the last four (4) days.  Hours each day shall be from 7:00 a.m. 
to 5:30 p.m.   Interested parties on the project must agree to this clause before it may be used.  Once this clause has 
been put into effect, it shall remain as long as the majority of the Employees on the project and the Employer agree to 
keep it.  The four (4) day clause shall not be used to circumvent a Holiday.  Except as otherwise provided, all work 
performed outside the regular working hours and performed during the regular work week (Monday through Friday) shall 
be at the following rates of pay: 
 Holidays-New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day (or days 
observed as such) shall be recognized as Holidays that shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Labor Day-No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency.  Rate of pay shall be 
at three (3) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Overtime-Work performed outside of the regular work day (the regular work day shall consist of an eight (8) hour 
period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending not later than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon 
starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m., by mutual consent of the interested 
party’s.), shall be: 


A. Hours worked Monday through Friday, the first two (2) hours of overtime will be paid at time and one-half 
(1½).  All other overtime will be paid at the double (2) time rate. 


B. The first ten (10) hours worked on Saturday will be paid at time and one-half (1½), with all other hours to be 
paid at the double (2) time rate. 


C. Sundays and Holidays (except Labor Day) shall be paid at the double (2) time rate. 
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NO. 54:  Means eight (8) consecutive hours, between 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., shall constitute a day’s work.  Five (5) 
days work, Monday through Friday, shall constitute a normal work week.  Work performed in excess of eight (8) hours per 
day or eight hours beyond normal starting time for that project excluding lunch Monday through Friday, and all work 
performed on Saturday, shall be paid for the rate of time and one-half (1½).   Work may be scheduled on a four (4) days a 
week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule at straight time.  A Friday make-up day is available if 
time is lost due to inclement weather.   When Sundays and recognized holidays are worked, the worker(s) shall be paid at 
the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
 
NO. 63:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day between time that may be advanced or delayed by 
two (2) hours on either side of 8:00 AM.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday 
through Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours straight time.  The four (4) tens (10s) must run for a period of at 
least four (4) days, Monday through Thursday.  All work on Friday on a four (4) tens (10) project will be paid at the rate of 
time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays must be paid at double (2) time.  All work performed prior to or after the regular eight 
(8) hour work day, or ten (10) hour work day, as described above shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  
 
NO. 70:  Means eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day.  
Forty (40) hours within five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute a work week.  The Employer 
may, at his discretion, vary the starting time by up to one (1) hour, either prior to or after the normal starting time.  The 
Employer may work four (4) ten (10) hour days, either Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  
Overtime will be paid for work outside of the established starting and quitting times.  All overtime work between eight 
(8) hours and ten (10) hours on regular scheduled working days and the first ten (10) hours on Saturday, beginning at 
the regular starting time, will be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All other overtime, on Saturday, Sunday and 
recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) the straight time rate of pay.  If any of the recognized holidays fall 
on Friday, Saturday, Sunday or Monday, creating a three-day weekend, then the entire three (3) days (either Friday, 
Saturday and Sunday – if the holiday falls on Friday or Saturday; or Saturday, Sunday and Monday – if the holiday falls 
on Sunday or Monday) shall be paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Shift work performed between the 
hours of 4:30 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. (second shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 
17.3% for all hours worked.  Shift work performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. (third shift) shall receive 
eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 31.4% for all hours worked.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes 
shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required before the established start time and after the completion of 
eight (8) hours of any shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate. 
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NO. 85:  Means the work week shall be Monday through Sunday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work to begin 
between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and end between 2:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m.  Employees required to work during their lunch 
period shall receive the overtime rate.   Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are required to 
work prior to their normal starting time or after eight (8) hours or normal quitting time Monday through Friday, or all day on 
Saturday.  If an Employer has started the work week on a five day, eight hours a day schedule, and due to inclement 
weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine or ten hours a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of 
that work week in order to make up for the lost time (10-hour make-up day).  All work over ten (10) hours a day or over 
forty (40) hours a week must be paid at time & one-half (1½).  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  A contractor may alter the regular work week to four (4) ten (10) hour days at straight time 
rate of pay.  To do this the scheduled 4-10's must be worked at least one full week and the regular workweek shall be 
Monday through Thursday with Friday being a make-up day at straight time for days missed in the regular workweek due 
to inclement weather.  If 5-8's are being worked, Saturday may be used as a make-up day at straight time if inclement 
weather prevents work during the normal work week. 
 
NO. 88:  Means the regular work week shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m., Monday 
through Friday, except when the work week is scheduled as a 4-10's week or as a week with start time advanced or 
delayed as described below.  The starting time may be advanced or delayed by one hour on either side of 7:00 a.m.  The 
advanced or delayed starting time must run for a period of at least five (5) days.  The Employer may establish a work 
week consisting of four (4) days, during the regular work week, each day consisting of ten (10) hours at straight time.  
The 4-10's must run for a period of at least four (4) days.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any work in excess of 
eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday (or ten hours in a 4-10's week), the first eight (8) hours of 
a Saturday, and it shall be at time and one-half (1½) for the Friday and Saturday following Thanksgiving.  Double (2) time 
shall be paid for the following time worked on Sunday, New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, as well as any work in excess of eight (8) hours on a Saturday and the Saturday 
of a three-day weekend (except the Saturday following Thanksgiving). 
 
NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 94:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m.  The regular 
workday starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or 
delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  All work performed in excess of the regular work day and on Saturday shall be 
compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular pay.  In the event time is lost during the work week due to 
weather conditions, the Employer may schedule work on the following Saturday at straight time.  All work accomplished 
on Sunday and holidays shall be compensated at double the regular rate of wages. 
 
NO. 96:  A regular workday shall consist of eight (8) working hours.  Any work performed over these eight (8) hours per 
day shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) time the straight time rate.  A regular workday may be extended to ten (10) 
working hours.  Any work performed over these ten (10) hours per day shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the 
straight time rate.  The regular work week shall begin on Monday and shall continue through Friday.  Saturday shall be 
considered as overtime, and shall be paid for at time and one-half; Sunday and Holidays shall be paid for at double (2) 
time. 
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NO. 115:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a normal day’s work as follows:  7:00 – 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon and from 
12:30 p.m. to 3:30 – 4:30 p.m. Monday through Friday.  The lunch break may be of sixty (60) minutes duration and 
quitting time delayed accordingly.  Employees working before or after these specified hours shall be paid at the rate of 
time and one-half (1½) the regular rate of pay.  Sunday and Holiday work shall be double (2) time.  Employees failing to 
work a regular forty (40) hour week due to inclement weather may work on Saturday at the regular rate of pay.  During 
periods of intemperate summer weather, the working day may begin at 6:00 a.m. and straight time shall be paid for eight 
(8) hours of work. 
 
NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 1: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the rate of double time.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the 
following Monday shall be observed.  When one of the above holidays falls on Saturday the preceding Friday shall 
be observed.  
 
NO. 3: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, 
the following Monday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 5:  All work that shall be done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate 
for each hour of fraction thereof worked on any such day .  
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 21: All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and 
Christmas Day shall be paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Any of the above listed holidays falling on 
Sunday, shall be observed on the following Monday and paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Any of 
the above listed holidays falling on Saturday shall be observed on the previous Friday, and paid for at double (2) the 
straight-time rate of pay.  If any of the above listed holidays fall on Friday, Saturday, Sunday, or Monday, creating a 
three-day weekend, then the entire three (3) days (either Friday, Saturday, and Sunday – if the holiday falls on 
Friday or Saturday; or Saturday, Sunday, and Monday – if the holiday falls on Sunday or Monday) shall be paid for 
at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 22:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days locally observed as such, and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays.  If a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday shall be observed; if it falls on Sunday, Monday shall be observed.  All work performed on holidays 
shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 32: All work performed for the Friday and Saturday following Thanksgiving shall be paid at the time and one-half 
(1½) rate of pay.  All work performed on Sundays, New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When one of the above 
holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed and when one of the above holidays falls on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be observed.   
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NO. 33: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Labor Day shall be paid at the triple (3) time rate of pay.  If the holiday 
falls on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed; if the holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday will be 
observed. 
 
NO. 35: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workman unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make-up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make-up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall 
receive time and one-half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay for such work.

The observance of one (1) 
of the personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these 
holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they 
shall be paid time & one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked.

When a holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the 
holiday.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 65:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. If the holiday falls on 
Saturday, it will be observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be 
paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 67:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Christmas Day, Fourth of July and Thanksgiving 
Day, from midnight to midnight, shall be paid for at the rate of double time (2) the basic rate of pay if required to work 
in addition to any other pay otherwise required hereunder as holiday pay.  Positively no work shall be performed on 
Labor Day.  Martin Luther King’s Birthday, Veteran’s Day, and the day after Thanksgiving Day shall be considered 
optional holidays, and if the Employer and employees agree that work will be performed on that day, no premium 
pay will be required.  Should any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Friday.  
Should any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the holiday will be observed on Monday. 
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NO. 68:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Decoration Day (Memorial Day), Independence Day (Fourth of 
July), Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, or days observed as such, shall be paid at the rate of double 
(2) time.  When a holiday falls on a Saturday, Friday shall be observed.  When a holiday falls on a Sunday, 
Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed on the Fourth of July or Labor Day except to save life or 
property.  Where one of the holidays specified falls or is observed during the work week, then all work performed 
over and above thirty-two (32) hours in that week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 72:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day (last Monday in May), Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay.  Any 
one of the above listed holidays falling on Sunday shall be observed on the following Monday and paid for at double 
(2) the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  Any one of the above listed holidays falling on Saturday shall be 
observed on the prior Friday and paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  No work shall 
be performed on Labor Day except in case of emergency.

The second or swing shift shall consist of 
seven and one-half (7 1/2) hours work for eight hours pay, exclusive of lunchtime, and the third or the graveyard shift shall 
consist of seven (7) hours work for eight (8) hours pay, exclusive of the lunchtime.  All time in excess of normal shifts shall 
be considered overtime.  Multiple shift (the two or three shift) operation will not be construed on the entire project if at 
anytime it is deemed advisable and necessary for the Employer to multiple shift a specific operation.  However, no shift 
shall be started between midnight and six a.m. except the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation, or except in an 
unusual or emergency situation.  If an Employer starts a shift between midnight and 6 a.m. except the graveyard shift on a 
three-shift operation, he shall reimburse all employees for the entire shift at the double time rate.

NO. 5:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more that forty (40) hours work, Monday through Saturday, and all 
work performed over and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & 
one-half (1½).  Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays 
or days observed as such.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any 
other craft employees of the same employer at work on that same job site are receiving double (2) time pay for that 
Sunday or holiday.  If a job can’t work forty (40) hours, Monday through Saturday, because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday and Saturday may be worked as make up days at straight time (if 
working 4-10's).  Saturday may be worked as a make up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s).  Make up days shall not be 
utilized for days lost to holidays.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer 
except when inclement weather or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, including 
requirements of the owner, prevent work.  In such event the starting time may be delayed but not later than 12:00 noon.  
Where one of the holidays falls or is observed during the work week, then all work performed over and above thirty-two 
(32) hours shall be paid at time & one-half (1½). 
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NO. 12:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work and all work performed over 
and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & one-half (1½).  A 
workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or 
other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, in which event, the starting time may be advanced or 
delayed.  Workers shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on recognized holidays or days observed as 
such. 
 
NO: 18:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
 
NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 27:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or Tuesday 
through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. nor later 
than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) will be paid 
for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week.

If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; 
however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the worker unless worked. If workers are required to 
work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
18: All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed 
on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be 
performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  
When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward a 
forty (40) hour week; however no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the working person(s) unless the 
holiday is worked. 
 
NO. 24:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas 
Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If the holiday falls on Saturday, it will be 
observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be paid for at double (2) the 
regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 26: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) of the 
personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these holidays fall 
on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on Saturday, the preceding 
Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they shall be paid time & one-half (1½) 
their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
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NO. 30: All work performed on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Christmas Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Day after Thanksgiving or days celebrated for the same.

FED:  Minimum requirement per Fair Labor Standards Act means time and one-half (1 ½) shall be paid for all work in 
excess of forty (40) hours per work week. 
 
NO. 9:  Means the regular workday starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved 
forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one hour to 9:00 a.m.  All work performed in excess of the regular work day and on 
Saturday shall be compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular pay.  In the event time is lost during the work 
week due to weather conditions, the Employer may schedule work on the following Saturday at straight time.  All work 
accomplished on Sunday and holidays shall be compensated for at double the regular rate of wages.  The work week 
shall be Monday through Friday, except for midweek holidays. 
 
NO. 12:  Means the work week shall commence on Monday at 12:01 a.m. and shall continue through the following 
Friday, inclusive of each week.

If an Employer elects to work five 8-hour days during any work week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day 
or forty (40) per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits Monday through 
Friday.  SATURDAY MAKE-UP DAY:  If an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, 
or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-
up day at the straight time rate.  It is agreed by the parties that the make-up day is not to be used to make up time lost 
due to recognized holidays.  If an Employer elects to work four 10-hour days, between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 
p.m. in any week, work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and 
one half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is working 10-hour days 
and loses a day due to inclement weather, the Employer may work ten (10) hours on Friday at straight time.   All hours 
worked over the forty (40) hours Monday through Friday will be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus 
fringe benefits.  All Millwright work performed in excess of the regular work day and on Saturday shall be compensated 
for at time and one-half (1½) the regular Millwright hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits.  The regular work day starting at 
8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 
a.m.  All work accomplished on Sundays and recognized holidays, or days observed as recognized holidays, shall be 
compensated for at double (2) the regular hourly rate of wages plus fringe benefits.  NOTE:  All overtime is computed on 
the hourly wage rate plus an amount equal to the fringe benefits.  
 
 
NO. 69:  Means eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m., except for a thirty (30) minute 
lunch period shall constitute a regular work day.  Forty (40) hours, within five (5) such work days-Mondays through 
Friday, inclusive, shall constitute a regular work week.  The starting and quitting time for each job shall be subject to 
variance by mutual Agreement and where not agreed otherwise the regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m. and the 
quitting time shall be 4:30 p.m.

On all work performed on Sundays and recognized legal holidays 
or days that may be celebrated as such, shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate.  Shift work performed between the 
hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:30 a.m. (second shift) shall be paid at eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus ten 
(10%) percent for seven and one-half (7½) hours work.  Shift work performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 
8:00 a.m. (third shift) shall be paid at eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus fifteen (15%) percent for seven 
(7) hours work.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required after 
the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate. 
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NO. 86:  The regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch period, 
with pay at the straight time rate with all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).

NO. 87:  Means eight (8) hours starting between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 4:30 p.m. 
at the Employers discretion shall constitute a day’s work.  Any work prior to 6:00 a.m. or after eight (8) hours shall be 
paid at the overtime rate.  Five (5) days from Monday through Friday inclusive shall constitute a regular work week.  All 
hours before and after these regular hours shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time.  All work on Saturday and Sunday shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale of wages. 
 
NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.

The regular 
workday starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or 
delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  All work performed in excess of the regular work day and on Saturday shall be 
compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular pay.  In the event time is lost during the work week due to 
weather conditions, the Employer may schedule work on the following Saturday at straight time.  All work accomplished 
on Sunday and holidays shall be compensated at double the regular rate of wages. 
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NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
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NO. 3: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, 
the following Monday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.

Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.

45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 52: All work performed on Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall receive the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for such work.   
 
NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 74:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be paid at double (2) time of the hourly rate of pay.  In the event one of 
the above holiday’s falls on Saturday, the holiday shall be celebrated on Saturday.  If the holiday falls on Sunday, the 
holiday will be celebrated on Monday.  
 
NO. 75:  Means that on all work performed on Sundays and the following legal holiday or days that may be 
celebrated as such, shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, and Independence 
Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  Saturday holidays will be celebrated on 
Saturday.  Sunday holidays will be celebrated on Monday following the holiday.  Work performed on any of these 
Mondays will be paid at double (2) the rate of pay.  The Friday following Thanksgiving will be worked at the 
Employer’s option.  If worked, it will be at the regular hourly rate of pay.

However, the project starting time may be 
advanced or delayed at the discretion of the Employer.  At the discretion of the Employer, when working a five (5) day 
eight (8) hour schedule, Saturday may be used for a make-up day.  If an Employer is prohibited from working on a 
holiday, that employer may work the following Saturday at the straight time rate.  However, the Employer may have the 
option to schedule his work from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with 
all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer elects to 
work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to circumstances beyond his control, he shall have the option to 
work Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) hours.  If an Employer is prohibited from 
working on a holiday, that Employer may work the following Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate.  Overtime will be 
at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  If workmen are required to work the enumerated holidays or days 
observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.

NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday.

NO. 23:  Means the regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch 
period, with pay at the regular straight time hourly rate.  The workday starts at 8:00 a.m., the quitting time shall be 4:30 
p.m.  All overtime Monday through Friday, and Saturdays shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) 
time shall be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.

33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 35:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interested parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 42:  Means eight (8) hours between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day.  The starting 
time may be advanced one (1) or two (2) hours.  Employees shall have a lunch period of thirty (30) minutes.  The 
Employer may provide a lunch period of one (1) hour, and in that event, the workday shall commence at 8:00 a.m. and 
end at 5:00 p.m.  The workweek shall commence at 8:00 a.m. on Monday and shall end at 4:30 p.m. on Friday (or 5:00 
p.m. on Friday if the Employer grants a lunch period of one (1) hour), or as adjusted by starting time change as stated 
above.  All work performed before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. (or 5:00 p.m. where one (1) hour lunch is granted for 
lunch) or as adjusted by starting time change as stated above or on Saturday, except as herein provided, shall be 
compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate of pay for the work performed.  All work performed 
on Sunday and on recognized holidays shall be compensated at double (2) the regular hourly rate of pay for the work 
performed.

On all work performed on Sundays and recognized legal holidays 
or days that may be celebrated as such, shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate.  Shift work performed between the 
hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:30 a.m. (second shift) shall be paid at eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus ten 
(10%) percent for seven and one-half (7½) hours work.  Shift work performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 
8:00 a.m. (third shift) shall be paid at eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus fifteen (15%) percent for seven 
(7) hours work.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required after 
the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate. 
 
NO. 72:  Means that except as is otherwise provided herein, the work week shall be determined to begin at 8:00 a.m. 
Wednesday and end at 4:30 p.m. on the following Tuesday.  Except as herein provided, working hours are from 8:00 a.m. 
to 11:55 a.m. and 12:30 p.m. to 4:25 p.m. and no more than the regular hours shall be worked during the forenoon or 
afternoon at the regular rate.  In the case of days of inclement weather starting time and quitting time may be adjusted so 
long as the hours worked on such days do not exceed eight (8) and do not extend beyond 4:30 p.m.  In circumstances 
where the Employee or Employees have regularly been working overtime on a particular day or days, no adjustment in 
the starting time shall operate to deprive Employees of overtime pay, which they would have otherwise received but for 
the change in the starting time.  The parties understand that the application of the provisions of the preceding sentence 
will result in Employees receiving overtime pay even where they have not worked more than with (8) hours on a particular 
day.  Regardless of the staring time, the forenoon working hours shall end at 11:55 a.m. and the afternoon working hours 
shall begin at 12:30 p.m. and end 8 hours and 25 minutes after the staring time fixed by the Employer for forenoon hours.  
Work performed by an employee on a non-holiday Saturday, except as hereinafter provided, or at night or before or after 
regular working hours on a non-holiday weekday, shall be considered overtime work, for which Employees working 
during such time shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times their regular hourly wage rate for each hour or 
fraction thereof, worked during such time.  Work performed on a Sunday or the recognized holidays shall be considered 
overtime work for which the Employee shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate for each hour 
or fraction thereof worked on any such day. 
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NO. 76:  Means the standard workday shall consist of eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 
p.m. with a thirty (30) minute unpaid lunch hour occurring in the middle of the shift.  The standard workweek shall consist 
of five standard workdays commencing on Monday and ending on Friday.  The normal starting and quitting times may be 
changed by mutual consent of interested parties.  All time worked before and after the established eight (8) hour workday, 
Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday, shall be paid for at the rate of time & one-half (1½) the hourly 
base wage rate in effect.  All time worked on Sunday and holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) the hourly wage 
in effect.  All work done on Saturday will be done at time & one-half (1½), unless Saturday shall be used as a make-up 
day.  If an employee should lose one or more days in a work week and use Saturday as a make-up day the pay shall be 
at the regular hourly base wage rate and benefits. 
 
NO. 79:  Means the regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch 
period, with pay at the regular straight time hourly rate.  The regular workday shall begin on the job site between the 
hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. with the starting time to be determined by the Employer, unless project owner requires 
different starting time.  This adjustable starting time can, at the Employer’s option, be staggered to permit starting portions 
of the work force at various times within the prescribed hours.  The Employer may establish a four (4) ten (10) hour shift 
exclusive of the thirty (30) minute unpaid lunch period at the straight time wage rate.  Forty (40) hours per week shall 
constitute a week’s work Monday through Thursday.  In the event a job is down due to weather conditions, safety or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up 
day at the straight time wage rate.  Straight time is not to exceed ten (10) hours a day or forty (40) hours per week.  
Starting time will be designated by the Employer.  Fridays can be worked in lieu of holidays at the employee’s option.  
Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for all overtime hours worked during the week, Monday through Friday, and for all 
work performed on Saturday.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays.  
Sundays and holidays may not be used as a make-up day. 
 
NO. 86:  The regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch period, 
with pay at the straight time rate with all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday shall begin between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. 
The Employer may have the option to schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day 
at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, holiday or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, they shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  All overtime work 
performed on Monday through Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be 
paid at the one and one half the hourly rate.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be paid at double the hourly rate.  Shifts may be established when 
considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the 
First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight 
hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the 
second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third 
shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) hours plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 
per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  Shifts that begin on 
Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half these rates.  Shifts 
that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double time these rates.  
 
NO. 87:  Means eight (8) hours starting between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 4:30 p.m. 
at the Employers discretion shall constitute a day’s work.  Any work prior to 6:00 a.m. or after eight (8) hours shall be 
paid at the overtime rate.  Five (5) days from Monday through Friday inclusive shall constitute a regular work week.  All 
hours before and after these regular hours shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time.  All work on Saturday and Sunday shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale of wages. 
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NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 92:  Means all work performed from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, will be at straight time pay up to 
forty (40) hours per week.  All work performed Monday through Friday before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. will be done at 
time and one-half (1½).  All work done on Saturday will be done at time and one-half (1½), unless the employer and 
employee agree that Saturday shall be used as a make-up day.  The Employer may use a flexible starting time of 7:00 
a.m. to 8:00 a.m., and quitting time of 3:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m., and any such different work starting time shall determine 
whether wages are payable at the straight rate or the premium rate.  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid for at 
time and one-half (1½), unless the Saturday has been used as a make-up day.  All work performed on Sunday and 
holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 104:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a standard work day between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
p.m.  The standard work week shall be forty (40) hours between 6:00 a.m. on Monday and ending 8:00 p.m. on Friday.  
An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly rate shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a 
day Monday through Friday.  Saturdays shall be considered overtime and work done on Saturday shall be paid at time 
and one-half (1½) the prevailing scale.  Sundays and holidays shall be considered overtime and work done on these days 
shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale. 
 
NO. 108:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a regular day's work and forty (40) hours a regular week's 
work, Monday to Friday, inclusive, and the starting time shall be 7:00 a.m. unless otherwise agreed upon by 
interested parties.  When a single shift is worked, eight (8) hours of continuous employment, except for a 
lunch period, shall constitute a day's work.  Any time worked prior to 7:00 a.m. or subsequent to 4:30 p.m. on 
Monday through Friday, and any time worked on Saturday shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half 
(1½).  The overtime rate of pay for all Holidays worked or work performed on Sunday shall be at the double (2) 
time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 116:  Means the standard work day shall consist of eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 
p.m.  The standard work week shall consist of five standard work days commencing on Monday and ending on Friday 
inclusive.  All time worked before and after the established eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and all time 
worked on Saturdays, shall be paid for at the rate of time & one-half (1½) the hourly base wage rate in effect.  All time 
worked on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) the hourly base wage rate in effect. 
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NO. 126:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.

The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 5:  All work that shall be done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate 
for each hour of fraction thereof worked on any such day .  
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 10: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
the day after Thanksgiving and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  Any holiday which 
occurs on a Sunday shall be observed the following Monday.  No work shall be performed on LABOR DAY except to 
save life and property. 
 
NO. 12: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Should any of these days fall on Sunday, then the 
following day shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstances shall employees be permitted to work on 
Labor Day. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 25:  All work done on New Year's Day, Martin Luther King Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, Christmas Day, Presidential Election Day, or 
days locally observed as such, and Saturday and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays and shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  If a named holiday falls on a Saturday, the holiday will be observed on the preceding 
Friday.  When a named holiday falls on Sunday, the Monday after will be observed as the holiday.  Appropriate 
overtime rates to be based on fifteen minute increments.  
 
NO. 26: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When a Holiday occurs on Saturday it shall not 
be observed on either the previous Friday or the following Monday.  Such days shall be regular work days.  If such a 
holiday occurs on Sunday it shall be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 31: All work done on New Year's Day, Presidents Day, Good Friday, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, Friday after Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, and Employee's Birthday shall be 
paid at the double time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the recognized holiday. 
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NO. 36: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workman unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make-up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make-up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 42: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, 
Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  No work shall be performed on the Fourth of July, 
Labor Day or Christmas Day.  Any work performed on the above holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the 
regular straight time rate of pay.  When any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the Monday following shall be 
observed as such holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall not be considered to be observed on the previous 
Friday or following Monday.  Such days shall be regular workdays. 
 
NO. 44: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it 
shall be observed on the Monday following.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the proceeding 
Friday.  No work shall be performed on these days except in emergency to protect life or property.  All work 
performed on these holidays shall be compensated at double the regular hourly rate for the work performed.  
Overtime shall be computed at half-hour intervals.  
 
NO. 45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 51: All time worked on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) the hourly 
base wage rate in effect. The Employer agrees to recognize the following holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If the holiday falls on 
Sunday, it shall be recognized on the following Monday.  If the holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be recognized as a 
Saturday only holiday.  
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.

58:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving 
Day, Day following Thanksgiving and Christmas Day shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  Holidays falling on 
a Saturday shall be recognized on Friday.  Holidays falling on a Sunday shall be recognized on Monday.  No work 
shall be performed on Labor Day except for Preservation of life or property. 
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NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 73:  The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran’s Day (or mutually agreed date of the Friday after Thanksgiving Day may be substituted for Veteran’s Day), 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or in the event that any of said Holidays falls on Sunday, then the day or days 
generally recognized as such.  Any work performed anywhere on any of the aforesaid Holidays, or on the day or 
days recognized and observed as such, shall be paid for at double (2) time the regular hourly rate. 
 
NO. 75:  Means that on all work performed on Sundays and the following legal holiday or days that may be 
celebrated as such, shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, and Independence 
Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  Saturday holidays will be celebrated on 
Saturday.  Sunday holidays will be celebrated on Monday following the holiday.  Work performed on any of these 
Mondays will be paid at double (2) the rate of pay.  The Friday following Thanksgiving will be worked at the 
Employer’s option.  If worked, it will be at the regular hourly rate of pay.

FED:  Minimum requirement per Fair Labor Standards Act means time and one-half (1 ½) shall be paid for all work in 
excess of forty (40) hours per work week. 
 
NO. 2:  Means a regular workweek shall be forty (40) hours and will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The Employer 
shall have the option of working five 8-hour days or four 10-hour days Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to 
work five 8-hour days during any workweek, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or 40 per week shall be paid at 
time and one-half the hourly rate Monday through Friday.   If an Employer elects to work four 10-hour days in a week, 
work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or 40 hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half the hourly rate 
Monday through Friday.  When working a five 8-hour day schedule and an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) 
hours Monday through Friday, or any part thereof, by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be 
worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  If an Employer is working a four 10-hour day schedule and loses a day 
due to inclement weather, he may work 10 hours Friday at straight time.  All hours worked over the 40 hours Monday 
through Friday will be paid at 1 ½ overtime rate.  A workday shift is to begin at the option of the Employer, between 6:00 
a.m. and not later than 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if required.  If workmen 
are required to work the enumerated holidays or days observed as such or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  Overtime shall be computed at one-half (1/2) hour intervals.  Shift:  The Contractor may 
elect to work one, two or three shifts on any work.  When operating on more than one shift, the shifts shall be known as 
the day shift, swing shift, and graveyard shift as such terms are recognized in the industry.  When two shifts are worked 
on any operation, the shifts will consist of eight (8) or ten (10) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  When three shifts are worked 
the first day or day shift will consist of eight (8) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  The second or swing shift shall consist of 
seven and one-half (7 1/2) hours work for eight hours pay, exclusive of lunchtime, and the third or the graveyard shift shall 
consist of seven (7) hours work for eight (8) hours pay, exclusive of the lunchtime.

21:  Means the regular workday for which employees shall be compensated at straight time hourly rate of pay shall, 
unless otherwise provided for, begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  However, the project starting time may be 
advanced or delayed at the discretion of the Employer.  At the discretion of the Employer, when working a five (5) day 
eight (8) hour schedule, Saturday may be used for a make-up day.  If an Employer is prohibited from working on a 
holiday, that employer may work the following Saturday at the straight time rate.  However, the Employer may have the 
option to schedule his work from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with 
all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer elects to 
work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to circumstances beyond his control, he shall have the option to 
work Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) hours.  If an Employer is prohibited from 
working on a holiday, that Employer may work the following Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate.  Overtime will be 
at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  If workmen are required to work the enumerated holidays or days 
observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 25:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, starting on Monday and ending on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any 
part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the straight 
time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have 
been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 
9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  All 
hours worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 28:   Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day shall 
be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any part 
thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time 
rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have been 
employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 
a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  For all 
time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 32: Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  
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NO. 4: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. When a Holiday falls on a Sunday, 
Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day, except in case of jeopardy to life or property.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  
 
NO. 5: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day 
except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls 
during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward a forty (40) hour 
week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless worked. If workmen are 
required to work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  The above shall apply to the four 10’s Monday through Friday work week. The ten (10) 
hours shall be applied to the forty (40) hour work week. 
 
NO. 6: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay. When a holiday occurs on Saturday, it shall not be 
observed on either the previous Friday or the following Monday. Such days shall be a regular workday. If such a holiday 
occurs on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day. 
 
NO. 12: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day, Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When one of the foregoing 
holidays falls on Sunday, it shall be celebrated on the following Monday.  When one of the foregoing holidays falls on 
Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday before the holiday. 
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; 
however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the worker unless worked. If workers are required to 
work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 21: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) 
hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless 
worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when an observed 
holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make-up day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 27: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) 
hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workmen unless 
worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day when an observed 
holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for 
such work.   
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NO. 31: All work performed on New Year's Day, Presidents’ Day, Veterans’ Day, Good Friday, Decoration Day, Fourth of 
July, Labor Day, Christmas Eve Day,  Christmas Day, Thanksgiving Day and Day after Thanksgiving or days celebrated for 
the same.

6:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a 
week’s work.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid 
the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work done on Sunday and recognized holidays must be paid for at the double (2) 
time rate.  The Employer shall have the option of working five (5) eight (8) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour days to 
constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  Work in excess of eight (8) hours per day (when working 5-8’s) or ten (10) 
hours per day (when working 4-10’s) or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half 
(1½).

7:   Means work between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. daily, Monday through Saturday, as assigned by the 
Employer shall be considered regular hours.  Weekend work shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1 ½) times the 
regular rate of pay.  Weekend begins 12:01 a.m. Saturday.  Overtime is time worked over forty (40) hours per pay period, 
and shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of pay.  Sunday and Holidays will be paid at 
the rate of two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 10:  Means the regular working day shall be scheduled to consist of at least eight (8) hours but no more than ten (10) 
consecutive hours, exclusive of the lunch period, unless otherwise provided.  Crews shall be scheduled to commence at 
any time between the hours of 5:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. or earlier if agreed on by the majority of any one crew.  Except 
as specifically provided for Saturdays, Sundays and holidays, all work performed by Employees anywhere in excess of 
forty (40) hours in one (1) work week, or in excess of ten (10) hours in one work day shall be paid at the rate of one and 
one-half (1½) times the regular hourly wage scale.  Any work performed on a Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one 
and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly wage scale unless such Saturday work falls under the category of Saturday 
make Up Day.  When this Saturday Make Up Day does occur, the Employee may work on Saturday at straight time; 
provided, however, if during the period worked by said Employee on Saturday, the Employee’s compensable time at the 
straight time rate exceeds forty (40) hours, all time worked in excess of the forty (40) hours will be paid at the rate of one 
and one-half (1½) time the regular hourly wage scale.  The provision of this Saturday Make Up Day shall not apply to any 
weeks in which a designated holiday is recognized.  Any work performed by Employees anywhere on Sunday or holidays 
shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time the regular wage scale. 
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NO. 19:  On single shift operation, eight (8) hours of work, between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m., shall constitute a day’s 
work.  Forty (40) hours of work Monday through Friday shall constitute a workweek.  The starting time may be changed 
to begin between the hours of six (6:00) and ten (10:00) a.m.  The first two (2) hours performed in excess of an eight 
(8) hour workday Monday through Friday, and the first ten (10) hours on Saturday, shall be paid at time and one-half 
(1.5) the basic straight–time rate.  All work performed on Sundays and holidays, and in excess of ten (10) hours a day 
shall be paid at double (2) the basic straight time rate of pay.  When hours worked are outside of established work 
hours, the pay rate shall be one and one-half (1.5) times the regular rate of pay for the first ten (10) hours, and all 
hours in excess of ten (10)  hours shall be at the double-time rate.  Shift work of either one (1) eight hour night shift, or 
two (2) eight (8) hour night shifts on a job which will continue for at least one (1) week, all employees shall be paid 
eighteen and one-half percent (18.5%) over the straight-time hourly rate on the night shifts.  All hours worked in excess 
of eight (8) in a shift shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate of pay.  The normal workweek may be changed to 
four (4) ten (10) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour nights, if on shift work, with the following provisions:  Monday 
through Thursday would be the normal workweek with Friday being used as scheduled workday in case of a day being 
lost due to weather, all employees working night shift, on a job that will continue at least one (1) week, shall be paid 
thirty percent (30%) over the regular straight-time hourly rate of pay, and any hours worked before or after established 
starting and quitting times being paid at double (2) time hourly rates of pay. 
 
NO. 24:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  A workweek of four (4), ten (10) hour days may be established on a 
per job basis.  Saturday may be used for a make-up day, when working 5-8’s, Friday when working 4-10’s.  All time 
worked before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on 
Saturday shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except after eight (8) hours worked, then double (2) time 
will apply.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.   
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 27:  Means eight (8) hours of work between the hours of eight (8:00) a.m. and four-thirty (4:30) p.m. shall constitute a 
work day.  Forty (40) hours within five (5) days - Monday through Friday, inclusive - shall constitute a work week.  The 
regular starting time in the morning may be moved not more than one hour prior to 8:00 a.m.; however, in no case shall 
more than eight (8) hours be worked per day without the applicable overtime rate being paid.  When job conditions dictate 
and as required by the employer, the employer shall be allowed to establish a four (4) day, ten (10) hour per day work 
week.  This work week is defined as Monday through Thursday, with a Friday make-up day.  The normal work day under 
a ten (10) hour four (4) day work week shall be from 8:00 a.m. to 6:30 p.m., with a one hour starting variance.  The make-
up day of Friday shall be instituted for specific reasons such as loss of production due to weather and Holidays.  All hours 
worked in excess of ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week or hours worked outside the normal work week 
shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  This language is not intended to change the normal five (5) day, eight (8) 
hours per day work week.  All overtime work after a regular work day, (8) hours, Monday through Friday shall be paid at 
time and one-half (1½).  All hours worked on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All other overtime on 
Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Shift work performed 
between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. (second shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of 
pay plus 17.3% for all hours worked. Shift work performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. (third shift) 
shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 31.4% for all hours worked.  A lunch period of thirty 
(30) minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid 
at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate.  
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NO. 29:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work and shall be from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through 
Friday.   Starting time may be advanced or delayed by the employer up to two (2) hours from the regular starting time.  
Any hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of pay.  
The employer may establish a 4-10’s schedule on projects (4 days with 10 hours per day).  If using a 4-10’s schedule, a 
Friday make-up day is allowed.  If using a 4-10’s schedule, any work more than ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours 
in a work week shall be paid at the time and one-half  (1½) rate.  Friday make-up days shall not be used to make up for 
time lost due to recognized holidays.  All hours worked between 4:30 p.m. Friday and 4:30 p.m. Saturday shall be paid for 
at the rate of time and one half.  All hours worked from 4:30 p.m. Saturday until 8:00 a.m. Monday and all holidays shall 
be paid for at double (2) the regular rate of pay.  Employees failing to work a regular forty (40) hour week due to 
inclement weather may work on Saturday at the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 31:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work and all work performed over 
and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  A 
workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or 
other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, in which event, the starting time may be advanced or 
delayed. Work performed on recognized holidays or days observed as such, shall receive time and one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 36:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day, Monday through Friday between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m.  Saturday can be used as a makeup day if time is lost due to weather.  All hours in excess of the regular forty 
(40) hour work week or eight (8) hours per day shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of one and 
one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  Employees will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times their regular rate 
for work performed on Saturdays.  Sundays and holidays worked are to be paid at double (2) the regular hourly rate.  
Four (4) ten-hour days, at the option of the Employer, shall be the standard work week, consisting of a consecutive ten-
hour period, Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday, between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m.  Forty 
(40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  
 
NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
 
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
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NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
 
NO. 64:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours shall constitute a week’s work, Sunday through Saturday.  In the event time is lost due to weather or conditions 
beyond the control of the Employer, the Employer may schedule work on Saturday at straight time.   All work over eight 
(8) hours in one day, forty (40) hours in one week, or on Saturday (except as herein provided) shall be classified as 
overtime and be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work on Sunday or recognized holidays shall be classified 
as overtime and be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work 
Sunday through Saturday inclusive.  In the event the job is down for reasons beyond the contractors control, then Friday 
and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) 
hours per day or forty (40) hours per week. 
 
NO. 84:  The regular working starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 
6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  Except as provided in this Article, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a 
standard work day and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a weeks’ work, which shall begin on Sunday and end on 
Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid at 
the rate of time & one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be 
classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) 
eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour 
work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods, exclusive of the lunch period, 
beginning at 6:30 a.m. and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  
In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option 
of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  
When the five (5) eight-hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday 
through Friday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Saturday may, 
at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or forty (40) hours 
per week. 
 
NO. 112:  Means the regular starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 
6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  Except as provided for, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard 
work day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, which shall begin on Sunday and end on 
Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the 
rate of time and one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be 
classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight 
(8) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour 
work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten hour periods between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 
6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  In the event 
the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the 
Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  
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NO. 123:  Means except as provided, eight (8) hours a day (8:00 A.M. to 4:30 P.M.) shall constitute a standard work day, 
excluding the 30-minute lunch period, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work.  All time worked 
outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half 
(except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and 
paid at the rate of double time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour 
days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work week shall consist of forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) 
consecutive ten (10) hour days within the five day period.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control 
of the Employer, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight 
time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  Starting time will be designated by the Employer.  When 
the five (5) day eight (8) hour work week is in effect forty (40) hours per week will constitute a week’s work (normal work 
week being Monday through Friday).  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control of the Employer, 
then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; at straight time not to exceed eight (8) 
hours or forty (40) hours per week. 
 
NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
 
NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 1: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the rate of double time.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the 
following Monday shall be observed.  When one of the above holidays falls on Saturday the preceding Friday shall 
be observed.  
 
NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 9: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid for at the double time rate of pay.  Any one of the above listed holidays falling on 
Sunday shall be observed on the following Monday and paid at the double time rate of pay as all observed holidays, 
if worked. 
 
NO. 14: The following days are recognized Holidays: Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas 
Day, and New Year’s Day.  No work shall be done on Labor Day.  When falling on a Sunday and the following 
Monday is observed as part of the holiday, then that Monday shall be considered a holiday.  Sunday and Holidays 
will be paid at the rate of two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 24: All work done on Christmas Day, Thanksgiving Day, New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Presidential Election Day or days locally observed as such, and Sunday shall be 
recognized as holidays and paid at the double time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 35: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workman unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make-up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make-up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall 
receive time and one-half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
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NO. 49: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) 
of the personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these 
holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they 
shall be paid time & one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 52: All work performed on Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall receive the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 63:  All work done on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day must be paid for at the double (2) time rate.  No work shall be done on Labor Day or the Fourth of 
July except to preserve life or property.  When any of the above named holidays fall on Sunday, the following 
Monday shall be observed as such holiday.  If they fall on Saturday, Friday shall be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 64:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Decoration Day (Memorial Day), Independence Day (Fourth of 
July), Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid for at double (2) the regular rate of pay.  When 
any of the above named holidays shall fall on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as such holiday.  If 
any other craft is afforded a provision of observing Friday as the holiday when the holiday falls on Saturday, 
Laborers shall be granted the same provision.  If another craft that Laborers are tending recognize a specific holiday 
that Laborers do not normally recognize, the Laborers tending that craft shall recognize the same holiday. 
 
NO. 65:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. If the holiday falls on 
Saturday, it will be observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be 
paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 74:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be paid at double (2) time of the hourly rate of pay.  In the event one of 
the above holiday’s falls on Saturday, the holiday shall be celebrated on Saturday.  If the holiday falls on Sunday, the 
holiday will be celebrated on Monday.  
 
NO. 78:  The following days shall be recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Thanksgiving and Christmas.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will be observed as 
the legal holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the legal holiday.  All time 
worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double time.

23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 29:   Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or Tuesday 
through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. nor later 
than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) will be paid 
for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all work performed 
on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Saturday will be a make 
up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work performed on Monday will be time 
and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday will be a make-up day to the extent of 
the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees work on any of the recognized holidays, 
they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 31:  Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  All employees performing work on affected 
properties during or following emergencies shall receive the applicable rate of pay for the first sixteen (16) consecutive 
hours and all hours worked in excess of sixteen (16) consecutive hours shall be paid at double time until broken by an 
eight (8) hour rest period.  Should an employee be called back to work within two hours of his normal quitting time, the 
previous hours worked shall count toward the above sixteen (16) hour provision.   
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NO. 3: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to 
protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as 
eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the 
workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day 
when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day. If 
workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive time & one-
half (1½) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 15: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive time and one-half (1½) the regular 
rate of pay for such work.  Where one of the holidays specified falls or is observed during the workweek, then all work 
performed over and above thirty-two (32) hours in that week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  
Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1 ½) for all work performed on Sundays.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work 
on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any other craft employees of the same employer at work on that 
same job site are receiving double (2) time for that Sunday or holiday. 
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; 
however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the worker unless worked. If workers are required to 
work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 18: All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed 
on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be 
performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  
When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward a 
forty (40) hour week; however no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the working person(s) unless the 
holiday is worked. 
 
NO. 24:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas 
Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If the holiday falls on Saturday, it will be 
observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be paid for at double (2) the 
regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 28: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) of the 
personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these holidays fall 
on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on Saturday, the preceding 
Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they shall be paid time & one-half (1½) 
their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 30: All work performed on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Christmas Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Day after Thanksgiving or days celebrated for the same.

Working hours may be varied by two (2) 
hours.  When circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to by interested parties, the Employer

If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interest parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 25:  Means regular working hours of eight (8) hours shall constitute a working day between the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 
4:30 p.m. in a forty (40) hour working week of Monday through Friday. Employment on Saturday, Sunday and legal 
holidays, and employment before or after the regular working hours shall be considered overtime.  Employment on 
Saturday, Sunday and legal holidays shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 
12:00 midnight, Monday through Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From

Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 31:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work and all work performed over 
and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  A 
workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or 
other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, in which event, the starting time may be advanced or 
delayed. Work performed on recognized holidays or days observed as such, shall receive time and one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 37:  The Employer may choose, at his discretion, to work five eight hour days or four ten hour days with a Friday 
make-up day, Monday through Friday at straight time.  Overtime shall be paid after eight (8) hours when working “five 
eights” and after ten hours when working “four tens”.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be 
paid for at the rate of double (2) time.  All Saturday work shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular 
wage rate.  All night work during the regular work week other than the above-mentioned days shall be paid for at the rate 
of time and one-half (1½) the regular wage scale until midnight and double (2) time after midnight except make-up time 
will be allowed under the following condition:  In the event of inclement weather on exterior projects which prevents 
working the full regular eight (8) hour day, forty (40) hour work week schedule, a Saturday make-up day can be granted.  
Then said work on Saturday shall be paid at the straight time rate of pay up to a maximum total of forty (40) hours per 
week. 
 
NO. 46:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours from 6:00 a.m. to 6: 30 p.m.  Starting time may be between 
6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m.  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning between 6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. 
on Monday and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 6:30 p.m. on Friday.  All hours in excess of the regular work day and work 
week shall be considered overtime.  Overtime on days recognized as regular work days and on Saturday shall be paid for 
at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of 
double time (2) for time worked.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday through 
Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours at straight time rate of pay.  The 4-10’s must run for a period of at least 
four (4) days.   
 
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
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NO. 52:  Means the regular workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, Monday through Friday.  The regular 
workday shall consist of an eight (8) hour period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending no later 
than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  The 
option exists for the employer to use a four (4) day, ten (10) hour work week.  Days worked shall be Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  If the job requires men on duty all five (5) days, then part of the crew may work the 
first four (4) days and the remainder of the crew may work the last four (4) days.  Hours each day shall be from 7:00 a.m. 
to 5:30 p.m.   Interested parties on the project must agree to this clause before it may be used.  Once this clause has 
been put into effect, it shall remain as long as the majority of the Employees on the project and the Employer agree to 
keep it.  The four (4) day clause shall not be used to circumvent a Holiday.  Except as otherwise provided, all work 
performed outside the regular working hours and performed during the regular work week (Monday through Friday) shall 
be at the following rates of pay: 
 Holidays-New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day (or days 
observed as such) shall be recognized as Holidays that shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate of pay.

The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
 
NO. 59:  Means that except as herein provided, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) 
hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  All time worked outside of the standard eight (8) hour work day and on 
Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All time worked on Sunday and 
holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working 
either five (5) eight hour days or four (4) ten hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four 
(4) ten-hour work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods between the hours 
of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work, Monday through Thursday, 
inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at 
the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours 
per week.  When the five day eight (8) hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's 
work, Monday through Friday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then 
Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or 
forty (40) hours per week.  The regular starting time (and resulting quitting time) may be moved to 6:00 a.m. or delayed to 
9:00 a.m.  Make-up days shall not be utilized for days lost due to holidays. 
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NO. 63:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day between time that may be advanced or delayed by 
two (2) hours on either side of 8:00 AM.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday 
through Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours straight time.  The four (4) tens (10s) must run for a period of at 
least four (4) days, Monday through Thursday.  All work on Friday on a four (4) tens (10) project will be paid at the rate of 
time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays must be paid at double (2) time.  All work performed prior to or after the regular eight 
(8) hour work day, or ten (10) hour work day, as described above shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  
 
NO. 82:  Means the work day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours will constitute the work week from Monday through Friday, inclusive.  Up to four (4) hours of overtime work per 
day performed before or after the assigned normal work day, (twelve (12) continuous hours, starting no earlier than 
6:00 a.m., Monday through Friday),  shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) that employee’s hourly 
rate.  Any additional overtime, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  The first 
eight hours of overtime work on Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) the regular rate of 
pay.  Hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  
Double time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays, recognized legal holidays or days that may be celebrated 
as such as designated by the federal government.   All shifts for work performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 
1:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hourly rate plus two dollars ($2.00) per clock hour.  All shifts for work performed 
between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hour rate plus four dollars ($4.00) per clock 
hour.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half times (1.5x) 
the “shift” hourly rate.  
 
NO. 85:  Means the work week shall be Monday through Sunday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work to begin 
between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and end between 2:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m.  Employees required to work during their lunch 
period shall receive the overtime rate.   Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are required to 
work prior to their normal starting time or after eight (8) hours or normal quitting time Monday through Friday, or all day on 
Saturday.  If an Employer has started the work week on a five day, eight hours a day schedule, and due to inclement 
weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine or ten hours a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of 
that work week in order to make up for the lost time (10-hour make-up day).  All work over ten (10) hours a day or over 
forty (40) hours a week must be paid at time & one-half (1½).  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  A contractor may alter the regular work week to four (4) ten (10) hour days at straight time 
rate of pay.  To do this the scheduled 4-10's must be worked at least one full week and the regular workweek shall be 
Monday through Thursday with Friday being a make-up day at straight time for days missed in the regular workweek due 
to inclement weather.  If 5-8's are being worked, Saturday may be used as a make-up day at straight time if inclement 
weather prevents work during the normal work week. 
 
NO. 86:  The regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch period, 
with pay at the straight time rate with all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday shall begin between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. 
The Employer may have the option to schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day 
at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, holiday or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, they shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  All overtime work 
performed on Monday through Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be 
paid at the one and one half the hourly rate.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be paid at double the hourly rate.  Shifts may be established when 
considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the 
First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight 
hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the 
second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third 
shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) hours plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 
per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  Shifts that begin on 
Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half these rates.  Shifts 
that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double time these rates.  
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NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 94:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m.  The regular 
workday starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or 
delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  All work performed in excess of the regular work day and on Saturday shall be 
compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular pay.  In the event time is lost during the work week due to 
weather conditions, the Employer may schedule work on the following Saturday at straight time.  All work accomplished 
on Sunday and holidays shall be compensated at double the regular rate of wages. 
 
NO. 96:  A regular workday shall consist of eight (8) working hours.  Any work performed over these eight (8) hours per 
day shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) time the straight time rate.  A regular workday may be extended to ten (10) 
working hours.  Any work performed over these ten (10) hours per day shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the 
straight time rate.  The regular work week shall begin on Monday and shall continue through Friday.  Saturday shall be 
considered as overtime, and shall be paid for at time and one-half; Sunday and Holidays shall be paid for at double (2) 
time. 
 
NO. 115:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a normal day’s work as follows:  7:00 – 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon and from 
12:30 p.m. to 3:30 – 4:30 p.m. Monday through Friday.  The lunch break may be of sixty (60) minutes duration and 
quitting time delayed accordingly.  Employees working before or after these specified hours shall be paid at the rate of 
time and one-half (1½) the regular rate of pay.  Sunday and Holiday work shall be double (2) time.  Employees failing to 
work a regular forty (40) hour week due to inclement weather may work on Saturday at the regular rate of pay.  During 
periods of intemperate summer weather, the working day may begin at 6:00 a.m. and straight time shall be paid for eight 
(8) hours of work. 
 
NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate.

NO. 3: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, 
the following Monday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 5:  All work that shall be done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate 
for each hour of fraction thereof worked on any such day .

However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.

66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
67:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Christmas Day, Fourth of July and Thanksgiving 
Day, from midnight to midnight, shall be paid for at the rate of double time (2) the basic rate of pay if required to work 
in addition to any other pay otherwise required hereunder as holiday pay.  Positively no work shall be performed on 
Labor Day.  Martin Luther King’s Birthday, Veteran’s Day, and the day after Thanksgiving Day shall be considered 
optional holidays, and if the Employer and employees agree that work will be performed on that day, no premium 
pay will be required.  Should any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Friday.  
Should any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the holiday will be observed on Monday.

69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 71:  All work performed on the following recognized holidays, or days that may be celebrated as such, shall be 
paid at the double (2) time rate of pay: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veterans 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Day after Thanksgiving and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
celebrated on Monday.

Shift:  The Contractor may 
elect to work one, two or three shifts on any work.  When operating on more than one shift, the shifts shall be known as 
the day shift, swing shift, and graveyard shift as such terms are recognized in the industry.  When two shifts are worked 
on any operation, the shifts will consist of eight (8) or ten (10) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  When three shifts are worked 
the first day or day shift will consist of eight (8) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  The second or swing shift shall consist of 
seven and one-half (7 1/2) hours work for eight hours pay, exclusive of lunchtime, and the third or the graveyard shift shall 
consist of seven (7) hours work for eight (8) hours pay, exclusive of the lunchtime.  All time in excess of normal shifts shall 
be considered overtime.  Multiple shift (the two or three shift) operation will not be construed on the entire project if at 
anytime it is deemed advisable and necessary for the Employer to multiple shift a specific operation.  However, no shift 
shall be started between midnight and six a.m. except the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation, or except in an 
unusual or emergency situation.  If an Employer starts a shift between midnight and 6 a.m. except the graveyard shift on a 
three-shift operation, he shall reimburse all employees for the entire shift at the double time rate.

NO. 4:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work, Monday through Saturday, and 
all work performed over and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & 
one-half (1½).  Workers shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on Sundays and holidays.  A work day 
is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work, in which event, the starting time may be delayed, 
but not later than 12:00 noon.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be 
counted as eight (8) hours toward a forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid 
to the worker(s) unless worked. 
 
NO. 5:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more that forty (40) hours work, Monday through Saturday, and all 
work performed over and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & 
one-half (1½).  Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays 
or days observed as such.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any 
other craft employees of the same employer at work on that same job site are receiving double (2) time pay for that 
Sunday or holiday.  If a job can’t work forty (40) hours, Monday through Saturday, because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday and Saturday may be worked as make up days at straight time (if 
working 4-10's).  Saturday may be worked as a make up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s).  Make up days shall not be 
utilized for days lost to holidays.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer 
except when inclement weather or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, including 
requirements of the owner, prevent work.  In such event the starting time may be delayed but not later than 12:00 noon.  
Where one of the holidays falls or is observed during the work week, then all work performed over and above thirty-two 
(32) hours shall be paid at time & one-half (1½). 
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NO. 12:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work and all work performed over 
and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & one-half (1½).  A 
workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or 
other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, in which event, the starting time may be advanced or 
delayed.  Workers shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on recognized holidays or days observed as 
such. 
 
NO: 18:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
 
NO. 21:  Means the regular workday for which employees shall be compensated at straight time hourly rate of pay shall, 
unless otherwise provided for, begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  However, the project starting time may be 
advanced or delayed at the discretion of the Employer.  At the discretion of the Employer, when working a five (5) day 
eight (8) hour schedule, Saturday may be used for a make-up day.  If an Employer is prohibited from working on a 
holiday, that employer may work the following Saturday at the straight time rate.  However, the Employer may have the 
option to schedule his work from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with 
all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer elects to 
work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to circumstances beyond his control, he shall have the option to 
work Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) hours.  If an Employer is prohibited from 
working on a holiday, that Employer may work the following Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate.  Overtime will be 
at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  If workmen are required to work the enumerated holidays or days 
observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 26:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day shall 
be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any part 
thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time 
rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have been 
employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 
a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  For all 
time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
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NO. 31:  Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  All employees performing work on affected 
properties during or following emergencies shall receive the applicable rate of pay for the first sixteen (16) consecutive 
hours and all hours worked in excess of sixteen (16) consecutive hours shall be paid at double time until broken by an 
eight (8) hour rest period.  Should an employee be called back to work within two hours of his normal quitting time, the 
previous hours worked shall count toward the above sixteen (16) hour provision.   
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NO. 3: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to 
protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as 
eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the 
workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day 
when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day. If 
workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive time & one-
half (1½) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 4: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. When a Holiday falls on a Sunday, 
Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day, except in case of jeopardy to life or property.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  
 
NO. 5: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day 
except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls 
during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward a forty (40) hour 
week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless worked. If workmen are 
required to work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  The above shall apply to the four 10’s Monday through Friday work week. The ten (10) 
hours shall be applied to the forty (40) hour work week. 
 
NO. 15: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive time and one-half (1½) the regular 
rate of pay for such work.  Where one of the holidays specified falls or is observed during the workweek, then all work 
performed over and above thirty-two (32) hours in that week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  
Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1 ½) for all work performed on Sundays.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work 
on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any other craft employees of the same employer at work on that 
same job site are receiving double (2) time for that Sunday or holiday. 
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; 
however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the worker unless worked. If workers are required to 
work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 18: All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed 
on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be 
performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  
When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward a 
forty (40) hour week; however no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the working person(s) unless the 
holiday is worked. 
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NO. 24:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas 
Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If the holiday falls on Saturday, it will be 
observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be paid for at double (2) the 
regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 25: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) 
hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workmen unless 
worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day when an observed 
holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for 
such work.   
 
NO. 30: All work performed on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Christmas Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Day after Thanksgiving or days celebrated for the same.

NO. 36:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day, Monday through Friday between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m.  Saturday can be used as a makeup day if time is lost due to weather.  All hours in excess of the regular forty 
(40) hour work week or eight (8) hours per day shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of one and 
one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  Employees will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times their regular rate 
for work performed on Saturdays.  Sundays and holidays worked are to be paid at double (2) the regular hourly rate.  
Four (4) ten-hour days, at the option of the Employer, shall be the standard work week, consisting of a consecutive ten-
hour period, Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday, between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m.  Forty 
(40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  
 
NO. 42:  Means eight (8) hours between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day.  The starting 
time may be advanced one (1) or two (2) hours.  Employees shall have a lunch period of thirty (30) minutes.  The 
Employer may provide a lunch period of one (1) hour, and in that event, the workday shall commence at 8:00 a.m. and 
end at 5:00 p.m.  The workweek shall commence at 8:00 a.m. on Monday and shall end at 4:30 p.m. on Friday (or 5:00 
p.m. on Friday if the Employer grants a lunch period of one (1) hour), or as adjusted by starting time change as stated 
above.  All work performed before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. (or 5:00 p.m. where one (1) hour lunch is granted for 
lunch) or as adjusted by starting time change as stated above or on Saturday, except as herein provided, shall be 
compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate of pay for the work performed.  All work performed 
on Sunday and on recognized holidays shall be compensated at double (2) the regular hourly rate of pay for the work 
performed.  When working a five 8-hour day schedule and an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) hours, 
Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof 
may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  The Employer shall have the option of working five eight 
(8) hour days or four ten (10) hour days Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work five (5) eight (8) hour 
days during any work week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at 
time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work four (4) ten (10) hour 
days in any week, work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time 
and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is working ten (10) hour days and loses a 
day due to inclement weather, they may work ten (10) hours Friday at straight time.  All hours worked over the forty 
(40) hours Monday through Friday will be paid at time and one-half (1½) overtime rate.  Overtime shall be computed at 
half-hour intervals. Shift Work:  Two (2) or three (3) shifts shall be permitted, provided such shifts are scheduled for a 
minimum of three (3) consecutive days.  The second shift shall begin at 4:30 p.m. and end at 12:30 a.m. with one-half 
(1/2) hour for lunch between 7:30 p.m. and 9:00 p.m. and shall received eighty (8) hours’ pay.  The third shift shall begin 
at 12:30 a.m. and end at 8:00 a.m. with one-half (1/2) hour for lunch between 3:30 a.m. and 5:00 a.m. and shall received 
(8) hour’s; pay.  There shall be at least one (1) foreman on each shift on jobs where more than one shift is employed, 
provided that there are two (2) or more employees on second and on the third shifts.  All shifts shall arrange to 
interchange working hours at the end of each week.  When three shifts are used, the applicable rate must be paid from 
Saturday at 8:00 a.m. until the following Monday at 8:00 a.m.  When three shifts are employed, the second and third 
shifts shall contain at least one-half (1/2) as many employees as the first shift.  
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NO. 43:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours 
within five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week. Work performed in the 9th and 
10th hour, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
Contractor has the option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of 
pay between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday. Work performed outside the regularly 
scheduled working hours and on Saturdays, Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall 
be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
   
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO 56:  Means the regular work day shall consist of eight (8) hours between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  An optional four 
day work week may be utilized with the ten (10) hour clause, days Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  
Work hours shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. any work performed on Monday or Friday outside the regular scheduled 
four (4) days shall be at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Work performed outside of the regular work day, 
and on Saturdays shall be paid at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Sundays and holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) time the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 59:  Means that except as herein provided, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) 
hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  All time worked outside of the standard eight (8) hour work day and on 
Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All time worked on Sunday and 
holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working 
either five (5) eight hour days or four (4) ten hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four 
(4) ten-hour work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods between the hours 
of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work, Monday through Thursday, 
inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at 
the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours 
per week.  When the five day eight (8) hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's 
work, Monday through Friday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then 
Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or 
forty (40) hours per week.  The regular starting time (and resulting quitting time) may be moved to 6:00 a.m. or delayed to 
9:00 a.m.  Make-up days shall not be utilized for days lost due to holidays. 
 
NO. 60:  Means the Employer shall have the option of working five 8-hour days or four 10-hour days Monday through 
Friday.  If an Employer elects to work five 8-hour days during any work week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day 
or forty (40) per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits Monday through 
Friday.  SATURDAY MAKE-UP DAY:  If an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, 
or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-
up day at the straight time rate.  It is agreed by the parties that the make-up day is not to be used to make up time lost 
due to recognized holidays.  If an Employer elects to work four 10-hour days, between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 
p.m. in any week, work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and 
one half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is working 10-hour days 
and loses a day due to inclement weather, the Employer may work ten (10) hours on Friday at straight time.   All hours 
worked over the forty (40) hours Monday through Friday will be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus 
fringe benefits.  All Millwright work performed in excess of the regular work day and on Saturday shall be compensated 
for at time and one-half (1½) the regular Millwright hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits.  The regular work day starting at 
8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 
a.m.  All work accomplished on Sundays and recognized holidays, or days observed as recognized holidays, shall be 
compensated for at double (2) the regular hourly rate of wages plus fringe benefits.  NOTE:  All overtime is computed on 
the hourly wage rate plus an amount equal to the fringe benefits.  
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NO. 86:  The regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch period, 
with pay at the straight time rate with all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday shall begin between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. 
The Employer may have the option to schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day 
at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, holiday or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, they shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  All overtime work 
performed on Monday through Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be 
paid at the one and one half the hourly rate.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be paid at double the hourly rate.  Shifts may be established when 
considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the 
First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight 
hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the 
second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third 
shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) hours plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 
per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  Shifts that begin on 
Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half these rates.  Shifts 
that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double time these rates.  
 
NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 94:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m.  The regular 
workday starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or 
delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  All work performed in excess of the regular work day and on Saturday shall be 
compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular pay.  In the event time is lost during the work week due to 
weather conditions, the Employer may schedule work on the following Saturday at straight time.  All work accomplished 
on Sunday and holidays shall be compensated at double the regular rate of wages. 
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NO. 101:  Means that except as provided below, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) 
hours per week shall constitute a week's work, which shall begin on Monday and end on Friday.  All time worked outside of 
the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half (1½) (except 
as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the 
rate of double (2) time.  The regular starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved 
forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour 
days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When a four (4) ten-hour day work week is 
in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m.  
Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down 
for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked 
as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.  Starting time will be 
designated by the employer.  When the five (5) day eight (8) hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per week shall 
constitute a week’s work, Monday through Friday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the 
Employer's control, then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to 
exceed eight (8) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.  Make-up days shall not be utilized for days lost due to 
holidays. 
 
NO. 105:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours.  Working hours are from six (6) hours before Noon (12:00) 
to six hours after Noon (12:00).  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning between 6:00 a.m. and Noon 
(12:00) on Monday and ending between 1:00 p.m. and 6:00 p.m. on Friday.  Saturday work will be paid time and one-half 
(1½) the regular hourly rate of pay.  Work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) time 
the regular hourly rate of pay.  Saturdays can be a make-up day if weather has forced a day off.  But only in the week of 
the day being lost.  Any time worked before six (6) hours before Noon (12:00) or after six (6) hours after Noon (12:00) will 
be paid at the time and one-half (1½) the regular hourly rate of pay.   
 
NO. 110:  Means eight (8) hours between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day.  The 
starting time may be advanced one (1) or two (2) hours.  Employees shall have a lunch period of thirty (30) minutes.  
The Employer may provide a lunch period of one (1) hour, and in that event, the workday shall commence at 8:00 a.m. 
and end at 5:00 p.m.  The workweek shall commence at 8:00 a.m. on Monday and shall end at 4:30 p.m. on Friday (or 
5:00 p.m. on Friday if the Employer grants a lunch period of one (1) hour), or as adjusted by starting time change as 
stated above.  All work performed before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. (or 5:00 p.m. where one (1) hour lunch is 
granted for lunch) or as adjusted by starting time change as stated above or on Saturday, except as herein provided, 
shall be compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate of pay for the work performed.  All work 
performed on Sunday and on recognized holidays shall be compensated at double (2) the regular hourly rate of pay for 
the work performed.  When working a five 8-hour day schedule and an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) 
hours, Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), Saturday or any part 
thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  The Employer shall have the option of working five 
eight (8) hour days or four ten (10) hour days Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work five (5) eight (8) 
hour days during any work week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid 
at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work four (4) ten (10) hour 
days in any week, work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time 
and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is working ten (10) hour days and loses a 
day due to inclement weather, they may work ten (10) hours Friday at straight time.  All hours worked over the forty 
(40) hours Monday through Friday will be paid at time and one-half (1½) overtime rate.  Overtime shall be computed at 
half-hour intervals. Shift work:  Where it is necessary for the project to operate in shifts, a twenty-four (24) hour or sixteen 
(16) hour daily schedule shall be established for not less than three (3) consecutive days at the wage rates applicable to 
the work being performed.  One-half (1/2) hour in eight (8) hour shift shall be allowed for lunch for which there will be no 
deduction in the pay of the employee.  Employees on the second shift shall be paid twenty-five cents ($.25) per hour 
more and employees on the third shift fifty cents ($.50) per hour more than those on the first shift.  Overtime shall be 
computed after shift differential is added to base pay. 
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NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
 
NO. 126:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $27.96 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 3: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, 
the following Monday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 5:  All work that shall be done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate 
for each hour of fraction thereof worked on any such day .  
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 15: All work accomplished on the recognized holidays of New Year's Day, Decoration Day (Memorial Day), 
Independence Day (Fourth of July), Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or days 
observed as these named holidays, shall be compensated for at double (2) the regular hourly rate of wages plus 
fringe benefits.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day, Christmas Day, 
Decoration Day or Independence Day except to preserve life or property. 
 
NO. 16: There shall be seven (7) recognized holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Armistice Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  No work on any pretense shall be performed on 
Christmas Day or Independence Day.  Any work performed on the other holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times 
the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 25:  All work done on New Year's Day, Martin Luther King Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, Christmas Day, Presidential Election Day, or 
days locally observed as such, and Saturday and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays and shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  If a named holiday falls on a Saturday, the holiday will be observed on the preceding 
Friday.  When a named holiday falls on Sunday, the Monday after will be observed as the holiday.  Appropriate 
overtime rates to be based on fifteen minute increments.

No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the holiday. 
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NO. 44: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it 
shall be observed on the Monday following.

45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 52: All work performed on Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall receive the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.

If workmen are required to work the enumerated holidays or days 
observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
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NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 25:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, starting on Monday and ending on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any 
part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the straight 
time rate.

If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any part 
thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time 
rate.

16:  Means the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor between 7:00 a.m. and 3:30 p.m. and the 
regular working week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour days of labor, beginning with Monday and ending 
with Friday of each week.  Start time may be varied by two (2) hours.  All full time or part time labor performed during 
such hours shall be recognized as regular working hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  All work performed 
outside the regular working hours and performed during the regular work week, shall be at one and one-half (1½) times 
the regular rate.  Two (2) times the regular rate shall be paid for all hours over twelve (12) consecutive hours.  When 
circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to by interested parties, the Employer may institute 
a work week consisting of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of five (5) a.m. and six (6) p.m.,  
Monday through Thursday, with one-half (1/2) hour allowed for a lunch period each day.  Friday may be used as a make-
up day.  The make-up day will be voluntary, and a decision not to work may not be held against the employee.  When 
working four (4) ten (10) hour days, overtime will be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate for the eleventh (11th) and 
twelfth (12th) hour, all other hours worked over twelve (12) in one day will be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  All 
work performed on Saturday for the first eight (8) hours will be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Two 
(2) times the regular rate shall be paid for all hours over eight (8) consecutive hours.  All work performed on recognized 
holidays, or days locally observed as such, and Sundays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 22:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interest parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 25:  Means regular working hours of eight (8) hours shall constitute a working day between the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 
4:30 p.m. in a forty (40) hour working week of Monday through Friday. Employment on Saturday, Sunday and legal 
holidays, and employment before or after the regular working hours shall be considered overtime.  Employment on 
Saturday, Sunday and legal holidays shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 
12:00 midnight, Monday through Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 
12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on any day shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate. 
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
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NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 37:  The Employer may choose, at his discretion, to work five eight hour days or four ten hour days with a Friday 
make-up day, Monday through Friday at straight time.  Overtime shall be paid after eight (8) hours when working “five 
eights” and after ten hours when working “four tens”.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be 
paid for at the rate of double (2) time.  All Saturday work shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular 
wage rate.  All night work during the regular work week other than the above-mentioned days shall be paid for at the rate 
of time and one-half (1½) the regular wage scale until midnight and double (2) time after midnight except make-up time 
will be allowed under the following condition:  In the event of inclement weather on exterior projects which prevents 
working the full regular eight (8) hour day, forty (40) hour work week schedule, a Saturday make-up day can be granted.  
Then said work on Saturday shall be paid at the straight time rate of pay up to a maximum total of forty (40) hours per 
week. 
 
NO. 46:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours from 6:00 a.m. to 6: 30 p.m.  Starting time may be between 
6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m.  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning between 6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. 
on Monday and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 6:30 p.m. on Friday.  All hours in excess of the regular work day and work 
week shall be considered overtime.  Overtime on days recognized as regular work days and on Saturday shall be paid for 
at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of 
double time (2) for time worked.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday through 
Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours at straight time rate of pay.  The 4-10’s must run for a period of at least 
four (4) days.   
 
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
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NO. 52:  Means the regular workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, Monday through Friday.  The regular 
workday shall consist of an eight (8) hour period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending no later 
than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  The 
option exists for the employer to use a four (4) day, ten (10) hour work week.  Days worked shall be Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  If the job requires men on duty all five (5) days, then part of the crew may work the 
first four (4) days and the remainder of the crew may work the last four (4) days.  Hours each day shall be from 7:00 a.m. 
to 5:30 p.m.   Interested parties on the project must agree to this clause before it may be used.  Once this clause has 
been put into effect, it shall remain as long as the majority of the Employees on the project and the Employer agree to 
keep it.  The four (4) day clause shall not be used to circumvent a Holiday.  Except as otherwise provided, all work 
performed outside the regular working hours and performed during the regular work week (Monday through Friday) shall 
be at the following rates of pay: 
 Holidays-New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day (or days 
observed as such) shall be recognized as Holidays that shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Labor Day-No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency.  Rate of pay shall be 
at three (3) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Overtime-Work performed outside of the regular work day (the regular work day shall consist of an eight (8) hour 
period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending not later than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon 
starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m., by mutual consent of the interested 
party’s.), shall be: 


A. Hours worked Monday through Friday, the first two (2) hours of overtime will be paid at time and one-half 
(1½).  All other overtime will be paid at the double (2) time rate. 


B. The first ten (10) hours worked on Saturday will be paid at time and one-half (1½), with all other hours to be 
paid at the double (2) time rate. 


C. Sundays and Holidays (except Labor Day) shall be paid at the double (2) time rate. 
 


NO. 54:  Means eight (8) consecutive hours, between 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., shall constitute a day’s work.  Five (5) 
days work, Monday through Friday, shall constitute a normal work week.  Work performed in excess of eight (8) hours per 
day or eight hours beyond normal starting time for that project excluding lunch Monday through Friday, and all work 
performed on Saturday, shall be paid for the rate of time and one-half (1½).   Work may be scheduled on a four (4) days a 
week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule at straight time.  A Friday make-up day is available if 
time is lost due to inclement weather.   When Sundays and recognized holidays are worked, the worker(s) shall be paid at 
the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 65:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m., with 
one half hour for lunch between three and one-half (3½) and five (5) hours after starting time.  The starting time may be 
advanced by two (2) hours or delayed one (1) hour by the employer from the regular starting time.  All work performed 
before the advanced starting time and during the half hour lunch shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half 
(1½).  Work performed outside these hours shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½), except as 
provided otherwise below.  All work performed on Sundays or recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time 
rate.  When the start time is delayed past 9:00 a.m., the employee’s pay shall start at 9:00 a.m. and all time, after the 
normal quitting time (5:30 p.m.), shall be paid at the overtime rate.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  All work 
performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on Saturday 
shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  In the event that a scheduled eight (8) hour work day is missed 
(not including recognized holidays) because of inclement weather, then that missed work day may be made up at straight 
time on the following Saturday.  It is recognized that not all employees working on a Saturday make-up day will have 
worked the same number of hours during the regular work week.  It is further recognized that any work after forty (40) 
hours must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  The employer may establish a 4-10’s schedule on projects (4 days with 10 
hours per day at straight time).  In order to use the 4-10’s schedule, the employer must schedule the 4-10’s for a 
minimum of one (1) week.  If using a 4-10’s schedule, a Friday make-up day is allowed. 
 
NO. 68:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m., with 
one half hour for lunch between three and one-half and five hours after starting time.  The starting time may be advanced 
or delayed by the employer up to one hour from the regular starting time.  All work performed before the advance starting 
time and during the half hour lunch shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½).  Work performed outside 
these hours shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½), except as provided otherwise below.  All work 
performed on Sundays or holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  
All work performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on 
Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate, except as hereinafter described.  In the event that a 
scheduled eight (8) hour work day is missed (not including recognized holidays) because of inclement weather, then that 
missed work day may be made up at straight time on the Saturday in the week of the pay period.  It is recognized that not 
all employees working on a Saturday make-up day will have worked the same number of hours during the regular work 
week.  It is further recognized that any work after forty (40) hours must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  The employer 
may establish a 4-10’s schedule on projects (4 days with 10 hours per day at straight time).  In order to use the 4-10’s 
schedule, the employer must schedule the 4-10’s for a minimum of one (1) week.  If using a 4-10’s schedule, a Friday 
make-up day is allowed. 
 
NO. 70:  Means eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day.  
Forty (40) hours within five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute a work week.  The Employer 
may, at his discretion, vary the starting time by up to one (1) hour, either prior to or after the normal starting time.  The 
Employer may work four (4) ten (10) hour days, either Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  
Overtime will be paid for work outside of the established starting and quitting times.  All overtime work between eight 
(8) hours and ten (10) hours on regular scheduled working days and the first ten (10) hours on Saturday, beginning at 
the regular starting time, will be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All other overtime, on Saturday, Sunday and 
recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) the straight time rate of pay.  If any of the recognized holidays fall 
on Friday, Saturday, Sunday or Monday, creating a three-day weekend, then the entire three (3) days (either Friday, 
Saturday and Sunday – if the holiday falls on Friday or Saturday; or Saturday, Sunday and Monday – if the holiday falls 
on Sunday or Monday) shall be paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Shift work performed between the 
hours of 4:30 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. (second shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 
17.3% for all hours worked.  Shift work performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. (third shift) shall receive 
eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 31.4% for all hours worked.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes 
shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required before the established start time and after the completion of 
eight (8) hours of any shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate. 
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NO. 85:  Means the work week shall be Monday through Sunday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work to begin 
between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and end between 2:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m.  Employees required to work during their lunch 
period shall receive the overtime rate.   Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are required to 
work prior to their normal starting time or after eight (8) hours or normal quitting time Monday through Friday, or all day on 
Saturday.  If an Employer has started the work week on a five day, eight hours a day schedule, and due to inclement 
weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine or ten hours a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of 
that work week in order to make up for the lost time (10-hour make-up day).  All work over ten (10) hours a day or over 
forty (40) hours a week must be paid at time & one-half (1½).  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  A contractor may alter the regular work week to four (4) ten (10) hour days at straight time 
rate of pay.  To do this the scheduled 4-10's must be worked at least one full week and the regular workweek shall be 
Monday through Thursday with Friday being a make-up day at straight time for days missed in the regular workweek due 
to inclement weather.  If 5-8's are being worked, Saturday may be used as a make-up day at straight time if inclement 
weather prevents work during the normal work week. 
 
NO. 96:  A regular workday shall consist of eight (8) working hours.  Any work performed over these eight (8) hours per 
day shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) time the straight time rate.  A regular workday may be extended to ten (10) 
working hours.  Any work performed over these ten (10) hours per day shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the 
straight time rate.  The regular work week shall begin on Monday and shall continue through Friday.  Saturday shall be 
considered as overtime, and shall be paid for at time and one-half; Sunday and Holidays shall be paid for at double (2) 
time. 
 
NO. 99:  Means the regular eight (8) hour work day shall be from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., unless one-half (½) hour is taken 
for lunch, and in such case, the hours of work shall be from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.  The regular work days each week 
shall be from Monday through Friday.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for all work in excess of the regular eight (8) 
hour work day and regular forty (40) hour work week.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all work performed on Sunday and 
recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 107:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. with one-half (1/2) hour lunch 
Monday through Friday.  Starting time may be adjusted up to two (2) hours or after the regular starting time.  Employees 
shall receive time and one-half (1½) for the first two (2) hours of overtime if they immediately follow or precede the normal 
work day, Monday through Friday, and the first ten (10) hours on Saturday.  An Employee receiving the double (2) time 
rate of pay shall continue to do so for all consecutively worked hours on that specific job, even if these hours overlap into 
the following work day.  All other overtime is double (2) time, including holidays and Sundays.  The employer may 
institute a four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour day work week.  Either Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through 
Friday.  The starting and quitting times must also be established at the time the agreement is made.  After tem (10) hours 
in a day, or forty (40) hours in an established workweek, or hours worked outside of the established starting and quit time 
times, between 6:00am – 6:30pm, the applicable overtime rate will be paid for all hours worked.  A make-up day may be 
utilized on either Monday or Friday, whichever day is the normal scheduled day off.   
 
NO. 115:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a normal day’s work as follows:  7:00 – 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon and from 
12:30 p.m. to 3:30 – 4:30 p.m. Monday through Friday.  The lunch break may be of sixty (60) minutes duration and 
quitting time delayed accordingly.  Employees working before or after these specified hours shall be paid at the rate of 
time and one-half (1½) the regular rate of pay.  Sunday and Holiday work shall be double (2) time.  Employees failing to 
work a regular forty (40) hour week due to inclement weather may work on Saturday at the regular rate of pay.  During 
periods of intemperate summer weather, the working day may begin at 6:00 a.m. and straight time shall be paid for eight 
(8) hours of work. 
 
NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 1: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the rate of double time.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the 
following Monday shall be observed.  When one of the above holidays falls on Saturday the preceding Friday shall 
be observed.  
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 21: All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and 
Christmas Day shall be paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Any of the above listed holidays falling on 
Sunday, shall be observed on the following Monday and paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Any of 
the above listed holidays falling on Saturday shall be observed on the previous Friday, and paid for at double (2) the 
straight-time rate of pay.  If any of the above listed holidays fall on Friday, Saturday, Sunday, or Monday, creating a 
three-day weekend, then the entire three (3) days (either Friday, Saturday, and Sunday – if the holiday falls on 
Friday or Saturday; or Saturday, Sunday, and Monday – if the holiday falls on Sunday or Monday) shall be paid for 
at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 22:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days locally observed as such, and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays.  If a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday shall be observed; if it falls on Sunday, Monday shall be observed.  All work performed on holidays 
shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 34: All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  
The recognized holidays are as follows:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  The day separating one of the above holidays from the weekend, if worked, 
shall be paid double (2) time.  Any holiday falling on Sunday, will be observed on the following Monday, and be paid 
accordingly.  Any holiday falling on Saturday will be observed on the preceding Friday, and be paid accordingly. 
When one of the above holidays falls on Tuesday, the preceding Monday will be observed as a non-working holiday.  
When one of the above holidays falls on Thursday, such as Thanksgiving, the following Friday will be observed as a 
non-working holiday.  When a holiday falls on Monday, Tuesday will be observed as a non-working holiday, and 
when a holiday falls on a Friday, then Thursday will be observed as a non-working holiday.  No work will be allowed 
on Labor Day, except in case of an emergency.

The regular starting time of a job 
may be moved not more than two (2) hours prior to 8:00 a.m.  However, in no case shall more than eight (8) hours be 
worked per day without the applicable overtime rate being paid.

Shift work performed between the 
hours of 4:30 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. (second shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 
17.3% for all hours worked.  Shift work performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. (third shift) shall receive 
eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 31.4% for all hours worked.  An unpaid lunch period of thirty (30) 
minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required before the established start time and after the 
completion of eight (8) hours of any shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate. 
 
NO. 24:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  A workweek of four (4), ten (10) hour days may be established on a 
per job basis.  Saturday may be used for a make-up day, when working 5-8’s, Friday when working 4-10’s.  All time 
worked before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on 
Saturday shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except after eight (8) hours worked, then double (2) time 
will apply.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.   
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NO. 25:  Means regular working hours of eight (8) hours shall constitute a working day between the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 
4:30 p.m. in a forty (40) hour working week of Monday through Friday. Employment on Saturday, Sunday and legal 
holidays, and employment before or after the regular working hours shall be considered overtime.  Employment on 
Saturday, Sunday and legal holidays shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 
12:00 midnight, Monday through Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 
12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on any day shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate. 
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 32:  The regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor on the job between six (6) a.m. and four (4) p.m. 
and the regular working week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour day’s of labor on the job beginning with 
Monday and ending with Friday of each week.  The normal work week is 40 hours.  All full-time or part-time labor 
performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  All 
work performed during regular work hours on Saturdays will be paid at time and one-half (1 ½).  All work 
performed outside of regular working hours and performed during the regular work week, shall be at double (2) times the 
regular rate, except that the first two (2) hours following the regular work day shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times 
the regular rate. An early starting time of 6:00 a.m. may be used mutually agreed upon by the interested parties.  SHIFT 
RATE:  Shift work would start after 4:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m.  The first 8 hours would be at 115% of the basic wage rate.  
Overtime Monday through Friday would be at 1 ½ of base shift rate.  Saturday regular work day hours – 1½ of base shift 
rate.  Saturday – work after 8 hours – 2 times the basic wage rate.  Sunday and Holidays – 2 times the basic wage rate.  
All work performed on recognized holidays and Sundays shall be paid double (2) time.  Appropriate overtime rates to be 
based on fifteen minute increments.  
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 36:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day, Monday through Friday between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m.  Saturday can be used as a makeup day if time is lost due to weather.  All hours in excess of the regular forty 
(40) hour work week or eight (8) hours per day shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of one and 
one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  Employees will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times their regular rate 
for work performed on Saturdays.  Sundays and holidays worked are to be paid at double (2) the regular hourly rate.  
Four (4) ten-hour days, at the option of the Employer, shall be the standard work week, consisting of a consecutive ten-
hour period, Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday, between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m.  Forty 
(40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  
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NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
 
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO 56:  Means the regular work day shall consist of eight (8) hours between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  An optional four 
day work week may be utilized with the ten (10) hour clause, days Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  
Work hours shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. any work performed on Monday or Friday outside the regular scheduled 
four (4) days shall be at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Work performed outside of the regular work day, 
and on Saturdays shall be paid at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Sundays and holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) time the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 61:  Means except as herein provided, eight (8) hours a day, 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., shall constitute a standard work 
day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  The regular workday starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and 
resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  All time 
worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and 
one-half (1½).  All time worked on Sunday and holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) 
time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a 
normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) day ten hour work week is in effect, the standard work week shall 
consist of forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) consecutive ten-hour four days within 
the five (5) day period.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday 
and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) 
hours per day, or forty (40) hours per week.  When the five (5) day eight-hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per 
week shall constitute a week's work (normal work week being Monday through Friday).  In the event the job is down for 
any reason beyond the control of the Employer, then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-
up day, at straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours for that day, or forty (40) hours per week.  A make-up day is not to 
be used to make up time lost due to recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 64:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours shall constitute a week’s work, Sunday through Saturday.  In the event time is lost due to weather or conditions 
beyond the control of the Employer, the Employer may schedule work on Saturday at straight time.   All work over eight 
(8) hours in one day, forty (40) hours in one week, or on Saturday (except as herein provided) shall be classified as 
overtime and be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work on Sunday or recognized holidays shall be classified 
as overtime and be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work 
Sunday through Saturday inclusive.  In the event the job is down for reasons beyond the contractors control, then Friday 
and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) 
hours per day or forty (40) hours per week. 
 
NO. 84:  The regular working starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 
6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  Except as provided in this Article, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a 
standard work day and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a weeks’ work, which shall begin on Sunday and end on 
Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid at 
the rate of time & one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be 
classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) 
eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour 
work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods, exclusive of the lunch period, 
beginning at 6:30 a.m. and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  
In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option 
of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  
When the five (5) eight-hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday 
through Friday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Saturday may, 
at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or forty (40) hours 
per week. 
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NO. 86:  The regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch period, 
with pay at the straight time rate with all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday shall begin between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. 
The Employer may have the option to schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day 
at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, holiday or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, they shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  All overtime work 
performed on Monday through Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be 
paid at the one and one half the hourly rate.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be paid at double the hourly rate.  Shifts may be established when 
considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the 
First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight 
hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the 
second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third 
shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) hours plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 
per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  Shifts that begin on 
Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half these rates.  Shifts 
that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double time these rates.  
 
NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 98:  Means eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute 
a week's work which shall begin on Sunday and end on Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and 
on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All 
time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  
The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a normal 
forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive 
ten (10) hour periods between the hours of 5:30 and 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a 
week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's 
control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to 
exceed ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.  When the five (5) day eight (8) hours work week is in effect 
forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work, Monday through Friday, inclusive. In the event the job is down 
for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-
up day; straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.  When the five (5) day eight (8) 
hour work week is in effect, starting time shall be between 7:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  All time worked before 7:00 a.m. shall 
be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on Saturday up to 6:00 p.m. (except as herein 
provided) shall be compensated for at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All time worked from 6:00 p.m. Saturday to 
7:00 a.m. Monday will be paid for at the rate of double (2) time.  
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NO. 112:  Means the regular starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 
6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  Except as provided for, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard 
work day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, which shall begin on Sunday and end on 
Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the 
rate of time and one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be 
classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight 
(8) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour 
work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten hour periods between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 
6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  In the event 
the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the 
Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  
 
NO. 123:  Means except as provided, eight (8) hours a day (8:00 A.M. to 4:30 P.M.) shall constitute a standard work day, 
excluding the 30-minute lunch period, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work.  All time worked 
outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half 
(except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and 
paid at the rate of double time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour 
days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work week shall consist of forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) 
consecutive ten (10) hour days within the five day period.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control 
of the Employer, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight 
time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  Starting time will be designated by the Employer.  When 
the five (5) day eight (8) hour work week is in effect forty (40) hours per week will constitute a week’s work (normal work 
week being Monday through Friday).  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control of the Employer, 
then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; at straight time not to exceed eight (8) 
hours or forty (40) hours per week. 
 
NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
 
NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 1: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the rate of double time.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the 
following Monday shall be observed.  When one of the above holidays falls on Saturday the preceding Friday shall 
be observed.  
 
NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 25:  All work done on New Year's Day, Martin Luther King Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, Christmas Day, Presidential Election Day, or 
days locally observed as such, and Saturday and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays and shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.

28: All work done on New Year's Day,  Veteran's Day,  Memorial Day,  Independence Day,  Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 48: All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Any one of the above-listed holidays 
falling on Sunday shall be observed on the following Monday and paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  
Any of the above holidays falling on Saturday shall be observed on the previous Friday and paid at double (2) the 
straight-time rate of pay.  Employees working on the Saturday will receive the standard pay for Saturday work. 
 
NO. 49: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) 
of the personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these 
holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they 
shall be paid time & one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
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NO. 52: All work performed on Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall receive the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 65:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. If the holiday falls on 
Saturday, it will be observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be 
paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 74:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be paid at double (2) time of the hourly rate of pay.  In the event one of 
the above holiday’s falls on Saturday, the holiday shall be celebrated on Saturday.  If the holiday falls on Sunday, the 
holiday will be celebrated on Monday.  
 
NO. 78:  The following days shall be recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Thanksgiving and Christmas.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will be observed as 
the legal holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the legal holiday.  All time 
worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double time.

Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays 
or days observed as such.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any 
other craft employees of the same employer at work on that same job site are receiving double (2) time pay for that 
Sunday or holiday.  If a job can’t work forty (40) hours, Monday through Saturday, because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday and Saturday may be worked as make up days at straight time (if 
working 4-10's).  Saturday may be worked as a make up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s).  Make up days shall not be 
utilized for days lost to holidays.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer 
except when inclement weather or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, including 
requirements of the owner, prevent work.  In such event the starting time may be delayed but not later than 12:00 noon.  
Where one of the holidays falls or is observed during the work week, then all work performed over and above thirty-two 
(32) hours shall be paid at time & one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 12:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work and all work performed over 
and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & one-half (1½).  A 
workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or 
other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, in which event, the starting time may be advanced or 
delayed.  Workers shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on recognized holidays or days observed as 
such.

Overtime will be 
at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  If workmen are required to work the enumerated holidays or days 
observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
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NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 29:   Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or Tuesday 
through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. nor later 
than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) will be paid 
for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all work performed 
on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Saturday will be a make 
up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work performed on Monday will be time 
and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday will be a make-up day to the extent of 
the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees work on any of the recognized holidays, 
they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 31:  Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  All employees performing work on affected 
properties during or following emergencies shall receive the applicable rate of pay for the first sixteen (16) consecutive 
hours and all hours worked in excess of sixteen (16) consecutive hours shall be paid at double time until broken by an 
eight (8) hour rest period.  Should an employee be called back to work within two hours of his normal quitting time, the 
previous hours worked shall count toward the above sixteen (16) hour provision.

28: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) of the 
personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these holidays fall 
on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on Saturday, the preceding 
Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they shall be paid time & one-half (1½) 
their regular rate of pay for all hours worked.

Use Heavy Construction Rates on Highway and Heavy construction in accordance with the classifications of 
construction work established in 8 CSR 30-3.040(3).


a - Vacation:  Employees over 5 years - 8%, under 5 years - 6%
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FED:  Minimum requirement per Fair Labor Standards Act means time and one-half (1 ½) shall be paid for all work in 
excess of forty (40) hours per work week. 
 
NO. 2:  Means the maximum of eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work beginning at 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon, 12:30 
p.m. to 4:30 p.m.  The maximum work week shall be forty (40) hours beginning Monday at 8:00 a.m. and ending Friday at 
4:30 p.m.  Because of traffic, parking or other circumstances, the hours of work on any project may be any continuous 8½ 
hours period (8 hours of work plus 30 minutes for lunch) between 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  When circumstances warrant 
and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to, the Employer may institute a work week consisting of four (4) 
consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. Monday through Thursday, with one-half 
(½) hour allowed for a lunch period each day.  Friday may be used as a make-up day.  After ten (10) hours in a workday, 
or forty (40) hours in a workweek, overtime shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of pay.  
Overtime performed Monday through Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of 
pay.  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  Labor Day shall be paid at triple 
(3) time.  Shift work may be performed at the option of the Contractor.  However, whenever shift work is performed it must 
cover a period not less than (5) consecutive working days.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay.  In the event a first shift is not 
required, a second and third shift employee shall receive an additional 15% of the base rate and receive pay for actual 
hours worked. 
 
NO. 9:  Means the regular workday starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved 
forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one hour to 9:00 a.m.  All work performed in excess of the regular work day and on 
Saturday shall be compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular pay.  In the event time is lost during the work 
week due to weather conditions, the Employer may schedule work on the following Saturday at straight time.  All work 
accomplished on Sunday and holidays shall be compensated for at double the regular rate of wages.  The work week 
shall be Monday through Friday, except for midweek holidays. 
 
NO. 13:  Means a regular workday shall consist of eight (8) hours between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours, 
within five (5) days -- Monday through Friday inclusive -- shall constitute the regular workweek.  The Employer may alter 
the above stated hours by two (2) hours for an early starting and quitting time only, not to exceed eight (8) hours of work 
in any one day.  When job conditions dictate and as required by the customer, the Employer shall be allowed to establish 
a four (4) day, ten (10) hour per day work week.  This work week is defined as Monday through Thursday, with a Friday 
make-up day.  The normal work day under a ten (10) hour four (4) day work week shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m., 
with a one hour starting variance.  The make-up day of Friday shall be instituted for specific reasons such as loss of 
production due to weather and/or holidays.  All hours worked in excess of ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per 
week or hours worked outside the normal work week shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  The first four (4) hours 
of overtime after the normal workday, each day Monday through Friday and the first ten (10) hours of overtime on 
Saturdays shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular straight time rate of pay.  All other work performed 
outside of the regularly scheduled working hours and outside of the first ten (10) hours worked on Saturdays shall be paid 
for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay.  Sundays and the recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) 
the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  When so elected by the contractor, multiple shifts of at least five (5) days 
duration may be worked.  When two (2) or three (3) shifts are worked:  The first shift (day shift) shall be worked between 
the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Workmen on the “day shift” shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly 
rate for eight (8) hours work.  The second shift (swing shift) shall be worked between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:30 
a.m.  Workmen on the “swing shift” shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 10% for seven and 
one-half (7 ½) hours work.  The third shift (graveyard shift) shall be worked between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 8:00 
a.m.  Workmen on the “graveyard shift” shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 15% for seven (7) 
hours work.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required after the 
completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the “shift” hourly rate. 
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NO. 17:  Means the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor between 7:00 a.m. and 3:30 p.m. and the 
regular work week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour days of labor beginning on Monday and ending with 
Friday of each week.    All full-time or part-time labor performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working 
hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  Except as otherwise provided, all work performed outside of regular working 
hours during the regular work week, shall be at double (2) times the regular rate.  Working hours may be varied by two (2) 
hours.  When circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to by interested parties, the Employer 
may institute a work week consisting of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of five (5) a.m. and six 
(6) p.m., Monday through Thursday, with one-half (1/2) hour allowed for a lunch period each day.  Friday may be used as 
a make-up day.  The make-up day will be voluntary, and a decision not to work may not be held against the employee.  
When working four (4) ten (10) hour day’s overtime will be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate for the eleventh (11th) 
and twelfth (12th) hour, all other work will be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  The first two (2) hours of overtime, 
Monday through Friday, and the first eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be at time and one-half (1½) for all work.  All other 
overtime shall be at double (2) time.  The first two (2) hours of overtime must be concurrent with the regular work day; two 
(2) hours prior to or following the regular work day are at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday (as previously 
defined) on Saturday is paid at time and one-half (1½).  Work performed outside of the regular Saturday work day is at 
double (2) time.  All work performed on recognized holidays, or days locally observed as such, and Sundays shall be paid 
at the double (2) time rate of pay.   
 
NO. 18:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours.  Working hours are from six (6) hours before Noon (12:00) 
to six (6) hours after Noon (12:00).  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning between 6:00 a.m. and 
12:00 Noon on Monday and ending between 1:00 p.m. and 6:00 p.m. on Friday.  Saturday will be paid at time and one-
half (1½).  Sunday and Holidays shall be paid at double (2) time.  Saturday can be a make-up day if the weather has 
forced a day off, but only in the week of the day being lost.  Any time before six (6) hours before Noon or six (6) hours 
after Noon will be paid at time and one-half (1½).  
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 31:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work and all work performed over 
and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  A 
workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or 
other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, in which event, the starting time may be advanced or 
delayed. Work performed on recognized holidays or days observed as such, shall receive time and one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
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NO. 45:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work, beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m.  The regular 
work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning Monday, 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m. Friday.  Because of traffic, 
parking and other circumstances, the hours of work on any project may begin as early as 6:00 a.m. with eight (8) hours 
worked between 6:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  When circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to, 
the employer may institute a work week consisting of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of 7:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., Monday through Thursday.  Friday may be used as a make-up day.  After ten (10) hours in a 
workday, or forty (40) hours in a workweek, overtime shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
rate of pay.  All overtime Monday through Saturday shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular rate of 
pay.  Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) time.  Labor Day shall be paid at triple (3) time.  Shift 
work may be performed at the option of the Contractor.  However, whenever shift work is performed it must cover a 
period not less than (5) consecutive working days.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as outlined 
above.  The hourly rate for second shift (seven and one-half hours worked for eight hours paid) shall be twenty-five cents 
($0.25) over and above the hourly rate.  The hourly rate for third shift (seven hours worked, eight hours paid) shall be fifty 
cents ($0.50) above the hourly rate.  If no first shift is worked, second and third shift employees shall receive an additional 
fifteen percent (15%) over and above the hourly rate for actual hours worked. 
 
NO 47:  Means a regular workday shall consist of eight (8) hours between 6:00 a.m. and 6:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours, 
within five (5) days -- Monday through Friday or Tuesday through Saturday inclusive -- shall constitute the regular 
workweek.  The Employer may alter the above stated hours by two (2) hours for an early starting and quitting time only, 
not to exceed eight (8) hours of work in any one day.  The Employer shall be allowed to establish a four (4) day, ten (10) 
hour per day work week.  This work week is defined as Monday through Thursday, with a Friday make-up day.  The 
normal work day under a ten (10) hour four (4) day work week shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.  All hours worked in 
excess of ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week or hours worked outside the normal work week shall be paid 
at the applicable overtime rate.  The first four (4) hours of overtime after the normal workday, each day Monday through 
Friday and the first ten (10) hours of overtime on Saturdays shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
straight time rate of pay.  All other work performed outside of the regularly scheduled working hours and outside of the 
first ten (10) hours worked on Saturdays shall be paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay.  Sundays and 
the recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  When so elected by 
the contractor, multiple shifts of at least five (5) days duration may be worked.  When two (2) or three (3) shifts are 
worked:  The first shift (day shift) shall be worked between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Workmen on the “day 
shift” shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate for eight (8) hours work.  The second shift (swing shift) 
shall be worked between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:30 a.m.  Workmen on the “swing shift” shall receive eight (8) 
hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 10% for seven and one-half (7 ½) hours work.  The third shift (graveyard shift) 
shall be worked between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  Workmen on the “graveyard shift” shall receive eight (8) 
hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 15% for seven (7) hours work.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes shall be 
allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half 
(1½) times the “shift” hourly rate. 
 
NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
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NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 52:  Means the regular workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, Monday through Friday.  The regular 
workday shall consist of an eight (8) hour period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending no later 
than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  The 
option exists for the employer to use a four (4) day, ten (10) hour work week.  Days worked shall be Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  If the job requires men on duty all five (5) days, then part of the crew may work the 
first four (4) days and the remainder of the crew may work the last four (4) days.  Hours each day shall be from 7:00 a.m. 
to 5:30 p.m.   Interested parties on the project must agree to this clause before it may be used.  Once this clause has 
been put into effect, it shall remain as long as the majority of the Employees on the project and the Employer agree to 
keep it.  The four (4) day clause shall not be used to circumvent a Holiday.  Except as otherwise provided, all work 
performed outside the regular working hours and performed during the regular work week (Monday through Friday) shall 
be at the following rates of pay: 
 Holidays-New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day (or days 
observed as such) shall be recognized as Holidays that shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Labor Day-No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency.  Rate of pay shall be 
at three (3) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Overtime-Work performed outside of the regular work day (the regular work day shall consist of an eight (8) hour 
period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending not later than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon 
starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m., by mutual consent of the interested 
party’s.), shall be: 


A. Hours worked Monday through Friday, the first two (2) hours of overtime will be paid at time and one-half 
(1½).  All other overtime will be paid at the double (2) time rate. 


B. The first ten (10) hours worked on Saturday will be paid at time and one-half (1½), with all other hours to be 
paid at the double (2) time rate. 


C. Sundays and Holidays (except Labor Day) shall be paid at the double (2) time rate. 
 


NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 59:  Means that except as herein provided, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) 
hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  All time worked outside of the standard eight (8) hour work day and on 
Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All time worked on Sunday and 
holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working 
either five (5) eight hour days or four (4) ten hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four 
(4) ten-hour work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods between the hours 
of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work, Monday through Thursday, 
inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at 
the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours 
per week.  When the five day eight (8) hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's 
work, Monday through Friday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then 
Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or 
forty (40) hours per week.  The regular starting time (and resulting quitting time) may be moved to 6:00 a.m. or delayed to 
9:00 a.m.  Make-up days shall not be utilized for days lost due to holidays. 
 
NO. 60:  Means the Employer shall have the option of working five 8-hour days or four 10-hour days Monday through 
Friday.  If an Employer elects to work five 8-hour days during any work week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day 
or forty (40) per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits Monday through 
Friday.  SATURDAY MAKE-UP DAY:  If an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, 
or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-
up day at the straight time rate.  It is agreed by the parties that the make-up day is not to be used to make up time lost 
due to recognized holidays.  If an Employer elects to work four 10-hour days, between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 
p.m. in any week, work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and 
one half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is working 10-hour days 
and loses a day due to inclement weather, the Employer may work ten (10) hours on Friday at straight time.   All hours 
worked over the forty (40) hours Monday through Friday will be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus 
fringe benefits.  All Millwright work performed in excess of the regular work day and on Saturday shall be compensated 
for at time and one-half (1½) the regular Millwright hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits.  The regular work day starting at 
8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 
a.m.  All work accomplished on Sundays and recognized holidays, or days observed as recognized holidays, shall be 
compensated for at double (2) the regular hourly rate of wages plus fringe benefits.  NOTE:  All overtime is computed on 
the hourly wage rate plus an amount equal to the fringe benefits.  
 
NO. 85:  Means the work week shall be Monday through Sunday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work to begin 
between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and end between 2:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m.  Employees required to work during their lunch 
period shall receive the overtime rate.   Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are required to 
work prior to their normal starting time or after eight (8) hours or normal quitting time Monday through Friday, or all day on 
Saturday.  If an Employer has started the work week on a five day, eight hours a day schedule, and due to inclement 
weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine or ten hours a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of 
that work week in order to make up for the lost time (10-hour make-up day).  All work over ten (10) hours a day or over 
forty (40) hours a week must be paid at time & one-half (1½).  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  A contractor may alter the regular work week to four (4) ten (10) hour days at straight time 
rate of pay.  To do this the scheduled 4-10's must be worked at least one full week and the regular workweek shall be 
Monday through Thursday with Friday being a make-up day at straight time for days missed in the regular workweek due 
to inclement weather.  If 5-8's are being worked, Saturday may be used as a make-up day at straight time if inclement 
weather prevents work during the normal work week. 
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NO. 88:  Means the regular work week shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m., Monday 
through Friday, except when the work week is scheduled as a 4-10's week or as a week with start time advanced or 
delayed as described below.  The starting time may be advanced or delayed by one hour on either side of 7:00 a.m.  The 
advanced or delayed starting time must run for a period of at least five (5) days.  The Employer may establish a work 
week consisting of four (4) days, during the regular work week, each day consisting of ten (10) hours at straight time.  
The 4-10's must run for a period of at least four (4) days.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any work in excess of 
eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday (or ten hours in a 4-10's week), the first eight (8) hours of 
a Saturday, and it shall be at time and one-half (1½) for the Friday and Saturday following Thanksgiving.  Double (2) time 
shall be paid for the following time worked on Sunday, New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, as well as any work in excess of eight (8) hours on a Saturday and the Saturday 
of a three-day weekend (except the Saturday following Thanksgiving). 
 
NO. 94:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m.  The regular 
workday starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or 
delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  All work performed in excess of the regular work day and on Saturday shall be 
compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular pay.  In the event time is lost during the work week due to 
weather conditions, the Employer may schedule work on the following Saturday at straight time.  All work accomplished 
on Sunday and holidays shall be compensated at double the regular rate of wages. 
 
NO. 95:  Means a regular workday shall consist of eight and one-half (8½) hours elapsed time, including one-half hour for 
lunch.  The crew starting times shall be flexible within the period of daylight to 8:00 a.m.  Any work performed over ten 
(10) hours of elapsed time per day including one-half hour for lunch and/or any work performed over forty (40) hours at 
the straight time rate in one week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the straight time rate.  Saturday shall be a 
voluntary make-up day at straight time at the discretion of the contractor and with the consent of the employees.  Sunday 
and recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) time.  
 
NO. 111:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work, Monday to Friday inclusive.  All overtime shall be at the 
rate of time and one-half (1½) except Sundays, and recognized holidays, which shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time if worked.  The work day is to begin between 6:00 a. m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the employer.  If an employer 
is prevented from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather 
(rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  The regular work 
week shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the employer elects to work Monday through Thursday, ten 
(10) hours per day.  All work over ten (10) hours in a day and forty (40) hours in a week shall be one and one-half (1½) 
times the regular hourly rate.  Work prior to 6:00 a.m. will be paid at the overtime rate.  The regular work day shall be 
either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  Employers working a four (4) ten (10) hour day week schedule will be allowed a Friday 
or Saturday make-up day provided workmen were prevented from working during the normal work week due to inclement 
weather or other conditions beyond the control of the employer.  Make-up days shall not be utilized for days lost to 
holidays.  If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Thursday because of inclement weather or other conditions 
beyond the control of the employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 4-
10’s).  Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time if working (5-8’s).  If an employer has started the work 
week on a five-day, eight-hour schedule, and due to inclement weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine (9) 
or (10) hour a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of that work week in order to make up the lost time.  
Employer may not use both the Saturday make-up day and 10-hour make-up day in the same week.  
 
NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
 
NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 3: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, 
the following Monday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 5:  All work that shall be done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate 
for each hour of fraction thereof worked on any such day .  
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 15: All work accomplished on the recognized holidays of New Year's Day, Decoration Day (Memorial Day), 
Independence Day (Fourth of July), Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or days 
observed as these named holidays, shall be compensated for at double (2) the regular hourly rate of wages plus 
fringe benefits.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day, Christmas Day, 
Decoration Day or Independence Day except to preserve life or property. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 22:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days locally observed as such, and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays.  If a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday shall be observed; if it falls on Sunday, Monday shall be observed.  All work performed on holidays 
shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 32: All work performed for the Friday and Saturday following Thanksgiving shall be paid at the time and one-half 
(1½) rate of pay.  All work performed on Sundays, New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When one of the above 
holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed and when one of the above holidays falls on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 33: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Labor Day shall be paid at the triple (3) time rate of pay.  If the holiday 
falls on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed; if the holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday will be 
observed. 
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NO. 35: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workman unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make-up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make-up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall 
receive time and one-half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 49: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) 
of the personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these 
holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they 
shall be paid time & one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 53:  All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day 
or days observed as such for these holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  No work shall be 
performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency, and then the rate of pay shall be at three (3) 
times the regular rate of pay.  When a holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the 
holiday.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 65:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. If the holiday falls on 
Saturday, it will be observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be 
paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 72:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day (last Monday in May), Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay.  Any 
one of the above listed holidays falling on Sunday shall be observed on the following Monday and paid for at double 
(2) the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  Any one of the above listed holidays falling on Saturday shall be 
observed on the prior Friday and paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  No work shall 
be performed on Labor Day except in case of emergency. 
 
NO. 74:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be paid at double (2) time of the hourly rate of pay.  In the event one of 
the above holiday’s falls on Saturday, the holiday shall be celebrated on Saturday.  If the holiday falls on Sunday, the 
holiday will be celebrated on Monday.

Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays 
or days observed as such.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any 
other craft employees of the same employer at work on that same job site are receiving double (2) time pay for that 
Sunday or holiday.  If a job can’t work forty (40) hours, Monday through Saturday, because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday and Saturday may be worked as make up days at straight time (if 
working 4-10's).  Saturday may be worked as a make up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s).  Make up days shall not be 
utilized for days lost to holidays.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer 
except when inclement weather or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, including 
requirements of the owner, prevent work.

A 
workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or 
other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, in which event, the starting time may be advanced or 
delayed.  Workers shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on recognized holidays or days observed as 
such. 
 
NO: 18:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 27:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or Tuesday 
through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. nor later 
than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) will be paid 
for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all work performed 
on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Saturday will be a make 
up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work performed on Monday will be time 
and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday will be a make-up day to the extent of 
the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees work on any of the recognized holidays, 
they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 31:  Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  All employees performing work on affected 
properties during or following emergencies shall receive the applicable rate of pay for the first sixteen (16) consecutive 
hours and all hours worked in excess of sixteen (16) consecutive hours shall be paid at double time until broken by an 
eight (8) hour rest period.  Should an employee be called back to work within two hours of his normal quitting time, the 
previous hours worked shall count toward the above sixteen (16) hour provision.   
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NO. 3: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to 
protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as 
eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the 
workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day 
when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day. If 
workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive time & one-
half (1½) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 15: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive time and one-half (1½) the regular 
rate of pay for such work.  Where one of the holidays specified falls or is observed during the workweek, then all work 
performed over and above thirty-two (32) hours in that week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  
Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1 ½) for all work performed on Sundays.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work 
on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any other craft employees of the same employer at work on that 
same job site are receiving double (2) time for that Sunday or holiday. 
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week;

The observance of one (1) of the 
personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these holidays fall 
on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on Saturday, the preceding 
Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they shall be paid time & one-half (1½) 
their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 30: All work performed on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Christmas Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Day after Thanksgiving or days celebrated for the same.

Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a 
week’s work Monday through Thursday.  In the event a job is down due to weather conditions, safety or other conditions 
beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday may, at the option of the employer, be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time wage rate. Straight time is not to exceed ten (10) hours a day or forty (40) hours per week.  Time and one-
half (1 ½ ) shall be paid for all overtime hours worked during the week, Monday through Friday and for all work performed 
on Saturday.

Forty (40) hours per week shall 
constitute a week’s work Monday through Thursday.  In the event a job is down due to weather conditions, safety or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up 
day at the straight time wage rate.  Straight time is not to exceed ten (10) hours a day or forty (40) hours per week.  
Starting time will be designated by the Employer.  Fridays can be worked in lieu of holidays at the employee’s option.  
Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for all overtime hours worked during the week, Monday through Friday, and for all 
work performed on Saturday.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays.  
Sundays and holidays may not be used as a make-up day. 
 
NO. 86:  The regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch period, 
with pay at the straight time rate with all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday shall begin between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. 
The Employer may have the option to schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day 
at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, holiday or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, they shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  All overtime work 
performed on Monday through Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be 
paid at the one and one half the hourly rate.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be paid at double the hourly rate.  Shifts may be established when 
considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the 
First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight 
hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the 
second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third 
shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) hours plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 
per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  Shifts that begin on 
Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half these rates.  Shifts 
that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double time these rates.  
 
NO. 87:  Means eight (8) hours starting between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 4:30 p.m. 
at the Employers discretion shall constitute a day’s work.  Any work prior to 6:00 a.m. or after eight (8) hours shall be 
paid at the overtime rate.  Five (5) days from Monday through Friday inclusive shall constitute a regular work week.  All 
hours before and after these regular hours shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time.  All work on Saturday and Sunday shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale of wages. 
 
NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
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NO. 92:  Means all work performed from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, will be at straight time pay up to 
forty (40) hours per week.  All work performed Monday through Friday before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. will be done at 
time and one-half (1½).  All work done on Saturday will be done at time and one-half (1½), unless the employer and 
employee agree that Saturday shall be used as a make-up day.  The Employer may use a flexible starting time of 7:00 
a.m. to 8:00 a.m., and quitting time of 3:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m., and any such different work starting time shall determine 
whether wages are payable at the straight rate or the premium rate.  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid for at 
time and one-half (1½), unless the Saturday has been used as a make-up day.  All work performed on Sunday and 
holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 104:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a standard work day between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
p.m.  The standard work week shall be forty (40) hours between 6:00 a.m. on Monday and ending 8:00 p.m. on Friday.  
An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly rate shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a 
day Monday through Friday.  Saturdays shall be considered overtime and work done on Saturday shall be paid at time 
and one-half (1½) the prevailing scale.  Sundays and holidays shall be considered overtime and work done on these days 
shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale. 
 
NO. 116:  Means the standard work day shall consist of eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 
p.m.  The standard work week shall consist of five standard work days commencing on Monday and ending on Friday 
inclusive.  All time worked before and after the established eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and all time 
worked on Saturdays, shall be paid for at the rate of time & one-half (1½) the hourly base wage rate in effect.  All time 
worked on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) the hourly base wage rate in effect. 
 
NO. 126:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $27.96 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 3: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, 
the following Monday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 5:  All work that shall be done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate 
for each hour of fraction thereof worked on any such day .  
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 8: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day, or the days observed in lieu of these holidays, shall be paid at the double 
time rate of pay.   
 
NO. 12: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Should any of these days fall on Sunday, then the 
following day shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstances shall employees be permitted to work on 
Labor Day. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 25:  All work done on New Year's Day, Martin Luther King Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, Christmas Day, Presidential Election Day, or 
days locally observed as such, and Saturday and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays and shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  If a named holiday falls on a Saturday, the holiday will be observed on the preceding 
Friday.  When a named holiday falls on Sunday, the Monday after will be observed as the holiday.  Appropriate 
overtime rates to be based on fifteen minute increments.  
 
NO. 26: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When a Holiday occurs on Saturday it shall not 
be observed on either the previous Friday or the following Monday.  Such days shall be regular work days.  If such a 
holiday occurs on Sunday it shall be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 31: All work done on New Year's Day, Presidents Day, Good Friday, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, Friday after Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, and Employee's Birthday shall be 
paid at the double time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the recognized holiday. 
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NO. 36: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workman unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make-up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make-up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 41:  The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, 
Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  No work shall be performed on the Fourth of July, 
Labor Day or Christmas Day.  Any work performed on the above holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the 
regular straight time rate of pay.  When any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
observed as such holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall not be considered to be observed on the previous 
Friday or following Monday.  Such days shall be regular workdays. 
 
NO. 42: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, 
Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  No work shall be performed on the Fourth of July, 
Labor Day or Christmas Day.  Any work performed on the above holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the 
regular straight time rate of pay.  When any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the Monday following shall be 
observed as such holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall not be considered to be observed on the previous 
Friday or following Monday.  Such days shall be regular workdays. 
 
NO. 44: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it 
shall be observed on the Monday following.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the proceeding 
Friday.  No work shall be performed on these days except in emergency to protect life or property.  All work 
performed on these holidays shall be compensated at double the regular hourly rate for the work performed.  
Overtime shall be computed at half-hour intervals.  
 
NO. 45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 51: All time worked on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) the hourly 
base wage rate in effect. The Employer agrees to recognize the following holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If the holiday falls on 
Sunday, it shall be recognized on the following Monday.  If the holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be recognized as a 
Saturday only holiday.  
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for such work.   
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NO. 60:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Armistice Day (Veteran's Day), Decoration Day (Memorial Day), 
Independence Day (Fourth of July), Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of 
pay.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday will be observed as the holiday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 73:  The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran’s Day (or mutually agreed date of the Friday after Thanksgiving Day may be substituted for Veteran’s Day), 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or in the event that any of said Holidays falls on Sunday, then the day or days 
generally recognized as such.  Any work performed anywhere on any of the aforesaid Holidays, or on the day or 
days recognized and observed as such, shall be paid for at double (2) time the regular hourly rate. 
 
NO. 75:  Means that on all work performed on Sundays and the following legal holiday or days that may be 
celebrated as such, shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, and Independence 
Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  Saturday holidays will be celebrated on 
Saturday.  Sunday holidays will be celebrated on Monday following the holiday.  Work performed on any of these 
Mondays will be paid at double (2) the rate of pay.  The Friday following Thanksgiving will be worked at the 
Employer’s option.  If worked, it will be at the regular hourly rate of pay.

The Employer 
shall have the option of working five 8-hour days or four 10-hour days Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to 
work five 8-hour days during any workweek, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or 40 per week shall be paid at 
time and one-half the hourly rate Monday through Friday.   If an Employer elects to work four 10-hour days in a week, 
work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or 40 hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half the hourly rate 
Monday through Friday.  When working a five 8-hour day schedule and an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) 
hours Monday through Friday, or any part thereof, by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be 
worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  If an Employer is working a four 10-hour day schedule and loses a day 
due to inclement weather, he may work 10 hours Friday at straight time.  All hours worked over the 40 hours Monday 
through Friday will be paid at 1 ½ overtime rate.  A workday shift is to begin at the option of the Employer, between 6:00 
a.m. and not later than 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if required.  If workmen 
are required to work the enumerated holidays or days observed as such or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  Overtime shall be computed at one-half (1/2) hour intervals.  Shift:  The Contractor may 
elect to work one, two or three shifts on any work.  When operating on more than one shift, the shifts shall be known as 
the day shift, swing shift, and graveyard shift as such terms are recognized in the industry.  When two shifts are worked 
on any operation, the shifts will consist of eight (8) or ten (10) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  When three shifts are worked 
the first day or day shift will consist of eight (8) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  The second or swing shift shall consist of 
seven and one-half (7 1/2) hours work for eight hours pay, exclusive of lunchtime, and the third or the graveyard shift shall 
consist of seven (7) hours work for eight (8) hours pay, exclusive of the lunchtime.  All time in excess of normal shifts shall 
be considered overtime.  Multiple shift (the two or three shift) operation will not be construed on the entire project if at 
anytime it is deemed advisable and necessary for the Employer to multiple shift a specific operation.  However, no shift 
shall be started between midnight and six a.m. except the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation, or except in an 
unusual or emergency situation.  If an Employer starts a shift between midnight and 6 a.m. except the graveyard shift on a 
three-shift operation, he shall reimburse all employees for the entire shift at the double time rate.  Completion of the 
second shift on a two-shift operation or completion of the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation that carries over into 
Saturday morning, shall be at the straight time rate.  Overtime shall be computed at ½ hour intervals.   
 
NO. 9:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours within 
five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week. Work performed in the 9th and 10th hour, 
Monday through Friday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay. Contractor has the 
option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay between the hours of 
6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  Worked performed in the first eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid 
at the rate of one and eight tenths (1.8) the regular straight time rate.  Work performed outside these hours and on 
Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 21:  Means the regular workday for which employees shall be compensated at straight time hourly rate of pay shall, 
unless otherwise provided for, begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  However, the project starting time may be 
advanced or delayed at the discretion of the Employer.  At the discretion of the Employer, when working a five (5) day 
eight (8) hour schedule, Saturday may be used for a make-up day.  If an Employer is prohibited from working on a 
holiday, that employer may work the following Saturday at the straight time rate.  However, the Employer may have the 
option to schedule his work from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with 
all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer elects to 
work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to circumstances beyond his control, he shall have the option to 
work Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) hours.  If an Employer is prohibited from 
working on a holiday, that Employer may work the following Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate.  Overtime will be 
at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  If workmen are required to work the enumerated holidays or days 
observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
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NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 25:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, starting on Monday and ending on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any 
part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the straight 
time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have 
been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 
9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  All 
hours worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 28:   Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day shall 
be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any part 
thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time 
rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have been 
employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 
a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  For all 
time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 32: Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  
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NO. 80:  Means the regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute unpaid 
lunch period, with pay at the straight time rate.  If the workday starts at 8:00 a.m., the quitting time shall be no later than 
4:30 p.m.  When separate crews are used, the start time may be adjusted from 6:00 AM through 9:00 AM.  The start time 
may be further adjusted to 9:30 AM throughout the year if required by government agency or municipal ordinance.  Time 
and one-half (1½) shall be paid after eight (8) consecutive hours Monday through Saturday.  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate.  If a crew of another trade working for the 
employer is receiving overtime pay, the Cement Mason crew shall receive overtime pay.  The Employer has the option to 
schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with all 
hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  When an Employer schedules 
4-10’s, the Employer will not bring in any other crew for a fifth workday on the project while not calling in the normal crew 
that had been scheduled for that project.  If the Employer elects to work 4-10’s Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, the Employer shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  Shifts may be established 
when considered necessary by the employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  All shifts shall be eight (8) hours 
plus one-half (1/2) hour for unpaid lunch.  First shift will begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  Hours worked during the 
first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight hours after the start of the first shift 
and will be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour premium.  The third shift shall start eight hours after the start of 
the second shift and will be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 per hour premium.  Shifts will be established for a 
minimum of three consecutive workdays.  If only two shifts are worked, the Employer may regulate the start time to take 
maximum advantage of daylight hours. 
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NO. 4: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. When a Holiday falls on a Sunday, 
Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day, except in case of jeopardy to life or property.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  
 
NO. 5: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day 
except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls 
during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward a forty (40) hour 
week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless worked. If workmen are 
required to work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  The above shall apply to the four 10’s Monday through Friday work week. The ten (10) 
hours shall be applied to the forty (40) hour work week. 
 
NO. 12: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day, Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When one of the foregoing 
holidays falls on Sunday, it shall be celebrated on the following Monday.  When one of the foregoing holidays falls on 
Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday before the holiday. 
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; 
however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the worker unless worked. If workers are required to 
work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 21: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.

NO. 22:  The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veterans Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day and any additional holidays which may be mutually agreed upon. 
Whenever any such holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be recognized and observed as the holiday.  
Work performed on Sundays and holidays shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  No work shall be performed on 
Labor Day.   
 
NO. 27: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) 
hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workmen unless 
worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day when an observed 
holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for 
such work.   
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NO. 31: All work performed on New Year's Day, Presidents’ Day, Veterans’ Day, Good Friday, Decoration Day, Fourth of 
July, Labor Day, Christmas Eve Day,  Christmas Day, Thanksgiving Day and Day after Thanksgiving or days celebrated for 
the same.

2:  Means the maximum of eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work beginning at 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon, 12:30 
p.m. to 4:30 p.m.  The maximum work week shall be forty (40) hours beginning Monday at 8:00 a.m. and ending Friday at 
4:30 p.m.  Because of traffic, parking or other circumstances, the hours of work on any project may be any continuous 8½ 
hours period (8 hours of work plus 30 minutes for lunch) between 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  When circumstances warrant 
and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to, the Employer may institute a work week consisting of four (4) 
consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. Monday through Thursday, with one-half 
(½) hour allowed for a lunch period each day.  Friday may be used as a make-up day.  After ten (10) hours in a workday, 
or forty (40) hours in a workweek, overtime shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of pay.  
Overtime performed Monday through Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of 
pay.  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  Labor Day shall be paid at triple

NO. 14:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day’s work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m., and 
the regular quitting time shall be 4:30 p.m.; lunch time shall be twelve (12) o’clock noon to 12:30 p.m.  The regular starting 
time may, by mutual consent of employees on the job site, and the employer, be between 7:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. with 
appropriate adjustments made to the regular quitting time and lunch time.  All time worked before the regular starting time 
and after the regular quitting time, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Four (4) 
days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time.  All work commencing with the beginning of the established 
work day on Saturday shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work commencing with the beginning of the 
established work day on Sundays and/or Holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time. 
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NO. 17:  Means the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor between 7:00 a.m. and 3:30 p.m. and the 
regular work week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour days of labor beginning on Monday and ending with 
Friday of each week.    All full-time or part-time labor performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working 
hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  Except as otherwise provided, all work performed outside of regular working 
hours during the regular work week, shall be at double (2) times the regular rate.  Working hours may be varied by two (2) 
hours.  When circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to by interested parties, the Employer 
may institute a work week consisting of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of five (5) a.m. and six 
(6) p.m., Monday through Thursday, with one-half (1/2) hour allowed for a lunch period each day.  Friday may be used as 
a make-up day.  The make-up day will be voluntary, and a decision not to work may not be held against the employee.  
When working four (4) ten (10) hour day’s overtime will be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate for the eleventh (11th) 
and twelfth (12th) hour, all other work will be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  The first two (2) hours of overtime, 
Monday through Friday, and the first eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be at time and one-half (1½) for all work.  All other 
overtime shall be at double (2) time.  The first two (2) hours of overtime must be concurrent with the regular work day; two 
(2) hours prior to or following the regular work day are at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday (as previously 
defined) on Saturday is paid at time and one-half (1½).  Work performed outside of the regular Saturday work day is at 
double (2) time.  All work performed on recognized holidays, or days locally observed as such, and Sundays shall be paid 
at the double (2) time rate of pay.   
 
NO. 25:  Means regular working hours of eight (8) hours shall constitute a working day between the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 
4:30 p.m. in a forty (40) hour working week of Monday through Friday. Employment on Saturday, Sunday and legal 
holidays, and employment before or after the regular working hours shall be considered overtime.  Employment on 
Saturday, Sunday and legal holidays shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 
12:00 midnight, Monday through Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 
12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on any day shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate. 
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 30:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 A.M., except 
when the work week is scheduled as a week with starting time advanced or delayed.  Starting time may be advanced or 
delayed by the employer up to two (2) hours from the regular starting time.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  
All work performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on 
Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  In the event that a scheduled eight (8) hour work day is 
missed (not to include holidays) because of events out of the control of the contractor, then that missed work day may be 
made up at straight time the following Saturday.  It is recognized that not all employees working on a Saturday make-up 
day will have worked the same number of hours during the regular work week.   It is further recognized that any work 
after the forty (40) hours in a week must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  Saturday make-up day shall not be used to 
make up for time lost due to recognized holidays.  The employer may establish a 4-10's schedule on projects (4 days with 
10 hours per day).  If using a 4-10's schedule, a Friday make-up day is allowed.  If using a 4 (10) schedule, any work 
more than ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a work week shall be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate.  
Friday make-up day shall not be used to make up for time lost due to recognized holidays.  All work performed on 
Sundays or holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate. 
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NO. 37:  The Employer may choose, at his discretion, to work five eight hour days or four ten hour days with a Friday 
make-up day, Monday through Friday at straight time.  Overtime shall be paid after eight (8) hours when working “five 
eights” and after ten hours when working “four tens”.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be 
paid for at the rate of double (2) time.  All Saturday work shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular 
wage rate.  All night work during the regular work week other than the above-mentioned days shall be paid for at the rate 
of time and one-half (1½) the regular wage scale until midnight and double (2) time after midnight except make-up time 
will be allowed under the following condition:  In the event of inclement weather on exterior projects which prevents 
working the full regular eight (8) hour day, forty (40) hour work week schedule, a Saturday make-up day can be granted.  
Then said work on Saturday shall be paid at the straight time rate of pay up to a maximum total of forty (40) hours per 
week. 
 
NO. 45:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work, beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m.  The regular 
work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning Monday, 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m. Friday.  Because of traffic, 
parking and other circumstances, the hours of work on any project may begin as early as 6:00 a.m. with eight (8) hours 
worked between 6:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  When circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to, 
the employer may institute a work week consisting of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of 7:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., Monday through Thursday.  Friday may be used as a make-up day.  After ten (10) hours in a 
workday, or forty (40) hours in a workweek, overtime shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
rate of pay.  All overtime Monday through Saturday shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular rate of 
pay.  Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) time.  Labor Day shall be paid at triple (3) time.  Shift 
work may be performed at the option of the Contractor.  However, whenever shift work is performed it must cover a 
period not less than (5) consecutive working days.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as outlined 
above.  The hourly rate for second shift (seven and one-half hours worked for eight hours paid) shall be twenty-five cents 
($0.25) over and above the hourly rate.  The hourly rate for third shift (seven hours worked, eight hours paid) shall be fifty 
cents ($0.50) above the hourly rate.  If no first shift is worked, second and third shift employees shall receive an additional 
fifteen percent (15%) over and above the hourly rate for actual hours worked. 
 
NO. 46:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours from 6:00 a.m. to 6: 30 p.m.  Starting time may be between 
6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m.  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning between 6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. 
on Monday and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 6:30 p.m. on Friday.  All hours in excess of the regular work day and work 
week shall be considered overtime.  Overtime on days recognized as regular work days and on Saturday shall be paid for 
at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of 
double time (2) for time worked.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday through 
Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours at straight time rate of pay.  The 4-10’s must run for a period of at least 
four (4) days.   
 
NO 47:  Means a regular workday shall consist of eight (8) hours between 6:00 a.m. and 6:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours, 
within five (5) days -- Monday through Friday or Tuesday through Saturday inclusive -- shall constitute the regular 
workweek.  The Employer may alter the above stated hours by two (2) hours for an early starting and quitting time only, 
not to exceed eight (8) hours of work in any one day.  The Employer shall be allowed to establish a four (4) day, ten (10) 
hour per day work week.  This work week is defined as Monday through Thursday, with a Friday make-up day.  The 
normal work day under a ten (10) hour four (4) day work week shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.  All hours worked in 
excess of ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week or hours worked outside the normal work week shall be paid 
at the applicable overtime rate.  The first four (4) hours of overtime after the normal workday, each day Monday through 
Friday and the first ten (10) hours of overtime on Saturdays shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
straight time rate of pay.  All other work performed outside of the regularly scheduled working hours and outside of the 
first ten (10) hours worked on Saturdays shall be paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay.  Sundays and 
the recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  When so elected by 
the contractor, multiple shifts of at least five (5) days duration may be worked.  When two (2) or three (3) shifts are 
worked:  The first shift (day shift) shall be worked between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Workmen on the “day 
shift” shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate for eight (8) hours work.  The second shift (swing shift) 
shall be worked between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:30 a.m.  Workmen on the “swing shift” shall receive eight (8) 
hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 10% for seven and one-half (7 ½) hours work.  The third shift (graveyard shift) 
shall be worked between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  Workmen on the “graveyard shift” shall receive eight (8) 
hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 15% for seven (7) hours work.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes shall be 
allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half 
(1½) times the “shift” hourly rate. 
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NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
 
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 52:  Means the regular workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, Monday through Friday.  The regular 
workday shall consist of an eight (8) hour period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending no later 
than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  The 
option exists for the employer to use a four (4) day, ten (10) hour work week.  Days worked shall be Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  If the job requires men on duty all five (5) days, then part of the crew may work the 
first four (4) days and the remainder of the crew may work the last four (4) days.  Hours each day shall be from 7:00 a.m. 
to 5:30 p.m.   Interested parties on the project must agree to this clause before it may be used.  Once this clause has 
been put into effect, it shall remain as long as the majority of the Employees on the project and the Employer agree to 
keep it.  The four (4) day clause shall not be used to circumvent a Holiday.  Except as otherwise provided, all work 
performed outside the regular working hours and performed during the regular work week (Monday through Friday) shall 
be at the following rates of pay: 
 Holidays-New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day (or days 
observed as such) shall be recognized as Holidays that shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Labor Day-No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency.  Rate of pay shall be 
at three (3) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Overtime-Work performed outside of the regular work day (the regular work day shall consist of an eight (8) hour 
period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending not later than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon 
starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m., by mutual consent of the interested 
party’s.), shall be: 


A. Hours worked Monday through Friday, the first two (2) hours of overtime will be paid at time and one-half 
(1½).  All other overtime will be paid at the double (2) time rate. 


B. The first ten (10) hours worked on Saturday will be paid at time and one-half (1½), with all other hours to be 
paid at the double (2) time rate. 


C. Sundays and Holidays (except Labor Day) shall be paid at the double (2) time rate. 
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NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
 
NO. 58:  Means eight (8) consecutive hours, between 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., shall constitute a day’s work.  Five (5) 
days work, Monday through Friday, shall constitute a normal work week.  Work performed in excess of eight (8) hours per 
day or eight hours beyond normal starting time for that project excluding lunch Monday through Friday, and all work 
performed on Saturday, shall be paid for the rate of time and one-half (1½).  When Sundays and recognized holidays are 
worked, the worker(s) shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) days a week 
(Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule at straight time.  A Friday make-up day is available if time is 
lost due to inclement weather and at least sixteen (16) hours, but not more than thirty (30) hours, were worked during the 
week. 
 
NO. 63:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day between time that may be advanced or delayed by 
two (2) hours on either side of 8:00 AM.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday 
through Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours straight time.  The four (4) tens (10s) must run for a period of at 
least four (4) days, Monday through Thursday.  All work on Friday on a four (4) tens (10) project will be paid at the rate of 
time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays must be paid at double (2) time.  All work performed prior to or after the regular eight 
(8) hour work day, or ten (10) hour work day, as described above shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  
 
NO. 65:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m., with 
one half hour for lunch between three and one-half (3½) and five (5) hours after starting time.  The starting time may be 
advanced by two (2) hours or delayed one (1) hour by the employer from the regular starting time.  All work performed 
before the advanced starting time and during the half hour lunch shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half 
(1½).  Work performed outside these hours shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½), except as 
provided otherwise below.  All work performed on Sundays or recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time 
rate.  When the start time is delayed past 9:00 a.m., the employee’s pay shall start at 9:00 a.m. and all time, after the 
normal quitting time (5:30 p.m.), shall be paid at the overtime rate.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  All work 
performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on Saturday 
shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  In the event that a scheduled eight (8) hour work day is missed 
(not including recognized holidays) because of inclement weather, then that missed work day may be made up at straight 
time on the following Saturday.  It is recognized that not all employees working on a Saturday make-up day will have 
worked the same number of hours during the regular work week.  It is further recognized that any work after forty (40) 
hours must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  The employer may establish a 4-10’s schedule on projects (4 days with 10 
hours per day at straight time).  In order to use the 4-10’s schedule, the employer must schedule the 4-10’s for a 
minimum of one (1) week.  If using a 4-10’s schedule, a Friday make-up day is allowed. 
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NO. 68:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m., with 
one half hour for lunch between three and one-half and five hours after starting time.  The starting time may be advanced 
or delayed by the employer up to one hour from the regular starting time.  All work performed before the advance starting 
time and during the half hour lunch shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½).  Work performed outside 
these hours shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½), except as provided otherwise below.  All work 
performed on Sundays or holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  
All work performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on 
Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate, except as hereinafter described.  In the event that a 
scheduled eight (8) hour work day is missed (not including recognized holidays) because of inclement weather, then that 
missed work day may be made up at straight time on the Saturday in the week of the pay period.  It is recognized that not 
all employees working on a Saturday make-up day will have worked the same number of hours during the regular work 
week.  It is further recognized that any work after forty (40) hours must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  The employer 
may establish a 4-10’s schedule on projects (4 days with 10 hours per day at straight time).  In order to use the 4-10’s 
schedule, the employer must schedule the 4-10’s for a minimum of one (1) week.  If using a 4-10’s schedule, a Friday 
make-up day is allowed. 
 
NO. 85:  Means the work week shall be Monday through Sunday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work to begin 
between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and end between 2:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m.  Employees required to work during their lunch 
period shall receive the overtime rate.   Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are required to 
work prior to their normal starting time or after eight (8) hours or normal quitting time Monday through Friday, or all day on 
Saturday.  If an Employer has started the work week on a five day, eight hours a day schedule, and due to inclement 
weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine or ten hours a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of 
that work week in order to make up for the lost time (10-hour make-up day).  All work over ten (10) hours a day or over 
forty (40) hours a week must be paid at time & one-half (1½).  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  A contractor may alter the regular work week to four (4) ten (10) hour days at straight time 
rate of pay.  To do this the scheduled 4-10's must be worked at least one full week and the regular workweek shall be 
Monday through Thursday with Friday being a make-up day at straight time for days missed in the regular workweek due 
to inclement weather.  If 5-8's are being worked, Saturday may be used as a make-up day at straight time if inclement 
weather prevents work during the normal work week. 
 
NO. 88:  Means the regular work week shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m., Monday 
through Friday, except when the work week is scheduled as a 4-10's week or as a week with start time advanced or 
delayed as described below.  The starting time may be advanced or delayed by one hour on either side of 7:00 a.m.  The 
advanced or delayed starting time must run for a period of at least five (5) days.  The Employer may establish a work 
week consisting of four (4) days, during the regular work week, each day consisting of ten (10) hours at straight time.  
The 4-10's must run for a period of at least four (4) days.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any work in excess of 
eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday (or ten hours in a 4-10's week), the first eight (8) hours of 
a Saturday, and it shall be at time and one-half (1½) for the Friday and Saturday following Thanksgiving.  Double (2) time 
shall be paid for the following time worked on Sunday, New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, as well as any work in excess of eight (8) hours on a Saturday and the Saturday 
of a three-day weekend (except the Saturday following Thanksgiving). 
 
NO. 95:  Means a regular workday shall consist of eight and one-half (8½) hours elapsed time, including one-half hour for 
lunch.  The crew starting times shall be flexible within the period of daylight to 8:00 a.m.  Any work performed over ten 
(10) hours of elapsed time per day including one-half hour for lunch and/or any work performed over forty (40) hours at 
the straight time rate in one week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the straight time rate.  Saturday shall be a 
voluntary make-up day at straight time at the discretion of the contractor and with the consent of the employees.  Sunday 
and recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) time.  
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NO.  100:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work, and five (5) continuous eight-hour days shall constitute a 
week's work, Monday through Friday.  Time and one-half (1½) the regular hourly rate shall be paid for all work performed 
in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day or forty (40) hours in any one week.  Starting time shall be between 6:00 a.m. 
and 9:00 a.m.  All work over eight (8) hours in a regular 5-day 8-hour schedule shall be at the appropriate overtime rate.  
All time worked before the regular scheduled starting time shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) and shall 
not apply to regular shift.  All time worked after eight (8) hours in any one day or after 5:30 p.m., whichever comes first, 
shall be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate.  An Employer, at his option, may elect to work four (4) ten (10) hour days, 
Monday through Thursday, at straight time.  All such work must be done at least one week in duration.  All work over ten 
(10) hours in one day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be at the overtime rate.  Any employee who is scheduled to work 
on any regular work day but is prevented from working because of weather conditions, shall be permitted to work on 
Saturday (Friday if working 4-10's) as a make-up day at the straight time rate of pay.  When an employee is required to 
work on any recognized holiday they shall receive the double (2) time rate for all time that they are required to perform 
work.  All time worked from 12:00 Midnight Saturday to 12:00 Midnight Sunday shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time on single shift. 
 
NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 22:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days locally observed as such, and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays.  If a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday shall be observed; if it falls on Sunday, Monday shall be observed.  All work performed on holidays 
shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 32: All work performed for the Friday and Saturday following Thanksgiving shall be paid at the time and one-half 
(1½) rate of pay.  All work performed on Sundays, New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When one of the above 
holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed and when one of the above holidays falls on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 33: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Labor Day shall be paid at the triple (3) time rate of pay.  If the holiday 
falls on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed; if the holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday will be 
observed. 
 
NO. 39: No work shall be done on the following holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas.  Any of these holidays falling on Sunday, the following Monday shall be a 
holiday, and any of these holidays falling on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be a holiday.

The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 30:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 A.M., except 
when the work week is scheduled as a week with starting time advanced or delayed.  Starting time may be advanced or 
delayed by the employer up to two (2) hours from the regular starting time.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  
All work performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on 
Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  In the event that a scheduled eight (8) hour work day is 
missed (not to include holidays) because of events out of the control of the contractor, then that missed work day may be 
made up at straight time the following Saturday.  It is recognized that not all employees working on a Saturday make-up 
day will have worked the same number of hours during the regular work week.   It is further recognized that any work 
after the forty (40) hours in a week must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  Saturday make-up day shall not be used to 
make up for time lost due to recognized holidays.  The employer may establish a 4-10's schedule on projects (4 days with 
10 hours per day).  If using a 4-10's schedule, a Friday make-up day is allowed.  If using a 4 (10) schedule, any work 
more than ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a work week shall be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate.  
Friday make-up day shall not be used to make up for time lost due to recognized holidays.  All work performed on 
Sundays or holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate. 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
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NO. 45:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work, beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m.  The regular 
work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning Monday, 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m. Friday.  Because of traffic, 
parking and other circumstances, the hours of work on any project may begin as early as 6:00 a.m. with eight (8) hours 
worked between 6:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  When circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to, 
the employer may institute a work week consisting of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of 7:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., Monday through Thursday.  Friday may be used as a make-up day.  After ten (10) hours in a 
workday, or forty (40) hours in a workweek, overtime shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
rate of pay.  All overtime Monday through Saturday shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular rate of 
pay.  Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) time.  Labor Day shall be paid at triple (3) time.  Shift 
work may be performed at the option of the Contractor.  However, whenever shift work is performed it must cover a 
period not less than (5) consecutive working days.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as outlined 
above.  The hourly rate for second shift (seven and one-half hours worked for eight hours paid) shall be twenty-five cents 
($0.25) over and above the hourly rate.  The hourly rate for third shift (seven hours worked, eight hours paid) shall be fifty 
cents ($0.50) above the hourly rate.  If no first shift is worked, second and third shift employees shall receive an additional 
fifteen percent (15%) over and above the hourly rate for actual hours worked. 
 
NO. 46:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours from 6:00 a.m. to 6: 30 p.m.  Starting time may be between 
6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m.  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning between 6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. 
on Monday and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 6:30 p.m. on Friday.  All hours in excess of the regular work day and work 
week shall be considered overtime.  Overtime on days recognized as regular work days and on Saturday shall be paid for 
at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of 
double time (2) for time worked.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday through 
Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours at straight time rate of pay.  The 4-10’s must run for a period of at least 
four (4) days.   
 
NO 47:  Means a regular workday shall consist of eight (8) hours between 6:00 a.m. and 6:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours, 
within five (5) days -- Monday through Friday or Tuesday through Saturday inclusive -- shall constitute the regular 
workweek.  The Employer may alter the above stated hours by two (2) hours for an early starting and quitting time only, 
not to exceed eight (8) hours of work in any one day.  The Employer shall be allowed to establish a four (4) day, ten (10) 
hour per day work week.  This work week is defined as Monday through Thursday, with a Friday make-up day.  The 
normal work day under a ten (10) hour four (4) day work week shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.  All hours worked in 
excess of ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week or hours worked outside the normal work week shall be paid 
at the applicable overtime rate.  The first four (4) hours of overtime after the normal workday, each day Monday through 
Friday and the first ten (10) hours of overtime on Saturdays shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
straight time rate of pay.  All other work performed outside of the regularly scheduled working hours and outside of the 
first ten (10) hours worked on Saturdays shall be paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay.  Sundays and 
the recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  When so elected by 
the contractor, multiple shifts of at least five (5) days duration may be worked.  When two (2) or three (3) shifts are 
worked:  The first shift (day shift) shall be worked between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Workmen on the “day 
shift” shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate for eight (8) hours work.  The second shift (swing shift) 
shall be worked between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:30 a.m.  Workmen on the “swing shift” shall receive eight (8) 
hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 10% for seven and one-half (7 ½) hours work.  The third shift (graveyard shift) 
shall be worked between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  Workmen on the “graveyard shift” shall receive eight (8) 
hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 15% for seven (7) hours work.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes shall be 
allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half 
(1½) times the “shift” hourly rate. 
 
NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
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NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 52:  Means the regular workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, Monday through Friday.  The regular 
workday shall consist of an eight (8) hour period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending no later 
than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  The 
option exists for the employer to use a four (4) day, ten (10) hour work week.  Days worked shall be Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  If the job requires men on duty all five (5) days, then part of the crew may work the 
first four (4) days and the remainder of the crew may work the last four (4) days.  Hours each day shall be from 7:00 a.m. 
to 5:30 p.m.   Interested parties on the project must agree to this clause before it may be used.  Once this clause has 
been put into effect, it shall remain as long as the majority of the Employees on the project and the Employer agree to 
keep it.  The four (4) day clause shall not be used to circumvent a Holiday.  Except as otherwise provided, all work 
performed outside the regular working hours and performed during the regular work week (Monday through Friday) shall 
be at the following rates of pay: 
 Holidays-New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day (or days 
observed as such) shall be recognized as Holidays that shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Labor Day-No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency.  Rate of pay shall be 
at three (3) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Overtime-Work performed outside of the regular work day (the regular work day shall consist of an eight (8) hour 
period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending not later than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon 
starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m., by mutual consent of the interested 
party’s.), shall be: 


A. Hours worked Monday through Friday, the first two (2) hours of overtime will be paid at time and one-half 
(1½).  All other overtime will be paid at the double (2) time rate. 


B. The first ten (10) hours worked on Saturday will be paid at time and one-half (1½), with all other hours to be 
paid at the double (2) time rate. 


C. Sundays and Holidays (except Labor Day) shall be paid at the double (2) time rate. 
 


NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 58:  Means eight (8) consecutive hours, between 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., shall constitute a day’s work.  Five (5) 
days work, Monday through Friday, shall constitute a normal work week.  Work performed in excess of eight (8) hours per 
day or eight hours beyond normal starting time for that project excluding lunch Monday through Friday, and all work 
performed on Saturday, shall be paid for the rate of time and one-half (1½).  When Sundays and recognized holidays are 
worked, the worker(s) shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) days a week 
(Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule at straight time.  A Friday make-up day is available if time is 
lost due to inclement weather and at least sixteen (16) hours, but not more than thirty (30) hours, were worked during the 
week. 
 
NO. 63:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day between time that may be advanced or delayed by 
two (2) hours on either side of 8:00 AM.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday 
through Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours straight time.  The four (4) tens (10s) must run for a period of at 
least four (4) days, Monday through Thursday.  All work on Friday on a four (4) tens (10) project will be paid at the rate of 
time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays must be paid at double (2) time.  All work performed prior to or after the regular eight 
(8) hour work day, or ten (10) hour work day, as described above shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  
 
NO. 65:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m., with 
one half hour for lunch between three and one-half (3½) and five (5) hours after starting time.  The starting time may be 
advanced by two (2) hours or delayed one (1) hour by the employer from the regular starting time.  All work performed 
before the advanced starting time and during the half hour lunch shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half 
(1½).  Work performed outside these hours shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½), except as 
provided otherwise below.  All work performed on Sundays or recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time 
rate.  When the start time is delayed past 9:00 a.m., the employee’s pay shall start at 9:00 a.m. and all time, after the 
normal quitting time (5:30 p.m.), shall be paid at the overtime rate.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  All work 
performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on Saturday 
shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  In the event that a scheduled eight (8) hour work day is missed 
(not including recognized holidays) because of inclement weather, then that missed work day may be made up at straight 
time on the following Saturday.  It is recognized that not all employees working on a Saturday make-up day will have 
worked the same number of hours during the regular work week.  It is further recognized that any work after forty (40) 
hours must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  The employer may establish a 4-10’s schedule on projects (4 days with 10 
hours per day at straight time).  In order to use the 4-10’s schedule, the employer must schedule the 4-10’s for a 
minimum of one (1) week.  If using a 4-10’s schedule, a Friday make-up day is allowed. 
 
NO. 68:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m., with 
one half hour for lunch between three and one-half and five hours after starting time.  The starting time may be advanced 
or delayed by the employer up to one hour from the regular starting time.  All work performed before the advance starting 
time and during the half hour lunch shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½).  Work performed outside 
these hours shall be paid at the overtime rate of time and one-half (1½), except as provided otherwise below.  All work 
performed on Sundays or holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  
All work performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on 
Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate, except as hereinafter described.  In the event that a 
scheduled eight (8) hour work day is missed (not including recognized holidays) because of inclement weather, then that 
missed work day may be made up at straight time on the Saturday in the week of the pay period.  It is recognized that not 
all employees working on a Saturday make-up day will have worked the same number of hours during the regular work 
week.  It is further recognized that any work after forty (40) hours must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  The employer 
may establish a 4-10’s schedule on projects (4 days with 10 hours per day at straight time).  In order to use the 4-10’s 
schedule, the employer must schedule the 4-10’s for a minimum of one (1) week.  If using a 4-10’s schedule, a Friday 
make-up day is allowed. 
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NO. 85:  Means the work week shall be Monday through Sunday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work to begin 
between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and end between 2:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m.  Employees required to work during their lunch 
period shall receive the overtime rate.   Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are required to 
work prior to their normal starting time or after eight (8) hours or normal quitting time Monday through Friday, or all day on 
Saturday.  If an Employer has started the work week on a five day, eight hours a day schedule, and due to inclement 
weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine or ten hours a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of 
that work week in order to make up for the lost time (10-hour make-up day).  All work over ten (10) hours a day or over 
forty (40) hours a week must be paid at time & one-half (1½).  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  A contractor may alter the regular work week to four (4) ten (10) hour days at straight time 
rate of pay.  To do this the scheduled 4-10's must be worked at least one full week and the regular workweek shall be 
Monday through Thursday with Friday being a make-up day at straight time for days missed in the regular workweek due 
to inclement weather.  If 5-8's are being worked, Saturday may be used as a make-up day at straight time if inclement 
weather prevents work during the normal work week. 
 
NO. 88:  Means the regular work week shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m., Monday 
through Friday, except when the work week is scheduled as a 4-10's week or as a week with start time advanced or 
delayed as described below.  The starting time may be advanced or delayed by one hour on either side of 7:00 a.m.  The 
advanced or delayed starting time must run for a period of at least five (5) days.  The Employer may establish a work 
week consisting of four (4) days, during the regular work week, each day consisting of ten (10) hours at straight time.  
The 4-10's must run for a period of at least four (4) days.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any work in excess of 
eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday (or ten hours in a 4-10's week), the first eight (8) hours of 
a Saturday, and it shall be at time and one-half (1½) for the Friday and Saturday following Thanksgiving.  Double (2) time 
shall be paid for the following time worked on Sunday, New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, as well as any work in excess of eight (8) hours on a Saturday and the Saturday 
of a three-day weekend (except the Saturday following Thanksgiving). 
 
NO. 95:  Means a regular workday shall consist of eight and one-half (8½) hours elapsed time, including one-half hour for 
lunch.  The crew starting times shall be flexible within the period of daylight to 8:00 a.m.  Any work performed over ten 
(10) hours of elapsed time per day including one-half hour for lunch and/or any work performed over forty (40) hours at 
the straight time rate in one week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the straight time rate.  Saturday shall be a 
voluntary make-up day at straight time at the discretion of the contractor and with the consent of the employees.  Sunday 
and recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) time.  
 
NO.  100:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work, and five (5) continuous eight-hour days shall constitute a 
week's work, Monday through Friday.  Time and one-half (1½) the regular hourly rate shall be paid for all work performed 
in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day or forty (40) hours in any one week.  Starting time shall be between 6:00 a.m. 
and 9:00 a.m.  All work over eight (8) hours in a regular 5-day 8-hour schedule shall be at the appropriate overtime rate.  
All time worked before the regular scheduled starting time shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) and shall 
not apply to regular shift.  All time worked after eight (8) hours in any one day or after 5:30 p.m., whichever comes first, 
shall be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate.  An Employer, at his option, may elect to work four (4) ten (10) hour days, 
Monday through Thursday, at straight time.  All such work must be done at least one week in duration.  All work over ten 
(10) hours in one day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be at the overtime rate.  Any employee who is scheduled to work 
on any regular work day but is prevented from working because of weather conditions, shall be permitted to work on 
Saturday (Friday if working 4-10's) as a make-up day at the straight time rate of pay.  When an employee is required to 
work on any recognized holiday they shall receive the double (2) time rate for all time that they are required to perform 
work.  All time worked from 12:00 Midnight Saturday to 12:00 Midnight Sunday shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time on single shift. 
 
NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 22:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days locally observed as such, and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays.  If a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday shall be observed; if it falls on Sunday, Monday shall be observed.  All work performed on holidays 
shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 32: All work performed for the Friday and Saturday following Thanksgiving shall be paid at the time and one-half 
(1½) rate of pay.  All work performed on Sundays, New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When one of the above 
holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed and when one of the above holidays falls on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 33: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Labor Day shall be paid at the triple (3) time rate of pay.  If the holiday 
falls on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed; if the holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday will be 
observed.

If the holiday falls on 
Saturday, it will be observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be 
paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 67:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Christmas Day, Fourth of July and Thanksgiving 
Day, from midnight to midnight, shall be paid for at the rate of double time (2) the basic rate of pay if required to work 
in addition to any other pay otherwise required hereunder as holiday pay.  Positively no work shall be performed on 
Labor Day.

The starting time 
may be advanced one (1) hour or two (2) hours.  Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are 
required to work before 8:00 a.m., during the lunch period or after 4:30 p.m. unless the starting time is advanced as 
provided above.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is prevented 
from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), 
Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  However, in the event that the 
laborer working such make-up day is assisting another craft drawing overtime pay, the laborer shall received the same 
overtime multiple as the craft assisted.

If an Employer elects to work five (5) eight (8) hour days during any work 
week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or forty (40) per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly 
rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work four (4) ten (10) hour days in any week, work performed more 
than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday 
through Friday.  If an Employer is working ten (10) hour days and loses a day due to inclement weather, he may work ten 
(10) hours Friday at straight time.  However, in the event that the laborer working any such make-up day is assisting 
another craft drawing overtime pay, the laborer shall receive the same overtime multiple as the craft assisted.  If workmen 
are required to work recognized holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  Projects that cannot be performed during regular workday:  If required by owner, the 
contractor may perform work outside the normal work hours and employees shall be paid applicable straight time hourly 
wage rate plus a premium of fifty cents ($.50) per hour for the first eight (8) hours worked.  Any hours worked in excess of 
eight (8) hours shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate plus the fifty cent ($.50) per hour premium.  Shift work:  The 
Employer may elect to work one (1), two (2) or three (3) shifts on any work.  When two (2) or more shifts are worked on 
any operation, the first shift or day shift will consists of eight (8) hours exclusive for lunch time; the second shift or swing 
shift shall consists of eight (8) hours work for eight and one-half (8½) hours pay, exclusive of lunch time; the third or 
graveyard shift shall consist of eight (8) hours work for nine (9) hours pay exclusive of lunch time.  
 
NO. 62:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a working day between 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. or from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 
p.m. exclusive of a one-half (½) hour lunch break.  Monday through Friday shall constitute the regular work week.  
Starting and quitting time may be moved up or set back where conditions warrant; however, a notification for each project 
must be made prior to working 4-10’s.  All time over the regular work day as defined and all hours worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of one & one-half (1½) the regular rate of wages.  If a job can't work forty (40) hours Monday 
through Friday because of inclement weather, Friday (if working 4-10’s) or Saturday (if working 5-8’s), may be worked as 
a make-up day at straight time.  In the event that Friday (if working 4-10’s) or Saturday (if working 5-8’s) is utilized as a 
workday, any employee that has been absent from work during the week shall be paid the straight time rate until such 
time that the employee has earned forty (40) hours of straight time pay.  If any employee is required to work recognized 
holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
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NO. 75:  Means the standard work day shall consist of eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. or 
C.S.T. or C.D.S.T. and 4:30 p.m., with a thirty (30) minute unpaid lunch period occurring in the middle of the shift.  The 
standard workweek shall consist of five standard workdays commencing on Monday and ending on Friday, inclusive.  
The normal starting and quitting times may be changed by mutual consent of interested parties.  All time worked 
before and after the established eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturdays, 
shall be paid for at the rate of one and one-half times the hourly base wage rate in effect.  All time worked on Sundays 
and on recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double the hourly base wage rate in effect.  In a work day 
provided a job runs at least four (4) working days, a ten (10) hour per day, four (4) days per week work schedule may 
be utilized.  Ten (10) hours work per day shall constitute a day’s work, forty (40) hours a week, Monday through 
Thursday, exclusively, shall constitute a week’s work.  The normal starting time of said day shall be between 6:30 a.m. 
and 8:30 a.m.  The normal quitting time shall be ten and one-half (10½) hours after the starting time.  A thirty (30) 
minute unpaid lunch shall occur in the middle of the day.  The normal starting and quitting times may be changed by 
mutual consent of the interested parties.  Provided a job runs at least four (4) working days and in the event, the job is 
shut down for eight (8) hours or more in one (1) work day Monday through Thursday due to inclement weather at the 
job site, then, at the option of the employer, Friday of the same work week may be worked as a makeup day.  The 
Friday makeup day will be considered identical in start and stop times as a ten (10) hour work day, (even if some 
overtime occurs or should ten (10) hours be lost to inclement weather), it would be worked as all other work days. 
 
NO. 81:  Means a workday of eight (8) hours, beginning at 8:00 a.m., Monday through Friday shall constitute a forty (40) 
hour work week.  All time over the eight (8) hour day as above defined and all hours worked on Saturday shall be paid at 
the rate of one and one-half (1½) the regular rate of wages.  If workmen are required to work the recognized holidays or 
days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 82:  Means the work day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours will constitute the work week from Monday through Friday, inclusive.  Up to four (4) hours of overtime work per 
day performed before or after the assigned normal work day, (twelve (12) continuous hours, starting no earlier than 
6:00 a.m., Monday through Friday),  shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) that employee’s hourly 
rate.  Any additional overtime, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  The first 
eight hours of overtime work on Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) the regular rate of 
pay.  Hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  
Double time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays, recognized legal holidays or days that may be celebrated 
as such as designated by the federal government.   All shifts for work performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 
1:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hourly rate plus two dollars ($2.00) per clock hour.  All shifts for work performed 
between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hour rate plus four dollars ($4.00) per clock 
hour.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half times (1.5x) 
the “shift” hourly rate.  
 
NO. 86:  The regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch period, 
with pay at the straight time rate with all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday shall begin between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. 
The Employer may have the option to schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day 
at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, holiday or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, they shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  All overtime work 
performed on Monday through Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be 
paid at the one and one half the hourly rate.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be paid at double the hourly rate.  Shifts may be established when 
considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the 
First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight 
hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the 
second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third 
shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) hours plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 
per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  Shifts that begin on 
Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half these rates.  Shifts 
that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double time these rates.  
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NO. 89:  Means the normal workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days for a total of forty (40) hours, starting on 
Monday at 8:00 a.m. and ending on Friday at 4:30 p.m.  The starting time can be flexible between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
a.m. and ending at 2:30 p.m. or 4:30 p.m. respectively.  All work before designated starting time and after quitting time 
shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) .  An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly rate 
shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a day Monday through Friday.  Saturdays, Sundays and Holidays 
shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time.  Any work started after 12:00 midnight Sunday, will be classified as time 
and one-half (1½) up to the legal starting time on Monday. 
 
NO. 90:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work between the hours of 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. from Monday to 
Friday, inclusive.  The work week shall be forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday.  Any work in excess of forty (40) 
hours in one week shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  At the Employer's option the work week can consist of 
five (5) eight (8) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour days.  In case of bad weather, or equipment breakdown, Friday may 
be used as a make-up day if four tens are being worked.  If five eights are being worked, Saturday may be used as a 
make-up day.  If the Employer works five eight hour days, all time over eight hours in one day will be paid at the overtime 
rate.  If the Employer works four ten hour days, all time over ten hours per day will be paid at the overtime rate.  Time and 
one-half (1½) shall be paid for the first two (2) hours of overtime work on any regular work day and any work performed 
before regular starting time and after regular quitting time and for the first ten (10) hours on Saturday.  All work in excess 
of ten (10) hours regular work day and ten (10) hours on Saturday and all work performed on Sunday and recognized 
holidays shall be double (2) time. 
 
NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 92:  Means all work performed from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, will be at straight time pay up to 
forty (40) hours per week.  All work performed Monday through Friday before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. will be done at 
time and one-half (1½).  All work done on Saturday will be done at time and one-half (1½), unless the employer and 
employee agree that Saturday shall be used as a make-up day.  The Employer may use a flexible starting time of 7:00 
a.m. to 8:00 a.m., and quitting time of 3:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m., and any such different work starting time shall determine 
whether wages are payable at the straight rate or the premium rate.  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid for at 
time and one-half (1½), unless the Saturday has been used as a make-up day.  All work performed on Sunday and 
holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 103:  Means a regular workweek of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A Workday is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interested parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.

NO. 121:  Means the regular work day shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  The regular work week shall start on 
Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work Monday through Thursday, ten (10) hours per day.  
All work over eight (8) hours per day (if working five eight hour days) and ten (10) hours per day (if working four ten hours 
days) and over forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate of pay.  If a job cannot 
work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other conditions beyond the control of the 
Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working four ten hour days).  Saturday 
may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working five eight hour days).  Make-up days shall not be utilized for 
days lost because of Holidays.  All work performed on Sundays and Holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the regular 
straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 122:  Means the regular workday shall be (8) hours.  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning 6:00 
a.m. on Monday and ending 6:00 p.m. on Friday.  Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Sunday and Holidays shall be 
double (2) time.  Saturday can be a make-up day if weather has forced a day off.    
 
NO. 126:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.

Appropriate 
overtime rates to be based on fifteen minute increments.  
 
26: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When a Holiday occurs on Saturday it shall not 
be observed on either the previous Friday or the following Monday.  Such days shall be regular work days.  If such a 
holiday occurs on Sunday it shall be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 40: The employer agrees to recognize the following holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, 
Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.

Should any of these holidays fall on Saturday, the Friday before shall be observed as the holiday.  Should any of 
these days fall on Sunday, then the following Monday shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstance 
shall employees be permitted to work on Labor Day (the first Monday in September). 
 
54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.

Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 71:  All work performed on the following recognized holidays, or days that may be celebrated as such, shall be 
paid at the double (2) time rate of pay: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veterans 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Day after Thanksgiving and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
celebrated on Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday proceeding such Saturday. 
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NO. 73:  The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran’s Day (or mutually agreed date of the Friday after Thanksgiving Day may be substituted for Veteran’s Day), 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or in the event that any of said Holidays falls on Sunday, then the day or days 
generally recognized as such.  Any work performed anywhere on any of the aforesaid Holidays, or on the day or 
days recognized and observed as such, shall be paid for at double (2) time the regular hourly rate. 
 
NO. 76:  The following days are recognized as holidays: New Years Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Veterans Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas.  No work of any pretense shall be performed on Charismas 
Day or Independence Day.  Any work performed on the other holidays shall be paid for at least two (2) times the 
regular rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday will be observed.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed.  
 
NO. 77:  The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is 
applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be 
counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to 
be paid the workmen unless worked.

23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s).

The maximum work week shall be forty (40) hours beginning Monday at 8:00 a.m. and ending Friday at 
4:30 p.m.  Because of traffic, parking or other circumstances, the hours of work on any project may be any continuous 8½ 
hours period (8 hours of work plus 30 minutes for lunch) between 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.

The Employer may alter 
the above stated hours by two (2) hours for an early starting and quitting time only, not to exceed eight (8) hours of work 
in any one day.  When job conditions dictate and as required by the customer, the Employer shall be allowed to establish 
a four (4) day, ten (10) hour per day work week.  This work week is defined as Monday through Thursday, with a Friday 
make-up day.  The normal work day under a ten (10) hour four (4) day work week shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m., 
with a one hour starting variance.  The make-up day of Friday shall be instituted for specific reasons such as loss of 
production due to weather and/or holidays.  All hours worked in excess of ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per 
week or hours worked outside the normal work week shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  The first four (4) hours 
of overtime after the normal workday, each day Monday through Friday and the first ten (10) hours of overtime on 
Saturdays shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular straight time rate of pay.  All other work performed 
outside of the regularly scheduled working hours and outside of the first ten (10) hours worked on Saturdays shall be paid 
for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay.  Sundays and the recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) 
the regular straight time rate of pay, if worked.  When so elected by the contractor, multiple shifts of at least five (5) days 
duration may be worked.  When two (2) or three (3) shifts are worked:  The first shift (day shift) shall be worked between 
the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Workmen on the “day shift” shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly 
rate for eight (8) hours work.  The second shift (swing shift) shall be worked between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:30 
a.m.  Workmen on the “swing shift” shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 10% for seven and 
one-half (7 ½) hours work.  The third shift (graveyard shift) shall be worked between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 8:00 
a.m.  Workmen on the “graveyard shift” shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus 15% for seven (7) 
hours work.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required after the 
completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the “shift” hourly rate. 
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NO. 17:  Means the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor between 7:00 a.m. and 3:30 p.m. and the 
regular work week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour days of labor beginning on Monday and ending with 
Friday of each week.    All full-time or part-time labor performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working 
hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  Except as otherwise provided, all work performed outside of regular working 
hours during the regular work week, shall be at double (2) times the regular rate.  Working hours may be varied by two (2) 
hours.  When circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to by interested parties, the Employer 
may institute a work week consisting of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of five (5) a.m. and six 
(6) p.m., Monday through Thursday, with one-half (1/2) hour allowed for a lunch period each day.  Friday may be used as 
a make-up day.  The make-up day will be voluntary, and a decision not to work may not be held against the employee.  
When working four (4) ten (10) hour day’s overtime will be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate for the eleventh (11th) 
and twelfth (12th) hour, all other work will be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  The first two (2) hours of overtime, 
Monday through Friday, and the first eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be at time and one-half (1½) for all work.  All other 
overtime shall be at double (2) time.  The first two (2) hours of overtime must be concurrent with the regular work day; two 
(2) hours prior to or following the regular work day are at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday (as previously 
defined) on Saturday is paid at time and one-half (1½).  Work performed outside of the regular Saturday work day is at 
double (2) time.  All work performed on recognized holidays, or days locally observed as such, and Sundays shall be paid 
at the double (2) time rate of pay.   
 
NO. 18:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours.  Working hours are from six (6) hours before Noon (12:00) 
to six (6) hours after Noon (12:00).  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning between 6:00 a.m. and 
12:00 Noon on Monday and ending between 1:00 p.m. and 6:00 p.m. on Friday.  Saturday will be paid at time and one-
half (1½).  Sunday and Holidays shall be paid at double (2) time.  Saturday can be a make-up day if the weather has 
forced a day off, but only in the week of the day being lost.  Any time before six (6) hours before Noon or six (6) hours 
after Noon will be paid at time and one-half (1½).  
 
NO. 25:  Means regular working hours of eight (8) hours shall constitute a working day between the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 
4:30 p.m. in a forty (40) hour working week of Monday through Friday. Employment on Saturday, Sunday and legal 
holidays, and employment before or after the regular working hours shall be considered overtime.  Employment on 
Saturday, Sunday and legal holidays shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 
12:00 midnight, Monday through Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 
12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on any day shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate. 
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 30:  Means Monday through Sunday shall constitute the work week.  Regular starting time shall be 8:00 A.M., except 
when the work week is scheduled as a week with starting time advanced or delayed.  Starting time may be advanced or 
delayed by the employer up to two (2) hours from the regular starting time.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute the work day.  
All work performed prior to or after the regular eight (8) hour work day, as described above, and all work performed on 
Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  In the event that a scheduled eight (8) hour work day is 
missed (not to include holidays) because of events out of the control of the contractor, then that missed work day may be 
made up at straight time the following Saturday.  It is recognized that not all employees working on a Saturday make-up 
day will have worked the same number of hours during the regular work week.   It is further recognized that any work 
after the forty (40) hours in a week must be paid at time and one-half (1½).  Saturday make-up day shall not be used to 
make up for time lost due to recognized holidays.  The employer may establish a 4-10's schedule on projects (4 days with 
10 hours per day).  If using a 4-10's schedule, a Friday make-up day is allowed.  If using a 4 (10) schedule, any work 
more than ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a work week shall be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate.  
Friday make-up day shall not be used to make up for time lost due to recognized holidays.  All work performed on 
Sundays or holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate. 
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NO. 31:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work and all work performed over 
and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  A 
workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or 
other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, in which event, the starting time may be advanced or 
delayed. Work performed on recognized holidays or days observed as such, shall receive time and one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 45:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work, beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m.  The regular 
work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning Monday, 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m. Friday.  Because of traffic, 
parking and other circumstances, the hours of work on any project may begin as early as 6:00 a.m. with eight (8) hours 
worked between 6:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  When circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to, 
the employer may institute a work week consisting of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of 7:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., Monday through Thursday.  Friday may be used as a make-up day.  After ten (10) hours in a 
workday, or forty (40) hours in a workweek, overtime shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
rate of pay.  All overtime Monday through Saturday shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular rate of 
pay.  Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) time.  Labor Day shall be paid at triple (3) time.  Shift 
work may be performed at the option of the Contractor.  However, whenever shift work is performed it must cover a 
period not less than (5) consecutive working days.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as outlined 
above.  The hourly rate for second shift (seven and one-half hours worked for eight hours paid) shall be twenty-five cents 
($0.25) over and above the hourly rate.  The hourly rate for third shift (seven hours worked, eight hours paid) shall be fifty 
cents ($0.50) above the hourly rate.  If no first shift is worked, second and third shift employees shall receive an additional 
fifteen percent (15%) over and above the hourly rate for actual hours worked. 
 
NO. 46:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours from 6:00 a.m. to 6: 30 p.m.  Starting time may be between 
6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m.  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning between 6:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. 
on Monday and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 6:30 p.m. on Friday.  All hours in excess of the regular work day and work 
week shall be considered overtime.  Overtime on days recognized as regular work days and on Saturday shall be paid for 
at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of 
double time (2) for time worked.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday through 
Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours at straight time rate of pay.  The 4-10’s must run for a period of at least 
four (4) days.   
 
NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
 
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
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NO. 52:  Means the regular workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days, Monday through Friday.  The regular 
workday shall consist of an eight (8) hour period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending no later 
than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  The 
option exists for the employer to use a four (4) day, ten (10) hour work week.  Days worked shall be Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  If the job requires men on duty all five (5) days, then part of the crew may work the 
first four (4) days and the remainder of the crew may work the last four (4) days.  Hours each day shall be from 7:00 a.m. 
to 5:30 p.m.   Interested parties on the project must agree to this clause before it may be used.  Once this clause has 
been put into effect, it shall remain as long as the majority of the Employees on the project and the Employer agree to 
keep it.  The four (4) day clause shall not be used to circumvent a Holiday.  Except as otherwise provided, all work 
performed outside the regular working hours and performed during the regular work week (Monday through Friday) shall 
be at the following rates of pay: 
 Holidays-New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day (or days 
observed as such) shall be recognized as Holidays that shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Labor Day-No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency.  Rate of pay shall be 
at three (3) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Overtime-Work performed outside of the regular work day (the regular work day shall consist of an eight (8) hour 
period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending not later than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon 
starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m., by mutual consent of the interested 
party’s.), shall be: 


A. Hours worked Monday through Friday, the first two (2) hours of overtime will be paid at time and one-half 
(1½).  All other overtime will be paid at the double (2) time rate. 


B. The first ten (10) hours worked on Saturday will be paid at time and one-half (1½), with all other hours to be 
paid at the double (2) time rate. 


C. Sundays and Holidays (except Labor Day) shall be paid at the double (2) time rate. 
 


NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
 
NO. 59:  Means that except as herein provided, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) 
hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  All time worked outside of the standard eight (8) hour work day and on 
Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All time worked on Sunday and 
holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working 
either five (5) eight hour days or four (4) ten hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four 
(4) ten-hour work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods between the hours 
of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work, Monday through Thursday, 
inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at 
the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours 
per week.  When the five day eight (8) hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's 
work, Monday through Friday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then 
Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or 
forty (40) hours per week.  The regular starting time (and resulting quitting time) may be moved to 6:00 a.m. or delayed to 
9:00 a.m.  Make-up days shall not be utilized for days lost due to holidays. 
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NO. 63:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day between time that may be advanced or delayed by 
two (2) hours on either side of 8:00 AM.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday 
through Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours straight time.  The four (4) tens (10s) must run for a period of at 
least four (4) days, Monday through Thursday.  All work on Friday on a four (4) tens (10) project will be paid at the rate of 
time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays must be paid at double (2) time.  All work performed prior to or after the regular eight 
(8) hour work day, or ten (10) hour work day, as described above shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  
 
NO. 85:  Means the work week shall be Monday through Sunday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work to begin 
between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and end between 2:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m.  Employees required to work during their lunch 
period shall receive the overtime rate.   Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are required to 
work prior to their normal starting time or after eight (8) hours or normal quitting time Monday through Friday, or all day on 
Saturday.  If an Employer has started the work week on a five day, eight hours a day schedule, and due to inclement 
weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine or ten hours a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of 
that work week in order to make up for the lost time (10-hour make-up day).  All work over ten (10) hours a day or over 
forty (40) hours a week must be paid at time & one-half (1½).  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  A contractor may alter the regular work week to four (4) ten (10) hour days at straight time 
rate of pay.  To do this the scheduled 4-10's must be worked at least one full week and the regular workweek shall be 
Monday through Thursday with Friday being a make-up day at straight time for days missed in the regular workweek due 
to inclement weather.  If 5-8's are being worked, Saturday may be used as a make-up day at straight time if inclement 
weather prevents work during the normal work week. 
 
NO. 94:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m.  The regular 
workday starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or 
delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  All work performed in excess of the regular work day and on Saturday shall be 
compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular pay.  In the event time is lost during the work week due to 
weather conditions, the Employer may schedule work on the following Saturday at straight time.  All work accomplished 
on Sunday and holidays shall be compensated at double the regular rate of wages. 
 
NO. 95:  Means a regular workday shall consist of eight and one-half (8½) hours elapsed time, including one-half hour for 
lunch.  The crew starting times shall be flexible within the period of daylight to 8:00 a.m.  Any work performed over ten 
(10) hours of elapsed time per day including one-half hour for lunch and/or any work performed over forty (40) hours at 
the straight time rate in one week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the straight time rate.  Saturday shall be a 
voluntary make-up day at straight time at the discretion of the contractor and with the consent of the employees.  Sunday 
and recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) time.  
 
NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
 
NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 3: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, 
the following Monday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 5:  All work that shall be done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate 
for each hour of fraction thereof worked on any such day .  
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.

Indicated Fringe Benefits.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) the hourly 
rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  Shifts may be established when considered 
necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the First Shift will 
begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Hours 
worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight hours after the 
start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the second shift will 
begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third shift shall start 
eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) hours plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the 
third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 per hour.  The 
additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  Shifts that begin on Saturday morning 
through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half these rates.  Shifts that begin on 
Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double time these rates. 
 
NO. 5:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular workday between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., except 
when the Employer elects to work four 10-hour days as described below.  The starting time of the workday can be 
adjusted from 6:00 a.m. to 9:00 a.m.  The Employer may have the option to schedule his workweek from Monday through 
Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one 
day to be at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather (rain, snow, sleet falling), he shall have the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay 
to complete his forty (40) hours.  However, should a holiday occur, Monday through Thursday, the Employer shall have 
the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) hours.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be 
paid for work performed in excess of eight (8) hours on any regular workday or outside the hours limiting a regular 
workday, Monday through Friday.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for work performed on Saturdays.  Double (2) 
time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays.  Overtime shall be computed at one-half (½) 
hour intervals. Projects that cannot be performed during regular workday:  Where specifications issued by 
governmental agencies require work to be performed outside the regular workday, the starting time will begin when the 
employee starts to work.  The employee shall be paid applicable straight time hourly wage plus a premium of ($2.50) per 
hour for the first eight (8) hours worked.  Any hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours shall be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  Shift work:  Shifts may be established when necessary by the Employer.   Shifts shall be established for a 
minimum of three (3) consecutive workdays.  The first shift will be paid at eight (8) hours straight time pay for eight (8) 
hours worked. The second shift will be paid at eight (8) hours straight time pay plus a two dollar and fifty cent ($2.50) per 
hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  The third shift will be paid at eight (8) hours straight time pay plus a three dollar 
and fifty cent ($3.50) per hour premium for eight (8) hours work. Payment for shift work shall be determined when an 
Employer first begins his shift operation, i.e., the shifts which begin on Friday morning and end on Saturday morning will 
be paid straight time; the shifts which start on Saturday morning and end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-
half (1½); the shift that start on Sunday morning and end on Monday morning will be paid at two (2) times the regular rate 
of pay.  Employees working during the normal workday shall receive first shift pay; employees working predominantly 
during the evening hours shall receive second shift pay; employees working predominately during the early morning 
hours will receive third shift pay.  Nothing above prohibits the working of two (2) shifts greater than eight (8) hours with 
excess hours to be paid at overtime rate.    
 
NO. 11:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work, with the starting time to be established between 6:00 a.m. 
and 8:00 a.m. from Monday to Friday.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for first two (2) hours of overtime Monday 
through Friday and the first eight (8) hours on Saturday.  All other overtime hours Monday through Saturday shall be paid 
at double (2) time rate.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all time on Sunday and recognized holidays or the days 
observed in lieu of these holidays. 
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NO. 15:  Means the regular working day shall be scheduled to consist of at least eight (8) hours, but no more than ten 
(10) consecutive hours, exclusive of the lunch period.  The regular working day may be scheduled to commence at any 
time between the hours of 5:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m.  All work performed in excess of forty (40) hours in one work week, 
or in excess of ten (10) hours in one work day shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly 
wage scale.  Any work performed on a Saturday shall be paid for at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
hourly wage scale unless such Saturday work falls under the category of Saturday Make-Up Day.  Any work performed 
by Employees anywhere on Sunday or recognized holidays, shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time the regular 
wage scale.  If, during the course of a work week, an Employee is unable to work for any reason, and, as a result, that 
Employee has not accumulated forty (40) hours of compensable time at the straight time rate, the Employer, at his option 
may offer the Employee the opportunity to work on Saturday at straight time; provided, however, if during the period 
worked by said Employee on Saturday, the Employee’s compensable time at the straight time rate exceeds forty (40) 
hours, all time worked in excess of the forty (40) hours will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
hourly wage scale.   
 
NO. 22:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interest parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 32:  The regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor on the job between six (6) a.m. and four (4) p.m. 
and the regular working week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour day’s of labor on the job beginning with 
Monday and ending with Friday of each week.  The normal work week is 40 hours.  All full-time or part-time labor 
performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  All 
work performed during regular work hours on Saturdays will be paid at time and one-half (1 ½).  All work 
performed outside of regular working hours and performed during the regular work week, shall be at double (2) times the 
regular rate, except that the first two (2) hours following the regular work day shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times 
the regular rate. An early starting time of 6:00 a.m. may be used mutually agreed upon by the interested parties.  SHIFT 
RATE:  Shift work would start after 4:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m.  The first 8 hours would be at 115% of the basic wage rate.  
Overtime Monday through Friday would be at 1 ½ of base shift rate.  Saturday regular work day hours – 1½ of base shift 
rate.  Saturday – work after 8 hours – 2 times the basic wage rate.  Sunday and Holidays – 2 times the basic wage rate.  
All work performed on recognized holidays and Sundays shall be paid double (2) time.  Appropriate overtime rates to be 
based on fifteen minute increments.  
 
NO. 35:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interested parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
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NO. 43:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours 
within five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week. Work performed in the 9th and 
10th hour, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
Contractor has the option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of 
pay between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday. Work performed outside the regularly 
scheduled working hours and on Saturdays, Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall 
be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
   
NO. 44:  Means forty (40) hours shall constitute a work week, Monday through Friday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute 
a work day.  Hours of work shall be between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  All work performed before 7:00 a.m. 
and after 4:30 p.m. and all work performed in excess of eight (8) hours in any one work day, over forty (40) hours in 
any work week and the first eight (8) hours of work on Saturday, shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) 
times the regular rate of pay.  All hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours on Saturday, all hours worked on Sunday 
and on holidays, or days that may be celebrated as such, and as designated by the federal government, shall be paid 
at two (2) times the regular rate of pay.  All shifts for work performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. 
shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus two dollars ($2.00) per clock hour.   All work 
performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. on a third shift shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the 
regular hourly rate plus four dollars ($4.00) per clock hour.   All overtime work required after the completion of a regular 
shift shall be paid at one and one-half times (1½ x) the “shift” hourly rate. 
 
NO. 55:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours between 6:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  The first two (2) hours of 
work performed in excess of the eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and the first ten (10)  hours of work on 
Saturday, shall be paid at one & one-half (1½) times the straight time rate.  All work performed on Sunday, observed 
holidays and in excess of ten (10) hours a day, Monday through Saturday, shall be paid at double (2) the straight time 
rate. 
 
NO. 66:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work beginning at 7:00 a.m. (or 8:00) A.M. and ending at 3:30 (or 
4:30) P.M.    The work week shall be forty (40) hours beginning Monday at 7:00 a.m. (or 8:00) A.M.  and ending Friday at 
3:30 (or 4:30) P.M.  The Employer at his option may use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
a.m.  All overtime, that is worked outside of the above established working hours of Monday through Friday, shall be paid 
at double (2) time, including Saturdays, Sundays and Holidays.  
 
NO. 67:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work, with a flexible starting time to begin between 6:00 a.m. to 
8:00 a.m., five (5) days a week, Monday through Friday.  Any work over eight (8) hours in any one day shall be at the 
overtime rate, which is time & one-half (1½).  Any work on Saturday shall be at time & one-half (1½), unless a Make-Up 
Day due to inclement weather is in effect.  Any work on Sundays or holidays shall be at double (2) time.  Four (4) days, 
ten (10) hours each day to be worked during Monday through Friday, shall be paid at straight time.  A Make-Up Day Due 
To Inclement Weather Only - Employee(s) will be permitted to work an eight (8) hour make-up day on Saturday only, and 
the employee will receive the regular straight time wage rate.   
 
NO. 72:  Means that except as is otherwise provided herein, the work week shall be determined to begin at 8:00 a.m. 
Wednesday and end at 4:30 p.m. on the following Tuesday.  Except as herein provided, working hours are from 8:00 a.m. 
to 11:55 a.m. and 12:30 p.m. to 4:25 p.m. and no more than the regular hours shall be worked during the forenoon or 
afternoon at the regular rate.  In the case of days of inclement weather starting time and quitting time may be adjusted so 
long as the hours worked on such days do not exceed eight (8) and do not extend beyond 4:30 p.m.  In circumstances 
where the Employee or Employees have regularly been working overtime on a particular day or days, no adjustment in 
the starting time shall operate to deprive Employees of overtime pay, which they would have otherwise received but for 
the change in the starting time.  The parties understand that the application of the provisions of the preceding sentence 
will result in Employees receiving overtime pay even where they have not worked more than with (8) hours on a particular 
day.  Regardless of the staring time, the forenoon working hours shall end at 11:55 a.m. and the afternoon working hours 
shall begin at 12:30 p.m. and end 8 hours and 25 minutes after the staring time fixed by the Employer for forenoon hours.  
Work performed by an employee on a non-holiday Saturday, except as hereinafter provided, or at night or before or after 
regular working hours on a non-holiday weekday, shall be considered overtime work, for which Employees working 
during such time shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times their regular hourly wage rate for each hour or 
fraction thereof, worked during such time.  Work performed on a Sunday or the recognized holidays shall be considered 
overtime work for which the Employee shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate for each hour 
or fraction thereof worked on any such day. 
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NO. 76:  Means the standard workday shall consist of eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 
p.m. with a thirty (30) minute unpaid lunch hour occurring in the middle of the shift.  The standard workweek shall consist 
of five standard workdays commencing on Monday and ending on Friday.  The normal starting and quitting times may be 
changed by mutual consent of interested parties.  All time worked before and after the established eight (8) hour workday, 
Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday, shall be paid for at the rate of time & one-half (1½) the hourly 
base wage rate in effect.  All time worked on Sunday and holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) the hourly wage 
in effect.  All work done on Saturday will be done at time & one-half (1½), unless Saturday shall be used as a make-up 
day.  If an employee should lose one or more days in a work week and use Saturday as a make-up day the pay shall be 
at the regular hourly base wage rate and benefits. 
 
NO. 77:  Means the regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch 
period, with pay at the regular straight time hourly rate.  The regular workday shall begin on the job site between the 
hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. with the starting time to be determined by the Employer, unless project owner requires 
different starting time.  This adjustable starting time can, at the Employer’s option, be staggered to permit starting portions 
of the work force at various times within the prescribed hours.   The Employer may establish a four (4) ten (10) hour shift 
exclusive of the thirty (30) minute lunch period at the straight time wage rate.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a 
week’s work Monday through Thursday.  In the event a job is down due to weather conditions, safety or other conditions 
beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday may, at the option of the employer, be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time wage rate. Straight time is not to exceed ten (10) hours a day or forty (40) hours per week.  Time and one-
half (1 ½ ) shall be paid for all overtime hours worked during the week, Monday through Friday and for all work performed 
on Saturday.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 80:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day and forty (40) hours a work week, Monday through 
Friday.  The Employer shall establish the starting time between 6:30 a.m. through 9:00 a.m.  An Employer may further 
adjust the starting time up to 9:30 a.m. throughout the year.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid after eight (8) 
consecutive hours worked after the established starting time and for hours worked before the established starting time.  
Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for work performed on Saturdays.  Work performed on Sundays and Holidays shall 
be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  The Employer when working on Highway and Road Work may have the option 
to schedule the work week for his paving crew only from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the 
straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be at the applicable overtime rate of 
time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to inclement 
weather (rain, snow, sleet falling), the Employer shall have the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to 
complete the forty (40) hours. 
 
NO. 82:  Means the work day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours will constitute the work week from Monday through Friday, inclusive.  Up to four (4) hours of overtime work per 
day performed before or after the assigned normal work day, (twelve (12) continuous hours, starting no earlier than 
6:00 a.m., Monday through Friday),  shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) that employee’s hourly 
rate.  Any additional overtime, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  The first 
eight hours of overtime work on Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) the regular rate of 
pay.  Hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  
Double time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays, recognized legal holidays or days that may be celebrated 
as such as designated by the federal government.   All shifts for work performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 
1:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hourly rate plus two dollars ($2.00) per clock hour.  All shifts for work performed 
between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hour rate plus four dollars ($4.00) per clock 
hour.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half times (1.5x) 
the “shift” hourly rate.  
 
NO. 87:  Means eight (8) hours starting between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 4:30 p.m. 
at the Employers discretion shall constitute a day’s work.  Any work prior to 6:00 a.m. or after eight (8) hours shall be 
paid at the overtime rate.  Five (5) days from Monday through Friday inclusive shall constitute a regular work week.  All 
hours before and after these regular hours shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time.  All work on Saturday and Sunday shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale of wages. 
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NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 92:  Means all work performed from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, will be at straight time pay up to 
forty (40) hours per week.  All work performed Monday through Friday before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. will be done at 
time and one-half (1½).  All work done on Saturday will be done at time and one-half (1½), unless the employer and 
employee agree that Saturday shall be used as a make-up day.  The Employer may use a flexible starting time of 7:00 
a.m. to 8:00 a.m., and quitting time of 3:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m., and any such different work starting time shall determine 
whether wages are payable at the straight rate or the premium rate.  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid for at 
time and one-half (1½), unless the Saturday has been used as a make-up day.  All work performed on Sunday and 
holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 104:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a standard work day between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
p.m.  The standard work week shall be forty (40) hours between 6:00 a.m. on Monday and ending 8:00 p.m. on Friday.  
An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly rate shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a 
day Monday through Friday.  Saturdays shall be considered overtime and work done on Saturday shall be paid at time 
and one-half (1½) the prevailing scale.  Sundays and holidays shall be considered overtime and work done on these days 
shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale. 
 
NO. 114:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a regular work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m. with a 
thirty (30) minute lunch period to start between the hours of 11:00 a.m. and 1:00 p.m.  Five (5) days shall constitute a 
regular work week commencing on Monday and ending on Friday.  One and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate of 
pay shall be paid for all overtime work, with the exception of holidays or Sundays.  Overtime work shall be deemed to 
include any work performed in excess of eight (8) hours on any day in the regular work week, or any work performed 
before 7:00 a.m. or after 5:30 p.m. on any day in the regular work week.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) 
hours Monday through Friday by reason of inclement weather, then Saturday may be worked by that crew as a make-up 
day at the straight time rate.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays and holidays, or days 
observed as such.  Shift Work:  In the case of three (3) shifts, workmen shall be paid eight (8) hours for seven and one-
half (7½) hours worked.  
 
NO. 116:  Means the standard work day shall consist of eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 
p.m.  The standard work week shall consist of five standard work days commencing on Monday and ending on Friday 
inclusive.  All time worked before and after the established eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and all time 
worked on Saturdays, shall be paid for at the rate of time & one-half (1½) the hourly base wage rate in effect.  All time 
worked on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) the hourly base wage rate in effect. 
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NO. 118:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day, between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m. 
except when the Employer elects to work four (4) ten (10) hour days as described below.  The starting time of the 
workday can be adjusted from 6:30 a.m. to 9:00 a.m.  The Employer may have the option to schedule his work week from 
Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) 
hours in any one day to be at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday 
and is stopped due to inclement weather (rain, snow, sleet falling), or other conditions beyond the control of the 
Employer, the Employer shall have the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) 
hours.  However, should a holiday occur, Monday through Thursday, the Employer shall have the option to work Friday at 
the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) hours.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for work performed in 
excess of eight (8) hours on any regular work day or outside the hours limiting a regular work day.  Straight time is not to 
exceed ten (10) hours a day or forty (40) hours per week.   When an Employer works a project on a four (4) ten (10) hour 
day work schedule, the Employer will not bring in any other crew for a fifth workday on the project while not calling in the 
normal crew that had been scheduled for that project. Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for work performed on 
Saturdays.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays.  Overtime shall be 
computed at one-half (1/2) intervals. Projects that cannot be performed during regular workday:  If required by owner, the 
contractor may perform work outside the normal work hours and employees shall be paid applicable straight time hourly 
wage rate plus a premium of one dollar and fifty cents ($1.50) per hour for the first eight (8) hours worked.  Any hours 
worked in excess of eight (8) hours shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate plus the one dollar and fifty cent ($1.50) 
per hour premium.  The overtime rate shall be computed after the $1.50 premium has been added to the hourly wage 
rate.  However, if a contractor employs any other craft on a project being worked outside the normal workday, and is 
paying the other craft a higher premium, then the Laborers employed by such contractor on such project outside the 
normal work hours shall be paid the higher premium.  Shift work:  Shifts may be established when necessary by the 
Employer.  Shifts shall be established for a minimum of three (3) consecutive workdays.  The first shift will be paid at eight 
(8) hours straight time pay for eight (8) hours work.  The second shift will be paid at eight (8) hours straight time pay plus 
a thirty-five cent ($.35) per hour premium for seven and one-half (7½) hours work.  The third shift will be paid at eight (8) 
hours straight time pay plus a forty-cent ($.40) per hour premium for seven (7) hours work.  Overtime is computed after 
the premium has been added to the hourly wage rate.  Nothing above prohibits the working of two (2) shifts greater than 
eight (8) hours with excess hours to be paid at overtime rate.    
 
NO. 126:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $27.96 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 3: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, 
the following Monday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 5:  All work that shall be done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate 
for each hour of fraction thereof worked on any such day .  
 
NO. 6:  The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor 
Day, Veterans Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day and any additional holidays which may be mutually agreed 
upon.  Whenever any such holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be recognized and observed as 
the holiday.  Work performed on Sundays and holidays shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  No work shall 
be performed on Labor Day.   
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 8: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day, or the days observed in lieu of these holidays, shall be paid at the double 
time rate of pay.   
 
NO. 12: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Should any of these days fall on Sunday, then the 
following day shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstances shall employees be permitted to work on 
Labor Day. 
 
NO. 18: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
the Friday following Thanksgiving and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When one of the 
above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be considered the holiday, and when one of the above 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered the holiday, and all work performed on said 
day(s) shall be paid at the double time rate. 
 
NO. 25:  All work done on New Year's Day, Martin Luther King Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, Christmas Day, Presidential Election Day, or 
days locally observed as such, and Saturday and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays and shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  If a named holiday falls on a Saturday, the holiday will be observed on the preceding 
Friday.  When a named holiday falls on Sunday, the Monday after will be observed as the holiday.  Appropriate 
overtime rates to be based on fifteen minute increments.  
 
NO. 26: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When a Holiday occurs on Saturday it shall not 
be observed on either the previous Friday or the following Monday.  Such days shall be regular work days.  If such a 
holiday occurs on Sunday it shall be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 27: All work done on the following holidays or days observed as such shall be paid at the double time rate of 
pay: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day. 
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NO. 31: All work done on New Year's Day, Presidents Day, Good Friday, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, Friday after Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, and Employee's Birthday shall be 
paid at the double time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the recognized holiday. 
 
NO. 36: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workman unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make-up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make-up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 41:  The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, 
Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  No work shall be performed on the Fourth of July, 
Labor Day or Christmas Day.  Any work performed on the above holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the 
regular straight time rate of pay.  When any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
observed as such holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall not be considered to be observed on the previous 
Friday or following Monday.  Such days shall be regular workdays. 
 
NO. 45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 47: The following holidays are recognized:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving and Christmas Day.  When a holiday listed above falls 
on Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday preceding the holiday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the 
following Monday shall be observed. Holidays referred to above shall be paid for at the double (2) time rate of pay 
when worked. 
 
NO. 51: All time worked on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) the hourly 
base wage rate in effect. The Employer agrees to recognize the following holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If the holiday falls on 
Sunday, it shall be recognized on the following Monday.  If the holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be recognized as a 
Saturday only holiday.  
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for such work.   
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NO. 57:  All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day 
(November 11), Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  
When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed 
on the days set forth except in cases of emergencies to protect life or property. 
 
NO. 60:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Armistice Day (Veteran's Day), Decoration Day (Memorial Day), 
Independence Day (Fourth of July), Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of 
pay.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday will be observed as the holiday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 71:  All work performed on the following recognized holidays, or days that may be celebrated as such, shall be 
paid at the double (2) time rate of pay: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veterans 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Day after Thanksgiving and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
celebrated on Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday proceeding such Saturday. 
 
NO. 73:  The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran’s Day (or mutually agreed date of the Friday after Thanksgiving Day may be substituted for Veteran’s Day), 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or in the event that any of said Holidays falls on Sunday, then the day or days 
generally recognized as such.  Any work performed anywhere on any of the aforesaid Holidays, or on the day or 
days recognized and observed as such, shall be paid for at double (2) time the regular hourly rate.

When an Employer works a project on a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule, 
the Employer will not bring in any other crew for a fifth workday on the project while not calling in the normal crew that had 
been scheduled for that project.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for work performed on Saturdays.  Double (2) time 
shall be paid for work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays.  Overtime shall be computed at one-half (1/2) 
intervals. Projects that cannot be performed during regular workday:  On Highway/Heavy work, or if required by owner, the 
contractor may perform work outside the normal work hours and employees shall be paid applicable straight time hourly 
wage rate plus a premium of one dollar and fifty cents ($1.50) per hour for the first eight (8) hours worked.  Any hours worked 
in excess of eight (8) hours shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate plus the one dollar and fifty cent ($1.50) per hour 
premium.  The overtime rate shall be computed after the $1.50 premium has been added to the hourly wage rate.  However, 
if a contractor employs any other craft on a project being worked outside the normal workday, and is paying the other craft a 
higher premium, then the Laborers employed by such contractor on such project outside the normal work hours shall be paid 
the higher premium.  Shift work:  Shifts may be established when necessary by the Employer.  Shifts shall be established for 
a minimum of three (3) consecutive workdays.

Contractor has the 
option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay between the hours of 
6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  Worked performed in the first eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid 
at the rate of one and eight tenths (1.8) the regular straight time rate.  Work performed outside these hours and on 
Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
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NO. 10:  Means the regular workday for which employees shall be compensated at straight time hourly rate of pay shall, 
unless otherwise provided for, begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of five (5) 
days, Monday through Friday, beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m. except as may be modified.  The starting 
time may be either advanced or delayed one hour or two hours at the discretion of the Employer.  The Employer may 
have the option to schedule his work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time 
rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer 
elects to work Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to inclement weather, holidays or other conditions beyond 
the control of the Employer, he shall have the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty 
(40) hour workweek.  All necessary overtime and work performed on Saturday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the 
hourly rate, plus an amount equal to one-half (½) of the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate, plus an amount equal to the hourly Total 
Indicated Fringe Benefits.  Shifts may be established when considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates 
will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of 
eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time 
rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus 
one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight 
time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) 
hours plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the 
straight time rate plus $3.50 per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  
Shifts that begin on Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half 
these rates.  Shifts that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double 
time these rates. 
 
NO. 17:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day and forty (40) hours a work week, Monday through 
Friday.  The Employer shall establish the starting time between 6:30 a.m. through 9:00 a.m.  An Employer may further 
adjust the starting time up to 9:30 A.M. throughout the year.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid after eight (8) 
consecutive hours worked after the established starting time and for hours worked before the established starting time.  
Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for work performed on Saturdays.  Work performed on Sundays and Holidays shall 
be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  The Employer when working on Highway and Road Work may have the option 
to schedule the work week for his paving crew only from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the 
straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be at the applicable overtime rate of 
time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to inclement 
weather (rain, snow, sleet falling), the Employer shall have the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to 
complete the forty (40) hours. 
 
NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
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NO. 25:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, starting on Monday and ending on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any 
part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the straight 
time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have 
been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 
9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  All 
hours worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 26:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day shall 
be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any part 
thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time 
rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have been 
employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 
a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  For all 
time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 32: Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  
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NO. 1: All work done on New Year's Day, Independence Day, Memorial Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day (November 11), 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay. When any of these 
holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed on the days set forth 
except in cases of emergencies to protect life or property.  
 
NO. 9: All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of New 
Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be 
paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits. Whenever any such 
holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 11: Means all work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, and any additional holidays which may be mutually agreed upon shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay. Whenever any such holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be recognized and 
observed as the holiday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day. 
 
NO. 12: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day, Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When one of the foregoing 
holidays falls on Sunday, it shall be celebrated on the following Monday.  When one of the foregoing holidays falls on 
Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday before the holiday. 
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; 
however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the worker unless worked. If workers are required to 
work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 21: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) 
hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless 
worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when an observed 
holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make-up day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 25: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) 
hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workmen unless 
worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day when an observed 
holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for 
such work.   
 
NO. 31: All work performed on New Year's Day, Presidents’ Day, Veterans’ Day, Good Friday, Decoration Day, Fourth of 
July, Labor Day, Christmas Eve Day,  Christmas Day, Thanksgiving Day and Day after Thanksgiving or days celebrated for 
the same.

NO. 2:  Means the maximum of eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work beginning at 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon, 12:30 
p.m. to 4:30 p.m.  The maximum work week shall be forty (40) hours beginning Monday at 8:00 a.m. and ending Friday at 
4:30 p.m.  Because of traffic, parking or other circumstances, the hours of work on any project may be any continuous 8½ 
hours period (8 hours of work plus 30 minutes for lunch) between 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  When circumstances warrant 
and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to, the Employer may institute a work week consisting of four (4) 
consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. Monday through Thursday, with one-half 
(½) hour allowed for a lunch period each day.  Friday may be used as a make-up day.  After ten (10) hours in a workday, 
or forty (40) hours in a workweek, overtime shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of pay.

17:  Means the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor between 7:00 a.m. and 3:30 p.m. and the 
regular work week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour days of labor beginning on Monday and ending with 
Friday of each week.    All full-time or part-time labor performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working 
hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  Except as otherwise provided, all work performed outside of regular working 
hours during the regular work week, shall be at double (2) times the regular rate.  Working hours may be varied by two (2) 
hours.  When circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to by interested parties, the Employer 
may institute a work week consisting of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of five (5) a.m. and six

The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  A workweek of four (4), ten (10) hour days may be established on a 
per job basis.  Saturday may be used for a make-up day, when working 5-8’s, Friday when working 4-10’s.  All time 
worked before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on 
Saturday shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except after eight (8) hours worked, then double (2) time 
will apply.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.   
 
NO. 25:  Means regular working hours of eight (8) hours shall constitute a working day between the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 
4:30 p.m. in a forty (40) hour working week of Monday through Friday. Employment on Saturday, Sunday and legal 
holidays, and employment before or after the regular working hours shall be considered overtime.  Employment on 
Saturday, Sunday and legal holidays shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 
12:00 midnight, Monday through Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 
12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on any day shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate. 
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 27:  Means eight (8) hours of work between the hours of eight (8:00) a.m. and four-thirty (4:30) p.m. shall constitute a 
work day.  Forty (40) hours within five (5) days - Monday through Friday, inclusive - shall constitute a work week.  The 
regular starting time in the morning may be moved not more than one hour prior to 8:00 a.m.; however, in no case shall 
more than eight (8) hours be worked per day without the applicable overtime rate being paid.  When job conditions dictate 
and as required by the employer, the employer shall be allowed to establish a four (4) day, ten (10) hour per day work 
week.  This work week is defined as Monday through Thursday, with a Friday make-up day.  The normal work day under 
a ten (10) hour four (4) day work week shall be from 8:00 a.m. to 6:30 p.m., with a one hour starting variance.  The make-
up day of Friday shall be instituted for specific reasons such as loss of production due to weather and Holidays.

(30) minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid 
at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate.  
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NO. 31:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work and all work performed over 
and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).

When circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to, 
the employer may institute a work week consisting of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of 7:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., Monday through Thursday.  Friday may be used as a make-up day.  After ten (10) hours in a 
workday, or forty (40) hours in a workweek, overtime shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
rate of pay.  All overtime Monday through Saturday shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular rate of 
pay.  Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) time.  Labor Day shall be paid at triple (3) time.  Shift 
work may be performed at the option of the Contractor.  However, whenever shift work is performed it must cover a 
period not less than (5) consecutive working days.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as outlined 
above.  The hourly rate for second shift (seven and one-half hours worked for eight hours paid) shall be twenty-five cents 
($0.25) over and above the hourly rate.  The hourly rate for third shift (seven hours worked, eight hours paid) shall be fifty 
cents ($0.50) above the hourly rate.  If no first shift is worked, second and third shift employees shall receive an additional 
fifteen percent (15%) over and above the hourly rate for actual hours worked. 
 
NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
 
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
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NO 56:  Means the regular work day shall consist of eight (8) hours between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  An optional four 
day work week may be utilized with the ten (10) hour clause, days Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  
Work hours shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. any work performed on Monday or Friday outside the regular scheduled 
four (4) days shall be at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Work performed outside of the regular work day, 
and on Saturdays shall be paid at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Sundays and holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) time the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
 
NO. 58:  Means eight (8) consecutive hours, between 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., shall constitute a day’s work.  Five (5) 
days work, Monday through Friday, shall constitute a normal work week.  Work performed in excess of eight (8) hours per 
day or eight hours beyond normal starting time for that project excluding lunch Monday through Friday, and all work 
performed on Saturday, shall be paid for the rate of time and one-half (1½).  When Sundays and recognized holidays are 
worked, the worker(s) shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) days a week 
(Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule at straight time.  A Friday make-up day is available if time is 
lost due to inclement weather and at least sixteen (16) hours, but not more than thirty (30) hours, were worked during the 
week. 
 
NO. 63:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day between time that may be advanced or delayed by 
two (2) hours on either side of 8:00 AM.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday 
through Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours straight time.  The four (4) tens (10s) must run for a period of at 
least four (4) days, Monday through Thursday.  All work on Friday on a four (4) tens (10) project will be paid at the rate of 
time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays must be paid at double (2) time.  All work performed prior to or after the regular eight 
(8) hour work day, or ten (10) hour work day, as described above shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  
 
NO. 64:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours shall constitute a week’s work, Sunday through Saturday.  In the event time is lost due to weather or conditions 
beyond the control of the Employer, the Employer may schedule work on Saturday at straight time.   All work over eight 
(8) hours in one day, forty (40) hours in one week, or on Saturday (except as herein provided) shall be classified as 
overtime and be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work on Sunday or recognized holidays shall be classified 
as overtime and be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work 
Sunday through Saturday inclusive.  In the event the job is down for reasons beyond the contractors control, then Friday 
and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) 
hours per day or forty (40) hours per week. 
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NO. 82:  Means the work day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours will constitute the work week from Monday through Friday, inclusive.  Up to four (4) hours of overtime work per 
day performed before or after the assigned normal work day, (twelve (12) continuous hours, starting no earlier than 
6:00 a.m., Monday through Friday),  shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) that employee’s hourly 
rate.  Any additional overtime, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  The first 
eight hours of overtime work on Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) the regular rate of 
pay.  Hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  
Double time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays, recognized legal holidays or days that may be celebrated 
as such as designated by the federal government.   All shifts for work performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 
1:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hourly rate plus two dollars ($2.00) per clock hour.  All shifts for work performed 
between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hour rate plus four dollars ($4.00) per clock 
hour.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half times (1.5x) 
the “shift” hourly rate.  
 
NO. 84:  The regular working starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 
6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  Except as provided in this Article, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a 
standard work day and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a weeks’ work, which shall begin on Sunday and end on 
Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid at 
the rate of time & one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be 
classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) 
eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour 
work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods, exclusive of the lunch period, 
beginning at 6:30 a.m. and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  
In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option 
of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  
When the five (5) eight-hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday 
through Friday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Saturday may, 
at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or forty (40) hours 
per week. 
 
NO. 85:  Means the work week shall be Monday through Sunday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work to begin 
between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and end between 2:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m.  Employees required to work during their lunch 
period shall receive the overtime rate.   Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are required to 
work prior to their normal starting time or after eight (8) hours or normal quitting time Monday through Friday, or all day on 
Saturday.  If an Employer has started the work week on a five day, eight hours a day schedule, and due to inclement 
weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine or ten hours a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of 
that work week in order to make up for the lost time (10-hour make-up day).  All work over ten (10) hours a day or over 
forty (40) hours a week must be paid at time & one-half (1½).  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  A contractor may alter the regular work week to four (4) ten (10) hour days at straight time 
rate of pay.  To do this the scheduled 4-10's must be worked at least one full week and the regular workweek shall be 
Monday through Thursday with Friday being a make-up day at straight time for days missed in the regular workweek due 
to inclement weather.  If 5-8's are being worked, Saturday may be used as a make-up day at straight time if inclement 
weather prevents work during the normal work week. 
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NO. 111:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work, Monday to Friday inclusive.  All overtime shall be at the 
rate of time and one-half (1½) except Sundays, and recognized holidays, which shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time if worked.  The work day is to begin between 6:00 a. m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the employer.  If an employer 
is prevented from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather 
(rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  The regular work 
week shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the employer elects to work Monday through Thursday, ten 
(10) hours per day.  All work over ten (10) hours in a day and forty (40) hours in a week shall be one and one-half (1½) 
times the regular hourly rate.  Work prior to 6:00 a.m. will be paid at the overtime rate.  The regular work day shall be 
either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  Employers working a four (4) ten (10) hour day week schedule will be allowed a Friday 
or Saturday make-up day provided workmen were prevented from working during the normal work week due to inclement 
weather or other conditions beyond the control of the employer.  Make-up days shall not be utilized for days lost to 
holidays.  If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Thursday because of inclement weather or other conditions 
beyond the control of the employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 4-
10’s).  Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time if working (5-8’s).  If an employer has started the work 
week on a five-day, eight-hour schedule, and due to inclement weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine (9) 
or (10) hour a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of that work week in order to make up the lost time.  
Employer may not use both the Saturday make-up day and 10-hour make-up day in the same week.  
 
NO. 112:  Means the regular starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 
6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  Except as provided for, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard 
work day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, which shall begin on Sunday and end on 
Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the 
rate of time and one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be 
classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight 
(8) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour 
work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten hour periods between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 
6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  In the event 
the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the 
Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  
 
NO. 123:  Means except as provided, eight (8) hours a day (8:00 A.M. to 4:30 P.M.) shall constitute a standard work day, 
excluding the 30-minute lunch period, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work.  All time worked 
outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half 
(except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and 
paid at the rate of double time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour 
days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work week shall consist of forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) 
consecutive ten (10) hour days within the five day period.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control 
of the Employer, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight 
time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  Starting time will be designated by the Employer.  When 
the five (5) day eight (8) hour work week is in effect forty (40) hours per week will constitute a week’s work (normal work 
week being Monday through Friday).  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control of the Employer, 
then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; at straight time not to exceed eight (8) 
hours or forty (40) hours per week. 
 
NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
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NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 9: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid for at the double time rate of pay.  Any one of the above listed holidays falling on 
Sunday shall be observed on the following Monday and paid at the double time rate of pay as all observed holidays, 
if worked. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 22:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days locally observed as such, and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays.  If a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday shall be observed; if it falls on Sunday, Monday shall be observed.  All work performed on holidays 
shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 28: All work done on New Year's Day,  Veteran's Day,  Memorial Day,  Independence Day,  Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 33: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Labor Day shall be paid at the triple (3) time rate of pay.  If the holiday 
falls on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed; if the holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday will be 
observed. 
 
NO. 35: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workman unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make-up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make-up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall 
receive time and one-half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
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NO. 39: No work shall be done on the following holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas.  Any of these holidays falling on Sunday, the following Monday shall be a 
holiday, and any of these holidays falling on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be a holiday. 
 
NO. 49: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) 
of the personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these 
holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they 
shall be paid time & one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 52: All work performed on Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall receive the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 65:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. If the holiday falls on 
Saturday, it will be observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be 
paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 68:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Decoration Day (Memorial Day), Independence Day (Fourth of 
July), Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, or days observed as such, shall be paid at the rate of double 
(2) time.  When a holiday falls on a Saturday, Friday shall be observed.  When a holiday falls on a Sunday, 
Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed on the Fourth of July or Labor Day except to save life or 
property.  Where one of the holidays specified falls or is observed during the work week, then all work performed 
over and above thirty-two (32) hours in that week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 71:  All work performed on the following recognized holidays, or days that may be celebrated as such, shall be 
paid at the double (2) time rate of pay: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veterans 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Day after Thanksgiving and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
celebrated on Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday proceeding such Saturday. 
 
NO. 74:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be paid at double (2) time of the hourly rate of pay.  In the event one of 
the above holiday’s falls on Saturday, the holiday shall be celebrated on Saturday.  If the holiday falls on Sunday, the 
holiday will be celebrated on Monday.  
 
NO. 78:  The following days shall be recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Thanksgiving and Christmas.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will be observed as 
the legal holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the legal holiday.  All time 
worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double time.

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FED:  Minimum requirement per Fair Labor Standards Act means time and one-half (1 ½) shall be paid for all work in 
excess of forty (40) hours per work week. 
 
NO. 4:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work, Monday through Saturday, and 
all work performed over and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & 
one-half (1½).  Workers shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on Sundays and holidays.  A work day 
is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work, in which event, the starting time may be delayed, 
but not later than 12:00 noon.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be 
counted as eight (8) hours toward a forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid 
to the worker(s) unless worked. 
 
NO. 5:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more that forty (40) hours work, Monday through Saturday, and all 
work performed over and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & 
one-half (1½).  Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays 
or days observed as such.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any 
other craft employees of the same employer at work on that same job site are receiving double (2) time pay for that 
Sunday or holiday.  If a job can’t work forty (40) hours, Monday through Saturday, because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday and Saturday may be worked as make up days at straight time (if 
working 4-10's).  Saturday may be worked as a make up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s).  Make up days shall not be 
utilized for days lost to holidays.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer 
except when inclement weather or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, including 
requirements of the owner, prevent work.  In such event the starting time may be delayed but not later than 12:00 noon.  
Where one of the holidays falls or is observed during the work week, then all work performed over and above thirty-two 
(32) hours shall be paid at time & one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 12:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work and all work performed over 
and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & one-half (1½).  A 
workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or 
other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, in which event, the starting time may be advanced or 
delayed.  Workers shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on recognized holidays or days observed as 
such. 
 
NO: 18:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours.

For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 27:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or Tuesday 
through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. nor later 
than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) will be paid 
for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all work performed 
on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Saturday will be a make 
up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work performed on Monday will be time 
and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday will be a make-up day to the extent of 
the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees work on any of the recognized holidays, 
they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 31:  Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  All employees performing work on affected 
properties during or following emergencies shall receive the applicable rate of pay for the first sixteen (16) consecutive 
hours and all hours worked in excess of sixteen (16) consecutive hours shall be paid at double time until broken by an 
eight (8) hour rest period.  Should an employee be called back to work within two hours of his normal quitting time, the 
previous hours worked shall count toward the above sixteen (16) hour provision.   
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NO. 3: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to 
protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as 
eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the 
workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day 
when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day. If 
workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive time & one-
half (1½) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 15: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive time and one-half (1½) the regular 
rate of pay for such work.  Where one of the holidays specified falls or is observed during the workweek, then all work 
performed over and above thirty-two (32) hours in that week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  
Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1 ½) for all work performed on Sundays.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work 
on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any other craft employees of the same employer at work on that 
same job site are receiving double (2) time for that Sunday or holiday. 
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; 
however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the worker unless worked. If workers are required to 
work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 18: All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed 
on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be 
performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  
When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward a 
forty (40) hour week; however no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the working person(s) unless the 
holiday is worked. 
 
NO. 24:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas 
Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If the holiday falls on Saturday, it will be 
observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be paid for at double (2) the 
regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 26: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) of the 
personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these holidays fall 
on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on Saturday, the preceding 
Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they shall be paid time & one-half (1½) 
their regular rate of pay for all hours worked.

Any work performed on a Saturday shall be paid for at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
hourly wage scale unless such Saturday work falls under the category of Saturday Make-Up Day.  Any work performed 
by Employees anywhere on Sunday or recognized holidays, shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time the regular 
wage scale.  If, during the course of a work week, an Employee is unable to work for any reason, and, as a result, that 
Employee has not accumulated forty (40) hours of compensable time at the straight time rate, the Employer, at his option 
may offer the Employee the opportunity to work on Saturday at straight time; provided, however, if during the period 
worked by said Employee on Saturday, the Employee’s compensable time at the straight time rate exceeds forty (40) 
hours, all time worked in excess of the forty (40) hours will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
hourly wage scale.

RATE:  Shift work would start after 4:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m.  The first 8 hours would be at 115% of the basic wage rate.  
Overtime Monday through Friday would be at 1 ½ of base shift rate.  Saturday regular work day hours – 1½ of base shift 
rate.  Saturday – work after 8 hours – 2 times the basic wage rate.  Sunday and Holidays – 2 times the basic wage rate.  
All work performed on recognized holidays and Sundays shall be paid double (2) time.  Appropriate overtime rates to be 
based on fifteen minute increments.  
 
NO. 35:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interested parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 43:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours 
within five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week. Work performed in the 9th and 
10th hour, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
Contractor has the option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of 
pay between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday. Work performed outside the regularly 
scheduled working hours and on Saturdays, Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall 
be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
   
NO. 44:  Means forty (40) hours shall constitute a work week, Monday through Friday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute 
a work day.  Hours of work shall be between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  All work performed before 7:00 a.m. 
and after 4:30 p.m. and all work performed in excess of eight (8) hours in any one work day, over forty (40) hours in 
any work week and the first eight (8) hours of work on Saturday, shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) 
times the regular rate of pay.  All hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours on Saturday, all hours worked on Sunday 
and on holidays, or days that may be celebrated as such, and as designated by the federal government, shall be paid 
at two (2) times the regular rate of pay.  All shifts for work performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. 
shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus two dollars ($2.00) per clock hour.   All work 
performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. on a third shift shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the 
regular hourly rate plus four dollars ($4.00) per clock hour.   All overtime work required after the completion of a regular 
shift shall be paid at one and one-half times (1½ x) the “shift” hourly rate. 
 
NO. 55:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours between 6:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  The first two (2) hours of 
work performed in excess of the eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and the first ten (10)  hours of work on 
Saturday, shall be paid at one & one-half (1½) times the straight time rate.  All work performed on Sunday, observed 
holidays and in excess of ten (10) hours a day, Monday through Saturday, shall be paid at double (2) the straight time 
rate. 
 
NO. 66:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work beginning at 7:00 a.m. (or 8:00) A.M. and ending at 3:30 (or 
4:30) P.M.    The work week shall be forty (40) hours beginning Monday at 7:00 a.m. (or 8:00) A.M.  and ending Friday at 
3:30 (or 4:30) P.M.  The Employer at his option may use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
a.m.  All overtime, that is worked outside of the above established working hours of Monday through Friday, shall be paid 
at double (2) time, including Saturdays, Sundays and Holidays.  
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NO. 67:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work, with a flexible starting time to begin between 6:00 a.m. to 
8:00 a.m., five (5) days a week, Monday through Friday.  Any work over eight (8) hours in any one day shall be at the 
overtime rate, which is time & one-half (1½).  Any work on Saturday shall be at time & one-half (1½), unless a Make-Up 
Day due to inclement weather is in effect.  Any work on Sundays or holidays shall be at double (2) time.  Four (4) days, 
ten (10) hours each day to be worked during Monday through Friday, shall be paid at straight time.  A Make-Up Day Due 
To Inclement Weather Only - Employee(s) will be permitted to work an eight (8) hour make-up day on Saturday only, and 
the employee will receive the regular straight time wage rate.   
 
NO. 72:  Means that except as is otherwise provided herein, the work week shall be determined to begin at 8:00 a.m. 
Wednesday and end at 4:30 p.m. on the following Tuesday.  Except as herein provided, working hours are from 8:00 a.m. 
to 11:55 a.m. and 12:30 p.m. to 4:25 p.m. and no more than the regular hours shall be worked during the forenoon or 
afternoon at the regular rate.  In the case of days of inclement weather starting time and quitting time may be adjusted so 
long as the hours worked on such days do not exceed eight (8) and do not extend beyond 4:30 p.m.  In circumstances 
where the Employee or Employees have regularly been working overtime on a particular day or days, no adjustment in 
the starting time shall operate to deprive Employees of overtime pay, which they would have otherwise received but for 
the change in the starting time.  The parties understand that the application of the provisions of the preceding sentence 
will result in Employees receiving overtime pay even where they have not worked more than with (8) hours on a particular 
day.  Regardless of the staring time, the forenoon working hours shall end at 11:55 a.m. and the afternoon working hours 
shall begin at 12:30 p.m. and end 8 hours and 25 minutes after the staring time fixed by the Employer for forenoon hours.  
Work performed by an employee on a non-holiday Saturday, except as hereinafter provided, or at night or before or after 
regular working hours on a non-holiday weekday, shall be considered overtime work, for which Employees working 
during such time shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times their regular hourly wage rate for each hour or 
fraction thereof, worked during such time.  Work performed on a Sunday or the recognized holidays shall be considered 
overtime work for which the Employee shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate for each hour 
or fraction thereof worked on any such day. 
 
NO. 76:  Means the standard workday shall consist of eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 
p.m. with a thirty (30) minute unpaid lunch hour occurring in the middle of the shift.  The standard workweek shall consist 
of five standard workdays commencing on Monday and ending on Friday.  The normal starting and quitting times may be 
changed by mutual consent of interested parties.  All time worked before and after the established eight (8) hour workday, 
Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday, shall be paid for at the rate of time & one-half (1½) the hourly 
base wage rate in effect.  All time worked on Sunday and holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) the hourly wage 
in effect.  All work done on Saturday will be done at time & one-half (1½), unless Saturday shall be used as a make-up 
day.  If an employee should lose one or more days in a work week and use Saturday as a make-up day the pay shall be 
at the regular hourly base wage rate and benefits. 
 
NO. 77:  Means the regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch 
period, with pay at the regular straight time hourly rate.  The regular workday shall begin on the job site between the 
hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. with the starting time to be determined by the Employer, unless project owner requires 
different starting time.  This adjustable starting time can, at the Employer’s option, be staggered to permit starting portions 
of the work force at various times within the prescribed hours.   The Employer may establish a four (4) ten (10) hour shift 
exclusive of the thirty (30) minute lunch period at the straight time wage rate.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a 
week’s work Monday through Thursday.  In the event a job is down due to weather conditions, safety or other conditions 
beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday may, at the option of the employer, be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time wage rate. Straight time is not to exceed ten (10) hours a day or forty (40) hours per week.  Time and one-
half (1 ½ ) shall be paid for all overtime hours worked during the week, Monday through Friday and for all work performed 
on Saturday.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays. 
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NO. 80:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day and forty (40) hours a work week, Monday through 
Friday.  The Employer shall establish the starting time between 6:30 a.m. through 9:00 a.m.  An Employer may further 
adjust the starting time up to 9:30 a.m. throughout the year.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid after eight (8) 
consecutive hours worked after the established starting time and for hours worked before the established starting time.  
Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for work performed on Saturdays.  Work performed on Sundays and Holidays shall 
be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  The Employer when working on Highway and Road Work may have the option 
to schedule the work week for his paving crew only from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the 
straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be at the applicable overtime rate of 
time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to inclement 
weather (rain, snow, sleet falling), the Employer shall have the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to 
complete the forty (40) hours. 
 
NO. 82:  Means the work day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours will constitute the work week from Monday through Friday, inclusive.  Up to four (4) hours of overtime work per 
day performed before or after the assigned normal work day, (twelve (12) continuous hours, starting no earlier than 
6:00 a.m., Monday through Friday),  shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) that employee’s hourly 
rate.  Any additional overtime, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  The first 
eight hours of overtime work on Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) the regular rate of 
pay.  Hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  
Double time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays, recognized legal holidays or days that may be celebrated 
as such as designated by the federal government.   All shifts for work performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 
1:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hourly rate plus two dollars ($2.00) per clock hour.  All shifts for work performed 
between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hour rate plus four dollars ($4.00) per clock 
hour.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half times (1.5x) 
the “shift” hourly rate.  
 
NO. 83:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular workday except when the Employer elects to work Four, 10-
Hour days as explained in this Section with starting time to be between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. as 
determined by the Employer.  This adjustable starting time can, at the Employer’s option, be staggered to permit 
starting portions of the work force at various times within the prescribed hours.  Overtime is to be paid after eight (8) 
hours at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  The Employer may have the option to schedule his workweek from 
Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) 
hours in any one day to be at the applicable overtime rate of time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work 
from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to inclement weather (rain, snow, sleet falling) he shall have the 
option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) hours.  However, should a holiday occur, 
Monday through Thursday, the Employer shall have the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay, unless 
work is halted due to inclement weather (rain, snow, sleet falling).  The work week is to begin on Monday.  Time and 
one-half (1½) shall be paid for Saturday work.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all Sunday work and work performed 
on recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 87:  Means eight (8) hours starting between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 4:30 p.m. 
at the Employers discretion shall constitute a day’s work.  Any work prior to 6:00 a.m. or after eight (8) hours shall be 
paid at the overtime rate.  Five (5) days from Monday through Friday inclusive shall constitute a regular work week.  All 
hours before and after these regular hours shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time.  All work on Saturday and Sunday shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale of wages. 
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NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 92:  Means all work performed from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, will be at straight time pay up to 
forty (40) hours per week.  All work performed Monday through Friday before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. will be done at 
time and one-half (1½).  All work done on Saturday will be done at time and one-half (1½), unless the employer and 
employee agree that Saturday shall be used as a make-up day.  The Employer may use a flexible starting time of 7:00 
a.m. to 8:00 a.m., and quitting time of 3:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m., and any such different work starting time shall determine 
whether wages are payable at the straight rate or the premium rate.  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid for at 
time and one-half (1½), unless the Saturday has been used as a make-up day.  All work performed on Sunday and 
holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 97:  Means the regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty minute lunch period 
with pay at the regular straight time hourly rate.  The regular workday shall begin on the job site between the hours of 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. with the starting time to be determined by the Employer.  This adjustable start time can, at the 
Employer’s option, be staggered to permit starting portions of the work force at various times within the prescribed hours.  
The workweek shall begin Monday at the established starting time.  The Employer may establish a four (4) ten (10) hour 
shift exclusive of a thirty (30) minute unpaid lunch period at the straight time wage rate.  Forty (40) hours per week shall 
constitute a week’s work, Monday through Thursday.  In the event a job is down due to weather conditions, holiday, or 
other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a 
make-up day at the straight time wage rate.  Straight time is not to exceed ten (10) hours a day or forty (40) hours per 
week.  When an Employer works a project on a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule, the Employer will not bring in 
any other crew for a fifth workday on the project while not calling in the normal crew that had been scheduled for that 
project.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for work performed in excess of eight (8) hours on any regular workday or 
outside the hours limiting a regular workday, Monday through Friday.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for work 
performed on Saturdays. Double (2) time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays.  
Projects that cannot be performed during regular workday:  If required by owner, the contractor may perform work outside 
the normal work hours and employees shall be paid applicable straight time hourly wage rate plus a premium of two 
dollars and fifty cents ($2.50) per hour for the first eight (8) hours worked.  Any hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours 
shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate plus the two dollar and fifty cent ($2.50) per hour premium.  Shift Work:  
Shifts may be established when considered necessary be the Employer.  Shifts hours and rates will be as follows: First 
Shift, Eight (8) hours plus one-half (1/2) hour for lunch.  Second Shift, Eight (8) hours plus one-half (1/2) hour for lunch.  
Third Shift, Eight (8) hours plus one-half (1/2) hour for lunch.  Shifts shall be established for a minimum of three (3) 
consecutive workdays.  The first shift will be paid at eight (8) hours straight time for eight (8) hours work.  The second 
shift will be paid eight (8) hours straight time plus a two dollar and fifty cent ($2.50) per hour premium for eight (8) hours 
work, and third shift shall be paid eight (8) hours straight time plus a three dollar and fifty cent ($3.50) per hour premium 
for eight (8) hours work.  Overtime is computed after the premium has been added to the hourly wage rate.  Nothing 
above prohibits the working of two (2) shifts at greater than eight (8) hours with the excess hours to be paid at overtime 
rate.  
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NO. 104:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a standard work day between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
p.m.  The standard work week shall be forty (40) hours between 6:00 a.m. on Monday and ending 8:00 p.m. on Friday.  
An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly rate shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a 
day Monday through Friday.  Saturdays shall be considered overtime and work done on Saturday shall be paid at time 
and one-half (1½) the prevailing scale.  Sundays and holidays shall be considered overtime and work done on these days 
shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale. 
 
NO. 109:  Means a workday of eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular day’s work beginning at 8:00 a.m. through 4:30 
p.m.; five (5) days shall constitute a work week from Monday to Friday inclusive; time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for 
all work performed before 8:00 a.m. or after 4:30 p.m. of any day Monday through Friday, and all hours worked on 
Saturday.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all work performed on Sunday or any of the recognized holidays.  Overtime 
shall be computed at one-half (1/2) hour intervals.  A flexible starting time for eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular 
workday between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m. with starting time determined by the Employer.  This adjustable 
starting time can, at the employer’s option, be staggered to permit starting portions of the work force at various times 
within the prescribed hours.  The Employer may have the option to schedule his workweek from Monday through 
Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one 
day to be at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather (rain, snow, sleet falling), he shall have the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay 
to complete his forty (40) hours.  When an Employer works a project of a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule, the 
Employer will not bring in any other crew for a fifth workday on the project while not calling in the normal crew that had 
been scheduled for that project.  Projects that cannot be performed during regular workday:  If required by owner, the 
contractor may perform work outside the normal work hours and employees shall be paid applicable straight time hourly 
wage rate plus a premium of two dollars and fifty cents ($2.50) per hour for the first eight (8) hours worked.  Any hours 
worked in excess of eight (8) hours shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate plus the two dollar and fifty cent ($2.50) 
per hour premium.  Shift work:  Shifts may be established when necessary by the Employer.  Shifts shall be established 
for a minimum of three (3) consecutive workdays.  The first shift will be paid at eight (8) hours straight time pay for eight 
(8) hours work.  The second shift will be paid at eight (8) hours straight time pay plus a two dollar and fifty cent ($2.50) 
per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  The third shift will be paid at eight (8) hours straight time pay plus a three 
dollar and fifty cent ($3.50) per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Payment for shift work shall be determined when 
an Employer first begins his shift operation, i.e., the shifts which begin on Friday morning and end on Saturday morning 
will be paid straight time; the shifts which start on Saturday morning and end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and 
one-half (1½); the shift that start on Sunday morning and end on Monday morning will be paid at two (2) times the regular 
rate of pay.  Employees working during the normal workday shall receive first shift pay; employees working predominantly 
in the evening hours shall receive second shift pay; employees working predominately during the early morning hours will 
receive third shift pay.  Nothing above prohibits the working of two (2) shifts greater than eight (8) hours with excess 
hours to be paid at overtime rate.   
 
NO. 114:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a regular work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m. with a 
thirty (30) minute lunch period to start between the hours of 11:00 a.m. and 1:00 p.m.  Five (5) days shall constitute a 
regular work week commencing on Monday and ending on Friday.  One and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate of 
pay shall be paid for all overtime work, with the exception of holidays or Sundays.  Overtime work shall be deemed to 
include any work performed in excess of eight (8) hours on any day in the regular work week, or any work performed 
before 7:00 a.m. or after 5:30 p.m. on any day in the regular work week.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) 
hours Monday through Friday by reason of inclement weather, then Saturday may be worked by that crew as a make-up 
day at the straight time rate.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays and holidays, or days 
observed as such.  Shift Work:  In the case of three (3) shifts, workmen shall be paid eight (8) hours for seven and one-
half (7½) hours worked.  
 
NO. 116:  Means the standard work day shall consist of eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 
p.m.  The standard work week shall consist of five standard work days commencing on Monday and ending on Friday 
inclusive.  All time worked before and after the established eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and all time 
worked on Saturdays, shall be paid for at the rate of time & one-half (1½) the hourly base wage rate in effect.  All time 
worked on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) the hourly base wage rate in effect. 
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NO. 126:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $27.96 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 3: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, 
the following Monday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 5:  All work that shall be done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate 
for each hour of fraction thereof worked on any such day .  
 
NO. 6:  The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor 
Day, Veterans Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day and any additional holidays which may be mutually agreed 
upon.  Whenever any such holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be recognized and observed as 
the holiday.  Work performed on Sundays and holidays shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  No work shall 
be performed on Labor Day.   
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 8: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day, or the days observed in lieu of these holidays, shall be paid at the double 
time rate of pay.   
 
NO. 12: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Should any of these days fall on Sunday, then the 
following day shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstances shall employees be permitted to work on 
Labor Day. 
 
NO. 17: All work performed by Employees working on the following legal holidays, namely New Year's Day, 
Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, to be celebrated on either its national holiday or on the day 
after Thanksgiving whichever is agreed upon, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the rate of 
double (2) time. 
 
NO. 18: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
the Friday following Thanksgiving and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When one of the 
above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be considered the holiday, and when one of the above 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered the holiday, and all work performed on said 
day(s) shall be paid at the double time rate. 
 
NO. 25:  All work done on New Year's Day, Martin Luther King Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, Christmas Day, Presidential Election Day, or 
days locally observed as such, and Saturday and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays and shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  If a named holiday falls on a Saturday, the holiday will be observed on the preceding 
Friday.  When a named holiday falls on Sunday, the Monday after will be observed as the holiday.  Appropriate 
overtime rates to be based on fifteen minute increments.  
 
NO. 26: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When a Holiday occurs on Saturday it shall not 
be observed on either the previous Friday or the following Monday.  Such days shall be regular work days.  If such a 
holiday occurs on Sunday it shall be observed on the following Monday. 
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NO. 27: All work done on the following holidays or days observed as such shall be paid at the double time rate of 
pay: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day. 
 
NO. 31: All work done on New Year's Day, Presidents Day, Good Friday, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, Friday after Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, and Employee's Birthday shall be 
paid at the double time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the recognized holiday. 
 
NO. 36: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workman unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make-up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make-up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 41:  The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, 
Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  No work shall be performed on the Fourth of July, 
Labor Day or Christmas Day.  Any work performed on the above holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the 
regular straight time rate of pay.  When any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
observed as such holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall not be considered to be observed on the previous 
Friday or following Monday.  Such days shall be regular workdays. 
 
NO. 45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 47: The following holidays are recognized:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving and Christmas Day.  When a holiday listed above falls 
on Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday preceding the holiday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the 
following Monday shall be observed. Holidays referred to above shall be paid for at the double (2) time rate of pay 
when worked. 
 
NO. 51: All time worked on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) the hourly 
base wage rate in effect. The Employer agrees to recognize the following holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If the holiday falls on 
Sunday, it shall be recognized on the following Monday.  If the holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be recognized as a 
Saturday only holiday.  
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 60:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Armistice Day (Veteran's Day), Decoration Day (Memorial Day), 
Independence Day (Fourth of July), Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of 
pay.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday will be observed as the holiday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
observed as the holiday. 
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NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 71:  All work performed on the following recognized holidays, or days that may be celebrated as such, shall be 
paid at the double (2) time rate of pay: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veterans 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Day after Thanksgiving and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
celebrated on Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday proceeding such Saturday. 
 
NO. 73:  The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran’s Day (or mutually agreed date of the Friday after Thanksgiving Day may be substituted for Veteran’s Day), 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or in the event that any of said Holidays falls on Sunday, then the day or days 
generally recognized as such.  Any work performed anywhere on any of the aforesaid Holidays, or on the day or 
days recognized and observed as such, shall be paid for at double (2) time the regular hourly rate.

NO. 10:  Means the regular workday for which employees shall be compensated at straight time hourly rate of pay shall, 
unless otherwise provided for, begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of five (5) 
days, Monday through Friday, beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m. except as may be modified.  The starting 
time may be either advanced or delayed one hour or two hours at the discretion of the Employer.  The Employer may 
have the option to schedule his work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time 
rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer 
elects to work Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to inclement weather, holidays or other conditions beyond

All necessary overtime and work performed on Saturday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the 
hourly rate, plus an amount equal to one-half (½) of the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate, plus an amount equal to the hourly Total 
Indicated Fringe Benefits.  Shifts may be established when considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates 
will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of 
eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time 
rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus 
one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight 
time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) 
hours plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.

The Employer may establish a four (4) ten (10) hour shift 
exclusive of the thirty (30) minute lunch period at the straight time wage rate. Forty (40) hours per work week shall 
constitute a week’s work Monday through Thursday. In the event a job is down due to weather conditions, safety or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make up 
day at the straight time wage rate. Straight time is not to exceed ten (10) hours a day or forty (40) hours per week. Time 
and one-half (1½) shall be paid for all overtime hours worked during the week, Monday through Friday, and for all work 
performed on Saturday. Double time shall be paid for all time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays.  For all 
overtime hours worked during the week or on Saturday $14.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall 
be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $14.55 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid double time. The remaining $.70 of the fringe benefit portion of the 
prevailing wage shall be paid at straight time.   
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NO. 16:  Means the regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch 
period with pay at the straight time hourly rate.  The regular workday shall begin on the job site between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m. with the starting time to be determined by the Employer.  This adjustable start time can, at the 
Employer’s option, be staggered to permit starting portions of the work force at various times within the prescribed hours.   
The workweek shall begin Monday at the established starting time.  The Employer may establish a four (4) ten (10) hour 
shift exclusive of a thirty (30) minute unpaid lunch period at the straight time wage rate.  Forty (40) hours per week shall 
constitute a week’s work, Monday through Thursday.  In the event a job is down due to weather conditions, holiday, or 
other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a 
make-up day at the straight time wage rate.  Straight time is not to exceed ten (10) hours a day or forty (40) hours per 
week. When an Employer works a project on a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule, the Employer will not bring in any 
other crew for a fifth workday on the project while not calling in the normal crew that had been scheduled for that project.  
Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for work performed in excess of eight (8) hours on any regular workday or outside the 
hours limiting a regular workday, Monday through Friday.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for work performed on 
Saturdays. Double (2) time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays.  Projects that cannot be 
performed during regular workday:  If required by owner, the contractor may perform work outside the normal work hours 
and employees shall be paid applicable straight time hourly wage rate plus a premium of two dollars and fifty cents ($2.50) 
per hour for the first eight (8) hours worked.  Any hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours shall be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate plus the two dollar and fifty cent ($2.50) per hour premium.  Shift work:  Shifts may be established when 
considered necessary be the Employer.  Shifts hours and rates will be as follows: First Shift, Eight (8) hours plus one-half

NO. 21: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) 
hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless 
worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when an observed 
holiday occurs during the work week.

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FED:  Minimum requirement per Fair Labor Standards Act means time and one-half (1 ½) shall be paid for all work in 
excess of forty (40) hours per work week. 
 
NO. 11:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work, with the starting time to be established between 6:00 a.m. 
and 8:00 a.m. from Monday to Friday.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for first two (2) hours of overtime Monday 
through Friday and the first eight (8) hours on Saturday.  All other overtime hours Monday through Saturday shall be paid 
at double (2) time rate.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all time on Sunday and recognized holidays or the days 
observed in lieu of these holidays. 
 
NO. 15:  Means the regular working day shall be scheduled to consist of at least eight (8) hours, but no more than ten 
(10) consecutive hours, exclusive of the lunch period.  The regular working day may be scheduled to commence at any 
time between the hours of 5:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m.  All work performed in excess of forty (40) hours in one work week, 
or in excess of ten (10) hours in one work day shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly 
wage scale.  Any work performed on a Saturday shall be paid for at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
hourly wage scale unless such Saturday work falls under the category of Saturday Make-Up Day.  Any work performed 
by Employees anywhere on Sunday or recognized holidays, shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time the regular 
wage scale.  If, during the course of a work week, an Employee is unable to work for any reason, and, as a result, that 
Employee has not accumulated forty (40) hours of compensable time at the straight time rate, the Employer, at his option 
may offer the Employee the opportunity to work on Saturday at straight time; provided, however, if during the period 
worked by said Employee on Saturday, the Employee’s compensable time at the straight time rate exceeds forty (40) 
hours, all time worked in excess of the forty (40) hours will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
hourly wage scale.   
 
NO. 22:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interest parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 32:  The regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor on the job between six (6) a.m. and four (4) p.m. 
and the regular working week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour day’s of labor on the job beginning with 
Monday and ending with Friday of each week.  The normal work week is 40 hours.  All full-time or part-time labor 
performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  All 
work performed during regular work hours on Saturdays will be paid at time and one-half (1 ½).  All work 
performed outside of regular working hours and performed during the regular work week, shall be at double (2) times the 
regular rate, except that the first two (2) hours following the regular work day shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times 
the regular rate. An early starting time of 6:00 a.m. may be used mutually agreed upon by the interested parties.  SHIFT 
RATE:  Shift work would start after 4:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m.  The first 8 hours would be at 115% of the basic wage rate.  
Overtime Monday through Friday would be at 1 ½ of base shift rate.  Saturday regular work day hours – 1½ of base shift 
rate.  Saturday – work after 8 hours – 2 times the basic wage rate.  Sunday and Holidays – 2 times the basic wage rate.  
All work performed on recognized holidays and Sundays shall be paid double (2) time.  Appropriate overtime rates to be 
based on fifteen minute increments.  
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NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 43:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours 
within five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week. Work performed in the 9th and 
10th hour, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
Contractor has the option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of 
pay between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday. Work performed outside the regularly 
scheduled working hours and on Saturdays, Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall 
be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
   
NO. 49:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work to begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  The starting time 
may be advanced one (1) hour or two (2) hours.  Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are 
required to work before 8:00 a.m., during the lunch period or after 4:30 p.m. unless the starting time is advanced as 
provided above.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is prevented 
from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), 
Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  However, in the event that the 
laborer working such make-up day is assisting another craft drawing overtime pay, the laborer shall received the same 
overtime multiple as the craft assisted.  The Employer shall have the option of working five (5) eight (8) hour days or four 
(4) ten (10) hour days Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work five (5) eight (8) hour days during any work 
week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or forty (40) per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly 
rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work four (4) ten (10) hour days in any week, work performed more 
than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday 
through Friday.  If an Employer is working ten (10) hour days and loses a day due to inclement weather, he may work ten 
(10) hours Friday at straight time.  However, in the event that the laborer working any such make-up day is assisting 
another craft drawing overtime pay, the laborer shall receive the same overtime multiple as the craft assisted.  If workmen 
are required to work recognized holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  Projects that cannot be performed during regular workday:  If required by owner, the 
contractor may perform work outside the normal work hours and employees shall be paid applicable straight time hourly 
wage rate plus a premium of fifty cents ($.50) per hour for the first eight (8) hours worked.  Any hours worked in excess of 
eight (8) hours shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate plus the fifty cent ($.50) per hour premium.  Shift work:  The 
Employer may elect to work one (1), two (2) or three (3) shifts on any work.  When two (2) or more shifts are worked on 
any operation, the first shift or day shift will consists of eight (8) hours exclusive for lunch time; the second shift or swing 
shift shall consists of eight (8) hours work for eight and one-half (8½) hours pay, exclusive of lunch time; the third or 
graveyard shift shall consist of eight (8) hours work for nine (9) hours pay exclusive of lunch time.  
 
NO. 55:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours between 6:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  The first two (2) hours of 
work performed in excess of the eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and the first ten (10)  hours of work on 
Saturday, shall be paid at one & one-half (1½) times the straight time rate.  All work performed on Sunday, observed 
holidays and in excess of ten (10) hours a day, Monday through Saturday, shall be paid at double (2) the straight time 
rate. 
 
NO. 62:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a working day between 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. or from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 
p.m. exclusive of a one-half (½) hour lunch break.  Monday through Friday shall constitute the regular work week.  
Starting and quitting time may be moved up or set back where conditions warrant; however, a notification for each project 
must be made prior to working 4-10’s.  All time over the regular work day as defined and all hours worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of one & one-half (1½) the regular rate of wages.  If a job can't work forty (40) hours Monday 
through Friday because of inclement weather, Friday (if working 4-10’s) or Saturday (if working 5-8’s), may be worked as 
a make-up day at straight time.  In the event that Friday (if working 4-10’s) or Saturday (if working 5-8’s) is utilized as a 
workday, any employee that has been absent from work during the week shall be paid the straight time rate until such 
time that the employee has earned forty (40) hours of straight time pay.  If any employee is required to work recognized 
holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
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NO. 67:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work, with a flexible starting time to begin between 6:00 a.m. to 
8:00 a.m., five (5) days a week, Monday through Friday.  Any work over eight (8) hours in any one day shall be at the 
overtime rate, which is time & one-half (1½).  Any work on Saturday shall be at time & one-half (1½), unless a Make-Up 
Day due to inclement weather is in effect.  Any work on Sundays or holidays shall be at double (2) time.  Four (4) days, 
ten (10) hours each day to be worked during Monday through Friday, shall be paid at straight time.  A Make-Up Day Due 
To Inclement Weather Only - Employee(s) will be permitted to work an eight (8) hour make-up day on Saturday only, and 
the employee will receive the regular straight time wage rate.   
 
NO. 75:  Means the standard work day shall consist of eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. or 
C.S.T. or C.D.S.T. and 4:30 p.m., with a thirty (30) minute unpaid lunch period occurring in the middle of the shift.  The 
standard workweek shall consist of five standard workdays commencing on Monday and ending on Friday, inclusive.  
The normal starting and quitting times may be changed by mutual consent of interested parties.  All time worked 
before and after the established eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturdays, 
shall be paid for at the rate of one and one-half times the hourly base wage rate in effect.  All time worked on Sundays 
and on recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double the hourly base wage rate in effect.  In a work day 
provided a job runs at least four (4) working days, a ten (10) hour per day, four (4) days per week work schedule may 
be utilized.  Ten (10) hours work per day shall constitute a day’s work, forty (40) hours a week, Monday through 
Thursday, exclusively, shall constitute a week’s work.  The normal starting time of said day shall be between 6:30 a.m. 
and 8:30 a.m.  The normal quitting time shall be ten and one-half (10½) hours after the starting time.  A thirty (30) 
minute unpaid lunch shall occur in the middle of the day.  The normal starting and quitting times may be changed by 
mutual consent of the interested parties.  Provided a job runs at least four (4) working days and in the event, the job is 
shut down for eight (8) hours or more in one (1) work day Monday through Thursday due to inclement weather at the 
job site, then, at the option of the employer, Friday of the same work week may be worked as a makeup day.  The 
Friday makeup day will be considered identical in start and stop times as a ten (10) hour work day, (even if some 
overtime occurs or should ten (10) hours be lost to inclement weather), it would be worked as all other work days. 
 
NO. 80:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day and forty (40) hours a work week, Monday through 
Friday.  The Employer shall establish the starting time between 6:30 a.m. through 9:00 a.m.  An Employer may further 
adjust the starting time up to 9:30 a.m. throughout the year.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid after eight (8) 
consecutive hours worked after the established starting time and for hours worked before the established starting time.  
Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for work performed on Saturdays.  Work performed on Sundays and Holidays shall 
be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  The Employer when working on Highway and Road Work may have the option 
to schedule the work week for his paving crew only from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the 
straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be at the applicable overtime rate of 
time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to inclement 
weather (rain, snow, sleet falling), the Employer shall have the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to 
complete the forty (40) hours. 
 
NO. 82:  Means the work day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours will constitute the work week from Monday through Friday, inclusive.  Up to four (4) hours of overtime work per 
day performed before or after the assigned normal work day, (twelve (12) continuous hours, starting no earlier than 
6:00 a.m., Monday through Friday),  shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) that employee’s hourly 
rate.  Any additional overtime, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  The first 
eight hours of overtime work on Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) the regular rate of 
pay.  Hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  
Double time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays, recognized legal holidays or days that may be celebrated 
as such as designated by the federal government.   All shifts for work performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 
1:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hourly rate plus two dollars ($2.00) per clock hour.  All shifts for work performed 
between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hour rate plus four dollars ($4.00) per clock 
hour.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half times (1.5x) 
the “shift” hourly rate.  
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NO. 86:  The regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch period, 
with pay at the straight time rate with all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday shall begin between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. 
The Employer may have the option to schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day 
at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, holiday or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, they shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  All overtime work 
performed on Monday through Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be 
paid at the one and one half the hourly rate.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be paid at double the hourly rate.  Shifts may be established when 
considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the 
First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight 
hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the 
second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third 
shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) hours plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 
per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  Shifts that begin on 
Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half these rates.  Shifts 
that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double time these rates.  
 
NO. 89:  Means the normal workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days for a total of forty (40) hours, starting on 
Monday at 8:00 a.m. and ending on Friday at 4:30 p.m.  The starting time can be flexible between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
a.m. and ending at 2:30 p.m. or 4:30 p.m. respectively.  All work before designated starting time and after quitting time 
shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) .  An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly rate 
shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a day Monday through Friday.  Saturdays, Sundays and Holidays 
shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time.  Any work started after 12:00 midnight Sunday, will be classified as time 
and one-half (1½) up to the legal starting time on Monday. 
 
NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 92:  Means all work performed from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, will be at straight time pay up to 
forty (40) hours per week.  All work performed Monday through Friday before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. will be done at 
time and one-half (1½).  All work done on Saturday will be done at time and one-half (1½), unless the employer and 
employee agree that Saturday shall be used as a make-up day.  The Employer may use a flexible starting time of 7:00 
a.m. to 8:00 a.m., and quitting time of 3:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m., and any such different work starting time shall determine 
whether wages are payable at the straight rate or the premium rate.  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid for at 
time and one-half (1½), unless the Saturday has been used as a make-up day.  All work performed on Sunday and 
holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
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NO. 103:  Means a regular workweek of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A Workday is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interested parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 104:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a standard work day between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
p.m.  The standard work week shall be forty (40) hours between 6:00 a.m. on Monday and ending 8:00 p.m. on Friday.  
An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly rate shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a 
day Monday through Friday.  Saturdays shall be considered overtime and work done on Saturday shall be paid at time 
and one-half (1½) the prevailing scale.  Sundays and holidays shall be considered overtime and work done on these days 
shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale. 
 
NO. 126:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $27.96 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
 
NO. 127:  Means the normal work week shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days for a total of forty (40) hours, starting 
on Monday at 8:00 a.m. and ending on Friday at 4:30 p.m.  The starting time can be flexible between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
a.m., and ending at 2:30 p.m. or 4:30 p.m. respectively.  All work before the designated starting time and after the quitting 
time shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly 
rate shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a day Monday through Friday.  Any work started after 12:00 
midnight Sunday, will be classified as time and one-half (1½) up to the legal starting time on Monday.  Saturdays shall be 
considered overtime and work done on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the prevailing scale.   Sundays 
and Holidays shall be considered overtime and work done on these days shall be paid at double (2) time the prevailing 
scale. 
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NO. 3: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, 
the following Monday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 6:  The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor 
Day, Veterans Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day and any additional holidays which may be mutually agreed 
upon.  Whenever any such holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be recognized and observed as 
the holiday.  Work performed on Sundays and holidays shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  No work shall 
be performed on Labor Day.   
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 8: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day, or the days observed in lieu of these holidays, shall be paid at the double 
time rate of pay.   
 
NO. 12: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Should any of these days fall on Sunday, then the 
following day shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstances shall employees be permitted to work on 
Labor Day. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 25:  All work done on New Year's Day, Martin Luther King Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, Christmas Day, Presidential Election Day, or 
days locally observed as such, and Saturday and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays and shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  If a named holiday falls on a Saturday, the holiday will be observed on the preceding 
Friday.  When a named holiday falls on Sunday, the Monday after will be observed as the holiday.  Appropriate 
overtime rates to be based on fifteen minute increments.  
 
NO. 26: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When a Holiday occurs on Saturday it shall not 
be observed on either the previous Friday or the following Monday.  Such days shall be regular work days.  If such a 
holiday occurs on Sunday it shall be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 40: The employer agrees to recognize the following holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, 
Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If the holiday falls on a Sunday, and is worked, 
the following work day will be double time wages for the holiday. 
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NO. 43: All of the following days or assigned days are recognized as holidays:  New Years Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day (November 11th), Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day. If a holiday 
falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on 
the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under 
construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday 
through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement 
for these eight (8) hours is to be paid the employee unless worked.  If the employee is required to work the above 
enumerated holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay 
for such work.   
 
NO. 45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 50:  All work performed on Saturdays, Sundays and recognized holidays shall be considered overtime and work 
performed on these days shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale.  The holidays of understanding are:  New 
Years’ Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Veterans Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  
Should any of these holidays fall on Saturday, the Friday before shall be observed as the holiday.  Should any of 
these days fall on Sunday, then the following Monday shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstance 
shall employees be permitted to work on Labor Day (the first Monday in September). 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for such work.   
 
NO. 60:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Armistice Day (Veteran's Day), Decoration Day (Memorial Day), 
Independence Day (Fourth of July), Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of 
pay.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday will be observed as the holiday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 62:  All work performed on holidays shall be considered overtime and work performed on these days shall be 
paid at double (2) time rate of pay.  The holidays of understanding are:  New Years’ Day, Decoration Day, 
Independence Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  Should any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday the Friday before shall be observed as the holiday.  Should any of these days fall on Sunday, then the 
following Monday shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstance shall employees be permitted to work 
on Labor Day (the first Monday in September). 
 
NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
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NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 71:  All work performed on the following recognized holidays, or days that may be celebrated as such, shall be 
paid at the double (2) time rate of pay: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veterans 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Day after Thanksgiving and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
celebrated on Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday proceeding such Saturday. 
 
NO. 73:  The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran’s Day (or mutually agreed date of the Friday after Thanksgiving Day may be substituted for Veteran’s Day), 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or in the event that any of said Holidays falls on Sunday, then the day or days 
generally recognized as such.  Any work performed anywhere on any of the aforesaid Holidays, or on the day or 
days recognized and observed as such, shall be paid for at double (2) time the regular hourly rate. 
 
NO. 77:  The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is 
applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be 
counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to 
be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as 
a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.

All hours worked over the 40 hours Monday 
through Friday will be paid at 1 ½ overtime rate.  A workday shift is to begin at the option of the Employer, between 6:00 
a.m. and not later than 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if required.  If workmen 
are required to work the enumerated holidays or days observed as such or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  Overtime shall be computed at one-half (1/2) hour intervals.  Shift:  The Contractor may 
elect to work one, two or three shifts on any work.  When operating on more than one shift, the shifts shall be known as 
the day shift, swing shift, and graveyard shift as such terms are recognized in the industry.  When two shifts are worked 
on any operation, the shifts will consist of eight (8) or ten (10) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  When three shifts are worked 
the first day or day shift will consist of eight (8) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  The second or swing shift shall consist of 
seven and one-half (7 1/2) hours work for eight hours pay, exclusive of lunchtime, and the third or the graveyard shift shall 
consist of seven (7) hours work for eight (8) hours pay, exclusive of the lunchtime.  All time in excess of normal shifts shall 
be considered overtime.  Multiple shift (the two or three shift) operation will not be construed on the entire project if at 
anytime it is deemed advisable and necessary for the Employer to multiple shift a specific operation.  However, no shift 
shall be started between midnight and six a.m. except the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation, or except in an 
unusual or emergency situation.  If an Employer starts a shift between midnight and 6 a.m. except the graveyard shift on a 
three-shift operation, he shall reimburse all employees for the entire shift at the double time rate.  Completion of the 
second shift on a two-shift operation or completion of the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation that carries over into 
Saturday morning, shall be at the straight time rate.  Overtime shall be computed at ½ hour intervals.   
 
NO. 6:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day and forty (40) hours a work week, Monday through 
Friday.  The Employer shall establish the starting time between 7:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be 
paid for work performed on a regular work day before the regular starting time and after the regular quitting time.  Double 
(2) time shall be paid for work performed on Sunday and holidays.  At the discretion of the Employer, Saturday can be 
used for a make-up day.  The Employer when working on highway and road work may have the option to schedule the 
work week for his paving crew only from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of 
pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be at the applicable overtime rate.

Work performed in the 9th and 10th hour, 
Monday through Friday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay. Contractor has the 
option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay between the hours of 
6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  Worked performed in the first eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid 
at the rate of one and eight tenths (1.8) the regular straight time rate.  Work performed outside these hours and on 
Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
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NO. 21:  Means the regular workday for which employees shall be compensated at straight time hourly rate of pay shall, 
unless otherwise provided for, begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  However, the project starting time may be 
advanced or delayed at the discretion of the Employer.  At the discretion of the Employer, when working a five (5) day 
eight (8) hour schedule, Saturday may be used for a make-up day.  If an Employer is prohibited from working on a 
holiday, that employer may work the following Saturday at the straight time rate.  However, the Employer may have the 
option to schedule his work from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with 
all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer elects to 
work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to circumstances beyond his control, he shall have the option to 
work Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) hours.  If an Employer is prohibited from 
working on a holiday, that Employer may work the following Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate.  Overtime will be 
at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  If workmen are required to work the enumerated holidays or days 
observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 25:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, starting on Monday and ending on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any 
part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the straight 
time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have 
been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 
9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  All 
hours worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 28:   Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day shall 
be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any part 
thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time 
rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have been 
employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 
a.m.

NO. 32: Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  
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NO. 4: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. When a Holiday falls on a Sunday, 
Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day, except in case of jeopardy to life or property.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  
 
NO. 5: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day 
except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls 
during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward a forty (40) hour 
week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless worked. If workmen are 
required to work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  The above shall apply to the four 10’s Monday through Friday work week. The ten (10) 
hours shall be applied to the forty (40) hour work week. 
 
NO. 6: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay. When a holiday occurs on Saturday, it shall not be 
observed on either the previous Friday or the following Monday. Such days shall be a regular workday. If such a holiday 
occurs on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day. 
 
NO. 12: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day, Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When one of the foregoing 
holidays falls on Sunday, it shall be celebrated on the following Monday.  When one of the foregoing holidays falls on 
Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday before the holiday. 
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; 
however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the worker unless worked. If workers are required to 
work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 21: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) 
hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless 
worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when an observed 
holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make-up day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 27: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) 
hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workmen unless 
worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day when an observed 
holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for 
such work.   
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NO. 31: All work performed on New Year's Day, Presidents’ Day, Veterans’ Day, Good Friday, Decoration Day, Fourth of 
July, Labor Day, Christmas Eve Day,  Christmas Day, Thanksgiving Day and Day after Thanksgiving or days celebrated for 
the same.

NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 32:  The regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor on the job between six (6) a.m. and four (4) p.m. 
and the regular working week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour day’s of labor on the job beginning with 
Monday and ending with Friday of each week.  The normal work week is 40 hours.  All full-time or part-time labor 
performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  All 
work performed during regular work hours on Saturdays will be paid at time and one-half (1 ½).  All work 
performed outside of regular working hours and performed during the regular work week, shall be at double (2) times the 
regular rate, except that the first two (2) hours following the regular work day shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times 
the regular rate. An early starting time of 6:00 a.m. may be used mutually agreed upon by the interested parties.  SHIFT 
RATE:  Shift work would start after 4:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m.  The first 8 hours would be at 115% of the basic wage rate.  
Overtime Monday through Friday would be at 1 ½ of base shift rate.  Saturday regular work day hours – 1½ of base shift 
rate.  Saturday – work after 8 hours – 2 times the basic wage rate.  Sunday and Holidays – 2 times the basic wage rate.  
All work performed on recognized holidays and Sundays shall be paid double (2) time.  Appropriate overtime rates to be 
based on fifteen minute increments.  
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
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NO. 49:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work to begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  The starting time 
may be advanced one (1) hour or two (2) hours.  Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are 
required to work before 8:00 a.m., during the lunch period or after 4:30 p.m. unless the starting time is advanced as 
provided above.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is prevented 
from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), 
Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  However, in the event that the 
laborer working such make-up day is assisting another craft drawing overtime pay, the laborer shall received the same 
overtime multiple as the craft assisted.  The Employer shall have the option of working five (5) eight (8) hour days or four 
(4) ten (10) hour days Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work five (5) eight (8) hour days during any work 
week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or forty (40) per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly 
rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work four (4) ten (10) hour days in any week, work performed more 
than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday 
through Friday.  If an Employer is working ten (10) hour days and loses a day due to inclement weather, he may work ten 
(10) hours Friday at straight time.  However, in the event that the laborer working any such make-up day is assisting 
another craft drawing overtime pay, the laborer shall receive the same overtime multiple as the craft assisted.  If workmen 
are required to work recognized holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  Projects that cannot be performed during regular workday:  If required by owner, the 
contractor may perform work outside the normal work hours and employees shall be paid applicable straight time hourly 
wage rate plus a premium of fifty cents ($.50) per hour for the first eight (8) hours worked.  Any hours worked in excess of 
eight (8) hours shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate plus the fifty cent ($.50) per hour premium.  Shift work:  The 
Employer may elect to work one (1), two (2) or three (3) shifts on any work.  When two (2) or more shifts are worked on 
any operation, the first shift or day shift will consists of eight (8) hours exclusive for lunch time; the second shift or swing 
shift shall consists of eight (8) hours work for eight and one-half (8½) hours pay, exclusive of lunch time; the third or 
graveyard shift shall consist of eight (8) hours work for nine (9) hours pay exclusive of lunch time.  
 
NO. 62:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a working day between 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. or from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 
p.m. exclusive of a one-half (½) hour lunch break.  Monday through Friday shall constitute the regular work week.  
Starting and quitting time may be moved up or set back where conditions warrant; however, a notification for each project 
must be made prior to working 4-10’s.  All time over the regular work day as defined and all hours worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of one & one-half (1½) the regular rate of wages.  If a job can't work forty (40) hours Monday 
through Friday because of inclement weather, Friday (if working 4-10’s) or Saturday (if working 5-8’s), may be worked as 
a make-up day at straight time.  In the event that Friday (if working 4-10’s) or Saturday (if working 5-8’s) is utilized as a 
workday, any employee that has been absent from work during the week shall be paid the straight time rate until such 
time that the employee has earned forty (40) hours of straight time pay.  If any employee is required to work recognized 
holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 75:  Means the standard work day shall consist of eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. or 
C.S.T. or C.D.S.T. and 4:30 p.m., with a thirty (30) minute unpaid lunch period occurring in the middle of the shift.  The 
standard workweek shall consist of five standard workdays commencing on Monday and ending on Friday, inclusive.  
The normal starting and quitting times may be changed by mutual consent of interested parties.  All time worked 
before and after the established eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturdays, 
shall be paid for at the rate of one and one-half times the hourly base wage rate in effect.  All time worked on Sundays 
and on recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double the hourly base wage rate in effect.  In a work day 
provided a job runs at least four (4) working days, a ten (10) hour per day, four (4) days per week work schedule may 
be utilized.  Ten (10) hours work per day shall constitute a day’s work, forty (40) hours a week, Monday through 
Thursday, exclusively, shall constitute a week’s work.  The normal starting time of said day shall be between 6:30 a.m. 
and 8:30 a.m.  The normal quitting time shall be ten and one-half (10½) hours after the starting time.  A thirty (30) 
minute unpaid lunch shall occur in the middle of the day.  The normal starting and quitting times may be changed by 
mutual consent of the interested parties.  Provided a job runs at least four (4) working days and in the event, the job is 
shut down for eight (8) hours or more in one (1) work day Monday through Thursday due to inclement weather at the 
job site, then, at the option of the employer, Friday of the same work week may be worked as a makeup day.  The 
Friday makeup day will be considered identical in start and stop times as a ten (10) hour work day, (even if some 
overtime occurs or should ten (10) hours be lost to inclement weather), it would be worked as all other work days. 
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NO. 81:  Means a workday of eight (8) hours, beginning at 8:00 a.m., Monday through Friday shall constitute a forty (40) 
hour work week.  All time over the eight (8) hour day as above defined and all hours worked on Saturday shall be paid at 
the rate of one and one-half (1½) the regular rate of wages.  If workmen are required to work the recognized holidays or 
days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 86:  The regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch period, 
with pay at the straight time rate with all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday shall begin between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. 
The Employer may have the option to schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day 
at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, holiday or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, they shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  All overtime work 
performed on Monday through Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be 
paid at the one and one half the hourly rate.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be paid at double the hourly rate.  Shifts may be established when 
considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the 
First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight 
hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the 
second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third 
shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) hours plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 
per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  Shifts that begin on 
Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half these rates.  Shifts 
that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double time these rates.  
 
NO. 89:  Means the normal workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days for a total of forty (40) hours, starting on 
Monday at 8:00 a.m. and ending on Friday at 4:30 p.m.  The starting time can be flexible between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
a.m. and ending at 2:30 p.m. or 4:30 p.m. respectively.  All work before designated starting time and after quitting time 
shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) .  An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly rate 
shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a day Monday through Friday.  Saturdays, Sundays and Holidays 
shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time.  Any work started after 12:00 midnight Sunday, will be classified as time 
and one-half (1½) up to the legal starting time on Monday. 
 
NO. 90:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work between the hours of 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. from Monday to 
Friday, inclusive.  The work week shall be forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday.  Any work in excess of forty (40) 
hours in one week shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  At the Employer's option the work week can consist of 
five (5) eight (8) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour days.  In case of bad weather, or equipment breakdown, Friday may 
be used as a make-up day if four tens are being worked.  If five eights are being worked, Saturday may be used as a 
make-up day.  If the Employer works five eight hour days, all time over eight hours in one day will be paid at the overtime 
rate.  If the Employer works four ten hour days, all time over ten hours per day will be paid at the overtime rate.  Time and 
one-half (1½) shall be paid for the first two (2) hours of overtime work on any regular work day and any work performed 
before regular starting time and after regular quitting time and for the first ten (10) hours on Saturday.  All work in excess 
of ten (10) hours regular work day and ten (10) hours on Saturday and all work performed on Sunday and recognized 
holidays shall be double (2) time. 
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NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 92:  Means all work performed from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, will be at straight time pay up to 
forty (40) hours per week.  All work performed Monday through Friday before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. will be done at 
time and one-half (1½).  All work done on Saturday will be done at time and one-half (1½), unless the employer and 
employee agree that Saturday shall be used as a make-up day.  The Employer may use a flexible starting time of 7:00 
a.m. to 8:00 a.m., and quitting time of 3:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m., and any such different work starting time shall determine 
whether wages are payable at the straight rate or the premium rate.  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid for at 
time and one-half (1½), unless the Saturday has been used as a make-up day.  All work performed on Sunday and 
holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 103:  Means a regular workweek of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A Workday is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interested parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 120:  Means five (5) eight (8) hour days shall constitute a day’s work, Monday through Friday inclusive. Eight (8) 
hours shall constitute a regular days' work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. and forty (40) hours shall 
constitute a regular work week from Monday through Friday.  All time worked in excess of eight (8) hours per day or 
forty (40) hours per week shall be paid overtime at the rate of time and one-half.  A four (4) ten (10) hour day work 
schedule may be worked Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday. Overtime shall be paid only after ten 
(10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.    Double (2) time will be paid for all work done on Sundays and legal 
holidays. 
 
NO. 121:  Means the regular work day shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  The regular work week shall start on 
Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work Monday through Thursday, ten (10) hours per day.  
All work over eight (8) hours per day (if working five eight hour days) and ten (10) hours per day (if working four ten hours 
days) and over forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate of pay.  If a job cannot 
work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other conditions beyond the control of the 
Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working four ten hour days).  Saturday 
may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working five eight hour days).  Make-up days shall not be utilized for 
days lost because of Holidays.  All work performed on Sundays and Holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the regular 
straight time rate of pay. 
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NO. 126:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $27.96 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
 
NO. 127:  Means the normal work week shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days for a total of forty (40) hours, starting 
on Monday at 8:00 a.m. and ending on Friday at 4:30 p.m.  The starting time can be flexible between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
a.m., and ending at 2:30 p.m. or 4:30 p.m. respectively.  All work before the designated starting time and after the quitting 
time shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly 
rate shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a day Monday through Friday.  Any work started after 12:00 
midnight Sunday, will be classified as time and one-half (1½) up to the legal starting time on Monday.  Saturdays shall be 
considered overtime and work done on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the prevailing scale.   Sundays 
and Holidays shall be considered overtime and work done on these days shall be paid at double (2) time the prevailing 
scale. 
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NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 20: The following days or assigned days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veterans Day (to be observed November 11), Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall 
be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work 
under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, 
Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no 
reimbursement for these eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless worked.  If workmen are required to work 
the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive the double regular rate 
of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 25:  All work done on New Year's Day, Martin Luther King Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, Christmas Day, Presidential Election Day, or 
days locally observed as such, and Saturday and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays and shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  If a named holiday falls on a Saturday, the holiday will be observed on the preceding 
Friday.  When a named holiday falls on Sunday, the Monday after will be observed as the holiday.  Appropriate 
overtime rates to be based on fifteen minute increments.  
 
NO. 26: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When a Holiday occurs on Saturday it shall not 
be observed on either the previous Friday or the following Monday.  Such days shall be regular work days.  If such a 
holiday occurs on Sunday it shall be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 40: The employer agrees to recognize the following holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, 
Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If the holiday falls on a Sunday, and is worked, 
the following work day will be double time wages for the holiday. 
 
NO. 43: All of the following days or assigned days are recognized as holidays:  New Years Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day (November 11th), Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day. If a holiday 
falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on 
the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under 
construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday 
through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement 
for these eight (8) hours is to be paid the employee unless worked.  If the employee is required to work the above 
enumerated holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay 
for such work.   
 
NO. 45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
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NO. 50:  All work performed on Saturdays, Sundays and recognized holidays shall be considered overtime and work 
performed on these days shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale.  The holidays of understanding are:  New 
Years’ Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Veterans Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  
Should any of these holidays fall on Saturday, the Friday before shall be observed as the holiday.  Should any of 
these days fall on Sunday, then the following Monday shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstance 
shall employees be permitted to work on Labor Day (the first Monday in September). 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for such work.   
 
NO. 61:  All work performed on recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  No work shall 
be performed on Labor Day except to save life or property.  The following holidays shall be observed: New Year’s 
Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, to be observed November 11 (or a mutually agreed 
date of the Friday after Thanksgiving if agreed by other crafts working on project), Thanksgiving Day and Christmas 
Day.  Any holiday which occurs on a Sunday shall be observed the following Monday. 
 
NO. 62:  All work performed on holidays shall be considered overtime and work performed on these days shall be 
paid at double (2) time rate of pay.  The holidays of understanding are:  New Years’ Day, Decoration Day, 
Independence Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  Should any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday the Friday before shall be observed as the holiday.  Should any of these days fall on Sunday, then the 
following Monday shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstance shall employees be permitted to work 
on Labor Day (the first Monday in September). 
 
NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 73:  The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran’s Day (or mutually agreed date of the Friday after Thanksgiving Day may be substituted for Veteran’s Day), 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or in the event that any of said Holidays falls on Sunday, then the day or days 
generally recognized as such.  Any work performed anywhere on any of the aforesaid Holidays, or on the day or 
days recognized and observed as such, shall be paid for at double (2) time the regular hourly rate. 
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NO. 77:  The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is 
applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be 
counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to 
be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as 
a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.

All hours worked over the 40 hours Monday 
through Friday will be paid at 1 ½ overtime rate.  A workday shift is to begin at the option of the Employer, between 6:00 
a.m. and not later than 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if required.  If workmen 
are required to work the enumerated holidays or days observed as such or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  Overtime shall be computed at one-half (1/2) hour intervals.  Shift:  The Contractor may 
elect to work one, two or three shifts on any work.  When operating on more than one shift, the shifts shall be known as 
the day shift, swing shift, and graveyard shift as such terms are recognized in the industry.  When two shifts are worked 
on any operation, the shifts will consist of eight (8) or ten (10) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  When three shifts are worked 
the first day or day shift will consist of eight (8) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  The second or swing shift shall consist of 
seven and one-half (7 1/2) hours work for eight hours pay, exclusive of lunchtime, and the third or the graveyard shift shall 
consist of seven (7) hours work for eight (8) hours pay, exclusive of the lunchtime.  All time in excess of normal shifts shall 
be considered overtime.  Multiple shift (the two or three shift) operation will not be construed on the entire project if at 
anytime it is deemed advisable and necessary for the Employer to multiple shift a specific operation.  However, no shift 
shall be started between midnight and six a.m. except the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation, or except in an 
unusual or emergency situation.  If an Employer starts a shift between midnight and 6 a.m. except the graveyard shift on a 
three-shift operation, he shall reimburse all employees for the entire shift at the double time rate.  Completion of the 
second shift on a two-shift operation or completion of the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation that carries over into 
Saturday morning, shall be at the straight time rate.  Overtime shall be computed at ½ hour intervals.   
 
NO. 21:  Means the regular workday for which employees shall be compensated at straight time hourly rate of pay shall, 
unless otherwise provided for, begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  However, the project starting time may be 
advanced or delayed at the discretion of the Employer.  At the discretion of the Employer, when working a five (5) day 
eight (8) hour schedule, Saturday may be used for a make-up day.  If an Employer is prohibited from working on a 
holiday, that employer may work the following Saturday at the straight time rate.  However, the Employer may have the 
option to schedule his work from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with 
all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable overtime rate.

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NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 25:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, starting on Monday and ending on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any 
part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the straight 
time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have 
been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 
9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  All 
hours worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 28:   Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day shall 
be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any part 
thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time 
rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have been 
employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 
a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  For all 
time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 30:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a regular days' work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. with an hours’ 
intermission for lunch; and forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular work week from Monday through Friday.  A four (4) 
ten (10) hour day work schedule may be worked Monday through Thursday (Tuesday through Friday in the event a 
holiday is celebrated on a Monday) or a Tuesday through Friday (Monday through Thursday in the event a holiday is 
celebrated).  If the parties work the four ten hour week the following shall apply:   


(a) Ten (10) consecutive hours shall constitute a day’s work between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m.  One-
half (1/2) hour shall be set aside for an unpaid lunch period. 


(b) Friday may be used as a make-up day when the scheduled work week was interrupted and time lost of seven 
(7) hours or more was incurred.  


Time and one half (1½) will be paid for all time worked in excess of the regular working day and Saturdays; double (2) 
time will be paid for all work done on Sundays and legal holidays. 
 
NO. 33: Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half for all work performed in excess of the regular working day – 
over 8 hours in 5 day workweek or over 10 hours if four day workweek established – and Saturdays.  Sundays and 
Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.   
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NO. 4: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.

If a 
holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day 
except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls 
during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward a forty (40) hour 
week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless worked. If workmen are 
required to work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  The above shall apply to the four 10’s Monday through Friday work week. The ten (10) 
hours shall be applied to the forty (40) hour work week. 
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; 
however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the worker unless worked. If workers are required to 
work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 21: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) 
hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless 
worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when an observed 
holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make-up day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 27: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) 
hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workmen unless 
worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day when an observed 
holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for 
such work.   
 
NO. 29:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, Labor 
Day, Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. When a National holiday 
falls on Sunday, Monday shall be observed as the holiday. When a National holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding 
Friday will be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 32: All work performed on New Year’s Day, Veterans’ Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Christmas Day, 
and Thanksgiving Day or days celebrated for the same.

All hours worked on Sundays and holidays and all hours worked in excess of twelve (12) hours during the 
regular working day shall be paid at two (2) times the regular hourly rate.  In the event of rain, snow, cold or 
excessively windy weather on a regular working day, Saturday may be designated as a "make-up" day.  Saturday may 
also be designated as a "make-up" day, for an employee who has missed a day of work for personal or other reasons.  
Pay for "make-up" days shall be at regular rates. 
 
NO. 42:  Means eight (8) hours between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day.  The starting 
time may be advanced one (1) or two (2) hours.  Employees shall have a lunch period of thirty (30) minutes.  The 
Employer may provide a lunch period of one (1) hour, and in that event, the workday shall commence at 8:00 a.m. and 
end at 5:00 p.m.  The workweek shall commence at 8:00 a.m. on Monday and shall end at 4:30 p.m. on Friday (or 5:00 
p.m. on Friday if the Employer grants a lunch period of one (1) hour), or as adjusted by starting time change as stated 
above.  All work performed before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. (or 5:00 p.m. where one (1) hour lunch is granted for 
lunch) or as adjusted by starting time change as stated above or on Saturday, except as herein provided, shall be 
compensated at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate of pay for the work performed.  All work performed 
on Sunday and on recognized holidays shall be compensated at double (2) the regular hourly rate of pay for the work 
performed.  When working a five 8-hour day schedule and an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) hours, 
Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof 
may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.

Once this clause has 
been put into effect, it shall remain as long as the majority of the Employees on the project and the Employer agree to 
keep it.  The four (4) day clause shall not be used to circumvent a Holiday.  Except as otherwise provided, all work 
performed outside the regular working hours and performed during the regular work week (Monday through Friday) shall 
be at the following rates of pay: 
 Holidays-New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day (or days 
observed as such) shall be recognized as Holidays that shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Labor Day-No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency.  Rate of pay shall be 
at three (3) times the regular rate of pay. 
 Overtime-Work performed outside of the regular work day (the regular work day shall consist of an eight (8) hour 
period, to be worked between the agreed upon starting time and ending not later than 4:30 p.m.  The agreed upon 
starting time shall be any time between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m., by mutual consent of the interested 
party’s.), shall be: 


A. Hours worked Monday through Friday, the first two (2) hours of overtime will be paid at time and one-half 
(1½).  All other overtime will be paid at the double (2) time rate. 


B. The first ten (10) hours worked on Saturday will be paid at time and one-half (1½), with all other hours to be 
paid at the double (2) time rate. 


C. Sundays and Holidays (except Labor Day) shall be paid at the double (2) time rate. 
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NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
 
NO. 59:  Means that except as herein provided, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) 
hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  All time worked outside of the standard eight (8) hour work day and on 
Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All time worked on Sunday and 
holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working 
either five (5) eight hour days or four (4) ten hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four 
(4) ten-hour work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods between the hours 
of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work, Monday through Thursday, 
inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at 
the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours 
per week.  When the five day eight (8) hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's 
work, Monday through Friday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then 
Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or 
forty (40) hours per week.  The regular starting time (and resulting quitting time) may be moved to 6:00 a.m. or delayed to 
9:00 a.m.  Make-up days shall not be utilized for days lost due to holidays. 
 
NO. 60:  Means the Employer shall have the option of working five 8-hour days or four 10-hour days Monday through 
Friday.  If an Employer elects to work five 8-hour days during any work week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day 
or forty (40) per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits Monday through 
Friday.  SATURDAY MAKE-UP DAY:  If an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, 
or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-
up day at the straight time rate.  It is agreed by the parties that the make-up day is not to be used to make up time lost 
due to recognized holidays.  If an Employer elects to work four 10-hour days, between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 
p.m. in any week, work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and 
one half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is working 10-hour days 
and loses a day due to inclement weather, the Employer may work ten (10) hours on Friday at straight time.   All hours 
worked over the forty (40) hours Monday through Friday will be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly wage rate plus 
fringe benefits.  All Millwright work performed in excess of the regular work day and on Saturday shall be compensated 
for at time and one-half (1½) the regular Millwright hourly wage rate plus fringe benefits.  The regular work day starting at 
8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 
a.m.  All work accomplished on Sundays and recognized holidays, or days observed as recognized holidays, shall be 
compensated for at double (2) the regular hourly rate of wages plus fringe benefits.  NOTE:  All overtime is computed on 
the hourly wage rate plus an amount equal to the fringe benefits.  
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NO. 69:  Means eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m., except for a thirty (30) minute 
lunch period shall constitute a regular work day.  Forty (40) hours, within five (5) such work days-Mondays through 
Friday, inclusive, shall constitute a regular work week.  The starting and quitting time for each job shall be subject to 
variance by mutual Agreement and where not agreed otherwise the regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m. and the 
quitting time shall be 4:30 p.m.  In order to meet job site or owner conditions, the above section may be modified to 
allow for a workday/workweek of four (4), ten-hour days (4-10’s) provided that the following condition is met: 
 


The project must be for a minimum of four (4) consecutive days, beginning on either a Monday or Tuesday, 
holidays, inclusive.   
 


All work performed outside of the regularly scheduled working hours, Monday through Friday, and on Saturday shall be 
paid at one and one-half (1½) times the hourly rate.  On all work performed on Sundays and recognized legal holidays 
or days that may be celebrated as such, shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate.  Shift work performed between the 
hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:30 a.m. (second shift) shall be paid at eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus ten 
(10%) percent for seven and one-half (7½) hours work.  Shift work performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 
8:00 a.m. (third shift) shall be paid at eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate plus fifteen (15%) percent for seven 
(7) hours work.  A lunch period of thirty (30) minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required after 
the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate. 
 
NO. 85:  Means the work week shall be Monday through Sunday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work to begin 
between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and end between 2:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m.  Employees required to work during their lunch 
period shall receive the overtime rate.   Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are required to 
work prior to their normal starting time or after eight (8) hours or normal quitting time Monday through Friday, or all day on 
Saturday.  If an Employer has started the work week on a five day, eight hours a day schedule, and due to inclement 
weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine or ten hours a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of 
that work week in order to make up for the lost time (10-hour make-up day).  All work over ten (10) hours a day or over 
forty (40) hours a week must be paid at time & one-half (1½).  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  A contractor may alter the regular work week to four (4) ten (10) hour days at straight time 
rate of pay.  To do this the scheduled 4-10's must be worked at least one full week and the regular workweek shall be 
Monday through Thursday with Friday being a make-up day at straight time for days missed in the regular workweek due 
to inclement weather.  If 5-8's are being worked, Saturday may be used as a make-up day at straight time if inclement 
weather prevents work during the normal work week. 
 
NO. 86:  The regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch period, 
with pay at the straight time rate with all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday shall begin between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. 
The Employer may have the option to schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day 
at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, holiday or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, they shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  All overtime work 
performed on Monday through Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be 
paid at the one and one half the hourly rate.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be paid at double the hourly rate.  Shifts may be established when 
considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the 
First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight 
hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the 
second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third 
shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) hours plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 
per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  Shifts that begin on 
Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half these rates.  Shifts 
that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double time these rates.  
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NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
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NO. 3: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, 
the following Monday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 15: All work accomplished on the recognized holidays of New Year's Day, Decoration Day (Memorial Day), 
Independence Day (Fourth of July), Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or days 
observed as these named holidays, shall be compensated for at double (2) the regular hourly rate of wages plus 
fringe benefits.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day, Christmas Day, 
Decoration Day or Independence Day except to preserve life or property. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 23: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day and Sundays shall be recognized holidays and shall be paid at the double time 
rate of pay.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be considered a holiday.  When a holiday 
falls on Saturday, Friday is recognized as a holiday.  
 
NO. 35: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workman unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make-up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make-up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall 
receive time and one-half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 44: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it 
shall be observed on the Monday following.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the proceeding 
Friday.  No work shall be performed on these days except in emergency to protect life or property.  All work 
performed on these holidays shall be compensated at double the regular hourly rate for the work performed.  
Overtime shall be computed at half-hour intervals.  
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NO. 45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 53:  All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day 
or days observed as such for these holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  No work shall be 
performed on Labor Day except in special cases of emergency, and then the rate of pay shall be at three (3) 
times the regular rate of pay.  When a holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the 
holiday.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for such work.   
 
NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 67:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Christmas Day, Fourth of July and Thanksgiving 
Day, from midnight to midnight, shall be paid for at the rate of double time (2) the basic rate of pay if required to work 
in addition to any other pay otherwise required hereunder as holiday pay.  Positively no work shall be performed on 
Labor Day.  Martin Luther King’s Birthday, Veteran’s Day, and the day after Thanksgiving Day shall be considered 
optional holidays, and if the Employer and employees agree that work will be performed on that day, no premium 
pay will be required.  Should any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Friday.  
Should any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the holiday will be observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 74:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be paid at double (2) time of the hourly rate of pay.  In the event one of 
the above holiday’s falls on Saturday, the holiday shall be celebrated on Saturday.  If the holiday falls on Sunday, the 
holiday will be celebrated on Monday.  
 
NO. 75:  Means that on all work performed on Sundays and the following legal holiday or days that may be 
celebrated as such, shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, and Independence 
Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  Saturday holidays will be celebrated on 
Saturday.  Sunday holidays will be celebrated on Monday following the holiday.  Work performed on any of these 
Mondays will be paid at double (2) the rate of pay.  The Friday following Thanksgiving will be worked at the 
Employer’s option.  If worked, it will be at the regular hourly rate of pay.

If an Employer elects to 
work five 8-hour days during any workweek, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or 40 per week shall be paid at 
time and one-half the hourly rate Monday through Friday.   If an Employer elects to work four 10-hour days in a week, 
work performed more than ten (10) hours per day or 40 hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half the hourly rate 
Monday through Friday.  When working a five 8-hour day schedule and an Employer is prevented from working forty (40) 
hours Monday through Friday, or any part thereof, by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be 
worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  If an Employer is working a four 10-hour day schedule and loses a day 
due to inclement weather, he may work 10 hours Friday at straight time.  All hours worked over the 40 hours Monday 
through Friday will be paid at 1 ½ overtime rate.  A workday shift is to begin at the option of the Employer, between 6:00 
a.m. and not later than 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if required.  If workmen 
are required to work the enumerated holidays or days observed as such or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  Overtime shall be computed at one-half (1/2) hour intervals.  Shift:  The Contractor may 
elect to work one, two or three shifts on any work.  When operating on more than one shift, the shifts shall be known as 
the day shift, swing shift, and graveyard shift as such terms are recognized in the industry.  When two shifts are worked 
on any operation, the shifts will consist of eight (8) or ten (10) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  When three shifts are worked 
the first day or day shift will consist of eight (8) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  The second or swing shift shall consist of 
seven and one-half (7 1/2) hours work for eight hours pay, exclusive of lunchtime, and the third or the graveyard shift shall 
consist of seven (7) hours work for eight (8) hours pay, exclusive of the lunchtime.  All time in excess of normal shifts shall 
be considered overtime.  Multiple shift (the two or three shift) operation will not be construed on the entire project if at 
anytime it is deemed advisable and necessary for the Employer to multiple shift a specific operation.  However, no shift 
shall be started between midnight and six a.m. except the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation, or except in an 
unusual or emergency situation.  If an Employer starts a shift between midnight and 6 a.m. except the graveyard shift on a 
three-shift operation, he shall reimburse all employees for the entire shift at the double time rate.  Completion of the 
second shift on a two-shift operation or completion of the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation that carries over into 
Saturday morning, shall be at the straight time rate.  Overtime shall be computed at ½ hour intervals.   
 
NO. 5:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more that forty (40) hours work, Monday through Saturday, and all 
work performed over and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & 
one-half (1½).  Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays 
or days observed as such.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any 
other craft employees of the same employer at work on that same job site are receiving double (2) time pay for that 
Sunday or holiday.  If a job can’t work forty (40) hours, Monday through Saturday, because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday and Saturday may be worked as make up days at straight time (if 
working 4-10's).  Saturday may be worked as a make up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s).  Make up days shall not be 
utilized for days lost to holidays.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer 
except when inclement weather or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, including 
requirements of the owner, prevent work.  In such event the starting time may be delayed but not later than 12:00 noon.  
Where one of the holidays falls or is observed during the work week, then all work performed over and above thirty-two 
(32) hours shall be paid at time & one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 9:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours within 
five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week. Work performed in the 9th and 10th hour, 
Monday through Friday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay. Contractor has the 
option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay between the hours of 
6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  Worked performed in the first eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid 
at the rate of one and eight tenths (1.8) the regular straight time rate.  Work performed outside these hours and on 
Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
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NO. 12:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work and all work performed over 
and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & one-half (1½).  A 
workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or 
other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, in which event, the starting time may be advanced or 
delayed.  Workers shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on recognized holidays or days observed as 
such. 
 
NO. 21:  Means the regular workday for which employees shall be compensated at straight time hourly rate of pay shall, 
unless otherwise provided for, begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  However, the project starting time may be 
advanced or delayed at the discretion of the Employer.  At the discretion of the Employer, when working a five (5) day 
eight (8) hour schedule, Saturday may be used for a make-up day.  If an Employer is prohibited from working on a 
holiday, that employer may work the following Saturday at the straight time rate.  However, the Employer may have the 
option to schedule his work from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with 
all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer elects to 
work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to circumstances beyond his control, he shall have the option to 
work Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) hours.  If an Employer is prohibited from 
working on a holiday, that Employer may work the following Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate.  Overtime will be 
at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  If workmen are required to work the enumerated holidays or days 
observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 26:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day shall 
be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any part 
thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time 
rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have been 
employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 
a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  For all 
time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 32: Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  
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NO. 3: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to 
protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as 
eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the 
workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day 
when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day. If 
workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive time & one-
half (1½) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 4: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. When a Holiday falls on a Sunday, 
Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day, except in case of jeopardy to life or property.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  
 
NO. 5: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day 
except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls 
during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward a forty (40) hour 
week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless worked. If workmen are 
required to work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  The above shall apply to the four 10’s Monday through Friday work week. The ten (10) 
hours shall be applied to the forty (40) hour work week. 
 
NO. 12: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day, Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When one of the foregoing 
holidays falls on Sunday, it shall be celebrated on the following Monday.  When one of the foregoing holidays falls on 
Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday before the holiday. 
 
NO. 15: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive time and one-half (1½) the regular 
rate of pay for such work.  Where one of the holidays specified falls or is observed during the workweek, then all work 
performed over and above thirty-two (32) hours in that week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  
Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1 ½) for all work performed on Sundays.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work 
on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any other craft employees of the same employer at work on that 
same job site are receiving double (2) time for that Sunday or holiday. 
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; 
however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the worker unless worked. If workers are required to 
work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
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NO. 25: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) 
hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workmen unless 
worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day when an observed 
holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for 
such work.   
 
NO. 31: All work performed on New Year's Day, Presidents’ Day, Veterans’ Day, Good Friday, Decoration Day, Fourth of 
July, Labor Day, Christmas Eve Day,  Christmas Day, Thanksgiving Day and Day after Thanksgiving or days celebrated for 
the same.

NO. 19:  On single shift operation, eight (8) hours of work, between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m., shall constitute a day’s 
work.  Forty (40) hours of work Monday through Friday shall constitute a workweek.  The starting time may be changed 
to begin between the hours of six (6:00) and ten (10:00) a.m.  The first two (2) hours performed in excess of an eight 
(8) hour workday Monday through Friday, and the first ten (10) hours on Saturday, shall be paid at time and one-half 
(1.5) the basic straight–time rate.  All work performed on Sundays and holidays, and in excess of ten (10) hours a day 
shall be paid at double (2) the basic straight time rate of pay.  When hours worked are outside of established work 
hours, the pay rate shall be one and one-half (1.5) times the regular rate of pay for the first ten (10) hours, and all 
hours in excess of ten (10)  hours shall be at the double-time rate.  Shift work of either one (1) eight hour night shift, or 
two (2) eight (8) hour night shifts on a job which will continue for at least one (1) week, all employees shall be paid 
eighteen and one-half percent (18.5%) over the straight-time hourly rate on the night shifts.  All hours worked in excess 
of eight (8) in a shift shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate of pay.  The normal workweek may be changed to 
four (4) ten (10) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour nights, if on shift work, with the following provisions:  Monday 
through Thursday would be the normal workweek with Friday being used as scheduled workday in case of a day being 
lost due to weather, all employees working night shift, on a job that will continue at least one (1) week, shall be paid 
thirty percent (30%) over the regular straight-time hourly rate of pay, and any hours worked before or after established 
starting and quitting times being paid at double (2) time hourly rates of pay. 
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NO. 21:  Means eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day.  Forty 
(40) hours within five (5) days, Monday through Friday, shall constitute a work week.  The regular starting time of a job 
may be moved not more than two (2) hours prior to 8:00 a.m.  However, in no case shall more than eight (8) hours be 
worked per day without the applicable overtime rate being paid.  When job conditions dictate, the Employer shall be 
allowed to establish a four (4) day, ten (10) hours per day work week.  This work week is defined as Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  All hours worked in excess of ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week 
shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  This language is not intended to change the normal five (5) day, eight (8) 
hour per day work week.  All overtime work performed after the regularly scheduled working hours Monday through 
Friday and Saturday shall be paid for at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay.  Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the straight time rate of pay.  Shift work performed between the 
hours of 4:30 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. (second shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 
17.3% for all hours worked.  Shift work performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. (third shift) shall receive 
eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 31.4% for all hours worked.  An unpaid lunch period of thirty (30) 
minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required before the established start time and after the 
completion of eight (8) hours of any shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate. 
 
NO. 24:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  A workweek of four (4), ten (10) hour days may be established on a 
per job basis.  Saturday may be used for a make-up day, when working 5-8’s, Friday when working 4-10’s.  All time 
worked before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on 
Saturday shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except after eight (8) hours worked, then double (2) time 
will apply.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.   
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 36:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day, Monday through Friday between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m.  Saturday can be used as a makeup day if time is lost due to weather.  All hours in excess of the regular forty 
(40) hour work week or eight (8) hours per day shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of one and 
one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  Employees will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times their regular rate 
for work performed on Saturdays.  Sundays and holidays worked are to be paid at double (2) the regular hourly rate.  
Four (4) ten-hour days, at the option of the Employer, shall be the standard work week, consisting of a consecutive ten-
hour period, Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday, between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m.  Forty 
(40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  
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NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
 
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
 
NO. 61:  Means except as herein provided, eight (8) hours a day, 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., shall constitute a standard work 
day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  The regular workday starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and 
resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  All time 
worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and 
one-half (1½).  All time worked on Sunday and holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) 
time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a 
normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) day ten hour work week is in effect, the standard work week shall 
consist of forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) consecutive ten-hour four days within 
the five (5) day period.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday 
and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) 
hours per day, or forty (40) hours per week.  When the five (5) day eight-hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per 
week shall constitute a week's work (normal work week being Monday through Friday).  In the event the job is down for 
any reason beyond the control of the Employer, then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-
up day, at straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours for that day, or forty (40) hours per week.  A make-up day is not to 
be used to make up time lost due to recognized holidays. 
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NO. 64:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours shall constitute a week’s work, Sunday through Saturday.  In the event time is lost due to weather or conditions 
beyond the control of the Employer, the Employer may schedule work on Saturday at straight time.   All work over eight 
(8) hours in one day, forty (40) hours in one week, or on Saturday (except as herein provided) shall be classified as 
overtime and be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work on Sunday or recognized holidays shall be classified 
as overtime and be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work 
Sunday through Saturday inclusive.  In the event the job is down for reasons beyond the contractors control, then Friday 
and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) 
hours per day or forty (40) hours per week. 
 
NO. 84:  The regular working starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 
6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  Except as provided in this Article, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a 
standard work day and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a weeks’ work, which shall begin on Sunday and end on 
Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid at 
the rate of time & one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be 
classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) 
eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour 
work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods, exclusive of the lunch period, 
beginning at 6:30 a.m. and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  
In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option 
of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  
When the five (5) eight-hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday 
through Friday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Saturday may, 
at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or forty (40) hours 
per week. 
 
NO. 98:  Means eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute 
a week's work which shall begin on Sunday and end on Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and 
on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All 
time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  
The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a normal 
forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive 
ten (10) hour periods between the hours of 5:30 and 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a 
week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's 
control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to 
exceed ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.  When the five (5) day eight (8) hours work week is in effect 
forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work, Monday through Friday, inclusive. In the event the job is down 
for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-
up day; straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.  When the five (5) day eight (8) 
hour work week is in effect, starting time shall be between 7:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  All time worked before 7:00 a.m. shall 
be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on Saturday up to 6:00 p.m. (except as herein 
provided) shall be compensated for at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All time worked from 6:00 p.m. Saturday to 
7:00 a.m. Monday will be paid for at the rate of double (2) time.  
 
NO. 112:  Means the regular starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 
6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  Except as provided for, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard 
work day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, which shall begin on Sunday and end on 
Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the 
rate of time and one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be 
classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight 
(8) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour 
work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten hour periods between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 
6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  In the event 
the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the 
Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  
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NO. 123:  Means except as provided, eight (8) hours a day (8:00 A.M. to 4:30 P.M.) shall constitute a standard work day, 
excluding the 30-minute lunch period, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work.  All time worked 
outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half 
(except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and 
paid at the rate of double time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour 
days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work week shall consist of forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) 
consecutive ten (10) hour days within the five day period.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control 
of the Employer, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight 
time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  Starting time will be designated by the Employer.  When 
the five (5) day eight (8) hour work week is in effect forty (40) hours per week will constitute a week’s work (normal work 
week being Monday through Friday).  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control of the Employer, 
then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; at straight time not to exceed eight (8) 
hours or forty (40) hours per week. 
 
NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
 
NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 1: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the rate of double time.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the 
following Monday shall be observed.  When one of the above holidays falls on Saturday the preceding Friday shall 
be observed.  
 
NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 14: The following days are recognized Holidays: Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas 
Day, and New Year’s Day.  No work shall be done on Labor Day.  When falling on a Sunday and the following 
Monday is observed as part of the holiday, then that Monday shall be considered a holiday.  Sunday and Holidays 
will be paid at the rate of two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 24: All work done on Christmas Day, Thanksgiving Day, New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Presidential Election Day or days locally observed as such, and Sunday shall be 
recognized as holidays and paid at the double time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 48: All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Any one of the above-listed holidays 
falling on Sunday shall be observed on the following Monday and paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  
Any of the above holidays falling on Saturday shall be observed on the previous Friday and paid at double (2) the 
straight-time rate of pay.  Employees working on the Saturday will receive the standard pay for Saturday work. 
 
NO. 49: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) 
of the personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these 
holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they 
shall be paid time & one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 52: All work performed on Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall receive the double (2) time rate of pay. 
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NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 65:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. If the holiday falls on 
Saturday, it will be observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be 
paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 74:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be paid at double (2) time of the hourly rate of pay.  In the event one of 
the above holiday’s falls on Saturday, the holiday shall be celebrated on Saturday.  If the holiday falls on Sunday, the 
holiday will be celebrated on Monday.  
 
NO. 78:  The following days shall be recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Thanksgiving and Christmas.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will be observed as 
the legal holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the legal holiday.  All time 
worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double time.

When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be 
counted as eight (8) hours toward a forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid 
to the worker(s) unless worked. 
 
NO. 5:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more that forty (40) hours work, Monday through Saturday, and all 
work performed over and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & 
one-half (1½).  Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays 
or days observed as such.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any 
other craft employees of the same employer at work on that same job site are receiving double (2) time pay for that 
Sunday or holiday.  If a job can’t work forty (40) hours, Monday through Saturday, because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday and Saturday may be worked as make up days at straight time (if 
working 4-10's).  Saturday may be worked as a make up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s).  Make up days shall not be 
utilized for days lost to holidays.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer 
except when inclement weather or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, including 
requirements of the owner, prevent work.  In such event the starting time may be delayed but not later than 12:00 noon.  
Where one of the holidays falls or is observed during the work week, then all work performed over and above thirty-two 
(32) hours shall be paid at time & one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 12:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work and all work performed over 
and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & one-half (1½).  A 
workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or 
other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, in which event, the starting time may be advanced or 
delayed.  Workers shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on recognized holidays or days observed as 
such. 
 
NO: 18:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 29:   Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or Tuesday 
through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. nor later 
than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) will be paid 
for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all work performed 
on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Saturday will be a make 
up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work performed on Monday will be time 
and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday will be a make-up day to the extent of 
the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees work on any of the recognized holidays, 
they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 31:  Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  All employees performing work on affected 
properties during or following emergencies shall receive the applicable rate of pay for the first sixteen (16) consecutive 
hours and all hours worked in excess of sixteen (16) consecutive hours shall be paid at double time until broken by an 
eight (8) hour rest period.  Should an employee be called back to work within two hours of his normal quitting time, the 
previous hours worked shall count toward the above sixteen (16) hour provision.   
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NO. 3: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to 
protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as 
eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the 
workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day 
when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day. If 
workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive time & one-
half (1½) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 15: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive time and one-half (1½) the regular 
rate of pay for such work.  Where one of the holidays specified falls or is observed during the workweek, then all work 
performed over and above thirty-two (32) hours in that week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  
Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1 ½) for all work performed on Sundays.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work 
on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any other craft employees of the same employer at work on that 
same job site are receiving double (2) time for that Sunday or holiday. 
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; 
however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the worker unless worked. If workers are required to 
work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 18: All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed 
on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be 
performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  
When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward a 
forty (40) hour week; however no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the working person(s) unless the 
holiday is worked. 
 
NO. 24:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas 
Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If the holiday falls on Saturday, it will be 
observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be paid for at double (2) the 
regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 28: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) of the 
personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these holidays fall 
on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on Saturday, the preceding 
Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they shall be paid time & one-half (1½) 
their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 30: All work performed on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Christmas Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Day after Thanksgiving or days celebrated for the same.

Any work performed on a Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one 
and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly wage scale unless such Saturday work falls under the category of Saturday 
make Up Day.  When this Saturday Make Up Day does occur, the Employee may work on Saturday at straight time;

straight time rate exceeds forty (40) hours, all time worked in excess of the forty (40) hours will be paid at the rate of one 
and one-half (1½) time the regular hourly wage scale.  The provision of this Saturday Make Up Day shall not apply to any 
weeks in which a designated holiday is recognized.  Any work performed by Employees anywhere on Sunday or holidays 
shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time the regular wage scale. 
 
NO. 18:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours.  Working hours are from six (6) hours before Noon (12:00) 
to six (6) hours after Noon (12:00).  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning between 6:00 a.m. and 
12:00 Noon on Monday and ending between 1:00 p.m. and 6:00 p.m. on Friday.  Saturday will be paid at time and one-
half (1½).  Sunday and Holidays shall be paid at double (2) time.  Saturday can be a make-up day if the weather has 
forced a day off, but only in the week of the day being lost.  Any time before six (6) hours before Noon or six (6) hours 
after Noon will be paid at time and one-half (1½).  
 
NO. 21:  Means eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day.  Forty 
(40) hours within five (5) days, Monday through Friday, shall constitute a work week.  The regular starting time of a job 
may be moved not more than two (2) hours prior to 8:00 a.m.  However, in no case shall more than eight (8) hours be 
worked per day without the applicable overtime rate being paid.  When job conditions dictate, the Employer shall be 
allowed to establish a four (4) day, ten (10) hours per day work week.  This work week is defined as Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  All hours worked in excess of ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week 
shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  This language is not intended to change the normal five (5) day, eight (8) 
hour per day work week.  All overtime work performed after the regularly scheduled working hours Monday through 
Friday and Saturday shall be paid for at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay.  Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the straight time rate of pay.

All overtime work required before the established start time and after the 
completion of eight (8) hours of any shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate. 
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NO. 22:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interest parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 23:  Means the regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch 
period, with pay at the regular straight time hourly rate.  The workday starts at 8:00 a.m., the quitting time shall be 4:30 
p.m.  All overtime Monday through Friday, and Saturdays shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) 
time shall be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 24:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  A workweek of four (4), ten (10) hour days may be established on a 
per job basis.  Saturday may be used for a make-up day, when working 5-8’s, Friday when working 4-10’s.  All time 
worked before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on 
Saturday shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except after eight (8) hours worked, then double (2) time 
will apply.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.   
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 35:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interested parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 36:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day, Monday through Friday between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m.  Saturday can be used as a makeup day if time is lost due to weather.  All hours in excess of the regular forty 
(40) hour work week or eight (8) hours per day shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of one and 
one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  Employees will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times their regular rate 
for work performed on Saturdays.  Sundays and holidays worked are to be paid at double (2) the regular hourly rate.

NO. 43:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours 
within five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week. Work performed in the 9th and 
10th hour, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
Contractor has the option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of 
pay between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday. Work performed outside the regularly 
scheduled working hours and on Saturdays, Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall 
be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
   
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.

The Employer may establish a four (4) ten (10) hour shift 
exclusive of the thirty (30) minute lunch period at the straight time wage rate.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a 
week’s work Monday through Thursday.

The Employer may use a flexible starting time of 7:00 
a.m. to 8:00 a.m., and quitting time of 3:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m., and any such different work starting time shall determine 
whether wages are payable at the straight rate or the premium rate.  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid for at 
time and one-half (1½), unless the Saturday has been used as a make-up day.  All work performed on Sunday and 
holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 105:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours.  Working hours are from six (6) hours before Noon (12:00) 
to six hours after Noon (12:00).  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning between 6:00 a.m. and Noon 
(12:00) on Monday and ending between 1:00 p.m. and 6:00 p.m. on Friday.  Saturday work will be paid time and one-half 
(1½) the regular hourly rate of pay.  Work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) time 
the regular hourly rate of pay.  Saturdays can be a make-up day if weather has forced a day off.  But only in the week of 
the day being lost.  Any time worked before six (6) hours before Noon (12:00) or after six (6) hours after Noon (12:00) will 
be paid at the time and one-half (1½) the regular hourly rate of pay.

Sunday and Holidays shall be 
double (2) time.  Saturday can be a make-up day if weather has forced a day off.    
 
NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
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NO. 126:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.

The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 3: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, 
the following Monday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 5:  All work that shall be done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate 
for each hour of fraction thereof worked on any such day .  
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.

26: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When a Holiday occurs on Saturday it shall not 
be observed on either the previous Friday or the following Monday.  Such days shall be regular work days.  If such a 
holiday occurs on Sunday it shall be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 28: All work done on New Year's Day,  Veteran's Day,  Memorial Day,  Independence Day,  Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the holiday. 
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NO. 36: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workman unless worked.

NO. 41:  The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, 
Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  No work shall be performed on the Fourth of July, 
Labor Day or Christmas Day.  Any work performed on the above holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the 
regular straight time rate of pay.  When any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
observed as such holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall not be considered to be observed on the previous 
Friday or following Monday.  Such days shall be regular workdays. 
 
NO. 45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
 
48: All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Any one of the above-listed holidays 
falling on Sunday shall be observed on the following Monday and paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  
Any of the above holidays falling on Saturday shall be observed on the previous Friday and paid at double (2) the 
straight-time rate of pay.  Employees working on the Saturday will receive the standard pay for Saturday work. 
 
NO. 52: All work performed on Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall receive the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for such work.   
 
NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday.

FED:  Minimum requirement per Fair Labor Standards Act means time and one-half (1 ½) shall be paid for all work in 
excess of forty (40) hours per work week. 
 
NO. 2:  Means a regular workweek shall be forty (40) hours and will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The Employer 
shall have the option of working five 8-hour days or four 10-hour days Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to 
work five 8-hour days during any workweek, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or 40 per week shall be paid at 
time and one-half the hourly rate Monday through Friday.

NO. 10:  Means the regular working day shall be scheduled to consist of at least eight (8) hours but no more than ten (10) 
consecutive hours, exclusive of the lunch period, unless otherwise provided.  Crews shall be scheduled to commence at 
any time between the hours of 5:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. or earlier if agreed on by the majority of any one crew.  Except 
as specifically provided for Saturdays, Sundays and holidays, all work performed by Employees anywhere in excess of 
forty (40) hours in one (1) work week, or in excess of ten (10) hours in one work day shall be paid at the rate of one and 
one-half (1½) times the regular hourly wage scale.  Any work performed on a Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one 
and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly wage scale unless such Saturday work falls under the category of Saturday 
make Up Day.  When this Saturday Make Up Day does occur, the Employee may work on Saturday at straight time; 
provided, however, if during the period worked by said Employee on Saturday, the Employee’s compensable time at the 
straight time rate exceeds forty (40) hours, all time worked in excess of the forty (40) hours will be paid at the rate of one 
and one-half (1½) time the regular hourly wage scale.  The provision of this Saturday Make Up Day shall not apply to any 
weeks in which a designated holiday is recognized.  Any work performed by Employees anywhere on Sunday or holidays 
shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time the regular wage scale. 
 
NO. 17:  Means the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor between 7:00 a.m. and 3:30 p.m. and the 
regular work week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour days of labor beginning on Monday and ending with 
Friday of each week.    All full-time or part-time labor performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working 
hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  Except as otherwise provided, all work performed outside of regular working 
hours during the regular work week, shall be at double (2) times the regular rate.  Working hours may be varied by two (2) 
hours.  When circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to by interested parties, the Employer 
may institute a work week consisting of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of five (5) a.m. and six 
(6) p.m., Monday through Thursday, with one-half (1/2) hour allowed for a lunch period each day.  Friday may be used as 
a make-up day.  The make-up day will be voluntary, and a decision not to work may not be held against the employee.  
When working four (4) ten (10) hour day’s overtime will be paid at the time and one-half (1½) rate for the eleventh (11th) 
and twelfth (12th) hour, all other work will be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  The first two (2) hours of overtime, 
Monday through Friday, and the first eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be at time and one-half (1½) for all work.  All other 
overtime shall be at double (2) time.  The first two (2) hours of overtime must be concurrent with the regular work day; two 
(2) hours prior to or following the regular work day are at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday (as previously 
defined) on Saturday is paid at time and one-half (1½).  Work performed outside of the regular Saturday work day is at 
double (2) time.  All work performed on recognized holidays, or days locally observed as such, and Sundays shall be paid 
at the double (2) time rate of pay.   
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NO. 24:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  A workweek of four (4), ten (10) hour days may be established on a 
per job basis.  Saturday may be used for a make-up day, when working 5-8’s, Friday when working 4-10’s.  All time 
worked before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on 
Saturday shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except after eight (8) hours worked, then double (2) time 
will apply.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.   
 
NO. 25:  Means regular working hours of eight (8) hours shall constitute a working day between the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 
4:30 p.m. in a forty (40) hour working week of Monday through Friday. Employment on Saturday, Sunday and legal 
holidays, and employment before or after the regular working hours shall be considered overtime.  Employment on 
Saturday, Sunday and legal holidays shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 
12:00 midnight, Monday through Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 
12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on any day shall be paid for at twice (2) the regular hourly rate. 
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 27:  Means eight (8) hours of work between the hours of eight (8:00) a.m. and four-thirty (4:30) p.m. shall constitute a 
work day.  Forty (40) hours within five (5) days - Monday through Friday, inclusive - shall constitute a work week.  The 
regular starting time in the morning may be moved not more than one hour prior to 8:00 a.m.; however, in no case shall 
more than eight (8) hours be worked per day without the applicable overtime rate being paid.  When job conditions dictate 
and as required by the employer, the employer shall be allowed to establish a four (4) day, ten (10) hour per day work 
week.  This work week is defined as Monday through Thursday, with a Friday make-up day.  The normal work day under 
a ten (10) hour four (4) day work week shall be from 8:00 a.m. to 6:30 p.m., with a one hour starting variance.  The make-
up day of Friday shall be instituted for specific reasons such as loss of production due to weather and Holidays.  All hours 
worked in excess of ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week or hours worked outside the normal work week 
shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  This language is not intended to change the normal five (5) day, eight (8) 
hours per day work week.  All overtime work after a regular work day, (8) hours, Monday through Friday shall be paid at 
time and one-half (1½).  All hours worked on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All other overtime on 
Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Shift work performed 
between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. (second shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of 
pay plus 17.3% for all hours worked. Shift work performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. (third shift) 
shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 31.4% for all hours worked.  A lunch period of thirty 
(30) minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid 
at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate.  
 
NO. 31:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work and all work performed over 
and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  A 
workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or 
other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, in which event, the starting time may be advanced or 
delayed. Work performed on recognized holidays or days observed as such, shall receive time and one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
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NO. 36:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day, Monday through Friday between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m.  Saturday can be used as a makeup day if time is lost due to weather.  All hours in excess of the regular forty 
(40) hour work week or eight (8) hours per day shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of one and 
one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  Employees will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times their regular rate 
for work performed on Saturdays.  Sundays and holidays worked are to be paid at double (2) the regular hourly rate.  
Four (4) ten-hour days, at the option of the Employer, shall be the standard work week, consisting of a consecutive ten-
hour period, Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday, between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m.  Forty 
(40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  
 
NO. 45:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work, beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m.  The regular 
work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning Monday, 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m. Friday.  Because of traffic, 
parking and other circumstances, the hours of work on any project may begin as early as 6:00 a.m. with eight (8) hours 
worked between 6:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  When circumstances warrant and when it is mutually beneficial and agreed to, 
the employer may institute a work week consisting of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days, between the hours of 7:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., Monday through Thursday.  Friday may be used as a make-up day.  After ten (10) hours in a 
workday, or forty (40) hours in a workweek, overtime shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
rate of pay.  All overtime Monday through Saturday shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) the regular rate of 
pay.  Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) time.  Labor Day shall be paid at triple (3) time.  Shift 
work may be performed at the option of the Contractor.  However, whenever shift work is performed it must cover a 
period not less than (5) consecutive working days.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as outlined 
above.  The hourly rate for second shift (seven and one-half hours worked for eight hours paid) shall be twenty-five cents 
($0.25) over and above the hourly rate.  The hourly rate for third shift (seven hours worked, eight hours paid) shall be fifty 
cents ($0.50) above the hourly rate.  If no first shift is worked, second and third shift employees shall receive an additional 
fifteen percent (15%) over and above the hourly rate for actual hours worked. 
 
NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
 
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO 56:  Means the regular work day shall consist of eight (8) hours between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  An optional four 
day work week may be utilized with the ten (10) hour clause, days Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  
Work hours shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. any work performed on Monday or Friday outside the regular scheduled 
four (4) days shall be at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Work performed outside of the regular work day, 
and on Saturdays shall be paid at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Sundays and holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) time the regular rate of pay. 
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NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
 
NO. 63:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day between time that may be advanced or delayed by 
two (2) hours on either side of 8:00 AM.  The Employer may establish a work week consisting of four (4) days, Monday 
through Thursday, each day consisting of ten (10) hours straight time.  The four (4) tens (10s) must run for a period of at 
least four (4) days, Monday through Thursday.  All work on Friday on a four (4) tens (10) project will be paid at the rate of 
time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays must be paid at double (2) time.  All work performed prior to or after the regular eight 
(8) hour work day, or ten (10) hour work day, as described above shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate.  
 
NO. 64:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours shall constitute a week’s work, Sunday through Saturday.  In the event time is lost due to weather or conditions 
beyond the control of the Employer, the Employer may schedule work on Saturday at straight time.   All work over eight 
(8) hours in one day, forty (40) hours in one week, or on Saturday (except as herein provided) shall be classified as 
overtime and be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work on Sunday or recognized holidays shall be classified 
as overtime and be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work 
Sunday through Saturday inclusive.  In the event the job is down for reasons beyond the contractors control, then Friday 
and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) 
hours per day or forty (40) hours per week. 
 
NO. 84:  The regular working starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 
6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  Except as provided in this Article, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a 
standard work day and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a weeks’ work, which shall begin on Sunday and end on 
Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid at 
the rate of time & one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be 
classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) 
eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour 
work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods, exclusive of the lunch period, 
beginning at 6:30 a.m. and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  
In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option 
of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  
When the five (5) eight-hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday 
through Friday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Saturday may, 
at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or forty (40) hours 
per week. 
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NO. 85:  Means the work week shall be Monday through Sunday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work to begin 
between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and end between 2:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m.  Employees required to work during their lunch 
period shall receive the overtime rate.   Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are required to 
work prior to their normal starting time or after eight (8) hours or normal quitting time Monday through Friday, or all day on 
Saturday.  If an Employer has started the work week on a five day, eight hours a day schedule, and due to inclement 
weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine or ten hours a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of 
that work week in order to make up for the lost time (10-hour make-up day).  All work over ten (10) hours a day or over 
forty (40) hours a week must be paid at time & one-half (1½).  Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  A contractor may alter the regular work week to four (4) ten (10) hour days at straight time 
rate of pay.  To do this the scheduled 4-10's must be worked at least one full week and the regular workweek shall be 
Monday through Thursday with Friday being a make-up day at straight time for days missed in the regular workweek due 
to inclement weather.  If 5-8's are being worked, Saturday may be used as a make-up day at straight time if inclement 
weather prevents work during the normal work week. 
 
NO. 111:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work, Monday to Friday inclusive.  All overtime shall be at the 
rate of time and one-half (1½) except Sundays, and recognized holidays, which shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time if worked.  The work day is to begin between 6:00 a. m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the employer.  If an employer 
is prevented from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather 
(rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  The regular work 
week shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the employer elects to work Monday through Thursday, ten 
(10) hours per day.  All work over ten (10) hours in a day and forty (40) hours in a week shall be one and one-half (1½) 
times the regular hourly rate.  Work prior to 6:00 a.m. will be paid at the overtime rate.  The regular work day shall be 
either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  Employers working a four (4) ten (10) hour day week schedule will be allowed a Friday 
or Saturday make-up day provided workmen were prevented from working during the normal work week due to inclement 
weather or other conditions beyond the control of the employer.  Make-up days shall not be utilized for days lost to 
holidays.  If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Thursday because of inclement weather or other conditions 
beyond the control of the employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 4-
10’s).  Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time if working (5-8’s).  If an employer has started the work 
week on a five-day, eight-hour schedule, and due to inclement weather misses any time, then he may switch to a nine (9) 
or (10) hour a day schedule, at straight time, for the remainder of that work week in order to make up the lost time.  
Employer may not use both the Saturday make-up day and 10-hour make-up day in the same week.  
 
NO. 123:  Means except as provided, eight (8) hours a day (8:00 A.M. to 4:30 P.M.) shall constitute a standard work day, 
excluding the 30-minute lunch period, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work.  All time worked 
outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half 
(except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and 
paid at the rate of double time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour 
days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work week shall consist of forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) 
consecutive ten (10) hour days within the five day period.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control 
of the Employer, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight 
time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  Starting time will be designated by the Employer.  When 
the five (5) day eight (8) hour work week is in effect forty (40) hours per week will constitute a week’s work (normal work 
week being Monday through Friday).  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control of the Employer, 
then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; at straight time not to exceed eight (8) 
hours or forty (40) hours per week. 
 
NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
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NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 9: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid for at the double time rate of pay.  Any one of the above listed holidays falling on 
Sunday shall be observed on the following Monday and paid at the double time rate of pay as all observed holidays, 
if worked. 
 
NO. 14: The following days are recognized Holidays: Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas 
Day, and New Year’s Day.  No work shall be done on Labor Day.  When falling on a Sunday and the following 
Monday is observed as part of the holiday, then that Monday shall be considered a holiday.  Sunday and Holidays 
will be paid at the rate of two (2) times the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.

NO. 28: All work done on New Year's Day,  Veteran's Day,  Memorial Day,  Independence Day,  Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 33: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Labor Day shall be paid at the triple (3) time rate of pay.  If the holiday 
falls on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed; if the holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday will be 
observed. 
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NO. 35: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workman unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make-up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make-up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall 
receive time and one-half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 49: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) 
of the personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these 
holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they 
shall be paid time & one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 52: All work performed on Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall receive the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 65:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. If the holiday falls on 
Saturday, it will be observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be 
paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 68:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Decoration Day (Memorial Day), Independence Day (Fourth of 
July), Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, or days observed as such, shall be paid at the rate of double 
(2) time.  When a holiday falls on a Saturday, Friday shall be observed.  When a holiday falls on a Sunday, 
Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed on the Fourth of July or Labor Day except to save life or 
property.  Where one of the holidays specified falls or is observed during the work week, then all work performed 
over and above thirty-two (32) hours in that week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 74:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be paid at double (2) time of the hourly rate of pay.  In the event one of 
the above holiday’s falls on Saturday, the holiday shall be celebrated on Saturday.  If the holiday falls on Sunday, the 
holiday will be celebrated on Monday.  
 
NO. 78:  The following days shall be recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Thanksgiving and Christmas.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will be observed as 
the legal holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the legal holiday.  All time 
worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double time.

For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 27:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or Tuesday 
through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. nor later 
than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) will be paid 
for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all work performed 
on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Saturday will be a make 
up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work performed on Monday will be time 
and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday will be a make-up day to the extent of 
the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees work on any of the recognized holidays, 
they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 31:  Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  All employees performing work on affected 
properties during or following emergencies shall receive the applicable rate of pay for the first sixteen (16) consecutive 
hours and all hours worked in excess of sixteen (16) consecutive hours shall be paid at double time until broken by an 
eight (8) hour rest period.  Should an employee be called back to work within two hours of his normal quitting time, the 
previous hours worked shall count toward the above sixteen (16) hour provision.   
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NO. 3: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to 
protect Labor Day.

The Employer may have the option to schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day 
at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to inclement weather, 
holiday or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, they shall have the option to work Friday at the straight 
time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  All overtime work performed on Monday through 
Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to one-half (½) of the hourly Total 
Indicated Fringe Benefits.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) the hourly 
rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  Shifts may be established when considered 
necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the First Shift will 
begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Hours 
worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight hours after the 
start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the second shift will 
begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third shift shall start 
eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) hours plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the 
third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 per hour.  The 
additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  Shifts that begin on Saturday morning 
through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half these rates.  Shifts that begin on 
Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double time these rates. 
 
NO. 5:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular workday between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., except 
when the Employer elects to work four 10-hour days as described below.  The starting time of the workday can be 
adjusted from 6:00 a.m. to 9:00 a.m.  The Employer may have the option to schedule his workweek from Monday through 
Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one 
day to be at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather (rain, snow, sleet falling), he shall have the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay 
to complete his forty (40) hours.  However, should a holiday occur, Monday through Thursday, the Employer shall have 
the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) hours.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be 
paid for work performed in excess of eight (8) hours on any regular workday or outside the hours limiting a regular 
workday, Monday through Friday.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for work performed on Saturdays.  Double (2) 
time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays.  Overtime shall be computed at one-half (½) 
hour intervals. Projects that cannot be performed during regular workday:  Where specifications issued by 
governmental agencies require work to be performed outside the regular workday, the starting time will begin when the 
employee starts to work.  The employee shall be paid applicable straight time hourly wage plus a premium of ($2.50) per 
hour for the first eight (8) hours worked.  Any hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours shall be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  Shift work:  Shifts may be established when necessary by the Employer.   Shifts shall be established for a 
minimum of three (3) consecutive workdays.  The first shift will be paid at eight (8) hours straight time pay for eight (8) 
hours worked. The second shift will be paid at eight (8) hours straight time pay plus a two dollar and fifty cent ($2.50) per 
hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  The third shift will be paid at eight (8) hours straight time pay plus a three dollar 
and fifty cent ($3.50) per hour premium for eight (8) hours work. Payment for shift work shall be determined when an 
Employer first begins his shift operation, i.e., the shifts which begin on Friday morning and end on Saturday morning will 
be paid straight time; the shifts which start on Saturday morning and end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-
half (1½); the shift that start on Sunday morning and end on Monday morning will be paid at two (2) times the regular rate 
of pay.  Employees working during the normal workday shall receive first shift pay; employees working predominantly 
during the evening hours shall receive second shift pay; employees working predominately during the early morning 
hours will receive third shift pay.  Nothing above prohibits the working of two (2) shifts greater than eight (8) hours with 
excess hours to be paid at overtime rate.    
 
NO. 11:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work, with the starting time to be established between 6:00 a.m. 
and 8:00 a.m. from Monday to Friday.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for first two (2) hours of overtime Monday 
through Friday and the first eight (8) hours on Saturday.  All other overtime hours Monday through Saturday shall be paid 
at double (2) time rate.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all time on Sunday and recognized holidays or the days 
observed in lieu of these holidays. 
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NO. 15:  Means the regular working day shall be scheduled to consist of at least eight (8) hours, but no more than ten 
(10) consecutive hours, exclusive of the lunch period.  The regular working day may be scheduled to commence at any 
time between the hours of 5:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m.  All work performed in excess of forty (40) hours in one work week, 
or in excess of ten (10) hours in one work day shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly 
wage scale.  Any work performed on a Saturday shall be paid for at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
hourly wage scale unless such Saturday work falls under the category of Saturday Make-Up Day.  Any work performed 
by Employees anywhere on Sunday or recognized holidays, shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time the regular 
wage scale.  If, during the course of a work week, an Employee is unable to work for any reason, and, as a result, that 
Employee has not accumulated forty (40) hours of compensable time at the straight time rate, the Employer, at his option 
may offer the Employee the opportunity to work on Saturday at straight time; provided, however, if during the period 
worked by said Employee on Saturday, the Employee’s compensable time at the straight time rate exceeds forty (40) 
hours, all time worked in excess of the forty (40) hours will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular 
hourly wage scale.   
 
NO. 22:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interest parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 32:  The regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor on the job between six (6) a.m. and four (4) p.m. 
and the regular working week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour day’s of labor on the job beginning with 
Monday and ending with Friday of each week.  The normal work week is 40 hours.  All full-time or part-time labor 
performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  All 
work performed during regular work hours on Saturdays will be paid at time and one-half (1 ½).  All work 
performed outside of regular working hours and performed during the regular work week, shall be at double (2) times the 
regular rate, except that the first two (2) hours following the regular work day shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times 
the regular rate. An early starting time of 6:00 a.m. may be used mutually agreed upon by the interested parties.  SHIFT 
RATE:  Shift work would start after 4:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m.  The first 8 hours would be at 115% of the basic wage rate.  
Overtime Monday through Friday would be at 1 ½ of base shift rate.  Saturday regular work day hours – 1½ of base shift 
rate.  Saturday – work after 8 hours – 2 times the basic wage rate.  Sunday and Holidays – 2 times the basic wage rate.  
All work performed on recognized holidays and Sundays shall be paid double (2) time.  Appropriate overtime rates to be 
based on fifteen minute increments.  
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
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NO. 35:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interested parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 43:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours 
within five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week. Work performed in the 9th and 
10th hour, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
Contractor has the option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of 
pay between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday. Work performed outside the regularly 
scheduled working hours and on Saturdays, Sundays and recognized legal holidays, or days celebrated as such, shall 
be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
   
NO. 44:  Means forty (40) hours shall constitute a work week, Monday through Friday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute 
a work day.  Hours of work shall be between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  All work performed before 7:00 a.m. 
and after 4:30 p.m. and all work performed in excess of eight (8) hours in any one work day, over forty (40) hours in 
any work week and the first eight (8) hours of work on Saturday, shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) 
times the regular rate of pay.  All hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours on Saturday, all hours worked on Sunday 
and on holidays, or days that may be celebrated as such, and as designated by the federal government, shall be paid 
at two (2) times the regular rate of pay.  All shifts for work performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. 
shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus two dollars ($2.00) per clock hour.   All work 
performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. on a third shift shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the 
regular hourly rate plus four dollars ($4.00) per clock hour.   All overtime work required after the completion of a regular 
shift shall be paid at one and one-half times (1½ x) the “shift” hourly rate. 
 
NO. 55:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours between 6:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  The first two (2) hours of 
work performed in excess of the eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and the first ten (10)  hours of work on 
Saturday, shall be paid at one & one-half (1½) times the straight time rate.  All work performed on Sunday, observed 
holidays and in excess of ten (10) hours a day, Monday through Saturday, shall be paid at double (2) the straight time 
rate. 
 
NO. 67:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work, with a flexible starting time to begin between 6:00 a.m. to 
8:00 a.m., five (5) days a week, Monday through Friday.  Any work over eight (8) hours in any one day shall be at the 
overtime rate, which is time & one-half (1½).  Any work on Saturday shall be at time & one-half (1½), unless a Make-Up 
Day due to inclement weather is in effect.  Any work on Sundays or holidays shall be at double (2) time.  Four (4) days, 
ten (10) hours each day to be worked during Monday through Friday, shall be paid at straight time.  A Make-Up Day Due 
To Inclement Weather Only - Employee(s) will be permitted to work an eight (8) hour make-up day on Saturday only, and 
the employee will receive the regular straight time wage rate.   
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NO. 72:  Means that except as is otherwise provided herein, the work week shall be determined to begin at 8:00 a.m. 
Wednesday and end at 4:30 p.m. on the following Tuesday.  Except as herein provided, working hours are from 8:00 a.m. 
to 11:55 a.m. and 12:30 p.m. to 4:25 p.m. and no more than the regular hours shall be worked during the forenoon or 
afternoon at the regular rate.  In the case of days of inclement weather starting time and quitting time may be adjusted so 
long as the hours worked on such days do not exceed eight (8) and do not extend beyond 4:30 p.m.  In circumstances 
where the Employee or Employees have regularly been working overtime on a particular day or days, no adjustment in 
the starting time shall operate to deprive Employees of overtime pay, which they would have otherwise received but for 
the change in the starting time.  The parties understand that the application of the provisions of the preceding sentence 
will result in Employees receiving overtime pay even where they have not worked more than with (8) hours on a particular 
day.  Regardless of the staring time, the forenoon working hours shall end at 11:55 a.m. and the afternoon working hours 
shall begin at 12:30 p.m. and end 8 hours and 25 minutes after the staring time fixed by the Employer for forenoon hours.  
Work performed by an employee on a non-holiday Saturday, except as hereinafter provided, or at night or before or after 
regular working hours on a non-holiday weekday, shall be considered overtime work, for which Employees working 
during such time shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times their regular hourly wage rate for each hour or 
fraction thereof, worked during such time.  Work performed on a Sunday or the recognized holidays shall be considered 
overtime work for which the Employee shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate for each hour 
or fraction thereof worked on any such day. 
 
NO. 76:  Means the standard workday shall consist of eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 
p.m. with a thirty (30) minute unpaid lunch hour occurring in the middle of the shift.  The standard workweek shall consist 
of five standard workdays commencing on Monday and ending on Friday.  The normal starting and quitting times may be 
changed by mutual consent of interested parties.  All time worked before and after the established eight (8) hour workday, 
Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday, shall be paid for at the rate of time & one-half (1½) the hourly 
base wage rate in effect.  All time worked on Sunday and holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) the hourly wage 
in effect.  All work done on Saturday will be done at time & one-half (1½), unless Saturday shall be used as a make-up 
day.  If an employee should lose one or more days in a work week and use Saturday as a make-up day the pay shall be 
at the regular hourly base wage rate and benefits. 
 
NO. 77:  Means the regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch 
period, with pay at the regular straight time hourly rate.  The regular workday shall begin on the job site between the 
hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. with the starting time to be determined by the Employer, unless project owner requires 
different starting time.  This adjustable starting time can, at the Employer’s option, be staggered to permit starting portions 
of the work force at various times within the prescribed hours.   The Employer may establish a four (4) ten (10) hour shift 
exclusive of the thirty (30) minute lunch period at the straight time wage rate.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a 
week’s work Monday through Thursday.  In the event a job is down due to weather conditions, safety or other conditions 
beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday may, at the option of the employer, be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time wage rate. Straight time is not to exceed ten (10) hours a day or forty (40) hours per week.  Time and one-
half (1 ½ ) shall be paid for all overtime hours worked during the week, Monday through Friday and for all work performed 
on Saturday.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 80:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day and forty (40) hours a work week, Monday through 
Friday.  The Employer shall establish the starting time between 6:30 a.m. through 9:00 a.m.  An Employer may further 
adjust the starting time up to 9:30 a.m. throughout the year.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid after eight (8) 
consecutive hours worked after the established starting time and for hours worked before the established starting time.  
Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for work performed on Saturdays.  Work performed on Sundays and Holidays shall 
be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  The Employer when working on Highway and Road Work may have the option 
to schedule the work week for his paving crew only from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the 
straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be at the applicable overtime rate of 
time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to inclement 
weather (rain, snow, sleet falling), the Employer shall have the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to 
complete the forty (40) hours. 
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NO. 82:  Means the work day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours will constitute the work week from Monday through Friday, inclusive.  Up to four (4) hours of overtime work per 
day performed before or after the assigned normal work day, (twelve (12) continuous hours, starting no earlier than 
6:00 a.m., Monday through Friday),  shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) that employee’s hourly 
rate.  Any additional overtime, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  The first 
eight hours of overtime work on Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) the regular rate of 
pay.  Hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  
Double time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays, recognized legal holidays or days that may be celebrated 
as such as designated by the federal government.   All shifts for work performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 
1:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hourly rate plus two dollars ($2.00) per clock hour.  All shifts for work performed 
between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hour rate plus four dollars ($4.00) per clock 
hour.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half times (1.5x) 
the “shift” hourly rate.  
 
NO. 87:  Means eight (8) hours starting between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. and ending between 2:30 p.m. and 4:30 p.m. 
at the Employers discretion shall constitute a day’s work.  Any work prior to 6:00 a.m. or after eight (8) hours shall be 
paid at the overtime rate.  Five (5) days from Monday through Friday inclusive shall constitute a regular work week.  All 
hours before and after these regular hours shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) 
time.  All work on Saturday and Sunday shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale of wages. 
 
NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 92:  Means all work performed from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, will be at straight time pay up to 
forty (40) hours per week.  All work performed Monday through Friday before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. will be done at 
time and one-half (1½).  All work done on Saturday will be done at time and one-half (1½), unless the employer and 
employee agree that Saturday shall be used as a make-up day.  The Employer may use a flexible starting time of 7:00 
a.m. to 8:00 a.m., and quitting time of 3:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m., and any such different work starting time shall determine 
whether wages are payable at the straight rate or the premium rate.  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid for at 
time and one-half (1½), unless the Saturday has been used as a make-up day.  All work performed on Sunday and 
holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
 
NO. 104:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a standard work day between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
p.m.  The standard work week shall be forty (40) hours between 6:00 a.m. on Monday and ending 8:00 p.m. on Friday.  
An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly rate shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a 
day Monday through Friday.  Saturdays shall be considered overtime and work done on Saturday shall be paid at time 
and one-half (1½) the prevailing scale.  Sundays and holidays shall be considered overtime and work done on these days 
shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale. 
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NO. 114:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a regular work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m. with a 
thirty (30) minute lunch period to start between the hours of 11:00 a.m. and 1:00 p.m.  Five (5) days shall constitute a 
regular work week commencing on Monday and ending on Friday.  One and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate of 
pay shall be paid for all overtime work, with the exception of holidays or Sundays.  Overtime work shall be deemed to 
include any work performed in excess of eight (8) hours on any day in the regular work week, or any work performed 
before 7:00 a.m. or after 5:30 p.m. on any day in the regular work week.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) 
hours Monday through Friday by reason of inclement weather, then Saturday may be worked by that crew as a make-up 
day at the straight time rate.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays and holidays, or days 
observed as such.  Shift Work:  In the case of three (3) shifts, workmen shall be paid eight (8) hours for seven and one-
half (7½) hours worked.  
 
NO. 116:  Means the standard work day shall consist of eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 
p.m.  The standard work week shall consist of five standard work days commencing on Monday and ending on Friday 
inclusive.  All time worked before and after the established eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and all time 
worked on Saturdays, shall be paid for at the rate of time & one-half (1½) the hourly base wage rate in effect.  All time 
worked on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) the hourly base wage rate in effect. 
 
NO. 118:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute the regular work day, between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m. 
except when the Employer elects to work four (4) ten (10) hour days as described below.  The starting time of the 
workday can be adjusted from 6:30 a.m. to 9:00 a.m.  The Employer may have the option to schedule his work week from 
Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) 
hours in any one day to be at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday 
and is stopped due to inclement weather (rain, snow, sleet falling), or other conditions beyond the control of the 
Employer, the Employer shall have the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) 
hours.  However, should a holiday occur, Monday through Thursday, the Employer shall have the option to work Friday at 
the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) hours.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for work performed in 
excess of eight (8) hours on any regular work day or outside the hours limiting a regular work day.  Straight time is not to 
exceed ten (10) hours a day or forty (40) hours per week.   When an Employer works a project on a four (4) ten (10) hour 
day work schedule, the Employer will not bring in any other crew for a fifth workday on the project while not calling in the 
normal crew that had been scheduled for that project. Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for work performed on 
Saturdays.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays.  Overtime shall be 
computed at one-half (1/2) intervals. Projects that cannot be performed during regular workday:  If required by owner, the 
contractor may perform work outside the normal work hours and employees shall be paid applicable straight time hourly 
wage rate plus a premium of one dollar and fifty cents ($1.50) per hour for the first eight (8) hours worked.  Any hours 
worked in excess of eight (8) hours shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate plus the one dollar and fifty cent ($1.50) 
per hour premium.  The overtime rate shall be computed after the $1.50 premium has been added to the hourly wage 
rate.  However, if a contractor employs any other craft on a project being worked outside the normal workday, and is 
paying the other craft a higher premium, then the Laborers employed by such contractor on such project outside the 
normal work hours shall be paid the higher premium.  Shift work:  Shifts may be established when necessary by the 
Employer.  Shifts shall be established for a minimum of three (3) consecutive workdays.  The first shift will be paid at eight 
(8) hours straight time pay for eight (8) hours work.  The second shift will be paid at eight (8) hours straight time pay plus 
a thirty-five cent ($.35) per hour premium for seven and one-half (7½) hours work.  The third shift will be paid at eight (8) 
hours straight time pay plus a forty-cent ($.40) per hour premium for seven (7) hours work.  Overtime is computed after 
the premium has been added to the hourly wage rate.  Nothing above prohibits the working of two (2) shifts greater than 
eight (8) hours with excess hours to be paid at overtime rate.    
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NO. 126:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $27.96 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 3: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, 
the following Monday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 5:  All work that shall be done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid twice the amount of his or her regular hourly wage rate 
for each hour of fraction thereof worked on any such day .  
 
NO. 6:  The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor 
Day, Veterans Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day and any additional holidays which may be mutually agreed 
upon.  Whenever any such holiday falls on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be recognized and observed as 
the holiday.  Work performed on Sundays and holidays shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  No work shall 
be performed on Labor Day.   
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 8: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day, or the days observed in lieu of these holidays, shall be paid at the double 
time rate of pay.   
 
NO. 12: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Should any of these days fall on Sunday, then the 
following day shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstances shall employees be permitted to work on 
Labor Day. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 25:  All work done on New Year's Day, Martin Luther King Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, Christmas Day, Presidential Election Day, or 
days locally observed as such, and Saturday and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays and shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  If a named holiday falls on a Saturday, the holiday will be observed on the preceding 
Friday.  When a named holiday falls on Sunday, the Monday after will be observed as the holiday.  Appropriate 
overtime rates to be based on fifteen minute increments.  
 
NO. 26: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When a Holiday occurs on Saturday it shall not 
be observed on either the previous Friday or the following Monday.  Such days shall be regular work days.  If such a 
holiday occurs on Sunday it shall be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 27: All work done on the following holidays or days observed as such shall be paid at the double time rate of 
pay: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day. 
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NO. 31: All work done on New Year's Day, Presidents Day, Good Friday, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, Friday after Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, and Employee's Birthday shall be 
paid at the double time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the recognized holiday. 
 
NO. 36: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workman unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make-up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make-up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 41:  The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, 
Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  No work shall be performed on the Fourth of July, 
Labor Day or Christmas Day.  Any work performed on the above holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the 
regular straight time rate of pay.  When any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
observed as such holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall not be considered to be observed on the previous 
Friday or following Monday.  Such days shall be regular workdays. 
 
NO. 45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 47: The following holidays are recognized:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving and Christmas Day.  When a holiday listed above falls 
on Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday preceding the holiday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the 
following Monday shall be observed. Holidays referred to above shall be paid for at the double (2) time rate of pay 
when worked. 
 
NO. 51: All time worked on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) the hourly 
base wage rate in effect. The Employer agrees to recognize the following holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If the holiday falls on 
Sunday, it shall be recognized on the following Monday.  If the holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be recognized as a 
Saturday only holiday.  
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for such work.   
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NO. 57:  All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day 
(November 11), Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  
When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed 
on the days set forth except in cases of emergencies to protect life or property. 
 
NO. 60:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Armistice Day (Veteran's Day), Decoration Day (Memorial Day), 
Independence Day (Fourth of July), Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of 
pay.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday will be observed as the holiday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 71:  All work performed on the following recognized holidays, or days that may be celebrated as such, shall be 
paid at the double (2) time rate of pay: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veterans 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Day after Thanksgiving and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
celebrated on Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday proceeding such Saturday. 
 
NO. 73:  The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran’s Day (or mutually agreed date of the Friday after Thanksgiving Day may be substituted for Veteran’s Day), 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or in the event that any of said Holidays falls on Sunday, then the day or days 
generally recognized as such.  Any work performed anywhere on any of the aforesaid Holidays, or on the day or 
days recognized and observed as such, shall be paid for at double (2) time the regular hourly rate.

The regular workweek shall consist of five (5) 
days, Monday through Friday, beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m. except as may be modified.  The starting 
time may be either advanced or delayed one hour or two hours at the discretion of the Employer.  The Employer may 
have the option to schedule his work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time 
rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer 
elects to work Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to inclement weather, holidays or other conditions beyond 
the control of the Employer, he shall have the option to work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty 
(40) hour workweek.  All necessary overtime and work performed on Saturday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the 
hourly rate, plus an amount equal to one-half (½) of the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate, plus an amount equal to the hourly Total 
Indicated Fringe Benefits.  Shifts may be established when considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates 
will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of 
eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time 
rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus 
one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight 
time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) 
hours plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the 
straight time rate plus $3.50 per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  
Shifts that begin on Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half 
these rates.  Shifts that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double 
time these rates. 
 
NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work.

NO. 25:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, starting on Monday and ending on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any 
part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the straight 
time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have 
been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 
9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  All 
hours worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
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NO. 26:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day shall 
be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any part 
thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time 
rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have been 
employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 
a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  For all 
time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 32: Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  
 
NO. 80:  Means the regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute unpaid 
lunch period, with pay at the straight time rate.  If the workday starts at 8:00 a.m., the quitting time shall be no later than 
4:30 p.m.  When separate crews are used, the start time may be adjusted from 6:00 AM through 9:00 AM.  The start time 
may be further adjusted to 9:30 AM throughout the year if required by government agency or municipal ordinance.  Time 
and one-half (1½) shall be paid after eight (8) consecutive hours Monday through Saturday.  All work performed on 
Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate.  If a crew of another trade working for the 
employer is receiving overtime pay, the Cement Mason crew shall receive overtime pay.  The Employer has the option to 
schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with all 
hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  When an Employer schedules 
4-10’s, the Employer will not bring in any other crew for a fifth workday on the project while not calling in the normal crew 
that had been scheduled for that project.  If the Employer elects to work 4-10’s Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, the Employer shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  Shifts may be established 
when considered necessary by the employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  All shifts shall be eight (8) hours 
plus one-half (1/2) hour for unpaid lunch.  First shift will begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  Hours worked during the 
first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight hours after the start of the first shift 
and will be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour premium.  The third shift shall start eight hours after the start of 
the second shift and will be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 per hour premium.  Shifts will be established for a 
minimum of three consecutive workdays.  If only two shifts are worked, the Employer may regulate the start time to take 
maximum advantage of daylight hours. 
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NO. 1: All work done on New Year's Day, Independence Day, Memorial Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day (November 11), 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay. When any of these 
holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed.  No work shall be performed on the days set forth 
except in cases of emergencies to protect life or property.  
 
NO. 9: All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of New 
Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be 
paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits. Whenever any such 
holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 12: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day, Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When one of the foregoing 
holidays falls on Sunday, it shall be celebrated on the following Monday.  When one of the foregoing holidays falls on 
Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday before the holiday. 
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; 
however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the worker unless worked. If workers are required to 
work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 21: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) 
hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless 
worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when an observed 
holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make-up day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work. 
 
NO. 22:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days locally observed as such, and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays.  If a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday shall be observed; if it falls on Sunday, Monday shall be observed.  All work performed on holidays shall be 
paid at the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 25: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) 
hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workmen unless 
worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day when an observed 
holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for 
such work.   
 
NO. 31: All work performed on New Year's Day, Presidents’ Day, Veterans’ Day, Good Friday, Decoration Day, Fourth of 
July, Labor Day, Christmas Eve Day,  Christmas Day, Thanksgiving Day and Day after Thanksgiving or days celebrated for 
the same.

NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 32:  The regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours of labor on the job between six (6) a.m. and four (4) p.m. 
and the regular working week shall consist of five (5) consecutive eight (8) hour day’s of labor on the job beginning with 
Monday and ending with Friday of each week.  The normal work week is 40 hours.  All full-time or part-time labor 
performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working hours and paid for at the regular hourly rate.  All 
work performed during regular work hours on Saturdays will be paid at time and one-half (1 ½).  All work 
performed outside of regular working hours and performed during the regular work week, shall be at double (2) times the 
regular rate, except that the first two (2) hours following the regular work day shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times 
the regular rate.

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NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 49:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work to begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  The starting time 
may be advanced one (1) hour or two (2) hours.  Employees shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all time they are 
required to work before 8:00 a.m., during the lunch period or after 4:30 p.m. unless the starting time is advanced as 
provided above.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Friday.  If an Employer is prevented 
from working forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), 
Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.  However, in the event that the 
laborer working such make-up day is assisting another craft drawing overtime pay, the laborer shall received the same 
overtime multiple as the craft assisted.  The Employer shall have the option of working five (5) eight (8) hour days or four 
(4) ten (10) hour days Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work five (5) eight (8) hour days during any work 
week, hours worked more than eight (8) per day or forty (40) per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly 
rate Monday through Friday.  If an Employer elects to work four (4) ten (10) hour days in any week, work performed more 
than ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate Monday 
through Friday.  If an Employer is working ten (10) hour days and loses a day due to inclement weather, he may work ten 
(10) hours Friday at straight time.  However, in the event that the laborer working any such make-up day is assisting 
another craft drawing overtime pay, the laborer shall receive the same overtime multiple as the craft assisted.  If workmen 
are required to work recognized holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  Projects that cannot be performed during regular workday:  If required by owner, the 
contractor may perform work outside the normal work hours and employees shall be paid applicable straight time hourly 
wage rate plus a premium of fifty cents ($.50) per hour for the first eight (8) hours worked.  Any hours worked in excess of 
eight (8) hours shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate plus the fifty cent ($.50) per hour premium.  Shift work:  The 
Employer may elect to work one (1), two (2) or three (3) shifts on any work.  When two (2) or more shifts are worked on 
any operation, the first shift or day shift will consists of eight (8) hours exclusive for lunch time; the second shift or swing 
shift shall consists of eight (8) hours work for eight and one-half (8½) hours pay, exclusive of lunch time; the third or 
graveyard shift shall consist of eight (8) hours work for nine (9) hours pay exclusive of lunch time.

NO. 62:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a working day between 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. or from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 
p.m. exclusive of a one-half (½) hour lunch break.  Monday through Friday shall constitute the regular work week.  
Starting and quitting time may be moved up or set back where conditions warrant; however, a notification for each project 
must be made prior to working 4-10’s.  All time over the regular work day as defined and all hours worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of one & one-half (1½) the regular rate of wages.  If a job can't work forty (40) hours Monday 
through Friday because of inclement weather, Friday (if working 4-10’s) or Saturday (if working 5-8’s), may be worked as 
a make-up day at straight time.  In the event that Friday (if working 4-10’s) or Saturday (if working 5-8’s) is utilized as a 
workday, any employee that has been absent from work during the week shall be paid the straight time rate until such 
time that the employee has earned forty (40) hours of straight time pay.  If any employee is required to work recognized 
holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
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NO. 75:  Means the standard work day shall consist of eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. or 
C.S.T. or C.D.S.T. and 4:30 p.m., with a thirty (30) minute unpaid lunch period occurring in the middle of the shift.  The 
standard workweek shall consist of five standard workdays commencing on Monday and ending on Friday, inclusive.  
The normal starting and quitting times may be changed by mutual consent of interested parties.  All time worked 
before and after the established eight (8) hour work day, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturdays, 
shall be paid for at the rate of one and one-half times the hourly base wage rate in effect.  All time worked on Sundays 
and on recognized holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double the hourly base wage rate in effect.  In a work day 
provided a job runs at least four (4) working days, a ten (10) hour per day, four (4) days per week work schedule may 
be utilized.

The regular workday shall begin on the job site between the 
hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. with the starting time to be determined by the Employer, unless project owner requires 
different starting time.  This adjustable starting time can, at the Employer’s option, be staggered to permit starting portions 
of the work force at various times within the prescribed hours.   The Employer may establish a four (4) ten (10) hour shift 
exclusive of the thirty (30) minute lunch period at the straight time wage rate.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a 
week’s work Monday through Thursday.  In the event a job is down due to weather conditions, safety or other conditions 
beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday may, at the option of the employer, be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time wage rate. Straight time is not to exceed ten (10) hours a day or forty (40) hours per week.  Time and one-
half (1 ½ ) shall be paid for all overtime hours worked during the week, Monday through Friday and for all work performed 
on Saturday.  Double (2) time shall be paid for all time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 81:  Means a workday of eight (8) hours, beginning at 8:00 a.m., Monday through Friday shall constitute a forty (40) 
hour work week.  All time over the eight (8) hour day as above defined and all hours worked on Saturday shall be paid at 
the rate of one and one-half (1½) the regular rate of wages.  If workmen are required to work the recognized holidays or 
days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 82:  Means the work day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours will constitute the work week from Monday through Friday, inclusive.  Up to four (4) hours of overtime work per 
day performed before or after the assigned normal work day, (twelve (12) continuous hours, starting no earlier than 
6:00 a.m., Monday through Friday),  shall be paid at a rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) that employee’s hourly 
rate.  Any additional overtime, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  The first 
eight hours of overtime work on Saturday shall be paid at the rate of one and one-half times (1.5x) the regular rate of 
pay.  Hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours on Saturday shall be paid at two times (2x) the regular rate of pay.  
Double time shall be paid for work performed on Sundays, recognized legal holidays or days that may be celebrated 
as such as designated by the federal government.   All shifts for work performed between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 
1:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hourly rate plus two dollars ($2.00) per clock hour.  All shifts for work performed 
between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. shall be paid at the regular hour rate plus four dollars ($4.00) per clock 
hour.  All overtime work required after the completion of a regular shift shall be paid at one and one-half times (1.5x) 
the “shift” hourly rate.  
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NO. 86:  The regular workday shall consist of eight (8) consecutive hours, exclusive of a thirty (30) minute lunch period, 
with pay at the straight time rate with all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  The regular workday shall begin between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. 
The Employer may have the option to schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day 
at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, holiday or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, they shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  All overtime work 
performed on Monday through Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be 
paid at the one and one half the hourly rate.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be paid at double the hourly rate.  Shifts may be established when 
considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the 
First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight 
hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the 
second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third 
shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) hours plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 
per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  Shifts that begin on 
Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half these rates.  Shifts 
that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double time these rates.  
 
NO. 89:  Means the normal workweek shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days for a total of forty (40) hours, starting on 
Monday at 8:00 a.m. and ending on Friday at 4:30 p.m.  The starting time can be flexible between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
a.m. and ending at 2:30 p.m. or 4:30 p.m. respectively.  All work before designated starting time and after quitting time 
shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) .  An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly rate 
shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a day Monday through Friday.  Saturdays, Sundays and Holidays 
shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time.  Any work started after 12:00 midnight Sunday, will be classified as time 
and one-half (1½) up to the legal starting time on Monday. 
 
NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 92:  Means all work performed from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, will be at straight time pay up to 
forty (40) hours per week.  All work performed Monday through Friday before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. will be done at 
time and one-half (1½).  All work done on Saturday will be done at time and one-half (1½), unless the employer and 
employee agree that Saturday shall be used as a make-up day.  The Employer may use a flexible starting time of 7:00 
a.m. to 8:00 a.m., and quitting time of 3:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m., and any such different work starting time shall determine 
whether wages are payable at the straight rate or the premium rate.  All work performed on Saturday shall be paid for at 
time and one-half (1½), unless the Saturday has been used as a make-up day.  All work performed on Sunday and 
holidays shall be paid for at the rate of double (2) time. 
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NO. 103:  Means a regular workweek of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or 
any part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the 
straight time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may 
not have been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A Workday is to begin between 
6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the 
interested parties.  For all time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 120:  Means five (5) eight (8) hour days shall constitute a day’s work, Monday through Friday inclusive. Eight (8) 
hours shall constitute a regular days' work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. and forty (40) hours shall 
constitute a regular work week from Monday through Friday.  All time worked in excess of eight (8) hours per day or 
forty (40) hours per week shall be paid overtime at the rate of time and one-half.  A four (4) ten (10) hour day work 
schedule may be worked Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday. Overtime shall be paid only after ten 
(10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.    Double (2) time will be paid for all work done on Sundays and legal 
holidays. 
 
NO. 121:  Means the regular work day shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  The regular work week shall start on 
Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work Monday through Thursday, ten (10) hours per day.  
All work over eight (8) hours per day (if working five eight hour days) and ten (10) hours per day (if working four ten hours 
days) and over forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the regular rate of pay.  If a job cannot 
work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other conditions beyond the control of the 
Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working four ten hour days).  Saturday 
may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working five eight hour days).  Make-up days shall not be utilized for 
days lost because of Holidays.  All work performed on Sundays and Holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the regular 
straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 123:  Means except as provided, eight (8) hours a day (8:00 A.M. to 4:30 P.M.) shall constitute a standard work day, 
excluding the 30-minute lunch period, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work.  All time worked 
outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half 
(except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and 
paid at the rate of double time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour 
days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work week shall consist of forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) 
consecutive ten (10) hour days within the five day period.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control 
of the Employer, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight 
time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  Starting time will be designated by the Employer.  When 
the five (5) day eight (8) hour work week is in effect forty (40) hours per week will constitute a week’s work (normal work 
week being Monday through Friday).  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control of the Employer, 
then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; at straight time not to exceed eight (8) 
hours or forty (40) hours per week. 
 
NO. 126:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $27.96 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 127:  Means the normal work week shall consist of five (5) eight (8) hour days for a total of forty (40) hours, starting 
on Monday at 8:00 a.m. and ending on Friday at 4:30 p.m.  The starting time can be flexible between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
a.m., and ending at 2:30 p.m. or 4:30 p.m. respectively.  All work before the designated starting time and after the quitting 
time shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly 
rate shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a day Monday through Friday.  Any work started after 12:00 
midnight Sunday, will be classified as time and one-half (1½) up to the legal starting time on Monday.  Saturdays shall be 
considered overtime and work done on Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the prevailing scale.   Sundays 
and Holidays shall be considered overtime and work done on these days shall be paid at double (2) time the prevailing 
scale. 
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NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 8: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day, or the days observed in lieu of these holidays, shall be paid at the double 
time rate of pay.   
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 20: The following days or assigned days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veterans Day (to be observed November 11), Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall 
be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work 
under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, 
Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no 
reimbursement for these eight (8) hours is to be paid the workman unless worked.  If workmen are required to work 
the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive the double regular rate 
of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 25:  All work done on New Year's Day, Martin Luther King Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, Christmas Day, Presidential Election Day, or 
days locally observed as such, and Saturday and Sunday shall be recognized as holidays and shall be paid at the 
double (2) time rate of pay.  If a named holiday falls on a Saturday, the holiday will be observed on the preceding 
Friday.  When a named holiday falls on Sunday, the Monday after will be observed as the holiday.  Appropriate 
overtime rates to be based on fifteen minute increments.  
 
NO. 26: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving 
Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  When a Holiday occurs on Saturday it shall not 
be observed on either the previous Friday or the following Monday.  Such days shall be regular work days.  If such a 
holiday occurs on Sunday it shall be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 40: The employer agrees to recognize the following holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, 
Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If the holiday falls on a Sunday, and is worked, 
the following work day will be double time wages for the holiday. 
 
NO. 41:  The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, 
Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  No work shall be performed on the Fourth of July, 
Labor Day or Christmas Day.  Any work performed on the above holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the 
regular straight time rate of pay.  When any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
observed as such holiday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall not be considered to be observed on the previous 
Friday or following Monday.  Such days shall be regular workdays. 
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NO. 43: All of the following days or assigned days are recognized as holidays:  New Years Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day (November 11th), Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day. If a holiday 
falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on 
the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under 
construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday 
through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement 
for these eight (8) hours is to be paid the employee unless worked.  If the employee is required to work the above 
enumerated holidays or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay 
for such work.   
 
NO. 45:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanksgiving, the day before Christmas, and Christmas Day, shall be paid at the 
double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 50:  All work performed on Saturdays, Sundays and recognized holidays shall be considered overtime and work 
performed on these days shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale.  The holidays of understanding are:  New 
Years’ Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Veterans Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  
Should any of these holidays fall on Saturday, the Friday before shall be observed as the holiday.  Should any of 
these days fall on Sunday, then the following Monday shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstance 
shall employees be permitted to work on Labor Day (the first Monday in September). 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 55: The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule 
is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall 
be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is 
to be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday 
as a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.  If workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they 
shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for such work.   
 
NO. 60:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Armistice Day (Veteran's Day), Decoration Day (Memorial Day), 
Independence Day (Fourth of July), Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of 
pay.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on 
Saturday, Friday will be observed as the holiday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 62:  All work performed on holidays shall be considered overtime and work performed on these days shall be 
paid at double (2) time rate of pay.  The holidays of understanding are:  New Years’ Day, Decoration Day, 
Independence Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  Should any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday the Friday before shall be observed as the holiday.  Should any of these days fall on Sunday, then the 
following Monday shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstance shall employees be permitted to work 
on Labor Day (the first Monday in September). 
 
NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
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NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 71:  All work performed on the following recognized holidays, or days that may be celebrated as such, shall be 
paid at the double (2) time rate of pay: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veterans 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Day after Thanksgiving and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
celebrated on Monday.  If a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be celebrated on the Friday proceeding such Saturday. 
 
NO. 73:  The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Veteran’s Day (or mutually agreed date of the Friday after Thanksgiving Day may be substituted for Veteran’s Day), 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, or in the event that any of said Holidays falls on Sunday, then the day or days 
generally recognized as such.  Any work performed anywhere on any of the aforesaid Holidays, or on the day or 
days recognized and observed as such, shall be paid for at double (2) time the regular hourly rate. 
 
NO. 77:  The following days are recognized as holidays:  New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following 
Monday.  No work shall be performed on Labor except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is 
applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be 
counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to 
be paid the workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as 
a make up day when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that 
make up day.

All hours worked over the 40 hours Monday 
through Friday will be paid at 1 ½ overtime rate.  A workday shift is to begin at the option of the Employer, between 6:00 
a.m. and not later than 9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if required.  If workmen 
are required to work the enumerated holidays or days observed as such or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the 
regular rate of pay for such work.  Overtime shall be computed at one-half (1/2) hour intervals.  Shift:  The Contractor may 
elect to work one, two or three shifts on any work.  When operating on more than one shift, the shifts shall be known as 
the day shift, swing shift, and graveyard shift as such terms are recognized in the industry.  When two shifts are worked 
on any operation, the shifts will consist of eight (8) or ten (10) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  When three shifts are worked 
the first day or day shift will consist of eight (8) hours exclusive of lunchtime.  The second or swing shift shall consist of 
seven and one-half (7 1/2) hours work for eight hours pay, exclusive of lunchtime, and the third or the graveyard shift shall 
consist of seven (7) hours work for eight (8) hours pay, exclusive of the lunchtime.  All time in excess of normal shifts shall 
be considered overtime.  Multiple shift (the two or three shift) operation will not be construed on the entire project if at 
anytime it is deemed advisable and necessary for the Employer to multiple shift a specific operation.  However, no shift 
shall be started between midnight and six a.m. except the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation, or except in an 
unusual or emergency situation.  If an Employer starts a shift between midnight and 6 a.m. except the graveyard shift on a 
three-shift operation, he shall reimburse all employees for the entire shift at the double time rate.  Completion of the 
second shift on a two-shift operation or completion of the graveyard shift on a three-shift operation that carries over into 
Saturday morning, shall be at the straight time rate.  Overtime shall be computed at ½ hour intervals.   
 
NO. 21:  Means the regular workday for which employees shall be compensated at straight time hourly rate of pay shall, 
unless otherwise provided for, begin at 8:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m.  However, the project starting time may be 
advanced or delayed at the discretion of the Employer.  At the discretion of the Employer, when working a five (5) day 
eight (8) hour schedule, Saturday may be used for a make-up day.  If an Employer is prohibited from working on a 
holiday, that employer may work the following Saturday at the straight time rate.  However, the Employer may have the 
option to schedule his work from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day at the straight time rate of pay with 
all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable overtime rate.  If the Employer elects to 
work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped due to circumstances beyond his control, he shall have the option to 
work Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate of pay to complete his forty (40) hours.  If an Employer is prohibited from 
working on a holiday, that Employer may work the following Friday or Saturday at the straight time rate.  Overtime will be 
at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  If workmen are required to work the enumerated holidays or days 
observed as such, or Sundays, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
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NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate. Work performed on recognized holidays or days 
observed as such, shall also be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  For all overtime hours worked during the week or 
on Saturday $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at time and one-half (1½).  For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 25:  Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours, starting on Monday and ending on Friday.  The regular work day 
shall be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any 
part thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof maybe worked as a make-up day at the straight 
time rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have 
been employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 
9:00 a.m.  However, the project starting time maybe advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  All 
hours worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid. 
 
NO. 28:   Means a regular work week of forty (40) hours will start on Monday and end on Friday.  The regular work day shall 
be either eight (8) or ten (10) hours.  If a crew is prevented from working forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, or any part 
thereof by reason of inclement weather, Saturday or any part thereof may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time 
rate.  Employees who are part of a regular crew on a make-up day, notwithstanding the fact that they may not have been 
employed the entire week, shall work Saturday at the straight time rate.  A workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 
a.m.  However, the project starting time may be advanced or delayed if mutually agreed to by the interest parties.  For all 
time worked on recognized holidays, or days observed as such, double (2) time shall be paid.  
 
NO. 30:  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a regular days' work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. with an hours’ 
intermission for lunch; and forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular work week from Monday through Friday.  A four (4) 
ten (10) hour day work schedule may be worked Monday through Thursday (Tuesday through Friday in the event a 
holiday is celebrated on a Monday) or a Tuesday through Friday (Monday through Thursday in the event a holiday is 
celebrated).  If the parties work the four ten hour week the following shall apply:   


(a) Ten (10) consecutive hours shall constitute a day’s work between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m.  One-
half (1/2) hour shall be set aside for an unpaid lunch period. 


(b) Friday may be used as a make-up day when the scheduled work week was interrupted and time lost of seven 
(7) hours or more was incurred.  


Time and one half (1½) will be paid for all time worked in excess of the regular working day and Saturdays; double (2) 
time will be paid for all work done on Sundays and legal holidays. 
 
NO. 33: Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half for all work performed in excess of the regular working day – 
over 8 hours in 5 day workweek or over 10 hours if four day workweek established – and Saturdays.  Sundays and 
Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.   
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NO. 4: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.

No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect 
Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) 
hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid the workmen unless 
worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day when an observed 
holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay  for 
such work.   
 
NO. 29:  All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, Labor 
Day, Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. When a National holiday 
falls on Sunday, Monday shall be observed as the holiday. When a National holiday falls on Saturday, the preceding 
Friday will be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 32: All work performed on New Year’s Day, Veterans’ Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Christmas Day, 
and Thanksgiving Day or days celebrated for the same.

Shift work of either one (1) eight hour night shift, or 
two (2) eight (8) hour night shifts on a job which will continue for at least one (1) week, all employees shall be paid 
eighteen and one-half percent (18.5%) over the straight-time hourly rate on the night shifts.

The normal workweek may be changed to 
four (4) ten (10) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour nights, if on shift work, with the following provisions:  Monday 
through Thursday would be the normal workweek with Friday being used as scheduled workday in case of a day being 
lost due to weather, all employees working night shift, on a job that will continue at least one (1) week, shall be paid 
thirty percent (30%) over the regular straight-time hourly rate of pay, and any hours worked before or after established 
starting and quitting times being paid at double (2) time hourly rates of pay. 
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NO. 21:  Means eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day.  Forty 
(40) hours within five (5) days, Monday through Friday, shall constitute a work week.  The regular starting time of a job 
may be moved not more than two (2) hours prior to 8:00 a.m.  However, in no case shall more than eight (8) hours be 
worked per day without the applicable overtime rate being paid.  When job conditions dictate, the Employer shall be 
allowed to establish a four (4) day, ten (10) hours per day work week.  This work week is defined as Monday through 
Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  All hours worked in excess of ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week 
shall be paid at the applicable overtime rate.

17.3% for all hours worked.  Shift work performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. (third shift) shall receive 
eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 31.4% for all hours worked.  An unpaid lunch period of thirty (30) 
minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required before the established start time and after the 
completion of eight (8) hours of any shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate. 
 
NO. 24:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  A workweek of four (4), ten (10) hour days may be established on a 
per job basis.  Saturday may be used for a make-up day, when working 5-8’s, Friday when working 4-10’s.  All time 
worked before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on 
Saturday shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except after eight (8) hours worked, then double (2) time 
will apply.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.   
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 36:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day, Monday through Friday between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m.  Saturday can be used as a makeup day if time is lost due to weather.  All hours in excess of the regular forty 
(40) hour work week or eight (8) hours per day shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of one and 
one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  Employees will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times their regular rate 
for work performed on Saturdays.  Sundays and holidays worked are to be paid at double (2) the regular hourly rate.  
Four (4) ten-hour days, at the option of the Employer, shall be the standard work week, consisting of a consecutive ten-
hour period, Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday, between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m.  Forty 
(40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  
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NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
 
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO 56:  Means the regular work day shall consist of eight (8) hours between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  An optional four 
day work week may be utilized with the ten (10) hour clause, days Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  
Work hours shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. any work performed on Monday or Friday outside the regular scheduled 
four (4) days shall be at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Work performed outside of the regular work day, 
and on Saturdays shall be paid at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Sundays and holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) time the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 61:  Means except as herein provided, eight (8) hours a day, 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., shall constitute a standard work 
day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  The regular workday starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and 
resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  All time 
worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and 
one-half (1½).  All time worked on Sunday and holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) 
time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a 
normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) day ten hour work week is in effect, the standard work week shall 
consist of forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) consecutive ten-hour four days within 
the five (5) day period.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control of the Employer, then Friday 
and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) 
hours per day, or forty (40) hours per week.  When the five (5) day eight-hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per 
week shall constitute a week's work (normal work week being Monday through Friday).  In the event the job is down for 
any reason beyond the control of the Employer, then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-
up day, at straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours for that day, or forty (40) hours per week.  A make-up day is not to 
be used to make up time lost due to recognized holidays. 
 
NO. 64:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:30 p.m.  Forty (40) 
hours shall constitute a week’s work, Sunday through Saturday.  In the event time is lost due to weather or conditions 
beyond the control of the Employer, the Employer may schedule work on Saturday at straight time.   All work over eight 
(8) hours in one day, forty (40) hours in one week, or on Saturday (except as herein provided) shall be classified as 
overtime and be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work on Sunday or recognized holidays shall be classified 
as overtime and be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work 
Sunday through Saturday inclusive.  In the event the job is down for reasons beyond the contractors control, then Friday 
and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) 
hours per day or forty (40) hours per week. 
 
NO. 84:  The regular working starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 
6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  Except as provided in this Article, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a 
standard work day and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a weeks’ work, which shall begin on Sunday and end on 
Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid at 
the rate of time & one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be 
classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) 
eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour 
work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods, exclusive of the lunch period, 
beginning at 6:30 a.m. and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  
In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option 
of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  
When the five (5) eight-hour work week is in effect, forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday 
through Friday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Saturday may, 
at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or forty (40) hours 
per week. 
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NO. 98:  Means eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute 
a week's work which shall begin on Sunday and end on Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and 
on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All 
time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  
The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a normal 
forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive 
ten (10) hour periods between the hours of 5:30 and 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a 
week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's 
control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to 
exceed ten (10) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.  When the five (5) day eight (8) hours work week is in effect 
forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work, Monday through Friday, inclusive. In the event the job is down 
for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-
up day; straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.  When the five (5) day eight (8) 
hour work week is in effect, starting time shall be between 7:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.  All time worked before 7:00 a.m. shall 
be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work performed on Saturday up to 6:00 p.m. (except as herein 
provided) shall be compensated for at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All time worked from 6:00 p.m. Saturday to 
7:00 a.m. Monday will be paid for at the rate of double (2) time.  
 
NO. 104:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a standard work day between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 
p.m.  The standard work week shall be forty (40) hours between 6:00 a.m. on Monday and ending 8:00 p.m. on Friday.  
An overtime rate of time and one-half (1½) the base hourly rate shall be paid on all hours in excess of eight (8) hours in a 
day Monday through Friday.  Saturdays shall be considered overtime and work done on Saturday shall be paid at time 
and one-half (1½) the prevailing scale.  Sundays and holidays shall be considered overtime and work done on these days 
shall be paid at double (2) the prevailing scale. 
 
NO. 105:  Means the regular work day shall be eight (8) hours.  Working hours are from six (6) hours before Noon (12:00) 
to six hours after Noon (12:00).  The regular work week shall be forty (40) hours, beginning between 6:00 a.m. and Noon 
(12:00) on Monday and ending between 1:00 p.m. and 6:00 p.m. on Friday.  Saturday work will be paid time and one-half 
(1½) the regular hourly rate of pay.  Work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at double (2) time 
the regular hourly rate of pay.  Saturdays can be a make-up day if weather has forced a day off.  But only in the week of 
the day being lost.  Any time worked before six (6) hours before Noon (12:00) or after six (6) hours after Noon (12:00) will 
be paid at the time and one-half (1½) the regular hourly rate of pay.   
 
NO. 112:  Means the regular starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 
6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  Except as provided for, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard 
work day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, which shall begin on Sunday and end on 
Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the 
rate of time and one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be 
classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight 
(8) hour days or four (4) ten (10) hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour 
work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten hour periods between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 
6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.  In the event 
the job is down for any reason beyond the Employer's control, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the 
Employer, be worked as a make-up day; straight time not to exceed eight (8) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  
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NO. 123:  Means except as provided, eight (8) hours a day (8:00 A.M. to 4:30 P.M.) shall constitute a standard work day, 
excluding the 30-minute lunch period, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work.  All time worked 
outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half 
(except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and 
paid at the rate of double time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour 
days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work week shall consist of forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) 
consecutive ten (10) hour days within the five day period.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control 
of the Employer, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight 
time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  Starting time will be designated by the Employer.  When 
the five (5) day eight (8) hour work week is in effect forty (40) hours per week will constitute a week’s work (normal work 
week being Monday through Friday).  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control of the Employer, 
then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; at straight time not to exceed eight (8) 
hours or forty (40) hours per week. 
 
NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
 
NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate. 
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NO. 1: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the rate of double time.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the 
following Monday shall be observed.  When one of the above holidays falls on Saturday the preceding Friday shall 
be observed.  
 
NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 12: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  Should any of these days fall on Sunday, then the 
following day shall be observed as the holiday.  Under no circumstances shall employees be permitted to work on 
Labor Day. 
 
NO. 16: There shall be seven (7) recognized holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Armistice Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  No work on any pretense shall be performed on 
Christmas Day or Independence Day.  Any work performed on the other holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times 
the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.  
However, the employee shall notify his or her Foreman, General Foreman or Superintendent on the Wednesday 
preceding Thanksgiving Day.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
considered a holiday and all work performed on either day shall be at the double (2) time rate.  When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 24: All work done on Christmas Day, Thanksgiving Day, New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Presidential Election Day or days locally observed as such, and Sunday shall be 
recognized as holidays and paid at the double time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 28: All work done on New Year's Day,  Veteran's Day,  Memorial Day,  Independence Day,  Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 48: All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Any one of the above-listed holidays 
falling on Sunday shall be observed on the following Monday and paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  
Any of the above holidays falling on Saturday shall be observed on the previous Friday and paid at double (2) the 
straight-time rate of pay.  Employees working on the Saturday will receive the standard pay for Saturday work. 
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NO. 49: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) 
of the personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these 
holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they 
shall be paid time & one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 52: All work performed on Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall receive the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 65:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. If the holiday falls on 
Saturday, it will be observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be 
paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 74:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be paid at double (2) time of the hourly rate of pay.  In the event one of 
the above holiday’s falls on Saturday, the holiday shall be celebrated on Saturday.  If the holiday falls on Sunday, the 
holiday will be celebrated on Monday.  
 
NO. 78:  The following days shall be recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Thanksgiving and Christmas.

NO. 5:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more that forty (40) hours work, Monday through Saturday, and all 
work performed over and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & 
one-half (1½).  Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays 
or days observed as such.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any 
other craft employees of the same employer at work on that same job site are receiving double (2) time pay for that 
Sunday or holiday.  If a job can’t work forty (40) hours, Monday through Saturday, because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday and Saturday may be worked as make up days at straight time (if 
working 4-10's).  Saturday may be worked as a make up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s).  Make up days shall not be 
utilized for days lost to holidays.  A work day is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer 
except when inclement weather or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, including 
requirements of the owner, prevent work.  In such event the starting time may be delayed but not later than 12:00 noon.  
Where one of the holidays falls or is observed during the work week, then all work performed over and above thirty-two 
(32) hours shall be paid at time & one-half (1½). 
 
NO. 12:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work and all work performed over 
and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & one-half (1½).  A 
workday is to begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. at the option of the Employer except when inclement weather or 
other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer, in which event, the starting time may be advanced or 
delayed.  Workers shall receive time and one-half (1½) for all work performed on recognized holidays or days observed as 
such. 
 
NO: 18:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate.

For all 
overtime hours worked on Sundays or recognized holidays $15.55 of the fringe benefits portion of the prevailing wage 
shall be paid double time. The remaining $.55 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at straight 
time.   
 
NO. 29:   Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or Tuesday 
through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. nor later 
than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) will be paid 
for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all work performed 
on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Saturday will be a make 
up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work performed on Monday will be time 
and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday will be a make-up day to the extent of 
the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees work on any of the recognized holidays, 
they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 31:  Means the overtime rate shall be time and one-half the regular rate for work over forty (40) hours per week.  
Sundays and Holidays shall be paid at double the straight time rate.  All employees performing work on affected 
properties during or following emergencies shall receive the applicable rate of pay for the first sixteen (16) consecutive 
hours and all hours worked in excess of sixteen (16) consecutive hours shall be paid at double time until broken by an 
eight (8) hour rest period.  Should an employee be called back to work within two hours of his normal quitting time, the 
previous hours worked shall count toward the above sixteen (16) hour provision.   
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NO. 3: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. No 
work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to 
protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as 
eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the 
workmen unless worked.  An Employer working a four (4) day, ten (10) hour schedule may use Friday as a make up day 
when an observed holiday occurs during the work week.  Employees have the option to work that make up day. If 
workmen are required to work the above enumerated holidays, or days observed as such, they shall receive time & one-
half (1½) the regular rate of pay for such work. 
 
NO. 15: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  This rule is applied to protect Labor Day.  If workmen are required to 
work the above enumerated holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive time and one-half (1½) the regular 
rate of pay for such work.  Where one of the holidays specified falls or is observed during the workweek, then all work 
performed over and above thirty-two (32) hours in that week shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  
Workmen shall receive time and one-half (1 ½) for all work performed on Sundays.  Double (2) time shall be paid for work 
on Sunday or recognized holidays when and only if any other craft employees of the same employer at work on that 
same job site are receiving double (2) time for that Sunday or holiday. 
 
NO. 16: The following days are recognized as holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. If a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday. If a 
holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on the preceding Friday. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
in case of jeopardy to work under construction. This rule is applied to protect Labor Day. When a holiday falls during the 
normal work week, Monday through Friday, it shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week; 
however, no reimbursement for this eight (8) hours is to be paid to the worker unless worked. If workers are required to 
work the above recognized holidays or days observed as such, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for 
such work.

The starting time may be changed 
to begin between the hours of six (6:00) and ten (10:00) a.m.  The first two (2) hours performed in excess of an eight 
(8) hour workday Monday through Friday, and the first ten (10) hours on Saturday, shall be paid at time and one-half 
(1.5) the basic straight–time rate.  All work performed on Sundays and holidays, and in excess of ten (10) hours a day 
shall be paid at double (2) the basic straight time rate of pay.  When hours worked are outside of established work 
hours, the pay rate shall be one and one-half (1.5) times the regular rate of pay for the first ten (10) hours, and all 
hours in excess of ten (10)  hours shall be at the double-time rate.  Shift work of either one (1) eight hour night shift, or 
two (2) eight (8) hour night shifts on a job which will continue for at least one (1) week, all employees shall be paid 
eighteen and one-half percent (18.5%) over the straight-time hourly rate on the night shifts.

All overtime work performed after the regularly scheduled working hours Monday through 
Friday and Saturday shall be paid for at time and one-half (1½) the regular straight time rate of pay.  Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times the straight time rate of pay.  Shift work performed between the 
hours of 4:30 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. (second shift) shall receive eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 
17.3% for all hours worked.  Shift work performed between the hours of 12:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. (third shift) shall receive 
eight (8) hours pay at the regular hourly rate of pay plus 31.4% for all hours worked.  An unpaid lunch period of thirty (30) 
minutes shall be allowed on each shift.  All overtime work required before the established start time and after the 
completion of eight (8) hours of any shift shall be paid at one and one-half (1½) times the shift hourly rate. 
 
NO. 24:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  A workweek of four (4), ten (10) hour days may be established on a 
per job basis.  Saturday may be used for a make-up day, when working 5-8’s, Friday when working 4-10’s.  All time 
worked before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on 
Saturday shall be paid for at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except after eight (8) hours worked, then double (2) time 
will apply.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall be paid at the rate of double (2) time.   
 
NO. 26:  Means that the regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours worked between 6:00 a.m., and 5:00 p.m., 
five (5) days per week, Monday to Friday, inclusive. Hours of work at each jobsite shall be those established by the 
general contractor and worked by the majority of trades.  (The above working hours may be changed by mutual 
agreement).  Work performed on Construction Work on Saturdays, Sundays and before and after the regular working day 
on Monday to Friday, inclusive, shall be classified as overtime, and paid for at double (2) the rate of single time.  The 
employer may establish hours worked on a jobsite for a four (4) ten (10) hour day work week at straight time pay for 
construction work; the regular working day shall consist of ten (10) hours worked consecutively, between 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m., four (4) days per week, Monday to Thursday, inclusive.  Any work performed on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and 
holidays, and before and after the regular working day on Monday to Thursday where a four (4) ten (10) hour day 
workweek has been established, will be paid at two times (2) the single time rate of pay.  The rate of pay for all work 
performed on holidays shall be at two times (2) the single time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 33:  Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site.  
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive.  All overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 
 
NO. 36:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day, Monday through Friday between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m.  Saturday can be used as a makeup day if time is lost due to weather.  All hours in excess of the regular forty 
(40) hour work week or eight (8) hours per day shall be considered overtime and shall be paid for at the rate of one and 
one-half (1½) times the regular rate.  Employees will be paid at the rate of one and one-half (1½) times their regular rate 
for work performed on Saturdays.  Sundays and holidays worked are to be paid at double (2) the regular hourly rate.  
Four (4) ten-hour days, at the option of the Employer, shall be the standard work week, consisting of a consecutive ten-
hour period, Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday, between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m.  Forty 
(40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  
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NO. 48:  Means the regularly scheduled work week shall be five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday or 
Tuesday through Saturday.  Eight (8) hours shall constitute a day's work.  Starting time shall not be earlier than 7:00 a.m. 
nor later than 10:00 a.m.  Forty (40) hours shall constitute a week's work.  Overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1½) 
will be paid for all work in excess of forty (40) hours in any one work week. On the Monday through Friday schedule, all 
work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case 
Saturday will be a make up day to the extent of the lost time.  On the Tuesday through Saturday schedule, all work 
performed on Monday will be time and one-half (1½) unless time has been lost during the week, in which case Monday 
will be a make-up day to the extent of the lost time.  Any work performed on Sunday will be double (2) time.  If employees 
work on any of the recognized holidays, they shall be paid time and one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours 
worked. 
 
NO. 50:  Means eight (8) hours constitute a normal day's work Monday through Friday.  Any time worked over eight (8) 
hours will normally be paid at time and one-half (1½) except for exclusions stated in some following additional sentences.  
The Employer, at his discretion, may start the work day between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  Any schedule chosen shall be 
started at the beginning of the work week (Monday) and used for at least five days.  Work may be scheduled on a four (4) 
days a week (Monday through Thursday) at ten (10) hours a day schedule.  If such a schedule is employed, then Friday 
may be used as a make-up day when time is lost due to inclement weather.  Time and one-half (1½) shall be paid for any 
work in excess of eight (8) hours in any regular work day Monday through Friday unless working 4-10’s, then time and 
one-half (1½) after ten (10) hours.  All work performed on Saturday will be time and one-half (1½).  Double (2) time shall 
be paid for all work on Sundays and recognized holidays. 
 
NO 56:  Means the regular work day shall consist of eight (8) hours between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.  An optional four 
day work week may be utilized with the ten (10) hour clause, days Monday through Thursday or Tuesday through Friday.  
Work hours shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. any work performed on Monday or Friday outside the regular scheduled 
four (4) days shall be at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Work performed outside of the regular work day, 
and on Saturdays shall be paid at one and one half (1 ½) the regular rate of pay.   Sundays and holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) time the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 57:  Means eight (8) hours per day shall constitute a day's work and forty (40) hours per week, Monday through 
Friday, shall constitute a week's work.  The regular starting time shall be 8:00 a.m.  If a second or third shift is used, 
the regular starting time of the second shift shall be 4:30 p.m. and the regular starting period for the third shift shall be 
12:30 a.m.  These times may be adjusted by the employer.  The day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hours shift as 
outlined above.  Employees working a second shift shall receive an additional $0.25 above the regular hourly rate and 
perform seven and one-half (7½) hours work for eight (8) hours pay.  Third shift employees shall be paid an additional 
$0.50 above the regular hourly rate and work seven (7) hours for eight (8) hours pay. When circumstances warrant, the 
Employer may change the regular workweek to four (4) ten-hour days at the regular time rate of pay.  All time worked 
before and after the established workday of eight (8) hours, Monday through Friday, and all time worked on Saturday 
shall be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½) except in cases where work is part of an employee's regular Friday 
shift.  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay except in 
cases where work is part of an employee's previous day’s shift.  For all overtime hours worked $26.71 of the fringe 
benefits portion of the prevailing wage shall be paid at the same overtime rate at which the cash portion of the 
prevailing wage is to be paid.  The remaining $1.24 of the fringe benefit portion of the prevailing wage may be paid at 
straight time. 
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NO. 61:  Means except as herein provided, eight (8) hours a day, 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., shall constitute a standard work 
day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work.  The regular workday starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and 
resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  All time 
worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and 
one-half (1½).  All time worked on Sunday and holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) 
time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a 
normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) day ten hour work week is in effect, the standard work week shall 
consist of forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) consecutive ten-hour four days within 
the five (5) day period.

overtime and be paid at the rate of time and one-half (1½).  All work on Sunday or recognized holidays shall be classified 
as overtime and be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work day shall be consecutive ten (10) hour periods.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work 
Sunday through Saturday inclusive.  In the event the job is down for reasons beyond the contractors control, then Friday 
and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer be worked as a make-up day, straight time not to exceed ten (10) 
hours per day or forty (40) hours per week.

Any work over eight (8) hours in any one day shall be at the 
overtime rate, which is time & one-half (1½).  Any work on Saturday shall be at time & one-half (1½), unless a Make-Up 
Day due to inclement weather is in effect.  Any work on Sundays or holidays shall be at double (2) time.  Four (4) days, 
ten (10) hours each day to be worked during Monday through Friday, shall be paid at straight time.  A Make-Up Day Due 
To Inclement Weather Only - Employee(s) will be permitted to work an eight (8) hour make-up day on Saturday only, and 
the employee will receive the regular straight time wage rate.   
 
NO. 84:  The regular working starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved forward to 
6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m.  Except as provided in this Article, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a 
standard work day and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a weeks’ work, which shall begin on Sunday and end on 
Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid at 
the rate of time & one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be 
classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.

The Employer may have the option to schedule the work week from Monday through Thursday at ten (10) hours per day 
at the straight time rate of pay with all hours in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day to be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate at time and one-half (1½).  If the Employer elects to work from Monday through Thursday and is stopped 
due to inclement weather, holiday or other conditions beyond the control of the Employer, they shall have the option to 
work Friday at the straight time rate of pay to complete the forty (40) hours for the workweek.  All overtime work 
performed on Monday through Saturday shall be paid at time and one-half (1½) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be 
paid at the one and one half the hourly rate.  All work performed on Sundays and recognized holidays shall be paid at 
double (2) the hourly rate.  Fringe benefits shall be paid at double the hourly rate.  Shifts may be established when 
considered necessary by the Employer.  Shift hours and rates will be as follows.  If shifts are established, work on the 
First Shift will begin between 6:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Hours worked during the first shift will be paid at the straight time rate of pay.  The second shift shall start eight 
hours after the start of the first shift and consist of eight (8) hours of work plus one-half hour unpaid lunch.  Work on the 
second shift will begin between 2:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $2.50 per hour.  The third 
shift shall start eight hours after the start of the second shift and consist of eight (8) hours plus one-half hour unpaid 
lunch.  Work on the third shift will begin between 10:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. and be paid the straight time rate plus $3.50 
per hour.  The additional amounts that are to be paid are only applicable when working shifts.  Shifts that begin on 
Saturday morning through those shifts which end on Sunday morning will be paid at time and one-half these rates.  Shifts 
that begin on Sunday morning through those shifts which end on Monday morning will be paid at double time these rates.  
 
NO. 91: Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work commencing at 7:00 a.m. and ending at 3:30 p.m., allowing 
one-half (½) hour for lunch.  The option exists for the Employer to use a flexible starting time between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m.  The regular workweek shall consist of forty (40) hours of five (5) workdays, Monday through Friday.  
The workweek may consist of four (4) ten (10) hour days from Monday through Thursday, with Friday as a make-up day.  
If the make-up day is a holiday, the employee shall be paid at the double (2) time rate.  The employees shall be paid time 
and one-half (1½) for work performed on Saturdays, before the regular starting time or after the regular quitting time or 
over eight (8) hours per work day (unless working a 10-hour work day, then time and one-half (1½) is paid for work 
performed over ten (10) hours a day) or over forty (40) hours per work week.  Work performed on Sundays and 
recognized holidays shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of pay.  SHIFT WORK:  When it is necessary for the project 
to operate in shifts, there will be three (3) eight (8) hour shifts commencing at 8:00 a.m.   Shift work must continue for a 
period of not less than three (3) consecutive work days, two (2) days which must be regular work days (Monday through 
Friday).  In the event the second or third shift of any regular work day shall fall into a Saturday or a holiday, such 
extension into a Saturday or holiday shall be considered as part of the previous workday and employees shall be paid at 
the regular shift rate.  The first day shift shall work a regular eight (8) hour day at regular rates.  The second shift shall be 
eight (8) hours regular time pay plus $2.50 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.  Third shift will be for eight (8) 
hours regular time pay plus $3.00 per hour premium for eight (8) hours work.     
 
NO. 98:  Means eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute 
a week's work which shall begin on Sunday and end on Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and 
on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All 
time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.  
The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a normal 
forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) ten-hour work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive 
ten (10) hour periods between the hours of 5:30 and 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m.  Forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a 
week's work, Monday through Thursday, inclusive.

Except as provided for, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard 
work day, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week's work, which shall begin on Sunday and end on 
Saturday.  All time worked outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the 
rate of time and one-half (1½) (except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be 
classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time.

123:  Means except as provided, eight (8) hours a day (8:00 A.M. to 4:30 P.M.) shall constitute a standard work day, 
excluding the 30-minute lunch period, and forty (40) hours per week shall constitute a week’s work.  All time worked 
outside of the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half 
(except as herein provided).  All time worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and 
paid at the rate of double time.  The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour days or four (4) ten-hour 
days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.  When the four (4) day ten-hour work week is in effect, the 
standard work week shall consist of forty (40) hours, Monday through Friday, which will consist of any four (4) 
consecutive ten (10) hour days within the five day period.  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control 
of the Employer, then Friday and/or Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day, straight 
time not to exceed ten (10) hours or forty (40) hours per week.  Starting time will be designated by the Employer.  When 
the five (5) day eight (8) hour work week is in effect forty (40) hours per week will constitute a week’s work (normal work 
week being Monday through Friday).  In the event the job is down for any reason beyond the control of the Employer, 
then Saturday may, at the option of the Employer, be worked as a make-up day; at straight time not to exceed eight (8) 
hours or forty (40) hours per week. 
 
NO. 124:  Means eight (8) hours shall constitute a day’s work on all classes of work between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 
5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The pay for time worked during these hours shall be at the regular wage rate.  The 
regular workweek shall be Monday through Friday.  Employment from 4:30 p.m. to 12:00 midnight, Monday through 
Friday, shall be paid for at one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate.  From 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. on 
any day shall be paid for at twice the regular hourly rate.  All time worked on Sundays and the recognized holidays shall 
be paid at the rate of double (2) time.  It is understood that forty (40) hours shall constitute a regular workweek, (5-8’s) 
Sunday Midnight through Friday Midnight, understanding anything over eight (8) hours is one and one-half (1½) times the 
hourly wage rate. 
 
NO. 125:  Eight (8) hours of work between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. Forty (40) 
hours within the five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week.  Starting time may be 
adjusted not to exceed two (2) hours.  Work performed outside of the aforementioned will be paid at the applicable 
overtime rate.  When starting time has been adjusted, all other provisions concerning the work day shall be adjusted 
accordingly.  The overtime rate of pay shall be one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate of wages, other than on 
Sundays, holidays and from Midnight until 6:00 a.m., which will be paid at double (2) the straight time rate.

NO. 1: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the rate of double time.  When one of the above holidays falls on Sunday, the 
following Monday shall be observed.  When one of the above holidays falls on Saturday the preceding Friday shall 
be observed.  
 
NO. 2: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or the days observed as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  
 
NO. 3: All work done on New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas shall be compensated at the double (2) time rate of pay.  When any of these holidays fall on a Sunday, 
the following Monday shall be observed.   
 
NO. 4: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will 
be observed as the recognized holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the 
recognized holiday and holidays falling on Sunday will be observed on the following Monday. 
 
NO. 7: The following days are assigned days and are recognized as holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  If a holiday falls on a 
Sunday, it shall be observed on the following Monday.  If a holiday falls on a Saturday, it shall be observed on the 
preceding Friday.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except in case of jeopardy to work under construction.  
This is applied to protect Labor Day.  When a holiday falls during the normal workweek, Monday through Friday, it 
shall be counted as eight (8) hours toward the forty (40) hour week.  However, no reimbursement for these eight (8) 
hours is to be paid to the workman unless worked.  If workman are required to work the above enumerated holidays 
or days observed as such, or on Sunday, they shall receive double (2) the regular rate of pay for such work.  
 
NO. 16: There shall be seven (7) recognized holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor 
Day, Armistice Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  No work on any pretense shall be performed on 
Christmas Day or Independence Day.  Any work performed on the other holidays shall be paid for at two (2) times 
the regular rate of pay. 
 
NO. 19: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas 
Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  The employee may take off Friday following Thanksgiving Day.

When one of the 
holidays falls on Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be considered a holiday and all work performed on either day 
shall be at the double (2) time rate.  
 
NO. 24: All work done on Christmas Day, Thanksgiving Day, New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Presidential Election Day or days locally observed as such, and Sunday shall be 
recognized as holidays and paid at the double time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 28: All work done on New Year's Day,  Veteran's Day,  Memorial Day,  Independence Day,  Thanksgiving Day 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay.  No work shall be performed on Labor Day except 
when triple (3) time is paid.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as the holiday. 
 
NO. 48: All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and 
Christmas Day shall be paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  Any one of the above-listed holidays 
falling on Sunday shall be observed on the following Monday and paid for at double (2) the straight-time rate of pay.  
Any of the above holidays falling on Saturday shall be observed on the previous Friday and paid at double (2) the 
straight-time rate of pay.  Employees working on the Saturday will receive the standard pay for Saturday work. 
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NO. 49: The following days shall be observed as legal holidays:  New Year's Day, Decoration Day, July 4th, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Employee's birthday and two (2) personal days.  The observance of one (1) 
of the personal days to be limited to the time between December 1 and March 1 of the following year.  If any of these 
holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday will be observed as the holiday and if any of these holidays fall on 
Saturday, the preceding Friday will be observed as the holiday.  If employees work on any of these holidays they 
shall be paid time & one-half (1½) their regular rate of pay for all hours worked. 
 
NO. 52: All work performed on Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day 
shall receive the double (2) time rate of pay. 
 
54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay.  When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday.  When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday. 
 
NO. 65:  Work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day, or days celebrated as such, shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. If the holiday falls on 
Saturday, it will be observed on Friday; if the holiday falls on Sunday, it will be observed on Monday, and shall be 
paid for at double (2) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
 
NO. 66:  All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year’s Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.  
Whenever any such holidays fall on a Sunday, the following Monday shall be observed as a holiday. 
 
NO. 69:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day or Christmas Day shall be compensated at double (2) their straight-time hourly rate of pay. Friday 
after Thanksgiving and the day before Christmas are also holidays, however, if the employer chooses to work the 
normal work hours on these days, the employee will be paid at straight -time rate of pay.  If a holiday falls on a 
Saturday, the holiday will be observed on Saturday; if a holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday will be observed on 
the following Monday. 
 
NO. 74:  All work performed on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, shall be paid at double (2) time of the hourly rate of pay.  In the event one of 
the above holiday’s falls on Saturday, the holiday shall be celebrated on Saturday.  If the holiday falls on Sunday, the 
holiday will be celebrated on Monday.  
 
NO. 78:  The following days shall be recognized as holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Thanksgiving and Christmas.  If any of the above holidays fall on Sunday, Monday will be observed as 
the legal holiday.  If any of the above holidays fall on Saturday, Friday will be observed as the legal holiday.  All time 
worked on Sunday and herein named holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double time.

FED:  Minimum requirement per Fair Labor Standards Act means time and one-half (1 ½) shall be paid for all work in 
excess of forty (40) hours per work week. 
 
NO. 4:  Means a regular work week shall consist of not more than forty (40) hours of work, Monday through Saturday, and 
all work performed over and above ten (10) hours per day and forty (40) hours per week shall be paid at the rate of time & 
one-half (1½).

NO. 23: Means the regular workweek shall start on Monday and end on Friday, except where the Employer elects to work 
Monday through Thursday, (10) hours per day. All work over ten (10) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a week shall be 
at the overtime rate of one and one-half (1½) times the regular hourly rate. The regular workday shall be either eight (8) or 
ten (10) hours. If a job can’t work forty (40) hours Monday through Friday because of inclement weather or other 
conditions beyond the control of the Employer, Friday or Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if 
working 4-10’s). Saturday may be worked as a make-up day at straight time (if working 5-8’s). An Employer, who is 
working a four (4) ten (10) hour day work schedule may use Friday as a make-up day when a workday is lost due to a 
holiday. A workday is to begin at the option of the Employer but not later than 11:00 a.m. except when inclement weather, 
requirements of the owner or other conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Employer prevent work. Except as 
worked as a make-up day, time on Saturday shall be worked at one and one-half (1½) times the regular rate. Work 
performed on Sunday shall be paid at two (2) times the regular rate.
