SUMMARY OF PROPOSAL

Base Proposal: To improve the new site per the attached specifications so as to relocate the
MoDOT facility currently located at 1475 West Pearce Blvd, Wentzville, MO.

Location: This facility will be located in St. Charles County. MoDOT has identified a
preferred site for the relocation of the New Facility on a property currently owned
by the City of Wentzville, hereinafter “Preferred Site”, general described in
Attachment D. The preferred site is approximately 7.34 acres. Refer to attached
plans. If an alternative site is proposed it should be located west of Lake St. Louis
Blvd, east of the Wentzville Parkway/ 1-70 interchange, within 1/2 mile of 1-70 to
the south and within 3 miles of 1-70 to the north.

Acreage Required (minimum): If an alternative New Site is proposed, the minimum acreage required
is 7 useable (Lot to have no more than a 2% grade)

Utilities:  All utility connections to all buildings and improvements that require utilities at the new
facility are to be provided in proposal. Refer to attached site plan.

Proposal Opening Date: April 11, 2007

Proposal Surety Amount: $115,000 Effective From date of proposal to date of award.

Performance Surety Amount: 100% of the construction cost (site work and improvements). Refer to
Section 4, Item B-12.

Improvements: Refer to attached Plans and Specifications. Finished floor and parking lot
elevations shall be within three (3’) feet of existing ground elevations.

Access: Access to have no more than an 8% grade.

SECTION (1):
GENERAL DESCRIPTION AND BACKGROUND

Request for Proposal: This document constitutes a RFP from qualified organizations to
provide Facility Relocation and Development services to MHTC and the Missouri Department
of Transportation (MoDOT).

Background: MHTC owns and operates a Highway Operations Facility on property located
within the corporate limits of the City of Wentzville, Missouri containing approximately 4.3
acres, known as the MoDOT Site. The MoDOT Site is depicted and described on Attachment
C attached to and incorporated by reference in this RFP. MoDOT wishes to have a new
Operations Facility constructed on a new MoDOT approved site (hereinafter “New Site”) at
the Offeror’s cost and possible other considerations in exchange for MoDOT’s transfer of the
MoDOT Site.

Environmental: MoDOT completed an environmental assessment and no environmental
problems were found to prevent the sale of this site.  Please note any fuel tanks that remain
on the MoDOT site may contain fuel. Also any used oil containers that remain on the site
may contain used oil. Note that these items will need to be handled/disposed of in accordance
with any federal, state, and/or local requirements for management of used oil.

Fiscal Year: The fiscal year runs from July 1-June 30.

SECTION (2):
SCOPE OF WORK

Services: The Offeror shall provide the following professional services:

FACILITY RELOCATION AND DEVELOPMENT SERVICES. Offeror shall provide
or cause to be provided at Offeror’s sole cost and expense all necessary general contracting,
subcontracting and construction administration services (and if and to the extent required,
professional architectural and engineering design services) and shall construct on a
“turnkey” basis for MoDOT’s use [in accordance with the plans and specifications described
in Attachments E-J, attached to and incorporated by reference in this RFP (the Plans and
Specifications)] a new Operations Facility to be designated by MoDOT as the Project.
[The Project shall be further subject to requirements of Chapter 290 of the Revised Statutes
of Missouri, as amended regarding payment of prevailing wages, if and as applicable for St.
Charles County in Annual Wage Order 13 (Attachment G), and the requirements of Chapter
107 of the Revised Statutes of Missouri, as amended, if and as applicable, regarding the
provision of a Payment and Performance Bond.]

Specific_Requirements: The Offeror will provide to the Deputy Administrative
Officer/General Services Unit five (5) copies of a program proposal which will include the
following: Complete Facility Relocation and Development Services offered.

Administration of Program: The Offeror will consult MHTC's representative regarding any
problems involved with the administration of the services provided pursuant to this RFP. We
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recommend that the successful Offeror have MoDOT review submittals as they come in to
avoid any issues at the end of construction. We also intend to have a MoDOT representative
inspecting the project as it progresses.

SECTION (3):
AGREEMENT REQUIREMENTS

This RFP shall be governed by the following contract provisions. The award of this RFP is subject
to a post-award negotiated contract. These same contract provisions will appear in the post-award
negotiated contract. If the parties are unable to agree to terms in the post-award contract, MHTC
shall reserve the right to cancel the award of the RFP and contract and select a different offeror.

MHTC’s Representative: MoDOT’s Deputy Administrative Officer is designated as
MHTC's representative for the purpose of administering the provisions of the Agreement as
defined in Paragraph (E) of this section. MHTC's representative may designate by written
notice other persons having the authority to act on behalf of MHTC in furtherance of the
performance of the Agreement. The Offeror shall fully coordinate its activities for MHTC
with those of the General Services Facilities Management Unit. As the work of the Offeror
progresses, advice and information on matters covered by the Agreement shall be made
available by the Offeror to the General Services Facilities Management Unit throughout the
effective period of the Agreement.

Release to Public: No material or reports prepared by the Offeror shall be released to the
public without the prior consent of MHTC's representative.

Assignment: The Offeror shall not assign or delegate any interest, and shall not transfer
any interest in the services to be provided (whether by assignment, delegation, or novation)
without the prior written consent of MHTC's representative.

Status as Independent Contractor: The Offeror represents itself to be an independent
contractor offering such services to the general public and shall not represent itself or its
employees to be an employee of MHTC or MoDOT. Therefore, the Offeror shall assume all
legal and financial responsibility for taxes, FICA, employee fringe benefits, workers'
compensation, employee insurance, minimum wage requirements, overtime, or other such
benefits or obligations.

Subcontracting:

1) It is specifically understood that no portion of the material or any interest in the
contract, shall be subcontracted, transferred, assigned or otherwise disposed of,
except with the written consent of MoDOT. Request for permission to subcontract
or otherwise dispose of any part of the work shall be in writing to MoDOT and
accompanied by documentation showing that the organization which will perform
the work is particularly experienced and equipped for such work.

2) Consent to subcontract or otherwise dispose of any portion of the work shall not be
construed to relieve the Contractor of any responsibility for the production and
delivery of the contracted work and the completion of the work within the specified
time.

Components of Agreement: The Agreement between MHTC and the Offeror shall consist
of: the RFP and any written amendments thereto, the Standard Solicitation Provisions and
General Terms and Conditions that are attached to this RFP, the proposal submitted by the
Offeror in the response to the RFP and the post-award contract agreement signed between
the parties. However, MHTC reserves the right to clarify any relationship in writing and
such written clarification shall govern in case of conflict with the applicable requirements
stated in the RFP or the Offeror's proposal. The Offeror is cautioned that its proposal shall
be subject to acceptance by MHTC without further clarification.

Amendments: Any change in the Agreement, whether by modification or supplementation,
must be accompanied by a formal contract amendment signed and approved by the duly
authorized representative of the Offeror and MHTC.

DBE/WBE Participation Encouraged:

1. Bidders are encouraged to submit copies of existing affirmative action programs, if
any. Bidders are also encouraged to directly hire minorities and women as direct
employees of the bidder. MHTC reserves the right to consider the use of minority
and female employee when making the award of the Agreement.

2. Regardless of which persons or firms, if any, that the Offeror may use as
subcontractors, subconsultants, or suppliers of goods or services for the services to be
provided, the Offeror ultimately remains responsible and liable to MHTC for the
complete, accurate and professional quality/performance of these services.

Nondiscrimination: The Offeror shall comply with all state and federal statutes applicable
to the Offeror relating to nondiscrimination, including, but not limited to, Chapter 213,
RSMo; Title VI and Title VII of Civil Rights Act of 1964 as amended (42 U.S.C. Sections
2000d and 2000e, et seq.); and with any provision of the “Americans with Disabilities Act”
(42 U.S.C. Section 12101, et seq).

Bankruptcy: Upon filing for any bankruptcy or insolvency proceeding by or against the
Offeror, whether voluntarily, or upon the appointment of a receiver, Offeror, or assignee, for
the benefit of creditors, MHTC reserves the right and sole discretion to either cancel the
Agreement or affirm the Agreement and hold the Offeror responsible for damages.

Applicable Laws and Regulations:

1)  The contract shall be construed according to the laws of the State of Missouri. The
Contractor shall comply with all local, state, and federal laws and regulations related to
the performance of the contract.

2)  The Contractor must be registered and maintain good standing with the Secretary of
State of the State of Missouri and other regulatory agencies, as may be required by law
or regulations. Prior to the issuance of a purchase order and/or notice to proceed, the

Contractor may be required to submit to MoDOT a copy of their current Authority
Certificate from the Secretary of State of the State of Missouri.

Prior to the issuance of a purchase order and/or notice to proceed, all out-of-state
Contractors providing services within the state of Missouri must submit to MoDOT a
copy of their current Transient Employer Certificate from the Department of Revenue,
in addition to a copy of their current Authority Certificate from the Secretary of State
of the State of Missouri.

No action may be brought by either party concerning any matter, thing or dispute
arising out of or relating to the terms, performance, nonperformance or otherwise of
the Agreement except in the Circuit Court of Cole County, Missouri. The parties agree
that the Agreement is entered into at Jefferson City, Missouri, and substantial elements
of its performance will take place at or be delivered to Jefferson City, Missouri, by
reason of which the Offeror consents to venue of any action against it in Cole County,
Missouri.

(L)  Permits, Licenses and Safety Issues:

The contract price shall include any necessary permits and licenses required by law
incidental to the work. Local ordinances requiring building permits are not applicable
to state agencies.

The Contractor will comply with local laws involving safety in the prosecution of the
work.

(M) Invoicing and Payment: MoDOT is exempt from paying Missouri Sales Tax, Missouri Use

Tax and Federal Excise Tax. However, the Contractor may themselves be responsible for
the payment of taxes on materials they purchase to fulfill the contract. A Federal Excise Tax
Exemption Certificate will be furnished to the successful Bidder/Offeror upon request.

(N) Remedies and Rights:

No provision in the contract shall be construed, expressly or implied, as a waiver by
the MHTC of any existing or future right and/or remedy available by law in the event
of any claim by the MHTC of the Contractor's default or breach of contract.

The Contractor agrees and understands that the contract shall constitute an assignment
by the Contractor to the MHTC of all rights, title and interest in and to all causes of
action that the Contractor may have under the antitrust laws of the United States or
State of Missouri for which causes of action have accrued or will accrue as the result
of or in relation to the particular equipment, supplies, and/or services purchased or
produced by the Contractor in the fulfillment of the contract with the MHTC.

In the event a Contractor becomes involved in, or is threatened with, litigation with a
subcontractor or supplier as a result of such direction, the Contractor may request
MoDOT to enter into such litigation to protect the interests of the MHTC, and, in
addition, the Contractor may request the United States to enter into such litigation to
protect the interests of the United States.

Cancellation: MHTC may cancel the Agreement at any time by providing the Offeror with
written notice of cancellation. Should MHTC exercise its right to cancel the Agreement
cancellation will become effective upon the date specified in the notice of cancellation sent
to the Offeror.

Failure to Execute Contract: Failure to execute the contract and file acceptable
performance payment (Contract Bond) or cashier's check, bank money order or certified
check within 30 days after the contract has been mailed to the bidder shall be just cause for
the cancellation of the award and the forfeiture of the proposal guaranty. Award may then
be made to the next lowest responsible bidder, or the work may be re-advertised and
performed under contract or otherwise, as the Commission may decide. No contract shall be
considered effective until it has been executed by all parties thereto.

Ownership of Reports: All documents, reports, exhibits, etc. produced by the Offeror at
the direction of MHTC’s representative and information supplied by MHTC’s representative
shall remain the property of MHTC.

Confidentiality: The Offeror shall not disclose to third parties confidential factual matters
provided by MHTC’s representative except as may be required by statute, ordinance, or
order of court, or as authorized by MHTC’s representative. The Offeror shall notify MHTC
immediately of any request for such information.

Nonsolicitation: The Offeror warrants that it has not employed or retained any company or
person, other than a bona fide employee working for the Offeror, to solicit or secure the
Agreement, and that it has not paid or agreed to pay any percentage, brokerage fee, gift, or
any other consideration, contingent upon or resulting from the award or making of the
Agreement. For breach or violation of this warranty, MHTC shall have the right to annul
the Agreement without liability, or in its discretion, to deduct from the Agreement price or
consideration, or otherwise recover the full amount of such fee, commission, percentage,
brokerage fee, gift or contingent fee.

Conflict of Interest: The Offeror covenants that it presently has no actual conflict of
interest or appearance of conflict of interest and shall not acquire any interest, directly or
indirectly, which would conflict in any manner or degree with the performance of the
services under this Agreement. The Offeror further covenants that no person having any
such known interest shall be employed or conveyed an interest, directly or indirectly, in this
Agreement.

Maintain Papers: The Offeror must maintain all working papers and records relating to the

Agreement. These records must be made available at all reasonable times at no charge to
MHTC and/or the Missouri State Auditor during the term of the Agreement and any
extension thereof, and for three (3) years from the date of final payment made under the
Agreement.

1) MHTC’s representative shall have the right to reproduce and/or use any products
derived from the Offeror's work without payment of any royalties, fees, etc.

including its members and department employees, from any claim or liability whether based
on a claim for damages to real or personal property or to a person for any matter relating to
or arising out of the Offeror's performance of its obligations under this Agreement.

The Contractor shall purchase and maintain such insurance as will protect him from
claims under workmen's compensation acts and other employee benefit acts, from
claims for damages because of bodily injury, including death, and from claims for
damages to property which may arise out of or result from the Contractor's operations
under this Contract, whether such operations be by himself or by any Subcontractor
or anyone directly or indirectly employed by any of them.

This insurance shall be written for not less than any limits of liability specified as part
of this contract, or required by law, whichever is the greater, and shall include
contractual liability insurance as applicable to the Contractor's obligations under this
contract. Unless otherwise specified, insurance limits shall be as follows:

a. Workmen's Compensation: Workers Compensation Insurance, including
"Occupational Disease Act" requirements, must be maintained if required
by law.

b. Public Liability (includes property damage and personal injury):

i. Not less than $400,000 for any one person in a single accident or
occurrence.

ii. Not less than $2,500,000 for all claims arising out of a single
occurrence.

c. Special Hazard Insurance: As required.
d. Builder's Risk: Not less than the full Contract amount.

A pre-proposal conference for all potential Offerors is scheduled and noted in
Section 5, RFP Schedule of Events. The pre-proposal conference will be held at
District 6 Transportation Information Center, Rm 209, 14301 South Outer 40,
Chesterfield, MO beginning at 10:00 AM local time. Each Offeror may send a
maximum of (3) three representatives. The purpose of the conference is to discuss
the work to be performed with the prospective Offerors and allow them to ask
questions concerning the RFP.

MoDOT encourages all potential Offerors to attend the pre-proposal conference
although attendance is not mandatory.

Specific questions concerning the RFP shall be submitted in writing no later than the
deadline time detailed in Section 5, RFP Schedule of Events. MoDOT will attempt
to prepare responses before the pre-proposal conference. Additional questions shall
be entertained at the conference; however, responses may be deferred and provided
at a later date.

The response to any question that is given orally at the pre-proposal conference is to
be considered tentative and non-binding. After the conference, the official response
to questions shall be published in writing. This shall ensure accurate, consistent
responses to all vendors. Only the written addenda from MoDOT shall be
considered official.
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SECTION (4):
SPECIFICATIONS

(A)SPECIFICATIONS FOR BUILDINGS AND SITE:

A-1. BUILDING SITE

A-1.1 MoDOT has identified a preferred New Site for the relocation of the new facility on a
property currently owned by the City of Wentzville, hereinafter “Preferred Site”, generally
described in Attachment D. Offeror shall be responsible for negotiating with the City for the
purchase of the Preferred Site prior to submitting the proposal.

A-1.2 If an alternative New Site is proposed, the New Site must be located in St. Charles County,
Missouri and should be located west of Lake St. Louis Blvd, east of the Wentzville Parkway/ 1-70
interchange, within 1/2 mile of 1-70 to the south and within 3 miles of 1-70 to the north. The New Site must
not be located in an area designated as a hazardous waste, landfill or designated wetland area and
must be served by the Department of Natural Resources approved water site and sewage system.
The premises or access road to premises shall not be located in an area designated as a 100-year
flood plain.

A-1.3 All proposals will be evaluated on the required acreage specified in Summary of Proposal
(Acreage Required) at the proposed price. Proposals offering less than the required 7 acres or more
than 20 acres may be deemed non-responsive and eliminated from consideration.

A-1.4 Offeror shall be responsible for making sure only clean landfill is on or used on the New
Site.

A-1.5 The new site including access to site must accommodate large equipment including tandem
dump trucks and tractor-trailers.

A-1.6 The new site shall not have noise or light restrictions, due to 24/7 operations.

A-2. CODES, STANDARDS AND GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

A-2.1 The Project shall conform to all laws, codes, regulations, ordinances and requirements in
effect at the time of construction. In the event of a conflict the most stringent shall apply.

A-2.1.1 The Offeror shall be responsible for providing or securing all certificates, permits,
construction, supervision, labor, materials, tools and construction equipment necessary for all
execution and completion of the Project in compliance with the specifications, Proposal Forms and
Prevailing Wages.

A-2.1.2 The Project must be built in accordance with the latest published edition of the International
Building Codes, except for the metal building(s) are to be built in accordance to MBMA 99.
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A-3.SITE SELECTION

A-3.1 Offerors should make every effort to locate a suitable site prior to their proposal submittal.
However, at the time of the proposal evaluation the Offeror must have identified a suitable site and,
if requested, provide to the evaluation committee written documentation of an option to purchase or
ownership of said property. Failure to provide this documentation is grounds for the rejection of the
Offeror’s proposal and forfeiture of proposal surety.

A-3.2 The successful Offeror has 30 days from the date of the Notice of Award to provide to
MoDOT documentation demonstrating ownership of the selected site, if requested. Failure to
provide this documentation is grounds for withdrawing the award and forfeiture of proposal surety.
If at a future date it is determined that the selected site will not be able to be used, MoDOT, at its
option, will work with the successful Offeror to locate a new site. If a suitable site cannot be
located, MoDOT will withdraw the award. Withdrawal of the award will result in the forfeiture of
the proposal surety.

A-4  SITE IMPROVEMENTS These improvements have been shown on a site plan using the
preferred site.

A-4.1 Eencing: The entire lot must be fenced with two (2) lockable gate(s). The main entrance
will have a horizontal sliding gate and the secondary entrance can be a hinge gate. Refer to attached
specifications.

A-4.2 Paving: Parking to include a minimum of 14 spaces and 2 handicap spaces, striped. Refer
to the site plan and specifications for paving requirements.

A-4.3 Lighting: Entire lot will be lit to requirements as set out in the IESNA Lighting Handbook
9™ Edition (Illuminating Engineering Society of North America). Refer to attached specifications
and plans.

A-4.4 Landscaping: Site will be seeded & strawed 50° around all buildings, parking lots,
graveled areas and any area disturbed during construction (Excluding paved and graveled areas).
Entrance area is to be landscaped in a way to make it aesthetically appealing to our neighbors and
visitors. A buffer area shall be established. If preferred site is proposed then buffer area shall
consist of the following: the first row of evergreen trees will be 15 from the property line and 15’
on center. This line of evergreens shall be made up of a combination of 6” high Red Pines, Norway
Spruce, Leyland Cypress and Thuja Green Giant. The second line of trees shall be located 35° from
the property line and be placed on 20’ centers. This line of deciduous trees shall be made up of a
combination of 2% Caliper Red Sunset Maples, Patmore Green Ash, Autumn Purple Ash and
Skyline Honey Locust. (Refer to plans and specifications)

A-4.5 Mailbox: A commercial size mailbox on a post must be provided. Must meet United States
Postal Service guidelines. Refer to site plan for location.
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A-4.6 Structures: The following structures will be constructed at the new site per the attached
specifications and site plan: 1 - maintenance building; 1 — storage building; 1 — fabric salt structure;
1 — fuel island and pad; 1 — spreader rack and site appurtenances (refer to attached drawings). Each
building will require its own Schedule of Values during the construction phase.

A-4.7 Containment/Storage areas: Concrete inter-locking blocks to outline a perimeter of the
containment areas will be provided. Refer to site plan for location of containment areas.

A-4.8 Site Plan: MoDOT has provided a conceptual site plan for the preferred site based off of a
2001 survey completed by Bax Engineering Co (Project No. 01-11712). The successful offeror
will prepare a detailed site plan based off of own site evaluation and survey, and shall include final
grades, all utilities, building elevations and locations of other structures. In addition, this plan will
include site retention and necessary and related items to complete the site plan for submittal. Note
that the finished floor and parking lot elevations must be within three (3’) feet of existing ground
lines. MoDOT must approve the site plan.

A-4.9 Calcium and Salt Brine Tanks: Quantity of tanks needed is three (3) total. Two (2) tanks
shall be approximately 10,500 gallons and one (1) tank shall be approximately 8,000 gallons.
Placement is shown on the attached site plan.

A-5. MHTC/MoDOT RIGHTS/RESPONSIBILITIES

A-5.1 MoDOT is the exclusive representative of the MHTC in all real estate transactions except as
otherwise noted by statute or Code of State Regulations. No individual, organization or group,
other than MoDOT, shall interpret, define or explain any part of these specifications or obligate
MHTC in real estate leasing transactions in any form; verbal, written or otherwise. Any questions
regarding the proposal process, specifications, or authority must be directed to the individual
identified on the cover page of this document.

A-5.2 MHTC reserves the right to reject any and all proposals and waive all variances and
informalities in proposals. MoDOT will award the contract to the best Offeror, in writing only.

A-5.3 If no responsive or acceptable proposals are received, MHTC may, at its sole option,
initiate a new proposal process or enter into negotiations with selected individual(s) to provide the
premises.

A-5.4  Any signage displayed on the premises during construction or renovation that refers to the
State of Missouri /IMHTC or any of its agencies or offices must have prior written approval of
MoDOT.

A-55 MHTC will award the contract to the Offeror offering the "best" proposal. Unless noted, all
stipulations set forth in the RFP represent minimum acceptable standards. When assessing "best,"
additional consideration may be given to proposals offering features, equipment, services and
auxiliary fiscal benefits that exceed minimum acceptable levels.
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A-6. CONSTRUCTION DOCUMENTS - Attached and provided by MoDOT for the preferred
design and desired improvements.

A-7 EXCHANGE OF TITLE

A-7.1 Upon final inspection and approval of the new facility the deeds will be recorded and
released to each party.

A-7.2 Title for the new facility will be conveyed by Warranty Deed.

A-7.3 Possession of MoDOT property will be dependent on the time of year the replacement
property is ready to occupy. For example: In the event of snow fight operations, flexibility in
possession will be necessary and dependent on weather conditions at the time.

B-17. Inspections and Quality Assurance: This RFP solicits a complex transaction for real
estate: land, construction of buildings, parking lots, sidewalks, and other structures and fixtures.

Aboveground Storage Tank (AST) - The Offeror will relocate two (2) exisiting AST’s to the

new fuel island from the following site for placement and piping as indicated on the plans:
The first is 2,000 Gallon AST to be used for Diesel fuel located on the existing site and the
second is 1,000 gallon AST located at 13601 South Outer Forty Drive (MoDOT’s fueling
depot).

TANKS FOR LIQUID CALCIUM CHLORIDE MGS-93-02A

1.0 DESCRIPTION.  These specifications cover the requirements for plastic storage tanks for liquid
calcium chloride.

1.1 Quantity of tanks needed is three (3) total. Two (2) tanks shall be approximately 10,500 gallons and
one (1) tank shall be approximately 8,000 gallons.

2.0 MATERIALS.

2.1 The tank shall be a standard 1.5 specific gravity, seamless, vertical cylindrical, flat bottomed, dome
topped with a minimum 18 inch manway and a 2 inch PVC U-type vent pipe installed.

2.2 Volume of the tank shall be approximately 10,500 gallons for two (2) tanks and 8,000 gallons for
one (1) tank.

2.3 Approximate dimensions of the tank shall be 9 to 15 feet high and 10 to 12 feet in diameter.
2.4 Color shall be translucent gold green or white.

2.5 They shall have one 3-inch diameter PVVC outlet with bulkhead fittings and siphon tube installed.
The outlet shall have a nipple with male threads installed. The outlet shall be located approximately 7 to 9
inches from the bottom of the tank.

2.6 All gaskets shall be EPDM or Viton. Neoprene will not be allowed.

2.7 Molding power used to manufacture the tank shall be cross-linked high-density polyethylene,
Martex CL 250 or CL 200, containing 0.25 to 0.50 percent UV stabilizer. The molding power shall not
contain any fillers.

2.8 The sidewall of the tank shall be marked in a durable, weather resistant manner in 500-gallon
increments. As a minimum, each 1,000-gallon mark shall be labeled with the gallonage (1000, 2000, etc.)

2.9 The finished surface of the tank shall be as free as commercially practical from visual defects such
as foreign inclusions, air bubbles, pinholes, and craters. All cut edges shall be trimmed to have smooth edges.
The tanks shall exhibit good workmanship in all respects.

3.0 PAD: See site plan for location and pad specifications.
