GENERAL INTRODUCTION

The Missouri Department of Transportation (hereinafter referred to as MoDOT) desires to establish a contract for the purchase of automotive emergency lighting.    MoDOT is also interested in assisting other state agencies, counties, cities, special road districts, etc. in purchasing equipment, various materials and supplies that meet MoDOT specifications.  Therefore, a co-operative purchasing agreement is attached to this specification.

This contract will be in affect from the date of award through December 30, 2009.  Three (3) one-year extensions are available upon mutual consideration by Missouri Department of Transportation and each vendor.  Allowance for inflation increases will be considered at the time the extensions come due
Bids shall list each manufacturer and model number for each item included in the bid.  The bidder shall submit descriptive literature and specifications showing exact equipment to be furnished. Any product purchased shall conform to these specifications.

All bid documents shall be signed and returned with the bid submittal.  Any questions concerning specifications should be directed to Warren Blanchard at (573) 526-2529.

Award of this bid will be by line item using the “lowest and best” principle of award.

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

The contractor shall assume responsibility for all equipment furnished and any subcontracted items.  The contractor shall assure and demonstrate to the satisfaction of MoDOT that the equipment furnished is in compliance with these plans and specifications, and is operational and compatible with existing MoDOT equipment.  

All equipment and services shall be provided to the sole satisfaction of MoDOT.  All items appearing as standard features in the manufacturer’s published literature and specifications are understood to be included in the bidder’s proposal.  The Missouri Department of Transportation reserves the right to waive technicalities and to reject any or all bids.

For the purpose of this specification, left side and right side shall be used for left and right respectively when viewing applicable lighting from an overhead position as mounted on a vehicle.

GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS

General

All vehicle lighting units and controls shall be built to the following specifications.

Lighting Requirements

All light packs shall be light emitting diodes (LED’s).  LED’s shall be generation 3.5 or greater and shall meet or exceed California Title 13 requirements. 

Lighting Voltage
The lighting, siren and controls shall operate on typical automotive twelve (12) Volt DC systems.

Compatibility

All lighting and speaker components listed as part of this interoperable package must be compatible with the central lighting and siren control system provided.  With the exception of the speaker and wireless remote control exterior work light, all lights, traffic directional arrow and siren/lighting control components shall be from a single manufacturer to ensure compatibility.

Line Item 1: Exterior Lighting/Audio Package and Control

Vendor shall provide pricing for all components in line item 1. However, the bid price for line item 1 shall be based only on the combined price of items 1a, 1c, 1d, and 1e.

Exterior Mount LED lightbar:

Each package shall contain a lightbar with lighting visible from 360 degrees.  The lightbar frame and casing shall be no taller than 4 inches and shall have a width of 48” to 60” to allow for mounting to a typical mid-size pick-up, full-size pick-up or SUV style cab.  The lightbar dimensions shall not include attached brackets or mounting hardware. All necessary mounting hardware and brackets shall be included in the bid price.  The mounted light bar must be visible from 360 degrees.  The lightbar shall include twenty (20) feet of cable.  The standard incident response lightbar shall include the following light heads:

Item 1a: Standard Incident Response Light Bar (amber)

Forward section (from left to right):

Angled wide-angle amber LED, directional white LED, directional amber LED, directional white LED, two (2) amber LED’s, directional white LED, directional amber LED, directional white LED, and angled wide-angle amber LED.

Rear section (from left to right):

Angled wide angle amber LED, directional white LED, directional amber LED, red “Stop-Tail-Turn” light, two (2) amber LED’s, red “Stop-Tail-Turn” light, directional amber LED, directional white LED, and angled wide angle amber LED.

All lightheads shall be spaced proportionately side-to-side.  The light bar shall be wired as follows:

1. Angled amber LED’s at each end of the lightbar shall be wired together.

2. Forward facing amber LED’s shall be wired together

3. Forward facing white LED’s shall be wired together 

4. Rear facing amber LED’s shall be wired together

5. Rear facing white LED’s shall be wired together

6. Stop-Tail-Turn lights shall be wired individually

Item 1b: Optional Incident Response Light Bar (red to rear)

An Optional Incident Response Light Bar shall be available for dedicated vehicles.  The Optional Incident Response Light Bar shall include the following light heads:

Forward section (from left to right):

Angled wide-angle amber LED, directional white LED, directional amber LED, directional white LED, two (2) amber LED’s, directional white LED, directional amber LED, directional white LED, and angled wide-angle amber LED.

Rear section (from left to right):

Angled wide angle amber LED, directional red LED, directional amber LED, red “Stop-Tail-Turn” light, two (2) red LED’s, red “Stop-Tail-Turn” light, directional amber LED, directional red LED, and angled wide angle amber LED.

All lightheads shall be spaced proportionately side-to-side.  The light bar shall be wired as follows:

1. Angled amber LED’s at each end of the lightbar shall be wired together.

2. Forward facing amber LED’s shall be wired together

3. Forward facing white LED’s shall be wired together 

4. Rear facing amber LED’s shall be wired together

5. Rear facing red LED’s shall be wired together

6. Stop-Tail-Turn lights shall be wired individually

Item 1c: Siren and Lighting Controls

The package shall include a Siren and Lighting Control Module.  The lighting shall be controlled from a siren control module with integrated lighting controls.  The lighting controls shall provide for a three (3)-stage progressive slide switch.  The progressive slide switch shall be capable of turning on additional lighting with each progressive position while maintaining the lighting from previous positions along the switch.   Six (6) additional lighting control buttons shall be provided to control other accessories rated at a minimum of twenty (20) amps at twelve (12) volts DC.   The lighting control shall also contain an integrated traffic directional arrow control capable of producing Solid Left, Solid Right, Double Solid Arrow and Four Corner Flash patterns on a remotely mounted directional arrow.  

The siren module shall contain user selectable Wail and Yelp siren cadences.  An electronic Air Horn function shall also be included and controlled by a momentary contact switch on the siren control module.  The siren control module shall be capable of producing the Wail and Yelp functions only when the progressive lighting switch is in position 3 of 3.  The siren module shall be capable of Public Address (PA) and Radio Rebroadcast functions.  The Public Address system shall be controlled by a separate microphone mounted from the base siren module.

The control head for the lighting and siren shall be capable of mounting remotely, up to ten (10) feet from the power wiring and base electronic siren module.   The control head shall be no larger than 3 inches deep, 6 inches tall and 12 inches wide.  All controls shall feature backlighting capability.

Item 1d: Traffic Directional Arrow

The package shall include an exterior mounted traffic directional arrow comprised of at least nine (9) amber LED lightheads arranged on a double arrow shaped background. LED lighthead elements shall be capable of at least a 50 percent dimming from full brilliance.  The traffic directional arrow shall have a minimum height of 12 inches The arrow panel shall be capable of producing Solid Left, Solid Right, Double Arrow and Four Corner Flash patterns.  Control of the directional arrow shall be provided from the lighting/siren control module.  Thirty (30) feet of cable shall be provided.

Item 1e: Speaker

The package shall include a single one hundred (100) watt speaker and driver.  The speaker shall be capable of mounting externally or under the vehicle hood.

Partial Lighting Packages for Line Item 1

Any part of this line item may be deleted per order as necessary.   This line item bid shall be awarded based only on the combined price of items 1a, 1c, 1d, and 1e.  Items on this bid may be purchased on a per-item basis.  

Line Item 2: Exterior Mount LED lighting module:

Externally mounted LED lightheads with self-contained flasher.  Each light head shall be capable of being wired directly to a 12-volt switchable power source.  Exterior Mounted LED lighting modules shall have a black housing and be available individually in red, white, and amber.  Items 2a, 2b, and 2c respectively.

Any part of this line item may be deleted per order as necessary.   This line item bid shall be awarded based on the combined price of one each of line items 2a, 2b, and 2c.  Items on this bid may be purchased on a per-item basis.  

Line Item 3: Wireless Remote Control Exterior Work Light:
The Wireless Remote Control Exterior Work Light shall be a minimum 65 Watt, 500,000 Candlepower light capable of directionally illuminating 1500 feet.  Work light shall have 370-degree rotation and a minimum 135-degree vertical elevation/depression range. Work Light shall have two-speed operation.  Work light shall come with both a hardwired console and a wireless full function remote control.  Wireless remote control shall operate at a distance of up to 100’ from vehicle. Work light shall come with a minimum 20’ wiring harness and shall operate of off a standard 12 V vehicle power system.  Work light shall include mounting hardware and brackets. 

Warranty

All lightheads, siren and lighting control modules, speakers and work lights shall be warranted to be free of manufacturing defects and failures for sixty (60) months from date of delivery.  Warranty shall cover cost of materials, repair and/or replacement of defective products.
