Frequently Asked Questions

Q. What work is being proposed as part of this project?

A. MoDOT plans to improve the intersection of Old Route 50 (Lookout Trail) and Route PP to
accommodate larger vehicles (i.e. buses and most trucks). Work includes relocating Old Route 50
near the intersection by shifting it south by 12 feet. The turning area from Route PP to Old Route
50 will also be widened so large vehicles have more room to complete their turns.

Q. Will vehicles still be able to access Old Route 50 at State Street?

A. When the improvements are complete, Moniteau County will take ownership of Route PP and
Old Route 50. Moniteau County will close access to Old Route 50 at State Street because the
railroad crossing on Route PP has already been improved to meet current safety standards.

Q. Why not improve State Street instead?

A. Route PP is a paved roadway located a quarter mile west of State Street. While there is already
more room for larger vehicles at the State Street entrance to Old Route 50, the railroad crossing has
not been updated to current safety standards. To do so and improve the roadway would cost
significantly more than the proposed project.

Q. When would work take place and how would traffic be impacted?
A. Work could begin in fall 2011 and be completed by the end of the year. Periodic lane closures on
Old Route 50 and Route PP may be necessary during the work.

Q. Will additional right of way be needed to construct this project?
A. No additional right of way or easements will be needed for the project. All work will be
completed within existing MoDOT right of way.

Q. What is the project cost?
A. The project is estimated to cost about $90,000.
