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Conversation About the
Future of Transportation

e MoDOT wants to have a
conversation about the future of
transportation in Missourl.

e Missourians have identified 5
priorities for transportation
Investment.
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Taking Care of Roads
and Bridgs

Get 85 percent of heavily traveled roads in good condition
(now 78 percent)

Get 75 percent of less traveled roads in good condition
(now 62 percent). Missourians have identified this as the #1
need in the state.

Get 90 percent of bridges in good condition (now 72
percent)
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Other Ways to Get Around

We need to be a department of
transportation; that means
more than roads and bridges

Have to help people get where
they want to go without driving
a car

Also need to get some of the
freight off of our highways

® We want to make passenger
rail a reliable travel option

® We need to improve our ports
because they provide a low-
cost, efficient way to move
goods
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We can’t continue to band-aid
these corridors — 50 years old

3.1 million people and 36
percent of all jobs are located
within 10 miles of these roads

25 million miles a day are
driven on 1-70 and 1-44 —
that's equal to 1,000 laps
around the earth

They were designed to carry
12,000 cars a day; now even
the quietest stretches carry
twice that much traffic
