When the Interstate 64 project in St. Louis was named the best transportation project in
the country, a $10,000 check came with the honor. Last week, the Missouri Highways
and Transportation Commission and MoDOT presented the $10,000 donation to
Operation Food Search, which supplies food and necessities to people in need. MoDOT
had teamed with Operation Food Search to collect food and money to feed the hungry
when the second stretch of 1-64 opened in December 2009. MoDOT Director Kevin
Keith said it was fitting for MoDOT to continue its partnership with Operation Food
Search through the $10,000 donation.

A new bridge over Lake Taneycomo is now open to traffic. The new bridge will carry
Route 76 and Business Route 65 traffic between Hollister and Branson. The old Lake
Taneycomo bridge -- the longest, oldest bridge of "spandrel arch™ design in use in
Missouri -- will be closed for about a year for major repairs.
