Frequently Asked Questions:

What is the purpose of this project and why is it needed?
This project will replace the current Platte River Bridge, originally built in 1932, with a wider bridge that includes two-foot shoulders, guardrail at both ends and a bridge deck slightly higher than the existing deck. The condition of the current bridge, including the bridge deck and substructures, necessitates the building of a new bridge.
How will this project disrupt motorists?
During the project, the bridge will be closed for approximately four months. Traffic may detour over Routes 46, NN and E. There will be no signed detour during the closure.
Can I still access my property in that area?
All land owners will be able to access their property, however, the bridge will remain closed and inaccessible for the duration of the project.
How much will the project cost?
Estimated construction costs are listed in the Missouri Department of Transportation’s Statewide Transportation Improvement Program at $943,000. Bids for this project may come in higher or lower than that number.
What is the proposed schedule for the project?
The project is scheduled to be let for bid on January 23, 2016. After the project is awarded, MoDOT personnel and contractors will meet to determine the exact construction schedule.
Who is the contractor on this project?
The contractor for the project has not been determined, yet. The project will be available for bid as part of the January 23, 2016, letting. After bids are received, the Missouri Highways and Transportation Commission will award the contract, most likely at their February 2016 meeting.
